ANTWERP, May 21.—One of the 
worst wrecks In Europe in recent times 

Contlch, a station si*
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occurred at

southeast of this city, on themiles
main line, at 8 o'clock this morning. 
The exact number of victims had not 
been determined up to a late hour to­
night, owing to the difficulty of re­
moving the bodies from debris, but toe 
latest estimate places the number at 
60 killed and 100 injured.

The accident appears to have been 
due to a defective switch where a main 
line crosses a local line. At this point 
a train carrying a large number of 
pilgrims, on their way to a local shrine, 
was standing. Into this the Antwerp- 
Brussels express dashed at a speed of 
60 miles an hour, literally leaping on 
top of It.

The heavy coaches of the express 
crushed the lighter train into splinters. 
The sides of the express cars were 
torn from their fastenings, the floors 
completely collapsing, thus precipitat­
ing the passengers to the side of the 
track uninjured, whence they fled, 
frenzied, across the fields.

But for this fact the death roll would 
be much greater. Few of the occu­
pants of the local train escaped alive. 
Those that were not killed were badly 
injured, many of them mortally..

In spite of the condemnation 
of the rifle by the Northwest Mounted 
Police and the refusal of many of the 
militia to use it, this enquiry was re­
fused.

When the Ross rifle was adopted It 
was said that It was , similar to the 
rifle with which the Austrian army Is 
equipped, but the Austrian army has 
not been re-armed since 1896. None of 
the parts were interchangable with the 
Lee-Enfleld, a great drawback.

Company Well Treated.
The Roes Rifle Company, went on 

Col. Worthington, had received, in ad­
dition to a free site, the free importa­
tion of material, and was paid 75 per 
cent, advance on estimates. The con­
tract called for 10,000 rifles a year at 
(25 each. A letter was read from the 
Lee-Enfleld Company offering to sup­
ply that arm, with bayonet, for 80 shil­
lings, f.o.b., at a British port.

Whatever Influence Is at work, many 
of the aldermen are putting up an 
exhibition of sidestepping the power 
question. A meeting of the special 
committee on the subject was called 
for this evening, but Aid. H. G. 
Wright and other supportera of the 
Cataract Co. who were not on the 
committee “butted In” and Mayor 
Stewart said they had come for the 
express purpose of blocking action. 
His worship pointed out that the offer 
of the Cataract Power Co. to cut be­
low the hydro-electric commission by 
ten per cent, for power for the civic 
plants simply mean that the company 
was willing to supply the civic plants 
cheaply so that It would be able to 
soak the citizens. Aldermen Lewis, 
Hennessy and Clark took similar 
grounds. Some of the members of 
the committee declared that they were 
not familiar with the terms of thd 
hydro-electric contract, and it was 
agreed that the contract should be 
printed and copies supplied to every 
alderman. The special committee will 
meet next Tuesday evening, and the 
council will have a special session on 
Thursday evening to decide the ques­
tion. The mayor tried to get a di­
vision on the question, but the aider- 
men succeeded in ducking It.

Verdict of Murder.
Guilty of murder was the verdict of 

the Jury this afternoon in the case of 
Gueslppe Greco, who on March 12 
last stabbed a fellow Italian, Antoni 
Rleszo. The verdict came as a great 
surprise after the charge of Chief 
Justice Mulock, who practically In­
structed the Jury to bring In a ver­
dict of guilty of stabbing with Intent. 
'Rleszo died from pneumonia eight 
days after being stabbed. Doctors 
Rennie, Edgar and Elliott, called by 
the crown, swore that the pneumonia 
was induced by exposure and the 
wound. To-day M. J. O’Reilly, K.C., 
who defended the prisoner, called Doc­
tors Balte, Cockburn and O'Rlelly, who 
swore that the pneumonia did not re­
sult from the wound.

The Judge made some scathing re­
marks about ~ the medical testimony, 
which . was very contradictory. He 
considered It an unfavorable com­
mentary on the education of the medi­
cal profession that they frequently be­
came partisans and did not assist the 
courts In getting at the truth. He 
would not say that the doctors in this 
case had not tried to tell the truth, 
but their attempts at tolling the truth 
were unsuccessful. His lordship told 
the Jurors that if they had the least 
doubt as to whether the wound induc­
ed neumonla they should give the 
prisoner the benefit of the doubt and 
bring in a verdict of stabbing with 
Intent. After being out five hours and 
a half the Jury returned with a verdict 
of guilty^ of murder.

Crown Prosecutor Coatsworth asked 
It his lordship would pronounce sen­
tence, but Sir William said he Would 
reserve that until Friday. Mr. O’Rlelly 
will probably appeal the case. The 
probable grounds of appeal will be 
the contradictory nature of the medi­
cal testimony and the unconscious 
prejudice in the minds of the Jurors 
against foreigners with knives. The 
prisoner's brother Bruno, will prob­
ably be indicted by the grand jury 
Friday on the charge of being an 
accessory after the fact.

Verdict of $500.
The family of J. Dini, an Italian 

blown up in an explosion on the Brant­
ford and Hamilton Railway, got a 
verdict of $500.

She has the 
distinction—and It really Is a distinc­
tion—of having been the soloist at con­
certs of the celebrated Boston Sym­
phony Orchestra. This in Itself pre­
cludes her from being considered any­
thing else than a finished artist.

And her playing last night Justified 
her inclusion In the company of virtuo­
si. She opened her program with the 
best composition on. It, Vleuxtemp’s 

\ “Ballade and Polonaise" (op. 38) lor 
I violin and piano. The ballade Is a slow 
i movement, with considerable scope for 
; emotional expression. And Miss Hast- 
! ings, by sweet, solid, pure tone, wrought 

Out a beautiful piece of art. Miss 
Hastings has temperament; and If she 
had not, she would have spoiled the 

! polonaise by mere display of technic.
! Instead, she made the polonaise bright, 
i enlivening and emotionally happy. She 

was fortunate In having at the piano 
Mr. A. F. Reilly, who made his Instru­
ment follow the moods of the violln- 
iste. He had excellent technic, espe­
cially in phrasing, and I have not 
heard anyone at the piano In this city 
who better understands the art of ac­
companying.

I regret that Miss Hastings chose for 
j her second number Wlenrawski’s “Le- 
I gefide," a characterless composition In 
! the minor key. It is a piece of very 
I poor writing for the violin; it does not 

demand technic and It gives small 
scope for singing tone. The united 

I passage was futile and the pizzlcatos 
| inane. However, Miss Hastings made 
the best of a poor composition and 
came to her own in the remaining 
numbers of her program, "Les Adieux" 
by Sarasote and the “Humoreske" by 

"Dvorak.
Miss Hastings was also assisted by 

Mr. Robert Stuart Plgott, baritone, in 
two sets of songs, 
eluded Thomas' “The Viking’s Daugh­
ter,” Atkinson’s Robin Hood’s Fare­
well” and Nevln’s “Autumn Sadness.” 
Mr. Plgott Is a master In the art of tone 
production and phrasing. But I hasten 
to add that he surpasses himself in 
emotional expression. And this set, 
which was In spirit mournful, required 
above all sensitiveness to the spiritual 
meaning of the composer. In the sec­
ond set, which was Celtic hi substance 
and spirit, Mr. Plgott was exceedingly 
happy and effective. Of the three 
songs, his own composition, "Nora,” 
gives him the right to be recognized 
as one of Canada’s composers vwho 
know how to secure what Hefiry T. 
Finck calls “emotional realism.” That 
is, the music exactly represented the 
idea of the words in the poem. He sang 
It delightfully for all, and particularly 
touched those in the audience who 
have the Celtic gift of imagination. 
Miss Hastings, Mr. Plgott and Mr. 
Reilly are to be congratulated on 
having thoroly delighted last night a 
select and appreciative audience.

In the death of Mrs. Mary Coxwell, 
widow of the late W. H. Coxwell, of 
Osgoode Hall, Ontario loses one of its 
oldest residents. Mrs. Coxwell, whose 
maiden name was Mary Sophia Powell, 
was the -only daughter of Capt. John 
Powell, a naval officer who settled at 
Niagara, and became sheriff of Wel­
land and Lincoln and usher of the 
black rod In the assembly of Upper 
Canada. Mrs. Coxwell was born at 
Niagara nearly 93 years ago. Her fa­
ther was married Aug. 8, 1808, to Isa­
bella, eldest daughter of Major-Gen. 
Aeneas Shaw, of the Shaws of Strath- 
nalm, Scotland, who resided at Oak 
Hill, south of Gore Vale, of later years 
known as the Bickford estate, near 
where Trinity College now stands. A 
sister of Mrs. Coxwell’s mother, Sophia 
Shaw, another daughter of the general 
and after whom Mrs. Coxwell was 
named, was engaged to Gen. Isaac 
Brock, whose career was cut short at 
the battle of Queenston Heights. The 
deceased, who was related to many of 
the older families of Toronto, Is sur­
vived by all her five children, two sons, 
Edward Powell and Charles Hylton, 
and three daughters, Kate (Mrs. Wal­
ter Nursey), Nettie (Mrs. E. Palmer 
Clarkson), all of Toronto, and Louise 
(Mrs. Valancy Fuller), of New York.

T. C. Scott said that he had joined 
the Conservative party In Sir flbhn A. 
Macdonald’s days when “Canada for 
Canadians” was Its policy.

MONTREAL, May 21.—(Special.)— 

There has been a marked falling off 
In the number of immigrants coming 
to Canada during the present year, 
despite a general Impression that the 
number was, If anything, increasing.

On Feb. 25 last a special circular 
pointing out the law was sent 
out to all provincial license Inspectors, 
and William M. Bell, Springford, In­
spector in the district of South Oxford, 
in which Tlllsonburg is situated, must 
have been aware of his responsibility 
In the matter, as it devolved upon him 
to see the law observed. This will ap­
pear upon enquiry. The act provides 

‘'That every owner, lessee, or pro­
prietor of an hotel exceeding two sto­
reys in height, ■ shall erect or causé to 
be erected, at least one permanent out­
side stairway or ladder, from the land­
ings or floors, landing or floor above 
the first storey of such hotel, and ex­
tending to at least said first storey. 
The keeper of every hotel shall, where 
the same is more than two storeys in 
height, provide and keep in each of 
the sleeping apartments or bedrooms 
which are situated above the ground 
floor, a fire escape for the use of guests 
occupying the same. Such fire escapes 
shall be sufficient within the meaning 
of this act If It consists of a rope not 
less than" three-quarters of an inch in 
thickness, and of sufficient length to 
reach from the room or apartment In 
khlch it is kept to the ground below. 
The keeper of every hotel shall, in ad­
dition to the notices which he is now 
required by law to keep posted up in 
each of his sleeping apartments or 
bedrooms, also keep posted up therein 
a notice calling attention to the said 
fire escapes, and containing full direc­
tions for the "use of the same, as well 
as a description of the outside stair­
way and the situation and means oT 
egress to the same. It shall be the 
duty of the inspector for the license 
district In which the hotel Is situated 
to take all necessary proceedings to 
compel the enforcement of tjiis act.”

A fine of $20 to $200 may be imposed 
with alternatives of three months’ im­
prisonment for neglect.

The general question of the advisa­
bility of permitting large numbers of 
hotel guests to sleep in the tinder boxes 
of which many frame-built inns con­
sist will probably be raised, besides 
the necessity of a night watchman.

According to James Sargent, secre­
tary of the Commercial Travelers’ • As­
sociation. there are a good many hotels 
in Ontario not adequately equipped for 
fires.

“A few years ago," said È. Fielding, 
treasurer of the association, “when you 
went into your room in a provincial 
hotel, the first thing you saw was a 
coil of rope right under the window. 
But you can find these safety ropes in 
very few hotels in Ontario nowadays.”

In 30 years Mr. Bernard was the only

A Viaduct Builder.
T. H. Cartlidge of Chicago, who has

Piling had been 
used in most cases as the foundation 
had proved unsatisfactory.

Zavltz to Go to Newfoundland.

OTTAWA, May 2J.—A report to the 
trade and commerce department by 

Commissioner Arnand of New­
foundland states «a* Prof. C. A. Za­
vltz of/ the Ontario Agricultural Col­
lege, Guelph, has been engaged by the 
Newfoundland Government to assist 
in the organization of the first experi­
mental farm to be established on the 
Island. An appropriation of $25,000 has 
been made for the purpose.

G. Dutliie nx- 
slded, and W. F. Maclean talked of 
Senator Jaffray's résignât! in, but the

Wright's Imperative challenge to W. 
D. McPherson, K.C., his rival Con­
servative candidate In the riding.

When he got Mr. McPhersen on the 
platform he intended to make a state­
ment which would make it the .uty 
of every Conservative in. the riding to 
vote against him, declared Mr. Wright. 
He would ask him some questions 
about the Gamey case for instance.

! (Applause). ~ He did not wish to speak 
| behind Mr. McPherson's back, and 
he wished to meet him on the plat­
form- He desired Mr. McPnvrson'e 
friends to acquaint him with this In­
tention, for If he could not meet him 
on the platform he would be ccon- 

i pelted to make these charges anyway.
! He had that day received authority 
| from Mr. Gamey to act In this matter 
and he Intended to do so.

He wished to have it plainly under­
stood that he would ask certain ques­
tions and insist upon answers to them 
relating to the Gamey case and cer­
tain other matters. He was not go­
ing to mince matters. He would not 
allow Mr. McPherson to go around in 
West Toronto and Claim that he was 
a Conservative par excellence and 
that Mr. Wright was something else. 
Mr. McPherson would have to show 
as clean a record as Mr. Wright, and 
the man did not live who could say 

1 that Mr. Wright every did a dishonor­
able act. He added that he would 
fortify his statements regarding Mr. 
McPherson by statements from Mr. 
Gamey. which would be made publlc-

One of the Old Guard.
Mr. Wright then proceeded with his 

speech on the views with which he 
has been Identified.

Public ownership was the principal 
plank In his platform. He had a right 
to bring that question Into the Con- 

! servative party, just as in 1875 he and 
i five others brought, up the national 
policy. James Goldie was the first 
national policy candidate in Canada 
and Mr. Wright was the first public 
ownership} candidate. He had spoken 
116 times on the national policy, and 

John A. Macdonald told him In 
"'presence of Sir Leonard Tilley 

that Mr. Wright had done more than 
any other one man to help him carry 
the policy. That was one reason why 
he had a right to introduce a new 
policy to the party.

W. F. Maclean, M.P., found great 
pleasure In saying a word In favor 
of Mr. Wright, an old friend of 30 
years standing. There was no one 
he had met In all that time he would 
rather support. Alex. Wright had al­
ways been on the right side of public 
questions, and the friend of the work­
ing man. He had the best record of 
any man he knew on the national 
policy, for which he worked lndefatig- 
ably when the cause was not a popu­
lar one. He was Instrumental in the 
origination of the electric power policy 
and he drafted the original resolution 
submitted to the legislature by Mr. 
Misc&mpbell.

The Senator’s Resignation.
Mr. Maclean declared that .Senator 

Jaffray had resigned from the Queen 
Victoria Park Commission, not because 
he was affronted by Mr. Whitney, but 
because he now knew he could no 
longer do anything to stop the Ni- ! 
a gara power policy. He knew the 
power contract was signed and the 
tenders were called for to build the 
transmission line, and this was the 
real cause of his resignation.
Maclean enlarged on the advantages 
of cheap power .In Ontario, which It 
had been the object of the Liberal 
party to hand over to the corpora­
tions. He appealed for votes for Mr. 
Wright on account of his attitude to 
the power policy. Mr. Whitney would 
be benefltted by the e'ection of Mr. 
Wright, as he would not be by the 
election of Mr. McPherson, who had 
been an ally of corporate Interests.

A Labor Endorsation.
Harvey Hall, the labor delegate, also 

spoke.
thruout West Toronto, where he was j 
known as a Conservative, as a sup- I 
porter of Mr. Wright. Mr. Wright 
had always taken the part o£Ahe un­
der dog, or the worklngmap/ The leg­
islation the speaker had 
Ottawa was due to his ha 
Independent of part#, 
publicly to thank Mr, Wright for the 
Interest he had taken In the Esp'anade 
railway bridge question on behalf of 
the railwayman.

Mr. Wright will hold a meeting to­
night In Brockton Hall, and to-morrow 
evening in the Orange Hall, Euclid- 
avenue.

H. C. Tomlin has withdrawn from 
his independent Conservative candi­
dature In West Toronto in a letter 
received by ; the West Toronto Con­
servative Association executive. Mr. 
Tomlin recognizes the Inadvisability 
of having three Conservative candi­
dates In the field, and has withdrawn 
In the best Interests of the party.
