Is Quite Possible.
"In the realms of pschntc and hypnotic 

phenomena. It Is quite possible for the 
real ego to leave the body and appear 
In some other place, it may be miles 
away, and return to the body without 
the person even being aware of the 
temporary separation.

Need Better Facilities.

Another trouble the slum reform­
ers have to cope with is the lack of 
proper facilities to carry on their re­
formation work. In many cases when 
the girls leave prison the mission 
workers have no available place to . 
keep them. In such cases the girls 
are homeless, and frequently drift 
back Into their former haunts, and are 
seen no more until again they come In­
to the lime light of the police court.

What Is needed In Toronto to make 
the regeneration of tjie women crim­
inals successful is'an Industrial ml-i- 
slon. a place where girls may stay and 
work for their living. Then they wilt 
not feel they are accepting charity, 
but that they are working for them- . 
selves. If a place like this could be 
organized a little distance from the 
city, and work In conjunction with the 
city missions It would be the means 
of saving hundreds o fthose poor un­
fortunates that are now neglected.

In the country they would be away 
from environment of crime, and would 
have a chance to break their habits 
-of taking drugs. Once this would he 
accomplished they coujd safely return , 
to the city âgaln and there would be
