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NO FOUNDATION FOR THE
CHOLERA SCARE IN BERLIN

Four Patients Who Were

Thought to Have Cholera

% Are Not Affected With Dread Disease---One
Suspected Case in a Prussian Hospital.

Berlin, Sept. 23—Four cholera suspects,
two of them Russians, whc recently ar-
rived from Russia, were taken to the Vir-
chow Hcspital yesterday, but an. exami-
nation indicated that the disease was not
cholera. In one case the patient was suf-
fering from typhus, and ip the other cases
dysentry. Several other persons who are
now isolated at the hospital, will remain
under the closest supervision, but at pre-
eont they show no symptoms.

The authorities are most optimistic and
declare that there is absolutely no ground
for fear. Every precaution has been taken
to guard against an epidemic, and in sus-
pected cases isolation will continue until
the fact is confirmed that there is no
infection. Bacteriological experts; who

have made the examinations, have, up te

the present found nothing to indicate the
presence of Asiatic cholera here.

The chief of the imperial health office
declares that there is no cause for anxiety
as all trains from Russia are being closely
watched and the sanitary authorities are
on the alert. Professor Klempner who at-
tended the Russian woman who was taken
to the Virschow Hospital said that it was
not yet certain whether or not she was
suffering from cholera, bt that the result
of a thorough examination must be await-
ed. s
Stettin, Prussia, Sept. 23.—One suspect-
ed case of cholera is being watched here
in the isolation ward of the public hospi-
tal.

Berlin, Sept. 23—Up tc mnoon today
none of the seven cholera suspects in the
Virchow hospital had developed 'the mal-
ady, nor had bacteriological examination
demonstrated the presence of the disease
among the persons being detained ‘\along
the Russian frontier.

. HOUSEKEEPING HINTS

Flannels should always be washed
quickly and hung out in the sun-as early
as ‘possible. When the process has been
started it should be finished with des-
patch and the flannels ironed while still
damp. ‘Sometimes carelessness in the
first washing of the most expensive flan-
nels will render them wholly unfit for
further service. They should be washed
in a tub by themselves. The water may
be as warm as can be borne by the hand,
but there should be no yvariation in the
temperature in the waters used for fhe
rinsing as well as the washing. Add to
half a tubful of water enough dissolved
goap to make a good suds, and also a
little ammonia: Use nothing but white
goap on flannels and this only to make
the suds.: Never rub soap on the flan-
nels. Dip them into the soapy water,
rubbing them as lightly as possible, and
sop up and down, depending upon this
action to do most of cleaning. Now
squeeze free of suds, shake out well,
stretch and wash in a second tubful of
water less soapy. Rinse in clear water
with a little ammonia added, shaking out
each piece thoroughly to prevent shrink-
age. Send through the wringer, shake
well, stretch again-and hang out to dry
in the sun. When almost dry take them
down and fold up in a-clean, dry cloth,
to be ironed as soon as possible. Deli-
cate colored flannels should be hung in
the shade lest they fade, and no ammonia
of borax is used in connection with them.
If the day be cloudy and damp hang
the flannels -indoors, but never close to
high heat for the extreme temperature
causes it to shrink and harden. If de-
sired a little bluing may be added to the
rinsing water.

SESSION TODAY |

ONLY MASTS MARK THE SPOT
WHERE MANY WERE DROWNED

The Sinking of the Star of Bengal one of the Worst
Disasters in the History of the Pacifice-A Thrill-

ing Story.

(See also Page 3.)

Wrangel, - Alaska, Sept. 23.—One hun-
dred and ten out of a total of one hun-
dred and thiry-seven persons aboard the
cannery ship Star of Bengal were drown-
ed last Sunday afternoon, when the ves-
sel was torn from the protecting tugs
and dashed ashore at Helm Point, at tae
south-east end of Coronation Island. The
news was  brought by the tug _Hattxe
Gage, Captain Farrer, which carried the
survivors, 27 in all.

The survivors, before leaving Corona-
tion Island, buried the bodies of fifteen
on the beach. The cable ship Burnside,
which left for the scene of the wreck on
Monday as soon as the news was receiv-
ed, returned last evening with the news
that the Star of Bengal was a total loss
only the ends of the masts shewing
above water. The ship was being towed
to sea from the Wrangel Cannery by the
tugs Hattie Gage and Kayak.

Captain Farrer of the Hattie Gage gives
the following acceunt of the disaster:—
As we came within reach of the gale, we
could see we were making leeway
drifting towards Coronation Tsland. The
Kayak was light and-could do nothing.

The Hattie Gage could not handle the
ship alone. At fopr o’clock the Star of
Bengal drifted into a narrow bight and
we could se¢ land on both sides abreast.
We sounded and found eight fathoms. We
could see the vessel dimly by the phose
phorescent rocks which were all around.
We cut the tow line and steamed out in-
_to open water, but could not see anything
in @he driving rain except one blue light
buring on the ship. The storm in-
creased and the tugs steamed away to
Shipley Bay, 26 miles away. !

Survivors Muir and Otsen said the ship
sank about 9 o’clock after breaking into
three pieces. The surf was full of salmon
cases and kerosene drums.

Muir says h and Otsen git a boat off
and went ashore through the wreckage.
They .helped several ashore and pulled
(Captain Wagner out of the wreckage.
He cquld not speak. The breeches buoy
was tied to a tree but the ship was sway-
ing so that the line was alternately loose
and tight making at impossible to use.
The ships books and papers were found
on the beach.

The Case Against Vincent Caples in the Police Court This
Morning Developed Some Very Interesting Features.

“Take that paper away from him you
fool! This is a piece of cheek I must say,
for you to demand that paper from my
client, and don’t try that trick again,
see!”

The speaker was ]Paniel Mullin K.C:
The “fool” was Vincent Caples and the
“Cheeky” individual was Chief of Police
Walker Clark and the scene of the }'mran-
gue was no other than the local tribunal
of justice, the court room.

It was during the hearing of the charge
against Vincent Caples, a carriag? driver
charged with refusing to move his hormse
and wagon from King street to the r'\orth
side of King Square, the stand assigned
them by Mayor Bullock, that the wordy
duel occurred in which were arrayed as
cpponents a lawyer and chief of police.

The case was replete with interesting
incidents and clashes. Both Caples and
James Fleming were arraigned separately
with Mr. Mullin as their counsel, on
whose advice both men pleaded qot mnl.ty
despite the fact that Caples adm'ltted vio-
lating the bye-law at yesterday’'s session
of the court.

Mr. Mullin’s objection to the last sta'te'
ment was disallowed and in cross examina
tion the witness positively denied that the

YOUNG COLLEGE GIRL

A LOVING TRIBUTE TO
BISHOP CARMICHAEL

(Montreal Star.)

One of the most eloquent voices that
ever sounded from a pulpit in Canada
was silenced this morning when Bishop
Carmichael died. The old Montrealer
has, indeed, hardly yet become accustom-
ed to calling him “Bishop.” To those of
us who knew and loved him in the old
days, he must always be “‘the Dean,” just
as his great countryman, Dean Bwift, was
always known in Dublin which “Dean”
Carmichael knew so well by the same
title. There might be other Deans, but
he was “the Dean.”” And it was as “the
Dean” that Bishop Carmichael won the
admiration of a generation of church-
goers in this city, and of every' visitor
who had a friend to tell him where to
hear an eloquent sermon, for his match-
less power as a pulpit orator.

At the disestablishment of the Angli-
can Church in Ireland three golden:
tongued Irish clergymen came to Can-
ada—Carmichael, Sullivan and Dumoulin.
All three brought with them that price-
less gift of the Irish race, tongue of’ fire;
and all three have made their mark in
the Church of England in this country.
All three became Bithops, aftér having
occupied and ornamented some of the
best pulpits in the land. All three have
been favorites in Montreal. But ‘it is
only natural that we have loved our own
Carmichael best; for he has been eo long
identified with what. is highest' and most
uplifting in our life $hat we cannot be
blamed for regarding him as a son of our
city.

His elevation to the KEpiscopacy was
the rounding out of a fine career; and,
in that high office, he has won the aff-
ection and esteem of the whole Church.
Always popular as a preacher, this re-
lease to the work of preaching through-
out his diocése gave many a congregation
a chance to enjoy his ministrations who
must otherwisé have done without them.
That in this way, he has added greatly
to the strength of his church must sure-
ly be obvious; and for this reason the
loss caused by his death will be the
heavier. Nor will the loss be confined to
his own ¢hurch. Bishop Carmichael was
a valiant soldier for the right wherever
the banners of righteousness were flung to
the breeze. His help could be counted on
for any good cause, no matfér under
what Troof its promoters worshipped.
His death will leave vacancies in many
a militant regiment battling the forces
of evil, and they will be vacancies
that will not be filled until the right
man is found. |

But Bishop Carmichael was more
than a brilliant preacher and a great
administrator. He was a man of over-
flowing sympathies and -a warm affeetion
for those with whom he labored, which
led inevitably to his being loved in re-
turn. Hearts will be sore today because
“the Dean” is dead. In many a home he
will be mourned as an intimate and be-
loved friend. His appearances in the pul-
pit were no more effective than his quiet-
er appearances in times of sorrow and of
joy at the firesides «of his people. It is
here that the pastor does his most last-
ing work; and ‘“‘the Dean” was always a
great pastor. Canada has lost a church-
man; Montreal has lost a public-spirited
citizen; the Church of England has lost
a splendid preacher; but the sharpest
sorrow will be felt in the homes of his
own people who have lost a guide, a com-
fotter, and a friend.

YESTERDAY'S PUZZLE.
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RECIPES FOR BREAKFAST CAKES

French Pan Cakes.—Beat smoothly to-
gether six eggs and a half a pound of
fiour. Melt four ounces of butter and add
to the batter, with one ounce of sugar
and a half pint of milk. Put a spoonful
at a time into  buttered frying-pan, and
spread evenly on the surface.

Indian Pan Cakes.—Take a pint of corn-
meal, a teaspoonful of salt, one of soda,
pour on boiling; water to make a thick
mush; let stand until cool; add the yolks
of four eggs, half a cupful of flour and
stir in as much buttermilk as will make
a good batter. Beat the whites of the
eggs and stir them in. Bake in a well-
greased skillet. ’

Crushed Wheat Griddle Cakes.—One
teacupful of cracked wheat, two pints of
flour, two spoonfuls of white sugar, half
a teaspoonful of salt, two of baking pow-
der, one egg and one pint of milk. Boil
the wheat in a half pint of water one
hour before mixing it. Bake brown.

Bread Griddle Cakes.—Put half a
pound of bread free from crust in warm
water to soak. Beat one egg, half a pint

of milk and a tablespoonful of brown su- -

gar mixed together; add a scant teaspoon-
ful of ealt and two of baking powder,
Drain the soaked bread dry and mix in
the milk, thicken with one pint of flour
and beat to a smooth batter. Bake on a
hot griddle. Sprinkle with powdered su-

gar. . :

Rice Griddle Cakes.—Two cupfuls of
cold boiled rice, one pint of flour, one
tablespoonful of sugar, half teaspoonful
salt, two of baking powder, one egg, and
a half pint of milk. Bake to a dark
brown and serve with honey.

Plain Waffles.—Take a cake of any good
yeast and make a sponge in the evening
in the usual way. Next morning add two

| or three eggs, according to how many you

all day and all night. Mash well the
next morning, adding a little flour, salt
and a little sugar, three or four eggs, A
pinch of soda and bake. In the winter
it is a good plan to leave a little batter
from one morning to the next, and then
use it by mixing more to it in the usual
way, making with milk or water. A géod
syrup for the waffles is made by placing
a little granulated sugar in a saucepan,
and, letting it brown or melt, then adding
boiling, water and more sugar. This
makes p very agreeable change from the
usual maple syrup.

Green Corn Fritters.—To one pint of
grated corn p#p add enough sifted crack-
er crumbs to hold the. mixture together,
and a half a teaspoonful of baking pow-
der and salt and pepper to taste.. Drop
the mixture from a teaspoonful into hot
fat, making the fritters the size of - an
oyster. Fry to. a light brown and drain
on soft paper. Serve on a folded napkin.

Premier Hazen and Local Members of Parliament Deliver
Eulogistic Addresses---Some Splendid Exhibits Shown.

Sussex, N. B., Sept. 22.—The exhibition
of the Sussex and Studholm Agricultural
Association was formally opened tonight
by Premier Hazen. The attendance was
large. !

The opening took place at 8 o’cloch.
Prémier Hazen, Fred Sproul, M.P.P,,
James Murray, M.P.P., Col. Montgomery
Campbell, - president of the association;
8. J. Goodlife, manager of tha exhibition;
W. J. Mills, secretary of the association,
and Jesse T. Prescott, 8. C. McCully, Rev.
Frank Baird and Jas. A. Moore, members
of the association, were seated on the
platform.

Col. Montgomery. Campbell made a few

“mtroductory . remarks oongratulating the
prize winners of the day and introducing

‘to the audience Premier Hazen.

Mr. Hazen expressed his appreciation
of the honor conferred upon him by the
Sussex and Studholm Agricultural Asso-
ciation. He congratulated the directors
of the exhibition on the success which had
attended their efforts. Fairs should be
encouraged because they insured social
intercourse and also healthy rivalry. He
said it was to be expected that the pork
and dairy exhibits at the Sussex exhibi-
tion would be of the best, as Sussex was
the centre of the dairying industry of
New Brunswick. He had been informed
that at the St. John exhibition Suseex
stock exhibitors had not only held their
own but had carried off the lion’s share
of the prizes. ‘(Applause.) It was aleo
to be expected that a magnificent display

. of agricultural and horticultural products

i would be seen. The maritime provinces

‘  Mr. Hazen then devoted his attention
to the province at large. In recent years
the west had attracted a large portion of

--the youthful population of New Bruns-

wick. That could be accounted for by
their ancestry. Descendants of the old
pioneers would always go into strange
lands in an effort to improve their com-
ditipn. Personally he did not believe that
the west was superior to New Brunswick.
The farmer who attended to his farm and
left side issues, such ds lumbering, alone,
always succeeded.

Mr. Hazen dwelt briefly on the agri-
cultural commission and hoped when it
sat in Kings the people, irrespective of
political leaning, would attend ite s¢s-
sions.

He though government should do every-
thing in reason to aid the farmers.

James Murray, M. P. P., was then
called upon by President Campbell. He
said he felt a pride in the exhibition and,
together with other citizens of Sussex,
felt that it merited the praise given it.
Kings was essentially an agricultural
county. The word ‘“farmer” was once 2
term of reproach but that time was past.
Agriculture had been elevated. The pre-
mier had said Sussex was the dairy centre
of New Brunswick, not only was that the
case, but Kings county produced more
than half the dairy products of the mari-
time provinces. He regretted that the
manufacturers and agriculturists did not
oco-operate to make the fair a euccess. He
urged a community of interest to make
the Sussex exhibition the best in the
maritime provinoces,

F. M. Sproul, M.P.P., followed Mr.
Murray. He congratulated the directors
of the exhibition and thé people of Sussex
on the success of the exhibition. He
hoped Premier Hazen’s predictions con-
cerning agricultural education would soon
materialize. Such instruction was needed
to aid practical work. He hoped the re-
sult of the agricultural commission would
be a benefit to the province.

The judging of Jersey, Guernmsey and
grade cattle occupied all day.

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USQUASH POLITICAL PICNIC
WAS VERY LARGELY ATTENDED

Bright sunny skies, attractive grounds
and a large attendance of people made
the political picnic at Musquash yesterday
very successful.

Hon. Mr. McKeown spoke of Dr. Pugs-
lay’s position in the councils of the coun-
try and his fitness for the position. He
quoted figures in answer to Conservative
charges of extravagance.

Mr. Carvell expressed his pleasure at
meeting such a large number as was pres-
ent on the opening day. This was pure-
ly an agricultural exhibition, although
manufacturers were also represented. He
bad travelled quite a lot throughout Can-
ada, outside of the extreme west and to
hie mind Carleton County; was one of the
finest spots ‘in No place could
be found where the people were more
happy and contented. He had always felt
that money spent on agriculture was well
spent. The idea of holding fairs was that
one neighbor could compare his stock and
produce with others. He trusted that in
‘the future such exhibitions would be held
annually. .

“Mr. Smith said it was gratifying to
meet so many people as were present. He
Yiad always taken a great interest in agri-
culture, as he was born on a farm. Ex-
hibitions bring out friendly , competitions.
No farmer liked to see his neighbor rais-
ing better stock or grain, if he could do

‘#as good by trying. He would like to see
4 the young man of the farm take more
fnterest in agriculture. One of the great-
est difficulties was ‘the lack of help for
farm work. Only a few years ago we ha

o look to Uncle Sam for a market.
Things have changed. Now we can sell
our products to the mother country.
Transportation is better now and we can
find markets in Europe. He hoped the
exhibition would be a great success from
an agricultural and financial standpoint.

Hon. Mr. Flemming complimented the
management on the successful - opening.
The exhibition of fruit was very credit-
able, the school exhibit was most pleas-
ing and did much credit to the teachers
and scholars. He was delighted that the
rural schools sent in such good exhibits.
He regretted that Governor Tweedie and
the commissioner of agriculture were not
present. Exhibitions encouraged the spirit
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of friendly rivalry. Farmers are anxious
to,do their best on such occasions when
the eyes of the judges and spectators are
on their products.

He advocated more extensive fruit rais-
ing and stated that the climatic condi-
tions were as good for fruit raising in
this provinoe as they are in the Annap-
olis Valley.

Mr. Munro said he was interested in
farming as he was one of a firm of manu-
facturers that supplied goods to farmers
and if they were successful so would he
He told of the visit of the Bcotch
farmers receritly and how pleased they
were with the farms in this country. He
complimented the managers on the suc-
cess of the fair and was pleased with the
exhibit as a whole; but particularly well
pleased with the school exhibit.

L. B. Knight took the chair and firet-in-
troduced Hon. Mr. Pugsley. Hon. Mr.
Pugsley first thanked the electors for their
presence,and said their attendance was a
sign that they were eatisfied with his rec-
ord since being elected as their representa-
tive about a year ago. He then spoke of
the St. John Valley railway, and said
that to his utter astonishment, Premier
Hazen had not, taken his reference to the
railway at the exhibition opening in good
part, but had become very angry and in a
speech in the Victoria rink, had asked
why he (Pugsley) had not brought the
Grand Trunk Pacific down the river val-

ley.

Mr. Hazen had forgotten, he eaid, that
the route of the G. T. P, was settled lon
before the speaker became a member o
the dominion government. However, he
had done what he could and at the last
gession had succeeded in getting passed a
subsidy equal to $6,400 a mile for the
whole distance from Grand Falls to St.
John. This ‘was an undertaking in which
the people of St. John county were in-
terested as it meant the building up of
St. John and that assured good markets
for the farmer.

Dr. Pugsley said that when he went
to parliament he was determined to look
after their interests and not sacrifice the
interests of his constituency for the sake
of winning popularity in other sections
of the Dominion. He had been accused
of extravagance, in grabbing money in his
estimates for small towns and compara-
tively unimportant fishing  communities.
He believed, however, it was the duty
of the country to look after the small
towns as well as the larger centres. Fol-
lowing out this idea, he was glad to say
that he had secured a grant for a splen-
did building in Fairville which would be
built soon, for a breakwater at Lorne-
ville .and some improvements off Quaco,
and at Grand Manan and other islands
in the Bay of Fundy.

His opponents had accused him of ex-
travagance, yet he had the satisfaction of
receiving from the very same opponents
begging requésts for him to grant similar
favors to their constituencies. In his
opinion, there was no eclass more en-
titled to assistance and protection than
the hardy fisherman of the coast and it
would ever be the policy of his govern-
ment to keep up their harbors of refuge
and carry on the work of dredging at the
wharves in seaport towns. When F. D.
Monk, one of the Comservative leaders
criticised a cértain 'work om the 8t. Law-
rence without partloularizing, he was ask-
ed to nmame the place and his reply was
«T§ T announce this publicly it will make
me unpopular in that constituency.”

“This,” continued Dr. Pugsley, “truly
represents the class of men we are fighting
and their tacties. Mr. Foster is another
and we search in vain for any accomplish-
ment in hi¢ barren record. He is chiefly
known in Ottawa as the man who reduc-
ed the pay of charwomen from 75 cents
to B0 cents a day. He calls the opposi-
tion the watchdogs of the treasury but
they are far from that.”

Dr. Pugsley accused the opposition of
unfairness in applying obstruction tactics
and said there were instances where mil-
lions of dollars went through withont any
discussion while at times, they talked all
day on a matter of a few dollars. “The
rules allow this,” said the minister, “but
they must be altered and I will be among
the first who will move for their altera-
tipn.” (Hear, hear.)

The minister contrasted the present
condition of St. John and the conditions
existing under the' regime of Mr.. Foster
as provincial leader of the ruling party
8t Ottawa. The go¥érnment did the work,
he said, but the city paid for it and the
rent for the Carlefon branch railway at
$40,000 was. rigidly. exacted. Now .the
government, was. tbuilding- wharves, deep-
ening the channel and. bringing trade, all
at its own expense. He had not been in-
office for three weeks before he was able
to inform the mayor to go on with the
extensions of the wharves, that the gov-
ernment. would pay, and the work was
now well nigh completed.

In his capacity ‘as minister. of public
works, and having the interest of Bt.-
John at heart, he bai aleo interviewed
Messrs. Morse and Hayes, of the G. T. P.
about the terminal for the road and he
completed arrangements for the borings
in Courtenay Bay. As a result- it was
learned that for a depth of . thirty-two
feet at the lowest tide there was noth-
ing but sand and mud and there could
be constructed a splendid ‘harbor with

easy approach as the terminal of the
great transcontinental railway, which was
thrown open yesterday, 660 miles of rail-
way through the fertile prairie country
and which in two years, would extend
a band of steel from Winnipeg to St.

Wilfrid Laurier’s career.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley made an appeal to
the electors to support him and the gov-
ernment on their record, for what they
would do and for the advantage that a
constituency had in being represented by
a minister of the crown.

He went on to speak of the policy of
the Liberal. party as regards the tariff
and the postal service and went into de-
tail in explaining the Saskatchewan val-
ley land transaction, the North Atlantic
Traaing Company and other canvasses of
the Conservatives and concluded with an
eloquent eulogy of Sir Wilfrid Laurier.
He was rewarded with a burst of ap-
plause.

Hon. Mr. McKeown thanked the elec-
tors for the hearty response to the ap-
peal of himself and his colleague in the
last provincial election. He said it was
the duty of the country to return the
minister of public works as he was count-
ed one of the ablest men at Ottawa and
it was important to have a man at the
centre of the web: He had been given
one of the greatest formative depart-
ments in the government and had levell-
ed up to the measure of the stature which
which the office called for. Charges of
extravagance had been made and the
member for Wellington, Hugh Guthrie,
had taken the trouble to figure out the
sum total ef the charges of over expendi-
ture. He had taken Hansard and added
up the different amounts charged to be
extravagant and he had found that for
every $800 expended during that time the
percentage charged as extravagant amoun-
ted to but 8$1.16,

It had been claimed that Canada had
progressed under Conservative rule, but
the progress was such that if they had re-
mained in power for 100 years they would
not have gone forward as far as the Lib-
erals had done in twelve years.

E. H. McAlpine made a severe arraigh-
ment of the Conservative party and said
that prior to 1896 everything was dark,
dismal and ruin. Sir Wilfrid had said:
“Put me in power and I will make youn
feel prosperity in your pockets,” and
everyone did.

Mr, McAlpine attacked the local gov-
ernment on a charge of increasing taxes
and eaid such work was the work of
‘hypocrites and Pharisees.

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SOUTH AFRICAN VETERAN
LAND GRANTS WORTH $2,300

If the Boys,Comply With Settlers Conditiens They Can Double
Their Holdings---R. L. Borden Nominated for Two Seats.

Ottawa, Sept. 22.—A committee of fhe
South African Veterans Association wait-
ed upon Mr. Corey, deputy minister of
the interior, today and ascertained that
by living six months on each half-section,
a veteran can secure not only the 320
acres of a special land grant but also
homestead and preemption of 320 acres
additional.

The committee Wwill likewise
strongly recommend that aeny veterem,
who can,. should, even at personal incon-
venience to himself, locate his land this
autumn,

THE TIMBER WASTE

Officials of the United States forestry
department are of opinion that in the
matter of forest fires the present year
will go down in history as ome of the
worst in the last quarter century. Scarce-
ly any part of the country has escpaed,
" says one authority, and it may be doubted

whether the year’s actual loss will ever be
scourately known, but it is thought that
the country will be startled when a com:
pllation of statistics at the end of the
season makes it possible to give even the
most conservatice figures. Discussing the
whole subject of destruction and waste of
timber in that country, Bradstreet’s says:

“Regrettable as the destruction of forest
wealth by fires has been, the occurrence
of so many of these at a time when the
general subject of conserving the national
resources nas been so prominent a subject
of discussion has served to focus general
attention upon the seriousness of the
problem involved and the importance of
checking fires by some rational system of
protection. Practical foresters say that an
intense interest in the matter has been
awakened among thinking people who
have learned that the timber supply is
dwindling. Under the circumstances it is
natural that the experience of the mnation-
al government, which has extensive forest
reserves under its own control and train-
ed forestry experts in ite employ, should
be looked to as furnishing valuable sug-
gestion. The government has had, in
truth, a lot of work in the direction of fire
fightirig in the pational forests, but though
the fires have been in some cases serious,
careful patrol and the organization of a
force to battle with the flames as soon as
discovered, have held the losses down 0
an insignificant amount when the wide-
spread destruction which might have come
about without protection is considered.

“It is estimated by the officers of the
Forest Service, for example, that the total
oost of fires in the national forests for
the season, exclusive of the salaries of
forest officers, will not be more than $30,-
000. This sum is certainly emall when 1t
is recollected that it means fire protection
for approximately 168,000,000 acres of na-
tional forests. The cost is thus less than
two-tenths of a mill per acre. It is en-
couraging to learn that progressive state
fire wardens and forest officers, individuals
end private corporations having large tim-
ber holdings, have organized fire-fighting
forces along much the same lines as the
government in many cases, and in this
way have given protection to millions of
acres of timber which might have been
destroyed if left unprotected. It may be
taken for granted that ‘with the material
which it will have in hand in relation
to the source of waste here considered,
and the experience of foresters in dealing
with it, theConservation Commission will
be able to present some recommendations
regarding fire prevention which will be of
value, and, oconsidering the present atti-
tude of the public mind, will have a wid-
er and more attentive reception than has
ever been possible before.

“lt is not by fires alone, however, that
the timber supply is wasted. Some waste
could be saved by a more economical use
of lumber in manufacturing. This is a
matter which the Conservation Commis-
sion is taking up with seriousness and in
great detail. Already it has asked five
hundred manufacturers of explosives, pulp
wood and similar products for information
as to all possible uses of sawdust. So it
has asked seven thousand lumbermen for
their opinion ae to the waste of lumber
in sawmills, and has requested more than

two thousand lumber dealers and cooper-!

age, veneer, furniture, box, vehicle and
implement manufacturers to point out

striking features of waste in their respec- !

tive lines. At first sight it might seem
that certain of these lines of manufacture
afford but little margin for waste, as, for
example, the making of veneers. Tt

When a man steals he is called |
a thief and punished as a thief ought to
be punished.”

In ordinary seasons it does not take
uch of an advance in the price of potatoes
materially curtail the demand, and, of
course, in a season when the demand is al-
y somewhat restricted, anything like
iligh prices would affect the demand more
"han ususl. Perhaps the most important fac-
tor in this year's potato deal wil be the ai-
version of potatoes from their usual channels
reaching markets. Generally  speaking,
ch district has a certain part of the coun-
try which it supplies with potatoes, governed
o a certain extent by favorable or unfavor-
@ble railroad rates, nearness to the consum-
ing centres, etc. This year, with a number
f the leading producing sections having a
the few districts which
oduction will, no doubt,
en‘)eﬂence a larger demand than usual.

COMMENT ON THE
STOCK MARKET

(Bradstreet’s.)

For months past the stock market had mov-
ed under the influence of bullish manipula-
tion, but since the beginning of last week
the bullish tendencies have given place to a
bearish movement in prices, accompanied by
more or less liquidatjon in the leading stock
issues. This movement is generally attrib-
uted to what the ‘‘Street” terms a ‘‘Bryan
scare.”” In other words, the result of the
Maine election and the utteranees of euch
leading financial authorities as Mr. Harriman
and Mr. Hill regarding the apathy which ex-
ists in the western as well as in other sec-
tions of the country regarding Mr. Taft's
candidacy, would seem to have aroused Wall
street from its earlier idea about the cer-
tainty of the political outcome next Novem-
ber. It should, however, be remembered
that the upward movement lasted practically

six months, during which most stocks re-
gained a large part of the losses sustained
in 1907, and some issues struck new' high
record levels. From these levels some re-
action might have been reasonably looked
for, if for .no other jreason because the pro-
portions of the six  months’ advance, and
because, also, there is in most years a reac-
tion in stock prices in September, but the
“Street’”” is proyerbially prome to look for
apparent as opposed to real causes, so the
_reason. assigned is _the possibility of Mr.
Bryan being elected. Whatever the cause,
however, the bearish feeling at the moment
outweighs the good effects upon stock prices
of the improvement in business. At the mo-
ment the market is irregular, but the conces-
sions in prices disclose plainly the fact that
uncertainties in connection with the national
contest af the polls cannot be left out of
account in any consideration of the immediate
future of security prices.
