It is worthy of remark that this highly 
useful instrument, discovered, not invented, 
through any scientific or theoretical deduc­
tions, should still continue to puzzle and baf­
fle the philosopher in his attempts to discover 
the cause of its variation in the different parts 
of the Earth.

To the Italians wo arc indebted for the 
compass and early enterprise in navigation, 
and to a Philadelphian for the discovery of 
the quadrant by Godfrey.— U. S. Gazette.

proposed Congress of Nations.

“ Every new facility to commercial intercourse, 
and especially the opening of a permanent channel of 
communication, la a pledge for the maintemnee of good 
will. As the Railroads of our own land make neigh­
bours of those who a short time ago were separated 
hr tedious distances, eo does the passage of the «'earn 
ship across the ocean remove that feeling of distance, 
which tins been one cause of separation between us 
and the land of our fathers. And then follows the 
other consequence xvhich I had in mind—the inter­
change of visits between those xvho dwell on the two 
sides of the great deep ; from which must grow a 
better understanding of each other’s character, and of 
the institutions by which the character of each is re­
spectively affected, and a more generous, if not a 
more respectful confidence from each to the other. It 
is 'rue of nations as of individuals, that (except xvhrro 
the absurd point of honor is made the occasion of 
strife) acquaintance softens asperities, and by pro­
ducing a fairer judgment and presenting opportunities 
of kind offices, knits together the sympathies of men. 
We have already seen the effect of this new mode of 
traversing the Atlantic, in the increased number of 
those who come hither from abroad, as well as those 
who visit Europe from our own shores. While eve­
ry steamer carries its full complement of passengers, 
the lines of packet ships, it is said, were never better 
supported. The correspondence too which these se­
veral vessels bear in their countless voyages—how 
immense has it become. Who can doubt that here 
are circumstances which must render it more difficult 
to drive, or tempt, the people of the civilised world 
to resume towards each other su attitude of hostility. 
I think I discover in every new arrival from the East­
ern Continent a fresh tecuriiy for the peace of the 
nations. Let another quarter of a century perpetuate 
the pacific influence of ihe last twenty-five years, arid 
it may become n problem of difficult aolution for 
statesmen, hoxv they can plunge Christendom, or any 
consul enable portion of it, into.war.”

Loudon, Friday, July 24.—The rapid improve' 
ment effected in naval architecture has at length pla­
ced, beyond the possibility of dispute, the practicabi­
lity of navigating any part of the ocean hy vessels 
propelled hy steam. We shall soon have those gigan­
tic machines surmounting all the perils of the “ deep 
blue sea,” and circumnavigating ihe globe in one un­
broken line, with a degree of secuiiry, celerity and 
punctuality, inconceivable to our forefathers.—The 
West India and South American lines will soon be 
in operation.

The coronation of the King and Queen of Den­
mark took place on Sunday, June 28. After the 
ceremonies of coronation there was a grand Banquet 
for their Majesties, the Princes of the Blood, and 
the Officers of State ; besides which fourteen dinner 
tables were set in other halls of the palace, for other 
persons who hud been present at the ceremony of the 
coronation. In the evening, there was a grand illu­
mination of the public buildings, and a splendid dis­
play of fireworks.

Don Carlos has again made a formal demand to be 
allowed his liberty, and the French Government are 
embarrassed to refuse it, having promised to grant 
this when the war should have terminated in Am- 
gon and Camion a.

nufactures of that country. He accordingly endea­
voured to excite a similar spirit of manufacturing in­
dustry among his own subjects ; but they were for a 
long time insensible to the advantages of their situa­
tion, and neglected his wise admonitions ; and for a 
number of years neglected to manufacture those goods, 
the materials of which they furnished to the enterpri­
sing inhabitants of Flamleis.

King Edward, however, spared no exertions to 
establish manufactures in his dominions, lie indu­
ced Flemish artizms to settle in England, mid cau­
sed many laws to he enacted for the encouragement 
of manufactures, particularly Statute 11, Ed. 3. 
Chap, 2., by which all persons were prohibited from 
wearing any wooilen cloth, except it were of Englifh 
fabric. By these, ami similar means, he laid the 
foundation of thv woollen manufactures of England ; 
and first turned the active uiid enterprising genius ol 
his people to those arts witch have elevated England 
to the highest rank among the manufacturing and 
commercial nations.—Huston Mercantile Journal.
