“Hostile air raids were repulsed last
night with loss to the enemy northwest
of Fonyaine Lez Croisilles and in the
neighborhood of Armentieres. We made
a ‘successful raid near Oppy. A few
prisoners were taken by us/’

LITTLE GAIN IN
GREAT EFFORT.

Paris, July 16—The Germans made a
series of strong attacks last night be-
tween the Somme and the Aisne, and in
the Champagne. Today’s official an-
nognccmcnt says they . were repelled
evdjywhere except near Monthaut in the
Champagne, where they retained a few
trench elements.

The statement follows:— '

“Between the Somme and the Aisne
the enemy delivered a series of strong
attacks, preceded by bombardments.
Three attempts in the vicinity of St.
Quention were broken up by our fire.
South of Corbeny several detachments
of troops attacked our small posts. After
a very spirited engagement the enemy
was repulsed completely.

“For our part we made progress south
of Ailles and took prisoners. In the
Champagne, after a very violent bom-
bardment in the region of Monthaut and
Teton the Germans hurled important
forces against the positions we conquered
on July 14. Our troops resisted with in-
domitable energy and tenacity the attack
of an enemy greatly superior in num-
bers. At Teton the efforts of the enemy
were without success. The attacking
forces, which suffered very heavy losses,
were not able to cut into our lines. At
Mont Haut there was a violent action
which continued all through the night.
The enemy, who succeeded at first in re-
capturing a large part of the ground we
had won, was hurled back by our troops
fn a brilliant counter-attack.”

Russian Success.

London, July 16—The Russlan occupa-

Central News despatch from that city.

FRENCH SLORE

DOUBLE VITORY,

Gain Important ‘Ground Near
Rheims

BRILLIANT TACTICS

Germans, in Revenge, Again Shell
Rheims and Also Some Small
Villages Far in Rear of the

Fighting Lines

Grand Headquarters of the French
Army in France, July 16—(By the As-
sociated Press)—A double victory was
scored by the French last night among
the clump of hills known as the Moron-
villiers Massif, to the west of Rheims, as
a result of well conceived plans imd
brilliantly executed tactics. The Ger-
man prisoners taken numbered several
hundred,. The exact total was not com-
puted when the correspondent lgft the
Dattlefield, but the greatest significance
is attached to the ground captured,
which, although small in extent, possesses
immense importance, as the Germans, by
having it snatched from them, lost the
only remaining observatories in this re-
gion and will thus be greatly hindered
in future operations.

KITTY AGAIN PROMINENT

Testimony of Policeman Seuiidon

Resumed and Mrs. Esther Mc-
Aleer and-James Coveny Are
Questioned This Morning

'The case against John Hughes and
Joseph O’Brien, who are under arrest on

suspicion of having set fire to a summer
cottage owned by William J. Crawford,
Loch Lomond road, was continued in the
supreme court this morning before His
Honor Chief Justice McKeown. The
niajor portion of the session was devoted
to a cross-examination of County Police-
man Saunders by J. A. Sinclair, who is
acting for the defendants, and to a direct
and cross-examination of a witness nam-
ed James Coveny.

Policeman Saunders

County Policeman Saunders was re-
called. In response to Attorney-General
Byrne he spoke of the condition of a sec-
tion of road leading from the Loch Lo-
mond road to the Marsh road near the
three mile house. He also gave some
particulars about the horse Kitty and
about her speed.

In response to Mr. Sinclair he said he
was a city and county policeman. On
the night of the fire he said he was near
Eastgount about nine o’clock, and about
ten o'clock went to East St. John, as he
had heard complaints that men were in-
terfering with girls going to the hospital.
He said he first heard of the fire from
Chief Simpson, who called him up and
instructed him to go to the scene and
find out all particulars and report. He
said he walked up to the house and then
went looking for some clue. He return-
ed to the Loch Lomonod road, where he
found some hoof prints. He measured
the prints; one was long and narrow. He
ltold of taking the measurements of the
iprints and was cross-questioned regard-
{ing the method he used. Later, he said,
[ he returned to the city and made enquir-
lies regarding teams being out there the
night before. In consequence of infor-
maiion he went to Frank Donnolly’s
barn and asked him if he had a horse
out that night. He replied that he had
and told him to find one of his employes
and he could get particulars from “him.
On Sunday he returned to the stable and
measured Kitty’s shoes. He also told of
noticing rarks of a rubber-tired car-
riage coming out of Mrs. Lydon’s.

Mrs. McAleer

Mis. Esther McAleer was then called.
She said she iives in Fredericton. Before
she went there, she said, she lived at
Coldbrook and kept a beer shop. On the
night of the Crawford fire she said she
saw Hughes and O’Brien in her house.
John Hughes had a cap on, but she did
not recall what kind of a hat O’Brien
wore. When the prisoners entered the
hors¢ was standing in front of her house,
facing towards the city. They ordered
some hop beer and she served them. The
witness said ““it is a bad night to be
out driving,” and Hughes answered that
it was bad driving.

Americans Said To Have Sunk
Four of Germans Best Submarines

GERMANS BLOW UP
ONE OF LENS MINES

Evidently See Loss of City Near — Work
of the Canadians in the Attack Upon
Enemy Works There

(By Stewart Lyon, correspondent of
The Canadian Press in France.)

Canadian Armies Headquarters, Sun-
day, July 15, via London—Early on
Saturday morning seven loud explosions
were heard in Lens, and when day broke
a great cloud of smoke still hung above
the city. The explosions were not
caused by our artillery, and must have
been the work of the enemy. Some,
if not all of them, were due to the
blowing up of the overhead machinery
of Mine No. 13, hitherto one of the
most conspicuous features of the land-
The
enemy has been unable to raise coal
from this mine because of the constant
shell fire to which it has been subjected
lately. Fearing that he might have to
evacuate in a hurry some day he has
now thoroughly destroyed the mine
while there was yet time to do so. The
mine machinery now lies in a tangled
fantastic ruin, where it was thrown by
the explosion.

Our attack upon Lens has resolved
itself into a fierce and long continued

artillery duel. The enemy has added
greatly to the number of his active bat-

terles. Our gunners have no sinecure
in outfacing this great concentration and
preventing the enemy from “shooting
up” our infantry positions- ,which are
now scattered about in various mining
villages forming suburbs of Lens in-
stead of out on the open plain, as dur-
ing the period of our advance toward
the city.

The Canadian artillery has become
thoroughly proficient by much practice
in counter battery work. The result
of twenty-four hours of operations was
thus described in yesterday’s report:
“Out of many shots with aeroplane ob-
servation, sixteen have been successful.
Three of the enemy’s positions were so
much damaged that the individual
glfnpit.s are no longer distinguishable.
Nine other pits were hit, and three were
destroyed. Five explosions were caus-
ed, and one fire, which lasted seven-
teen minutes.”

That is the terse official report of
one day’s work among many. The ex-
periences of the German gunners who
§ometimes attempt to keep their guns
in fzction amid a rain of firey death
falling around them must be highly un-
desirable. ‘

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HON. L. J. TWEEDIE.

News of the death of Hon. L. J.
Tweedie was  wholly unexpected.
Though he had been ill, it has not been
very long since he himself intimated
that his return to public life was among
the possibilities. More than forty years
have passed since Mr. Tweedie was first
slected a member of the legislature of
this province, and vy reason of his
ability he gained greater influence as the
years passed . until he arrived at the
premiership, and later was made lieu-
tenant-governor. Mr. Tweedie was one
»f the wittiest political speakers of his
time, and in the house he was always a
resourceful debater, who could often
turn an opponent's argument against
himsélf, or break its force by a witty
rejoinder. He was apt in quotation, a
capital story-teller, and his trained legal
mind enabled him to make the most of
a case. There were stormy periods in
New Brunswick politics in his day, and
as a representative of Northumberland
county he had his full share of the fight-
ing, which as a matter of fact he keen-
ly enjoyed. Throughout his public car-
cer he enjoyed the confidence and sup-
port of the majority of the people of his
native county, whose interests always
found in him a doughty champion. Mr.
Tweedie was much interested in educa-
tional affairs, and also in the agricultural

i development of the province. His death

wiill be espécially mourned by the peo-
ple among whom he moved as a popular
private citizen and a valued public re-
vresentati‘vc for so many years.

OURSELVES AND GERMANY

Granting that Canada cannot afford
to lose in this war for the very life of
democracy, let us contrast what Can-
ada is doing with what the people of
Germany are doing. The contrast is
well set forth by the Toronto Star, as
follows:

“All through this war Germany and
the countries associated with her are
fighting against us with every force
they possess, organized and used for all
it is worth.

CHEAPER POULTRY FEED.

On account of the scarcityand high
price of feed the poultry industry of
this country is threatened by the pros-
pect of the wholesale slaughter of lay-
ing stock and a serious falling off in
the number of pullets to be matured.

The necessity for retaining for mill-
ing every possible bushel of wheat suit-
able for that purpose need not be em-
phasized. To provide poultrymen with
feed for rearing their young stock with-
out unnecessarily lowering the supplies
of milling wheat, the federal depart-
ment of agriculture has requested
millers throughout Canada to put on
the market the cracked and shrunken
wheat removed from grain before it Is
milled,

In addition to small and broken
wheat these cleanings consist chiefly of
the seeds of wild buckwheat, a near re-
lative of the cultivated buckwheat. The
poultry division of the Central Experi-
mental Farm has used wild buckwheat
in feeding experiments and reports it to
be a highly satisfactory poultry feed
and has ordered two cars of buckwheat
screenings for the central and branch
experimental farms from the Canadian
government elevators at Fort William.
Fowls used to good grain do not take to
it at first, but when they become ac-
customed to it they eat it readily and
do well on it.

The mill cleanings from local flour
mills also contain traces of many other
weed seeds, including several kinds of
mustards. These, however, would not
as a rule amount. to more than two or
three per cent of the cleanings in the

Robert Borden has given notice that,!
tomorrow, he will move for the further
extension of the life of parliament. Any-
thing may happen in the present uncer-
tain situation but what probably will
happen will be that the extension pro-
posal will meet determined opposition
from many members on both sides ot
the house—and will be finally abandon-
ed. Then the befogged and murky poli-
tical air will be cleared by the election.
There is only one way out for Pre-
mier Borden—the way he is now en-
deavoring to negotiate. He must form
a coalition with war-winning Liberals\
and go to the country promptly, before
the union wears out its welcome. To do
this he will first have to institute radi-
cal, and even drastic reforms in his
existing administration. He will have
to scrape off the bernacles and throw
over the dead-weight.- He will possibly
have to efface himself and accept a|
portfolio in a cabinet over which un-i
other presides. This is a task for a
resolute and a big man. Upon whether
the premier is capable of accomplishing
it depends the immediate solution of the
national situation.
Hostility to a union government is
strong within both parties. Conserva-
tives see in its consummation an aban-
donment of the spoils of office, the per-
quisities of power and p ronage. Lib-
erals believe the existing administration
is confronted by the handwriting on the
wall and that nothing can save it from
the consequences of its record.

If an ante-election coalition is formed
—as seems for the moment not impossi- |
ble—Sir Robert Borden’s problems will |
be the more exacting and onerous.
must inaugurate a relentless house-
cleaning. He must sweep out the
Rogers, the Sevignys, the Crothers, the
Burrells and other objectionable and
useless incumbrances. He must set him-
self to the task of finding men. Neither
in the house nor out of it—if one ex-
cepts a very few bright exceptions such
as W. F. Nickle of Kingston—is the per-
sonnel of Conservative statecraft strong.

Further Increases Not Expected but
'Reductions Not Predicted —
“'Use Woed and Soft Coal”

James H. Frink, who was appointed
to represent the province of New Bruns-
wick in the question of fuel supply and
who has re¢ently returned from the con- |
ference at Halifax and will be present at |
the second conference to be held in this
city today, issued the following state-
ment last -evening.

“I have attended all the conferences
tetween the different interests at Halifax
and have arrived at the conclusion, from
the evidence so far produ¢ed and from
all information available, that the pros- |
pect of cheaper hard coal in St. John or |
Halifax and the maritime provinces is |
not very promising. There appears to
be considerable discrepancy between the
dealers as to the price of hard coal at
the mine and at the water side which
will netessitate further inquiry. The |
question in the main simmers down to |
the matter of transportation and matters |
incidental thereto. With a rate of $1 to
$1.25 in 1914 and an increase to $5.50 and |
$6 a ton in June, 1917, by water carriage,
from New York, there does not seem to
be much cheer in the outlook, and these
rates by sea, so far have been controll- |
able, ships finding ample employment at
prices suitable to those controlling them. |
The only solution of this question that |
I can see if for the governjnent to requi- |
sition ships for this particular purpose,
and an arrangement made with the mine
owners or brok to have coal ready for
loading to avoid” demurrage and delay.

He was looked upon as Chatham’s
most distinguished citizen and the town
will be in mourning today, when it is
realized that the alert though substan-
tial figure and the cheery, kindly smile
will no more be seen in our streets.
Since he retired from the governorship
in 1912, Hon. Mr. Tweedie has devoted
more attention to his law practice here,
and it has been frequently ~rumored
that he would re-enter political life, but
he has held .aloof, though maintaining
an intense interest in political events
and, more recently, in the progress of
the ‘world war, having given a son to
the colors.

Long and Active Career,

It is given to few men to run the
gamut of so many interesting political
experiences as the late Hon. Mr.
Tweedie. He entered the political field
early in life and held the highest offices
in the gift of the people of his native
province, filling them with dignity and
with distinction. Born in Chatham,
November 80, 1849, of Irish parentage,
he was educated at the Grammar school
here and at the Presbyferian Academy.
His rich fund of Scriptural quotations
which lasted him throughout his life,
was, no doubt, based on his attendance
at the famous church institution of the
old days. He took naturally to the law
and was called to the bar in I187I.

Since that time he has been promi-
nently identified with public life in his
ow#._constituency and in the province.
He ®as first elected to the provincial
legislature at the age of twenty-flve, in
1874 representing Northumberland. Four
years later he suffered defeat but he
came back in 1886, and in 1880 he became
surveyor-general in the Blair adminis-
tration, holding office from that time
continuously until his rétirement in
March, 1907, to accept the lieutenant-
governorship. He became provincial sec-
retary in the Emerson administration
and succeeded to the premiership in
1900. He was invariably successful in
elections and was regarded as an able
and skilled leader.

In 1202 he was presented with his
wife to King Edward and Queen Alex-
andra at St. James’ Palace, London, and
in 1906 he was one of the outstanding

| LARGE NORWEGIAN

i STEAMER ASHORE ON

| NEWFOUNDLAND COAST1

St. John’s, Nfid, July 15—The Nor-
wegian steamship Kristianifjord, carry-
ing 1,200 passengers, went ashore today
near Cape Race, the southernmost point
of Newfoundland. All passengers were
landed safely at Portugal Cove, and will
be brought to this city by train. Several
steamers left here this afternoon to aid
the Kristianifjord, which is a large ves-
sel.

Surprise at the End.

The resignation of the chancellor came
in the end quite unexpectedly, for Dr.
Von Bethmann-Hollweg, in the pro-
longed party discussions with the heads
of the main committee of the Reichstag,
which have been proceeding all through
the week, seemed to have triumphed over
his opponents, who have been clamoring
for his head by making concessions
which were tantamount to the formation
of a kind of imperial coalition minis-

try.

At the same time, the chancellor, by
the declaration that Germany was de-
fensively fighting for the freedom of
her territorial possessions, evolved a for-
mula that seemed satisfactory to both
those who clamored for peace by agree-
ment and those who demanded repudia-
tion of the formula “no annexations and
no indemnities.”

In all this, Dr. Von Bethmann-Holl-
weg was strongly backed by the em-
peror. The advent of the Crown Prince
upon the scene—summoned by his im-

rtal father to share the deliberations
affecting the future of the dynasty—

tion with regard to the imperial chan-
cellor. The Crown Prince at once took
a leading part in the discussions with
the party leaders, and his ancient hos-
tility towards Dr. Von Bethmann-Holl-
weg, coupled with his notorious dislike
for political reform undoubtedly pre-
cipitated the chancellor’s resignation.
he fact that Field Marshal Von
Hindenburg, chief of staff, and General
Von Laudendorf, first quartermaster-
general have been most prominent
throughout these discussions and that a
section of the press has been clamoring
for a joint dictatorship by them hardly
sugurs well for the realization of the
Prussian franchise reform, which the
emperor has just decreed, or for the
movement towards a diminution of Ger-
many’s war aims, and therefore towards
peace, upon which the Austrian em-
peror has been doing his utmost to per-
suade the German emperor to embark.

Bavartans Stand for Peace.

The Bavarian ministers have been
confal ons, and the fact that the
centre Catholic party has rallied to the
peace pospel preached by Mathias Erz-
berger directly on his return from
Vienna, where he saw Emperor Charles,
shows that the Austrian emperor is
backed in his determination to secure

In February 1917 he received the addi-
tional appointment of Prussian food
commissioner, a special post authorized
by the Prussian cabinet.

THE WANY

PRICES OF DRINKS GO UP.

New York Saloon Keepers. Also Agree
to Abolish the Free Lunch.

In a secret meeting at Terrace Gard-
en, New York, members of the Retail
Liquyor Dealers’ Association decided to
abolish free lunches and to advance the

retail pricz of all imported drinks and
domestic beers. Five thousand saloon-

ation agreed to put the new scale of
prices in effect beginning next Monday.
The azreement embraces the following:
Free lunches abolished.

All imported drinks raised to 25 cents.
A container of beer will be 15 cents.
A pint of beer raised to 20 cents.
Smaller glasses to be served.
Recently a large number of saloons
increased the retail price  of Scotch
whiskey from fifteen 'cents to twenty
cents, and the new advance brings the
price up to twenty-five cents a drink.
The association decided not to make any
change in the price of domestic whisk-
ies until Congress decides on the liquor
amendments to the Food bill.

William McClenhan, president of the
association, said the scale adopted em-
braced only minimum prices, in other
words, many . saloon keepers would
charge from twenty to forty cents for
imported drinks. There was lively de-
bate in the meeting, many of the mem-
bers advocating an immediate and sub-
stantial advance in the retail price of
rye and bourbon whiskies.

“The free lunch counter,” Mr. Mec-
Clenhan said, “cost between $4 and $20
a day, according to the class of the
place. There are about 8,000 places giv-
ing free lunches. That means, in the
aggregate, that between - $20,000 and
$25,000 a day can be saved in food. Be-
cause the average free lunch counter
costs ‘about $6 to $8 a day, there was
considerable opposition to the resolution
abolishing this phase of our business,
but they all joined and made it unani-
mous when it was pointed out that we
owe something to the efforts made in the
direction of food conservation.

“Because of the increase in price of
imported liquors it was decided to add
five cents to the price of all imported
drinks—brandies, gins, liqueurs, &c., this

MONEY IN NUTS,

Some Atrbogicultural Advice From a
Pennsylvania Expert

Nobody in Pennsylvania knows more
about trees than Cyrus T, Fox, the
sage, historian, and arboriculturist of
Berks County, Hence when he talks
about black walnut, you can put your
money on his opinion,

Recently I mentioned that a farmer
sold one walnut tree for $200. Now Mr.
Fox tells me:

“That amount was pald more than
once for a large walnut, even before the
war, Agents of Germany scoured the
United States for large walnut trees,”

Mr. Fox relaies how a Berks farmer
who was then eighty years old, was off-
ered $200 for a big walnut.

“Not for 81,000 would I part with that
tree,” was his answer. “I have known
it since I was a boy, and it was as large
then as it is now.”

The walnut grows slowly, and Mr.
Fox says it would require a century te
give it a thickness of three oy four feet.

One Oley Township giant was seven
feet in diameter and 150 feet high.

Thirty years ago the late Dr. D. He-
ber Plank planted a grove of ten acres
with walnut at Morgantown. The
largest of them is now about eight inches
thick.

William M. Potts planted 5,000 walnut
trees on his estate, Lagoma, in Chester

| County, and they are in fine condition.

Mr, Fox very wisely says:

“Since the destruction of the chestnut
by blight it is unfortunate that more
attention is not pald to such nut-bearing
treas as walnut and hickory.”
