Compared With Verdun

There are resemblances in the thrust
along the Somme, to the Verdun opera-
tion, but it is necessary to emphasise
tl.. difference. First of all, the Somme
operation is not like the Verdun in that
with no other business on hand at the
moment, Germany turned all her re-

. Sources against France and tried to put
her out of the war by a sudden blow
at Verdun. But the Anglo-French op-
eration' at the Somme is only one part
of the allied offensive,

+Thus, while the Germans have tem-
porarily held up the Anglo-French drive
at the Somme, the Russian drive in the
east, has lately taken on mew power.

Now, in the larger view, it is of no
consequence whether the alifes make pro-
gress in the east or the west, so long as
they make progress somewhere, and in-
flict great moral and material losses on
the enemy somewhere.

IS NOT POPULAR

Three Budapest Papers Suppressed
Fer Criticism of New Com-
mander of Eastern Front

London, Aug. 4—A Vienna despatch
to the Exchange Telegraph Company
says:

“The announcement that the German
Field Marshal Von Hindenburg . had
been appointed commander of the East-
ern front, brought no joy in Austria-
Hungary. Three Budapest papers were
suppressed yesterday (Wednesday), ow-
ing to adverse criticisms of the appoint-
ment.

“It is stated here that the new com-
mander-in-chief has already ordered the

. recall of a number of Austrian generals,
' who will be replaced by Germans.

It
is added that Austria in acceding to the
appointment, made the stipulation that
Von Hindenburg should appoint a num-
ber of Austrian officers to his staff, but
it is learned that only one such appoint-
ment will be made.”

ANEW DEFENCE
AGAINT ZEPPS?

London, Aug. 4—(Toronto Globe
cable)—The ineffectiveness of last night’s
raid on the east coast of England by six
Zeppelins, the fourth during the present
dark moon, is attributed by many Lon-
doners to the operation of a mysterious
new electrical device.

It is believed that the government is
using an électrical invention which
wrests the control of the Zeppelins rud-
ders from the pilots, and either steers
the big ships where they do not want
to go, or so upsets the compass of the
machines that it is impossible to do
effective bomb throwing.

Where it Counts

If the Rusgians continued to advance,
the allied offensive is a uccess, even if
the German/ lines in the west spread
out.

The Geérmans and Austrians are out-
numbered on both fronts. - They have
been beaten badly in the east and have
8o far failed to hold up. the Russian ad-
vance.  Theéy have been able to check
the western attack so far, but to do it
has taken men that were required in ihe
east. * Ultimately, if this situation en-
dures, they will have to shorten their
lines very gteatly, either in the east or
the west. And for the purpose of the
allies it does not much matter.

But One Battle

Actually one battle is going on, not
many. In this battle, the Austro-Gor-
man armies are being altacked along
the whole line. They have succeeded in
holding at one point; they have been
heavily beaten and are in retreat on
another. This is what the foreign cor-
respondents have somewhat grandiose-
ly described as the “battle of Europe.”
But there is accuracy in the description.
And for Americans the parallel of
Grant and Sherman jin 1864 and 1865 is
both illuminating and accurate. Grant’s
strategy was pressure at all points, until
some sector gave, until the strain be-
came too great,

For many months, he made no zeal
progress in the east, despite his enor-
mous losses, far greater in proportion
to his resources: than these ef the Brit-
ish at the Somme. But to hold him, the
south abandoned its resistance to Sher-
‘ man and ultimately lost the war.

Bombers Prepared Way e
French bomb-throwers for a fortnigh
past, in anticipation of the present of-
fensive had been creeping forward by
the Vignes ravine, wost of Froide Terre,
with'the object of getting near Thiau-~
mont wood, by working around Hill No.

The bombers first reached the, Bras-
Fleury road. Then they separated into
two parties, one going to the eastward,
toward Thiaumont fort and the second
pushing northward toward = Vacherau-
ville end Pépper Hill. Last week the
first party stormed a redoubt west of
‘Thiaumont and after a stiff fight, went
'beyond that position. The second party
reached the little wood of Vacherauville.

The whole section from Vaucherauville
to the approaches of Souville thus were
in the hands of the French, and the
higher command judged the time ripe
to attack from all sides at once.

Attacked from the northwest and the
southwest, the Germans in Fleury of-
fered' desperate resistance, but the
French bayonets finally prevailed. Some
Germans managed to escape to the
Vaux-Le-Chapitre wood, but a majority
was taken prisoner.

The Freach Gains

To sum up, the French in their three
day offensive, regained all the ground
that the Germans had taken several
weeks to conquer. They took all the
positions for a depth of about a mile
from the slopes of Souville fort, to the
approaches of Hill No. 820, as well as
in the woods east of Vacherauville and
in the Vinges ravine, which borders to
the west of Froide Terre hill. :The
French also installed themselves in po-
sitions southwest, south and southeast
of the famous Thiaumont woods.

The text of the official statement given
out this afternoon by the French war
department in which it is admitted that
the Germans have succeeded in recaptur-
ing a portion of the 'village of Fleury,
follows: = . :

“On the right bany of the River
Meuse the battle continued along the
Thiaumont-Fleury front, which the
Germans attacked all last night with
great ferocity. -Several counter-attacks
in large numbers upon our positions near
the Thiaumont Work were repulsed with
heavy losses for our adversaries. In the
course of this fighting our troops even
occupied the Thiaumont Work, but they
were compelled subsequently to evacu-
ate it under the powerful German bom-
bardment. They brought back with
them eighty prisoners.

There has been fighting no less violent
in the region of Fleury. The Germans
multiplied the number of counter at-
tacks upon this village. Each was pre-
ceded by an intense preparatory artil-
lery. After several fruitless endeavors
the Germans secured a footing in the
southern part of Fleury, where very
spirited fighting is still going on. All ef-

The artillery
of the enemy has been dominated, and in
the air the allies have won the ascen-
dency. % |

LINCOLN AS A LAWYER

-

e

Lincoln held fast to the right as he
saw it, whether in private or public life,
regardless of consequences personal to
himself, writes John T. 'Richards in the
July Case and Comment. He despised
injustice and chicanery. He was so
constituted that he could not ‘employ
his great talents in the support of an
unjust cause. His professional ideals
were above adverse criticism. He be-
came one of the great lawyers of his
generation and was known and -recog-
nized as such throughout the State of
Ilinois.

His practice in the state and federal
courts involved many important cases
and in the volume of business which
passed through his hands he stood sec-
ond to none. His successes were re-
markable, for out of his 175 cases re-
ported in the IHllinois reports, he won
the majority. That he was equally suc-
cessful in the federal courts is probable,
but, owing to the loss or destruction
of the records of these courts by the
Chicago fire of 1871, it is impossible to
ascertain the facts. He tried cases of
every kind, both at law and in chancery,
and also many criminal cases, but it is
a singular fact that no criminal case
with which his name is connected is to
be found in the Illinois Reports. This
would seem to confirm the statement
often made, that he refused to under-
take the defence of a person whom he be-
lieved to be guilty of the crime against
him, and that his clients in such cases
were usually acquitted by the jury. He
had few equals as an advocate. His
powers of analysis and discrimination
were of a very high order. By reason
of this he never failed to make clear the
most complicated situation, and - the
court never failed to grasp his mean-
ing, whether the case was ome involving

[t KASER'S DELUSION

Kaiser Wilhelm explained to some
wounded soldiers on his recent visit to
the eastern front why he is unable to
take a more active part in the war. It is
inconceivable that any of his soldiers
have expected him to fight in the
trenches or to lead charges. But it is
quite understandable that as a military
leader he feels regret “that he is unable
to make his personal mark on the en-
emy.” He has been a man of action as well
as a man of words. His words in this
speech as reported in a dispatch which
reached the rest of the world through
Berne, were of a kind to astound twen-
tieth century democracies. It seems in-
credible that even his soldiers, born in
an enlightened age, believe that “the in-
s&l&hble Almighty” has burdened him
with the leadership of his country and
its armies. It is inconceivable that the
millions of men and women of Ger-
man birth or descent in this country can
ever pretend to believe that the Kaiser
acts by “divine appointment,” that by
force of divine destiny he must think and
decide for a great mation.

There is no doubt of the sincerity of
the Kaiser’s belief in the divine ap-
pointment of kings. He has often ex-
pressed it. But most of the western
world outgrew the notion of the divine
origin of kings centuries ago. It would
be dificult to say how many Russians
still believe in the divine authority of
the Czar, but Russia has not yet whol-
ly emerged into the light. Germany is
a progressive country, and has exerted
a tremendous influence wpon modern
thought. But underlying all the show
of enlightenment is this pernicious idea
of earthly power responsible only to
divine authority; a divine authority cre-
ated by the German imagination for
German use, an idea tolerated by the
few, blindly accepted by the many. In
its name Belgium was laid waste,
France was invaded, helpless women
and children have been brutally slaugh-
tered. For this idea of a German right
and wrong, peculiar only to Germany,
the Empire is at war today with the
other great Powers, and the current of
sympathy in the countries not drawn
into the war is strongly against her. It
is the idea that must be crushed out of
existence before this terrible war is fin-

d.

“Vhen there is talk of crushing Ger-
many, that is what is meant—the de-
struction of the vain belief which seems
in the last two years to have obsessed
the German dynasty that it is fulfilling
jts destiny under a divine will that
knows no compassion, that discards all
treaty obligations while they trample
upon the rights of Germany’s neigh-
bors in its effort to extend upon the
earth’s surface a kind of power so re-
ugnant to the rest of humanity. The
f(aiser‘s delusion must be dispelled.—
New York Times, .

Two years ago today the British Em-
pire drew the sword in defence of the
rights of the smaller nations, the sae-
redness of treaties, and the causc of civil-
After two years, marked by
colossal sacrifice, the people of the Em-

ization.

pire enter upon the third year of war
with undiminished ardor and determina-
tion, and with every px;ospect of bring-
ing it to a close before another year has
passed, with the complete overthrow of
the poweri nspot;sible for the conflict.

It is fitting that loday the people
should give deeper thought to a subject
which is always in their minds, and at
great meetings pay a tribute to their
their
deétermination not to offer terms of

heroes and ' resffirm solemn
peace until such terms may be secur-
ed as will guarantee its continuance,
and prevent any nation from filling the
world with woe ‘and slaughter, as has
been done in these two years by the
war-lords of Germany.

These fateful two years have revealed
the British Empire to itself as a great
union of free states, united by stronger
bonds than could ever be forged by con-
quest or repression. We are told that
after the war there must be a readjust-
ment of imperial relations, and this may
well be; but those. who endeavor to ef-
fect the change will not be wise if they
depart from the principle of autonomy
which has made the Empire what it is
today. Nothing in world-history is so
impressive as this story of the scatter-

“ed peoples of this greal Bmpire leaping

to arms as one people, proffering their
gervices without waiting to be asked,
and regarding no sacrifice too great so

long as the need for sacrifice remained.

They were not taught, as the Germans
are taught, that the state is everything
and the individual nothing; but they
went to war to preserve a state which
exist's,only to promote  the welfare of
the individuals of which it is composed,
dnd which therefore commands their
devotion to the very limit of sacrifice.

The war has been more prolonged than

many believed possible, bat there is no
fon‘er any delusion in that regard. While
everybody hopes the end will soon come,
yet everybody applauds the preparation
for a long war, havigg learned that. the
only resl safety lies in “pursuing this
course. - The enemy  is. still- very- power-
ful, and may not be ready for a long
time to agree to such terms as the Al-
lies will insist upon imposing before
peace is concluded.
_ One sometimes wonders if all the peo-
ple of Canada realize what the outcome
of this war means tq the world’s civili-
zation, and if they have grasped the les-
son the sacrifice of their so:diers should
teach them in relction to their own duty
at home. We find recruiting slow, and
special efforts necessary to secure a
large enough Patriotic Fund. Life goes
on so very much as usual that qne won-
ders whether many people even try to
visualize that dreadful battle front,
where men are falling in thousands that
this country may be saved from invasion
and the horrors of war within its bor-
ders. It is well that we pausc to take
stock of the situation, and ask ourselves
what we are doing tu prove ourselves
worthy of the men who are dying for us
on the fields of l'rance and Flanders, on
the eastern fromt, the Italian front, and
wherever today the soldiers of the En-
tente Allies are at grips with those of
the Central Powers. There should be
today a hcart—sedrching and a re-con-
secration to the cause of righteousness,
and a determination to serve at home,
gven as our men are serving on the far-
flung Dbattle front in Europe and the
The call of vatriotism is not
merely a call to arms. It is a call to
service; and they who disregard it, and
hoard their gains, and profit by the sac-
rifice of others, are unworthy to be call-
ed citizens of Canada.

Happily there are signs of an awak-
ening of conscience throughout the
length and breadth of the country. The
grafter is no longer regarded as a clever
person, but as a public enemy. More
and more people are demanding the

square deal in all public affairs. They
refuse to accept the theowy that there
must be graft. There are no traitors
at the front—why any at home? "And he
who profits aut of the agony of the na-
tion is nothing less than a traitor. More
and more people are awakening to a full
realization of the truth of this assertion,
and are giving open expression to their
feelings.

And so today the minds of ke people
are centred on fhe great issues, national
and . international, affecting tn: whole
future of the human race, which are be-
ing fought out in a world that had
grown too careless of the higher aims
| of civilization. 'The outlook in Europe
grows brighter day by day, but there
is yet to be much of sacrifice and suf-
fering, heart-ache and pity and tears.
Bright young lives must be sacrificed,
homes bereaved, hope-s> destroyed. The

THE 26TH BATTALION

The tribute paid by the citizens to
Lt.-Col. McAvity when he returned to
St. John some weeks ago told the story
of their affection for the man who had
been “a father,” as well as their com-
mander, to the gallant lads of the 26th
‘Battalion. Last evening at a formal
banquet leading citizens gave further ex-
pression to the feeling with which he is
regarded by - his fellow citizens. In
honoring him they also honored the men
of the battalion, of whom all but about
two hundred are killed, wounded or mis-
sing. ° ; il :

The men of the 26th were not the first
Canadians on;the firing, ling, but they
Pproved themselves as ‘cotrrageous and re-
sourceful as any of their predecessors,
or as any who succeeded them. When
it is remembered that they were young
men taken from peaceful avocations and
nearly all of them without' previous
military experience, no  tribute of ad-
miration of their courage, . their endur-
ance and their achievements can be too
great. They paid a heavy price for their
devotion, and this thought was in the
minds of those assembled last evening
to do honor to the commander of the
battalion. Lt. Col. McAvity himself
could not speak of them without emo-
tion. He has stood beside too many
graves, in that inferno where the 26th
held the line with such ténacious cour-
age, ever to be able to think of them
without a feeling of the deepest sor-
row—a sorrow shared by all his fellow
citizens. And yet, as Hon. Mr. Hazeny
who has a great personal grief to bear,
in“common with so many others of our
people, said last evening:

“The price had to be pald, and while
it was a heavy one of sorrow and -grief
to many homes, the price of human lib-
erty ever since creation had been human
blood, and he thanked God that Cana-
dian-bred men were willing to pay that
price.” :

SECRETS THAT TRAVELED.

There was a time when the Turkish
government imposed the death penalty
on persons caught trying to smuggle |
out of the empire the best breeds of An-|
gora goats. In 1881 a Californian, Dr.
Bailey, bought four goats in Turkey, car-
ried them on mules, camels, and in a
closed carriage for some hundreds of
miles, sheared off their luxuriant wool,
rolled them in coal dust to make them
look common and disreputable, and
escaped with the Sultan’s goats and a
whole skin. The descendants of these
goats are found on ranches in the west
and southwest, crossed with Angoras |
from South Africa and other parts of the
world, says a writer in Farm and Fire-
side. .

Once the government of China and
Japan guarded with similar jealousy the
exportation of the tea plant. S&meone
escaped with some seed on cuttings,
however, some ten years ago and the or-
iginal plantation of smuggled tea plants
is still ‘flourishing in South Carolina.

Fifty years ago Brazil was engaged in
an effort to keep the rubber tree in con-
finement in that empire. The seed was
smuggled to Ceylon, however, and for
hald a century East Indian planters have
been perfecting the rubber tree until now
the best plantations are there rather
than in Brazil, and the Brazilians who
want the best varieties send to Ceylon,
Java and’ other Asiatic countries for
their trees for planting.

The Sultan lost his goat, the man-
darians their tea, and the Dons their
rubber trees—and in return Brazil has
given the Asiastics the plague of the
water hyacinth, and the Mongolians
have sent us the San Jose scale, the
gypsy moth and several other pests.

James Whitcomb Riley, poet, died re-
cently at his home in Indianapolis. Had
suffered all day from the heat, and the
end came suddenly at eleven o’clock in
the evening while his nurse was absent
from the room for a few minutes.

James Whitcomb Riley, like another
poet of the west—Eugene Mield—had
i for his audience the great mass of Am-
ericans.

The Poet of Childhood

Critics say that -James Whitcomb
Riley was “not a great poet, but a true
poet.” Yet when a singer sings so truly
—when he lets the great simple things
of life sing through his voice—shall we
go out of our way so to define greatness
as to place him on the wrong side of the
line? Better admit that a poet who so
won and held the people’s heart, and
crystallized their emotions and senti-
ments, their love and their labor, into
little chants that will endure as long as
the language shall last in- which they
were written, has enough of the elements
of greatness to give him a high place
forever in our American Valhalla. He
sang the child; and America, child-like
;\t heart, exalting the child, will exalt

Whitcomb Riley did not discover the
trick of putting the simple things of
life, of childhood and of homely people
into appealing verse.

Riley fell below Burms in his power
over great passionate subjects, and be-
low Whittier in the high sense of public
censcience joined with loftinéss of ut-
terance, but he equalled Burns and
greatly surpassed Whittier in his grip
upon the sweetest sentiments of home-
ly life. In humor no poet has surpas-
sed him, not even Beranger; and one of
his chief merits is that he therefore ex-
presses the American temperament, a
distinet outgrowth of a life which is dis-
tinct from that of Europe. Abounding
in’ humor, fond of exaggeration, steep-
cd in sentiment, possessing an intinc-
tive power of transfixing a quality with
a- phrase, oscillating between joy and
sadness as nature with us oscillates be-
tween heat and cold, Whitcomb Riley
is more truly an American poet than
Whitman, Lowell, Longfellow. Not
more distinctly, but more broadly and
humorously American than Whittier,
Riley will take a very high place when
our literary history is made up.

As for the love of the people toward
him—that was as keen as the sentiment
could be when a man had mostly lived
apart from the people in his later life.
He did not go about from cotter to
cotter, as Burns did. The people knew
him and loved him through his work
and his recitations. His heart was in
that work; it was not even in his own
Lockerbie street, as a living proposition.
The people knew him best through their
own children, for 'children loved his
songs, and will always love them. Riley
called himself “an elderly child”—and
it was through his own child-heart that
he won the heart of the people.

His philosophy was that of a child.
Nothing profound about it—nothing in
it of a system either of faith or of doubt.

their countrymen as Dr. Elliot does. He
yepresemts the highest type of Ameri-
can citige; and voices the best Am-
erlean thought. From the outset he has
been a convinced upholder of the allied
cause, not merely because his sympa-
thies lie with Britain or France or any
of the other allied countries, but because
'of a reasoned conviction that the allies
are right. He has rendered invaluable
gervice to the allied cause by his ad-
dresses on the platform and his con-
tributions to the American press, through
which his utterances appeal to thought-
ful men throughout the country.

In a recent issue of the Boston Her-
ald, Dr. Elliot argues strongly that the
time has come when the United States
should take its starld in active support
of the Allies. In this article, which ap-
pears also in’ the New York Times, and
other leading American: journals, Dr.
Elliot makes- an’ historical survey of the
social and political ideals of the United
States, with a view to proving that these
historic American ideals are virtually
and, in effect, the same ideals, as those
which are held by the nations fighti:
against, Germany and her vicious Pru:‘
sian system, and as diametrically op-
posed to the ideals, if such they may be
termed, of the Teutonic Allies. The
American ideals in fine, Dr. Elliot holds,
are substantially in harmony with the
ideals which would be vindicated by the
triumph of the Allied cause. Dr. fot
puts the cause summarily to the Ameri-
can people in the following cogent para-
graphs:

Any thoughtful person who gets a
firm hold upon these American idests—
religious, political and social—will have
no difficulty in deciding to which side
in the'great Eumé)ezm war his own hopes
and wishes tend. Great Britain and
France have achieved nearly the same
religious freedom and tolerance which
the North American Republic has ac-
kieved. The British Empire. as & whole

¥

eration. The political ideals of Great
Britain, France, Italy and. Belgium are
substantially the same as those of Am-
enica. The social -ideals' of the French,
although they had a somewhat different
origin and a decidedly different his-
torical development, are now, after for-
ty-five years of stable Republican: gov-
ernment, almost identical with those of
Americans. England and Italy are still
encumbered with lingering: survivals . of
the feudal system, but Canada, Australia,
New Zealand and South Africa are
frankly democratic, both political and
socially, :
On the other handghite Central Mon-
archies and their educated classes accept
the divine right of kings and the exgr-
cise by divinely commissioned and per-
manent executives of powers which in
America can be exercised only by repre-
sentative assemblies of short tenure. In
these monarchies the feudal systcm sur-
vives in strong force. In Germany the
theory of the state as the possessor or
owner of the subject, 'with an absolute
claim on his life and services, irrespec-
tive of the /subject’s interests and hap-
iness, is the dominating principle in
he national organization. In short, the
chief Prussian ideals of government and
society are the very opposite of those
held by the American people. If one.set
be sound and beneficial, the other must
be false and harmful.

Having statsd the issue, and the con-
clusions to be drawn’ therefrom, Dr.
Elliot asks if, .n the face of these con-
clusions “it is worthy of the United
States to confine herself to an ineffective
vindication of neutral rights at sea, and
to moderate charitable giving.” Tt is
time, he urges, with all the seriousness
and influence of a life-time of devoted

“Greeks and French predominate in
the business world. - The residential
Englishman seems comparatively scarce.
There 'is one English daily here, and at
least two in Cairo, as well as French,
Greek, Italian agd Egyptian. papers.

‘Tipperary’ in Arab-English.

“The  Egyptian or Arab-Egyptian
(many with negro blood) form the main
population. - You. find thém :in all the
walks of life, and you are impressed with
their "energy and skill. They are very
efficient in the handling of ship’s cargoes.
.“The Arab small boy is very persist-
ent with his papers and shoe shine. They
have a fair knowledge of English, and
some of them most ambitious attempt to
sing ‘Tipperary’ The street vendor of
silks, walking sticks, etc., invariably de-
scribes his wares as ‘Very good, very
nice,’

“About 100 miles from Alexandria, by
rail along the Nile, is the city of Cairo,
the capital of Egypt. It is a fine city
with a large proportion of Europeans.
There is also much of historical inter-
est to be seen. My day and a half there
was not enough to see it all The large
museum_is very interesting with its
thousands of statues from half an inch
to twenty feet in height; hundreds of
mummy cases, some of stone, but many
of wood with Egyptkan figures painted
on them; many mummy kings, includ-
ing four of the Rameses; so many cur-
ios that an inspection would be endless
and a description almost imposible.

‘A Call on “Cheops.”

“From the minaret of an old Arab
mosque, I got a good view of the city
and could see the pyramids in the dis-
tance. The pyramids are in three groups
~-Cheops, Giza and Memphis. Cheops
may be reached by electric car, and con-
sists of three pyramids, the largest 400
feet on each side. Referring to the ques-
tion as to how the pyramids were built
before the days of hoisting machinery,
my guide claimed that the sand was
scraped up to the level of the stones as
they worked and when all was complet-
ed the sand was taken away.

“Nearby is the Sphinx about eighty
feet high, and said to be one piece of
stone. Here also are excavations in the
sand where many of the mummies have
been found. The graves remain, huge
slahs of alabaster and other beautiful
stone brought from the Upper Nile,
Camels and guides are waiting here to
take you to the pyrmaids of Giza and
Memphis, if you so desire.

“The country between Alexandria and
Cario is irrigated, and grows at least
two crops yearly, chiefly grain and cot-
ton. The farming operations are primi-
tive, but the crops are good, so we may
always expect.corn in Egypt.”

36 Out of 23 Officers Lost

“The well known commanding officer
of a battalion that fought in France in
the autumn of 1914 and fought a bloedy
fight between Arras and the Somme last
Seturday landed at Southampton with
a hole through one hand and an ugly
shrapnel wound in one leg. :

“‘My battalion went in with twenty-
three officers,” he said. ‘No, not at 7.80
in the morning. We were two hours
later, to allow for thie taking, first of
—— and ——, which, as you know,
didn’t come off quite according to sche-
dule.. We moved at the appointed time,
all the same, with, as I said, twenty-
three out of our total complement of
officers. All units left a portion in re-
gerve, you know. Well, sixteen of the
twenty-three, I know, were casualties
that same morning, although only two
were killed. I don’t know yet about
the other seven. But you may judge
the fire was hot to knock out sixteen
officers in twenty-three at the very out-
set. Yet, mind, you, our fellows reach-
ed their objective. They got there, and
they would some of them have got there
if hell itself had to be crossed. It' was
rather an inferno, you know.

“ “Whatever happens, thére can be no
sort of doubt about the superiority of
our men. Man for man the Germans
cannot approach them, for spirit and
their gallantry. Their morale was
simply superb. Really, - one doesn’t
want to exaggerate or be fulsome; but
no lesser word will serve. They. could
not have been finer; mo soldier could-
They were superb.

«“The Boche machine guns, brought
up from their deep concrete bombard-
ment shelters, were sweeplng'that front
with an absolute hail of lead. Nothing
could live in it. Our fellows knew all
about it. They could see. There was no
possibility of blinking it. And I give
you my word, our only trouble with
them was to prevent them charging
wight into the thick of it, before the
chosen moment. There never has been
finer spirit shown. There never could
be. I don’t speak of any battalion; azk
any officer. Every one I have spoken to
on this boat had exactly the same ex-
perience. Our men are not bullet proof.
When they enter a zone of living fire,
they get hit. But, till they are knocked
out, they balk at nothing; no prospect
can check them. They are as brave as
mortal men can be. There morale is
perfect; and the level of their spirit
could not possibly be bettered.

““The officers? My officers were
splendid—all of them; all of them. Take
quite a young fellow now, Lieutenant
Chawner; a most gallant young officer.
In the teeth of that tornado of fire, he
dashed across No Man’s Land at the
head of his platoon. He actually land-
ed in the Boche front line without a
man. (His platoon was a small one.)
Not one man got through but himself.
And he found himself face to face with
three Boches, whom he promptly threat-
ened with his revolver, and he made
them lay down their rifles, took the
three of them prisoners and ordered them
back to our own lines. Just then he
was knocked over by a shell fragment,
with one of the Boches. When he re-
covered consciousness one of the re-
maining two boches—who seems to
have known which was the better side
to be on—was bandaging him. The
other had vanished. So Chawner thank-
ed the Boche who was bandaging him
and then marched the man back to our
lines a prisoner.

“4Our men marched through that rag-
ing fire exactly as though on parade.
And if they had been soldiers all their
lives they could not possibly have shown
cooler discipline, better morale, or a finer
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whole. Then you'll find that ‘what we
buy is ‘easily worth what we pay for it.
There was no waste. And you will also
find, I gather, that in some sectors we
infiicted tremendous punishment and
made at gains at the barest mini-
mum of expense. Our fellows have rea-
lized this already. That is why the
tone all through is so absolutely confi-
dent. The rising time is with us.

“<Myself?  Unfortunately I was
knocked helpless into a big shell hole at
a comparatively early stage. You can’t
make such big omelettes as this one
without cracking a good many eggs,

know.’”

Captain Cameron declared his belief that
a man who could drop his faith in an
emergency had had very little hold on
it. It was true a modern  generation
dropped its faith as easily as it did its
clothes, but if ever Christian faith were
needed, it was today! . For, remember,
no man has any more religion than: he
can summon to his need in a crisis.

As for faith, Captain Cameron declar-
ed he did not 'er to any individual
faith of Baptist, Presbyterian, Methodist
or so on. By faith he meant that which
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enfolded us,

mult. Shall we fail and join the ranks '
of the cynics who say that the whole
moral tone of the world is overthrown?

I saw in France this time were at
Lourdes, where I was on July 14. Little
childrea from all over France came in
special trains to offer prayers on that
day to Our Lady of Lourdes for peace,
while from Belgium came other trains
filled with Belgians to pray for peace
for their country. The children were all
in white, and with their arms outstretch-
ed to form a cross they knelt before the
famous shrine and chanted prayers. It
was wonderful to see the, procession
marching down from the top of the hill,
the priests, the cardinals in their red
robes, the statue of the Virgin and the
great cross on the top of the hill, which
is lighted with electricity at night,

“There is a large camp of Alsatian
prisoners at Lourdes and: they gave
them a special dinner to celebrate the
holiday. The prisoners are very well
treated. They are on a high cliff over-
looking the beautiful valley and are en-
tirely unrestrained, only having to re-
pert at a certain time,”

PENSIONS FOR THER
 CANADIAN EMPLOVES

Announcement is made by the Swift
Canadian Company of a pension plan
for all their employes throughout the

Dominion, to become effective August 1.
It is estimated that more than 2,600 men
and women are eligible, in time, to come
under the provisions of the fund, The
employes do not contribute to the fund,
the company furnishing all the money
needed. In Toronto alone over 800 per-
sons will come under the plan o8 out-
lined.

Men twenty-five years employed may
be retired at sixty and shall be retired

| at sixty-five; women, twenty-five years

employved may be pensioned at fifty, and
shall be at fifty-five. Employes of fif-
teen to twenty years’ service may be pen-
sioned if -permanently incapacitated. The
pension of those retired on account of
age and length of Service, or if inca-
pacitated after a service of twenty-five
years, shall be at one-half of the aver-
age salary for the five years preceding
retirement. The pension of others retir-
ing on account of incapacity shall be
computed on a basis of 1 1-2 per cent,
of the average salary for the five-year
period preceding retirement, for each
vear of continuous service. No0 pensicn
shall be less than $240 per year or more
than $5,000 per year. The widow and
children of an eligible employe shall, re-
ceive one-half of his pension,

SHIPPING AND |
MARKETING OF FRUIT

Two most seasonable bulletins have
been issued by the Dairy and Cold Stor-
age Branch of the Federal Department
of Agriculture bearing upon the pre-
cooling, shipment and cold storage of
tender frnit. Both bulletins can be had
free on application to the Publication
Branch of the Department at Ottawa. In
the first of these publications, Edwin
Smith, B. Se,, in charge of the pre-cool-
ing station at Grimsby, Ont., gives de-
tails and advice regarding the pre-cool-
ing of fruit along with results obtained
from experiments. It was only in 1914
that the pre-cooling and fruit storage
plant was established at Grimsby. Since
that time extensive tests have been ecar-
ried on regarding conditions for ship-
ment and temperature at various stages
in transit. Results and observations are
given relative to all kinds of fruit, in-
cluding tomatoes, and not only in re-
ference to transportation but alse as to
the effect on marketing. During 1913,
this Bulletin states, while tender fruit
laid on the ground rotting in Ontario,
the Dominion of Canads imported huge
quantities of peaches, plums, grapes,
pears, apricots, etc, from the United
States, owing to the better and more
provident care that had been taken. By
fcllowing the counsel contained in this
bulletin, this state of things will be
avoided. Rates, rules and regulations
for pre-cooling and storage are supplied.
The second bulletin, for which J. M,
Creelman, B. S. A, shares with Mr.
Smith the responsibility, not only deals
further with pre-cooling investigations,
but also goes fully into methods of
packing, shipping and storing tender
fruit, tomatoes, corn and cucumbers,
Both bulletins are suitably illustrated
and should command the earnest atten-
tion of fruit growers and shippers.

Event of Hostilities

London, Aug. 4—Dr. Raffaelo Piceoli,
Italian lecturer at Cambridge University,
contributes to the London Sunday Times
an article dealing with the relations be-
tween ,Italy and Germany, in which he
intimates that a decision as to a declar-

tion of war is impending. After re-
ferring to the much-talked of secret
treaty between Italy and Germany,
which Dr. Piccoli says was “an agree-
ment on rules of international law to be
applied to private citizens and private
interests in the eventuality of war,” he

continues:

“A similar agreement had been pro-
posed by our government to the imper-
ial government in Vienna before the out-
break of hostilities, and had been reject-
ed. Berlin accepted it, but began by
disregarding it in its dealings with Ital-
ian interests in Germany immediately
after it had come into force as a eonse-
quence of the rupture of diplomatic re-
lations,

“It was an agreement into which we
had entered only out of earnest desire
to respect those principles of private in-
ternational right which had been estab-
lished by the greatest Italian jurists in
the nineteenth century. It was entire-
ly to the advantage of Germany, which
had much greater interests in Italy than
we had in Germany. It was a piece of
idealistic  diplomacy, and it failed
through the behavior of the German au-
thorities, which was in fact such as we
are used to ‘expect-from them.

*“We denouneed - the = agreement -in
April last, ‘Since then Germany, though
not wishing to come to ‘4n open declara-
tion of war, has more and more shown
she considers herself in'a state of war
with Ttaly. Her treatment of Ttalian
citizens in Belgium is an outstanding of-
fence. To this we have replied by ex-
tending to all Germans in Italy the
treatment dealt out by us to Austrians.
We can now iniern thefn and we can
seize their property. They have been
deprived of any right recourse to
Italian courts. 'There is nothing want-
ing now except a formal declaration for
the existence of a state of war between
Italy and Germany.

“The hesitation of Germany in taking
this last step is due to reasons of internal
policy. The government want to be able
to show to the people & new case of
wanton aggression on the part of the
Entente, which will help them in the
preparation of public opinion for the
peace which is not going to- he the out-
come of victory. Italy is-naturally un-
willing to put this weapop in the hands
of the enemy, but will Welcome with a
glad heart any further step in the right
direction. ‘The decision rests probably
with the next few days.”

Ottoman Story
0f Their Defeats

Retired “Voluntarily” From Bai-
burt and Erzingan; Promise That
They Will Hit Back

Constantinople, Aug. 8—An
statement given out today by the War
Office reads:

“Qwing to Russian attacks in the di-
rection of Baiburt and Mamakhatum on
our positions in the centre of the south-
ern bank of the Tchoruk river, our
troops are maintaining in successive lines
the execution of counter-attacks and are
retiring orderly. Our troops on the left
wing north of the'l'choruk in the littoral
region  also retired voluntarily on our
order, following the movement against
the centre,

“Consequently the places of Baiburt,
Gumuskhaneh and Erzingan fell into the
enemy’s hands. The advance, which the
Russians were able to accomplish only
with bloody losses, cannot change our
general situation on this front.

“The exaggerated Russian official re-
ports about our yetreat are without
foundation. The. Russians are repre-
senting our movements as a flight, but
except for two guns damaged by the en-
emy’s fire, we left nothing. We remov-
ed all the artillery and other material,
which proves the order with which the
retreat was executed. During this op-
eration, in several counter-attacks in
many sectors, we made a great number
of prisoners.

“I'he loss of Erzingan is regrettable,
but as it is an open town, it will not
influence our general operations.

“On the right wing of the sectors of
Mush and Bitlis the situation is un-
changed., Activity developed from time
to time by the enemy was stopped by
our counter movements. Russian forces,
which succeeded in reaching the sector
of Rivandouza, were chaged back by us
in several successful battles.

“The next operat)ons, which were on
the front from Southern Persia to the
Black Sea was curvedsback g little. This
is mentioned by the Russians as a big
success, but our army on the right wing
continually advances in Southern Persia.
The army in the centre dominates com-
pletely the sector of Aserbaijan and
western regions.

“The next operations, which will take
place shortly, will prove how very pre-
mature the Russians have been in spread-
ing this news of alleged great successes,
and how much they have deceived them-
selves in their reports.”

No Infantile Paralysis Here

Word has been received from Ottawa
that, until further notice, no person un-
der the age of sixteen years is allowed
to enter Canada from New York unless
he or she can first show a doctor's certi-
ficate of non-contact with an infantile
paralysis case. At present there is no
sign of a case in St. John, as far as &he
Board of Health can learn and, with the
precautions that have been taken and
with the present regulations, it is diffi-
cult to see how the disease can reach the

city.

Famous Hospital
Open to Women

London, Aug. +—The council of the
Charing Cross Hospital have decided to
admit women students to the medical
school and hospital as a temporary mea-
sure, in view of the scarcity of doctors
and the need of skilled assistants in the
wards, where, in addition to the ordinary
accommodation for civilian cases, 150
ds are provided for wounded soldiers.
Last year the council decided against
admitting women students to clinical
work in the hospital; but early last
month they were invited by Professor
Halliburton, czan of the medical science
faculty, King’s College, under instruc-
tions from the professional board of the
college, to reconsider their attitude, This
was followed by an intimation that the
authorities of King’s College had decid-
ed to open their medical school to. wo-
men on October 2nd, the number being
limited to twenty, for the preliminary
and intermediate stages of medical edu-
cation. It only remained for the door to
be thrown wide open to full medical in-
struction by the action now ' taken by
the Charing Cross Hospital, which, as
one of the “final” medical schools in
London, will provide for the students
the last or clinical course of education.

Charing Cross thus comes into line
with . St. Mary’s, Paddington and §t,
George’s, which™ already admit a num-
ber of women students to their wards.
No limit is set to the number of women
students who will be accepted at Charing
Cross, though it is probable that they
will not be allowed to outnumber the
men students. Arrangements for their
accommodation are now being made,
and applications will be received forth-
with. The entrance fee has been fixed
at ten guineas, and the annual fee for
the whole course of the medical currie-
ulum at 26 guineas.

Fear of Criticism Should Not

Hinder Leaders

in Developm,ent

‘Robilliard, reading; John Keefe, solos;

To Prof. Richard Ely, of the Wiscon- i

sin University, is attributed the sentent-
fous observation that .a man is most in-
dependent “when he wants least, cares®
least and is least.” This apothegm be-
Jongs in the category with the maxim,
“If you would avoid criticism,say. no=
thing, do nothing and be nothing?” ' Both
have appropriate application to the sub-
ject of community building. i
It is one of the unfortunate conditions
of the world that versons who are most !

competent to lead in community affairs
are least ambitious for leadership; and
those who are most ambitious for, lead-
ership are altogether too often ! Jeast
capable of leading. The most success-
ful leader is he who directs activities
without appearing at the head of the
procession; and the least successful is he
who is always in the limelight put
whose activities end in fuss and feath-
ers. | No man of sense conducts his own
business merely to exploit himself, with-
out any regard to the financial returns
from his venture. The great lawyer
may be given large publicity, but that is
incidental to his activities; the great
leader in community sffairs also will be
given publicity, but it will come with- |
out his seeking. I

The only really successful and capable
citizen who is indifferent to his com-
munity’s affairs is he who is so absorbed
in his own business that he gives public
affairs no consideration, and of course
he is not a good citizen; or if he is not
a bad citizen, he is good in only a nega-
tive way—he does no harm. Good cli-
izens of this sort sometimes assume that
it is of no concern to them what hap-
pens to others or to their communities;
they think that their own affairs are so
independent of others and of their com-
munities that they may expect to prosper
regardless of conditions that affect oth-
ers.

Of this sort of men the late Charles |
Francis Adams said he had met several,
not one of whom would he “are to meet
again. In his lifetime, he says in his
diary, he had met a few men who de-
voted their whole lives to the making
of money, and he found them mvari- |
ably to be a narrow-minded lot.

If it be true as the poet expressed il— |
“He most lives who thinks most, feels
the noblest, acts the best”—Llhen he
who lives for himself alone must fall far
below the standard that should be ac-
ceptable to all men. Neither fear of
criticism nor the narrow interest of one's
own affairs should deter one from car-
ing about conditions in his community,
nor from taking active part—Ileadership
if need be—in r-ow.oting improvements.

In commenting on the statement ai-
tributed to Professor Ely, the Coos Bay
(Ore.) Times says:

«“] is man’s duty to want much, care
much, have much, know mucn, and be
much. These are legitimate, righteoue
aspirations and, if they are atlained
through service to his fellows, Lie is de-
pendent upon his fellows for the happi-!
Lese that comes through service per-}
formed. The man who neither wants, |
cares, nor has is a mollusk, with the shell
closed, and is not worth mention by a
college professor. The only independence
worth while is that portion of independ-
ence that comes through striving and
serving, humanely and honorably, with
all the capacity the Lord has given you.”

We have often spoken of the recrea-
tional value of participating in commun-
ity actiTities; health of mind and body '

demands variety of employmernt—change

of occuwation—and the best kind of re-
creation for'the rural man of affairs is
helping his fellows and his community.
Certainly in his later years he will real-
ize a greater satisfaction.in the con-
sciousness of having performed some

‘worthy servicé for his fellows and for

his community than he would realize
from having devoted all his years to pro-
nioting his own. selfish.interests.

Many men go through life without ex-
periencing the’ pleasure - that there is in
variety of employment—without discov-
ering the broadening and liberalizing in-
fluence of mingling with and interesting
themselves in the affairs of others. The
detuched life is the narrow and selfish
life, ‘There ‘have been times -in the
world’s history when seclusion was
thought to imply superiority, but now
the accepted theory is that the more
numerous the contacts with one’s fellows
ard with the world, the richer the life in
ennobiing experiences. It is to be re-
grelted that so many persons are either
¢0- absrbed in their own affairs or so
sensitive to criticism as to hold aloof
from the work of community building.
It is also cause for regret that so few
have discerned the fine satisfaction that
would come to them from devoting part
of their time and substance to the public
service. All over the country are per-
scns blocking the progress of their com-
munities either by opposing movements
designed for the public benefit or by
withholding their assistance when it is
' most needed. A curious instance of this
‘sort came under the wiiter’s observation.
! A village named in honor of a family of
‘early settlers was held at a dead stand-
still' by the refusal of remaining mem-
bers of the family to subdivide or sell
land surrounding the village. Finally,
when all but one member of the fam-
ily had died this one was persuaded to
sell; the result was astounding, for the
village grew and expanded to nearly
three times its former size. The land
subdivided brought a good price and the
expansion of the village so increased the
velue of the remainder as to leave the
owner better off than before. In fact, if
he had given away the land that was
subdivided the remainder would have
been sufficiently enhanced in value to
make the transaction profitable from &
financial viewpoint.

It is very much with one’s time as
with this man’s real estate, a part de-

public-spirited citizen richer in the es-
teem of his fellows, and in the conscious-
ness of having performed a worthy serv-
jce. This country is filled with well-to-
‘do citizens who could be, and if they
could know in advance the happiness
that would result therefrom would be,
philanthropists on a small scale. = One
need not be a Carnegie or a Rockefeller,
one need not give millions of money; if

.i* be within his power, a few acres of

land for a public park or playground and
a few dollars for fitting it up, he will
have done as much for his community
in his own way as a Carnegie or a
Rockefeller could do in his way.

Canada’s Oppoi"t[mity

The United Kingdom in the fiscal
year 1914-15 imported meats having a
total value of $811,000,000. Only $81,-
000,000 of this came from British pos-
sessions.” Qut of this latter amount no
less than $16;000,000 was for frozen beef
from Australia, It will be seen from
this statement that England is to a large

extent dependent for her meat supplies
upon countries outside of the British
Empire. The Argentine sent no less
than $70,000,000 worth of chilled beef,
frozen beef and canned beef. Canada
contributed little outside of bacon and
hams. Since the war broke out there
have been continuous demands for meats
of all kinds. KEnormous supplies have
been sent forward by the Argentine,
Australia, New Zealand, the United
States and Uruguay. Some fairly large
zaders have also been placed in Can-

4.

With a view to studying the situation
on the spot and acquiring information
for the .direction of Canadian produc-
tion, H. S. Arkell, assistant live stock
commissioner, early in the year went
to England and France, and on his re-
turn prepared a report which is amongst
the most valuable and suggestive arti-
cles in The Agricultural War Book 1916.
This report is also contained, in Pamph-
let No. 19 of the Live Stock Branch.
Eggs 3
The shutting off of the big Russian
supply has made a big opening for
Canadian eggs, which will ¢ontinue as
long as the war lasts. After the war,
Canada can hold her trade if we pay

special 'attention to quality and grade-
ing.

"Through a lessening of the Danish im-
ports due largely to German purchasing
in Denmark, Canada has been enabled
greatly to increase her exports. The war
demands have been great, and the Brit-
ish workman has been able to buy bacon
more freely. Canada can hold this in-
creased trade if ‘we keep up the quality
and carefully look to the methods of
curing. The outlook for the feeding of
hogs is promising at the present time.

We produce good beef in Canada, but
the quantity of prime available for the
British market is as yet quite limited.
The home market and the United States
appropriate all this. After an interest-
ing trial, however, it has 'been found
that France'is, and will continue to be,
a good market for our frozen beef; pos-
sibly also Italy.

This is but a brief reference to some
of the chief points in Mr. Arkell’s sur-
vey. It'would seem, that while the war
lasts there will be an increasing de-
mand for meats of all kinds, for eggs,
poultry and -dairy products, particular-
ly cheese.. After the war is over there
will be ‘some readjustments that can-
not now be foreseen, but through the
enormous t?estruction of live stock in
Europe and
have been made on the surplus products
of the rest of the world, there must re-
sult an enhanced value in live stock of all
kinds. There may be some uncertainty
as’ to market conditions of grain after
the war, but not so as to live stock and
live stock products.

EFFICIENCY RESULTS
FROM DRINK REFORM

Lord d’Abernon Believes Rules Should
Be Maintained After the War,

In an interview with the New York
Times’ London correspondent recently
Lord d’Abernon, chairman of the Cen-

tral Control Board of Liquor Traffic of
England, expressed the feeling that the
drastic drink regulations put into opera-
tion since the war—involving non-treat-
ing and restricting the opening of bars
to five and one-half hours a day—have
markedly advanced the effectiveness of
the workingmen of Great Britain. The
effect is immediately felt, he said, in the
spheres of activity directly related to the
war.

Munition work has been largely" im-
proved and in every similar branch of
the government’s war activity the re-
sults have been reflected. he new
drinking regulations—allowing liquor to
be sold only between 12 and 2.80 p.m.
and 6.80 and 9.80 p.m—affect 29,000,000
persons. Ome striking = feature, Lord
d’Abernon pointed out, is the apparent
readiness from the start on the part of
all communities affected to aid the gov-
ernment.

“No serious objection of any charac-
ter has come up,” he said. “It is a
great tribute to the law-respecting sen-
timent of the public that they have so
