mining industry added £19,000,000 to 
Great Britain’s national expenditures 
during the financial year ending last 
night, and caused a deficit of £14,038,- 
120. The official figures indicate that 
there would have been a surplus other­
wise of nearly £5,000,000.

The total revenue was £812,061,689, 
as compared with £799,435,695 last year 
and an expenditure of £826,099,778 as 
compared with £796,770,711 last year.

MINISTERS WORRIED 
British United Press.

LONDON, April 1.—While London 
is fast emptying itself today with thou­
sands going to the seaside or abroad, 
many of them to France to take advan­
tage of the low rate of exchange for 
their holidays, which will last until 
next Tuesday morning, cabinet minis­
ters are worried and predccupied with 
the coal crisis, tjie outcome of which 
they cannot yet foresee.

In some quarters the prospects are 
regarded with something akin to hope­
lessness. The mine owners have not 
yet defined their policy towards the 
report of the commission which was 
handed down three weeks ago, and they 
are trying to revive their original pro­
posals to settle wages by districts In­
stead of nationally, and also to leng­
then the hours of labor.

It is certain that unless owners 
change this attitude the miners will 
strike. The subsidy, which has already 
cost about double what it was origin­
ally estimated, comes to an end on 
May 1, but the whole position is 
likely to be determined in the next two 
days, which are regarded with the 
gravest anxiety in even the most op­
timistic quarters.

Rt. Hon. Winston Churchill is charg­
ing the mining subsidy with the deficit 
on the budget.

■Lordon, Opposition member for Gloucester, who attacked the in­
discriminate cutting of pulpwood on the public domain. The 
third atad final speaker of the day was A. J. Bordage, Opposition 
member for Kent, who asserted that he opposed direct taxation 
and that the Government was making a mistake in introducing it. 
The debate was adjourned by J. William Smith, Government mem­
ber for Kings, and he will be followed tomorrow by J. A. Doucet, 
Gloucester. The House will adjourn tomorrow for the Easter 
holidays. The House sat during the evening considering bills.

He would point out that in 
1905 the federal grant was $491,000, 
showing an increase in 1926 of about 
32 per cent. In 1905 the interest 
charges on the provincial debt amount­
ed to $151,000, while today the interest 
charges totalled $1,314,000, or more 
than 900 per cent Increase. Compar­
ing the federal grants to the different 
provinces, Mr. Taylor , proceeded to 
show that while the western provinces 
were receiving $1.10 per capita more 
than the Maritime Provinces, Confed­
eration had hern formed by Quebec and 
Ontario and the Maritime Provinces. 
Owing to the geographical location of 
the Maritime Provinces and New 
Brunswick in particular, they had not 
been able to expand to the same ex­
tent as had Quebec and Ontario. As

ation in France made it necessary to 
take seasoned troops from Palestine 1o 
the western front and although a brll- 
lian Indian cavalry division was placed 
under Lord Allenby’s command the 
strength of the forces in Palestine v as 
materially weakened. Perpetual raids 

carried out against the enemy at 
this time and the artillery positions 
were strengthened.

Lord Allenby told of the great sup­
port which the Arabs had given in the 
Campaign. The present king of Meso­
potamia, then military leader for the 
Arabs, was aided by Colonel Lawrence 
the brilliant Oxford don who was a 
better Arab than the Arabs were 
themselves and proved a marvellous 
leader in guerilla warfare. Lord Allen­
by’s forces were in constant communi­
cation with Lawrence’s Arabs whether 
the message came by rider or by aero­
plane. During the summer the new 
army was fully trained and in 1918 as 
in 1917 thc enemy was deceived into 
thinking that the attack would be on 

side while preparations were made 
to attack on the other side.

PRETENCE SUCCEEDS

A. W. Sutor-Hutton, Dead in 
Montreal, Married Niece of

Arthur W. Sutor-Hutton, Canadian 
representative of the London publica­
tion, Canada, and widely known adver­
tising man, died on Tuesday in the 
Montreal Homoeopathic Hospital where 
he was taken suffering from pneumonia 
on Sunday. He was in his 52nd year.

In the passing of Mr. Hutton adver­
tising-journalism has lost one of its 
best known and most travelled repre­
sentatives.

Scion of a distinguished military fam­
ily, Mr. Hutton was educated at Sand­
hurst. He was commissioned in the 
army and served in the Far East for 15 
years. He then resigned his commission 
and took up his residence in Australia 
until the Boer War broke out, when he 
enlisted with the Australian contingent 
and sailed for South Africa. There he 
was captured by the Boers, but he man­
aged to escape and to rejoin the British 
ranks to fight till the war was con­
cluded. It was on his return to Aus­
tralia that Mr. Hutton began his news­
paper career.

After serving on the staff of Aus­
tralian newspapers he went to the 
United States, and there worked for 
many of the prominent newspapers. 
About 10 or 12 years ago he came to 
Canada, and has since resided in Mon­
treal and Toronto.

Mr. Sutor-Hutton is survived by his 
wife, who was formerly Miss Violet 
Whittaker, niece of W. Malcolm Mac- 
Kay, of Rothesay, N. B., and by two 
sisters, one in Australia and one in 
England. Mrs. C. F. Beard, of thlc city, 
left on Monday evening for Montreal, 
called by the death of Mr. Sutor-Hutton.
