Improvements Made.
During the spring many improvements 

have been made at the club’s harbor 
and grounds. The entrance from Cedar 
street has been converted into a regular 
terrace. Near the top of the steps a 
large flag pole has been piaced, the long 
slope to the club house graded and sod­
ded, and a wire fence will be placed at 
the top. The gasoline supply house, 
formerly situated on the eastern side of 
the harbor approach, has been removed 
to the western side and raised above 
the spring freshet mark. In the harbor 
all the mooring stakes were re-driven 
and 100 additional ones placed.

In thick weather 
it is difficult to locate the entrance and 
owing to the proximity of the reversing 
falls there is always more or less of an 
element of danger. In the past the club 
has placed lanterns on either side of the 
slip, but in foggy weather it is no easy 
task to pick them up. To overcome this

Germany Debases Her Currency.

“The deliberate policy of debasing 
their currency, which has been consist­
ently followed by the Germans, while it 
has had certain beneficial results, is now 
leading the nation into chaos and dis­
aster. To indicate to you how far this 
debasement went, in the week ending 
September 30, 1921, the German govern­
ment printed notes to the face value of 
double the entire issue in 1914.

“The bogie of German competittlon 
all over the world has been run to death 
for political and other purposes. It was 
inevitable that in the beginning the 
Germans, who manufactured for de­
preciated paper and sold for gold, and 
had such urgent necessity to work, 
would be serious competitors for the 
world’s trade. Quite apart from the ex­
port trade which Germany has done, 
which has not been nearly as great as 
has been advertised, there has been a 
fictitious trade going on within the Ger­
man Empire. The people have no con­
fidence in their own currency, and have 
been doing everything they could to 
convert the currency they own into 
tangible objects. This has created a 
false internal trade, which is on the 
verge of the most terrible collapse.

“In England certainly, and in some 
of the other coûntries, we have seen the 
worst. We are reaching economic con­
ditions where trade on a proper basis 
will again be possible, and I am very 
hopeful that before the end of the year 
trade will begin to flow in Its normal 
channels, and the disastrous unemploy- “ 
ment from which we are suffering will f 
gradually pass away. I cannot con- ■ 
elude my remarks without saying to 
you, as frankly as possible, how im­
perative it is that you and we, the great 
Anglo-Saxon people of the world, should 
not only stand together, but work to­
gether with the greatest possible harm­
ony for the reconstruction of Europe. It 
is not alone the reconstruction of Eur-1 
ope, Which, whether we like it or not, I 
has been placed upon Anglo-Saxon 
shoulders, but the whole peace of thfc| 
world depends on us and is oür natural \ 
heritage, and we must assume the burd- i 
en ahd face our responsibilities togeth­
er. - Without complete co-operation of. 
America and Great Britain there can be 
no permanent peace in the world and no 
happiness for its people.”

Says Britain Will Pay.

“The external debt owing to the 
United Kingdom was entirely incurred 
by the United Kingdom in financing 
France and Italy during the war. There 
is an absolute determination of the 
British people to pay the whole amounts 
they owe at the earliet possible moment, 
but I will not hide from you the fact 
this is going to strain the resources and 
the courage of the British people to the 
very utmost. This is only one way in 
which the world’s debts and the repara­
tion money can be paid, and that is by 
vast and continuous efforts on the part 
of the people of the country who have 
to pay, and a great increase in pro­
ductive capacity per head of population. 
There must be more strenuous produc­
tion and organization. The only other 
alternative is a great reduction in the 
standard of living. It is the common in­
terest of all countries not to impose such 
burdens on any nation, even those who 
are directly responsible for the greatest 
wrong which has ever been imposed on 
humanity, greater than that nation is 
able to bear, or such as would reduce 
their standard of living to a very low 
point. v

“There have, as yon know, been many 
conferences in Europe, the most satis­
factory result of which has probably 
been that the statesmen of the various 
countries have got to know one another 
personally. They have also held out 
some hope .for readjustment from time 
to time, which has carried the people of 
the various countries along through dif­
ficult periods. The actual results from 
such conferences have, on the whole, 
been disappointing, the only conference 
which has really accomplished something 
tangible being the Washington confer­
ence, which was so admirably handled 
by your Secretary of State, Mr. Hughes. 
I need hardly tell you that while the con­
clusions arrived at, and the agreement

1921, filled with zeal for a warless world.
I read with thanksgiving the “Message 
to the Churches,” calling for the invest­
ment of every energy to make “good 
will”. abound. I am made conscious of 
the reality of the fact that this federal 
council, representing 20,000,000 Chris­
tians, is making “international justice 
and good will” its most conspicuous re­
sponsibility. I have been reading some 
British religious periodicals and they are 
filled with the hope of no return of war.

The East says: “Christianity, a can­
non ball, a submarine, and a gas bomb 
are synonymous.”

The West says : “Christ is the Prince ' 
of Peace and the Christian Church is 1 
the instrument to make that doctrine : 
effective throughout the world.” How- 
ever implicit may be this belief, the 
cold fact If that thus far it has not j 
produced that result even in nations I 
where it has held a preponderance of | 
the people. Singing hymns, 
prayers, and passing peace resolutions 
do not remove this impression.

In view of this tragedy in the his­
tory of the church and the human 

the one commanding necessity for 
the leaders of Christianity in the na­
tions where this faith prevails is to so 
reassert the cardinal doctrine which the 
angels sang at the birth of Jesus, viz.:
“Peace on earth, good will to all men,” 
that the organized church shall in real­
ity be put upon a peace basis. In this 
hour nothing elsç matters much.

New church edifices, more preachers, 
money, more members, and even 

. more foreign missionaries are quite in­
different topics. A better definition of 
Christ Is needed. If all the professing 
Christians in the West in 1914 had been 
upon the “Friends” basis, the war would 

• not have occurred and the Far East 
would not be scoffing at the Christian 
church.

This sentence is almost an exact quo­
tation from a conversation with a Bud­
dhist priest in Japan : “The church must 
be freed from a spirit of nationalism 
which makes it the trusted servant of 
the war lords when they shou,t “patriot­
ism’ as a disguise for more war to ad­
vance their political schemes.” The plat­
forms of Christian churches from 1914 
to 1918 in Russia, Germany, France,
Great Britain, and the United States 
were to » very large degree simply war 
agents. I look back upon things I 
beard in Christian pulpits and words 
■personally uttered concerning that war, 
snd much of it seems a hideous night­
mare. Small wonder that the non- 
Christian leaders have branded ours 
a warring religion.

This peace ideal must be made real, 
true, genuine, in the Christian churches.
It is the supreme duty. If it fails more 
*nd worse are coming. The stage 
letting is perfect for more outbreaks.
Accepting all the Christians, and grant­
ing security to many of them, never- 

■ theless, the Gospel of Christ is a broth­
erhood doctrine, and the Christian 
church Is the only organization with 
world contacts which make possible a 
common binder for preserving peace,

Three mills are included in the 
purchase, including those at Alma and 
West River. 1

Dr. D. A. Craig, Red Cross commis­
sioner . for Nova Scotia, has returned 
from Antigonish county, where the Red 
Cross Rural Clinic is in active operation, 
and reports that the clinic is being re­
ceived enthusiastically all through the 
countryside. “The School sections have 
been divided Into twelve groups,” said 
Dr. Craig, “and in each group a clinic is 
being conducted for two days. Last 
week a preliminary survey of the_route 
was carried out by myself, Dr. J. J. 
Tompkins and Dr. McPherson, both of 
St. Francis Xavier University, Dr. R- 
MacDonald, county health officer, and 
Miss R. Kennedy, county health nurse.

“The various local committees m 
charge of the clinic met In Antigonish 
on Saturday night and all was completed 
for the commencement of work on Mon­
day morning at Arlsaig. On Sunday 
night a taass meeting was held in the 
Celtic Hall, Antigonish Town, when 
pictures of health subjects were shown 
and an address on public health and the 
health policy of the Red Cross given by 
myself. Mayor Macintosh, chairman of 
the County Red Cross, presided and 
spoke enthusiastically of the . public 
health efforts being carried out in the 
county. The hall was packed to the 
doors and many people were turned

“On Monday morning early the clinic 
left Antigonish and arrived at Arisaig 
at 9.30 a. m. Everything was in work­
ing order by ten o’clock, and that day 
fifty-two patients were examined and 
treated. On Monday night a public 
health meeting was held at Arisaig. The 

'church vestry, which was utilized for the 
meeting, was crowded to capacity, some 
three hundred people being present. Dr. 
Jost of the Department of Health spoke 
on Community Health, Dr. R. MacDon­
ald, county health officer, gave an ad­
dress on various general health topics, 
and I spoke on Tuberculosis.

In connection with the 
Moncton post office revenue, a large 
amount of it is due to the establishment 
of the branch of a mail order concern 
at that point.

There are at present in New Bruns­
wick 1,138 post offices, 224 of which do 

order and nostai yiote business. 
Potal notes can also Vc purchased at 
about seventy-hve per cent, or tne 11011- 
accounting post offices, and the remain­
ing offices only handle postage stamps.

There are in this province 866 mail 
contractors and these perform service 
over 270 rural delivery routes, 307 or­
dinary stage services and 289 mail ser­
vices between the railway trains and 
post offices. The couriers on the rural 
mail delivery routes serve 8,519 mail 
boxes either "daily or tri-weekly, and as 
each box can be used by either one, two 
or three families, it can be readily seen 
that a large number of families from the 
rural districts receive their mail In this 
manner.

The headquarters for the postal ser­
vice in New Brunswick is at St. John 
and is under the supervision of H. W. 
Woods, acting district superintendent. 
He is assisted by Alexander Thompson 
and John Emerson, post office inspec­
tors; D. McKendrick, head railway mail 
clerk, and also Messrs. Hatch and Grif­

\ \The attention of C. O. Foss, chief en­
gineer of the New Brunswick Electric 
Power Commission, was drawn last even­
ing to an editorial in the telobe on the 
hydro question in which the following 
occurred:

“The cost of distribution must be 
carefully considered from all angles so 
that the ultimate cost upon both the 
consumer and the taxpayer shall not be 
heavier than they can bear; it means,
