Hint of New Industry for th\e City

A rather informal discussion of street
paving vroblems occupied the time of

the city commissioners at a committee

meeting of the common council this
morning. ; The usual difference of opin-
ion regarding the merits. of the local
improvgnents act entered into the dis-
cussion and the council did not make
any noticeable progress. Commissioner
Fisher threw down ‘the gauntlet to the
Board of Trade challenging their’ paving

resolution as not representative of public
opinion nor even of the majority of the

» members of the board, but a resolution

he moved /in reply to their communica-
tion was not seconded.

A report of progress in his campaign
against the smoke nuisahce was given by
the commissioner of public safety and
Mr. Thoenton also brought up the ques-
tion of public scales for the weighing of
coal. . i
An intimation tnat an industry is seek-
ing a site in the city and requires, about
five acres of groynd was given by Com-
missioner Bullock but no further infor-
matidn regarding the proposals was fur-
nished. .

Mzayor Hayes presided and all the com-
missioners were present.

Mr. Fisher reported that the lowest
tender for grooved granite blocks for use
in paving in Union street was that of
the Granite Street Paving and Construc-
tion Company. On his motion their ten-
der was -accepted.

In reply to Mr. Bullock, Mr. Fisher
aid that service pipes should be renewed
t least a year before new paving was,

laid. He also hoped that the commis-
sioner of ‘water and sewerage would see
his way clear to undertake necessary re-

treets; in preparation- for paving: of
these streets.

Mr. Jones said that the cost of pipes
was 80 high that he would not like to
go ahead with this expenditure this year
unless assured that the paving was to
be done next year.

The mayor suggested this was a mat-
ter which might be left to the decision
of the council. ;

To the mayor Mr. Fisher said that he
intended to make some repairs to the
north side of the Marsh road. He also
assured Mr. Thornton that he intended
to make some repairs in Douglas avenue.

In reply to Mr. Thornton, Mr. Fisher
said that he was trying to ‘find the
money for a new flag for the Indiantawn
flag pole.

A New Industry?

Mr. Bullock announced that he had
an eanujry for about five acres of land
for industrial purposes and asked if the
public works department could let him.
havg the ground used for the asphalt
Yyard. i

Mr. Fisher said that he had not consid-|

ered any new location and asked if the
foul ground in the south end would not
be satisfactory for the industry.

No action was taken.

Mr. Thornton, when asked about
progress regarding the smoke nuisance,
said that the Royal Hotel was adding a
section to its -chimney stack. His in-
quiries about smoke-consumers had not
shown that they were satisfactory, The
manager of the sugar refinery had prom-
{sed to give him some information about
a fuel economizer device which acted as
& smke consumer.

Mr. Thornton asked if the city could
require coal dealers to weigh their coaly
explaining that he had received com-
plaints from citizens who believed they
were not getting full weight. He said
he understood that some of the dealers
had no scales. He was advised to con-
sult the city solicitor.

The common clerk presented a letter
from Kenneth A. Wilson, claiming dam-
ages for Viola Davis for injuries re-
ceived when his client fell on some ice
in Main stréet. This was referred to
the city solicitor. -

A resolution of the Board of Trade
regarding street conditions, upholding the
local improvements act, and urging more

' paving, as already published, was read.

Mr. Fisher said he had prepared a
resolution on the subject as follows:—
That the receipt of the letter from the
Board of Trade upholding local taxes
for street paving be acknowledged and
that an opinion be expressed that the at-
titude of the Board of Trade on this
question does not reflect public opinion
in this city.

If the action of the board was having
any effect whatever, he said, it was to
cause delay. Regarding another letter,
suggesting a change in the act to make
contributions by property owners com-
pulsory, he said that he was sure they
could not secure legislation of that kind.

Mr. Jones said he could not support
the proposal to revive the local improve-
ments act,

The mayor said that it would take
more  than $100,000 to put Douglas
avenue in good condition. The interest
on that amount spent annually would
make a pretty good street.

Mr. Fisher said that to keep a good
surface a cement foundation was neces-
sary. He considered that the city would
be justified in issuing bonds for paving
of the type laid in Rothesay avenue by
the provincial government.

Mr. Bullock asked why the same type
of work could not be used in Douglas
avenue,

Mr. Fisher said he believed asphalt
from their own plant would be more
satisfactory. Such would cost about
$80,000, with no concrete base.

RACE RIOTS .

Negroes From (South Africa in
Conflict With Whites — Police
Fired On

London, June 12—(By the Associated
Press)—Serious race riots, occasioned by
the presence of negroes brought from
Africa and other parts of the world
during the war as labor battalions, have
occurred at several ports in England and
Wales recently. They culminated in a
night-long fight last night between ne-
groes and white: men at Cardiff and
Barry-dock, nearby. One white man
was killed and numerous whites were
wounded. Boarding houses in the negro

quarter were stormed, one of them set
on fire and others looted.

This morning negroes armed with re-
volvers fired on the police in Liverpool,
where similar scenes occurred. The local
authorities have asked for govcrmuent
aid.

CHARGED WITH MURDER
7 SAYS HE S VIGTIM

Prisoner's Statement in Montreal
is That He Was Innocently
Made Member of Gang

Montreal, June 12—After pleading not
guilty to the charge of murder of Aris-
tide Payetfe, a farmer of St. Sulpice,
Jean Baptiste Lemay, alias Patrick De-
lorme, made a sworn statement before
Judge Cusson. He declared he had been

|& victim of unfortunate circumstances.

His story was that on the night of
Aug. 14, 1917, he was visiting Mrs. Jan-
vier when four neighbors came to the
house. They said they had a new auto-
mobile and wanted him to drive it for
them. They started for Three Rivers
on the suggestion of one of the party.
On the Three Rivers road revolvers were
distributed to everyone but him.. The
party went to a house and broke open
the door. A man appeared in his night
apparel. The automobile party demand-
ed his money and fired at him. On hear-
ing the shots the prisoner said he started
to move away, when one named Lacoste
said that if he did he would be killed,
too. Other people then came out of the
house and Lacoste yelled, “Let us fire
our revolvers.” They did, one man fall-
ing dead. They then got into the ma-
chine and drove to Three Rivers and
en route cut the telegraph wires. ‘

When asked, he said that those with
him were so far as he could remember
men named Lacoste, Duval, Poirier and
Murdock Allan. Two of the men named

| are reported to be now in jail and will

be brought before the court on Friday.

What “Cash aad Carry” Meant
in His Business:

Ottawa, June 12—J. A. Leduc, M. P,
for Westmount-St. Henry, told the cost
of living committee of the commons this
morning that by conducting a “cash and
carry” busihess and owning his own
abattoir, he was able to sell beef at a
reduction from thirty to thirty-five per
cent. On other provisions, by the “cash
and carry® system, he was able to sell
at from twenty per cent to twenty-five
per cent cheaper.

Most people seemed to think that
the highest price meat was the best and
thus ordered over the telephone for the
highest price. They did not know that
as good a roast could be got for eighteen
cents as for thirty cents. Then there
was the expense delivering following the
telephone order. ,He had only to keep
three rigs instead of from ' twenty to
twenty-two if he did a delivery busi-

In the discussion in parliament on the
federal grant for technical education Mr.
J. H. Sinclair raised an interesting ques-
tion. He pointed out that in Nova Scotia
domestic science and manual training are
taught in the main public schools, while
there are schools to train miners in the
téchnical part of their education, and
night schools in industrial centres. He
added:

‘“Do I understand that the proposition
we are considering means that if $100
000 is contributed by, the federal gov-
ernment to a province the latter must
iﬁxtupaneqmlammmt?lflamoox»
récthﬁrat,thm,formmﬁz,inthe
province of Nova Scotia, where some
of the schools giving instruction in man-
ual training, domestic science, and so
forth, are supported by the town or
municipality, will the money so for-
nished be counted in the $100,000 that
will be contributed by the province?”

To this Hon. Mr. Calder replied that
it was not proposed that the federal
government should grant any assistance
to the provinces for carrying on domestic
science, vocational training, nature study,
mmual'tminingura.nyofthatc]assof
work in the elementary schools, or even
the ordinary high schools, and such ex-
pendltnres by the provinces would not
be taken into account. As to industrial
classes, however, for the benefit of those
already engaged in industries, the ex-
penditure by the province on thems which
is largely for gualified instructors, would
be taken into account. But he added:

“It is not proposed that any contribu-
tion made by a municipality for the es-
tablishment or maintenance of one of
these institutions shall be taken into ac-
count. That is a matter of arrange-

between the provincial government
the local authorities.”

Mr: Sinclair and Hon. Mr. Fielding
argued strongly in favor of recognizing

municipal expenditure, and urged the |

minister to consider it in frafbing the
bill. Mr. Calder replied that he had no
doubt there would be no difficulty in
coming to a working agreement, with
cach of the provinces. Mr. D. D. Mc-

XKenzie raised objection to the proposal |

that the provinces must put up dollar
for dollar, declaring that it was not in
harmony with the system of free school
education. He continuéd:

“If there is'a poor provinee that can-
not put up money for technical educa-
tion it will receive none of this grant,
and in any case it will not get any more
than dollar for dollar on what it con-
tributes.: There is in the smaller and
perhaps ‘poorer prqvincés just as much
talent, ingenuity and ambition among
theyoungpeoﬂeasintbehrguand
more wealthy and™ populous provinces.
The idea is to help the genius of our
people in the way of technical educa-
tion, and there should be nothing to pre-
vent the minister from distributing this
money in such & manner as will effect
the purpose.” i

Mr, McKenzie suggested as a remedy
that each province be given at least a
small lump sum, as is provided in the
good roads grants, and this would en-
sure that no province would be left out.
He feared that otherwise the wealthy
provinces of Ontario and Quebec would
get the bulk of the money.

Mr. Calder agreed to leave this prin-
ciple for further discussion, with the
jdea that a minimum would be fixed. He
also agreed that in a case where a city
or municipality desired to erect a tech-
nical school, without any provincial aid,
as is the case in Peterbo® and Renfrew,
it was worth while to consider whether
"or not the federal grant should not be
‘made available to assist. Other speak-
" ers emphasized the point that the money
must not be concentrated in the large
cities, but that technical training should
be spread as widely as possible.

The bill was read a first time, but it
‘was made clear that before it is finally
adopted the interests of the smaller
provinces and communities must be safe-
‘guarded. It has already been announced
.that the governments of the three mari-
time provinces will make a strong ap-
peal for a stated grant to each province,
the balance to be distributed according
to population and in accordance with the
other provisions of the bill now before
the house at Ottawa.

Toronto Star: “One of the reasons
urged against the reduction of the cus-
toms tariff in Canada is the need for
very large revenues to pay pensions and
interest on the war debt, as well as to
provide for ordinary expenses. The same
argument holds good for the retention
and increase of the excess profits tax.
Canada can no longer depend upon cus-
toms> duties to meet its expenditures.
These must be supplemented by other
taxes, and no kind of taxation js fairer
than that levied on excess profits ‘and
large incomes.” :

CANADA’S FINANCES.

Sir Thomas White, in the budget
speech, made an impressive statement
regarding the debt of Canada and the
cost of the war. The cost of the war
year by year was:

Butthep’nsentyea.r, so far as expen-
diture is concerned, with demobilization
in progress, is also a war year, and Sir
Thomas estimates the special war ex-
penditure this year at $300,000,000,b ring-
ing the total up to $1,627,273,845. Inthe
five years ending with March, 1919, there
had also been spent $832,757,589 on or-
dinary account, and $180,277,873 on capi-
tal account. The total amount paid
from revenue on account of the war dur-
ing the five-year period was $488,263,248.
Dealing with the national debt, Sir
Thomas pointed out that it had grown
from $3385,996,850 in 1914 to $1,584,000~
000 on March 31, 1919. Add to that
$300,000,000 for this year's war expen-
diture and the total will stand at al-
most $2,000,000,000, an average of more
than $220 'per head of the population.
Even at that, however, Canada’s posi-
tion is more favorable than that of Great
Britain and European countries engaged
in the war. It is gratifying to know
that the great bulk of Canada’s debt is
owed to her own people. In round fig-
ures the total outstanding securities of
the Dominion government are held as
follows:

Moreover the dates of maturity  of
these obligations are spread over s long,
a period as to make it fairly easy to
provide for redemption. Sir Thomas
‘White does not encourage the hope that
a large indemnity will be secured from
Germany, and rightly insists that the
country prepare to bear the full burden
by its own strength and pay from its
own resources.

Discussing particular items, ‘Sir Thomas
White points out that the estimated an-
nual interest charge will be $115,000,000,
compared with $12,893,504 before the
war. Last year $17,460,000 was paid on
acconnt of pensions for soldiers axd their
dependents. This year it may reach
$30,000,000, and for a generation will
probably run from $35,000,000 to $40,-
000,000. In addition there will of course
be the very large ordinary and capital
expenditure from year to year. The es-
timate for expenditure on.ordinury ac-
count for the coming year is $270,000,~
000 and on capital' account $50,000,000.
The entire expenditure for the. coming
year is thus estimated at $620,000,000,
with an estimated revenue on the basis
of last year of $280,000,000. It is to
bridge as far as possible the gap be-

liament must make provision, though
$300,000,000 of the $620,000,000 will of
course be added to the war debt.

The summary of Dr. Beland’s #e-
marks on the high cost of living, in his
speech on the budget, goes to the root
of the matter. He said there were three
ways of meeting it. First, increased
production; second, reduced taxation gn
consumption; and third, bringing the
profiteers to account.

Thomas Stewart, of Helifax, will re-
ceive the appointment and G. Tower Fer-
guson, of Toronto, will be appointed
treasurér for one year. The salaries will
be fixed later.

The assembly endorser overture re-
ceived from the synod of Hamilton and
London recommending that the govern-
ment be asked to make the date of
Thenksgiving Day the same as in the
United States.

The overture asking the government to
appoint in future days other than Sun-
days as days of national prayer was also
endorsed.

The resolution of the assembly on
social unrest was presented by Rev. W.
E. Ross, of Halifax.

The resolution stated that the assem-
bly recognized the present social unrest
as a sign of the vital effort of the nation
to adjust itself to new and changing con-
ditions. They also recognized that this
unrest is a belated protest against: in-
justices that have been tolerated in the
social system—the alienation of our ha-
tural resources—the tying up ‘of:land for
the unearned increment in value, pro-
fitecring, especially during the war, the
public indefference towards the condi-
tions in which many people live and to-
wards the wrongs\they suffer and they
call for extensive reform by parliament-
a;y legislation of the abuses complained
o

Industry, the resolution pointed outy
exists primarily to serve. In order to
serve it must pay, but the object of exist-
ence is service. All parties in industry
have their obligations to meet as well
as the rights to secure and the emphasis
of the hour should be on the service
rather than its reward.

The assembly warmly reeommends
movements now afoot in many districts
towards the following ends:

Giving the workers a voice in deter-
mining the conflitions under which they
shall work.

A fair share in the wealth,; jointly co-
operating with the state in providing in-
surance against unemployment, acci-
dental illness and insurance for old age.
Securing for workers such hours of
labor as afford time for self-improve-
ment, for sérvice to their families and
community. o
All parties are urged to be conciliatory
in spirit in adjusting their disputes, in
view of the tension at the present time.
Profound sympathy is expfessed with
the aims amd objects of orgdnized labor
on the whole, but organized labor is also
reminded that it is now and must con-
tinue to be only a Small part of the
world’s workers and that the success of
their cause depends upon winning public
confidence. Organized labor should stand
for each man rendering the fullest ser-
vice. The  inviolitably -of agréements
must be insisted upon.

The assémbly affirms its conviction of
the rights of workers to: organize, and
the right of the members of each craft to

BADGES FOR THE SOLDIERS

There has been considerable misun-
derstanding among soldiers and the pub-

what class of badge should be worn and
what soldiers are entitled to wear them.
The following explanation has been se-
cured by the Times:

The class A war service badge is is-
sued to soldiers who have seen service
in France, if the soldier is actually on
the strength of a unit and has seen ser-
vice in France. :

The class B war service badge is is-
sued to soldiers who have at least seen
service in England and who are struck
off the strength of the Canadian expedi-
tionary force as permanently unfit for
further military service. In order that
this badge may be issued the soldier
must be in medical category E, which is
the lowest medical category. For a sol-
dier to be placed in this category his
physical cohdition must have been low-
ered on account of wounds or other in-

If, however, a soldier has seen service
in England and is struck off the strength
on demobilization, medically unfit for
general service, he is not entitled to a
‘class B badge, as the disability which
he has derived from service is not a per-
manent one and does not place him in
medical category E. In this case the
class C badge is issued. Class C badge
is also issued to all soldiers who have
deen more than three months’ service in
Canada.

Applications for the badges must be
made to the district record officer in the
district where the discharge has been
carried out. Parchment discharge certi-
ficates should in every case be sent to
the district record officer under Tregis-
tered cover. This certificate must ac-
company application. so that a notation
of the badge issued may be made on the
certificate, this being the authority that
the wearer is entitled to it. In all cases
care will be taken of the discharge cer-
tificates while they. are in the district
Leadquarters and the badges with the
certificatess will be returnetl under regis-
tered cover with as little delay as pos-
sible.

The wearer must also take great care
of the badges as under no condition can
they be replaced. Those not entitled to
wear the badges are warned that a heavy
penalty is provided for misuse. As all
badges are numbered and registered at
military headquarters, Ottawa, the mat-
ter can be easily traced.

The wearing of a Canadian Patriotic
Fund badge is not authorized and under
no circumstances should be worn. These
should be turned in to the district record
officer for the district concerned, and he
will issue a classs A war service badge
in place of them if the holder is en-
titled to a further award.
