ADDRESS. BY POPE
CRITICAL OF MATTER
OF RELIGIOUS LIBERTY

Rome, April 4—Pope Pius made strong
complaint against the lack of religious lib-
erty .existing in some Catholic countrizs
in the course of an address written by him,
but delivered on his behalf to a large body

today. He declared that in the countries to
which he referred the laws of :liberty were
intended to work against the Catholic
church, while plenty of liberty was grant-
sed to the other Christian churches. For
instance, the Catholic church, unlike other
citizens, does not enjoy the liberty to pos-
sess property; in this the pontiff evident-
ly alluded to the laws against the religious
orders. His Holiness also said that the
liberty of the press was degenerating into
license and was chiefly employed against
religion.

The Pope urged upon the faithful to
exercise their influence in bringing back
their, governments to respect the Catholic
church in the interest of their own coun-
tries. .

TOO MUCH LEGISLATION
", One of the most interesting portions of
Pr.. Adam Shertt’s _address before the
Lanadian Club dealt with the essential dif-
fgrence between the Canadian and Ameri-
can systems of government in relation to
legislation. In the Canadian parliament
vr a provincial legislature the government
of the day is not only held responsible
for the legislation which it initiates, but
for all that is adopted, whereas in the
‘American congress or state legislatures
there is not the same degree of govern-
ment responsibility. One' of the results of
“this is that a great mass of legislation is
introduced in state legislatures, and laws
are passed in which very few people are
at all interested, and which remain a dead
letter. Dr. Shortt pointed out that as a
result of this condition of affairs some of
the state legislatures hold only biennial
sessions, to protect themselves from what
he describes as a ‘swelter of legislation.”
Confirmation of Shortt’s statement is
found in the following article which ap-

pears in the Bangor Commercial:

“Massachusetts is noting an agitation in
favor of a change from the annual to a
biennial session of the legislature, a sys-
tem that has been adopted by nearly all
‘the sisterhood of states. We note from
Massachusetts papers that, this demand is
fostered by thé large anfount of legisla-
fion that is transacted by the Massachu-
setts legislature and which might be con-
sidered a point in favor of annual session
but which is regarded from a contrary
view. From 1908 to 1912, inclusive, the
Massachusetts legislatire adopted 4,106
measures, of which 3,347 were acts and
the remainder resolves.
Massachusetts seem to regard this as legis-
lation with a vengeance and a disease that
calls for a heroic remedy, which they
would supply by cutting the sessions in
halves on the proposition that with but
half as much time the volume of legisla-
tion would be vastly decreased Possibly
it would, but there would be no surety
for many legislatures seem to think it in-
cumbent upon them to pass as many laws
as possible mot realizing that perhaps the
best test of the ability of a legislative
body may be found in its ability to dis-
criminate and to refuse unnecessary as
well as obnoxious measures. Every state
legislature is importuned to pass scores of
measures- that are absolutely of a private
or special nature and that are intended
to fit one particular case. There is al¥o-
gether too much of the private and spe-
cial legislation, a vast proportion of which
coula be settled in the courts, in town
meeting or by referees, or in some other
manner Many legislators are inclined, if
& measure seems to them to be harmless,
to incline toward its passage whereas if
§ts value cannot be conclusively demon-
gtrated it should be kept from the statue

N THE LAST YEAR

Halifax, April 3—During the fiscal year
Just ended, approximately 80400 prospect-
ive settlers have landed at Halifax' bound
for different points in Canada from the
'United Kingdom :and . Northern Europe.

This is an increase of 20,000 over, the
lﬁgures for the fiscal twelve months ended
March 31, 1912, and before ,the winter
port season closes next month will have

'surpassed the 100,000 mark.

A notable feature of the rapidly grow-
ing influx, the immigration officials eay,
is that Canada is catching the cream of
European manhood, while the less desir-
able races, those from countries about the
Mediterranean . sea, are confining their
travels to the United States. The immi-
grants to Canada comprise practically all
thoge who leave the British Isles for Am-
erica, while in addition we get a goodly
ehare of the Teutomic races from Ger-
many, Ruesia, Holland and Denmark.
