THURSDAY'S BALLOTING

The following extracts from the elec-
J]tiou law will be found valuable and time-
y:

Each elctor shall be entitled to vote
only at the polling station of the polling
district upon the list of voters for which
his name is entered as such voter, and
at no other.

Before any vote is taken, the presiding
officer and clerk shall open the ballot hox,
and in the presence of the candidates,
their agents and the electors then present,
openly and publicly examine the same, and
ascertain that it is empty.
Before any elector be permitted to vote,
he shall state his name and residence;
the clerk shall, under the direction of the
presiding officer, enter his name on the
check list, and the presiding officer must
find it on the copy of the voters’ list,
mark it, and be satisfied that his vote is
single, and deposit the same in the ballot
box without reading it. Every ballot
shall have the names of the persons vot-
ed for written or printed on white paper.
'The officer ‘presiding at any poll shall state
the names of the candidates to any elec-
tor requiring it, who is about to: vote.
The names of all or any number of can-
didates at an election may be written or
printed upon the ballot paper, and the
voter shall mark through or strike out
the names of all except the name of the
candidates or names of the candidates for
whom he ‘wishes to vote, and the ballot
80 market, 1f otherwise good and valid,
shall be counted. If there are more names
not marked through or struck out than
there are members to be elected, the bal-
lot shall not be counted.
In addition to the deputy returning of-
ficer and the poll clerk, the candidates
and their agents, not exceeding one in
number for each candidate in each pol-
ling station, and in the absence of agents,
one elector to represent each candidate, on
the request of said elector, and no others
shall be permitted to remain in the room
during the time the poll remains open;
provided always, that any agent bearing
a written authorization 'from the candi-
date shall always be entitled to represent
such candidate in preference to and to
:the exclusion of any elector who might
:also claim the right to represent such can-
A and ﬁ?'tgher provided .that in any
lelectign when the number of eandidates
nominated does  not  exceed two,
ithe deputy returning officer may, upon re-

quest of either candidate -or his agent, al-
low of the appointment of two agents for
each candidate. )

Not more than one elector shall at any
one time enter the room where the poll
is held, and such elector, upon so entering,
shall declare his name, surname and addi-
tion, and if the name of such elector is
found on- the list of voters, he shall re-
ceive from the deputy returning officer an
envelope, on the back of which said de-
puty returning officer shall write in black
ink his initials in the presence of the
voter.

The elector on receiving the envelope
shall forthwith proceed into a compart-
ment of the polling station, which com-
partment shall be screened off so that the
voter shall be wholly concealed from the
rest of the room and shall there place his
ballot paper in the envelope previously
handed to him by the deputy returning of-
ficer, and shall then hand it unsealed to
the deputy returning officer, who shall as-
certain, by examining his initials that it
is the esame which he furnished the elec-
tor, and shall then immediately, and in
the presence of the elector, place the en-
velope containing such ballot paper in the
ballot box. No such ballot shall be receiv-
ed by the Deputy Returning Officer until
after the voter has proceeded to the com-
partment screened off as above provided,
and has, while there placed his ballot in
the envelope furnished him by the Deputy
Returning Officer. The clerk shall, under
the direction of the presiding officer, then
enter the name of such elector on  the
check list.

The agent of each candidate shall have
the right to deposit in the separated com-
partment of the polling booth, printed bal-
lots bearing the names of the candiddie
or candidates; such ballots shall be printed
on white paper, in black letters only, and
no _ballot shall be counted by the return-
ing officer at the close of the poll unless
the same is so printed, or unless the ballot
i a piece of white paper having the namaa
or surnames of the candidates written
therein in black ink or with black lead
pencil; = provided always that no ballot
shall be rejected by the returningofficer

Lord Charles Cavendish-Bentinck, who ig
lying so seriously ill of septicaemia in the
Victoria Memorial Hospital in Toronto,
contracted " while in. Winnipeg where he

| was on a shooting expedition, is the sec-

ond of the two half-brothers of the Duke
of Portland, gnd until the marriage of the
latter stood second and third in the line
of succession to the family honors and vast
wealth of the dukedom. :

His prospects in this direction have be-
come more remote since. the birth of a
couple of sturdy boys to the duke. _

Lord Charles, like his other and older
brother, Lord Henry Cavendish-Bentinck,
is a former offeer of the crack Ninth Lan-
cers, and served with his corps throughout
the South African war, retiring with the
rank of major. He is married to Cicely;
Grenfell, daughter of Seymour Grenfell, of
Elibank Touse, Taplow, and sister of that
Riversdale Taplow who spends so much
of his time-on this side of the water, and
is a famous as a polo player.

Lord Charles and the Duke of Portland'
are the sons of the late Lieutenant Gener-]
al Arthur Cavendigi-Bentinck, grandson of
the third ditke. The general was twice mar-
ried. His son by his first wife, (daughter
of Sir Vincent Whitshed) is the present
duke. The second wife was a daughter of
Lord Kilmaine’s brother, Dean Browne of
Lismore.

She was a very remarkable woman and
managed to win the affection of her step-
son to such an extent that when.he was
a relatively penniless officer of the Cold-
stream Guards and succeeded to the ti-
tles and estates of his third cousin, the
fifth Duke of Portland, whom he had never
seen in his life, he not only made very
handsome. allowances to his half-brothers

and half-sister, but also used the great in- |’

fluence which he had acquired through his
territorial possessions ,to obtain for his
stepmother a peerage in her own right, the
Barony of Bolsover. He could do this,
however, only on:eondition that on her
death it should be inherited, not by her
eldest son, Lord Henry Cavendish-Bent-
ineck, but that it should revert to him-
self, although there was no blood relation-
ship between ‘them.

The fifth Duke of Portland was that ec-
centric peer whose horror of being seen
by strangers was so. intense that he spent
mililons of dollars, in. adding vast subter-
ranean apartments to Welbeck Abbey, in-
cluding  large and roomy tunnels in every
direction beneath the extensive park, many
of them terminating near the lodge gates
of the estate. It was entirely owing to the
difficulty of finding people who had ever
géen this retiring duke in later years, that
some persons’ of the name of Druce were
able for a long time after his death to dar-
ry on a suit for:.the title, contending that
the duke had led a double life and that
while he was a peer of the realm at Wel-

‘beck Abbey, he was merely J. Druce, own-

er of a Baker street bazaar, (the father
and grandfather of the respective litigants).
when he chose“to' d8sume his disguise. The
claim, however; Was proven to rest only on
a. singular ‘resemblance between the Duke
and Druce, and upon several remarkablé
coincidences. Buf the suit developed into'a
“cause celebre,” which dragged on for
years before the pretensions of the Drugces
were definitely thrown out of court.

King George’s hobby, as everyone knows;
is that of postage stamp collecting, and he
ig therefore taking considerable interest in
the International Stamp Exhibition, which
is to be held in London in October mnext,
under the auspices of the National Philat-
elic Society in celebration of the golden ju-
bilee of Philately.

Although. stamp collection had been
recognized for some years previously as a
harmless amusément, it was ¢nly in 1862
that a movement was set on foot by a
coterie of Parisian enthusiasts, for the
the
collection and study of postage stamps.
This movement spread to other couairies,
especially England, with lightning rapid-
ity. A National Philatelic Bociety wus
formed. in New York in 1867, and two
years later the Royal Philastelic Society of
Great Britain obtained its charter from
the  Crown,' with Sir Daniel Cooper, the
Australian muiti-millionaire, as its first
president.

All sorts of ‘“personages of light and
leading” became interested in philately,
among thenf King George, whose collec-
tions are worth a fortune, since he has
often paid thousands of dollars for a rare
specimen, while that of the learned Earl
of Crawford, almost equally celebrated,
comprised in eighty quarto volumes, has
just been sold to a prominent London
dealer for a very large sum.

A feature of the Crawford collection wus
a complete set of Mafeking siege stamps,
with the Baden-Powell head facing ‘“he
wrong way.” The issue of these during
the investment, excited to such un extent
the resentment of the late Queen Vie-
toria, and her son, later on, Edward VIL.,
against General Baden-Powell, that his
brilliant defenze of the town remained for
a long while without any royal acknowl-
edgement or reward. Both the sovereigns
in turn regarded this assumption of a
royal prerogative 'as something akin to
lese Majeste, if not high treasop; and it
was not until years later that he receiv-
ed the honor of knighthood, and a “hand-
le to his name,” “for his good work in
founding the Boy Scout corps!”

If Lord Crawford has sold his stamp
collection, it is because this most useful
peer, the twenty-sixth Earl of his line,
and chieftain of the Scotch Clan of Lind-
say, has become almost totally blind, and
can mo longer enjoy them.

The accident which happened a few
days ago to King Frederick Augustus IIL.,
of Saxony, resulted from the fact that a
passing cavalry division so frightened the
royal mount, that before anybody could
interfere, the animal bolted and violently
threw its rider Fertunately, King Fred-
erick Augustus suffered no severer injury
than a strain of the muscles of the right
thigh, and since he was at once hurried
in an automobile to his villa at Wach-
witz, he was enabled to instantly receive
medical care. His Majesty of Saxony is
by no means what one might call a par-
ticularly good rider.

Nobody who has not a thorough knowl-
edge of such questions, can realize what
a drawback the lack of equestrian skill
is to monarchs, and even to any pretend-
ers to a throne.

of this convenience is accentuated. Bub
why shouldn’t the farmer share in the
fruits of progress? Every politiclan as-
sures the farmers that they are the salt
of the earth, the bulwark of civilization,
and that the city people owe much to

The visitors from the mother couniry
who are in 8t. John are very welcome for
two reasons. In the first place St. Jobhn
people are always glad to receive a visit

from representative .citizens who come
from the heart of the empire. As they
ride along Douglas avenue the visitors to-

. day “will see at Riverview Park a statue

representing a South African soldier, or
rather a New Brunswick soldier who
fought in South Africa, to uphold the su-
premacy of the British flag. That is one
token of our kinship with the people of
%Yhe mother land, and it is one that must
appeal to the imagination and the heart of
the patriotic citizen from whatever part of
the empire he may come. Nowhere in
Canada or in any of the oversea states is
the feeling of loyalty stronger than in the
city of St. John. For purely sentimental
reasons, and because of a common ances-
try, the people extend a hearty greeting
to those who come from the mother coun-
try. , ;
But there i another reason for extend-
ing a welcome to the gentlemen who are
our guests today. They represent capital
and industry,—capital that seeks safe and
profitable investment, and industry that
secks larger markets. This province seeks
capital and new industries, and if the vis
itors should decide that this is a good
field for investment and for the develop-
ment of industries the advantage would be
mutual. In the past the Maritime Prov-
inces have been too much neglected, and
the extent and value of their resources, as
well ag their position on one of the great
trade routes of the empire, too little
known. The present tour will do some-
thing to change the conditions, and give
this part of Canada its rightful place in
the esteem of those who can do so much
to aid in the development of great natural
resources and in filling these provinces
with a prosperous and contented people.

The treasury board on September 23,
1911, ordered that the sum asked for “be
placed to the credit of collection of stump-
age, Crown Land Department.”

Now, since the Flemming government
made an extra appropriation because of
the statement of the deputy surveyor gea-
eral that the cut of timber on Crown lands
had increased, what do Mr. Flemming and
Mr. Grimmer and other ministers mean by
denying the increase?

REORGANIATION-OF
WRK BY PRESBYTERIANS

Edmonton, Alta.,, June 12-Dr. A.
Grant, the millionaire genéral superintend-
ent of missions for the Presbyterian
church, carried the general assembly com
pletely with him today in:a proposal made
by him -to reorganize complete the mission
work of that body. :

In past years this work has been done
by a variety of committees. The result
was that the church listened to a great
many appeals and the courts of the church
spent their time every year in listening
to the reports of a m?ltitude-of com-
mittees. The propesal of Dr. Grant was
that a number of these committees should
be amalgamated and that eo far as the
collection of the money from thé church
was concerned that they should all be am-
algamated. For this latter purpose he
proposed that the ehurch should name a
treasury board which would take full
charge of the finances of the church and
distribute money to the various commit-
tees. The assembly today decided that the
new 'plan should go into effect forwith.
The chief resolution effecting the change
are as follows: ! :

An -Opinion on Mr. Flemming's
Ready-Made Farm Project

(Moncton Transeript.)

Mr. Flemming got his ready-made farm
idea from the C. P. R., a corporation from
which he is said to have obtained other
ideas and policies. But there seems as
little reason why he should want to con-
form to C. P. R. plans in this particular,
as in respect to his railway policies. For
the C. P. R. owning extensive areas of
land along its rights of way, it is no
doubt good policy to establish ready-made
farms, and try to locate imimgrants upon
them. That corporation need not care if
the settler is never able to pay for, or ac-
quire a title deed to the ready-made
farm; so long as it handles the settler’s
product it can take a fair margin of profit
from the results of his labors,

If Mr. Flemming’s scheme contemplated
the conversion of the crown lands into
ready-made farms, and if all private lands
were now thoroughly utilized, something
might be said in favor of it. But, accord-
ing -to -his published ‘statements he- rather
contemplates buying up vacant farms, and
improving and re-peopling them; ‘and as
for this purpose he proposes to vote $100,-
000, his scheme is too insignificant to be
taken seriously.

. There are some 3,400 vacant farms in
the province, and $100,000 would “hardly
Te-people more than 75 desirable farms.
This amount would only convert about an
‘equal number of farms out of the virgin
crown lands, and to use the people’s
‘money for such a purpose would hardly
fair at the present time, since it would
tend to depreciate the value of private
lands developed at the expense of genera-
‘tions of toil. ey

Mr. Copp’s plan is decidedly more com-
‘prehensive in its scope and susceptible of
indefinite extension through the co-opera-
tion of the farmers themselves.

Montreal, June 13—The second' death
gentence to be passed at the present term
of the Court of King’s bench was delivs
ered last night by Judge Gervais when,
after twenty mix_mtes' deliberation, & jury
brought in a verdict of guilty of murder
against Sylvio Yacoloff, who was charged
with thé murder of his sister-in-law,
Louisa Tremb]ay, on March 19 last.

-She heard
voices raised in anger and then a shot.

cuséed and the murdered woman, the lat-
ter prostrate. She called for help and
Radul and Ernest Godbout came in. Raoul
séized Yacoloff and wrested a gun from

this evidence.

All three witnésses also testified that
Yacovloff when eeized, had eaid:—“I did
it because I wanted to.”

Chicago, June 13—Apparently irreconeil-
ability of differences betwien Taft and
Roosevelt leaders, borne on a‘rising tide of
charges of bribery, theft and other aceusa-
tions threaten to precipitate decisive de-
velopments before the opening of the na-
tional convention next Tuesday.

The charges. of corruption were made in
an open statement published today over

the Taft bureau, which directly accuses the
Roosevelt managers of an effort to cap-
ture thé comvention by force. Prominent
anen on both sides admitted the situation
has become so acute-that almost anything
might happen within the next few days.

Among possibilities discussed, were two
that continued to come up again and again.
The first was the possibility of a bolt by
the Roosevelt forces and the organization
of a. “‘progressive’ party. The bolt talk
was ever present during the day, and qnce
in a meeting of Roosevelt leaders, rose to
a point where William Flynn of Pittsburg,
who was presiding, refused to let it go
farther. The second possibility is that of
a compromise on a third candidafe. Sever-
al of the leaders declared that now it was
positively beyond question to expect either
the Taft or Roosevelt people to abide by
the nomination of the others’ candidate.

The situation was crystalized to great
degrte by the action of the national com-
mittee in the contest hearings yesterday,
particularly the California case during the
day, Roosevelt men insisted that they
could expect nothing tor their candidate
at the hands of the ruling Taft majority
in the national comimittee, and  criticized
the work of that body with increasing bit-
terness. 3

representative of the coupty and as a re-
go;der of the city, many excellent reasons
'being advanced why the county should not
be dependent upon the paid adviser of the
city of St. John to safeguard its'interests
in case of a clashing such as has often
occurred. 4

AR ROUTE

Ambitious Scheme is BeingWorked
Out for Next September and is
Believed Feasible

London, June 13—From London to In-
dia by air is the daring scheme which it
is proposed to carry out this year. An
advisory council -has been formed in Lon-
don for the purpose of making the neces-
sary preliminary arrangements. Ernest
Esdaile, a prominent Anglo-Indian, is act-
ing as secretary. . |

It is expected that at least three British
aviators will participate in the attempt,
which will be made about next Septem-
ber. “The feat,” said Mr. Esdaile, ‘“is
not as impossible as 1t appears, and I say
with confidence that the flight will be
accomplished this year.

“We are already negotiating with sev-
eral British aviators, and our plans are
already well advanced. The route is fair-
ly clear as far as Vienna, and after that
the aviators will follow the course of the
Danube, as far as Nikepoli, and go over
the Shipka Pass to Adrianople.

“From “Constantinople the Abatolia rail-
way will be followed to Bozanti, and the
route afterwards lies by way of Tarsus,
Adana, Aleppo, Bagdad, the Euphrates,
and Tigris, to Bushire, along the coast of
the Persian Gulf of Bunda Abbas, and
thence along the Arabian Sea to Karachi,
which is the first point that can be touch-
ed in India. .

“The distance, roughly speaking, is
about 4,500 miles. Some time before the
flight takes place we shall establish posts
and petrol stations. I am going over the
route myself by motor-car to make the
necessary arrangements.

“] have spoken to a number of Brit-
ish aviators on the subject, and I have
got quite as many as I require at the
moment. We want the whole thing to be
all-British, the machines as well.

“It ig impossible to say how long the
flight may take, but a start will ' not be
made until after the monsoon season is
over at the end of September. ‘We mean
to leave nothing whatever to chance.”

“WANUFACTURED” PRECOLS STONES

German Jewelry Trade Asking Govern-
ment to Protect the Public

Berlin, June 13—The German jewelry
trade has petitioned the government to
take legal steps to pretect the publie
against the corrupt sale of artificial or
“synthetic” precious stones, principally
rubies and sapphires.

It is admitted that the production of
these ‘“‘gems” by chemical processes has
now been perfected to such a degree that
none but the most expert eye: can distin-
guish them from natural stones. Some. of
the finest synthetic stones produced are
said to be those manufactured under a
process invented by Professor Miethe, min-
eralogist of Charlottenburg Technical Col-
lege at Berlin,
