New York, June 13—A cable from Lon­
don says that an important move under 
consideration may lead to the transferring 
to Plymouth, of all the trans-Atlantic 
steamships which now s^il from South­
ampton.

Roosevelt's handlers do not want their 
champion to make any fool breaks. They 
do not yearn toward anything spectacular 
like hiring another hall, say the Seventh 
Regiment Armory, and having a rump con- 
mention of their’ own. Roosevelt may be a 
progressive but there are others, Cum­
mings and Lafollette for instance. They 
have a right to nurse their own little 
booms until they are too big to be nursed 
or can be weaned to the colonel.

If the other progressives will not hand 
over all they have in the shape of voting 
strength and presidential claims to Colonel

Chicago is a favorite place for republi­

can ocnventions. It is not far from Jack- 
son, Michigan, where the republican par­
ty was born, under the oaks of the year 
1854. It is the capital city of the home 
state of Abraham Lincoln, also of Uncle 
Joe Cannon, who carried on the Abe Lin­
coln tradition until he was discovered, 
and then lost. Chicago is middle west, 
where the advanced ideas grow and it is 
a Roosevelt town.

So far so good. The background is all 
right, Colonel Roosevelt’s friends hope he 
will not spoil it by getting in wrong. They 
hope he will not—but he may. Before 
this despatch is in print he may come ib 
a whirlwind with fire and great shouting, 
but it is not likely.

Of course there is precedent that the 
presidential candidate never approaches 
nearer his nominating convention than 100 
miles, brooding afar off like Jupiter who 
allowed the littler gods to do the work. 
But what is precedent to a man with as 
prominent front teeth as Colonel Roose* 
velt’s? He eats it up. Because a thing 
has never been done before is the very 
reason he would be dee-lighted to do it. 
If anything holds him back it is 
sense and the needs of the machine.

To give him credit, the colonel has been 
fairly tractable in the hands of the friends 
who are running his machine, 
timed everything beautifully, 
sent along his campaign managers to the 
Congress hotel. After that came his ad­
vocates at large like Senator Borah, Gov­
ernor Stubbs, Governor Hadley and other 
boosters tried in party politics and true 
in the faith.

The treasury board on September 23, 
1911, ordered that the sum asked for “be 
placed to the credit of collection of stump- 
age, Crown Land Department.’’

Now, since the Flemming government 
made an extra appropriation because of 
the statement of the deputy surveyor geu- 
eral that the cut of timber on Crown lands 
had increased, what do Mr. Flemming and 
Mr. Grimmer and other ministers mean by 
denying the increase?

This increased cut, proof of which is 
thus afforded, was, of course, responsible 
for the greater stumpage returns. The 
cost of collection was greater, and no doubt 
the officials and employes of the depart­
ment were not only increased but had 
more work to do than formerly. This 
confirms the statements of Mr. Copp and 
many other members of the opposition 
that the government’s boasted vigilance m 
eollecting .the revenue amounted to noth­
ing, the simple fact being that more 
lumber was cut on Crown lands.

Probably the production of Mr. Loggie’e 
letter, and the evidence that the money 
was voted for the reason he gave, will 
settle this particular question.

Mrs. Meyers, a member of the Welles­
ley society set, mother of two girls and 
enjoying the many luxuries which her hue-, 
band’s large income obtains, for her, is ac­
cused by Young Mrs. Lidstone of writing 
letters to her chauffeur, beginning “My 
own sweetheart” and signed “Your own 
girl.”

Mrs. Lidstone says on the witness stand 
that she “shadowed” Lidstone from Brook­
line to Wellesley, locating him in the 
Meyers’ home.

She swears she saw Mrs. Meyers sitting 
in Lidstone’» lap, kissing the chauffeur 
frequently.

These things Mrs. Lidstone saw, she de­
clared, through a window.

The chauffeur’s wife also asserts that 
she overheard her husband and Mrs. 
Meyers talking at one time and that, in 
speaking of Mr. Meyers, Mrs. Meyers said: 
“He’s a big dub, anyway, (..can josh him 
all right,”

Mrs. Lidstone testified to these things 
1 during the opening day of the trial. She 

is a slender woman of delicate appear­
ance. During much of her testimony she 
was seated. Her husband, George W. Lid- 
stone, who was among the spectators, lis- 
jtened impressively to the testimony.

Mrs. Meyers and her husband, Hiram 
B. Meyers, were seated next to their law­
yer. They heard Mrs. Lidstone's story 
without outward sign. Occasionally they 
took notes.

This suit interests the wealthier people 
of Dorchester and pi the Wellesleys on ac­
count of the prominence of Mrs. Meyers, 
formerly a Dorchester girl. She was Miss 

; Ilione Woodbury, daughter of E. S. Wood- 
ibury, treasurer of E. S. Woodbury 4 
Co., shoe manufacturers at No. 135 Lin­
coln street, Boston. She was graduated 
from Dorchester High school and went 
to Wellesley College.

Hiram B. Meyers, one of the young men 
in the office of E. S.. Woodbury & Co., 
married Miss Woodbury and also became 
president of the company. He built a home 
for his bride in the Wellesley Farms sec­
tion of Wellesley.

Mrs. Anna E. Lidstone, the plaintiff in 
this suit, was a Vermont girl who came 
to Waltham and there met George W. 
Lidstone, from P. E. Island. She was.a 
blooming country maid. They married. 
According to a story told by Mrs. Lid­
stone at the time her suit was filed, she 
used part of her scanty savings to .pay 
Lidstone’s tuition at an automobile school, 
so he could become a chauffeur and earn 
enough for them to wed.

In the spring of 1910 Hiram B. Meyers 
of Wellesley Farms bought an automobile 
and George W. Lidstone secured the job 
of running it. The Lidstones had a little 
flat in Brookline. Lidstone took a room 
in Wellesley to be near his work. Accord­
ing to Mrs. Lidstone’s story on the open- 
day of the trial she began at that time 
to notice a change in her husband’s feel­
ings toward her.

On her return visit to New Hampshire 
she saw her husband September 8, 1910, 
at Brookline. She saw him again Septem­
ber 12, 1910. He showed her two letters 
from Mrs. Meyers. They were addressed 
to his *oom in Crescent street, Wellesley. 
One was headed, “My Own Sweetheart,” 
and signed “Your Own Girl.”

Her husband would not let her take 
the letters, but admitted they were from 
Mrs .Meyers. She knew Mrs. Meyers’ 
handwriting and the letters were in her 
handwriting.

On September 28, 1910, her husband 
came to the house in Brookline. He told 

! her he had been indiscreet, she testified, 
'and that he wanted a divorce. Mrs. Mey­
ers was in the car outside waiting for 
him.

She next saw him October 2, 1910. He 
remained an hour or so. “He said: “I 
want a divorce. I want to be free. I 
don’t care for you.” On October 11, 
1910, her husband was discharged. Octob­
er 30, 1910, he came back to Brookline 
and said he was going to live with her. 
He remained until December 12, 1910.

She described "shadowing” her husband 
from Brookline to Wellesley and locating 
him at the Meyers’ home, and saw Mrs. 
Meyers sit in her husband's lap and hug 

'and kiss her husband a great many times 
She made her observations through a win­
dow.

Mr. Flemming got his ready-made farm 
idea from the C. P. R., a corporation from 
which he is sard to have obtained other 
ideas and policies. But there 
little reason why he should want to 
form to C. P. R. plans in this particular, 
as in respect to his railway policies. For 
the C. P. R. owning extensive areas of 
land along its rights of way, it is no 
doubt good policy to establish ready-made 
farms, and try to locate imimgrants upon 
them. That corporation need' not care if 
the settler is never able to pay for, 
quire a title deed to the ready-made 
farm; so long as it handles the settler’s 
product it can take a fair margin of profit 
from the results of his labors,

If Mr. Flemming’s scheme contemplated 
the conversion of the crown lands into 
ready-made farms, and if all private lands 
were now thoroughly utilized, something 
might be said in favor of it. But, accord­
ing to his published statements he rather 
contemplates buying up vacant farms, and 
improving and re-peopling them; and 
for this purpose he proposes to vote $100,- 
000, his scheme is too insignificant to be 
taken seriously.

There are some 3,400 vacant farms in 
the province, and $100,000 would hardly 
re-people more than 75 desirable farms. 
This amount would only convert about an 
equal number of farms out of the virgin 
crown lands, and to use the people’s 
money for such a purpose would hardly lab 
fair at the present tinqe, since it would 
tend to depreciate the value of private 
lands developed at the expense of genera­
tions of toil.

Mr. Copp’s plan is decidedly more com­
prehensive in its scope and' susceptible of 
indefinite extension through the co-opera­
tion of the farmers thetaselves.

She ran into the room and saw thç ac­
cused and the murdered woman, the lat­
ter prostrate. She called for help and 
Raoul and Ernest Godbout came in. Raoul 
seized Yacoloff and wrested a gun from 
him. The Godbout brothers' supported-- 
this evidence.

All three witnesses also testified that 
Yacovloff when seized, had said:—“I did 
it because I wanted to.”

New York, June 13—“Big Bill” Ringtey, 
tall, stoop-shouldered, scowling and sullen, 

sentenced yesterday by Judge Malone, 
to dis in the electric chair in Sing Sing 
prison in the week beginning July 15 for 
the murder of Patrick Bums, formerly 
chief of police of Findlay, Ohio, in the 
Bums’ saloon in the Bronx. The murder 
was done on February 11, et a time when 
Ringtey and several others were attempt­
ing to rob the saloon.

,Tbe Liberal campaign in the county was 
given a decided boost last evening by a 
successful meeting in the Temperance hall, 
bajrvilie, at which Messrs. Bentley and 
Anderson were heard, and made 
favorable impression. Hon. Dr. Pugsley 
also addressed the audience in the absence 
of F. B. Carvel 1, M. P., who had been 
advertised to speak, but who was unavoid­
ably detained elsewhere at the last minute.

Definite charges were made at the meet­
ing of misappropriation of the public 
money in St. John county, particularly 
with regard to the Suspension bridge, on 
which nearly $11,000 was spent in the sum­
mer of 1911 without any appreciable re* 
suits, the flooring not having been re­
newed.

Mr. Bentley and James Lowed, the 
h&irman, demanded an answer from the 

government as to where the people’s itooney 
had gone. ’Mr. Anderson and Dr. Pugsley 
poke of the dual position which Col. Bax­

ter will occupy should he be electéd 
representative of the coupty and as 
corder of the city, many excellent 
Lemg advanced why tjie county should not 
be dependent upon the paid adviser of the 
city of St. John to safeguard its interests 
in case of a clashing such as has often 
occurred.

Although tfre weather was most unpleas­
ant, the large hall was well filled and the 
number of farmers who had driven in from 
the rural sections was quite noticeable. 
The meeting was in hearty sympathy with 
the speakers, as shown by the frequent 
applause, and the candidates were re­
ceived with cheers. In his opening ad­
dress, Mr. Lowell referred to the high 
standing of the candidates and then pro­
ceeded to speak of the lack of information 
as to the work performed on the Suspen­
sion bridge, all details being lacking and 
the contractors having skipped to the 
United States.

London, June 13—From London to In­
dia by air is the daring scheme which it 
is proposed to carry out this year. An 
advisory council -has been formed in Lon­
don for the purpose of making the neces­
sary preliminary arrangements. Ernest 
Esdaile, a prominent Anglo-Indian, is act­
ing as secretary. ' '

It is expected that at least three British 
aviators will participate in the attempt, 
which will be made about next Septem­
ber. “The feat,” said Mr. Esdaile, "is 
not as impossible as it appears, and I say ■ 
with confidence that the flight will be 
accomplished this year.

“We are already negotiating with sev­
eral British aviators, and our plans are 
already well advanced. The route is fair­
ly clear as far as Vienna, and after that 
the aviators will follow the course of the 
Danube, as far as Nikepoli, and go over 
the Shipka Pass to Adrianople.

"From Constantinople the Abatolia rail­
way will he followed to Bozanti, and the 
route afterwards lies by way of Tarsus, 
Adana, Aleppo, Bagdad, the Euphrates, 
and Tigris, to Bushire, along the coast of 
the Persian Gulf of Bunda Abbas, and 
thence along the Arabian Sea to Karachi, 
which is the first point that can be touch­
ed in India.

“The distance, roughly speaking, is 
about 4,500 miles. Some time before the 
flight takes place we shall establish posts 
and petrol stations. I am going over the 
route myself by motor-car to make the 
necessary arrangements.

“I have spoken to a number of Brit­
ish aviatom on the subject, and I have 
got quite as many as I require at the 
moment. We want the whole thing to be 
all-British, the machines as well.

“It is impossible to say how long the 
flight may take, but a start will not be 
made until after the monsoon season is 
over at the end of September. We mean 
to leave nothing whatever to chance.”
