CALGARY IS HIT

Severe Storm Sweeps That
District; One Man Struck
by Lightning.

St. Paul, Minn., June 15.—At
least fourteen persons are re-
ported dead and more than a
score injured, as the result of
tornadoes, wind storms and
heavy hail and rain in the north-
west section of the United
State Saturday night.

Eight persons were reported
dead at Bijou Hills, Brule coun-
ty, two at White Lake, Aurora
county, one at Pierre, and one at
Blunt, in South Dakota, while
two men were reported swept
into the Missiasippi river at St.
Paul.

Glad Valley, in Seibach coun-
ty"Sou'th Dakota, was reported
virtually wiped out when a tor-
nado struck over a territory of
50 miles square and caused prob-
ably a score of injuries and prop-
erty damage which may run over
$100,000.

Calgary Suffers.

At Mitchell four persons were in-
jured, one perhaps fatally, and property
damage was estimated at several hun-
dred thousand dollars.

Calgary, June 16.—One of the worst
rain, thunder and electric storms of the
last few years struck Calgary and dis-
trict in the early hours of Sunday
morning, causing damage to property,
Injuring residents, endangering life, up-

'Gen. Nollet Made Minister of
' War—Plain Speech by
Premier.

Paris, June 16—Premier Herriot, re-
lying to a Matin reporter today, re-
ative to the selection of his cabinet,
lay stress on the choice of Minister of
War,

“The competency of General Nollet
is unquestionable,” he said. “He knows
better than anyone the present military
condition of Germany. I desire that
the fullest significance be given to the
appointment of General Nollet.

HAS PASSED AWAY

Member of Prominent Sunbury
County Family—Was Ninety
Years Old.

SIR_C. TOWNSHEND
DEAD IN WOLFVILLE

Was Former Chi_ef Justice of
Nova Scotia and an Outstand-
ing Man in Province.

Wolfville, N. S., June 16. — Sir
Charles Townsend, former Chief Jus-
tice of Nova Scotia, died at his home
here this morning.

Sir Charles was born at Amherst on
March 22, 1844, son of Rev. Canon I\
and Elizabeth (Stewart) Townshend.
He was educated at King’s Collegiate
School and King’s College, Windsor,
from the latter institution receiving the
degrees of Bachelor of Arts, Bachelor
of Civil Law and the honorary;degree
of Doctor of Civil Law. He received
his early law training in the offices of
Hon. Senator Dickie of Ambherst, and
Hon. S. L. Sherman, Halifax. He was
admitted to the.bar in 1866, and in his
early years practiced in Amherst. In
1881 he was made King’s Counsel, and
in 1887 was appointed Puisne Judge of
the Supreme Court of Nova Scotia. On
November 2, 1867, Judge Townshend
was created Chief Justice of Nova!
Scotia, which office he held until his |
retirement in April, 1915.

He was a Conservative in politics'
and represented Cumberland County in
the Nova Scotia House of Assembly

| House from 1884 to 1887. ‘He was a

his knighthood. He held numerous
important offices -in various organiza-
tions—was a member of the law
faculty of King’s College for some
time and was chancellor of his alma
mater for many years. Judge Towns-
hend was a prominent and active mem-
ber of the Church of England.

His historical and legal writings arc
| widely known and he held a high repu-
tation as an authority on these matters,
especially in eastern Canada. Dr. David
Allison, in his history of Nova Scotia,
says of him: “He is universally re-
g.arded as one of the most representa-
tive citizens of the province and one of
the greatest public benefactors of the
same.” .

The late ex-Chief Justice was twice
married: in 1867 to Laura Kinnear,
daughter of J. Kinnear, whose death
occurred in 1884, and afterward to
Margaret MacFarlane, daughter of
John MacFarlane. He spent most of

HAS IMPROVED

May Showed Increase in Both
Imports and Exports—More
Manufacturing.

I.ondon, June 16.—The general trade
iniprovement in Britain is becoming |
more and more apparent every week.
Overseas trade returns for May, just
published, are most encouraging, al-
though the increase of imports is still
much higher than that of exports. The
greatest advance is in the imports of
raw materials, to the amount of fifteen
million pounds, showing that business
men are confidently buying in large
quantities for the purpose of increasing
manufacture. . ‘

A large increase in exports may
reasonably be expected to follow in a
short time. The increase in exports is
affected by the drop of four millions
of pounds worth of coal. The goods
exported are mainly wholly manufac-
tured products, which is regarded as
a most encouraging sign.

She
averaged nearly 20 knots an hour. Her
highest days’ run was 505 miles, beat-
ing her own record made in April,
1921, by 31 miles. Her exact time from
Cherbourg to Cape Race was five days,
20 hours and 19 niinutes.

SH CONSUL IN LEGATION

MEXICANS HAVE
CUMMINS PENNED
IN OFFICIAL HOME

Water Supply and Tele-
phone Cut Off by Order
of Obregon Govt.

IS BESIEGED

‘British Government Backs
Its Official and Trouble
May Ensue.

(United Press.)

Mexico City, June 16.—Lock-
ed in the British legation, with
the water supply and telephone
i cut off, H. A. Cummins, repre*
' sentative of the British govern:
ment here, is resisting the efforts
i of the Mexican Government to
expel him from the country.

Eighteen men from the Police
Department, the Foreign Office,
| the War Office, and the Depart:
ment of the Interior surround
the building for a block. It is ex-
pected the police will break into
the legation and arrest and de-
port Cummins, but invasion of
the legation would mean viola:
tion of extra territorial rights;
and might be followed by grave
consequences.

Ordered Out by Obregon

The order to expel Cummins was
given by President Obregon after re-
peated efforts had been made by
Mexico to persuade Britain to with-
draw him as “persona non grata.”

Since June 10, Cummins has been
locked in the legation, but it was not
until Satirday that the seeret police
began their preparations to arrest him,
as the expulsion order only then took
effect.

There is plenty of food in the le{a-
tion, and the official is prepared to
withstand the siege now effective. It
is understood that his Government has
ordered him to remain in the legation.

The Chilean Minister visited the:
British legation yesterday and made an
unsuccessful attempt to persuade Cum-
mins to leave quietly.

If force is used in expelling him,
Mexico will violate the extra territorial
rights of the British legation, but it is
understood that the Obregon Govern-
ment intends to take the step if Cum-
mins does not leave.

The Chilean Minister is now holding
conference with othér members of the
diplomatic corps here, in an effort to
find a way out of the situation.

Foreign Office Statement

.The Foreign Office, in a statement
issued to the press, says that Cummins,
! who was in charge of the archives at
| the legation, had no diplomatic posi-
| tion but was responsible for Britain’s
! failure to recqgnize Mexico, due to the
fact that he made false and vilifying
statements to the British Government
regarding conditions here. He also sent
notes to the Mexican Government, the
statement says, which were invariably
discourteous and couched in violent
terms. Two years ago, in view of thes¢
facts, Mexico advised Britain that he
was “persona non grata,” and sug:
gested that he be withdrawn. No ac-
tion was taken on the request, how-
ever, and on January 15 Mexico ad:
vigsed the British Consul that the Gov-
ernment would suspend all correspon-
dence with Cummins. At the same
time it was suggested that the Consul
transmit to London two discourteous
notes which the Government had re-
ceived from the official.

The foreign office statement says
that both these notes showed disre”
spect for the Mexican government.

—Prime Minister MacDonald stated in
the House of Commons today that the
British Government regarded the ac-
tion of the Mexican Government
against Herbert C. Cummins, the Brit-
ish Agent in Mexico, as a grave breach
of International courtesies.

WESTERN CROP .
~  OUTLOOK GOOD

Conditions on the farms of West-
ern Canada are very promising, says
a Canadian Pacific Railway crop report
which has just been issued. Weather
conditions in all three Prairie Provinces
have been favorable, generally speaking,
to growth. Wheat and coarse grains
are all up and showing a good healthy
color, and farmers are more than usu-
ally optimistic regarding crop pros-

ts.

All this is extremely satisfactory to
the farmers themselves and it should
be gratifying to the people of the whole
Dominion, says the Toronto Mail and
Empire. Last year the Prairie Pro-
vinces produced the largest grain crop
in their history. The sale of that crop,
all of which has not yet left the coun-
try, improved the situation of the
Western farmers and contributed to
the welfare of others in the Dominion
Canadian wheat, because of its hard-
ness and good milling qualities, occupies
a strong position in the British and
and European markets. It has to be
sold, nevertheless, in competition with
the export surpluses of other wheat-
producing countries. This year, it is
ported, a smaller acreage of land in the
United States is under wheat crop than
last year. If that be true, the output
of Canadian farms should have a
greater advantage in the export market
in the crop year 1924-25 than it has
had in the crop year 1923-24. The
Canadian farmer then may well be
hoping for such a yield as will enable

< | him to benefit by his opportunity. A

good crop, marketed at satisfactory
prices, will enable the farmers to meet
their obligations and increase their
buying power. Thus, it will bring
trade to the merchants and manufac-
turers and traffic to the railways and
promote the prosperity and confidence
in the whole Dominion by bringing
new money into circulation.

It is too soon to conclude that a
bumper crop is assured. The growing
season has Jjust begun and three
months of summer are ahead. The
country, therefore, can but join the
farmer in his prayer that his fieids
may be vouchsafed sufficient rain and
sun, that his crops may not be dimin-
ished by drought or hail or rust or in-
sect pests and that the harvest may re-
deem the promise of June.

Methodist Conference Urges
Thrift and Commercial

Integrity.

Sackville, June 15—That lavish spend-
ing and luxurious self-indulgence were
sins against God and man; thrift and
commercial integrity in the individual
were the only basis for an honest life,
public or private, prohibition could be
advanced only by the election of legis-
lators who would enforce the law,
were among the sentiments endorsed
by the N. B. and P. E. L Methodist
conference in considering the report of
its social service committee. Reporting
a gross increase of 1,000 members with
a net increase of 881, the conference
committee on the state the work
recommiend plans for increased success.
Increased budget for ministerial educa-
tion was accepted by Conference in or-
der to realize new standard for min-
isters.

Church Union was brought to the
fore Saturday by the general superin-
tendent, Rev. D. D. Chown, who ad-

. dressed the conference and put it in
possession of the latest information con-
cerning the presgnt outlook for the
union bill at Ottawa. At the conclu-
sion of his address Dr. Chown request-
ed the conference to appoint a special
committee with whom he might con-
sult concerning representations which
should immediately be made to Otta-
way with a view of supporting the en-
deavors which were being made by

. unionists in all the churches to persuade
Parliament to exercise its prerogative
and pass the union bill without amend-
ment, thus forestalling litigation In
which, he said, law possibilities of
wreck to the union movement on pure
technicalities.

Social Service.

Recommendations in the report of
the committee on social service which
had been passed before conference ad-
journed charged much of the present
industrial and commercial depression
which had not yet passed to the un-
ethical inflation of values and gambling
in land, oil and minerals which dis-
graced the period immediately preced-
ing the war, and to the titanic waste-
fulness of the war period. The church
the report said, must marshal all its in-
fluence against the return of such con-
ditions.

It must insist in the presence of so
much unemployment in our land, and
in view of conditions of famine and
death in many lands lavish spending
on self and indulggnee in luxury so in-
sistently pressed upon us by scientific
advertising I8 a sin against God and
man.

For An Honest Life.

Thrift and commercial integrity in
the individual are the only basis for an
honest life, public or private. The
national debt and the unstable condi-
tions of many industries requires an
ewphasis by the conference upon such
prohibitions in the church discipline, as
those against borrowing without the
probability of paying or taking up
goods without a probability of paying
for them. The church should so defi-
nitely direct its influence against this
modern dishonest self-indulgence as
will assist the return of those living
conditions where confidence and good
will shall strengthen the bond of unity
between the various classes of society.

Prohibitton.

In its findings as to prohibition the
committee asked the conference to sec-
ond the profound sense of dissatisfac-
tion with the present administration
of the law and laxity of most of the
officlals throughout the province who
were entrusted with the law’s enforce-
ment. Conference approved and is
making provision for seeking the co-
operation of the Methodist people in
electing to Parliament such men as will
enforce the law.

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THE HOME BANK.

The interim report of Mr. Justice
McKeown on the Home Bank has been
the subject of widespread editorial
comment in Canada. In Toronto, the
Star is disposed to regard Judge
McKerown’s findings as
important in relation to Home Bank
Jépositors rather than as to the respon-
sliiility of former Finance Ministers.
Noting that Judge McKeown says an
audit in 1916 or in 1918, if ordered by
the Government, would have resulted
in either liquidation or amalgamation;

that if made in 1916 it would have
saved the depositors from loss, and that
even if made in 1918 it is unlikely that
any loss would have fallen upon them,

the Star says:—

“This, and not Sir Thomas \\'hi?e’s
personal responsibility, Js the. vital
issue. Incidentally it is gratifying to
kpow that the report clears Mr.
Fielding ' of all connection with the
bank’s downfall. The file of papers
‘relating to the bank was not passed on
to him when he took office. No com-
plaint of its operations was made to
him. Sir Henry Drayton made an
‘incidental reference’ to the bank’s
future in a conversation with Mr.
Fielding, but there was nothing of an
emergent nature even hinted at.

“The question that concerns the
depositors, however, is not whether the
present Government is free from
responsibility, but whether all govern-
ments have been free from it. The
Dominion does not divest itself of
responsibility for the acts of one gov-
ernment by changing that government
for another. In other words, responsi-
bility, in a federal sense, is inherited
by the present Government from its
predecessors. The depositors do not
have to prove neglect on the part of
the existing administration in order to
make good their case. Whatever the
outcome may be the depostiors have
succeeded in making their point.”

The responsibility of any Minister of
Finance was the responsibility of the
Government of his day. Mr. Justice
McKeown reported upon the questions
referred to him for answer.

There is no hint at yet as to whether
the Government has any idea of
making good losses to the depositors.
This question has many angles, and
will be the subject of spirited debate
in Parliament. The system of govern-
meént - bank be
introduged, will necessitate considera-
tion of government responsibility in
future. It is thought inh Ottawa that
the adoption of bank inspection will
not commit this Government or its
successors to any responsibility for the
safety of deposits. That the Home
Bank depositors will get any money
from the Dominion appears doubtful

WEW ENGLAND UNEMPLOY-
MENT.

The existence of much unemploy-
ment in the New England States,
particularly in the textile and shoe
‘ndustries, is emphasized in the monthly
repcrt made by the Federal Industry
Survey. “More workers than jobs” is
the dominant note in the situation.

In regard to Maine it is noted that
cotton mills and shoe factories are
nearly all on part time, while some are
slosed entirely. “A surplus of workers
obtains in many sections,” the report
1ays.

In New Hampshire the slackening
in operations continues, many factories
and mills being closed entirely, while
others are on part time. There is a
surplus of workers, who are finding it
hard to obtain employment in other
lines, though some are being absorbed
in outdoor work. 'T'he railroad shops
are carrying along on a part time basis,
but woollen and printing plants are
busy.

In Vermont the railroad repair shops
,are working five days a week. In parts
of the state textile: mills are closed,
and others are on part time. Practic-
ally the same report is made regarding
Massachusetts. There is a large num-
ber of unemployed which it is hoped
will be absorbed by summer activities
in some sections. Apparently things
In Rhode Island are worse. Of condi-
tions there, the report says: “Practic-
ally all industries .are on part time
operatiens throughout the state, with
u surplus of ‘workers existing in the
textile, jewelry and machine plants.
Some cotton mills which have been
closed have re-opened and are operat-
Ing three days a week.” Of Connecti-
.cut it is said: “Operations in nearly

. all_ the plants throughout the state
+have slackened somewhat.”

This account of New England indus-
trial conditions carries the stamp of
federal authority. If any further warn-
ing ‘were needed for Canadians who
think of seeking employment across the
line it is thus afforded on the best of
American authority.

On the face of the situation today
there is visible no Democrat who can
fill the speciications outlined by the
Times, and it would seem that the
convention is unlikely to produce such
a leader. “Nevertheless, there are
Democrats who are both strong person-
ally and well known throughout the
country, and the nomination of any one
of them,r together with the political
unrest which is so prevalént at present
in the Republic, will make the contest
one of considerable uncertainty, though
the odds will favor Republican success.

ADVICE FROM THE COAST.

The Conservatives during the session
at Ottawa have made it clear that they
would like to have a general election,
but npeither the Liberals nor the
Progressives appear to want one, and
it was a common opinion after the
passage of the budget that there would
be no general contest for a vear or two.

Hon. Mackenzie King is now receiv-
ing some advice on this question from
the Vancouver Sun, which complains
that elections affect business and which
is therefore anxious to get all the elec-
.tions “out of the way.” It says that
the pending United States presidential
struggle is upsetting business in Canada
as well as in the United States, and
that the British Columbia provincial
campaign is disturbing business there.
This leads it to think that Hon. Mr.
King “should find it advisable to bring
on a federal election this fall and get
it over.with.” The Vancouver journal
argues that a fall election would be
beneficial because “it would get the
election fever burnt out of the Canadian
public at one fell swoop, so that in the
shortest possible time the whole of
Canada could get down to real busi-
ness.” It urges the Prime Minister to
come out with “a definite national
policy and national programme,” and
it says that this would enable him to
“go ahead and run the country instead
of fooling along with government by
compromise. So long as elections of
any kind ave in the air, this Dominion
is going to find it difficult to get down
to real productive and constructive
work.” X

The people of Canada generally arc
not suffering from “the election fever”
which the Sun observes in its territory.
Also, it is the habit of governments to
go to the country when they think the
conditions are favorable rather than
“merdly to get it over with.”

As to the result of a federal election,
the prophets are many, and the doctors
differ. It is so even with regard to the
outcome in British Columbia. All three
national parties claim to have what the
Sun describes as “a definite national
policy and national programme,” and
before the elections come there will
probably be a period of somewhat in-
tensive preparation during which all
three will be striving to educate the
population as to the virtues of their
medicine. Just now it looks as though
the Sun would not get the fall election
it thinks so desirable.

~A PLATFORM OF THE DEAD..
(New York Times.)

The Living Age reproduces a cartoon
from a German paper showing a black
shadow stretching acrost the map of
Europe and Asia from the North Sea
almost to the Sea of Japan. The cap-
tion reads that if the coffins of the
11,000,000 men killed in the World War
were placed side by side they would
make a continuous platform from
Paris to Vladivostok. It is the blackest
and longest shadow from war that has
ever fallen across the earth. It is the
most gruesome platform ever pictured
before the eyes of the living. But from
it appeal should be made for averting
such another enormous disaster.

It is a platform, moreover, from
which a plank might be taken which
should be as a pledge to the thousands
of miles of coffined dead that we are
ready to take our part with other
nations in trying to substitute same
sane and civilized methed of settling
international disputes for one which
has become as senseless as the ancient
sacrifices of hecatombs of cattle and
far more deadly than the barbaric in-
dividual combats. We have not only
failed to do our share (despite all out
philanthropic service of healing and
giving food, shelter and clothing), but
have sins of commission at -our door.
Congress has negatived, or at any rate
jeopardized, the peace of the Pacific.by
the affront given olr nearest Asiatic
neighbors. It will take some unequivo-
cal plank at Cleveland to make up for
the shortcomings of the Senate in for-
eign relations. T

ENGLAND’S TAX POLICY.

A rather curious contrast is pre-
sented in the matter of tax legislation
in Engiand and America. England has
a Labor government whose funda:
mental precepts are distinctly social-
istic, and yet its tax policy has been
such as to win the enthusiastic com-
mendation of English bankers. On the
other hand, America without even a

Socialist party that can scarcely keep
one member in Congress, continues te¢
bait the big corporations with tax bills
that are obviously designed as voté
catchers.

England’s Labor government has re:
cently abolished the corporations pro:
fits tax. This. was something neithet
the Liberal nor the Conservative gov-
ernments previously in office dared to
do. ‘The Labor party certainly did
not do this to please big business. They
did it because they realized that the
way to put the millions of unemployed
to work was to retain all the capital
possible in business, instead of taking
capital out in the form of excessive
taxes.

America’'s tax legislation is being
dictated largely by representatives of
sections of the country that pay a very
small proportion of the income tax.
and scarcely any of the big corpora-
tion taxes. Their policy seems to be
to makes the North and East pay the
bills. Such a policy naturally is not
displeasing - to their constituents, and
unfortunately many of the voters in
the North and East who pay directly
only small taxes are inclined to be, at
the most, neutral.

The mistake they all make is that
in atlempting to put too big a burden
on business they tend to kill the goose
that lays the golden eggs.

Anytown began to organize its annual
fly swatting campaign—largely because
flies became bothersome, but with little
thought for the fundamental reason for
such drives.

The part played by flies as disease
carriers is emphasized each season.

Flies carry germs from the streets,
from sick rooms, from garrets and cel-
lars and swamps, and almost every-
where. They can carry these germs

directly to a baby’s lips, to the food
or milk, or water.

Typhoid and other epidemics have
been almost directly traced to flies.

Thus also mosquitoes. It is little
known that mosquitoes have provided
in their bodies a place for malaria
germs to grow—that the mosquito does
not mechanically carry malaria, buf
breeds the fever germs in its body.

Help your city in the campaigns to
fight these pests and improve the civic
hygiene!

DIVORCE CONTRASTS.

Much More Numerous, Proportionate-
ly, in the U. S. Than in Canada.

Comparison of recently i{ssued statis-
tics on marriage and divorce by the
Governments of the United States and
Canada shows that the tradition of the
married state “till death do us part”
is observed more literally in the Do-
minion than with us, says the New
York Times. In all of Canada during
the last year there were but seven
divorces in units of 100,000 population,
a total of 544 in all of the provinces,
or only two-thirds of 1 per cent. of
the whole number of marriages con-
tracted during the same period. This
number is said by statisticians to be
large for Canada and due to the fact
that after the war, when there were
many hasty, ill-advised marriages,
divorces increased.

Of the total number of divorces in
1923 in Canada, husbands received 60
per cent. and wives 40 per cent. Brit-
ish Columbia led in the number of
decrees with 188, followed by Alberta
with 129 and Manitoba with 97. One
province, Prince Edward Island, has
granted but one divorce since 1868, and
that was in 1912. .

On the other hand, while divorce
has never reached aldrming proportions
in Canada and is actually decreasing,
the situation is quite the reverse in the
United States. While in 1916 in each
unit of 100,000 population here there
were 1,055 marriages and 112 divorces,
in 1928 in each 100,000 there were 1,083
marriages and 185 legal separations.
The number of marriages to each
divorce was 7.6 for all the States in
the latter year.

The darkest side of the record shows
more divorces than marriages in Ne-
vada, where during the year the church
joinéd 935 couples and the law separ-
ated 1,036. Of course, it should be
noted in this connection that many
men and women from other states
secure Reno divorces in large numbers,
owing to the favorable laws of Nevada.
Oregon has a record of but 2.6 mar-
riages to a divorce; Wyoming, 89 to
1; Montana, 4.8 to 1.

Contrary to the belief that there is
the greatest insecurity in the married
state in thickly settled communities, in
New York State in 1923 there were
95,727 marriages and 4,328 divorces, or
22.6 unions for each legal separation,
a record exceeded only in the district
of Columbia, also densely populated,
where the proportion was 858 to 1.

Chicago is a noted divorce centre and
brought th' Illinois average down to
6.8 marriages to each divorce. South
Carolina, as usual, set an example to
all sister States, with no divorces, such
being contrary to the laws of the
commonwealth.

SCIENCE SEEKS KEY TO CIVILIZATION
IN MAYA RUINS OF YUCATAN

By ALMA REED

Chichen-Itza, Yucatan—The walls of
history totter as American archaelogy
digs in the -Maya ruins of Yucatan.
Experts of the Carnegie Institution are
concentrating for the first large-scale
excavations in the entire Maya region

At its height, the capital of the “holy
and learned Itzaes” occupied an area
of 10 squate miles. The builders of its
massive temples and palaces followed

{an art second oniy to that of Greece.

The jungle was beaten back from t.hc
ancient city in the days of the Spanish
Conquest. Dominated by a majestic
pyramid, there emerged the most not-
able group of ruins in the two
Anmericas.

Among these ruins science will
search for the Maya Rosetta stone—
a treasure more precious than all the
golden loot of Tut-Ankh-Amen’s tomb.
Only such a key will deciper accurately
the hieroglyphic writings on the count-
less sculptured walls and columns of

Today, absolutely nothing is known
of the beginnings of the remarkable
mother race of the American continent.
But the theories are varied and start-
ling. According to some archaelogists,
the origin of the Maya is one with the
origin of mankind.

Yucatan—the Garden of Eden.

The disciples of Dr. Auguste Le
Plongeon hail the Yucatan peninsula as
the very cradle of human civilization.
They locate the site of the Garden of
Eden near Chichen-Itza, and name
Abel, the victim of the world’s first
murder, as the city’s founder.

The eccentric French savant, who
labored among the ruins for the greater
part of his life, held that the Egyptians
received the rudiments of their culture
from the Maya about 150 centuries ago.
In support of his theory, he points to
the striking similarity of custom, art
and belief among these arcient peoples.
He claims that the white-robed priests
of Uxmal brought into Egypt their
elaborate religious ritual and the doc-
trine of re-incarnation in the days be-
fore a vast mainland had collapsed to
form the floor of the troubled Atlantic.

Some months ago, I asked Dr. Wil-
liam Gates, the highest authority on
Maya heiroglyphics, what he expected
as a result of the then proposed excava-
tions in Yucatan. This was his an-
swer:

“History will be re-written. I am
already convinced from my own studles
of the inscriptions, and from other evi-
dences that the earliest Maya knew of
the culture of Egypt and Asia, and
that 10,000 or 15,000 years ago, there

When the report comes into the
House, it is understood that an amend-
ment will be moved from the Conser-
vative benehes asserting that the
charges against the minister have been
“proven and sustained.”

Proposed Central Bank.

Banking questions are scheduled for
debate on Tuesday, when a proposal is
to be made to instruct the banking
and commerce to take up a proposal
to establish a central bank.

"The plan ¢ understood to be not
exagtly in the nature of the Federal
Re<Prve system of the United States
but rather a method of providing for

control of the rediscount facilities under
the Finance Act and coupling with tha’
a system of bank inspection.

The new committee on the Canadian
National estimates is to get down to
work on Tuesday, W. D. Euler, Lib-
eral, North Waterloo, is chairman.

| Rival Claims for Bessarabia
a Menace to the Peace
of Europe.

Geneva, June 16—(United Press)—
In the recent visit of King Ferdinand
and Queen Marie to the I.eague of
Nations and the principal powers of
the Allies, European political experts
profess to see Roumania’s preparation
for a showdown with Russia on the
question of Bessarabia.

"The possibility of the latter question
only being settled by war constitutes,
according to these experts, the ‘most
serious menace to European peace tx-
isting today.

And in the event of such a war:
Roumania would be obliged to count
upon one of two things, either the full
support of the League of Nations or
the principal European nations of the
Big Entente.

It was for the purpose of placing
Roumania’s position on this question
squarely before the Big Entente that
the Roumanian rulers are declared to
have undertaken their recent tour of
the European capitals.

That Roumania would prefer the full
support of the League of Nations is
said to be indicated not only by the
prestige of his visit to Geneva and the
unmistakable declarations which he
made there relative to Roumania’s
position in the league, but also similar
declaraitons of league support ex-

in their formal public. greetings.
Claims Bessarabia.

King Ferdinand -declared while in
Geneva:

“Bessatabia was assigned to Rouma-
nia, after a full expression of its pcpu-
lation: to that effect, by the treaty
signed at Paris, October 28, 1920, be-
tween Engiand, France, Italy, Japan
and Roumania. Roumania stands for
the integral and loyal respect of exist-
ing treaties, and she intends to cali on
the League of Nations, should the occa-
sion arise, to cagry out its obligaiions
under the covenant for the .aainienance
of her rights and territory.”™

Ini thié e ent Roumania makes thi
appeal to tne league, it is concedec¢ that
it will create the most scrious test to
which the league has ever been sub-
jected and it is because of the uncer-
tainty of what the league might d¢
{under such circumslances, that King
Ferdinand is said to have made the
tour to Paris and London to see wha.
the joint signatories of the treaty which
asigned Bessarabia to Roumania, might
be disposed to do if the Soviets pusi
the question to a show down of arms.

In the event of Roumania’s appea!
to the league, it is pointed out that the
covenant provides when such appeal is
against a state not a member of the
league that the council shail first invite
that state to accept regular league
obligations for the settlement of the
difference.

No question exists in any one’s mind
as to what Tchitcherine’s reply would
be to the league’s invitation that the
Soviets accept the obligations of league
membership.

Wi:th Russia’s refusal known in ad-
vance, the council would then be oblig-
ed to enforce against Russia the pro-
visions of Article 16 for an economic
and financial blockade.

Blockade Futile.

Unfortunately for the.league in this
moment, Russia has virtually no finan
cial or economic relations with anyone
and has demonstrated for a number of
years that she can get along very com-
fortably without outside financial and
economic relations.

All that the council could then do
would be to recommend under Article
10 that the members of the league take
military and naval action against Rus-
sia in support of Roumania. But here
again, Article 10 provides that all the
council can do is to make a recommen-
dation and it is then for leaguers them-
selves to decide whether or not they
wish to carry out the recommendation.

As a consequence in the final analysis

the League of Nations, the principa’
juropean members of the league would
have to decide for themselves whether
in pursuance of their obligations under
the covenant and upon recommenda-
tion of the league council, they might
wish to go to Roumania’s support.
According to international experts
King Ferdinand probably assured him-
self during the course of his visit to
the European capitals that enough of
the big powers will respond to the ap-
peal of the league not only to save
Roumania, but to save the league itself,

H. K. Mukerji Speaks at|
Trinity and St. David’s
Churches,

Himself the fruits of Christian mis-
sions in India, H. K. Mukerji, a bril-
liant and fluent spreaker, gave two ad-
dresses in city churches yesterday and

spoke of Christianity as the one hope | 1§

of India today. Mr. Mukerji is the|
son of a Brahmin, one of the first six
converts of - Anglican missions in In-
dia. His® father was disowned by his
grandfather when he became a Chris-
tian and was never again reconciled
with him. Mr. Mukerji was brought |
‘wp as an Anglican and as a boy sang
in the choir of St. Mary’s church, Cal-
cutta. He was educated in Calcutta
and is a graduate of the arts course |
of Calcutta University. He also studied
at the Union Theological Seminary in
Calcutta but has not been ordained.

He spoke in St. David’s church yes-
terday morning and in Trinity church
.at - night, special permission having
been obtained from Bishop Richardson.
Mr. Mukerji has been connected with
the Y. M. C. A. work in Calcutta and
the National Y. M. C. A. in India,
recognizing his ability and genius, sent
him to take special work abroad in
order to have a broader idea of Y. M
C. A. work in his own country.

He was for two years at the Student
Hostel in London, England, and for
the last five months has been studying
Y. M. C. A. work in Canada. In
August he will return to Calcutta to
take charge of the work among the
32,000 students of that city.

At Trinity Church.

Mr. Mukerji prefaced his address in
Trinity church by saying it was a
unique privilege for him to speak from
the palpit of an Anglican church, the
church of which he is a member. In|
London he had heard eminent speake.rs‘
declare that Christianity had failed in |
the West but he could not say from his
own experience that it had not failed
in the beautiful country life in Eng-
fand nor had it failed in Canada. As
for India, even the non-Christian lead- |
ers said that Christ was the only hope |
for the East. Ghandi, al’thoug"h not a
Christian, on the three occasions on
which Mr. Mukerji heard him speak,
had had the courage to say that he
was quoting from the Sermon on ﬂfe
‘Mount. 1lis English education and hlsi
later dssociations in India had brought
Ghandi under Christian influence and
he was deeply loyal to the Brms.h Em-
pire telling his followers that it was
defects of government he opposed and
il will to the British would defeat
the cause of the people.

The Christian movement among the
students of India Mr. Mukerji touc}.\ed
upon, telling of the Y. M. C. A. having
entered into this field of labor since the
classes had grown so large that the pro-
fescor’s contact with his pupi!s was not
s0 potent a factor in evangelism.

In social relations the problem of
disunion between the Mohammedans
and the Hindus was the crux of the
situation in India, Ghandi had dq:l_ar-
ed, and the Y. M. C. A. was accom-
plishing much to bring Hil_xdu and
Moslem together to work as friends on
a higher plane of religion. The cas"te
problem was another - ‘great t_)lot in
India. The 60,000,000>outc{gsts lived in
hondage to money lenders;-and the Y.
M. C. A. had established banks and
credit systems, enabling thém to attaln
sclf-respect and teachin then “sanita-
tion, giving them educational facilities
also. = ol

In education also the Christian influ-
énce was being felt greatly and within
the last 18 months the Y. M. C. -A. had
inaugurated adult educational facilities.
There were only 12 to 14 missionaries
to every million of people in India, but
converts were being gained-at the rate
of 7,000 to 10,000 eath month, Mr.
Mukerji declared, in spite of opposition
and of difficult conditions of work.

In one particular Christianity had
failed in India, but surely Christ had
not failed. The one particular of which
he spoke was the sharp distinction be-
tween the native and the white for-
eigner which did not permit of Indians
being buried in the same part of the
cemetery or of sitting in the samc
churches. He thought personal conse-
cration must in the end be the solution
to this problem also.

Only one thing is
necessary to make it posisble and that
is to dig a tunnel twenty-two miles
long under the English channel.
Tunneling the channel between Eng-
land and France has been talked about
for forty years—in fact work has actu-
ally tommenced forty years ago, but
the project was abandoned for lack of
financial backing and because engl-
neering then was not equal to the job.
Engineers say it would be a fairly
simple job now, offering no more tech-
nical difficulties than a number of en-
gineering feats that have been done in
recent years.
The tunnel would cost about $130,-
000,000, it is estimated, and perhaps
ten years would be required for its
completion. Both in England and
France there is serious talk these days
of actually putting the thing through.
When the -French parliament assem-
bles it«will appoint a. committee to
confer with a British parliamentary
committee in an attempt to work out
a definite agreement for a combination
of backing by the two governments
and by private capital.

RECORD HAILSTONES.
Enormous Ones Authentically Re-
ported, Says Weather Bureau.
The weather bureau of the United
States Department of Agriculture is
frequently asked what is the maximum
known or possible size of hailstones.
According to its records and documents
in the weather bureau library, the max-
imum possible size of a single hailstone
cannot be positively stated, but stones
larger than a man’s fist and weighing |
over a pound have several times been |
reported in Natal, on April 17, 1874, |
stones fell that weighed a pound and a |
half, and passed through a corrugated
iron roof as if it had been made of
paper. Hailstones fourteen inches in
circumference fell in New South Wales
in February, 1847. At Cazorla, Spain.
on June 15, 1829, houses were crushed
under blocks of ice, some of which are
said to have weighed four and a half
pounds. In October, 1844, a hailstorm
at Cette, France, wrecked houses and

sank vessels. 1

Authentic reports of the finding of
hailstones much larger than those here
mentioned undoubtedly refer in all
cases to masses of ice resulting from
the coalescence, after falling, of a num-
ber of smaller hailstones lying closely
packed together on the ground.

FINZI AND ROSSH
HAVE RESIGNED
FROM CABINET

Supposed Murder of Social-
ist Deputy Creates Polit-
ical Crisis in Italy.

TROUBLE AHEAD

Mussolini  Jails
Who Urge General Strike
—Press Wants Truth

By THOMAS B. MORGAN.
(United Press Staff Correspondent.)
Rome, June 16.—The Fascisti Gov-

ernment took energetic measures today
to disprove charges that it was in any
way implicated in the disappearance of
Socialist Deputy Matteotti, supposed to
have been kidnapped and murdered on
Friday.

Two of Premier Mussolini’s old and
trusted lieutenants, high in the councils
of Fascismo, have resigned, and there
are rumors of further Government
changes as a result of the affair.

Socialists attempted to arouse the
masses in a general strike of protest, a
measure which would have been suc-
cessful before the Fascist regime, but
Premier Mussolini had. the ringleaders
thrown into jail and instructed his fol-
lowers to report the first sign of dis-
turbances. )

A Fascist manifesto was issued, de-
ploring the supposed crime (the body
has not been found), praising Musso-
lini for his energetic measures, and
calling attention to numerous Fascist
“martyrs.”

The entire Italian press, however, is
daring the wrath of the Fascists in de-
manding the truth about the affair.

Deputy  Matteottti had prepared a
speech attacking Under Secretary of
State for Internal Affairs Finzi, a fol-
lower of Mussolini. Before the speech,
which accused Fingzi of graft, could be
delivered, Matteotti had disappeared. It
was' takem for granted he had - been

“murdered, and opposition newspapers

had no hesitancy in pointing the finger
of suspicion at Finzi, whereupon the
latter resigned.

Mussolini, in accepting the resig-
nation of Finzi and of Commendatore
Cesare Rossi, head of the Press Bureau
of the Interior Department, wrote cor-
dially to his followers, as though dis-
claiming belief in their guilt.

Lake Vico, where the missing
deputy’s body is believed to have been
placed, was dragged Sunday.

NOT SERIOUSLY INJURED.

IS CONFIDENT

Declares Success of Nation-
alist-Labor Pact Would
Mean Stagnation,

Johannesburg, S. A., June 16— (Cana-
dian Press cable via Reuter's)—Speak-
ing to a crowded meeting at the United
Party Club on Saturday night Premier
Smuts, in a final appeal to the Rand
electorate, said that he was confident
that the elections elsewhere on June 17
would be favorable to the Government,
but the verdict of the Rand was more
uncertain. If the party lost the elec-
tion it would be due to the vote of the
Rand, and in that event the Rand
would suffer most. He predicted a
further heavy drop in the value of
mining securities, stagnation and worse
unemployment if the Nationalist-Labor
pact scored a victory on Tuesday.

This situation would be brought
about by the cutting off of the Mozam-
bfque native labor supply, the impos-
ing of additional taxation on the richer
mines, and the fresh lsbor troubles
which these acts would arouse. As in
the case of the Labor Government in
Britain, confidence would be destroyed,
credit would go, and all industries

New York, June 15—Willlam. (Bill)
Brennan, prominent heavyweight boxer,
was shot and killed today in the Tia
Juana cabaret, of which he was the
proprietor. James Cullen, a state troop-
er, was shot in the neck as he ran to
Brennan’s rescue. ’

James Hughes and Frank Rassi; be-
Meved to be two of a band of five who
committed the killing, are under ar-
rest.

Brennan was chatting with friends
when Hughes, who is described as an
unkempt individual with a prison rec-
ord, asked the pugilist to step outside
for a moment. Shots were heard al-
most immediately afterwards.

Brennan’s sister, known on the stage
as Shirley Sherman told the police she
ran outside and saw five men, all of
whom ran away when she appeared.
She seized Hughes by the arm as she
screamed for help. Hughes however,
threw her to the floor. A bullet halted
Cullen who was close behind the girl.
He staggered back into the cabaret
and fell unconscious.

Hughes and Rassi became separated
from their companions, and turned up
a corridor, the door of which was
closed. Breaking the glags of the door
with the butts of their pistols they
walked into the arms of police lieuten+
ant John Hagarty. They beat Hagarty
into unconsciousness, commandered a
taxi-cab and fled. Two policemen, at-
tracted by the firing took up the chase
fp another taxi and captured the pair
after a breakneck drive. Both have
served terms in prison, the police said.
The band, according to the vnolice, are
members of a “hell’s kitchen” gang
who have apparently borne a grudge,
Starting his professional career in 1914,
Starting his professional carere in 1914,
Brennan engaged in 191 ring battles,
score books revealed.
