Almost any good farmer or gardener can 
produce fruit to a fair amount, but not all of 
them can handle it after it is grown so as to 
leave a profit.

The age to which an animal can be kept is 
dependent on so many contingencies that no 
rule which can be considered best under all 
conditions can be given.

If your cows get the habit of stopping at 
night on the dry land in the back end of the 
pasture, make a road and a bridge so they 
will not dread to come home.

ureters. Another complication occurs when­
ever animals on magnesian-limestone forma­
tions (where there is of course no lack of 
earthly salts in the fodder) are fed phosphates. 
The phosphates of magnesia ammonia are 
absolutely insoluble, and if the former is pre­
sent in the urine, it is only necessary that the 
latter should be retained an undue length of 
time and decomposed, so as to set free am­
monia in the bladder, to cause an instant for­
mation of insoluble crystals or gravel. The 
same thing happens also in the bowels, and 
large concretions of ammonia-magnesian phos­
phate form and obstruct the large intestines, 
especially in horses. In short, it amounts to 
this : If the soil is poor and deficient in lime 
and phosphorus, a small allowance of bone 
earth is desirable; when, on the other hand, 
there is no such soil deficit, the use of hone 
earth is only a stimulant, and its administra­
tion in large amounts is liablé to be attended 
with evil results.

On the relation of feed to fat in milk, 
Charles L. Hill of Fob dn Lac Co., Wis., 
says; “I have made one experiment late­
ly bearing on this. We purchased a cow 
in February that was being fed on hay 
alone. She was giving 24 pounds of milk 
per day. I tested her the next morning 
after getting her home, and she tested 
4.9 per cent fat After that, at intervals of 
two weeks I tested her, and she has given 
33 pounds of milk per day, but tests no 
higher than before. I wish I could have 
tested her before I moved her, as it was 
possible she put less fat Into her milk 
the night we got her home, and so gave 
richer milk the next morning.”

A sea captain in Rockland, Me., says he 
bought a cow two years ago for $65, a five-year- 
old Jersey, to please his boy. He finds the 
feed for her in return for the milk needed for 
family use, which he thinks is a good bargain 
for him. The boy milks her and cares for 
the milk. The first year the wife and boy 
paid the rent of pasture and divided $100 be­
tween them. Last year they divided $86, 
and now have a calf from her that they expe< \ 
will increase the profit next year. There pro­
bably will not be any trouble in inducing that 
boy to stay on the farm.

The O. C. Farmer says: “The dairy 
work is said to be especially the business 
of the woman of the house. If so, she 
should see that the man of the barn pro­
vides good healthy cows of the right 
breeds, gives them plenty of good whole­
some feed and pure water, provides warm 
stables for them in winter and shady pas­
tures in summer, and that he and hie. 
hired men are cleanly in their habits 
while milking. Then she ought to be 
able to make good butter, or ought to 
give up business.

THE DAIRY.

Cows may as well give'milk ten or eleven 
months in a year.

The St. Albans, Vt, butter factory 
made 2,557,000 pounds of butter in 1892, 
beside being burned np and rebuilt in 
that time.

When a cow goes dry a third of the 
year, she does not know whether she is 
a mils producer, a beef producer, or 
scapegoat to eat straw and feed lice.

In the best Danish dairies it is said to 
take 29 pounds of milk to make one pound 
of butter. Good Jersey milk will make 
an ounce of butter for every pound of 
milk, or 1 to 16.

When cows, and especially heifers, 
come in in warm weather when the feed 
is good and their udders get full and hard, 
they should be milked before calving. 
There is no danger of injury by this 
course, while to neglect it is often danger­
ous. Heifers’ udders are often prem- 
anently injured by too severe distention 
in hot weather without relief.

On the subject of salting butter, F. C. 
Curtis of Wisconsin says : “I assume that it 
is generally considered that butter absorbs 
salt, which it does not. In proof whereof I 
will state that some two months ago I work­
ed up about a pound of Gutter into a solid 
ball without salt. This butter has been kept 
immersed in strong brine until the present 
time, when I find on cutting it open no trace 
of salt, except near the outer surface of the 
ball. Salt properly exists in butter only as 
dissolved in the water remaining in the bat­
ter; if found in the butter in an nndissolved 
state, objection is made by any good judge of 
butter. From this reasoning it will be seen 
that the amount of salt in batter depends 
somewhat upon the amount of water in the 
butter when the salt is added. Let ns sup­
pose we have a quantity of drained granular 
butter with 26 per cent, of water in it—our 
object is to salt only half the water, but that 
is an impossibility; we must salt all the water 
in the butter. Hence if we are required to 
have one ounce to the pound in the finished 
product, twice as much salt must be taken, 
for half of it will come out in exuded brine, 
There is no danger in getting in too much 
salt, provided no more salt is put in than 
will dissolve. Sometimes twenty pounds of 
butter after salting in the granular state will 
exude three or four quarts on revolving the 
churn and working it into a mass, and 
sometimes not more than one pint The 
difference is undoubtedly in the firmness or 
coarseness of the granules when the salt is 
added.”

The following are the effects of bone meal, 
and it should be carefully read, as it comes 
from Professor James Law of Cornell Univer­
sity : “I am aware that some dairymen feed 
bone meal to cows as a tonio and as a source 
of phosphate of lime when that is efficient in 
the soil and fodder. In the last case it is un­
doubtedly beneficial and is essentially a good 
product. Resort, however, should not be 
had to it recklessly or without dne considera­
tion, for if present to excess in the blood and 
in the secretion of the kidneys, it is very 
liable to be precipitated from the liquid and 
to form stone and gravel. This is especially 
dangerous in the winter season on dry fodder. 
I have seen valuable bulls die from it, when 
fed wheat bran to excess, but even in the 
females, trouble may come from the forma­
tion of gravel in the kidneys and their ducts—

Keep all tools under cover. It is better to 
stack the hay out if there is not room to 
house both.

CThrough This Column. How to Halte a Wlllo'-lhe Wlip.
Of course you know that a real Will-o’- 

tlie wisp is the effect of hydrocarbon gas 
generated by decomposing organic mat­
ter in a marsh, and in a state of combus­
tion. But did you know that you could 
produce this phenomenon in your own 
homes? This is how it is done. Take an 
open-mouthed glass jar and place some 
baking-soda in the bottom, over which 
pour s little diluted sulphuric acid, 
muriatic acid, or strong vinegar. Now- 
lower a lighted candle into the gas until 
it goes ont, leaving the top of the flames 
still burning upon the surface of the in­
visible gas. The flames will be fed by 
the gases coming from the smouldering 
wick. This Will-o’-the-wisp lasts but a 
short time, but it may be reproduced by 
raising the candle until the wick relights, 
then lowering it again. In order to make 
a success of this experiment see that the 
air of the room is very still.

observers. It was expected that the bill 
would pass through committee and reach 
the House of Lords by the first of July, 
but it is now admitted that that is well- 
nigh impossible. In fact the whole fu­
ture of the bill seems dubious. Along 
with discouragements in the House of 
Commons, the Gladstonians have lately 
met a reverse in Scotland, losing a seat 
next to Midlothian, Mr. Gladstone’s own 
constituency. The members of the gov­
ernment are reported despondent over 
the position of the Home Rule bill, and 
its bearing upon the future prospects of 
their p^rty. It is to be hoped that the 
present disheartening state of affairs, is 
but the “oarkest hour before the dawn” 
and that the bill may ultimately pass in 
triumph all the parliamentary ordeals be­
fore it, and emerge upon the statute book 
of Britain.

more thrifty people of the place, who can 
better afford a loss than their poorer 
neighbours. The latter have in many 
instance lost their all, and no insurance 
coming in to indemnify them, and it will 
take a very long time for them to re­
establish themselves in anything like 
their position previous to the fire. It is 
to these that a helping hand should be 
extended. Outside of the necessity which 
they will be under of building houses or 
otherwise providing houses for their 
families, there will be a present and ac­
tual need for primary necessities of life. 
The clothing and personal effects lost in 
the great conflagration must be replaced 
at once, and they and their families must 
obtain bread enough to keep them alive 
until they can get upon their feet again. 
Already private contributions of food and 
clothing have been received from adjacent 
towns and villages, and even from the 
city of St. John; hut these, while abund­
antly acceptable and available for pre­
sent wants, will not go far towards cloth­
ing or supporting the unfortunate suffer­
ers throughout the summer months.,Wbat 
is needed is a large fund to be set apart 
for that purpose, and judicially applied 
where most needed, by persons appointed 
for that work. Now there is no way in 
which this can be brought about so 
easily, and with so little expense to the 
general population of the city as by a 
public concert There is plenty of local 
talent in the city, which will be readily 
available for such a purpose. We do not 
doubt that the City Hall could be engaged 
for one or two evenings free of charge.

It was noticeable th^t in so vast an 
assemblage of representative men from 
all portions of Canada, brought together 
at the call of him whom some conserva­
tives contemptuously speak as “The 
Quebec Frenchman,” and having nothing 
but their ardour for Canadian Liberal 
welfare to bind them together, so great 
harmony should prevail.

That the existing tariff founded upon an 
unsound principle and used, as it has been, by 
the government as a corrupting agency where­
with to keep themselves in office, has de­
veloped monopolies, trusts and combinations;

It has decreased the value of farms and 
other landed property;

It has oppressed the masses to the enrich­
ment of the few;

It has checked immigration ;
It has caused great loss of population ;
It has impeded commerce;
It has discriminated against Great Britain:
In these and many other ways it has occa­

sioned great public and private injury, all of 
which evils must continue to grow in inten­
sity so long as the present tariff system re­
mains in force;

That the highest interests of Canada de­
mand a removal of this obstacle to our coun­
try’s progress by the adoption of a sound 
fiscal policy, which while not doing in­
justice to any class will promote domestic and 
foreign trade and hasten the return of pros­
perity to our people;

That to that end the tariff should be re­
duced to the needs of honest, economical and 
efficient government;

That it should be so adjusted as to make 
free or to bear as lightly as possible upon the 
necessaries of life and should be so arranged 
as to promote free trade with the whole world 
more particularly Great Britain and the 
United States.

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We believe that the results of the protec­
tive system have grievously disappointed 
thousands of persons who honestly supported 
it, and that the country in the light of exper­
ience is now prepared to declare for » sound 
fiscal policy.

The issue between the two political parties 
on this great question is now clearly defined.

The government themselves admit the 
failure of their fiscal policy and now profess 
their willingness to make some changes, but 
say that such changes must be based only on 
the principle of protection.

We denounce the principle of protection as 
radically nnsound and unjust to the masses of 
the people, and we declare our conviction that 
any tariff changes based on that principle 
must fail to afford any substantial relief from 
the burdens under which the country labors.

This resolution we unhesitatingly accept 
and upon it we wait with the fullest confidence 
the verdict of the electors of Canada.

Hon Mr. Laurier said the resolution 
complete in itself and could hardly be improv­
ed upon. It sets forth the slavery of protec­
tion and draws the line between truth and 
error, liberty and oppression. Governments 
had no right to take from people more than 
was |necessary for economically carrying on 
public affairs. Any charge more than this 
was robbery. We would fight for tariff re­
form on these lines till victory crowns our 
efforts. (Cheers.)

Mr. Paterson, M. P. for Brant, in 
ing speech, seconded the resolution, declaring 
that every right and liberty possessed by the 
people of Canada had been won by the Liber­
al party. We had a glorious country, rich in 
resources, but a false fiscal policy had prevent­
ed progress. The policy of the two parties is 
now clear and distinct, protection and re­
venue tariff, the latter giving equal privileges 
and no favors to any class or province.

Ex-Governor Robinson’s Address 
to the Jury.

Lizzie Wept at the Close of the Speech 
Which Lasted from 9 a. in. to 3 p. in.

There was a great crush in the court 
room at New Bedford Tuesday when at 
the stroke of 9, Hon George D. Robinson, 
arose to address the jury in behalf of 
Lizzie Borden, who came into court at 
8J>5. Mr. Robinson first reviewed the 
crime and continued: “A man, a fanatic, 
a fiend; we say, not a man in his senses 
and with his heart right, but one of those 
abominable productions that Deity creates 
or suffers—a lunatic or a devil. So do we 
measure up the degree of character, or 
most of it, that could possibly prompt a 
human being to such acts. They were 
well directed blows. They were not the 
result of blundering. They were timed 
steadilv and constantly for a purpose 
each rne finding its place where it was 
aimed, and none going amiss. I say, 
then, at the outset, as you begin to con­
template this crime, and its possible per­
petration by the defendant, you must con­
clude that such acts as those are morally 
and physically impossible for this young 
woman defendant. To foully murder her 
step-mother and then go straightway and 
slay her own father, is a wreck of human 
morals; it is a contradiction as to her 
physical capacity and certainty.”

The eloquent lawyer then went on to 
censure the conduct of the Fall River 
police. He said: “They knock their own 
heads together. They make themselves, 
as a body of men, ridiculous, insisting 
that, a defendant shall know everything 
that was done on a particular time, shall 
account for

beside her, and the two engaged in con­
versation until the court opened.

The judges came in at 8 o’clock prompt­
ly, the jury was polled and the District 
Attorney, Mr. Knowlton, continued his 
argument, which had not reached an ad­
vanced stage when the Court adjourned 
Tuesday afternoon.

At the conclusion of Mr. Knowlton’s ad­
dress to the jury Judge Dewey charged 
that body.

Miss Borden was given an opportunity 
to speak and said, “I am innocent, but 
will leave my case in your hands and 
with'my counsel.” The jury returned a 
verdict of not guilty.

shall tell it three or four times, shall never 
waver or quiver, shall have or not have 
tears, shall make no mistakes. But they, 
stripped of their blue clothes, and in their 
citizens’ garb, show themselves to be only 
men here and liable to human infirmities 
and errors.”

The jury then came iufora long lecture 
on their duty in the case.

He continued : ‘Now there is no proof 
at all, gentlemen, about any dangerous 
weapon having been prepared upon 
August 3, and to make it more specific, 
Mr. Moody said in his opening that they 
would prove that this young woman went 
out to buy poison on August 3. You 
have not heard any such evidence. It is 
not proved; the Court did not allow it to 
be proved, and it is not in the case. Now 
you will not go to the jury room with the 
thought if it had been allowed you would 
have considered that it was proved.’

The ex-Governor carefully went over 
the whole case, omitting nothing that 
would tend to strengthen his client's 
claim to innocence. Of the step-mother’s 
death Mr. Robinson said : ‘Then, too, up­
on the best testimony of the experts, and 
probably in your own common sense, 
whoever committed that murder of Mrs. 
Borden stood astride her body. She was 
a large, stout, fleshy woman, weighing 
200 pounds. Conceive of the situation. 
You looked at the place. You saw the 
little gap between the bureau and the 
bed, said to be about 30 to 34 inches, and 
you are to conceive of the

the body in this way. Here she lies 
there and the murderer standing over 
her and literally chopping her bead to 
pieces.” From this he argued his client’s 
innocence of the horrible deed on many 
grounds ; ‘Nobody saw or heard anything 
or experienced anything that connects 
her with the tragedies. No weapon what­
ever and no knowledge of the use of one 
as to her, has been shown. You know if 
you had found her with some weapon of 
that kind in her control or in her room, 
or with her belongings, that would be 
direct evidence. But there is nothing of 
that kind. It is not claimed, it is not 
shown that she ever used an implement 
of the character that must have produced 
these murders. It is not shown that she 
ever touched one or knew of one, or 
bought one or had one. In fact, the evi­
dence is that she did not know where the 
ordinary things in the house of that kind 
were.’

He concluded thus : “Gentlemen, as 
you look upon her you will pass your 
judgment that she is not insane. Dar­
ing all these days have you seen any­
thing that shows the lack of womanly 
feeling or womanly bearing? If you 
make a mistake in this case against the 
Commonwealth that is something you 
can correct; if you make a mistake in 
the other way you make a mistake be­
yond all remedy, a mistake so deplor­
able that no tongue can ever tell its wick­
edness. This commonwealth will be lit­
tle worth preserving as the crier of this 
court asks every day if such a mistake 
is made and is to be followed by others 
equally as deplorable. She is not with­
out sympathy in this world; gentlemen 
take care of her as you have and at the 
end let her go back to that blood-stained 
and wrecked home where she has passed 
so many years of her life."

It was three o’clock when he closed:

Crossing the street the fire swept every 
house from the C. P. R. crossing to the new 
Baptist Church, soMr leaving it a mass of 
burning rains. FronPthere it rushed like a 
roaring demon down upon the closely packed 
wooden houses standing in blocks on either 
side of Miles street and between that and 
Miles avenue, taking in its course Robert 
Macklin’s residence which was soon a heap of 
smoking cinders.

Turning the corner of Macklin and Miles 
streets the fire left not a building standing 
out as far as the Methodist church.

Crossing Miles street with a roar, it fasten­
ed upon the old C. P. R. station and corner 
tenement house owned by Alex. Gibson, 
from which it spread with amazing rapidity 
and terrific strength clear to the Nashwaak 
river, leveling 50 good buildings to the ground. 
The beautiful houses owned by A. D. Yerxa, 
registrar of deeds, J. W. Ruel, P. A. Logan 
and John Miles fell speedy victims to its rav- 
ages. No houses were spared.

The C. P. R. tenement houses on the river 
side ol the street and next above the C. P. R. 
machine shops crackled and were consumed 
in a very few minutes. So heavy was the 
wind that the cinders flew to the barns of 
Thos. F. Barker below the mouth of the 
Nashwaak, they also being totally swept

Eighty-three buildings went up in smoke. 
One thousand people were left homeless and 
$150,000 worth of good property lost. The 

• insurance companies will suffer to the extent 
of $60,000. So terribly rapid was the sweep 
of the file that many had no time to save any­
thing, and so great was the heat and so 
thick the cinders that a great deal of furni­
ture which had been carried from the houses 
for safety was burned np on the streets and in 
the fields. The whole conflagration occupied 
only about two hours and a half. The alarm 
waa sounded at 2.30 and by 4 o’clock the 
barns of Mr. Barker, a mile below, were in 
flames.

H is a Simple One and Said le be Certain 
In Action.

Mr. Lane, an Eastern traveller and 
Orientialist, recommends the following 
treatment for cholera.

He says while residing in Cairo, in 
1843, while cholera was raging there, he 
was informed that there was an English­
man in a small neighboring village that 
effected a speedy cure in all cases which 
he had an opportunity of treating. The 
number of cases was sixtv-two, and 
many of them were very malignant.

I subsequently learned that his mode 
of treatment was practiced with equal 
success in Spain, Constantinople and 
India, and was never followed by typhus 
or typhoid fever, which proved fatal in 
many cases, when the cholera itself had 
been subdued by other means. Upon 
applying to him I received the following 
directions, which I practiced in a few 
cases which occurred in my house and 
elsewhere, with invariable success. If 
the patients have not vomited the poi­
sonous matter which is characteristic of 
the disease, and which resembles rice 
water, give a tablespoonful powdered 
mustard in a tumbler of cold water as an 
emetic. After vomiting, whether pro­
duced by the disease or the above 
within a few minutes give a wineglassful 
of brandy, with ten grains of capsicum, 
powdered (cayenne pepper), stirred up in 
it This generally produces almost im­
mediate relief, and within an hour rest, 
perspiration and sleep. In a few cases it 
was found necessary to give half a dose 
of the brandy and capsicum after half an 
hour or more. A second half dose was 
never required, but should it be required 
it may be given. No other fluid should 
be drank before recovering. To acceler­
ate convalescence it has been suggested 
that fifteen drops of mixture of the spirits 
of ammonia and sulphuric ether in equal 
parte may be advantageously given three 
or four times during the following day. 
The above quantity of brandy and cap. 
sicum is for an adult patient suffering a 
severe attack; in other cases two-thirds 
or half that quantity may suffice, as I 
have proven by experience.
