the 20 days preceding or following any 
sitting, nor shall any summons or order 
be granted or made during tlie period 
aforesaid for the fixing of the date of 
the trial of an election petition, and any 
summons or "order Jso made or granted 
shall be void. He'.thought all would 
agree that members should not be 
harassed during the sitting of the 
legislature as in cases he might mention. 
The fifth section was merely a technical 
one, referring to the manner of making 
the returns. The 6th section sets forth: 
“In the case of any election petition 
hereafter to be noticed for trial the 
respondent may, upon giving the notice 
‘a’ in the schedule to this act, to the 
petitioner 10 days before the day fixed 
for the hearing or trial of the election 
petition, adduce evidence before the 
election judge at the time and place 
fixed for the|trial, but before the evidence 
is received in support of the petition to 
show that corrupt practices within the 
meaning of the controverted elec­
tions act were committed by the peti­
tioner, or by the unsuccessful candidates 
or their agents in the said election; and 
upon such being made to appear the 
judge shall forthwith dismiss the elec­
tion petition without bearing the same.” 
He (Blair) was aware of the fact that 
this bill had been received with un­
measured condemnation by the press 
hostile to the government. Some papers 
said to be friendly to the government 
and some others that are known to be 
friendly are not favorable to some of the 
provisions of the bill. A careful con­
sideration of the whole matter v ould 
show that there was nothing unfair in 
the propositions contained in the bill. 
He had consulted many prominent men 
on both sides of politics, and they bad 
said the more they considered the mat­
ter the more favorably did they view its 
provisions. We all know that so far as 
the present election law is concerned it 
is more honored in the breach than in 
the observance. Public sentiment does 
not support it, and men of the highest 
character sometimes do not think it a dis­
grace to violate it While men are consti­
tuted as they are the election laws will be 
broken. Occasionally we hear the pulpits 
speak of corruption in connexion with 
elections, hear them arraign the conduct 
of church deacons and some other of the 
main pillars of the church for using 
money in election contests, 
very well to condemn the expenditure of 
money, but we know among ourselves 
that it would be hypocritical cant for 
members to say that money is not spent 
to a lesser or greater extent in almost 
every contest.

Washington, D. C., April 17.—When 
Gen. Lafayette was invited to this 
country in 1824 as the nation’s guest, he 
came in the ship Cadmus.

: CONSUMPTIONThe reports which were laid before the 
House yesterday by the committee ap­
pointed to investigate the charges against 
Attorney General Blair were a majority 
report, in which Mr. Blair is entirely ex­
onerated from the charges brought 
against him, and a minority report, in 
which Dr. Atkinson and Mr. Phinney 
joined, and in which they say no direct 
evidence was adduced to establish the 
truth of the charges. They expressed their 
regret that a considerable amount of the 
evidence offered on the part of the prose­
cution was excluded and said that the in­
vestigation has not been as thorough 
and as searching as it should have been. 
The reports, it will be observed, agréa 
that the charges are not proved, and the 
difference between them is simply in the 
fact that the minority think that if cer­
tain irrelevant testimony had been ad­
mitted something more might have been 
established against Mr. Blair.

lRIOTING ITALIAN WOMEN.

They Atlnek “Scabs” Who Take the 
Places of Striker*.

Philadelphia,Pa., April 15.—The strike 
of a number of Italian street cleaners for 
an increase in wages was the cause of two 
small riots by women. The contractors 
refused to grant the increase demanded, 
and obtained other Italians to the take 
places of the dissatisfied men. This 
morning a mob of about 50 women, 
mostly wives and sweethearts of 
the strikers, attacked the “scabs” 
who were working at Ninth and 
Locust street, and, taking their brooms 
and scrapers from them,commenced beat­
ing them in a vigorous manner. A police­
man appeared on the scene, and, by fir­
ing bis revolver in the air, kept most of 
the frightened women corralled on the 
street until the arrival of a patrol wagon, 
when twelve of them were taken to the 
station house. Another riot from sim­
ilar causes occurred at Tenth and Taylor 
streets later in the day. Here a squad 
Italians were working quietly, when 17 
women and one man swooped down up­
on them. The women seized the clean­
ing tools of the laborers and beat them 
so badly that shelter was sought in the 
district station house. A squad of police­
men arrested the assailants.

Detroit Steel A Spring: Works Forced 
to Suspend Payment.

Detroit, Mich., April 15.—It transpired 
today that the Detroit Steel & Spring 
Works, the largest concern of the kind in 
the United States, had been forced to sus­
pend payment, with liabilities amount­
ing to $300,000. The company owns a 
plant valued at $350,000, employs 400 
hands, with a pay roll of $17,000 per 
month. The suspension was forced by 
Naylor & Co., iron dealers of New York, 
who held claims for $23,000. The 
company proposed to clear itself by 
bonding $150,000 of the indebetedness, 
and a compromise of 50 cents on the dol­
lar for the balance. All claims of over 
$100 to be paid at that rate by 6 per cent 
six month notes, and sums under that 
to be paid in cash. Creditors holding 
over $70,000 of indebtedness have already 
agreed to this settlement. The balance 
of the creditors have claims ranging 
from $1000 to $6000 each. The com­
pany will not close its works, and assur­
ances have been received that the bal­
ance of the creditors will accept the com­
promise. The company wiil be reor­
ganized.
