Reports Submit- He Returns From the Continent to A Gaping Wound in Her Throat Made 
with a Baser Causes Death a Few 
Minnies After Her Discovery—A 
Colored Hod Carrier Tabes Her to a 
Drng Store, and Is Arrested.

New York. April 19.—The corpse of a 
woman of 35, with sandy hair, streaked 
here and there with gray, lies on one of 
the slabs at the morgue. There are no 
signs of dissipation on her face, which is 
comely. Her clothes are cheap^and poor.

A gaping wound over six inches long, 
extending from behind her left ear to a 
point under her chin, showed how she 
had met her death.

She was murdered somewhere near 
the corner of Park avenue and Ninety- 
sixth street, about 10 o’clock on Satur­
day night.

Alfred Botts, a colored hod carrier, is 
the man who led her to the drug store 
where she died. Botts up to the pres­
ent time, is the only man under arrest. 
Captain Carpenter thinks that he has 
not told all that he knows about the case. 
Whoever the murderer is, he could not 
have chosen a neighborhood where he 
could have been more secure in his 
work. For half a block either way from 
the crossing of street and avenue the 
only habitations are three shanties 
perched on the rocks.

The neighborhood has earned the 
name of the Devil’s hole, perhaps from 
its general desolate appearance, or per­
haps from the fact that the tunnel of the 
New York Central road yawns here into 
an open cut. The mouth of the tunnel 
into which southbound trains plunge 
is just a few feet north of the line of 
Ninety-sixth street.

The story Botts tells to Capt Carpenter 
is that he started to walk home, intend­
ing to cross the park. He was walking 
up on the north side of Ninety-sixth 
street, and when he reached Park 
avenue he saw a woman standing on the 
southwest corner. There was no one 
else in sight

The woman caught sight of Botts and 
ran across the street to him. “For God’s 
sake,” she said, “get an officer quick, or 
take me to the hospital.”

Botts told the woman that there was 
not an officer anywhere around, but 
there was a drug store at the corner of 
Ninety-sixth street and Third avenue.

"Take me there, then,” the woman 
said, and Botts started back down the 
street with her.

Under the glare of a gas lamp he saw 
blood tricking down the front of her 
dress, and he said : “You’ve been hit” 

"No, I haven’t,” she replied with a 
gasp. ‘Tve been cut, and I know the 
man who did it”

Botts says he did not ask her who did 
it He says he was too much disturbed 

! to question her any more. He led her 
to the drag store, where she tried to 
speak, but only a few inarticulate sounds 
came from her throat.

Before the ambulance arrived the 
woman was dead. She had lived barely 
15 minutes from the time she was led 
into the store.

London, April 18.—Captain Edmund 

H. Verney, the Liberal member of Par­
liament, against whom a warrant was 
issued on the charge of having procured 
a girl for immoral purposes was arrested 
today. At the time the charge was 
made against Verney he was travelling 
on the continent When he reached Italy 
he heard that an English Court had is­
sued a warrant for his arrest, and he 
telegraphed to Mr. Matthews, the Home 
Secretary, stating he would return to 
England as quickly as possible to meet 
the accusation made against him. He 
immediately started upon his return and 
reached London this morning. He was 
taken into custody as soon as bis pres­
ence in the city was known to the police.

London, April 18.—Captain Verney 
was taken to Bow Street Police Court, 
where he was arraigned and formally 
charged with attempting to procure 
Nellie Beckett, a governess, for immoral 
purposes. The prisoner looked pale and 
careworn, and his appearance was so 
changed it was almost impossible for his 
friends to recognize him. Miss Beckett 
was present and detailed at length the 
tactics that had been adopted to in­
veigle her into wrong doing.

If Ver­
ney surrenders for trial it will be a moot 
point whether the letters alleged to 
have been written by him in France 
and delivered in England will be 
sufficient ground for prosecution. 
The question of the expulsion of 
Verney from the House of Commons 
greatly agitates the members. Prece­
dent shows that this must be 
done under a direct vote after the trial 
of the offender on a decision from jus­
tice. In the event of De Cobian failing 
to surrender to justice the Liberals will 
move to expel him from Parliament 
De Cobain was a constant attender at the 
prayer meetings held by Christain peers 
and members of the House of Commons 
in the chamber of the house, in which 
meetings no one is allowed to join ex­
cepting legislators and officials. The 
accusations against him, dating back 
two years, are due to the assiduous 
“rooting” of vigilants.
