pISSATISFACTION OVER
POTSDAM AUDIENCE

“Incident” Marks Opening of

and People.

Berlin, Nov, 19.—Two days have
passed since Emperor ‘William - made
his statement to Chancellor Von Bue-
low regarding his observances in the
future of the constitutional require-
ments of the Empire in the matter of
interfering in the foreign relations of
the state, and the German people are
even less satisfied with the.Imperial
assurances than in tbe} beginning.
There is throughout the country an al-
most universal tendency to doubt the
sincerity of the Emperor’s promises. In
fact the people seem to be thoroughly
dissatisfled with the Imperial assur-
ances as conveyed by the Reichs An-
zeiger. The press does not hesitate to
intimate that the Emperor will not ful-
fil his implied obligations to.leave the
conduct of the nations affairs to the
responsible ministers, and in . some
quarters his words are almost classified
ag untrue,

The matter will not be allowed to
rest by the Reichstag if the indications
of to-day are fulfilled and there is rea-
son to believe that the contest between
the crown and the people has only be-
gun. To-day many of the parliament-
ary groups are holding private sessions
to decide what course shall be adopted.

Chaneellor Von Buelow made a
lengthy speech in the Reichstag to-day
on the neWw measure to increase the
Imperial revenues. The house was only
half filled. He spoke in praise of the
British and Freénch methods of figance,
and the sinking fand and c 1ded
amid mingled cheers and

This meeting “is regarded as a
practica] failure because nothing clear
and definite has followed it, The Chan- |
cellor may be comvinced, it is argued
here, that the Emperor will be careful
in the future, but the public men of
Bavaria and the Bavarian press are
waiting the months to come in order to
se¢ for themselves to what extent the
Imperial practice will be changed,

WORLD’S RICHEST
MAN ON STAND

ROCKEFELLER TELLS STORY
OF HIS MILLIONS
“Progress to Wealth Seems
Like a Dream,” Says 0Oil
Magna_te.

New York, Nov. 19.—Relating his
story with the air of a country gen-
tleman of kindly mien engaging a host
of friends with incidents of days long
past, John D. Rockefeller, president of
the Standard Oil Company, though for
nearly ten years retired from active'
business cares, for over two. hours yes-
terday ‘reviewed the history of the
edrly oil trade and the ‘development of

The head of the big oil company
was surrounded by an imposing eircle
of counsel, and when he began his
testimony he gazed complacently upon
a swarm ®f newspaper men, behind
whom pressed close a ‘throng of people
that filled the room. Mr. Rockefeller
appeared at complete ease, and@ when
John G. Millburn, of counsel for the
Standard Oil Company, propounded his
first question, the witness spoke in
full tones, as if he desired the most
distant spectator in the chamber to
hear. Then in a manner that indicated
pleasure at what he was about to tell,
Mr, Rockefeller spoke of his start in
the oil business and how under ad-
verse conditions that business grew to
the proportions of the Standard Oil
Company of Ohio, with its capitaliza-
tion of $1,000,000.

Mr, Rockefeller’s eyes sparkled in
reflecting on that early financial or-
ganization and speaking of its million
dollar capitalization with almost boy-
ish enthusiasm, he said: “It seemed
very large to us, who began with only
$4,000, in 1862.”

Thus the proceedings lost in a sense
their officia]l aspect because of the en-
gaging manner which Mr. Rockefeller
displayed in his answers, which now
and then contained flashes of kindly
hunio¥. A glow of health showed in
Mr. Rockefeller’s smooth-shaven face,
and to inquiring newspaper men he re-
plied that he never felt better.

The president of the Standard Oil
Company was dressed in a plain busi-
ness suit of dark material and across
his vest was suspended a heavy gold
watch chain. A dark purple, necktie,
in which a large pearl pin was set,
surrounded a high collar.

The development of Mr. Rockefel-
ler’'s testimony, which carried him to
the organization of the Standard Oil
Company of Ohio, indicated that one
of the lines of the defence would be
that the Standard company is not the
result of any aggressive policy to ob-
tain mastery of the  oil trade, as
charged, but rather the natural out-
come of an economic development

PLEA TO POWERS FOR
NEW RULERS OF CHINA

Confidence Created:by Way in
~ Which Throne Passed

Through Crisis.

Pekin, Nov. 19.—Prince Ching, pres-
ident of the board of foreign affairs,
hag forwarded direct to all the pow-
ers friendly to China, a personal let-
ter in the name of Pu Wei, the infant
Emperor of China, setting forth the
crisis through which the throne has
passed. during the last week. These
communications make a plea for the
new rulers of China, who are mnac-
customed to Chinese . procedure ~ and
emphasize the efficiency with which
the events of, the past week have been
conducted. ~Several of. the foreign le:
gations here have expressed their sur-
prise and gratification at the manpner

the situation.

It had been expected up to the pres-
ent time, that the death of the Dow-
ager Empress would precipitate trou-
ble, . but the way in whichrthe new
government has assumeqd its responsi-
bilities has created confidence among
the diplomatists and many of the for-
eign observers declare that China has
done as well under the trying circum-
stence as ‘any other government con-
fronted with similar difficulties. The
provinces still are quiet and the gov-
ernmenta] machinery continues to
work well.

The-autumn manoeuvres of the Chin-
ese \army. have been curtailed, but
otherwise they -are being - carried out
according to! the original programme.

Futuge of BEmpire Safe.

Shanghai, Nev. 19—The recent eévents

tug® of the Empire ‘is-safe, providing
that the regent; Psince Chufl, retains:
the services and the support of Yuan
Shi Kai and Chang Chi Tung, the two
members of the grand council, who are
the strongest of the prgsent day states-
men of China. There is no fear here
that the revolutionary: socfeties will
make trouble, and no troops have been
sent from Shanghai or its vicinity to
Pekin, %

The prince regent is regarded here
as a good man, but inexperienced in
affairs of the government and is weak.
The fact that he is in daily consulta-
tion with Chang Chi Tung is regarded
as a favorable indication.

The ‘“Valedictory” of the late Em-
peror, issued in e form of an im-
perial decree at Pekin, extols Ching’s
virtues and accords him praise for the
reform he introduced in the matter of
schools, local industries, railroad con-

fx

struction, mining development, but
particularly the promise to put the
empire on a basis of constitutional

government within nine years. This de-
cree is considered as preserving the
policy of the new government,

Yuan Shi Kai is superintending the
funeral obsequies of the late Emper-
or, and there is no indication here that
he has lost any of his influence or
power,

The temporary suspension of a num-
ber of native banking firms in Pekin
has had no effect upon financial condi-
tions at large. The difficulties of these
institutions resulted from the fact that
they were the local depositors of im-
perial funds,

Era of Reform,

Pekin, Nov. 19.—An official of the for-
eign board of the! government in reply
to a direct request to-day gave formal
assurance that the new administration
would promote with vigor the reforms
inaugurated by ' the Ilate Emperor
Kwang Su. A number of edicts with a
political bearing have been -promul-
gated since November 15th. and they all
show that a progressive and modern
government for the Chinese empire is
intended, several specific reforms have
been entaiked for fulfillment under the
regency of Prince Chun,

‘'Wild Rumor Refuted,

Pekin, Nov, 19.—There is absolutely
no truth in the report telegraphed here
from Singapore and elsewhere to the
effect that Pekin is in flames and in
the hands of a mob and that Prince
Ching, president of the foreign board,
is dead. Nor is the Dowager Empress
Yehonala ill. Official denial to these
various rumors was given totday and
telegraphed by the government abroad.

Mob, Waving U. 8. Flag, De-
notinces French Govern-
ment.

St. ‘Pierré, Miquelon, Nov. 18,.—The
demonstration against the authorities
here, which was begun on Menday, was
continued yesterday. The- limited police
force is unable to maintain order, but
thus far.'no serious damage has been
done,

The manifestation on the part of the
populdce is due largely to the school
guestion, ‘The people of St. Pierre de-
mand schools in which religious in-
struction is given. Yesterday the ad-
ministrator of the colony was waited
upon by a delegation. of taxpayers, all
heads of families, who strongly set
forth the views of the townspeople.
The administrator promised to refer
the demands to- the authorities in
Paris by cable immediately, and re-
quested the populace to be orderly
pending the receipt of a reply.

. At one time the situation was criti-
cal. Two schoolmasters were taken in-
to court charged with violating the
laws in conducting free schools. They
were convicted and ordered to pay fine
of $200 each. The action of the authori-
ties inflamed the population, which as-
sembled on the streets and violently
denounced the - French government.
Some one obtained an American flag
during the height of the excitement,
and with it at their head the towns-
people marched to the government
house, where a noisy demonstration
was made. The police were unable to
maintain order, and for several hours
the manifestations continued on the
streets.

Warship May

St. John’s, Nfld., Nov. 18.—Dis-
patches from St. Pierre state that the
situation there is serious. There are
only 30 police on the entire island, the
population of which is about 5,000, It
is understood here that should violence
be attempted the British warship
Brilliant, now in St. John’s harbor,
will proceed to the French town.
France has no warship nearer St
Pierre than Brest and the West In-
dies. St. Pierre dispatches state that
the crowd which marched to the gov-
ernment house on Monday numbered
1,000, and that it also  visited the
United States consul and cheered the
United States flag. Placards bearing
the words ‘“Liberty or Death” have
been posted on the doors of the closed
schools by the church party.

The belief is held hepe that if the
French government refuses to recon-
sider its action the annexation party
at St. Pierre will endeavor to induce
the United States to purchase the
colony.

ARMED POSSE

FIVE KILLED; MOB .
SHOOTS DOWN DESPERADO

Wild Scenesin Okmulgee, Okla.

okmulgee, Okla., Nov. 16.—After
afternoon of the wildest scenes
eheld in Okmulgee, during which five
sersons were killed and their murderer,
Jim Deckard, a negro, was burned to
geath in his own house, around which
the furious mob had gathered, Okmul-
gee last night was at the fever point of
excitement, Governor Haskell has or-
dered ten companies of militia to be in
readiness to go to the scene. The dead
are:

Edgar Robinson, sheriff of Okmulgee
county.

Henry Klaber, assistant chief of po=
Hice of Okmulgee,

Two negroes named Chapman, bro-
thers.

Jim Deckard, negro.

The wounded are:

Steve Grayson, Indian boy, fatally.

Vic Farr, chief of police, shot through
shoulder,

Deputy scheriff, name not learned,
arm broken,

Seven others slightly wounded.

The disturbance began at the St.
Louis and San Francisco railroad sta-
tion, where Jim Deckard engaged in a
fight with an Indian boy, Steve Gray-
son, and beat him into insensibility
with a rock. Friends of Grayson no-
tified the police and- when Policeman
Klaber went to the station Deckard
fled to his house nearby, barricaded
himself in and when Klaber approach-
ed, Deckard shot and killed him.

Sheriff Robinson gathered a posse in
a few minutes and hurried to the scene.
Part of this posse was made up of a
group of negroes, whom the sheriff com-
missioned as deputies. As the posse
approached the house, Deckard open-
ed fire with a rifle, firing as rapidly as
he could 1oad his weapon. Sheriff Rob-
inson fell first, instantly killed. Then
the two Chapman brothers, negro dep-
uties, were slain,

Deckard’s house was surrounded by
a frenzied mob of armed men. Fire
was set to a house just north of Deck-
ard’s’s house and he was shot down. He
was seen to roll over to the floor, strike
a match and set fire to his own house
which was soon a roaring furnace in
which the body was baked. Deckard
evidently had a large quantity of am-

‘munition stored in his house, for many

cartridges exploded while the house
was burning.

Governor Haskell at Guthrie was no-
tified of the battle and of the bad feel-
ing between whites and negroes that
had grown out of it, and threatened -a
race riot. RPN ey SR

The governor at once - ordered the
militia company at Muskogee to - pre-
pare to go to Okmulgee and a special
train was made ready to carry the
troops, the governor remaining at his
office to keep in touch with the situa-
tion. News of the preparation to send
militia here had a good effect on the
disorderly element of both races and at
iT o’clock last night the crowd had dis-
persed and further trouble was not ex-
pected,

When it became known that no other
negro had assisted Deckard against the
officers, the talk of reprisals subsided.

A telephone message. from Governor
Haskell at 10 o’clock last night said that
‘he will not order the Muskogee com-
pany to Okmulgee unless he receives
further information. The officials have
advised him that the town is quiet,
though there is still much feeling over
the events of this afternoon. The
streets of Okmulgee are being patrolled
by armed men and it is thought morn-
ing will find the town restored to its
usual quiet.

During the past week district court
has been in session at Okmulgee and
there has been wholesale convictions of
negro bootleggers. On Saturday a pro-
test was made because the white jury
convicted the negroes as fast as they
came up for trial. A negro woman was
to be tried on Saturday and Judge
Alexander had a special jury composed
of negroeg to try her. She was acquit-
ted. This has caused a bitter race feel-
ling and to-day an effort will be made
to quash the panel of negro jurors,

OF CHINESE EMPIRE

Contradictory Opinions of In-
fluence of Yuan Shi Kai
in Pekin.

London, Nov. 17.—The Pekin corre-
spondent of the Times thinks that the
“Valedictory' ‘@fecrees of” the Emperor
and Dowager Empress both powerfully
strengthen the movement towards con-
stitutional reform. All accounts agree
that “the satisfactory maintenance of
order is due to Yuan Shi Kai, who has
displayed during the ‘crigis statesman-
ship of a high order. He is known to
have advocated the -selection finally
made for the Emperor’s successor.

The fact that Prince Chun will be for
twelve years virtually the Emperor,
the correspondent thinks, cannot weak-
en the position: of Yuan Shir Kai and
those whose influence is progressive,
provided he keeps independent of fe-
male ‘rﬂuences. P

Suspects Foul Play.

Penang, Strait Settlement, Nov., 17.—
Kang Yu Wel, the head of the Chinese
Reform movement throughout the
world, is at present in Penang. He was
confined: to shis bed, however, and to-
day he refused to see an interviewer
who sought his opinion on the present
situation in China on the ground that
he was prostrated with grief over the
death of the Emperor,

Kang Wu Wei was close to the late
Emperor in 1898 and it was through his
inspiration that the many reform edicts
of that period were issued. He barely
escaped with his life from Pekin when
the late Empress Dowager became
aware of the progressive influence lhe
was exerting over the Emperor.

His secretary said to-day that Kang
Yu Wei suspected foul play at the pal-
ace. He considers Prince Chun, the re-
gent, a reasbnable man not opposed to
reforms, but so long as Yuan Shi Kai
is alive the situation in China will be
the same as during the last reign,
There will be no change in policy. The
reformers have hope in Chun but they
fear that Yuan Shi Kai will thwart
his efforts, <

Japan’'s Attitude,

Tokio, Nov. 17.—The announcement of
the deaths at Pekin of both the Em-
press and Emperor caused a heavy
falling of the stock market, but official
views are optimistic. It is generally
believed that the Emperor died after
the Dowager Empress,.and some news-
papers express this opinion, while oth-
ers assign sinister causes for the Em-
peror’s death, ;

The Emperor jof Japan, who is at-
tending the naval review, sent a mes-
sage of sympathy from Tokio, as also
did the members of the cabinet.  All
the flags at Tokio are at half mast.

Officidls decline to be interviewed,
though the statement made by the
Associated Press on November 13th
that it is net Japan’s intention in the
event of disorder or disorggnization in
Chinese territory to take any steps un-
til after a consultation of all the in-
terested nations and an agreement by
the Powers may be regarded as ex-
pressing the attitude of the govern-
ment. The leading Japanese officials
undoubtedly are closely observing the
situation in Pekin. There is every in-
dication that the Japanese are fully
prepared for eventualities in China in
protecting their interests should there
be a repetition of history.

Question ~ of Safeguarding
Funds From Attachment
is Discussed.

Denver, Colo., Nov. 17.—After a week
devoted principally to the work of or-'
ganizing and deliberation in committee
rooms, the annual convention of the
American Federation of Labor resum-
ed its session yesterday. Committee re-"
ports were the first order of business.
Settlement of judicial fights will con-
sume considerable time, and the elec-
tion of officers will' not be yeached un-
til late in the week.

President Samuel Gompers-at the af«
ternoon session yesterday declared that:
if he were found guilty and fined in the
contempt proceedings against him at
Washington he would go to jail before
he would pay his fine, or before he
would allow the Federation to pay any:
fine for him. This statement . was.
made by Mr, Gompers during a dis-;
cussion of the report-of the cominittee
on the treasurer’s report, .

The committee recommended . that
immediately following the adjournment °
of the convention, the executive com-
mittee should take up the proposition
of the placing of their funds where
they may be removed from danger of
attachment, ‘The report brought -on a
political discussiou, in which several.
members declared themselves in favor
of the formation of an independent po-
litical party.

Treasurer John B, Lennon said that -
he had discussed the matter of safe-
guarding the funds with good  attor-
neys, and they alleged that it was im- -
possible without resulting in some per-
son’s injury. Several suggestions were
made from the floor, one being that the
funds be deposited in Canada, and an-
other that the certificates of deposit be
taken out in some . other name than
that of the treasurer.

'Ag long as hu-
man nature is what it is, as long as
men are swayéd by predilections preiu-

dices, and passions, as wel] as by self-
interest, it will be very difficult to se-
cure common action with regard to
candidates. But we are of the opinion
that no man should run, who has not
been requested to do so by fellow citi-
zens who either in number or because
of what they represent, can be fairly
regarded as voicing the views of a con-
siderable section of the community.
There need be no elaborate machin-
ery, Each ward should be more vitally
interested in its representatives than
in those of any other part of the city.

A little active interest for the next few
weeks will disclose the presence in
every ward of the city of men who with
a little pressure can be induced to
serve at the council] board and whose
presence there would be of the utmost
advantage to the city. This city is too
important, and its interests are too
large to entrust to the hands ofEincap-
able men. But the time for action is
now,

THE MARINE INQUIRY.

The evidence being adduced in the
Marine Department _ipquiry, is dis-
quieting to the public, as it certainly
should be to Purchasing Ageént
Gregory, who seems to admit accept-
ing commissions from contractors do-
ing business with the departent. Pend-
ing the completion of the investigation
it is perhaps better to suspend judg-
ment with regard to this official.

The suggestion, however, that as a
result of the evidence adduced, Hon.
Mr. BroYeur should resign is a little
too far-fetched to be accepted serious-
ly. A government which creates an
impartial judicial tribunal, like that of
Judge Cassels, and retains two such
eminent counsel as Mr. Watson and
his French Canadian colleague to
prosecute, can scarcely be regarded as
being on the defence, even should some
of these officials prove to have been
corrupt. The government-and the Min-
ister might be so regarded if they de-
nied the charges, and resisted the
steps to Tascertain the facts. Where
they are the prime movers in the in-
vestigation we do not think many peo-
ple will be disposed to take the ex-
treme view now being advanced by
party organs.

It will be recalled that not long
after Capt. Tatlow became Finance
Minister a shortage was found in the
adcounts of an official of his depart-
ment. The official was apprehended
but finally even the criminal proceed-
ings agaipst him were dropped and he
was allowed to leave.the country. No
one suggested that Capt. Tatlow had
the . faintest knowledge of this official
action, nor 'do we recall that any one
suggested that as a result of the dis-
covery the Finance Minister should

resign.
It is a noteworthy fact that the of-

ficials who have been most in the
public eye as a result of this investi-
gation are ‘'old officers of the depart-
ment and appointees of a Conservative
government. Had they been dismissed
without an investigatien we can ims«
agine the .howl of rage which would
have gone up from the Conservative
press, and how the spoils-of-office ar-
gument would have been worked over-
time. ‘

This pernicious practice of accepting
honorariums, is one of the most de-
plorable features of our commercial
life. It is not confined to the civil ser-
vice but honeycombs business life
everywhere. Men who are in the re-
ceipt of good wages or salaries for do-
ing business for their employers look
for these “tips’” as a matter of course.
*We recall one case during the Klon-
dike rush in Victoria when*a local
firm secured a good order from an
English company which had officials
in its employ on the coast. The head
of the firm was surprised the day after
receliving his order to be visited by
onie of these officials, who mentioned
how he had been able to swing the
firm in question the order, and asked
for a modest commission in conse-
quence. Before the morning passed a
second director visited the office with
the same demand, and before the day
was over three prominent men sought
a monetary recognition jout of the
transaction. The firm in question was
naturally dibguged though it is pos-
sible that in the hope of future busi-
ness they paid’ all three, who were
supposed to be wupright respectable
men, who would probably be loudest
in their condeémnation should some
poor civil servant be found guilty of
conduct no less reprehensible.

PANDORA GORE.

The lamented death of Sir Henri Joly
de Lotbinlereg revives the plans dis-
cussed a year or two ago to employ the
planted at Government

PRESTON WAS AT-

TACKED,

WHY MR.

The mystery of the dttacks upon and
misrepresentations of the position of
Mr., W, T, R~ Preston by the newspa-
pers of Japan printed in the English
language has been revealed. At first,
says the Ottawa Free Press, it seemed
difficult to account for the assaults
upon the Canadian Trade Commission-
er.to Japan, unless they were inspired
by solne person or persons on this side
of the Pacific who were desirous of pur-
suing Mr, Preston for political reasons;
and that seemed’ out of the guestion in
the case of newspapers which were in
no sense interested in our domestic dif-
ferences. Now, however, the explana-
tion comes from Mr, Preston Mmself,
although the Commissioner does not re-
fer to the newspaper attacks directly.

In a report to the Trade and Com-
merce Department, Mr, Preston points
out that there are certain vested inter-
ests in the East which, having had long
monopoly in'the markets of Asia, con-
sider themselves affronted when a new
‘competitor comes upon the scene, These
are the large merchants who keep big
stocks to be sold to Japanese or Chin-
ese merchants, and the “European com-
mercial agencies,” which may represent
either European or American manufac-
turers. They are naturally opposed to
any suggestion for direct trade even in
the case of Britain or the United States
and it is not, therefore, to be wondered
at that they take the suggestion that
Canada should strive to build up a di-
rect trade with Japan as an attack
upon their rights and privileges.

Upon this point Mr, Preston says:

“One very important member of a
foreign board of trade in Japan, a short
while ago, characterized the presence
of commercial representatives. here,
particularizing the Cdnadian represen-
tative, as unnecessary. uncalled for,
and likely to have a disturbing effect
upon existing conditions. The opinion
had been freely expressed because, be-
lieving the interest of Canada as of
the first importance, I found it neces-
sary to suggest that Canadian traders
shotild make an effort outside of the
usua] foreign business channelg to get
Canadian commodities on the markets
of the East. If a Canadian trade rep-
resentative would 4divide his trade en-
quiries between vaMous European com-
wmission agents in the East, his office
would soon become . a sinecure; he

could have a very pleasant time and |

would be looked upon by - a certain
class as the proper kind of a govern-
ment trade representative in the East.
But the general result would be that
Canadian trade would remain Just
about where it is; commodities from
the United States, Europe and other
places with- which Canadian preducts
can easily enter into favorable com-
petition, would retain their hold on
,the market; and any hopes of a satis-
factory expansion of Canadian trade in
the East would fail to be realized.
This. frankly, is the situation.”

Proceeding to develop his subject,
Mr. Preston lays it down as a principle
that Canadian business houses need
have no anticipation of receiving any
assistance from the British consular
service in the East, saying:

“There is a marked difference be-
tween the duties of a British commer-
cial attache in the East and'the respon-
sibilities devolving upon a trade com-
missioner for one of the colonies. The
former is directly charged with pro-
tecting the interests of British agents,
merchants and manufacturers, whether
their headquarters are in Great Bri-
tain (and though they may be repre-
sented in the East by commission agen-
cies) or whether they are regularly es-
tablished British copcerns in the East.
Any course that is likely to interfere
with the volume of their business, or
which may possibly affect their inter-
ests in any way, does not fail to meet
with the disapproval of the British
trade representative, He considers it
as clearly his duty to protect the in-
terests of the British. merchant or com-
mission agency, regardless of all other
interests, just as it is the duty of a
Canadian trade commissioner .to ad-
vance the intgrests of the Canadian
traders or manufacturers regardless of
the interests of those from any other
country.

‘“Therefore, In respect to the sugges-
tion for direct trade, the reasons are
obvious why the British offlical repre-
sentative has no sympathy with such
a proposal. With this explgnation it
will be readily seen that the trade pro-
blems presented in Japan must be con-
sidered by the Canadian trade ‘repre-
sentative only on such lines as are
more likely to advance the interests
of Canadian expgrters or traderz, even
if these lines point to direct trade as
a most satisfactory solution of the
question. Direct trade will undoubt-
edly interfere with the business of for-
eign general merchants or traders in
Japan, and also with foreign commis-
sion agencies das well.”

It is perhaps only natural, the Free
Press says, that the commercial at-
taches should give their first attention
to the interests of the
Great Britain, but it
understand why they should
themselves with Germans, Americans
and others to “knock” Canadian prd
ducts just because Carnada is enter
prising enough to get up and hustle for
herself. The conclusion to which Mr,
Preston comes—a conclusion ‘seemingly
fully justified by striking
amples that:

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TIMBEB MARKET
LOOKING UP

ORDERS BEING BOOKED
BY MILLING COMPANIES

°

Many Representatives of Fin-
ancial Interests at Present
in Victoria.

During the past thirty days the lum-
ber market of the Pacific Coast has
stiffened from $2 to $3 a thousand. The
Australian and Mexican markets are in
particular looking up. The Fraser
River Saw Mills, Limited, and the Vic-
toria Lumber Manufacturing Company
of Chemainus. have within the past
thirty days placed considerable businiess
at an advanced rate. These two firms
are among the largest in British Colum-
bia, and what they do is an index of
what is tikely to be done everywhere.

The lumber brokers in the Southern
States have been very active recently
and are offering considerable business
for Mexican, Central Americalk and
South American ports. This seems to
indicate that there is nothing of a local
character in the movement.

A nhmber of vessels have recently
beén chartered for lumber, and while
the rates have not stiffened materially,
transportation agents refuse  quota-
tions on future business at the present
low rates. No companies care to con-
tract for business several months
ahead, and many are refusing to take
the present rates that are offering, pre-
ferring to wait for a rise.

Logs are becoming scarce-in British
Columbia. There has been a tendency
during the past year to«keep the num-
ber .cut down- to the actual require-
ments on account of the fightness of
money. This explains in large measure
for the scarcity. There- has already
been an advance of $1 per thousand and
stil] it is difficult to get the logs at that
advance,

Local prices for lumber should remain
unchanged for some months to come as
the majority of the mills eyt for. lacal
and home consumption. There is prac-
tically no market for British Columbia
lumber -at 'the présent tifme :on the
prairies; and thé work will”not begin
there uhtil spring opens in April next,
or March at the earliest.

CAPT. J. PATERSON
FOUND DEAD IN BED|

Former Resident of Victoria
Dies Suddenly at Nel-
son .

Captain John Paterson, a former

resident of Victoria, and one of the
best known pioneers of Nelson, was
found dead at his residence in the
latter city by Chief Devitt, of the pro-
vincial police, a few days ago. A
friend called twice at his house and

he notified Chief Devitt. When Chief
Devitt forced an entrancé he found
Capt. Paterson’s body in the bed,
death having taken place some eight
or ten hours previously. Everything
about the house was in the best of
order. His gold watch was found in
his pocket running as usual and his
clothes were all neatly folded and ar-
ranged. The only thing special to be
noted about the house was the fact
that the student’s lamp in the parlor
was still burning, Capt. Paterson ap-
parently having forgotten to turn it
out on retiring.

Dr. Rose, the coroner, was imme-
diately communicated with and was
promptly on the scene. He gave as
his opinion that death had been due
to heart failure. After inquiring into
the facts, he decided that an inquest
wag unnecessary.

The late Capt. Paterson was a na-
tive of Linlithgow, Fifeshire, Scotland,
and was at one time a marine en-
gineer in the employ of the Peninsu-
lar and Oriental Stéamship Company.
He' game to Canada about 1830 and lo-
cated in Victoria but moved from
there to Nelson about 1890. ' After his
arrival here he fixed up the old steam-
er Lytton, on which he wag after-
wards chief engineer. In 1893, he,
Capt. Troup, now C. P. R. supérin-
tendent of steamship service at’ ‘the
coast, and Capt. Hayward bought the
steamer Ainsworth from David Bren-
ner and John Watson. Later Capt.
Paterson fitted the Nelson the first
C. P. R. boat on Kooténay lake. He
was an alderman of the city of Nel-
son in 1901 and was a director of the
Kottenay Lake General hospital, in
which he took an active interest.

CANADA’S TRADE RETURNS.

“1t had an important bearing and
must always have such importance, as
we never know when the supply may
give out, rendering the properties for
the refining of oil comparatively value-
less,” replied Mr. Rockefeller. He add-
ed that in the early oil business the
supply of oil was limited to a small
area, principally from Virginia and
Pennsylvania, Mr. Rockefeller said that
the oil business was made a hazardous
rusiness because of the apprehension
that the supply of crude oil would be
exhausted. Some of the oil wells were
very short-lived.

Mr. Dockefeller’s counsel then asked
him if he recalled that a Producers’
rnion was formed at the time of the
szitation regarding the South Improve-
ment Company. 2
“Yes,” replied Mr. Rockefeller. “It
wag formed a little later and was com-
poted of a large proportion of oil pro-
ducers. 'That led to an association of

Rockefeller noted that the agreement
fixed the price of crude oil at $5 per
barrel at common points, The opera-
tion of that agreement, he said, stimu-
lated an over-production of oil beyond
what the refiners could use at that
price. The temptation was great with
the producers to develop more oil than
they had promised to the refiners. The
refiners could only take ag much oil as
the public would consume. As a result,
the producers violated the agreement
and sold oil under the price which had
been fixed.

The agreement did not last long, said
Rockefeller. In order to secure dockage
facilities and make shipments to Eur-
ope, the Standard Oil Company pur-
chased the plant of the Long Island
Refining Company, in Long Island
City, in 1873, and began to refine oil
at the seaboard. The crude oil was
brought to the refinery by railroads.

Mr. Rockefeller said that he recalled
the Devoe Manufacturing Company, of
Long Island, which canned oil and
shipped it to the Far East, where it
was delivered on - mule backs. He
thought this firm was primarily a
manufacturer of cans,

To further extend its facilities the
Standard Oil Company purchased the
Devoe company, and in 1873 bought
one-half of the Chess, Cartry, & Co.,

of Louisville, which had a large do-.

mestic business in the sQuthwest. A
year ‘later, Mr. Rockefeller said his
company bought out the Imperia] Re-
fining Ol Company, of Oil City, Penn.,
which had been owned principally by
Captain J. J. Vandegriff and John
Pitcairn. The Standard Oil Company
later organized the Imperial Refining
Company, Limited, to:- operate this
Plant. The purpose of this purchase
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was to enlarge the Standard Oil ex-
port trade, and the Imperial Company
had. direct lines for shipping to the
seaboard.

Mr. Rockefeller said his atten-
tion first was directed to lubricating
oil about 1876. About 1878 the Stand-
ard Oil Coinpany purchase] the Amer-
ican Lubricating Oil Company  of
Cleveland and the Mica Axle Grease
Company. The purchases were made
with the idea of further diversifying
the business, and to secure a lubricat-
ing trade.

IN VICTORIA

ARCTIC EXPLORER PAYS
SHORT VISIT HERE

He Expects to Return to the
North Again and Prosecute
Researches.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Ernest Leffingwell, one of the prin-
cipals in the Anglo-American Arctic
expedition which left here in 1906, is in
Victoria. Mr, Lefiingwell was the last
member of the party to leave the Arc-
tic, coming to San Francisco, as an-
nounced in the Times, a few days ago
by a whaling schooner. Yesterday af-
ternoon he arrived in Victoria for the
purpose of getting personal effects left
here in charge of Capt. Otto Buckholtz,
when the Duchess of Bedford carrying
the expedition left for the north. He
expects to leave this evening and will
pay a visit to his father and members
of the family in Southern California
and will take his collection of fossils,
geological “specimens and other inter-
esting and valuable collections from the
Arctic to the University of Chicago,
with which Mr. Leffingwell was con-
nected before leaving on the expedition.

Far from being dismayed by his ex-
periences in the north. Mr. Leffingwell
is well satisfied and expects to return
and take up his work. With respect to
pushing out over the ice into the Beau-
fort sea in search of land, he says that
he is prepared to again try that if any
scientific organization is willing to bear
the expense of the expedition. He does
not, however, feel like doing it at his
own expense, The dash which was
made by him in company with Ejnar
Mikkelsen indicated that there was no

land within a considerable distance at
least. There is, however, the possibil-
ity that they might have been close to
it. The depth of water, close on 500
fathoms, would indicate open sea and
he is inclined to think that there is a
large body of water north of the con-
tinent. The dash taken over the ice
carried them about one hundred miles
due north of Alaska, although many
times that distance was of course cov-
ered by them. It was found that with-
in a comparatively short distance after
leaving the continent the water Dbe-
came deep. This continued and with a
depth of from 300 to 500 fathoms the
chances of coming upon land was not
very bright. “As far as they went the
same conditions prevailed, and the
search was discontinued. Mr, Leffing-
well points out, however, that in Baffin
Bay, adjeining Greenland, great depth
of water is found very close to land.
The same conditions might prevail in
the Beaufort sea and land might exist
close to the limit to which they went.

While in the Arctic region Mr, Lef-
fingwell made interesting exploratlons
which will be of value to the scientific
world. Thoroughly familiar with the
scientific side the information obtained
by him is of inestimable value. Three
rivers were explored well up to the di-
vide which separates the Arctlc slope
from that drained by the Yukon, These
rivers were explored for about 100 or
150 miles from their mouths. There are
in that country a few prospectors who
have spent yéars searching for gold.
Their efforts have been attended with
but small success. Colors have been
obtainied but nothing to indicate gold
in quantity. Mr, Leffingwell thinks the
geological formation is-against the like-
lihood of gold being found there.

During his investigations he found
ash beds where lignite coal had existed,
but had been destroyed by taking fire
by spontaneous c¢ombustion. This is
common in the north and burning coal
fields are ofien referred to by travel-
lers. But while this is true it seems
to have been forgotten that in the bad
lands of the TUnited States there .are
many burning beds of coal also,

The Duchess of Bedford, the schooner
specially fitted out here for the expedi-
tion, is resting easily on the beach. She
is in no way damaged, except that the
masts and deck work was taken off in
order that a house might be built on
shore for the party. The vessel is in
good shape, and only requires caulk-
ing to enable her to go into commis-
sion., When the Duchess of Bedford
froze,in the ice adhered to the caulk-
ing. With the drop of the water the
caulking shifted and water came in.
This was pumped out, and during cold
weather ‘the quarters were kept habit-
able. With the warm weather, however,
the water flowed .in so that it became
necessary to abandon the schooner, A
house was built on shore at Flaxman
Island, which henceforth became the
headquarters of the members of the
expedition.

Of the supplies taken from Victoria,
Mr. Leffingwell speaks in the highest
terms. There was no lament that the
outfitting was done here. He cites a few
instances, stating that the ' supplies
purchased from Simon Leiser were far
better than those bought in San Fran-
cisco at the same bprice. The clothing
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bought from the firm of John Piercy
& Co,, now Pauline & Co., was excel-
lent, and not a word of complaint was
to be offered.

At Flaxman Island Mr. Leffingwell
lived along side the natives, and had
an opportunity of studying their man-
ner of life. He acquired a knowledge
of their language, a matter of necess-
ity as they spoke no English., With
nothing to base his study on he had
to frame his own rules as to the lan-
guage from what he could pick up. He
has learned considerable of the lan-
guage, and from what he knows of the
language of Greenland and Labrador,
that of the Alaskan Eskimos is very
similar, The language spoken by the
various scattered parts of the Eskimo
seems to be one.

The natives are accustomed to have
flour and use that regularly, The older
members of the family do not. insist
upon it so much for themselves, but
seek to have it for the youngsters. This
is supplemernited by the game found in
the’ country, the natlve caribou and
seal meat forming the basis. Reindeer
has been introduced from Siberia, and
there are good herds of these which
help out the natives. For a time the
missionaries endeavored to keep the
natives closer together by limiting the
darea over which the reindeer was al-
lowed to roam. The herds found insuf-
ficient food, however, and they are now
allowed to roam wider,

The g(:,eat producing industry of the
north is' of course the whaling. The
bowhead whale gives a large supply
of whale bone, yielding about $10,000 a
whale. Last year, owing to the fact
that the ice interfered with the whalers
getting to Herschel Island, the great
centre for the whales, the vessels only
averaged about three whales each,
which was not more than enough to
clear expenses,

The personne] of the Anglo-American
expedition was all that could be de-
sired, Mr, Leffingwell says. Dr. Howe
proved a splendid assistant. Storgerson,
who was made mate, was a valuable
member, After coming out with news
he returned and assisted Mr. Leffing-
well in his explorations. Before he came
out Storgerson joined Mr. Steffansson,
the ormothologist. Steffansson, it will
be remembered, went up the Macken-
zie valley, when the Mikkelsen-Leffing-
well expedition left here. The fntention
was to have met near the mouth of
the Mackenzie river, but the blocking
of the schooner at Flaxman Island
prevented the rendezvous. They met,
however, Mr. Leffingwell having only
about fifteen minutes with Mr, Steff-
ansson. The later returned to the south
and again went in to prosecute still
further his studies for a scientific as-
sociation. Mr. Storgerson has joined
him,

Mr, Leffingwell will probably be back
to Viectoria next April, when he will
outfit for the north again. He is ser-
iously considering the question of pur-
chasing a yawl such as the Ariadne,
which he has examined here. If he so
decides he would take the yawl around
to the Arctic sea, following the coast
line closely. Such a yawl could be eas-
ily hauled out on the shore and used
to come back in,

CHARGE LAID OF
TAMPERING WITH WITNESS

Crown Institutes Proceedings
Against A. Lipsky—Hear-
ing is Adjourned.

Arising out of the Taylor case the
provincial police havée laid a charge
against Alexander Lipsky, of this city,
of tampering with a crown witness,
Mrs, Taylor. It is understood that the
authorities will endeavor to prove that
Lipsky went out fo the Taylor ranch
at Colwood on Monday and tried to
persuade Mrs. Taylor to modify or re-
tract the portion of her story on which
the attorney-general’s department pro-
ceeded in laying the charge of murder
against her husband.

Supt. Hussey laid a complaint
against Lipsky last night and the man
was brought before Magistrate Jay,
who granted bail in $2,000, with two
sureties in $1,000 each. This morning
the case was called in provincial police
court,

C. J. Prior appeared for the attorney-
general, and W, C.- Moresby for Mr.
Lipsky. Mr, Prior asked for a remand
until Thursday next, which was grant-
ed, and the same bail was renewed,

The charge was read to Lipsky, but
he was not asked to plead at this stage.
It sets forth ‘“that on November 16th
at Colwood, the said Alexander Lipsky
did unlawfully attempt to obstruct,
pervert and defeat the course of jus-
tice by requesting, influencing and per-
suading Alice Elizabeth Taylor to
swear falsely in connection with the
charge of murder now pending against
Alfred Taylor.”

ADVOCATE CAUSE
OF MISSIONS

SUBJECT DISCUSSED
AT CHURCH MEETING

e e

Anglican Clergymen View the
Question From Many
Different Standpoints.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

Bishop Perrin occupied the chair last
night at the missionary meeting in
Christ church schoolroom and in a few
words introduced the three speakers,
H. O. Litchfield, Rev, J. Grundy and €.
C. Owen, of Vancouver, The bishop felt
that all would be glad to hear more of
tpe work of the Laymen’s Missionary
movement, and gave the visitors a wel-
come,

He then calléd on Mr. Litchfield, who
said, the Bench of Bishops had given
their support to the movement which
is to do a very great work. He asked
for the co-operation of those present
towards doing a great work in Canada.
He preferred the term revival instead
of movement and traced the history of
revivais from long 2gs down to the
present, speaking of the work accom-
plished through them towards Chris-
tianizing the world. He declared the
revivals of the past had left their mark
on British character and on British
politics. The* present movement he
said has spread to Canada from the
United States and is internatignal in
its scope. Eastern business men had
taken it up as something tangible and
necessary. They had visited the towns
and cities of Canada with very gratify-
ing results. The immigration into Can-
ada had grown in the last ten years by
1,119,982 persons, therefore something
for the future welfare and teaching of
the rising generation must be done. At
the end of the 20th century he asserted
Canada’s population would be twice
that of the British Isles. He asked
what would be the conditions of our
lives if our forefathers had not accept-
ed Jesus Christ. Victoria. last year
gave $4,400 to foreign missions . while
Vancouver gave $27,000, and Toronto
$142,000. Toronto's contribution was
less than the cost of one cigar per
week per head of the Toronto popula-
tion,

Rev., Mr. Grundy said China was
awakening in the fact that she has
400,000,000 of people and if she rouses
they can accomplish great things.,The
example of what Japan has done in a
few years is ever before her. The Chi-
nese, he said, were a tolerant people. In
the year 250 B. C, a coleny of Jews set-
tled in the province of Honan and eop-
ies of the commandments are there pre-
served to-day. They were welcomed by
the Chinese. In 505 A. D, part of the
Nestorian church from Asia Minor en-
tered China and also settled in the
province of Honan. They were wel-
comed and a place of worship built for
them. At the end of the eighth cen-
tury they were decimated when all
foreign religions were banished from
China. After 800 vears a record of
their work and life has been discov-
ered and is to-day being seen by hun-
dreds of missionaries. The Chinese were
always tolerant of religions, Buddhism
entered China drom India and spread
itself. The desciples of Mahomet also
went to China. Then in the fourteenth
century the Jesuits went to China. The
speaker asked for what reason the
Chinese had become intolerant in the
past 150 years. It was for the reason
ihat they found the white people who
went there at that time barbarians and
drunkards. White people are still in
parts of China called “The red-haired
barbarian devils.” The Chinese, con-
tinued the speaker, are a kind and a
tolerant people, but it will take gener-
ations to wipe out the deep rooted opin-
ions against the white races which were
planted there 200 years ago. Mission-
aries to-day have to obtain passports to
travel through China on which it is
expressly stated they are friends to
the Chinese. Two hundred years ago
missionaries required no passports. It
is to be deplored that our own people
have closed the door of China against
us, for that is what has happened.
China is, however, reopening the door.
The speaker said in the Chinese dic-
tionary could be found the word Christ
with the interpretation reading “The
Saviour of the World.” Since, however,
that sentiment was imbedded in the
Chinese mind years ago they have dis-
covered many reasons to hate the
whites. He then went on to describe
the province of Honan with a popula-
tion of 22.000,000 as being extremely fer-
tile. There are nine first class cities,
six second class and ninety-seven third
class cities in the province and the lat-
ier third class are walled cities. In ad-
dition there are several thousand large
villages. There are two harvests each
year and the province is the only ‘one
in China which is . self supporting.
There are five missionary societies es-
tablished there. Concluding, he asked,
what the Canadian church would do in
the matter, and spoke a few words on
the local Chinese mission, which he
declared has improved greatly in the
last twelve months. The Chinese, he
said, are developing a higher and deep-
er interest in the mission work here.
He asked all to remember that there
is a Chinese mission in the city of Vic-
toria,

Rev. C. C. Owen, of Vancouver, said
that ten years ago there were eighteen
Chinese students outside China, while
this year there are eighteen thousand
from Tokio alone, who are studying
western learning, therefore the country
must awaken. Civilization, he said,
without religion is only an injury and
religion should be taken into China.
The speaker concluded that thig was
the day of opportunity for all to help
in the work.

BY SISTER VESSEL

Downie Commissioned
by Owners to Com-
mand Her.

Advices from Australia received by the
Moana, which arrived yesterday, gives
particulars of the investigation Sydney
into the wreck of the steamsiiip Aeaon,
which was under the command of Capt.
Downie. The vessel, it will be remem-
bered, was earried onto the rocks at
Christmas Island by strong currents and
for weeks the passengers and crew were
forced to live there.

ability as a master. The route is from
Australia to San Francisco and other
American ports.

PARK PROPOSED FOR -
UPPER PANDORA STREET

Supt. England Has Plan for
Transformation to Cost
Little.

There was po quorum of members of
the parks board yesterday afternoon,
and so no meeting was held.

Supt. England was present with a
plan for the improvement of Pandora
street, prepared at the request of the
board. This shows that it is possible

| for a small outlay, to transform the up-

per part-of that thoroughfare from the
unsightly waste it is now to a minia-
ture park,

The proposition Supt. England hag to
make is that the street, between Van-
couver street and the top of the hill at
Chambers street, be boulevarded, and
that after allowing for a twenty-four
foot roadway on each side, the’centre
of the street be sodded and winding
walks be laid. In the block between
Cooke and Chambers streets especial-
ly, there is a lot of rock. Instead of
blasting this out and levelling the
street, as was suggested at a former
meeting of the board. Supt. England
proposes that it be left, and ivy and
ferns planted about it.

In this block, which would have over
one hundred feet of central boulevard
at the upper end, there would be room
for a band-stand, and also for a foun-
tain, but.the plans do not contemplate
these at present. In the space sur-
rounding the space to be reserved for
a stand, Mr, England would plant
flowers. This is the only part he would
put flowers in, as they would need more
care than a simple grass plot.

The cost of the centra] plots, if the
board decides to carry out the plans,
would be $1,250 for that between Van-
couver and Cook sireets, and $2,500 for
the much larger one between Cook and
Chambers streets. No estimate has yet
been made of the cost of curb and gut-
ter and of continuing the permanent
sidewalk the whole way up on both
sides. It is considered that thjs work
would not only improve the appearance
of Pandora street but would enhance
the value of real estate on that
thoroug?tare.

Lieutenant-Gevernor’s ‘Speech
is Delivered by Capt.
Mcintosh.

“Mr, ‘Speaker and Gentlemen of the -
Legislative Assembly.—It' affords me
great: pleasure to welcome .you-to this
the first session of the Twelfth Parlia-
ment of British Columbia.

. “In view of the:general prosp;er_‘lty
which prevails throughout the province,
I deem it my first duty to express a
deep sense of gratitude and thankful-
ness for the many blessings. bestowed
upon the people of British Columbia,

“I am pleased to congratulate you on
the satisfactlory state of the provincial
finances, which will show a substantial
surplus and on the steady and continu-
ous expansion of-the industries of the
province, as evidenced by the increased
production of the mines, fisheries, for-
ests, fields and orchards.

“A bill will be submitted to you
amending the assessment act, which
will provide for an increase of taxation
on wild lands in order to prométe agyi-
cultural enterprise and counteract
tendency of holding valuable lands for
mere_speculation, X

“A measure will be placed before you
for the purpose of protecting and . pre-
serving thae forests of the province.

“Bills will be submitted to you pro-
viding for aid to the construction of
railways in different parts of the prov-
ince, ]

“A bil] will be brought down dealing
with the proper regulation of the lquor
traffic and to enforce the laws passed
by the Dominion government on-Sun-
day observance. Regarding the prob-
jems of education, bills will be submit-
ted dealing with the establishment of
a provincial university in or near one
of the main cities, with a faculty of
mines in one of the principal mining
districts,

“You will be asked to place a sum
on the estimates for the purpose of
providing a more extensive protection
for our game and fisheries,

“The public accounts for the current
year and the estimates for the succeed-
ing year will be laid before you with-
out delay.

“I commit the above matters. and all
others which may be submitted to you,
to your best consideration, relying up-
on your wisdom and prudence to deal
with them in the manner which, under
Divine Providence, may prove most
conducive to the best interests of Brit-
ish Columbia.”

The address in reply was moved by
G. Hellier, representing Kamloops, and
seconded by G. K. Hopper, représent-
ing Nelson. Their speeches were both
brief ones. The leaders on both sides
followed.

Evening Session.

.The questions of Sunday observance
and the appointmerit of a committee on
moral and social reform and an amend-
ment to Canon No. 7, for the admit-
tance of women to vestry meetings,
were the principal matters which ‘came
before last night’s séssion. Bishop Per-
rin appointéd Rev. Mr. Cooper, con-
vener; Rev. Mess8rs. White, Allen,
Leakey, Ard and Miller; Messrs, Wot-
ton, Crease, Wolley, Barton, Litchfield,
Hayward and Corker, the committee to
aid ‘the church in questions- of moral
reform,

The resolution that the synod urge
on the provineial government the ne-
cessity of carrying out thé Lord’s Day
Act was unanimously carried, but the
question of admitting women to vestry
work was, after an amendment to ad-
Jjourn it till to-day had been lost, put
to the meetifig and lost by the vote
of 9 to 6 clerics and 12 to 9 laymen.
Among the negatives were the mover
of the resolution, Rev. Silva Whyte,
who explained he brought the matter
forward to get an expression from the
synod.

The addreskes on the Lord’s Day Act
were lengthy, and all of one accord
that the government should see the
act carrfed out in British Columbia as
it is in other provinces.

‘Rev. Silva Whyte,- Nanaimo, said the
British Columbia union 6f niunicipali-
tes had moved a similar resolution, and
other bedies had fallen ‘into line, _In
Canada there were now 80,000 men who
had Sunday holiday who prior to the
act were compelled to work on that
day. The speaker said: “I come from
Nanaimo where we have an open town.
The spirit of the Lord’s Day Act is not
carried out. We have our saloons and
our Shops open. Men are allowed--to
work, We have our gameés, Victoria,
however, set us a $plendid example in
régard to Sunday football, but at Na-
naimo the peéople say there 18 no law
to compel us to close on Sunday. I am
told the government are waiting for
protests, saying there is ho request for
the observance of the Sabbath, and
that the community is satisfled with
the present arrangement.”

Capt. Phillipps-Wolley, Rev. Mr.
Bagshaw, Rev. Mr. Ard and others all
spoke in stipport of the motion, :

The motion on moral reform was
carmed and a committee appointed. It
was introduiced by Rev. Mr. Cooper,
who said the hurch should, he
thought, work more in the direction of
public questiony such as local option,
gocial evils, grocers’ licenses, the liquor
tradé and political corruption. “We
want a body to think it out and confer
‘with other bodies. The church has the
greatest power, but lacks the concrete
force necessary to accomplish deter-
mined end®y’ he said.

Lindley Crease spoke, advocating the
appointment of a committee to join
hands with: the best elements through-
out ‘Canada towards maintaining the
best. conditions of public life.

Rev, Mr, Cooper referred to ¥wo in-
stances.of the most deplorable kind
which had come under his notice as to
the depravity existing in Victoria.

Canon Beanlands deplored the indi-
cdtion of low moral tone' conditions
exlstlng in the -city, He Was shocked;
but not surpriséd, at the discélosure
made by Rev. Mr, Cooper. He thought
the work of the proposed committee
should lie more in. thé moral aspect
than in the .political. He 'said there
were undoubtedly cases of deeper “de-
pravity in Victoria than those Mr.
Cooper had related.

Rev. Mr, Ard supported the motion
as one that was most necessary. He
referred to the opium dens of China-
town, saying &a personal visit had
shown that there were more white men
than Chinese in the dens; and almost
as many white girls 48 Chinese girls.
He had seen the chief of police, who
told him there seemed no way of stop-
ping it. He urged the appointment of a
committee that could trace down the
fault to ‘the right persons;, who could
then be exposed in the newspapers. The
law, he assured the synod, was being
broken without any ‘effort to-punish
the lawhfeakers being taken,

Capt.. ‘Clive Phillipps-Wolley said

sométhing should be done. “We want
niore-than tea fights. We want some-
thing: done. It would strengthen thes
church immensely if' such action were |
taken and carried into effect. We want |
a party that can correct the newqpa-"
pers. Either all newspapers are liars
or all politicians ought to be in prison.”
He thought the. church. could and |
should wield a power in politics,
Bishop Perrin: . “I£ I am backed wup
by a strong committee I have no doubt
but that we can achieve good results.”
The discussion on- the proposed
ameéndment to canon No. 7 ‘aroused
considerable : discussion, There were
several who considered the women

part in church work, while the others
who were opposed to it considered

that if the woren were admitted into
the business work of the church it
would mean they would eventually take
on the work of the men entirely.

The motion was brought by Rev.
Silva Whyte, and seconded by Canon
Beanlands.

Rev. Mr, Miller said if the change
were made there would be nothing to
preyent women becoming church war-
dens, He felt that if the change were
made the alteration would seriously in-
terfere with the church work of Chris-
tian men,

Rev. Mr. Cooper said there was no
reason why the ladies should be given
privileges they had not asked for., He
did not desire to see ladies in the synod
and therefore did not think it worth
while to permit them to vote in ves-
tries,

Capt. Barkeley spoke in support of
the motion. He thought the men need-
ed the women in the church work. They
had already done excellent work.

Oter members spoke for and against
the motion, and instances were offeréd
of where wofnen were already confirm-
edt with the powers proposed. in the
motion:. Capt. Welley thought = with
other speakers that women’s work lay
in the household sphere; Business, he
said, is a man’'s work. It has always
been so and dlways shdéuld be so. He
said there were five women to one man
in 'the churches on BSundays.

An amendment that the -question be
left over night for further considera-
tion having been put to the vote and
lost; Rev, Mr. Barton reminded those
pregent of the words of the Bishop of
Lofidon, who said “I pray you my
brothers that you will not let your re-
lgion become effeminate.”

On the vote being taken the miotion
was lost,

Revs, Messrs. Whyte and Miller,
with Messrs. Boggs and Wolley, were
appointed a committee to consider his
Lordship’s addregs and to prepare a
reply.

AGAIN SEEK RIGHT
T0 SUPPLY POWER

Council Will Ask Legislature to
Give Additional Authority
: to City.

The city is preparing to renew its
application to the legislature for power
to generate and sel]l electric power in
connection with the waterworks
scheme, and the aldermen will shortly
consider a draft bill which the city so-
licitors have prepared and which has
becen considered by the committee on
legislation. The following report from
that committee was read at Monday
night’s c¢ounci] meeting.:

#We, your committee on legislation,
beg to report that we have considered
the question of presenting to the leg-
islative assembly at its next sitting a
bill to confirm to the corporation the
powers contained in the gcorporation of
Vietoria Water Works Act, 1873, and
amending aets, and to make certain
changes in said acts, necessitated by
‘he grewth of the city and the de-
mands of the citizens for an’extension
of the ‘water” works system; and par-
ticularly an amplification of the pow-
ers to barrow moneys for water works
purposes, and the mode in which the,
rame. shall be secured to the lenders:
Furthermore, to more clearly define the
mode in which water gates and pay-
ment for water supplied shall be levied;
charged and collected,

“We have given careful consideration
to the bill presented last year. Your
committee  begs to append to this re-
port a copy of this bill containing the
alterations which appear to.be desir-
a2blo

“Tha bill presented last year sought
autnority to use the city waters for
power purposes, and contained general
powers enabling the corporation to
supply power and light in connection
with any purpose for which glectricity
or electric power may be employed or
reqguired, This authority ig retained in
the hill,

“Your committee recommends that
the city solicitors be instructed to pre-
pare the formal notice for introductton
cf the bill at the next sitting of the
legislative assembly, and to take all
necessary steps in regard thereto,

“Appended to this report is a letter
from the city solicitors to the chalir-
man, explanatory of the divergencles in
tiie bill of last year from the bNl now
asked for.

“Your committee have also consider-
ed the desirability of making applica-
tion by a petition to the governor-gen-
eral to sanction the making of a public
highway on Alston street, and also to
sanction the necessary steps to vton-
firm the city’s tille to a portion of the
main Esquimalt road running through
the reserve and the public’s right over
tha travelied way from the E & N.
railway bridge, and your committee re-
comimend that the petition appended to
this report be approved by the coun-
cil and presented in due course.”

RESOLUTIONS ON ORDER
-PAPER ARE ADOPTED

Curfew By-law and Needs of
Infirmary Dis-
cussed.

The annual meeéting of the Local
Council of Women which opened in
the board of trade rooms on Monday,
was brought to a close Tuesday after-
noon, “all the resolutions of the pro-
gramme being disposed of. During the
afternéon session Mrs, Day, the retiring
persident, was presented with a beau-
tiful basket of flowers. Before the ad-
journment a hearty vote of thanks was
extended to Mrs, Hasell, who for four
yvears has given faithful service to the
counci] in the capacity of press secre-
tary,

The session opened with the reading
and adoption of the minutes. The roll
call was omitted and -Dr. -Campbell,
who was present, was called on by the
president. He congratulated the Local
Counci] on securing for their president-
elect one who had ability, time and in-
clination for duties which were by no
means light,

Dr, Campbell warned the Local Coun-
cil against devoting too much time to
minor matters. and side issues and
thereby : weakening their - hands for
momentous questions now looming as
never before and demanding attention.

The resolution proposed hy the King’s
Daughters of Metchosin: “Resolved,
that this Local Council of Women be
asked to interest itself in the work of
farmers' institutes, with the object of
making them of greater interest to wo-
men,” was the first brought before the
meeting. Mrs, Watt spoke of the lona-
iy, monotonous lives led by the major-
ity of farmer’s wives and the necessity
for getting them more in touch with
outside interests. Mrs. Watt suggested
that there might be women lecturers
brought from the east to assist in or-
ganizing women’s branchés of the
farmers’ institute.

The resolution was unanimously car-
ried, and at the president’s suggestion
it was decidéed that Misy Yates who is
employed by the Dominion govérnment
for such work, should be asked through
the Dominion government by the Leocal
Council to come to British Columbia.

The resolution proposed by the Alex-
andra Club, supported by the King's
Daughter of Metchosin: “Resolved,
that this Local :Council of Women be
requested to continue its efforts to se-
cure the erection of 2 woman’ building
in this city,”” was carried after much
discussion, although the financia] diffi-
culties of the undertaking were very
clearly put beforg 'the meeting' by Mrs.
Hasell, and Mrs,'Grant poihted out the
many other more pressing needs, and
that little help would be given by men.

The Loocal Couneil does not éxpect to
deal with the ve®ed question of a Wwo-
man’s building in the near future, but
thought it best to-not turn the resolu-
tion down,

The resolution dealing with the cur-
few by-law was considered by many as
the most important before the counecil.
It was as follows:

Proposed by the Ladies of the Macca-
bees: “Whereas, it is a well-known
fact, frequently commented upon by the
press and openly acknowledged by those
in a position to know, that girls and
boys are permitted to be on the streets,
not only late hours of the night, but
into the early hours of tHe morning,
and that this evil is alarmingly on the
increase, a condition much to be deplor-
ed; and whereas, unless a misdeamean-
or is committed by such, the authorities
have no power to deal with these cases;

““Resolved, that the Local Council of
Women urge upon the authotities the
urgent need of a workable curfew by-
law for the safe-guarding of those
young people whose parents are either
ignorant of, or indifferent to the true
state of affairs.”

It was &greed after hearing the paper
on the subjéct read by Mrs. Andrews,
that it was more than time that action
was taken in this matter. Ag some one
remarked, if the curfew by-law were no
use why have it on our law books?
Why not insist on its being struck off
and replaced.by a new one which could
be enforced,

It was suggeﬁted b\ Mrs. Coopér that
when children were found breaking the
by-law their parents should be fined,
and if need be the fines go to swell the
extra cost entdiled in the enforcing the
curfew by-law,

The resolution was passéed unani-
mously and with great enthusiasm.

The following amendment to the res-
olution proposed by ‘the executive in
favor of the organization of a Women’s
Canadian Club, "was movéd by Mrs.
Rhodes:

“Resolved; that the Canadian Club be
asked to add to its roll ari honorary
membership féf women, whereby they
be admitted to al] instructive and in-
tellectual privileges provided, and may
take part on special social pccasions.”

““The members of the Ladies’ Auxil-
iary of the Society for the Prevention
of Cruelty to Animals, welcome the op-
portunity afforded them to-day of con-
ferring with such an influential and
representative company of women
workers as the Local Council here as-
sembled, in order that they may plead
for those who cannot speak for them-
gelves, our animal friends and pets.

“Though it be currently reported that
we mere women Jack the requisite intel-
ligence to vote with discernment and
Gigeretion, none have yet arisen to
doubt the enormous influence which we
wield; it is this world-renewing power
which this soclety seeks to gain; on va-
rious questions and difficulties “which
from time to time arise to perplex us as
we view the treatment accorded to
these almost humane companions of
mankind, the dumb animals, We can-
not help ¢ontemplating with regret and
apprehension the dog laws which our
anti-canire city fathers are about to
enact and enforce, realizing that these
liberty~loving animals will undoubted-
ly suffer by these restrictions. A mem-
ber of the S. P, C. A; recently wrote to
the Royal Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals, London, England,
for some hints and assistance to enable
the law-abiding citizens of Victoria to
comply with the law, which forbids
dogs within the city centres, and receiv-
ed in reply to the question the follow-
ing lines: ‘I may-tell you at once that
we have no laws in London, or in Eng-
land; in fact, to keep dogs from busi-
ness centres.’

“It, therefore, remains to be seen
what these by-laws will mean to the
city as a method of attragting new. resi-
dents, or otherwise; also the &ffect upon
owners of dogs who can neither give
their pets the delight of a free run in
one" direction or the other. All are
aware that there exists culpable négli-
genice amongst dog owners in the mat-
ter of securing their necessary lieense,
€lse were the pound not -overcrowded
with splendid animals often, evidently
pets whose owners either could not or
would not pay the 32 fee to render them
exempt from such a fate. Could not
our influence be used to good advant-
age in urging those whom we know are
not dealing fairly either with the city
or their dogs in this matter, to comply
with the laws in this respect. To ani-
mal lovers it was a very rea} pleasure
to read during the recent fire chief's
convention in Victoria their interesting
discussion on the care and attention
necessary to big animals, and also
hints on the training of horses, their
réimarks proving most decisively the
fallacy of the argument that in the
training of. young horses it is abso-
lutely necessary to use the whip freely.
Twice during the summer a. member. of
this auxiliary was shocked and pained
by witnessing a splendid young horse
being literally thrashed by a man, and
oh his being asked to try the better
method of kindness, received the reply
from him that women knew nothing
about training horses; therefore the fol-
lowing statements of Chief Smart, of
Calgary, are pleasant reading, as he
remarked ‘that for breaking in horses
he kept two men with the horses four
times a day, and forbade the use of
the whip altogether, substituting a piece
of sugar.” For training another horse
he relates that the reward of carrots
amply supplied the place of the whip.
One wishes these statements coming
from a man of experience could be
printed in large type and hung up in
exery stable, as he also advocates the
necessity for drivers of horses to be
kind heartéd men.

'We have not forgotten the fact that
Mr. Smart and the directdTs of the ag-
ricultural exhibition were, two years
since, severely cénsured by this Local
Councﬂ for imposing upon~the city the
spectacle of so-called ‘wild
horses,” or, otherwise, of tame horses
made wild by the sharp spur and other
devices, therefore, might we be permit-
ted, Madame President, to suggest that
8 congratulatory message be to-day
sént to these same gentlemen expres-
sincere appreciation of the
delightful exhibition instituted by the
recent horsé show.

““Whilst there exists in the city of
Victoria, as in every other city, abuse
and the need for the constant watchful-
ness of a society such ag the S. P. C.
A., as the guardians of dumb animals,
we wish to state how much there is of
encouragement and hopefulness as re-
gards treatment accorded. to animals.
A member of this society who has dur-
ing the year been in a position to watch
the constant coming and going of laden
lumber wagons drawn by noble téams
over high and uneven ground, bears
high testimony to the uniform kindness
displayed by the drivers of the Cam-
eron Lumber Company to their splendid
horses. and also to the drivers of city
horses. We are most of us acquainted
with those noble and intelligent horses
owned by the city fire  department,
whose very appearance testifies to the
care and almost affectionate  interest
bestowed upon them by this worthy and
useful department, and we would ad-
vise those who have not: seeh these
lueky horses in théir own quartérs to
take an early opportunity of doing so.

HeéVy Gale on' Way Down and
Dead Calm in
Straits.

The Umbrina, a sealing schooner the
property .of Capt. _Peppett, arrived
home on Tuesday after -a long and
tedious trip. For Mve days’' past she
has been almost home, yet unable‘lo
negotiate - the last few knots. Twice
she came. as far as Race Rocks, and
each time she drifted back with Fhe
tide, net having enough wind to bring
her on, while all the time it was blow-
ing a gale outside.

Speaking of his trip, Capt. Delouch-
rey sald that the weather had been
unusualy bad in Behring Sea, but
otherwise the segson had been falirly
sticeessful, Their catch of 450 seals was
not ‘& bad onhe considering that they
did not go out until July 7th. He saw
little of the Japs, and never spoke one
of them. They were all near the isl-
ands, while the Umbrina had to keep
the regulation distance of 60 miles.

The Umbrina left Behring Sea Octo-
ber 18th. About 600 miles this side of
the Aleutian islands they ran into a
heavy gale which gave them consider-
able trouble, Then when they arrived
outside the straits they again had
considerable wind. For the last three
nights the captain said he had not
heen to bed as he feared that the gale
which was blowing outside would
break on them and there would be
trouble, The Indians were put ashore
at Ahouset on the way down, all but
three, that came on down with them.

“HIGH FINANGIER”

David Rothschild Ruined Many
Small Investors in

U SA.

New York, Nov, 18.—News of the
death in Sing Sing prison of David
Rothschild, & ‘former banker ‘of this
city, which was received here to-day
renewed interest in the most remark-
able instance of “high finance” that

Rothschild was president. of the
Federal bank whith was orgénized in
1902 and was closed by the banking
department in 1904, when Roths¢hild
was charged with misappropriating
$200,000 of the bank’'s ‘funds.

Much of the bar fix-
tures and - furniture had been pur-
chased with her money also. In addi-
tion to satisfying the brewery debt,
she said she had pald arrears of rent
and many of her husband’s personal
debts.

Thomas Potter said that Stetson
owed him $110, money borrowed, and
$62,50 for a horse, He had got $50 of
the money to pay for his licénse.

The judge found that the goods be-

' nish, N. S., is Prominent
in Church.

While no official information has
been received at the bishop’s palace
here as to the successor of Arch-
bishop Orth in the diocese of Victoria,
it is taken for granted that Rev. Dr.
Macdonald, of Antigonish, N. 8., is to
be the next head of the diocese. Church
papers published in the east have con-
tained the notice that Dr. Macdonald
was to be.the new bishop of Vietoria
and it can be taken as an assured
fact. e F ;

At the present time the bishop is
in Rome, where he will be consecrated.

In Bishop Macdonald, according to
all reports, the diocese will have a
very worthy successor to the long line
of eminent dignitaries who have pre-
ceded him here.

Bishop Macdonald is a native of
Canada. He was born at Malian,
Cape Breton Island. His educa-
tion was begun in his native sec-
tion, continued at St. Francis Xavier's
College, Antigonish, and in the Pro-
paganda, Rome, where he was or-
dained to the priesthood, on March
8, 1854 by Cardinal Parochi, when he
became a Doctor of Divinity. Soon
after his ordination he was appointed

.ane of the professors of St. Francis
~Xavier's College, and took charge of
“the advanced classes in English, Latin,

Philosophy and Christian Doctrine. In
1903 he took charge of the parish of
St. Andrews, where he has” remained
up to the present. In 1900 he was ap-
pointed vicar-general of the diocese,

‘dnd,St. Francis Xavier's College con-

‘ferred on him the degree of LL. D, in
1905. He was appointed two years
ago, a member of the theological com-
mission preparatory to ' the holding of
a general council of the Cathelic
church in Canada.

Dr. Macdonald has always:been an
indefatigable worker. While attending
with a most conscientious care to his
he found time to
write extensively for such Catholic
crgans as the Antigonish Casket, the
American Ecclesiastical’ Review, the
Homolectic and other Catholic publi-

' cations on both sides of the Atlantic.

During recent years the following

works have been issued from his pen:
| The Symbol . of

the Apostles, . The
Symbol in Sermons, The Sacrifice of

| the Mass, Questions of the Day, in two

volumes; The Mercies of the Sacred
Heart and The Sacraments,
As a theologian, as a linguist, and

. as a writer he hag few or no superiors

in the Dominion of Canada,
In his transfer to, Victoria it is an-
ticipated that Bishop Macdonald will

! be able to give a good deal of atten-

tion to his theological studies. He is
a finished scholar and a residence at
bishop’s palace in Victoria should give
him wonderful advantages. The Ii-
i brary at the palace is excelled by few
. it any theological libraries on the
continent in  its wealth of aneient
works. It may be of interest to Vic-

i torians to know that a value of about
' $300,000 is placed upon the library pos-

sessed by the palace.
The foundation of thig library was
laid by Bishop Segars, who was a

. great lover of books. He visited Eu-

rope and picked up unusual volumes
at low figures, placing them in the li-
brary here. Many of these volumes

, are of great value now and would
. bring very high prices if placed on

sale. From time to time since when
the books were brought round the

. Horn the library has been added to

by successive heads of the diocese un-
til the bishop’s palace now containg a
library that is exceedingly rich in

! theological works.

To Bishop Macdonald the library, it
is said, will be of intense interest.
With a valuable collection of modern
works of his own he will have the ad~
vantage of a rich collection of old vol-

: umes which should result in the pro-
! duction of additional fheological works

by him.
He has been vicar general to the
bishop of Antigonish and as such has

. had considerable experience in admin-

istrative work.

" While no official notice has been re-
ceived here as to the diocese of New
Westminster either, it is generally
conceded now that the centre will be
made in Vancouver with an arch-
bishop in charge. The work in Van-
couver is a growing one. The church
sccommodation is not at all equal to
the demands. There is hard work for
the new head of the diocese for many
vears to come.

FORGER CONFESSES
HIS MANIFOLD CRIMES

Sum of $700,000 Missing—
—Swift Justice in Case of
Chicago Business Man.

Chicago, Nov. 17.—Van Vlissingen, 2a
real estate dealer, for years classed
among the first of Chicago’s prosperous
and reputable business men, yesterday
confessed to having obtained through
forged deeds and notes more than $700,000,
and a few hours after, on his own urgent
appeal to be punished, was sentenced to
the penitentiary. 3

The arrest, the indictment and the cony
fession and the sentence were the work
of less tham four hours. Taken in the
midst of business from his office at 172
Washington street shortly after the noon
hour, Van Vlissingen appeared before the
court and in tears confessed that for
from eighteen to twenty years he had
been securing money through the sales of
forged documents, and that though he
had bought back many of these spurious
instruments without detection, at least
75 people would lose an aggregate of more
than $700,000 through the paper which he
has not yet redeemed.

In forging notes, he declared, he had
perfected a unique device. This consisted
of a plate glass desk top, so arranged that
by an electric light thrown up from be-
neath he could read and trace from or-
iginals forged signatures on to worthless
paper. Throughout his arrest and sen-
tence, the prisoner made no effort to de-
fend himself, but only asked that his
punishment be speedy.

Asked if he had anything to say before
sentence was imposed, Van Vlissingen re-
plied, bowing his head: *“Only that I be-
lieve in my punishment at once.”

His term in the penitentiary was fixed
as indeterminate, from one to fourteen
years.

SOLDIERS ENGAGE IN
FIGHT WITH CITIZENS

Port Townsend Recruits At-
tempt to Release Com-
rades From lail.

.Seattle, Nov, 16.—A special to the
Post-Intelligencer from Port Townsend,
under yesterday’s date, says:

As a result of a fight between Chief of
Police A. R. Barkley and four citizens
on one side, and fifty recruits to the
Thirtieth and Sixty-second infantry
companies stationed at Fort Worden,
Port Townsend streets are patrolled to-
night.

Bailey and several stable employees
were involved in a fight which ended
when the two trouble-makers were sent
to the city jail,

into Port Townsend with the intention
of releasing their comrades. The men
had their pockets filled with rocks. A
number of them carried baseball bats
and clubs. A few of the men had been
drinking slightly.

INDIA’S NEW ERA
IS FORESHADOWED

STRIKING MESSAGE
FROM KING EDWARD

Obliterating  Distinctions of
Race—Country Nearing
Home Rule.

The King-Emperor has been pleased to
address to the princes and peoples.of

India the following message which was

read by his Excellency the Viceroy in
Durbar at Jodhpur some days ago:

It is now fifty years since Queen Vie-
toria, my beloved mother, and my aug-
ust predecessor to the throne of these
realms, for divers weighty reasons, with
the advice and consent of parliament,
took upon herself the government of
the territories theretofore administered
by the East India Company. 1 deem
this a fitting anniversary on which to
greet the princes and peoples of In-
dia, in commemoration of the exalted
task then solemnly undertaken. Half
a eentury is but a brief span in your
long annals, yet this half-century that
ends to-day will stand amid the floods
of your historic ages a far-shining
land-mark. The proclamation of the
direct supremacy of the crown sealed
the unity of Indian government and
opened a new era. The journey was
arduous, and the advance may have
sometimes seemed slow; but the incor-
poration of many strangely diversified
communities. and of some three hun-
dred millions of the human race, under
British guidance and control has pro-
ceeded steadfastly and without pause.
‘We survey our labors of the past-half-
century with clear gaze and good con-
science,

Drought and Plague.

Difficulties such as attend all human
rule in every age and place, have risen
up from day to day. They have been
faced by the servants of the British
crown with toil and courage and pa-
tience, with deep counsel and a resolu-
tion that hasmnever faltered nor shaken.
If errors have occurred, the agents of
my government have spared no pains
and no self-sacrifice to correct them; if
abuses have been proved, vigorous
hands have labored to apply a remedy.

No secret of empire can avert the
scourge of drought and plague, but ex-
perienced administrators have done all
that skill] and devotion are capable of
doing, to mitigate those dire calamities
of Nature. For a longer period than
was ever known in your land before,
you have escaped the dire calamities of
war within yeur borders. Internal
peace has been unbroken,

In the great charter of 1858 Queen
Victoria gave you nobie -assurance of
her earnest desire to stimulate the
peaceful industry of India, to promote
works of public utility and improve-
ment, and to administer the govern-
ment for the benefit of all resident
therein. The gchemes that have been
diligently framed and executed for pro-
moting your material convenience and
advance—schemes unsurpassed in thelr
magnitude and their boldness—bear
witness before the world to the zeal
with which that benignant promise has
been fulfilled,

Rightg: of Ruling Princes.

The rights and privileges of the feu-
datory princes and ruling chiefs have
been respected, preserved, and guarded;
and the loyalty of their allegiance has
been unswerving. No man among my
subjects has been favored molested or
disquieted. by reason. of his religious
belief or worship. All men have en-
joyed protection of the law. The law
itself has been administered without
disrespect to creed or caste or to usage
and ideas vooted in your civilization; it
has been simplified in form, and its ma-
chinery adjusted to the requirements of
ancient communities slowly entering a
new world,

The charge confided to my govern-
ment concerns the destinies of count-
less multitudes of men now and for
ages to come; and it is a paramount
duty to repress with a stern arm gulilty
conspiracies that hHave no 'just cause
and no serious aim. These copspiracies
I know to be abhorrent to the loyal and
faithful character of the vast hosts of
my Indian subjects, and I will not suf-
fer them to turn me aside from my task
of building up the fabric of security and
order,

Unwilling that this historic anniver-
sary should pass without some signal
marks of royal clemency and grace, T
have directed that, as was ordered on
the memorable occasion of the corona-
tion durbar in 1903, the sentences of
persons whom our courts have duly
punished for offences against the law,
should be remitted, or in various de-
grees reduced; and it is my wish that
such wrongdoers may remain mindful
of this act of mercy, and may conduct
themselves without offence henceforth.

Race Distinctions,

Steps are being continuously taken
towards obliterating distinction of race
as the test for access to posts of public
autherity and power. In this path I
confidently expect and intend the pro-
gress henceforward to be steadfast and
sure, as education spreads, experiencv
ripens, and the Jessons of responsiuility
are well learned by the keen intelli-
gence and apt capabilities of India.

From- the first, the principle of repre-
sentative institutions began to be grad-
ually introduced, and the time ‘has
come when. in the judgment of my
viceroy and governor-general and oth-
ers of my counsellers, that principle
may be prudently extended, Important
classes among you, representing ideals
that have been fostered and encourag-
ed by British rule, claim equality of

| citizenship, and a greater share in legis-

Jation and government. The politic sat-
isfaction of such a claim will strength-
en, not impair, existing authority and
power. Administration will be all the
more efficient, if the officers who con-
duct it have greater opportunities of
regular contact with those who influ-
ence and reflect common opinion about
it. I will not speak of the measures
that are now being diligent]y’* framed
for these objects. They wil] speedily be
made known to you, and will, I am
very confident, mark a notable stage in
the beneficent progress of your affairs.

I recognize the valor and fidelity of
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my Indian troops, and at the New Year
I have ordered that opportunity should
be taken to show in substantial form
this,. my high appreciation, of their
martia] instincts, their splendid dis-
cipline, and their readiness of service.

The welfare of India was one of the
objects dearest to the heart of Queen
Victoria. By me, ever since my visit in
1875, the interests of India, its princes
and peoples, have been watched with an
effectionate solicitude that time cannot
weaken. My dear son, the Prince of
Wales, and the Princess of Wales, re-
turned from their sojourn among you
with warm attachment to your land,
and true and earnest interest in its
well-being and content. These sincere
feelings of active sympathy and hope
for India on the part of my royal house
and line, only represent, and they do
most truly represent, the deep and
united will and purpose of the people of
this kingdom,

May Divine protection and favor
strengthen the wisdom and mutual
good-will that are needed for the
achievement of a task as glorious as
was ever committed to rulers and sub-
jects in any State of Empire of record-
ed time,

IMPORTANT DISCOVERY
IN. ATOMIC THEORY

Correctness of Hypothesis
That There is Discrete
Structure of Matter.

London, Nov. 16.—Prof. Ernest Ruth-
erford, director of the physical lqbora.-
tories at Manchester university, and
one of the world’s foremost authorities
on radio-activity, details in a com-
munication addressed to the Scientific
Weekly the nature of certain experi-
ments which, in addition to important
results from the point of view of radio-
active data, are noteworthy from the
fact that during their progress it was
for the first time possible to detect a
single atom of matter. This can be
done in two ways, one electrical and
the other optical.

The possibility of the detection of a
single atom of matter is due to the
great energy of motion of alpha parti--
cles, which, as Prof. Rutherford show-
ed in 1903, are veritable atoms of mat-
ter which are ejected from radio-ac-
tive matter at a speed of about 10,000
miles per second. Prof. Rutherford’s
more recent experiments show ' that
every second from one millgram of
136,000,000 alpha particles are expelled
radium in a radio-active equilibrium.
There is reason to believe, Professor
Rutherford asserts, that the alpha
rarticle is an atom of helium carrying
a double charge, or, in other words,
that an alpha particle, when its charge
is neutralized, is a helium atom. His
experiments, he-considers, have given
proof of the correctness of the atomic
hypothesis with regard to the discrete
structure of matter.

Prof. Rutherford is by birth a New
Zealander, and was for nine years
Macdonald professor of physics at Mc-
Gill University, Montreal.

MURDER CHARGE IS
LAID AGAINST TAYLOR

Proceedings Are Delayed Until
Next Week—Counsel Re-
tained by Accused.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Alfred Taylor, whose wife sought an
order of protection against him on
Saturday on account of threats she
alleged that he had made against her
and her children, to-day faces a charge
of murder as a result of the evidence
she gave before Magistrate Jay in the
provincial police court. The occurrence
set forth in the charge is nine years
old, and the supposed victim was a
newly-born infant,

C. J. Prior appeared as the repre-
sentative of the attorney-general, as-
sisting Superintendent Hussey, of the
provincial police, in conducting the
prosecution, and the accused had re-
tained R. C. Lowe to defend him.

The original complaint of using
threats was first called, and an appli-
cation for a week’'s adjournment made
by Mr. Lowe was acquiesced in by the
crown and granted,

Mr. Lowe asked that bail be granted,
but the magistrate reaffirmed his opin-
jon that the case was too serious for
that.

The second and more serious charge,
laid by Superintendent Hussey at the
instance of the attorney-general's de-
partment, was then read to the ac-
cused. It recited that ‘“Alfred Taylor
at Colwood, in the county of Victoria
and province of British Columbia, on
or about the 10th day of August, 1899,
a living child, that had just been given
birth to by one Alice Elizabeth
Thomas, unlawfully did kill and mur-
der.”

Taylor was not asked to plead to
this charge for the present, and both
cases stand over until Tuesday next.

MILLIONAIRE MURDERER.

Washington, R. C., Nov. 16.—The pe-
tition of Albert T. Patrick, the New
York lawyer who is serving a life sen-
tence in the state prison at Sing Sing
on the charge of having murdered the
millionaire, Wm. M. Rice, for a writ of
habeas corpus, was denied by the su-
preme court of the United States to-
day. Patrick charged that the case
against him was a conspiracy, and
urged that in commuting the sentence
of death which the court imposed, to
one of life imprisonment, Governor
Higgins had resorted to a more cruel
method of punishment. He asked to
be released from prison on the theory
that the whole proceeding had been
unconstitutional and invalid. The de-
cision of the court was announced by
Chief Justice Fuller,

FATAL COLLIISON,

New York, Nov, 18.—Two men are re-

18th. One of the grounds of appeal
mentioned to-day by counsel was that
the jury was prejudiced because of
Jenkins' ecolor.

TO DEVEOLP FISHERIES.

London Capital Interested in the Fish-
ing Industry on Coast.

According to W. Roby Burton, a
gentleman who is representing a group
of London financiers, British Columbia
is to have gstablished within her bord-
ers a big fishing concern. The new
company will be known as the Can-
adian Pacific Trading & Developing
Syndicate. The principal business of
the company is to enter into the fishing
industry, both river and deep water,
and to open up connections in the East
and in the Old Country, At present
fresh salmon are very dear in England
and now that it has been demonstrat-
ed that whole fish can be shipped in
cold storage only slightly pickled, that
branch of the industry will be develop-
ed, and it is expected that it will prove
to be very profitable.

The principal fishing station will be
erected at Prince Rupert, with sub-
stations at several points on the Queen
Charlotte Islands, as well as at other
points on the British Columbia coast.
A’ suitable vessel will be purchased,
something of the style of the Amur, if
.the right thing can be found. If not it
is the intention to build one here, A
sum of $500,000 will bé®expended im-
mediately on providing facilities for the
conduct of the business, and half-a-
dozen trawlers will also be brought out
from England for halibut, herring and
other fishing,

Mr. Burton expresses himself as well
pleased with ‘everything he has seen
on this coast, and expects great things
for his company.

PASSED WORTHLESS CHEQUE.

Ticket of Leave Man is Sent Back to
Penitentiary.

New Westminster, Nov. 17.—William
Burrell, a ticket-of-leave man, was
ordered by His Honor Judge Howay,
to be returned to the penitentiary to
complete the balance (one year) of
hig original term, and to serve an ad-
ditional six months.

“1t is alsp unique because we as a

counci] have made history by holding in
thig city last June the first provincial
conference of the Council of Women

thought, sympathy and purpose, and
that an organized moveément of wo-
“men will best conserve the highest, good
‘of the family and the state, do Rereby
band ourselves togéther to further the
application of the golden rule fo so-
ciéty, ocustom and law.’ ‘and further,
‘‘We have: determined to organize thig
Loeal Counci] of Women, believing that
the more intimate knowledge of one
another’s work will result in larger mu-
tual sympathy -and gréatér unity of
thought and therefore more effective
action.”

“‘Greater unity of thought, sympa-
thy and purpose resulting in more ef-
fective amction.’ Has this been our ex-
perience - during the year? And have
we grown in the spirit of mutual love
and confidence? We know that even
shackles of doubt or suspicion will most
assuredly undermine united thought
and mutual sympathy so that there
cannot be unanimous action. ¥t has
been our experience, has it not, that
minorities do the work and the ma-
Jority does the criticising? Could this
be so if there were implicit confidence
and a desire to give one another credit
for the best intentions even amid mis-
takes and failures?

“Could there be lack of co-operation
if the gpirit of the golden rule prevail-

.ed and if that loyalty to one-another
and to the principles of our council ex~
isted which must be the basis of all our
work in order to make it ‘effective?’

“Carlyle truly says: ‘Thers is no
communion possible among men; who
believe only in hearsay. Only ima
world of sincere men is unity possible,
and there, in the long run, it is as good
as certain.’

“When a council consists of as many
amhud_ societies as ours does there is
ilways a grave danger and a serious
dificulty. The danger lies in each so-
ciety becoming so abgorbed in its own
work that it forgets its relation to the
council as a whole; its members lose
sight of the fact that though they be-
long to a sépawgte body distinct in its
object and work, yet they are also part
°f & whole and as such pledged to give
to the whole or central organization
that loyalty and support without which-
it cannot exist or progress, and this
lack of co-operation from members of
our affiliated societies in the work of
the council as a whole has been most
Noticeable during the past year.

“Then on the other hand there exists
the same serious difficult hich every
council has always had™to face, viz:
How is the council a8 a whole to sus-
tain the interest of affiliated societies?
Aftér now many years of carefu] ¢on-
sideration of this question there seems
to me to be but two answers, first, by
showing special interest in éach society
and its wish as far as possible, and,
second, by getting-all societies to unite
at times in some special work of com-
mon interest?”

Mrs, Day then went on to explain at
length how the Local Council had been

1% to a certain extent hindered by lack of
Co-operation from affiliated societies,
and hoped that a better understanding
might be arrived at, and concluded her
address as follows:

: “This is an age of specialization, and
lIs a grand thing to see a woman con-
tentrating her energies upon our spe-
”al_ line of work and making a success
of it. but it is grander and nobler to

women of Victorts, |

successfully her chosen work, able also
to take an intelligent intérest in what
otherg are doing and give them the
benefit of her experience and the wealth
of her sympathy. Some of the resolu-
tions which are coming before you to-
day are of vital interest to each one-of
us. Possibly we may not approve of
all, but let us be convinced, apart from
personal feeling, that they will not be
for the present or lasting benefit of the
whole community or & large section of
it, before rejecting any, and we trust
you will al] help us faithfully to carry
out the work and reforms suggested by
the resolutions and adopted by this con-
ference, .

“We rejoice in the success and growth
of some of pur societies and realize that
the stfength of our council must ever
lie. in the strength of its affiliated so-
cieties. Wg congratulate those who
have "shown such’ marked advance as
well as those whose good works cannot
be tabulated, but who in gratitude and
faith, almost ‘without recognition, are
Tulfilling their mission of service.

Oh, hearts that faint
Beneath yout burdens great, but make no

. plaint,

Lift up your eye§!

Somewhere beyond, the Life you give is
found, ;

Somewhere, we know, by God's own hand
is crowned,

Love's sacrifice!

“And now dear fellow workers, I can=
not adequately speak of the gratitude
I feel to those of you who have so faith-
fully assisted me during the year, our
officers, our press secretaries, and the
members who have been seldom absent
fram our meetings. Only workers can
fully estimate the:true value of such
faithfulness and consistency. Let us
look ‘ forward hopefully to the coming
year, and ‘aim at nothing less than
making our council a centre around
which all women workers of all sections
of sociéty, of all religious ‘denomina-
tions, .and all politica] parties can {:nth-
er in & spirit of unity and understand«
ing of one another. And let:us remem-
ber that in order to attain to this posi-
tion we must be able to include in our
council - the women of consgervative
views and those who are termed- old
fashioned workers as well as those who
belong to the more progressive party.
We need both if we are to be able to de
the work which we have set before us.

And as we meet and touch to-day,
The many travellers on our way,
Let every such brief contact be
A glorious, helpful ministry;

The contact of the soil and seed,
Fach giving to the other’'s need,
Each helping on the other’s best,
And blessing each as well as blest!

Mrs. Spofford said she knew she was

in moving a hearty vote of thankc to
the president for her faithful -services
during the past year.

Mrs. Jenkins seconded the resolution,
which wag unanimously adopted by a
standing vote and very hearty hand
claps.

Corresponding Secretary’'s Report,

Mrs, 'W. H, Sheldon, the correspond-
ing secretary, submitted. her annual
report, which was as follows:.

“Madame President and Members of
the Victoria and Vancouver Island
Council of Women:

“Surely and ~with almost lightning
rapidity have the moriths followed each
other and anothér Vyear ‘with all its
privileges and possibilities of work has
ppesed silently into the great beyond,
‘arid we present to you the 14th annual
report of the Victerla and Vancouver
Island Council of Women, and while
there may be lost opportunities regis-
tered against us, as we look back ‘over
the year just closing, and consider its
‘record, we fee] gratified for a measure
of success and for the strength and
wisdom given us. Early in the year the
¢orresponding secretary, Mrs. Spofford,
bécause of the pressure of other work,
was compelled to resign her office; Mrs.
Spofford expressed herself as being
sorry that this step was necessary, as
she had enjoyed the council work. Her
resignation was accepted with unani-
mous expressions of regret, and while
a number of our most efficient members
have been absent from the city from
time to time, still we feel that.the work
has throughout the year been char-
acterized the marked progress.

“The resolution introduced last year
by the Ladies’ Guild of the Metropoli-
tan church relative to approaching the
legislature praying for the enactment
of a law for the establishment or a
juvenile court in our city, was given
into. the hands -of a committee, who
forwarded it to the National Couneil
with the request that ti subject be
placed on the agénda the National
council to be discussed at its annual
meeting, and we will hear from Mrs.
Day concerning it,

“Judge Lindsay, of Denver, Colorado,
was invited to visit Victoria last sum-
mer, and speak on this subject, but
could not see his way clear to come this
year, but hoped to be able to do so in
ihe near future,

“A resolution presentéed by the
Mother’s Club conterning the establish-
ment of the university in this city, was
referred to a committee, w, gintervlew-
ed the minister of education, and his
advice was that the time is not ripe for
agitation.

“A resolution proposed by the Friend-
1y Help Associdation relative to the un-
sighly condition of -the cemetery amd
suggesting that plots not kept in order
by owners, be levelled, and that these
as well as unoccuplied portions be kept
cut, was also referred to a committee,
who have been actively at work. They
interviewed a member of the alderman-
ic board, who was very much interest-
ed in the question, a by-law was pre-
pared in which it was proposed to tax
the plot holders. The by-law passed
its second reading, but up to date the
committee has not been able to push
the matter any further; owing to com-
plications in the council.

“The great and long-felt need of a
maternity ward for the Jubilee hospi-
tal was again brought up by the Wo-
man’s auxiliary, The committee into
whose hands this work was given have
accomplished gomething this year. In
Ayril a meeting was called in the board
of trade rooms to formuldte plans for
raiging funds for the erection of this
ward, and it was decided to take up a
street collection on Vietoria Day, and
to ask al} of the clergymen of the city
to take up a collection for this purpose
on the following day.
men and the hospital committee did this
work, and were/very successful, raising
on Saturday $1,000, and in the churches
$400,

“The resolution from the Ladies’ Aux-
illary of the S. P. C. A, which refers to
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firearms," was referred to the legisla-
tive committee, who reportéd that no-
thihg further could be done to increase
the age from 14, while we as men
think it should be raised to 16. - This
committee reposts that an effort has
been made to regulate the hours that
boys may be permitted to sell newspa-
pers on the streets, but found that the
city council could not deal with the
madter,

“During the year there have been held
eight executivé meetings and two pub-
lHe meetings, all of whicp have been
well attended. and al] presided over by
our president, Mrs, R. S. Day. Much
interest _has been shown by the mem-
bers in the matters for discussion,
which have come before the council.

“We have thirty-six affiliated socie-
ties, of which two hgve been added
this year, namely, St. Cecilia Hive No.
14, L. O. T. My of Nanaimo, and the
Ladies’  Aid@ of the Congregational
¢hurch; three patrons, five life mem-
bers, and nineteen individua] members.

“Your secretaty during the year has
sent out 187 post cards, 44 letters and
72 communications, containing 288 let-
ter pages of matter in cornection with
the agenda of the anhual meeting.

“In Decembef an exhibition of Can-
adian arts and handicraft, sent out by
the Woman’s Art Association of Can-
da, was held in the Carnegie library.
n connection with this there was a
loan exhibition which inciuded antiques,
silver, china, miniatures, lace and other
articles of handiwork. Thig was well
attended and from an educational
standpoint was of benefit, "

“In March the hospitality of the pres-
ident was extended to the executive in
a delightful afternoon tea at Dereen,
when Mrs. Spofford, the retiring secre-
tary, was presented with a life mem-
bership certificate,

“In April' Mrs. Asa Gordon, convener
of the national tommittee for the sup-
pression of the white slave traffic, vis-
fted our city and was tendered a re-
ception at the Alexandra club. She
gave a most interesting talk on the
work of this important committee.

“In June a provincial conference was
held. There were fifty-seven delegates
present, répresenting the five councils
of the province. The subjects sent in
for discussion were ‘Anti-Tuberculosis,’
‘The Desirability of Having the Com-
mercial Coursg Placed on' the Curri-
culum,” “The Protection of Girls,’ ‘Home-
making,’ ‘The Emigration of Home
Helpers,” and ‘Women on School
Boards.’

“This conferencé was a notable
event. It was the first step and like all
first steps, had cost much in thought, in
patience, in organization, to those who
arranged this, the first provincial gath-
j ering of Councils of Women in Canada.

‘““There ig no doubt it has taught most
of us to be humble in our own eyes, for
there was no time to piume oursetves
on our being more constitutional than
cur neighbors before we were self-con-
demned for the very same laxness to
which they had confessed. A laxness
moreover which nong of us would have
known without this conference, for it
was entirely innocent.

“It was shown that in the towns so
neéar together as Victoria, New West-
minster and Vancouver, a considerable
difference existed on’' many ' siibjects,
while on others our iterests were identi-
tical, theyverpifagt-of finding out how
‘truly we were one in thése matters had
a strengthening effect on all.

“Another fact brought out was that
there is a very distinet feeling in the
country that thg¢ Local Councils of
Women -are a valugble ‘influence for
good and that there is a wish in sev-
eral places that are at present without
such a body of workers for their estab-
lishment, It was noticed}lthag at this
conference everyone was disposed to
digcuss with candor and earnestness
the matters under discussion, :

‘“I'hg general impression was that the
gathering had been productive of good
Biready and gave promises of ‘greater
things. %

“In September during the provihcial
exhibition, rest and refreshment tents
were erected on the exhibition grounds.
These were well patronized, and were
a means of bringing the council work
before the public,

“The work of the affiliated societles is
being faithfully and successfully car-
ried on. The board of, the Aged Wo-
men’s Home and the Young Women’s
Christian Association are especially to
be congratulated, the one on the com-
pletion of their beautiful building, the
otlier on extending their work opening
a boarding home for young women, by
which their opportunities for work have
been much ingreased,

“In January an appeal was made to
the c¢ouncil for furnishing for the Y.
W. € A, Home, Many of the socleties
responded liberally. .

“In closing it may be said that the
council can point to no one great
achievement during the past year, but
we feel that we may claim many tekens
of growth. Those in authority and
those who have the welfare of our
city at heart, not only seeking our co-
opeération, but pointing out to us where-
in we can best help them.”

A discussion of the work of the so-
cieties affiliated with the council work
then followed,-in which Mrs. Hasell,
Mrs, Jenking and Mrs, Spofford took
part, and it whe agreed that in the fu-
ture the affiliated societies should send
a delegate to each meeting of the Local
Council in order to keép more closely in
touch with the work,

Delegate’s Report.

The new president, Mrs, Cooper, then
took the chair, while Mrs. Day read a
lengthy and most. intérésting report of
the recent annual meeting of the Na-
tional Council at Ottawa, to which she
was a delegate.

Mrs, Day’'s report was in part as
follows:

“Almost under the shadow of that
magnificent pile known as the parlia-
ment buildings of Ottawa, in the lec-
ture and class rooms of St. Andrew’s
Presbyterian church, the members of
the National Council of Women of
Canada met in conference.

J'It was at the first meeting of the
finance commiittee that I became aware
that the business part of the National
Council was not on a very firm basis,
and I will therefore beg to recommend
that our council aid be raised from $25
to $35 following the example of many

ther councils, and that a contribution

e sént to the emergency fund, in order
that the $1,000 asked for by the Na-
tional Council to aid in the entertain-
ing of the International Council in Te-
ronto next June m be forthecoming.

“The meetings Willl be held in To-
ronto during the thirq week in June,
the programme of which will be ar-
ranged entirely by the internatlfnal

executive, During the following week
the International Congress will be held
and all arrangements for thig will be
made by the National Council of
Women of Canada who have jalready
appointed conveners of the various sec
tions. The congress will consist of sec-
tidnal confdrences having morning and
afternoon sessionis during the entire
work. They will be carried on simul«
taneously and are divided as follows:

“Education, art, literdture! ?

“Socla] and reform work,
throphy, industrial sectlon.

“Tiaws, etc., health and physical
training, professions for women,

“The work outlined by the other sec-
tions will be equally comprehensive and
interésting and ‘I ¢an only say that if
any of you are prepared to deny your-
goelves luxuries or eveén nécessities In
order to go to Toronto néxt June you

will be more than repaid. The ladies

there are hoping that every local coun-
cil will be well represefited and they
are making elaborate plans for enter-
taining the delegates.”

Referring to the work of the
meeting the report- proceeds:

“Mr. W, L. Scott, president of the
Children’s Aid Society of Ottawa, drew
up the following resolution which I
accepted on behalf of this-and the Van-
couver couneils.® )

“ ‘Resolved that the 7local councils
approach their respective legislatures
at their next sessjon praying for the
enactment of laws for.the establish-
ment of juvenile courts and geners
ally providing the machineéry necessary
for the putting in force by the Do~
minion government of the Juvenile De-
linquents Act adopted at the last ses-
sion of the Dominion parliament.’

“Mr. Scott then gave an address on
the subject which was most instruc-
tive.

“It was in vain that the president
tried to dispose of thé resolution sent
in by the Cdnadian Suffrage Associa-
tion, the speaker, Dr. Stowe Gullen
claimed a hearing. Personally, I did
not think that this important branch
of council work received fair play
throughout the meetings.

“A resolution which was most warm-
1y supported wag that in the future ail
conveners of standing committees
should personally notify memberg in
the various councils when their re-
ports would be required, giving them
time to submit the same to their ex-
ecutives before forwarding.

“The committee of education drew
special attention to the desirability of
having a children’s reading room in
connection with all our public libraries
withra special children’s librarian,

“The committee on objeetional read-
ing matter was represented by Mrs.
Maycroft, a most charming little Am-
erican lady. She warned us specially
against pamphlets about fortune tell-
ing. :

“The White Slave 'Trafflc convener
reported that the difficulties in the way
of abolishing this traffic are almost in-
surmountable, and that®! three condi-
tions are.  essential before they can
make any headway: 1st, International
information. 2nd. International co-
operation, -3rd. Internatiénal measures
adopted uriformly.

“¥"iss Yates, who has been appointed
by the government to s@perintend and
enlarge the work of ‘Farmers’ Insti-
tutes, presented a really wonderful re-
port of what has béen ‘dong and might
be done in that directfon.

“The press report wWa® not encourag-
ing. Mrs. Brown strongly emphasized
the fact that it must be the great ob-
ject of the press reporter t6 make the
work of the council understood by the
public. She feels that if this were done
continually- through thé - press there
would be more readiness-on the part of
the publi¢ to sympathizé with and as-
sist in the work of the counecil, ;

“I'must mention one thing to which
our specia] attention was drawn; that
was the alarming spread of Mormon-
iem. A

“The officerg of the council were all
re-glected, Mrs, Frost -as treasurer and
Miss Derick as vice-president,

*Of the many delightful entertain-
ments there is now no time to speak.
The reception of delegéates by -the Ot~
tawa council in the pleasant rooms of
the Y. W, C. A., the afternoon récep-
tion at Rideau hall, a most intéresting
afternoon spent in Lady Laurier's
beautiful home, "ancther - with - Lady
Davis, and another in the home of Mrs.
Dawson, as well as the smaller but
equally enjoyable functions, filled up &
very profitable and pleasurable week,

At its conclusion & hearty and unan-
imoug vote of thanks was tendered,

Woman’s Suffrage,

Mrs, Sherwood moved and Mrs, Cle-
ment seconded the following resolution
proposed by the Ladies’ Aid of Emfman-
uel Baptist church:( “Resolved. that
this Local Council of Women be earn-
estly requested to do all in its power
to promote woman’ suffrage in the pro-
vince of British Columbi&ay”’

E Ciar the AueE: Rk el Aot
from all standpoints, Mrs. Spofford rose
to quote, as she said, ‘‘hot her own sen~
#iments, but those of a late British
statesman, Sir H, Campbell-Banner-
man,” who said that women should be
granted the franchise because the inter-
ests of the home, of the chifdrem and
the nation and the state all needed wo-
man’s vote.

The resolution was passed unani-
mously, and with a great deal of enthu-
siasm. :

Local Option,

The Local Option question! was
brought forward by Mrs, Spofford and
Mrs, Willigcroft, who moved amd sec-
ondell the following resolution préparsd
by the Womien’s Christian Tempérance
union: “Whereas the licensed Iiquor
traffic 1s a menace to the morals of the

people, is the source of & large propor-;

tion of the crime that disgraces our
provinze. is d4n economic folly and a
source of weakness to the nation; and
whereay, we believe there. are several
municipalities in British Columbia, the
majority of ‘vhose people favor the
abolition of the traffie, and yet have
no means of redress;

“Therefore, be it resolved, that this
counci] of women respectfully petition
the provincial legislature for the enac-
tion of a local option law, ‘wWhich, upen
a majority vote shall become operative
in the abolition of al] licenses for the
sale of intoxicating liquors witliin the
b8unds of the municipality so voting.”

Mrs, Spofford spoke at length and
with great feeling on this gquestion, call-

iug attention to the fact that the ma-.

jority of thg American magazines had

been forced to withdraw all liquor ad-
vertisements * ffom their pages, and
stating that people as a whole did not
realize just what local . option meant,

Mrs, Williseroft supported her gol-
league in a few earnest, well-chosen
words, and when the resolution was puat
before the meeting, it was passed with-
out one'dissenting volee:

Heard Reports.

_In spite :)f\the heayy downpour of
rain, the third session of the Women's
Local Council this morning was largely
attended, and & number of interesting
reports made from affiliuted societies.

Mrs. Hassel, speaking on behalf of
the Royal Jubilee hospital, said:

“I am sure you will all be interested
to hear that.a friend, one of our sex,
is about to build a chapei and lecture
room at the hospital, which will not
only be & most important addition to
this building, but a very beautiful
means..of increasing an interest in the
chufreh services, sacred concerts and
other social events which tend to up-
lift and cheer the many weary days
spent by those recovering from sick-
ness and which have beeén hitherto
maintained under great difficulties.

“Our meetings are most faithfully
attended and the interest after ten
vears’ faithful service is still main-
tained  enthusiastically. The hospital
has many minor needs. The committee
meets twice a month and the attend-
ance of any friend, whether a member
or not, will be cordially welcomed.

“The Women's. auxiliary of the P.
R. J. Hospital here had a more than
usually successful year's. work. ~The
society takes this opportunity to thank
the local council for, its co-operation
and support on the inauguration of
‘Hospital day.’ i

“The hospital ranks almost fore
the chureh as an expression of Chris-
tian activity. How can we reconcile it
to.our professions or to our gratitude
for the bleéssings of life and health,
that our provincial hogpital -has to beg,
unceasingly, for completion and equip-
ment?”

' The report of the Victoria Literary
society ran as follows:

“Vietoria Literary  .society was
started about 15 years ago, and owes
its origin to the National Home Read-
ers’ Union, several branches of which
were formed in Victoria at that time,
Owing, however, to' the difficulty of
getting books regularly and a grow-
ing dissatisfaction with the choice of
subjects offered, induced  the mem-~
bers of this branch to break away, and
to set up business for themselves. They
have nevgr had cause to reégret their
decldration of independence, as they
are now- flourishing as a.separate so-
clety, whie the other branches have
all long since faded away, -

The social side of the work has al-
ways been prominent, the fortnightly
meetings are held atidhé homes of the
members, and it has always been a
strong point that all the members
should contribute their share. At
every meéting one - or more original
papers - are read. The Sha.k_eﬂpea,re
characters are apportioned = amongst
those who are present, and everyone
in turn is expected te read a passage
from the book selected for that even-
ing’s study. In addition to this, ‘at
roll call évery member answers to his
or her name with a quotation from
the portion of Shakespeare which is
being read.

The rigorous enforcement of these
rules has had excellent results. The
time of the meetings is fully taken up
with real work, in which all share (for
no shirking is allowed). The fortnight |
which"® intervenes between .the twoe
meetings is profitably occupied with'
preparation: The-selécted subjects
have to be carefully studied to make
a creditable showing among their fel-
lows, #nd everyone feels that the suc-
cess .of "the fortnightly meeting de-
pends on his or her individual labors.

The Ladies Aid of the First Congre-
gational church submitted an interest-
ing report of its year's work, and toid
without ostentation, of ®everal good
deeds mocomplished outside of work in
connection with their oéwn chureh.

The report of the Woman's Mission~
ary Society of the Metropolitan Meth-
odist church, ran as follows: “We are
glad to report & good year. Our funds
are in advance of last yeéar, the at-
tendance has increased and the interest
is  steadily growing.

«We have been favored with visits
ang addresses from several mission-
aries, The accounts of the g00d work
done by othérs wis a4 help and jnspir-
ation to us. - *

“Ouf total income was $437.10, our ex-
pénses $20.85, leaving a total of $416.45.”

The Sherwood Auxiliary of tha
Woman's Missionary Soclety of the
Methodist church, stated that though
this society was not yet a year old,
they had with 36 members raised $75,
for the ‘eéducating and Christianizing
the children and women of the dark
places of the world, by sending deacon-
esses ,who work in the slums of the
large( cities.

Emmanuel Baptist Mission Circle re-
ported meetings held each month with
a fairly good. attendance., At these
maatinzs the watk st RBascies mLions
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is discussed and - a deeper interest
maintained. All moneys raiseéd for
missiong is by voluntary contributions.

An interesting paper wds read by the
three different |

representative of the
Hives of Maccabees, setting forth their

aims, and the good work which their |

societies are quietly carrying on,

The Y. W. C. A, reported as follows:

“Since our report of a year ago, the
Y. W. C, AL work hag been moving
along somewhat different lines.
Through the kind assistance of the af-
filiated societies of this local council,
and many good friends for which we
were indeed, grateful, we were enabled
to comfortably furnish a hduse on Pan-
dora street, which is being carried on
very successfully.

“We have two very falthful women,
Miss Gilbert and Miss Crowell, In
charge who look well to the comforts
of those who home with us, and the
success of the institution is-‘largely due
to their untiring efforts.

“We have classes in plain sewing and
millinery, both of which are well at-
tended. &

“We regret to say that ‘bur associate
memberdhip is not as large by half as
last year, and we appeal again to the
women of the city to assist us flnan-
clally. Many cannot give fifty cents a
month as sustaining members, but a
great many can give one dollar a y&ar
as associate members, and thus enable
us to extend our work, the scope of
which of necessity is as yet very lim-
ited.”

Mrs. Watt, representing the King’s
Daughters of Metchosin, said she had
no official report, but that their work
congistéd in raising the standard of
entertainments given in that district,
and in providing libraries and pianos
in schools, and in exciting as far as
possible an elevating and refining in-
fluence. Vi

Rev. T. C. Holling,) who was pres-
ent, then asked permission to say a
few words and complimented the la-
dies of Victoria -on their aggressive-
néss in good works. He then ecalled
their attention to the great need of a
commodious building for the young
women without: homes who come to
the eity, saying that this work could
be taken up by the local couneil in
affillation with the W. C. T. U.

The resolution asking that the local
couneil should continue its efforts to

.secure the establishment pf a mater-
nity ward at the Jubllee hospital was

c¢arried unanimously after an’ ani-
mated discussion, in whigh the needs
of such an ingtitution were fully set
forth.

The question of exposing fruit and
food outside, where it was free to ac-
cumulate all the dust and filth of the
street, was most thoroughnly threshed
out, and Dr..Ryan spoke most ear-
nestly of the¢ dangers attendant on
such & custom, recommending that”if
a by-law prohibiting it could not be
passed, ladies should positively refuse
to buy any feed which had been thus
exposed.

The regular meeting of thé Oak Bay
council was held Monday night in the Osk
Bay schoolhouse, there being present:
Acting Reeve Henderson, and Councillors
Newton, Noble, Fernie and McGregor.

Clerk Floyd read the minutes of sev-
eral special meetings and reports of the
roads committee,, by which it was shown
that the water pipes had not been laid on
part of Monterey avenue because the
dues on other local iniprovement work
had not been paid. T. O. Mackay and
others had petitioned to have Yale street
graded and gravelled, the property own-
ers on either side to bear the expense.
The committée agreed that the work
should be done on those conditions.

On October 80th orders were given to
improve the constable’s accommodation,
and an option was given Managet Dolg,
of the Bank of B. N. A., on thé unsold
portion of the municipal debentures. ©n
the same date Councillors DMecGregor,
Pemberton and Fernie were appointed a
committee to look into the matter of &
distributing - ‘system . of water for the
municipality. | -Later the committee stated
that they were not yet in a position to
report as they Were ‘waiting for some in-
formation from the éngineer. It was also
decided, on the advice of- the ‘éngineer,
not to lay & four-inch water  pipe oOn
Saratoga avenue-in view' of the installa-
tion of & meéw ‘system throughout. he
pipe will be atilized on-another street..

At a committege. meeting. held November
8th the: tally-ho feed of R. Bray were or-
dered to be refunded’on, dccount ‘of the
fact that thé By-law" under which they
were collécted had 'been decldréd by the
courts to bé dllegal. The rdok: rear C.
Dubois Mason’s new house was Ordered
‘to be blasted at & cost not to éxceed 330.
The engineer reported the estimated cost
of grading part of Cadboro Bay road
near the exhibition grounds to bé $668.
He also suggested that the municipality
should get & good rock crusher. An offer
was algo read from the Lineham Sand &
Gravel Company offering to supply
screened gravel at the Willows terminus
in large quantities at a cost of 756 cents a
cubie yard.

WEEKLY PAY-DAY IS
SOUGHT BY THEM

Difficulties. Pointed Out in Ar-
ranging it—Other Matters
Brought Before Council.

The city counci] met a deputation of
property-owners from Belmont avenue
Monday night just”before its meeting.
The straightening of that’ thoroughs
fare between (Hadstone and Miine
street will cost much more than the
permanent works first asked for by the
owners would cost, and council wanted
the opinion of the owners before go-
ing further.

After diseussion the deputation with-
drew for econference and subsequent-
ly submitted, through Ald. Gleason,
their views. They ask that the city
should secure title to' the street from
the freeholders and procure an agree-
ment from owhers to —purchase the
strips of 'land which would be thrown
back on the east side when the street
is straightened, and that the city en-
gineer be asked to prepare an estimate
of the proposed work for the street
ag it exists and as it would be if
straightened, They are almost if net
quite unanimous on desiring to have
the straight street if it will not cost too
much and in any case they asked the
council to proceed with the work at
once.

The city assessor and the city so-
licitor will continue with the work of
securing title and the engineer will
prepare the estimates asked.

A Wash-house Inquiry. -

Early in the evening the council
went into committee of the whole in
order to conduct the inquiry into the
sanitary condition of the Chinese wash-
houses on motion of Ald. McKeown. It
was decided to take up first the case
of L. J. Quagliotto’s building on Store
street, adjoining the E. & N. railway
station premises.

R. C. Lowe, for the owner, asked for
an adjournment for a week, to enable
him to submit to the building inspector
a plan of what he'proposed to do to
.improve the buildieg. Mr.- Lowe said
he was informed that his client had
repeatedly tried to obtain a notifica-
tion as to what the sanitary authority
requéred. but had not been able to get
that. A plan was now ready for alter-
ation of the' building in such a way
as was expected to meet with, the ap-
proval of -the |sanitary inspector and
building inspector. ’

In the matter of the wash-house at
the corner of Quadra and Fort streets
a notification is to be sent.to the own-
er, Dr. Morrls;l, before anything fur-
ther is done. ;

Sanitary Inspector Lancastér stated
that it “was not practicable in  this
latter case to lorder a man to move
his . building back twenty-five feet
when he had not five feet of space to
spare, nor to move it ten feet from a
boundary fence| .

Civie Workmen's Payday.

A discussion jon the method of pay-
ing civic workmen was precipitated by
‘the reading of|a letter from the sec-
‘Yetary os the [Victoria Laborers’ Pro-
tective .union. -| The following resolu-
tion passed at |a meeting held on Fri-
day night wags| enclosed: ‘“That ' the
civic employees instruct the .secretary
to write the city council asking it to
restore the fifth and the nineteenth of
each month, r#spectlvely, as the reg-
ular pay-days.’”’ Another resolution
passed on the same occasion request-
ed the council to take a referendum

. vote at next municipal elections on a
weekly instead|of a semi-monthly pay-
day. In regard to the latter the sec-
retary wrote that in conversation with
an aldermap since he had learned of a
system of weekly, pay in operation in
a large city and thought that if the
workmen had known that the introduc-
tion of ‘such a|system was practicable
they would not have asked for a refer-
endum. }

Mayor Hall suggested that the coun-
cil should call |for applications for the
office of paymaster, to commence
duties at the first of the year. The
staff was so large that it took a great
deal of time to make up the time.
Other cities had a regular paymaster,
which relieved the treasurer’s and en-
gineer’'s depariments of this = work.
Even with the change which had been:
made in the pay-days the treasurer
would have to have more assistance at
the first of the year.

It was final-
ly decided ‘to refer the matter to the
finance committee, and = advise the
laborers’ union that the committee
would consider: whether the request
sould be granted.

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BISHOP PERRIN’S
CHARGE T0 SYNOD

REVIEWS EVENTS IN .’
ANGLICAN CHURCH

Suggests Steps to Celebrate
Jubilee of Diocese Next
Year.

In spite of the heavy downpour of
rain there was a large attendance at
Christ chure¢h cathedral Monday even-
ing to hear Bishop Perrin’s address to
the synod of the diocese over which he
presides.” The address was a masterly
review of the events in the Anglican
church world during the past Yyear
and touched a high note of enthusiasm
and advance.

The evensong service was conducted
by Canon Beanlands, and the script-
ures were read by Archdeacon Scriven.
The choir of the cathedra] led the mu-
sical service in their usual ' pleasant
manner - and the preparatory prayers
left the audience in the right frame of
mind to enjoy the address.

Pan-Anglican Congress.

His Lordship began his address by a
happy reference to the Pan-Anglican
Congress which met in!| London last
summer and spoke of its wonderful in-
fluence upon the life of the chsrch and
indeed of the world. The daily papers
gave excellent reports of the meetings
and the bishop quoted an authority as
saying, “Even London was moved.”
The Thankoffering services, which
closed the congress, was referred to
and the bishop stated that the amount
contributed by this diocese to that
fund was $600, and was donated to the
general fund. This thankoffering, which
amounted to $1,750,000 will be distrib-
uted by a strong and representative
committee and some lasting memoriah
of the great occasion will be the re-
sult. 7

Conference of Bishops.

Bishop Perrin then told his hearers

of the Fifth Lambeth Conference of
Bishops, which assembled at the close
of the congress. In 1868 the first Lam-
beth Conference was held with seventy-
six bishops present, and at intervals
cf ten years other conferences have
been held, each with an increasing at-
tendance of bishops, the present one
having 242 in attendance. The con-
ference is not a legislative body and
while its resolutions will doubtless
have much weight with the church,
they are not binding.
" The conference met for ten days and
the questions discussed were referrel
Lo committees, which met for fourteen
days, sometimes with three sessiong a
day; then the conference met for an-
other ten days and again discussed the
resolutions as suggested by the com-
mittees.

One of the most important results of
the conference was the appointment of
a centraf consultative body Of eighteen
memBers, to which questions of world
wide importance to the church can bpe
suggestion.
Like the bishop’s conference this body
is not legislative but is merely for
advice and counsel;

Some of the decisions of the confer
ence were of utmost importance to tha
church and will be received by mem -
bers of the communion with pleasure.
The bishop made "a clear and definite
statement regarding faith. The fac's
stated in the creeds were stated to be
an essential part of the faith of the
church: >

Religious Education,

The questions of religiods education,
in the schools was discussed and
Bishop Perrin quoted as important, the
following resolution:

“In the judgment of this conference
it is our duty ' as Christigng (and
Christians here was used in ‘its widest
sense, not merely as members of the
Anglican communion, but as Christ-
ians), to make it clear to the world
that purely secular systems of educa-
tion are educationally as well as mor-
ally unsound, sifee they fail to co-
ordinate the training of the whole na-
ture of the child, and necessarily leave
many children deficient in a most im-
portant factor for that formation of
character, which is the principal aim
of education.” The duty of parents to
impart religious instruction to thelr
childréen was insisted upon.

The sanctity of the marriage relation
was held 'to be most important by the
conference, and the bishops took a very
high ground in the matter of the re-
marriage of divorced persons. The di-
vorce statistice were so appalling that
it was felt to be incumbent upon the
church- to everywhere enforce the
thought of the sacredness of the mar-
riage tie. Certain recommendations
.were made of specific cases, and the
clergy asked to govern themselves
thereby.

‘With regard to the moral witness of
the church to the ideals of brother-
hood which underlie the demgcratic
movements of our age, the resblution
passed by the Lambeth conference lay
stress upon the duties of property as a
trust held for the benefit of e com-
munity, extending to the character and
general social effect of any' business
or enterprisé in which money is in-
vested, the. treatment of thofe em-
ployed, and the payment to them of a
just wage.

The question of the supply of men
for holy orders was brought to the at-
tention of the conference, and it was
urged that serious effort should be
made to secure candidates of high in-
tellectualities and good training in
theology.

In regard to the question of the re-
union of Christendom, while not speak-
ing very hopefully of the present pros-
pect, the Lambeth conference suggests
that small conferences of leading
members of Christian churches should
be called together for prayer and for
the better understanding of each
other’s posmoq. The spirit of the con-
ference was most helpful, and Bishop
Perrin expressed  himself as most
thankful that he was privileged to be
present,

Triennial Synod,

His Lordship then referred t}» the
triennial synod of the Canadian church
which was held recently at Ottawa.,
These sessions were interesting, :and
the full report should be read by all

churchmen. The new hymn bpok came
in for some criticism, but received the
hearty endorsation ‘of the synod, and
it is hoped will be adopted as soon as
practical by the parishes of this dio-
cese,

A forward movement: was made in
Sunday school work by the appoint-
ment of aid organizing secertary, and
this very important part of the church's
work must nol'be neglected.

In dealing with matters connected
with the diocese over which he pre-
sides, Bishop Perrin first = éxpressed
himself ds grateful to Archdeacon
Scriven for the work he had done as
commissary  during  his Lordship's
absence in England.

The work of the diocese was then re-
viewed in detai] and the progress made
noted. The Bishop stated that Lindle¥
Crease had been appointed Chancellor
of the dlocese and E. E. Wooten regis-
trar. These appointments were made
necessary by the lamented death of
Mr. Justice Drake. The Canadian Mis-
sionary Society now asked the sum of
$1,460 from -this diocese and the liberal
offerings of the people” would doubtless
meet this amount as they had done the
smaller amount in previous years.

Jubilee of Diocese.

Bishop Perrin referred to the Jubilee
of the Diocese which takes place in
February next and urged the erectlon
of a Theological college at the site of
the University of British Columbia as
a fitting memorial of the occasion. The
little band of missionary pioneers of
1859 had grown to 100 clergy, with four
bishops and three dioceses and it was
certainly fitting that a substantial
memorial of the Jubilee should be
erected. 3

The work of the Brotherhcod of St.
Andrew received the commendation of
the Bishop and the Laymen’s Mission-
ary Movement was recommended as an
excellent source of inspiration to the
men of the church.

The splendid work of the Columbia
Coast Mission under the superintend-
apce of Rey., J. Antle was spoken of
and the needs of the missions impress-
ed upon the synod,

Bishop Perrin closed a splendid ad-
dress by expressing the hope that the
cleventh synod would be marked by an
carnest endeavor to do better than in
the past, by a more faithful perform-
ance of the duties devolving upon the
workers, and by that firm trust and in-
creasing hope that must eventually
produce the results so dear to the heart
¢l God,

HUNGARIAN PARTRIDGES
RELEASED AROUND CITY

Game Warden Warns Against
Shooting and Trapping
Birds.

Hungarian partridges have recently
been released by A. E. and Dr. J, L.
Todd at Challoner & Mitchell’s farm,
the old Le Poer Trench place, Saanich,
at Sidney Island, and at “The Leas-
owes,” from where they are expected
to spread to Pemberton woods and to
Oak Bay district. Further quantities
will shortly be released in the vicinity
of Pemberton woods and at Challoner

& Mitchell’s farm, and later on near |

Quamichan lake and near the cement
works,

Hungarian partridges were released
last spring at Quamichan lake, near
Duncans; and-also in Saanich, near
the cement works at Tod inlet. It is
not known definitely that any of these
birds had broods this season, although
several persons (both at Saanich and
Duncans) have reported seeing broods
of young birds which they took to be
Hungarian partridges. It is, however,
definitely known that a considerable
number of partridges are at present in
existence near both of these places
which, if not new broods from this
season, must, of course, be the original
birds. The Duncans birds have all been
seen within a radius of three miles
from Quamichan lake. The Saanich
birds have, however, spread very much
more, and have been seen at Saanich
on the Butler farm, on Xeating's
cross road, besides at other places
nearer to the cement works, and some
of the birds have crossed Tod inlet,
and have been seen in Highland dis-
trict,

The partridges kept in the aviary at
‘“The Lieasowes” are reported to have
done very well, and while they did not
breed this season are very contented,
and considerable conﬂdqwe is express-
ed that they will breed next season.

It may be of some Interest to know
that what led up to releasing partridges
at “The Leasowes” is the fact  trat
there are very large numbers of quail
almost contsantly in the grounds of
the residences of this portion of Vie-
toria, and flecks of as many as fifty
are frequently seen. It is to be regret-
ted, however, that considerable shoot-
ing is constantly going on in that part
of Victoria situated to the south of
Rockland avenue and Oak Bay avenue.
There is also little doubt that.the trap-
ping of quail and pheasants both by
garden Chinamen and their masters is
a common occurence in Victoria,

Notices as follows are now being
posted throughout tne country by the
provincial  game and forest warden
where Hungarian partridges have been
released:

‘““Notice is hereby given that Hun-
garian partridges have been released in
this vicinity. It is illegal to shoot, hunt
or have these birds in possession at
any time. Hungarian partridges are
somewhat larger than a quail, andiof
a brown color and very slightly resem-
grouse. Hunters
shooting in thick brush must use par-
ticular care not to mistake these birds
for willow grouse.

' IN OFFICE

KAISER APPROVES HIS
REICHSTAG UTTERANCES

Emperor’s Aims Bounded by
Constitutional Responsibili-
ties--Potsdam Audience.

Berlin, Nov. 17.—An interview be-
tween Chancellor Von Buelow and Em-
peror William, held at the new palace
in Potsdam this morning, resulted in a
satisfactory understanding., His Ma-
jesty expressed his complete confidence
in the chancellor the chancellor
will remain in office.

Furthermore, the Emperor adopted
the proposals made by the Prince con-
cerning the future conduct of state
affairs, Tae result is believed to have
ameliorated the serious internal situa-
tion in Germany for the past fortnight.

This meeting, which was watched by
the entire German people with pro-
found interest, is an outcome of the
much-discussed “interview’”’ with an
Englishman published in the London
Daily Telegraph on October 28th in
which the Emperor was credited with
a frank statement of the world policy
of the German empire; and also with
being friendly to Great Britain. The
publication was followed by a furious
outberak in Germany against his Ma-
jesty. He was severely criticized in the
German press and in the Reichstag for
his “indiscretion,” and his assumption
of the prerogative for unwarranted in-
terference in the state affairs of the
nation,

Prince Von Buelow.replied to these
criticisms in the Reichstag, and said
that the Emperor in the future would
refrain from a repetition of ‘his un-
popular course,

During the meeting the chancellor
explained to his Majesty the temper of
the German people on this matter,
Whether the chancellor remained in
office depended on how the Emperor
accepted his statement, - 3

In the course:zef*the audience grant-
ed ﬁs—day by the Emperor to Chancel-
lor Von Buelow, the chancellor describ-
ed to the Emperor the mood of the

nation, and explained his position with
reference to his utterancesin the Reich-
stag last Tuesday. The Emperor listen~
ed to these explanations with great
earnestness, and expressed his will as
follows:

‘“Heedless of the obviously incorrect
exaggeration his Majesty considers his
principal aim is to secure the continu-
ance of the imperial policies under the
safeguard of constitutional responsi-
bilities. He approves the chancellor's
address in the Reichstag and assures
the Prince of his cantinued confidence.”

Immediately after his return from
Potsdam Chancellor Von Buelow saw
the members of the Prussian ministry
in council and communicated to them
the details .of his audience with the
Emperor,

The president of the Reichstag, Count
Von Slozberk, had a prolonged confer-
ence with the Chancellor immediately
after the meeting with the ministry.
Details of the Potsdam audience were
communicated afterwards to the lead-
ing members of the federal council by
Minister of the Interior Bethmann
Hollwegg.

On November 13th a Berlin dispatch
said the Chancellor of the Empire
would set forth to His Majesty at this
meeting the following facts regarding
the Emperor’s independent action in
matters, of state,

1st. “That the foreign affairs commit-
tee of the Bundesrath, or federal coun-
cil, is firm in tRhe opinion formulated
at the meeting yesterday morning that
it would be wiser for the Emperor not
to express views affecting the relations
of the Empire with other countries ex-
cept through his responsible ministers.

Znd. ‘“That the entire Reichstag as-
sented to the declarations made by the
speakers on Tuesday that the Emperor
had exceeded his constitutional prero-
galives in private discussion with for-
eigners concerning Germany’s attitude
on centroverted questions and that the
feeling of the people at large on this
matter was accurately indicated by the
press of the country.”

In his defense of Emperor William
before the Reichstag, Prince”Von Bue-
low declared that some of the state-
ments contained in the “interview’ i
the Daily Telegraph were incorrec&
particularly that referring to the
sending by Emperor William te the
late Queen Victoria a detailed plan: of
campaign to end the Boer war. Con-
cerning ‘the statement attributed - to

|

pression used by the Telegraph was
too strong. Too great stress also had
been laid upon the point in the inter-
view dealing with German interest in
the Pacific ocean, which has been in-
correctly reported as inimical ' to
Japan. i
Kaiser's Promise.

Berlin, Nov. 17.—Chancellor Von
Buelow, in the course of his interview
with the Emperor at Potsdam ‘this
morning, asked his majesty for a
declaration, together with permission
to publish the same, to the effect that
in the future the Emperor would deal
with state affairs only through the ex-
isting constitutional channels, namely
through the chancellor. His majesty
acceded to this request and the declar-
ation asked for appears in the Reich-
Sanzeiger to-day.

REVENUE SMALL FROM
ISOLATION HOSPITAL

Board of Health Will Inquire
Into Whole Matter Next
Tuesday.

It is the opinion of all the aldermen
that the work of the board of health is
costing too much and the matter will
be discussed at a special meeting of
the ecity counecil, sitting as the board
of health, on Tuesday evening next, At
the same time the matter of collect-
ing the charges for patients In the
isolation hospital in some more sys-
tematic way will be considered.

At the meeting of the council Monday
night the building inspector reported
on the completion of the alterations in
the igolation hospital which were or-
dered, and stated that some furniture
wag required which would cost about
$200.

Ald. Gleason moved that the furni-
ture be purchased. He remarked that
out of the appropriation of $2,500 there
had been $2,300 spent, including re-
pairs to the furnace.

Ald. Cameron pointed out that while
this appropriation had not been ex-
ceeded the health department had
very greatly exceeded its appropria-
tions in other directions. He suggest-
ed that if this furniture was not re-
quired  for patients in the hospital it
would be just as well not to get it at
present, in view of the shortage of
funds and the pressing demands of
other works. He explained that he
was not opposed to supplying the fur-
niture but at the present juncture no
money should be spent which was not
absolutely required. Ald. Cameron
cmphasized his opinion that the health
department as a whole was costing
too. much and pointed to the fact that
it has exckeded its appropriation by
several thousand dollars. He consid-
ered there should be an inquiry into
the whole matter and into the man-
ner of conducting the isolation hos-
pital. Victoria seemed to be the anly
city in Canada that had one conducted
on suchll lines, treating patients free
who could well afford to pay.

Ald. Gleaion admitted that the de-
partment was rather more extravagant
than necessary but waged that the
hospital should be ready for urgent
demands at all times.

Ald. Henderson also insisted that the
hospital should be prepared for any
epidemic, no matter how much it cost.

Mayor Hall said the payments pro-
vided for by by-law were merely option-
al and there was nothing to compel
patients to pay anything. He protested
against cases being’ sent to the hos-
pital by other doctors without the
knowledge of the city's medical

-health officer and said no case should

be admitted without Dr, Robertson’s
order afder some arrangements had
been made for payment. The collec-
tiong from patients’ had been very
poor and it was certain that a larger
revenue should be obtainable from that
source.

Ald. Mable agreed that the matter
should be threshed out, as it was get-
ting beyond all control.

Ald. Henderson reminded his col-
league that it was not altogether their
own fault, as the provincial govern-
ment had put them to some expense
by things it had ordered.

Ald. Gleason, in view of the turn of
the discussion, withdrew his motion
and substituted one to let the report
lie for a week, pending a meeting of
the board of health.

This was agreed to and it was de-
cided to meet ‘on Tuesday. The mat-
ter of Chinese = wash-houses will be
taken up on the same evening.

Busy Towns Spring Up.

*The opening of the lne has been a
great boon to the settlers in its terri-
tory and the inhabitants of the busy
towns—some of which Wwill soon be
cities—which have sprunyg up here gnca
the spring. I was amaszed at the wol-
ume of freight and passenger traffio
along the whole of the line. Some con-
siderable experience of newly-opened
railways, both here and in the United
States, had not prepared me for ths
large amount of business—three or
four times as much as I had expeoted
to find. The line ig still being operated
by the construction department, and
raturally full facilities for the hand-
ling of freight, etc,, do not as yet exist
though every effort is being made to
press on construction work at all
points. But the willingness to oblige
and unremitting energy of the com-
pany’s employees form a sufficient com-
pensation, and I did not hear a singlo
complaint.

Roadbed Excellent,

“The roadbed is excellent throughout,
and the track all the way from Winni-
peg to Wainwright is being rapidly put
into good shape. Here I should like
to dwell on a criticism semetimes
heard from those who are ignorant of
what may be called railway :strategy.
The critics say that the line ought to
have kept away from other lines in the
neighborhood, turning to this side and
that in order to avoid patches of in-
ferior country or to develop areas of
gcod unsettled land. They forget that
the G. T. P. line is not intended to be a
local freight collector in the first in-
stance—sécondarily, of course, it acts
as such—but a trunk line which wili
throw out freight-collecting  tentacles
ag occasion requires.. Nearly all the
land, however, through which it passes
is good for farming—most of it very
good—and even where sandy soil is
seen, there are pockets 0f good land
near the railway and fine farming
areas a short distance back. But the
G. T. P. from Winnipeg to Edmontn
must be primarily judged as a trunk
line, a portion of a great thoroughfare
from the Atlantic and the great lakes
to the Pacific.

Route Picturesque

“Unquestionably = there
more picturesque route across the
prairies. Many beauty spots are
passed. People talk of the ‘monotony’
of the prairies, but that is because
they have no eye for the subtleties of
line and -coloring. To me, at all sea-
sons of the year, the prairies have a
singular\ allurement, comparable with
the fascination of the!ocean or of the
ocean’s ‘little sister,’ Lake Superior.
The traveler who is disappointed with
the scenery of those illimitable un-
fenced plains, with their seas of grain
or grasses ‘sighing unto no shore’ are
not better, in my judgment, than the
famous—or unfamous—degenerate who
was disappointed with the Atlantic. No
doubt, the day will come, and come
soon, when there will be cities with
pepulations running into five figures
along the prairie section of the G. T. P.
main line. And at least two of .the
towns I visited will become favorite
resorts of the tourist. Warous has a
keautiful salt water lake within three
miles of the town, whither sufferers
from rheumatism and kindred ills wiil
resort. Thig is Little Manitou lake and
long before the white man entered the
west the Indians had their sweating
ledges there and recognized the med-
icinal qualities of its azure waves. The
breeze blowing from it to the town has
a flavor which suggests the proximity
of the sea. A chunk of old ocean In
the heart of the prairies—that is a no-
table asset for a town not six months
old. Again near Wainwright is the
great park .where th# Pablo-Allard
herd of buffalo is to Be located. The
herd is expected wup shortly and I
wished I could have been there to see
them turned into their nmew reservation
so far distant from their old one in
Montana. A number of deer have been
enclosed in the process of building the
many miles of buffalo-proof fence

“lI went as far as the great bridge
at Battle river. It should be finished
in about a'ynonth. In cenclusion, I
should like to thank, through your col-
umns, all the railway employees who
helped to make mv trip a pleasant ono
Everybody was very kind, and 1 think
them as nice a bunch of boys as ever
preferred ' railroading to the other
learned professions, such as being mil-
lionaires, or professional basgeball
journalism.”

In ite weekly review of the coast
charter market the San Francisco Com-
mercial News says:

“Quite a number of vessels have ar-
rived at coast ports during the week
under charter to load grain and dur-
ing the past ten days three large
steamers have secured grain fixtures
at a sharp reduction from union rates.
From all indications. however, the
tonnage now under engagement is
about sufficient to clean up the export-
.able surplus with the exception of that
needed for California. Reports from
'Australia indicate another large crop,
and present prices of Australian car-
goes check further- inducements to
charter for Pacific Coast loading. Over
a dozen large steamers. have already
‘been taken for the new season by Aus-
tralian exporters and the market there
‘{s much improved. There are at pres-
ent thirteen vessels.available for grain
‘cargoes lying idle at Puget Sound and
/British Columbia, three at Portland and
‘three at San Francisco. Rates are na-
turally weak,

“Lumber chartering is quiet, with the
tendency toward lower ' rates for off-

g shore business. Puget Sound to Mel-
bourne or Adelaide has.been done at
1308, showing a reduction of 1s 3d from
'the last previous fixture. Three ports
Pacific loading to two ports Australia
has been done at 33s 3d, also a low fig-
'ure. The idle tonnhage on the coast has
\a very depressing effect.
ito direct port U, K. has been done at
50s,

~"Offshore rates are quoted approxi-
mately as follows: Lumber from Puget
Sound or British Columbia te Sydney,
128s 9d; to Melbourne or Adelaide, 30s;
Port Pirle, 30@32s 6d; to Fremantle,
37s 6d; to Japan ports (steamers), 30s;
Callao, 37s 6d@40s; direct nitrate ports,
87s 6d@40s; Valparaiso for orders, 38s
9d@40s; 2s 6d less to a direct port; to
South African ports, 47s 6d@50s; to or
Continent, 50s; Guaymas, $5.75; Santa
Rosalia, $6.50,

“Coastwise business is picking up
rapidly and vessels are now getting
$3.50 Puget Sound or Grays Harbor to
San Francisco, where a month ago they
could not get over $2.75. To San Pedro
the rate is $4 to $4.25. "

“On Wednesday the announcement
was made that the trans-Pacific lines
operating out of Portland 'and Puget

‘' Sound had cut the rate on flour to
Hongkong from $3.50 to $3. . The rate
out of San Francisco was dropped at
the same time from $4 to $3.

‘““A conference of steamship agents
was held recently at Yokohama as a
vesult of the enforcement of the inter-
state commerce commission’s new rul-
ing, but no agreement was reached, The
Nippon Yusen Kaisha has made an in-
dependent tariff and wil]l issue through
bills of lading at the present rates on
certain goods, including steam and rail
transit, and to take upon its own
shoulders the increase in the American
rail rate. This applies to raw silk, silk
and other valuable goods, the steamer
rate on which will be reduced by about
25 gold cents per 100 pounds. On other
goods the increased rail rate will' be
partly counterbalanced by reductiong in
‘the steamer transport. For example, the
rate on-tea is to be reduced by about 16
gold:cents, on matting by 15 cents, on
straw braid by 30 cents. The rate on
porcelain exported from Nagoya will be
reduced to 60 cents, a reduction being
tlso made in the freight on most of the
sther cargo. The average rate charged
by the Nippon Yusen Kaisha is abou.

LIBELLED STEAMER
HAS HARD TIME

Sungari Cannot Leave Everett
Until Her Bills Are
Paid.

Although her Ilumber cargo was
stowed on November 5th, the Russian
steamer Sungari still lies peacefully
at anchor off Everett. Under ordinary
conditions she should be well at sea,
bound for Sydney, Australia, by this
time. However, her bills are not yet
paid and until the steamer’'s obliga-
tions are satisfied she cannot leave.

The present difficulty of the Sungari
is but the culmination of a series of
misfortunes which have followed the
tramp for more than a year, After
coming from the Orient in October of
last year, she discharged at San Fran-
cis¢co and then proceeded to Guaymas,
Mexico, to land the balance. At Guay-
mas the vessel lay ten months because
her master did not have money with
which to pay the Sungari’s bills.
Flasicred with libels, she could not get
coal to steam away.

This misfortune caused the vessel to
lose a profitable wheat charter from
Puget Sound to Europe, and accumu®
lating rust and barnacles, she rode at
anchor in Guaymas harbor until about
iwo.months ago. Then she was char-
tered by J. J. Moore & Co. to take
lumbeér to Australia, and when the
cwners finally secured funds, the Sun-
gari steamed away from Guaymas,

After taking part cargé of redwood
at BEureka, the steamer came to Puget
Sound, loading at Bellingham and com-
pleting at Mukilteo. Her charterers,
it is understood, have already advanced
about 75 per cent. of the money that
the Sungari will earn under her present
charter, but she ig still $6,000 in debt.
This includes bills for stevedoring and
other services. The charterers do not
feel at liberty to furnish more than
they have, so the tramp is awaiting
more money from her owners in Rus-
sia. She has a little less than 3,000,000
feet aboard. Except to sign three or
four men at Port Townsend, she is
ready to leave as soon as her obliga-
tions are satisfied.

The Sungari’s crew has been away
from home for about two years and the
men have frequently clamored for
money, At Guaymas they were told
that they might have an advance at
Eureka, There was none availalbe,
however, and they were promised cash
at Comox, where the steamer bunkered.
They were again disappointed, and
when no advance was made at Belling-
ham they refused to get up steam. This
caused a delay of two days. Finally
they were satisfied and the vessel pro-
ceeded to Mulkilteo to finish.

‘When the steamer’s troubles will be
over no one knows. The master awaits
assistance from his owners and until
the claims are satisfied she will remain
on the Sound. The Sungari is not under
iibel. She was formerly the German
steamer Tiberius, and during the late
war in the Orient had many exciting
experiences as a blockade runner,

MOANA ARRIVES
FROM AUSTRALIA

COMES IN DAY AHEAD
OF SCHEDULE TIME

Stowaways From Honolulu to
Be Deported When Liner
Returns.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Royal mail steamship Moana, of the
Canadian-Australian line, in command
of Capt. H. A, Morrisby, arrived in
port this moraning with a number of
passengers for this port and some
freight. She had a very pleasant trip,
arriving one day ahead or time, she
not being due in Vancouver, until to-
morrow. The weather was fair all the
way. While there was some wind it
was always with the steamer, and on
that account was scarcely noticed.
When passing through the tropics the
weather was cool and pleasant.

Prominent among the passengers
was Dr., W. H. Green, of the university
of Melbourne, who is over to this con-
tinent on a visit to the principal uni-
versities. It is the custom in Australia
at the state universities to allow the
professors a holiday every five years,
and to give them a trip to visit other
countries ‘for the purpose of studying
their educational systems. On this tour
all their expenses are paid and their
salaries continue in the regular way.
Dr. Green is a lecturer and demonstra-
tor in science - at Melbourne. Another
passenger.of note was Dr. Cofer, head
of the quarantine department at Hono-
lulu, who has been recalled to Wash-
ington, The following is the complete
list of those who landed at this port:

Thisis
a very large -quantity, and made the
local post office officlals very busy,
both transferring the TUnited States
mail and sorting that for local distri-
bution.

STEAMER SWEPT
DOWN THE SKEENA

Passengers on the Craigflower
Have Thrilling Forty Mile
Ride.

(Special Correspondence).

Prince Rupert, Nov. 16.—A thrilling
experience fell to the lot of 120 passen-
gers on the steamer Craigflower, which
operates on the Skeena river. It seems
that last Wednesday morning the
Craigflower left a point on the Skeena
about forty miles above Essington,
named “Hole in the Wall.”” The river
was in a bad condition and shortly af-
ter starting the- boat commenced dip-
ping water and the fires were extin-
guished. At this point a panic among
the passenger§ occurred. The Italian
passengers, numbering about thirty,
tried to get to the life preservers first,
but were prevented by other men on
board, Capt. Roy Troup, who was in
charge of the Craigflower, fastened a
life preserver on his wife, who had ac-
companied him on the trip.

Many of the passengers considered
that their end had come as the boat
was now taking in water rapidly, and
with the wheel out of order the
Craigflower was simply drifting down
stream. This boat was only intended
to carry twenty-five passengers. She
had a canvass house on her and the
passengers with their pocket knives
cut the canvass to pieces in order to
make holes to escape through should
the boat sink.

After drifting, turning end for end,
and twisting along down stream. with
some two feet of water in her cabin,
the Craigflower finally drifted along-
side of the wharf at Port Essington
and friendly hands threw a line to the
boat which was pulled up to the wharf.

Eye witnesses, some of whom are old
sailors, affirm that it was the very
worst forty-mile ride that they ever
experienced,

WAREHOUSE FIRE IN NEW YORK.

Store-room of U. 8. Army Medical
Supply is Seriously Damaged.

New York, Nov. 17.—The big ware-
house used by the United States army
as a medical supply store-room for the
department of the East, on Washing-
ton street, was seriously damaged by
fire to-day. The fire was confined to
the sixth floor where it started, but
fully $50,000 worth of tents, blan-
kets, cots and other bedding stored
there were ruined. The building it-
self was damaged and the fifth floor,
which is used for offices, was flooded
by water. The fire started in the
bedding on the sixth floor from some
unknown cause.

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ANGLO-CANADIAN
GOVERNMENT CABLE

Hon. R. Lemieux May Make
Arrangements With Britain
—Cheaper Rates.

Montreal, Nov. 18.—A special London
correspondent says: ‘“§ am told that Hon.
R. Lemieux has power to close definite
arrangements with the British cabinet to
lay a government cable between Great
Britain and Canada at the joint expense
6f the British, Canadian, Australian and
New Zealand governments. ‘All Red’
cables are thought to be more immediate-
ly practicable than the ‘All Red’ steam-
ships.

The basis of negotiations is that cable-
grams are to cost fivepence a word in-
stead of a shilling, press messages being
93 pence instead of fivepence. The new
Atlantic cable would be managed jointly,
like the Pacific cable. Many of its ad-
vocates hope it will mark another step
towards an Empire state cable system.”

GEORGIA CARRIES
SALT FOR NANAIMO

Will Be Used in Curing Her-
rings—Lonsdale to Bring
European Freight.

The Canadian-Mezxican liner Georgia
arrived on Wednesday two days behind
her schedule, bringing a few passen-
gers and a big consignment of salt for
Nanaimo. The steamer did not stay
here long, but left for the Coal City
where she will discharge her freight.
The salt, one thousand tons in all, is
to be used at Nanaimo in curing her-
ing. The fisheries of that port have
every year been assuming more prom-
inence and this amount of the
preservative is a clear indication of
the quantity of fish that they expect
to pack.

Word has been received by the man-
agement of the Canadian-Mexican
company that the Lonsdale will bring
north from Salina Cruz the first con-
signment of European freight for Brit-
ish Columbia, which has been shipped
by the Tehauntepec railway. This
will consist of about 200 tons. If it
can be shown that this can be brought
as cheaply and as quickly as by the
other route there is doubtless a great
business to be done which will be an
advantage to the steamship line and
also to those receiving freight in this
province. ‘The Tehauntepec rdilway is
about 180 miles in length, its eastern
terminus being at Coatzacoalcos,
