dew Pictures of Trafalgar.

An Italian painter, the Cavaliere E. de
Martino, a Neopolitan ex-naval officer, has
painted four pictures of the battle of T'ra-
falgar, which are of such surprising merit
as to comwand the universal approval of
..nglish critics as well as of naval men.
The usual course with English painters ot
the action has been to take the Victory for
their centre, and the death of Nelson for
their incident. The Cavalicre Martins
gives what may be called a progressive
view of the battle. The time of the first
picture is noon, when Collingwood with
the Royal Sovereign broke the Spanish line,
aud its motto Nelson’s excellent exclama-
tion, *‘See bow that noble fellow Colling:
wood carries his ship ifito action ! The
time of the second picture is between one
and two o’clock, the Victory is ranged
alongside the Redoubtable, the fatal shot
from the Frenchman’s rigging has laid
Nelson low, and the motto s, *“ They have
done for me at last, Hardy.” In the third
picture the time is between three and four,
the incident the burning of the French 74
Achille, the motto the often repeated ques-
tion of Nelson as he felt his life ebbirg
away, ‘‘ Well, Hardy, how goes the day
with us *” The fourth and last of the
series is a scene after sunset ; the incident
is the taking of the Royal Sovereign in tow
by the Euryalus. Iwpending night glooms
all the sea and begins to shroud the ships.
The motto is Nelson’s last distinet utter-
ance, *‘ Thank God, I've done my duty ! ”
The London press agrees that nothing can
be finer than the conception and execution
of these pictures, which taken together
give the strongest impression of the glori-
ous and terrible fight. Time brings some,
strange revenges, and that Englishwen’
should be indebted to a Neapolitan naval
officer for the greatest pictorial account of
their greatest victory at sea could have
been thought little likely by Murat as he
watched Nelson shatter the Neapolitan
squadron from the Mole to which he went
to witness the Englishman’s capture.

Niagara Falls.

Sunday the 12th Jawuary, 1879 was an
exceedingly fine day at Niagara Falls. In
the morning a dense fog hung about the
great Falls, and the sharp frost of the
early hours covered everything with
thick hoar-frost. The glitter of the ad
vancing sunlight among the snowy tinse}
that hung on every bow and branch—the
changiug forms, and the changing hues of
the sturdy column of spray spreading over
Niagara, and marking high up among the
clouds, the place where the * father of
waters” poured its incessant floods—the
solemn roar of the great fall, and the
wintery slumbering of all else besides the
oue great object of the stranger’s admira-

—

As the day advanced crowds of visitors
lined the banks of the river and file! the
pathway leading to the ice bridge. 'nn-
dreds, and probably thousands, }° {
their way across this natural, . 1
thoroughfare before the day was e1 d.
The bridge is reached from the Car.da
shore at the foot of the Ferry Road, in
i front of the Clifton House. The pathway
across the ice is narrow and exceedingly
crooked—winding about in all directions
to avoid the breaks, and cracks, shoves
and piles, and hollows.that/nake up the
surface of this icy structure. Teams drive
to the foot of the Ferry Road on the
Canada side, and to the top of the bank
in Prospect Park on the American side.
At the foot of the American Falls are the
usual ice mounds, formed by the falling
spray, while the irregular surface of the
““bridge” itse'f is glazed over for hun-
dreds of feet around. The path across
the ice and the mounds about the fall
were black on the twelfth with pleasure
scekers all the afternoon, and far down in
the evening ; many clambered to the top

of the highest mound, but the ascent vas
accomplished with great difficulty, and in

many cases after several slipsand tumbles,

The view from the top of this mound was
well worth an effort to obtain. Facing
southward, on the immediate left, high up
was the American Fall, pouring its never-
ending flood into an abyss filled and dark-
ened with a cloud of spray. Further for-
ward, and across the rushing, boiling,

foaming green water, was the great Horse
Shoe. Facing northward, on the left
again, was first the laughing, shouting,
pleasure-seeking crowd, then the ice-
bridge, and then the rocky -bank of the
Canada shore. Further forward, and
hanging away up in the air, was the frail
and airy looking Suspension Bridge. On
the right, at the top of the bank, was a
row of human heads peering over the
stone wall guarding the edge of the pre-
cipice for hundreds of feet at Prospect
Point. Leaving the bridge, the visitor
ascended the inclined railway some five
uundred feet, and found himself in com-
tortable quarters in Prospect Park. If
be was making the trip with a conveyance,
and had quitted his sleigh at the foot of’
the Ferry Road, the veichle would meet

nim again at this point. The Park was

chronged with people, and is weil worth a
visit at this season of the year. The ice
scenery is very interesting. The archway
ieading down to the point, as well as the
crunks of the trees, are drawn out. so to
speak, on’the side nearest the fall to two
or three times their natural size. One
nust see the place to understand its' pe-

cularities andappreciate its beauties. Pass-
wg around Goat Island, the ice scenery is
even grander than at any other point.

The view at Luna Island isa wonder in

itself. The little iron rod that marks the
northern and western limit of the island is

uow no less than sixteen feet in circum-

ference; the projecting  icicles hang a

hundred feet down towards the rocks be-

low,while every bough and sprig supports

» gigantic snowy form with proportions

similar to its own. Near the Horse Shoe

everything is crushed with the weight of
ice. Huge trees are broken down, and
only that the mass of ice in most cases
helps to support its own weight, every
‘shrub and tender growth would be utter.
ly destroyed. Hundredsare visiting these
wonder scenes, as well as the great bridge.
With fair weather a most pleasant day
can be put in about Niagars Falls just
now, and there is every probability that
the bridge and other icy structures will
last for some weeks at least, and possibly
months. The Prospect House om the
Canada side, and the Spencer House on
the American side, are doing a driving
business.

STATUE OF PRINCESS ALICE.—The Queen
bas commanded Mr. Boebm to execute a
AnonUMEnt of the Iife Grand Duchess of
Hesse, to be erected at Darmstadt. The
aesign has becn settled, the chief feature
being a recumbent figure of her Royal
tighness. The work is already com-
meuced. Mr. Boehm is also executing a
vust of the Grand Duchess for the Prince
of Wales.

MoNUMENT OF POCAHONTAS.—A corre-
spondent writes with reference to the
crincess Pocahontas : * Effective measures
are being taken for the purpose of raising
a monument to the memory of this illus-
trious and heroic iady. She died at
Gravesend, as certified by the following
entry in the register: ‘1616, May 21, Re-
becca Wrolfe, wyffe of Thomas Wrolfe,
gent., a Virginia lady born, was buried in
the chancel.” Up to the present time
there is not even a tablet by the grave.”

THE Warp MurDER :—We are glad to
see it stated that the Minister of Justice
has ordered the discharge from the Peni-
tentiary of Mrs. Ward, who wis convict-
ed at St. Andrews of the crime of murder-
ing her husband, for which crime Dowd -
was hung. No fault can be found with
the verdict of the jury in this case; for,
‘t is doubtful if under th@ circumstances,
any other verdict could have been found.
Yet, it seems as certain as the day itself
that the woman was wholly innocent.
She had no means with which to employ
counsel, and many facts that might have
been brought oat to her advantage were
not brought out. The case is a suggestive
one. It is true she is now discharged, but
the interests of justice demand something
more. In such a case there ought to be a
reversal of the sentence of the Court.

Northumberland’s Ropressntative
at Ottawa.

Those self-constituted °¢ delegates,”
Messrs Tweedie, Call and Sadler, Lave
returned from Ottawa. It seems that
the private business of our Senator is of
greater importance to him than that of
the public, so he is absent sttending to
it and, for the time, he made those
three gentlement his proxies, in order
that they might do congenial work for
him at the Dominion Capital. The
mission on which they went was one that
few in this County would approve of.
It was a mission prompted by the same
envious and revengeful spirit that has
constantly characterised the course of
the party whose misrule in Northum-
berland met with condemnation at the
polls in the late election. It was not
to strengthen, but to weaken the influ-
ence of Mr. Snowball who had hurried
back from Great Britain to his parli-
amentary duties. It was not to pro-
mote the interests of Northumberland,
but an effort 1o do harm by those who
were powerless to do good, These gen-
tlemen, to cover the disappointment
with which they met, give out in cer-
tain quarters tnat they succeeded in
rendering the representative of the
County powerless and that they have
taken such steps as will force him to
occupy the comparatively useless pusi-
tion at Ottawa which our late represen-
tative pleased to assume. Of ccurse,
they could not do that, but,even if their
statements were true, would the facts
reflect any credit npon them ?

Mr. Soowball was elecied by a de-
cisive majority. Had it not been so
there might have been sume show of
reason in the ‘‘ protest” now before the
Election Court, and for the extraordin-
ary conduct of these people geueraliy,
but will any fair-minded person ac-
quainted with the course of the late con-
test be bold enough to say the large
majority gained was not due to at least
as legitimate and honorable agencies as
those employed on the defeated side ?
Take, for instance, the conduct of the
Surveyor-General in using, as he did,
all the patronage and power of the Pro-
vincial Government in the most un-
scrupulous manner tc defeat Mr. Snow-
ball and thwart the wishes ot many of
his own best friends! Where the facts
are not known it is urged that Mr.
Snowball was strengthened by the in-
fluence of the Dominion Government,
but, the truth is, very few of those
holding Governmentappointments voted
for him, while it is a well known fact
that some of his most open and power-
ful opponents were Govermment offi-
cials. The Inspector of Lighthouses
and Fishery officers by the dozen were
among the active canvassers for Mr.
Mitchell. These officials were appoint-
ed during the latter gentleman's term of
oftice and it was a most fruitful source
of dissatisfaction and complaint against
the late Government that they did not
replace, with their own friends,such of
them as were acting in a hostile manner
from the day the *‘ Grits” succeeded the
Conservative Administration. While it
was true that the late Government had
many admirers on account of its evident
honesty of purpose and adherence to
principle, these officers had rendered
the Marine and Fishery administration
80 unpopular that Mry Snowball’s
real or supposed alliance with the
¢ Grits” afforded him no strength.—
Itis true that the Tariff question in-
fluenced mauny, while others believed
much that was said was misunderstood
and Mr. Snowball's greatest opposition
arose from his assumed preference for
the Government—and in, in this con-
nection, we mean the Government as
represented through the Marine and
Fisheries Department, for, in this
Couuty where . Dominion administra-
tion is chiefly judged through its influ-
ence on that Jarge interest, that Depart-
ment rules the pupular mind in its esti-
mate of the Government’s general
character.

Notwithstanding sll these drawbacks
it was felt that Mr. Snowball's large in-
terest in the country entitled him to a
representative position. He had, by
an honorable and manly course so far
succeeded well in the management of
all matters under his control, and had
gained the confidence of the people, so
unmistakeably expressed. The ques-
tion fiow suggests itself—will the voters
of the County approve of this continued
opposition by a few  disappointed office
and patronage seckers? And will the
Government refuse to consult with and
be advised by the representative of the

County ! The friends of good govern-
ment and honorable administration are
watching the course of events with no
little interest. 4

Tho Fishories Question at Ottaws,

The Ottawa Free Press, referring to
the Miramichi Fisheries, expresses the
belief that a protitable market might be
found forboth bass and smelts at several
points in the Upper Provinces—especi-
cally if so many of the latter are going
to waste on the ice. On the want of
proper regulations the same paper
says :—

¢ But fishery regulations do exist and
they prohibiv the abuses which every-
body deplores. Oflicers are appointed
to enforce them. 1f the regulations are
defective those ofticers should see to
their amendment, and if requisite,
adapt them to local necessities.” *
** Now, we happen to know that the
injuries which these Miramichi fisheries
have suffered, and are said to be still
suffering from, have been greatly ag-
gravated, if they were not actually
caused by want of vigor and practical
attention on the part of those whouse
immediate business it is to regulate and
protect them. It is one thing to de-
nonnce abuses, but another to correct
them, and the public has much more
interest in knowing that sumethi%g is
being done than that something olight

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to be done. If the Department at
Ottawa makes defective regulations in-
capable of euforcement then the fact
should be made known in order that a |

remady may be applied. If the Inspec-
tors neglect or fail to make the best use
of their powers and the laws they en-
gage to administer, they should "give
place to others who will.”

The difficulty appears to be that it is
a rule of the Department to depend al-
most entirely upon its Inspector for in-
formation. When that officer happens
to be a conscientious, truthful, intelli-
gent and efficient man the public inter-
ests must, as a matter of course, be well
guarded, but when the reverse is trne,
such a condition of affairs as now exists
on the Miramichi cannot but follow.
Many fishermen lose respect fur the
Department in a great measure and
when they know that parts of regula-
tions are unreasonable and absurd, they
hastily conclude they are justified in
evading the whole. When they act
upon these ill-advised conclusions their
example leads their more correct fellow-
fishermentobecome dissatistied. Then,
the minor officers, if they are eflicient,
do what the law directs and seizures 4nd
confiscations are the result. Nearly all
these difticulties are due, in the firat
place, to the Department not being pro-
perly advised in reference to the regula-
tions necessary. Miramichi people
generally look upon the present regula-
tions as very inadequate and wonder
when a change for the better will be
effected.

The Free Press, under the head of
¢ Sinelts again,” also says : —

The St. John Sun persists in re-
proaching ‘‘the late Government ” with
the waste of semelts and young bass at
Miramichi. It adds a new, and, this
time, a distinct charge. After stating
that 1llegal fish are snipped at Chatham
railway station without detection, it
says:—*‘ There was altogether too much

never interfered with them. The late
Minister, whom the Suxn finds so much
fault with, took the trouble to visit the
district, and heard the fishermen and
the fishing ofticers face to face. He
found that, althongh Mr. Wyse was
lording it over several neighbouring
officers, and acted as a sort of local de-
puty to the Chief Inspector at St. Johns,
ue did an extensive country store busi-
ness with the fishermen and their
triends. They got supplies and nets
from him—even the illegal ones that
did so much damage. Of course they
did as they pleased. Sir A. J. 8mith
is said to have called Mr. Wyse's atten-
tion to this anomalous state of affairs,
and the result was that Mr., Wyse
voluntarily resigned s office. What
was there ‘¢ political ” about ‘this? 1f
his successor does not do his duty any
better than Mr. Wyse did, why.does
net the Inspector expose him aud have
him dismissed ? Possibly he, too, has
dealings with the offenders. 1If so, it
would be better to persuade the present
Minister to follow the example worthily
set by his predecessor.

Mr. Wyse's semi-partnership with
dozens of tishermen who were, accord-
ing to his own statements, violating the
fishery laws, is a somewhat notorious
fact connected with his ofticial history
and it is a little singular that while the
Inspector for the Province was, for a
lung time, aware of the facts he contin-
ued Mr. Wyse in his position as chief
deputy.

No successor to Mr. Wyse has been
appointed in Chatham for only one
Overseer is required. The seizures re-
ported to have been made this year in
Chatham—excepting those of some
smelt-nets taken several miles below the
town for fishing after the close season
had commenced—were of fish illegally
taken in Oversecr Hogan’s district, ten
ur fifteen miles up the river. That
officer followed the buyer of the fish
out of his own district and made ‘the
seizure in Chatham, in order to give
color to the complaints which were being

.| published in reference to destruction of

small bass at Chatham. Seizures.of
bag-nets engaged in smelt-fishing after
the 16th Feby. have been made at
points several miles be'ow the town of
Chatham and we do not think anyone
sympathises with those whoe have
broken the law and reaped the reward
of their wrong-doing. A correspondent
whose letter appeared in the ADVANCE
of 20th Feby. d.rected attention to the
bag-net tishing going on after tne 15th,
and we are pleased that the oflicer in the
district referred to—as well as others—was
thereby stirred up to a practical senie
of duty. "

Legislative Councils.

The Legislative Councils do not ap-
pear to be looked upon as absolutely
necessary bodies by the Governments of
New Brunswick and P. E. Island. The
Speech at the opening of the Legislature
in the latter Province says :—

A Bill will be submitted to you alter-
ing the constitution of the Legislature
and providirg one Legislative Chamber
for the Province in lieu of the existing
Legislative Council and House of As-
sembly. To thisimportanteonstitution-
al change, Iinvite your earnest at-
tention.

The New Brunswick speech says ;

Your attention will be directed to the
consideration of the propriety of amend-
ing the constitution of the Province by
vesting the powers of legislation in one
Legislative Chamber, subject, neverthe-
less, to the rights of the Crown, and
under such provisions as may be deem-
ed expedient in the interests of the
people.
It is said by some of the members of
the New Brunswick *‘ House of Lords”
that the Government probably pruposes
to retain that body as the *‘ one legisla-

tive chamber”.

Venning.

The Inspector cf Fisheries for. New
Brunswick cansed a letter to be published
in the Advocate of last week which no

This refers, no doubt, to the |

tolerate an officer 80 degraded as to em-
ploy the language in which it was couch-
ed. The questions at issue between the
editor of this paper and Inspector Ven-
ning are not personal ones. They affect
the material interests of the Miramichi,
and Mr. Smith deals with Mr. Venniug !
only on his merits as an officer. We are
quite satistied that if the conduct of any
prominent public officer in Great Britian
were brought to the notice of the Minis.
try of the day as that of Mr. Venning has
been by Mr. Smith, and if the charges
were proved as that gentleman’s have
been, he would,at least,have some protec
tion from abuse of the class to which Mr.
Venning is permitted to give publicity
with impunity. No public officer in Eng-
land would be allowed to disgrace the
Government by attaching his official sig-
nature to letters couched in the vilest
slang avrd vituperation, if, indeed, any
journal read by respectable people could
be found to adwit such matter to its co
lumns. If that officer’s public letters, which
8o clearly iudicate the vulgarity of his
character—his unfortunate temper and
quarrelsome disposition, which have caus-
ed him to appear as a tighter and brawler
on the public weteeets—his blasphemeous
and profane language in his intercourse
with fishermen, and even his abuse of his
fellow officials—of all of which there is
abundant evidence—can be condoned by
the Department of Fisheries of Canada,the
people whose interests are almost left at
his mercy must soon lose faith in the . sys-
tem which employs so base an instrument
in its workings. We leave Mr. Veuning's
blackgnardism—as Mr. Smith once did a
threatening private letter he received from
him—m the haunds of the Department,
and with the Minister of Fisheries, while
we proceed to deal with its assumed state-
ments of fact bearing on the public mat-
ters involved.

On the 4th of April 1877, Mr. Smith for-
mulated a charge in which he stated to
the Department at length the result of a
personal examination of the Miramichi
Hatching House. The point of the charge
was that while Mr. Veuning who then |
had control of the House, had reported ov- |
er 600,000 salmon ova as being in the |
trays at that establishment, there was not
one half of that quantiy. In his charge,
which was au open one, addressed to the |
Minister of Fisheries, after referring to
the deception practiced upon the public, |
from the first, in counection with the es- |
tablishment, Mr. Smith said : !

Res})ecting the work of this season. the |
same fraud is being carried on and I will !
give you the evidence of my own eyes and ’
senses, on which I ask yon to assist in pre-
venting further fraud. * * * Having|
stated the facts 1 look to youn tor such |
action as the case demands. If your De- |
partment is officially informed that 640,000
eggs were laid down in the Miramichi
Hatching House you are deceived by your
own officers. I say nothing in my paper
but await your action in removing the
barrier which the Inspector secks to set up
between the public and his official acts of
deception. Ycu are, doubtless, led to
helieve that the reports forwarded from
time to time to Ottawa concerning the
Breeding House and its work are true. ]
say they are fslse to an extent that you
cannot have an adequate conception of,
and the Department has sufficient on which
to proceed to protect itself and the public
from further imposition. * * * When
your Inspector thought proper to go into
the press and misrepresent both my know-
ledge of the facts and my motives in en-
deavoring to check him in mattersby which
L felt he was threatening injury to eur
tishery interests, I did not follow him after
I learned that he was in the hands of the
Department at Ottawa, but I find him still
disgraeing his position by scurrilous letters
to the press and I want a chance to justify
myself in the statements I have made * *
Will you leave our fishery interests to be
mismanaged as they are now. or seek to
ascertain whether you are not badly and
corruptly or iguorantly advised in refer- |
ence to them?

A few days passed after Mr. Smith had
forwarded the specific charges which ac-
companied the above and he heard nothing
from the Department. Knowing the ova
would soon be matured and féaring the
deception he had reported would not be
investigated he made the matter public
through the ADVANCE and a few days
after he was officially informed that an in-
vestigation was to be made by Samuel
Wilmot, Esq.. Chief of the Fish Culture
Branch. When Mr. Smith visited the
Hatching House and discovered the con-
dition of things he informed the keeper,
—who, even then, stoutly contended
that there were nearly 700,000 ova in
the trays,—of his intention to report the
facts to the Department. The keeper
posted off to Newcastle and caused the
Inspector to be summoned at once. The
latter visited the Hatchery five days after
and when the state of things there was
published in the ApvaNcE the Advocate
published, at the request of the Inspector,
the statment that a number of losses of
ova had taken place which had been re-
ported to the Department ‘‘as they oc-
curred.” Mr. Wilmot had already arrived
and visited the establishment in company
with the Inspector and Overseer Hogan—
who had, evidently, assisted him in his |
misrepresentations—thus depriving Mr.
Swith of assisting in the investigation—a
privilege the latter understood Mr. Wil-
mot was instructed to extend. This,
therefore, is the charge and this the in.
vestigation in counection with which, in
his letter which appeared in the Advocate
of last week, In«pector Venning says :—

¢ First, then, I state that before this
slanderer ‘ formulated ’ his Jies all the facts
counected with the Miramichi Hatching

House were faithfully reported to the
then Minister”. * * *

*¢ Second ” Mr. Wilmot never confirmed
Smith’s statements, nor even hinted at in-
competency or wilful misrepresentation on
my part and I appeal for proof of this as-
sertion to Mr, Wiimot’s own report”. * *

¢ Third, 1 was never *‘relieved of the
superinteudence of our own Hatching
House ” as Smith falsely asserts”. * * *

Now we do not propose to make a string
of assertions in praise of Mr. Smith and
his knowledge of the matters referred o,
as the Inspector does concerning Mr. Ven-
ning, for that would be silly and egotisti- |
cal, but as Mr. Veunning appeals to Mr-
Wilmot's Report we will let that bear wit-
ness on the above points.

ReMEMBER THE CONCERT to-night.

India.

On Thursday last, 27th ult., the Rev.
Dr. Jardine, lectured upon “India” to a
large and attentive audience. The sub-
ject, in itself, is interresting and daily
becoming more 80 ; and the fact that the
lecturer has a personal wqmliut.au;e of
several years duration with this brightest
gem of the royal diadem formed an addi-
tiopal attraction. Dr. Jardine, having
referred to some personal incidents con-
nected with his journey to the East, pro-
ceeded to give some account of the re-
sults of his vbservation of Indian people’s
religion and customs, of which the follow-
ing is a very brief summary:—

The Khaibar Pass, which has recently
risen to such prominence, had always
been the means of obtaining admission

into India, until the British went by sea.
North-west of the Pass, somewhere iu

Central Asia, about the Tigris and

Euphrates,'the mountains of Armenia. on

the shores of the Caspian was the dwelling

 place of the greatest races of the present

day. Before the time of Abrabam, our

ancestors were there, as well as the ances.

tors of the R , Greeks, R 5

Persians and Hindus—all forming one

race. From them we and the Greeks,

Romans, Russians and Celts came north-

ward, the Persians went southward and

rhe Prahmans towards the north-east.

When the Brahmans separated from the

original centre, we cannot te'l, but before

they passed through the Khaibar into In-

dia, they had produced an extensite and

very interesting religious literature. They

worshipped the varions powers of nature,

hut they had also conceptions of one s-If-

existent, spiritual Being, the great cause
and governor of all created things.

Chey entered upon a career of conquest
among the more vriginal tribes of India
and the result was a wonderful develope-

ment ot the system of caste and a gradual

degradation of the original simplicity and

uobility of Hindu character and religious
ideas. And yet, many noble monuments
f Brahmanical genius were preduced in

‘the land of their adoption. In the
m\lababharata and Ramagana we have two
epic poems rivalling the productions of
the great old Grecian bard who sang the
evil fortune of ancient Troy and of its
conquerors. They produced systems of
philosophy not very far behind the specula-
tions of the great philosophers of ancicnt
Greece. And in their study and analysis
of their own language, the Sanskrit, they

tar excelled any other nation of the ancient
world.

But as the Brahmans advanced in India
they got mixed up with the aboriginal
tribes and adopted many of their religious
ideas and customs. Their arrogant pre-
tentions excited spposition to their religi-
ous systerus, the principal reaction against
tiem being tnat of Gautarma Buddhba in
the sixth century before Christ. - That
won-eiful man was wearied with the illg/
of life and the luxuries of his princely
station, and bis mind was dissatisfied with
polytheistic superstitions of Brahmanism.
He accordingly set himself to develope a
system of atheistic ethics by the observ- !
ance of which men might free them-i
selves from the evils of existence and |
trom existence itsclf. We cannot now
study the complicated relations beiween
Hinduism and Buddbism, buta contest
between the two was carried on which re-
sulted in the expulsion of the Buddhists
from India about the tenth century after
Christ. The result was a further de-
velopement aud strengthening and, at the
~ame time, degradation of popular Brah-
manism.  Fabulous legends maltiplied,
morals became degraded, licentiousness
was encouraged even by the rites of
religion, and the service and worship of
gods became one - seething, corrupting
mass of soul-destroying abomination.

We now approach a period when anoth-
er race of foreign conquerors invaded
India through the Khaiber Pass. The
followers of the Great Prophet of Arabia
had multiplied and conquered wide and
popular districts in Persia and Central
Asia. At length, about 1000 years after
Christ, they legan to make systematic
and formidable irruptions into India. For
abuut seven centuries and a half Mahome-
tan emperors of one race or anotber
governed India from the city of Delbi.
They were powerful, cruel, licentious and
avaracious, and to them India owes some
of the worst features of her present condi-
ton, especially the condition of her
women. About the time of the golden
ae of the Mugul Empire, in the vear 1600,
t 1e first charter of the East Iudia Company
was signed by the good and great Queen
Eiizabeth. At first, the operations of the
honorable company were purely mercan-
tile, carricd on for the benetit of its mem
bers, aud tor nearly one hundred and
fifty years, it had no thougit of the politi-
tical and military career upon which it
was afterwards compelled to enter. But
the Mogul empire crumbled into ruins;
petty native states raised perpetual is-
seusious throughout the country; the
French were formidable rivals to the East
India Compauy ; and finally the British
were compelled, for the purpose of main
tairing their own existence, to assume
the pusition of a military power. By a
succession of fortunate events: which did
not appear to be sought ‘or by the British.
a large part of the country fell into their
hauds aud during the latter part of the
eighteenth century, the foundations of the
present British Indian Ewmpire were
tirmly laid. Thus, India appears by a

ion of provideutial events,alike un-
looked for and unsouglit for, to have heen
given to Britain, and the lecturer believed
for a very important purpose. During
the earlicr part of the British occupation '

The two greatest obstacles to the evan-
gelization of India are the social institution
known as the system of cas’e and the do-
mestic institution of the family.

Recent political movements seem to
shew that, in case of future complications
arising, Britain's tenure upon India may be
seriously endangered, whether by external
invasion or internal revolt. This being so
it is of great importance for the British
Government to take such steps as may
best ward off the approaching danger.
But it is of still greater importance for the
Christian people of the ‘British empire to
act towards India in the spirit of the Gos-
pel of Christ, so that we may continue to
be not unworthy of the very important
trust which has been committed to us by
God with reference to that great and inter-
esting couutry.

The lecturer, having concluded his ad-
dress, which was almost of two hours dur.
ation and was listened to throughout with
marked attention, the collecticn was taken’
up on behalf of the Sabbath School, which’
amounted to the sum of twenty-eight dol*
lars.

contrary to law. On Friday last Overseer
Perley made two seizures of nets which,
though not in his own district, were just on
the other side of the channel. He bad
previously engaged one Johu Blake, of
Black Brook to go with and assist him,
but it appears this person informed Over
seer Hogan of the fact and the latter left
his own district and hastened to that of
Mr. Perley with the intention of forestal.
ling bim in his work. 1t is said that after
Overseer Perley made the seizures Mr.
Hogan also decured several nets. It is to
be regret::)i that any fishermen should
render tHe seizare and contfiscation of
their property necessary, but when they
are guilty of breaking the law they deserve
punishment.

Sume of the scizures made by Mr.
Hogan are said to have been of nets that
were left on shore tu dry, while oihers
were in shanties awaitivg conveyance to
their owners’ homes which the bad
weather had prevented before. If these
statem+nts are trne they can, of course,
be malle to appear at the proper time,

One thing is certain—Mr. Hogaun show
ed a contemptible officicnsness in endea-
voring to. make seizures which he kuew
the Oversecr of the district was about to
make. In bis own district he neglects to
correct the most flagrant violatious of the
regulations and it seems rather strange
that he should leave the Northwest to the
mercy of those who are breaking the law
there to work up alittle capital for the
Inspector who, he says, is going to Ottawa
to ‘‘put the screws on ” in this County.

John M. Johnstun, made an effort to se-
cure their right of this shore, but finding
the persons they had to contend with (the
sharcholders) had the most money, they
finally gave it up.
I think when people are paid rent for

f their shores that are occupied with booms

n every other part of the Province, and
their rights are protected, it is atout time
for our Representatives to take the mat-
ter into consideration and frame an act to
compel the 8. W. Boom Co., to pay us an
annual rent for our shores.

1 may also call the attention of the Re-
presentatives to the necessity of having a
bridge built across the 8. W. Mirawichi
at or near the S. W. Boon,as it would ac-
commodate a great many on both sides of

He is wood-
sawyer, cook and baker for these pati-
ents and, without meaning any offence,
I must say the manner in which their
meals are generally prepared isa credit
to no one.

I think all will agree with me (ex-
cept perhaps the supplies Committee)
when 1say that the cooking depart-
ment should be offered to the religious
ladies in charge. The cleanly and
orderly condition of the wards witness-
ed by mauy would soon extend to the
tables and fare provided, and whilst I
hold that a great saving wonld be effect-
ed thereby, the patients would better
enjoy thegenerosity of the Government.
I have every reason to believe that the
Government made this
much to be desired, improvement in
the management of the Lazaretto when
they were asked to do sv by the Board
of Health, had there not been probably
some not-disinterested *‘ controlling in-
fluence ” exercised, from some guarter.
