Mr. Em-
mott, liberal member for Oldham, ob-
jected to words' declaring it essential,
with a view to the conclusion of peace,
that a special commissioner should be
despatched to South ‘Africa. Cheers
and groans greeted his statement that
he would aczept no vote of censure on
Lord Milner, and the chairman was
compelled to intervene to restore or-
der. As a matteér of fast, ‘the differ-
ences between the various sections of
the ltberal partware not differences on
mere matters of detall, nor are they
results of the war. The dissolution of
the party began in 1855, and the war
has hastened its progress, which was
retarded for a time by Mr, Gladstone's
personal influence.

AT McADAM,

MAINE HAS IT NOW,

BANGOR, Me, Dec, 5. —William H.
Girvan, a laborer living at 196 Webstor
avenue, was pronounced by the Ban-
gor board of health, on Tuesday morn-
ing, to e seriously i1l with smallpox.
This amnouncement was made after
an examination made by the board
during the forgnoon. The patient wiil
be removed to the pest house, Girvan
is about 50 years of age and has a wife
and five children, all of whom are liv-
ing with him at the Webster avenue
house. Girvan was takem ill about ten
days ago, but it was net until last
Tuesday that a rash appeared. Dr. H.
A. King, his physiclan, suspected that
he had a case of smallpox to deal with
and he summoned other physiclans in-
to consultation. The result of the ex-
am.nation showed that the patient was
afflicted with comfluent smallpox be-
yond the smallest doubt. Girvan is
critically ill. A strict quaramtine has
been established, but the patlent will
at once be removed 1o the pest house.
Hlis wife and five ¢hil@ren have all been
exposed to the disease.

“Mr. Girvan has been nowhere ex-
cept to his work for some time past,”
sald Dr. King to a reporter, “and it iy
difficult to say where he could have
contracted the dispase, It is possible
of course, that he might pave gotten
it through a letter which he received
through the mall fram the provinces.”

RIDDEFORD, Me.,, Dec, 4.~A well
defined,case of smallpox has been dfs-
covered in this city. The patient |is
Amie Garneau, a French Canadian, 21
years of age. The case was repgrted
to the board of health Monday .
and Tuesday morning Dr. C. D. Smith
of the state board, who was summoned
from Portland, pronounced the case
smallpox. The man was taken sick a
week ago.

There are 16 persons in the house
where the patient is confined. Four of
them have been working in_the York
mills in Saco, The house has been
placed under quarantine and Dr. Smith
has adyised that the board of health
insist upon -the vaccination of every
employe in the mills where the opera-
tives were employed.

In the evening the men
made a break for liberty and several
escaped and are now wandericg about
the city.

The number of smallpox patients in-
creases dally and all districts of the
city are now represented in the report,
There are more than 200 cases in the
Municlpal hospital. The recent alarm
caused by tetanus in so many Camden
cases has caused a fear of vaccination
and parents are keeping their children
eway from school rather than comply
with the compulsory vacclnation law.

THE ‘PUBLIC HOSPITAL.

Dasoripfion of the Institution—Its
Staff and Routine.

— .

Public attention having during the
past couple of months\been dirceted
towards the General Publie Hospital,
the Star has securad some information
concerning this institution,

As s known, the building is of three
storles, laid off as follows: On the
lower floor to the left of the main en-
trance, which faces Waterloo street,
is the walting room in which patients
are received. Opposite it is the room
for the use of the hospital board. Be-
yond the second entrance door {s a
large hall from ihe centre of which a
8piral staircase rises to the top of the
building. To the right and left of the
stalrway are the wards A and B., and
back of it, along the corridor are the
scullery, telephone room, matron’'s
room, superintendent’s room, patholo-
gical laboratory and at the back of
the building the dispensary. A. corrid-
or to the left leads to the nurses home.

On the secoad floor right over the
entrance is the storeroom with the eye
ward on the right and the room foi
the Victorian order of nurses on the
left. To the right of the stairs is Ward
C and to the left Ward D. It was |
Ward C that most of the cases ¢
smallpox in the hospital developed.
Near the entrance to Ward ' is the
doctor's room, and on the same side of
the hospital are the convalescent r0om
and a small scullery. In the rear of
the stairway along a corridor are sey-
eral private roems, kitchen apartments
for the help, and at the back of the
bullding the old children’s ward :,nd
a private ward '‘which have been made
one to form the new women's ward,
given by the ladies of the city.

On the upper floor the rooms are laid
off in a circle and comprise ward five,
lavatory, help's room, cloak room,
scullery, and a ‘number of private
rooms. One case of smallpox develop-
ed on this floor, the victim being Her-
bert Taylor, a patient in ward five.

There are In the hospital altogether
exclusive of patlents, thirty-five per-
sons, composing the staff. There are
twe resident physicians, sixteen nurses,
engineer, night furnace man, two' day
ward masters or. male nurses, one
night ward master, epldemic ward
master, head cook, two assistant cook 4,
head laundress and one assistant, four
ward malids, one nurses’ maid and one
doctor's maid.

Since the outbreak of smallpox the
nursing staff has been reduced in num-
ber from sixteen to twelve on account
of four of the nurses doing duty in the
epidemic hoepital.

Besides the staff in the hospital there
is also a board of visiting physiclans,
made up of a numher of the leading
physicians of the, city. Two of these
are chosenh In regular order every
month, and visit the hospital once a
day, usually between ten and eleven
o'clock in the forenoon. As a means
of simplifying the work one of the vis-
itors generaily attends to the surgical
cases. . and the other to the med'cal
This same plan is adopted by the house
physiclans, who accompany the mem-
bers of the visiting board on their
rounds through the different wards.

Of the nurses, half do day duty and
the other half night. The former go
on at a quarter to seven in the morn-
ing and are relieved by the night staff
at half-past seven in the evening. The
resident phy make P
rounds of the wards twice a day, once
in the forenoon and once in the after-
noon, e
At the time of the outbreak of the
smalipox épidemic there weére in all
elghty-four patients in the hospital. Of
these, eleven who developed the dis-
eage were removed to the epldemic hos-
pital and fifty-three have since been
fumigated and discharged, leaving a
total of twenty patients now undergo-
ing treatment,
