Spend $2,000,000 a Year for Waler—
Gareless Methods of Manufactures
the GCause.

COLUMBUS, O., Feb. 2—At the
meeting of the Associated Ohio Dailies,
comprising 124 daily newspapers of
Ohio, held here today a statement up-
on ‘“the price which publishers should
pay for print paper” was made by
John Norris, chairman of the commit-
tee on paper of the American News-
paper Publishers’ Association. Mr.
Norris said that if free competition
and normal conditions should prevail
in the paper trade, news print should
be delivered in pressrooms at $35 a
ton or $1.75 per 100 pounds. He charg-
ed that newspapers were taxed $8 a
ton above that figure on one million
tons, or $8,000,000 per annum because
of the ignorance and lax methods of
print paper manufacturers, and that
the same causes were imposing a pen-
alty of $50,000,000 per annum upon the
users of all kinds of paper, including
book and writing, and thereby taxing
knowledge. More than $2,000,000 per
annum was paid by newspaper pub-
lishers for atmospheric moisture in
print paper, he declared.

Mr. Norris pointed out the practic-
ability of converting pulps into paper
at New York harbor at a cost of $35
a ton delivered in New York press-
rooms, and said the tangle with Can-
ada over pulpweod supply was an em-
barrassing development in that diree-
tion.

PARIS, Feb. 2.—The flood situation
continues to improve rapidly. Except
in the Javel Quarter, the twelfth ar-
rondissement and a few isolated spots
on the left bank of the river, Seine,
the waters have almost wholly recedecd
from the streets of Paris. The re-
treating waters have exposed to view
vawning gaps in the pavements while
wreckage here and there indicates
how far the river ran from its normal
course.

PRIMERO, Colo., Feb. 2—Alil night
lorng fresh parties of rescuers battled
with the deadly black-damp for control
of the main line of the Colorado Fuel
and Iron Company, where nearly four
score were killed in an explosion on
Monday.

Several bodies were recovered early
this morning and more than %fty char-
red and blackened forms lie in a row
on the floor of the machine shop, cov-
ered with strips of gunny sacking and
each tagged with a card to show the
identity that the battered features mo
longer revealed.

DRAKESBORO, Ky. Feb. 2—Not-

withstanding the heroic efforts of res—
cuvers it may be yet many hours before
the Browder mine near this city, yields
up the bodies of the last men whose
lives were snuffed out in the explosion
yesterday. Early today twenty-five
bodies had been recovered. Among
those killed was A. M. Allen, a place
judge of Drakesboro, who left a wife
and six children. Of the one hundred
men in the mine when the disaster
took place, it is now practically cer-
tain that more than a third have per-
ished. Except for the twenty-five min-
ers who were working near the shaft
in the east entry and who, many of
them mangled, were ,brough-t to the
surface within a few minutes after the
concussion, the relief workers have not
found a sign of life,
- Repeated attempts yesterday after-
noon to penetrate the entry where the
gas exploded were frustrated by the
stifling odors and it was only aftér the
fans, which had been kept working for
hours, drew out the worst of the
fumes, that it was possible to bégin the
resgue. s

Throughout the night each trip of
the cage brought bodies to the top. In
the panic of grief about the mine shaft
it has been impossible to ascertain the
number of men who escaped and the
number-of dead cannot be accurately
stated.

DRAKESBORO, Ky. Feb. — A
telephone message from the Browder
mine this morning places the number
of dead in yesterday’'s explosion at 35.
The bodies of 33 have been recovered.

HELEN KELLER'S

NEW YORK, Feb. 1.—Helen Keller's
crusade against blindness has won,and
the State of New York is now engag-

.ed in the work of saving the sight of

newly-born infants. It was Helen
Keller, who aroused public opinion to
the need of preventive treatment for
opkthalmia, and she will be the means
of preventing disease from forever
shutting out the light from many ba-
by eyes.

She wrote many appeals, and in one
of them said:

“In order that this pitiable condition
bz not allowed to continue, two things
should be done at once. A campaign
of education should be.inaugurated,and
every expectant mother should be
made acquainted with the peril which
may threaten her child -so that she
may insist that is be protected.

‘““Then the state should freely and
gratuitously place in the handss of ev-
ery accoucheur an aseptic silver solu-
tion that carries with it the assurance
or the part of the highest medical
authority as to its necessity, its purity
and its safety.

TO SAVE MANY FROM BLINDNESS

Dr. Walter Peet, in giving ccredit to
Helen Keller for her great work writss
as follows:

‘““Never in the history of the human
race has a combination of terrible af-
flictions upon one person so rebounded
to the good of a vast number, and in-
directly to all, as in the case of Mist
Helen Keller,

‘‘By means of her wonderfully deve-
Icped brain, and through her own in-
demitable will power and gourage, she
has carried out successfully a cam-
paign which will save the sight here-
after of the class known as the need-
lecsly blind, which, according to the
latest statistics, amounts to the alarm-
ing proportion of about 25 per cent. of
all sightless people in this country.

“The cause of the blindness is
ophthalmia menatorum, i. e., infecti-
ous inflammation of the eyes of the
new-born, which is entirely preven-
tal. - 2

‘“Last week every doctor in the state
received by mail from the state depart-
ment of health a little tin tube.

“The distribution of these little tin
tubes represents the climax of thg
marvelous work of this blind and deat
young woman, in that they contain
the prophylactic most easily and sim-
ply appHled to the infants’ eyes, which
will wipe out-quarter to one-third ot
the entire blindness of the world.

“How has Helen Keller accomplished
this great work?

“To answer this we must go over
briefly a part of her life history. Helen
Keller was born June 27, 1880. When
a little more than a year and a half
old, she lost both sight and hearing.

“When 7 years old, she came under
the instruction and influence not only
of a master mind but of a character
such as is seldom met with in . the
person of Miss Annie Mansfield Sul-
livan' (now Mrs.John Albert Macy),who
had been in the Perkins Institution
for the Blind, but who had regained
her sight not long before she began to
toach Helen Keller.

“After her awakening to language,
Miss Keller decided to learn to speak,
and added by Miss Sullivan she has

Under the auspices of the St. John
Association for the Prevention of
Tuberculosis a meeting was held last
evening in Temple Hall, Main street.
Dr. Roberts presided and was support-
ed by Rev, A.J.Duke of St.Peter’'s and
Revs.J.J.McCaskill and Neil McLaugh-
The proceedings opened with an or-
chestral selection and the chairman
outlined the work of the various as-
sociations, Dominion, provinciat and
county, and commended the objects in
a forceful manner.

Rev. Mr. McCaskill alluded to the
magnanimdus behavior of the physi-
cians of the province, who weré seem-
ingly working to diminish the scope of
their own profession.

The secretary of the provincial eas~
sociation, Rev. T. Hunter Boyd, was
introduced and gave an address on the
meaning of the tuberculosis move-
ment. In order to show the hearty
accord with the meeting being then
held by the Canadian <Club, he em-
ployed an acrostic motif on St. John,
N. B., which might serve as a tempor-
ary programme for all workers in the
city and county. Note the connection
of the initial letters of the following
paragraphs:

Sanitary and social status of mod-
ern cities today are guaged by in-
cidence of typhoid fever and tuver-
culosis. How does St. John propose
to outdo all other cities in these re-

spects?

Acquaint yourselves and others with
the local features of this problem;
that is, the factors which give the
germ a chance, viz.,, dust, damp-
ness, darkness, dirt, drink, drugs
and the droplets -from careless con-
sumptives.

Individual freedom must conserve
our collective strength. The old
solidarity of pioneer days must be
manifested under new forms.

New knowledge brings new responsi-
bilities. We need to ensure, not
what is commonly called charity,
but justice to those who are com-
pelled to struggle with insufficient
sunlight and pure air.

Take special care of the children.
There is a fallacy prevalent as to
harmlessness of measles and
whooping cough and so called minor
allments. The ensuing weakness
often supplies a chance for latent
tuberculosis to develop.

Join the St. John city and county as-
sociation. You will thereby help to
enforce the anti-spitting crusade,
support a tuberculosis institute and
secure a special nurse.

Our provincial advantages impose
obligations to ensure great results
in minimum time, and - at -much
lower cost than some older and
more congested cities. Rut we
need generalship. The very bhest
puysician holding a diploma of pub-

lic health would not be too good

either for the provincial eor city
office. The chief medical officer in
Great Britain, Dr. Arthur News-
holme, is also one of the Righest
authorities on tuberculosis,

Humidity is as important as temper=
ature in our houses and publie
buildings. But there is often twense,
ty per cent. difference betwesn the
inside and outside humidity,

Natural remedies are: abundant pure
air, pure water, wholesome fo004,
sufficient rest, and more and more
sunlight.

National defense calls for the highe
est efficiency of every eoitizen,
Health should be our first asset.

Boost your city by making it the :
wholesomest in the Dominion, and
see that it is furnished with ad-
equate provision for all the less
fortunate, not charity, so called,
but justice to the weakest.

THE BLOCK SIGNAL AND HOW

IT MAKES TRAVEL SAFER

Mechanicai Devices That Guard Against Collisions—Records
Made in Preventing Accidents —Automatic Safeguards
—How the Men in the Tower Work.

‘When an engineer on a through night
run opens his throttle in the shed, and
starts gingernly out through the crowd-
ed yard, with the flanges clanking on
the switch-points and the semaphore
arms dropping before him as the lever
men in the tower give him a through
route—when he pulls his throttle wider
notch by notch and the rail-joints
click beneath him faster and faster un-
til he is flying through the dark seven-
ty miles an hour with his precious
freight of lives, it's safe to say that no
man puts more trust in men and ma-
chine, Fifty operators at stations be-
fore him must not err; one hundred
switches must lock fast in time and
warn him; two hundred and fifty block
signals must not go wrong; miles of
rails, bridges, culverts, his engine, and
lately himself—all must not fail, else
there comes the disaster, with odds in
favor of his being the first wvictim.
‘What perfection of railroading can give
the engineer confidence and deserve
it?

The remarkable record of the Lacka-
wanna railroad, recently made public,
showed that in ten years not one pas-
senger had been killed in a train acci-
dent. In that period the road had trans-
ported 193,787,224 passengers, each
traveling an average of 19.1 miles, The
mileage of the trains had been 65,340.-
908—more than 660,000 trains making a
run of one hundred miles.

For this achievement two things were
needed — discipline and equipment.
Keeping the thousands of employes,
from section-hand and crossing-guard
to traffic manager and president, up to
the mark is a matter of organizing
men and holding them fresh to the
work which cannot become careless
with familiarity and routine. Frequent
checkings and etrict rules are spurs;
the interest of pride and wish for ef-
ficlency go further. Perhaps the rail-
road man in overalls will not stop to
think that this feeling is in him, but
the higher officers know, and reeognize
the fact that without it they cannot do
their best,

KEEPING UP EQUIPMENT.

Tquipment is more tangible. In the
last ten years the genius of actual rail-
roading in America has been the per-
fection of safety devices which offer
the least chance for accident by leav-
ing least to that most likely to make
mistakes—the human part of the great
working system. The aim of all this
invention has been t0 establish a sig-
nal system that is well-nigli infallible,
that goes as far as mechanical aid can,
and then to throw the last responsibil-
ity on the engineer. Tests are now be-
ing made of automatic stops to pre-
vent even the possibility of the en-
gineer's mistake by electric locking of:
brakes within a certain zone; - but
these are in the experimental stage in
steam railroading.

The essentials of equipment can be
simply stated, too—get the best mater-
jal, and look after it wifli the best
maintenance force. ITnspection and re-
pairs remove nearly all danger of a
“spill” from defective rolling stock, and
efficient section gangs under good fore-
men keep trdck and right of way in
shape, including rails, tie-plates, fish-
plates, epikes, ties, ballast, and all.
This is a matter of hard and constant
work.

Prevention of collisions is of more im-
mediate concern, depending upon men
and signal systems. From the time the
enginker leaves the shed on the start
of his-'run until he pulls into the ter-
minal, there is a message of red, green,
or yellow, or & warning arm, for him
to read every minute, .or more often.
Some of these are automatic, and
others are operated by men. Misreading
or overlooking one on the engineer's
part, or neglect of the station man to
give the right signal is possibly fatal.

Track signals may be divided into
two classes, those on the open road,
dutomatic block semaphores, and those
in the yards governing switch-points,
etc.,, or showing the dispatcher’s or-
ders—not automatic. Once out of the
yard the man in the cab looks for the
gsemaphore on the block, the railroad
sign-posts to the right of the track as
he approaches. Where thére are more
than two tracks the overhead bridge
is used.

The upper square arm, which shows
red and green lights at night, is the
block or “home” and the lower notch-
ed arm, with yellow and green lights,
os the distance, and is only an indica-
tor to the block. There must be at
least the distance of one block between
trains. There was some objection at
first to the introduction of this system,
on the ground that it would delay in-
stead of facilitate traffic. The length
of the block is therefore fixed with re-
gard to the amount of traffic in that
division, semaphores being placed 2,500
feet apart where suburban service is
heavy, or near a station, and a maxi-
mum distance of 5,000 feet apart on the
open road.

WORKING OF THE BLOCK.

Block semaphores are wholly automa-

tic, and are operated by a wireless
electric system which depends upon
the axles of the cars to make the cir-
cuit with the bonded rails, laid with
non-conducting joints at block enda.
Establishing this circuit by a car on
the track sets the motor to work and
causes the semaphore arm to
ger.”

Naturally the keeping of this ap-
paratus in order on all the line means
constant work. With rigid inspection,
however, there is little trouble. The
semaphore arm is so arranged by

agitation for legislation which will
compel its adoption on all lines in this
country. More than 90 per cent. of the
railways in England are so equipped.
It has done so well upon the Lacka-
wanna that M. E, Smith, signal en-
gineer, says that he has not heard of
a rear-end collislon on his road in
years, and has never heard of a head-
on smash, :

Switches at small stations on the
road, where the through trains make
no stop, are points which have to be
safeguarded. Accidents caused by an
open switch are common on the small-
er roads. On a modern line there is an
elaborate device of approach locking
which protects the train; when the en-

gineer is within a certain distance, '

generally 2,000 feet, and has read the
signal, the levers are locked and the
route cannot be changed until ne is
out of the protected 2zone. These
switches are worked by hand or by
motor; the main thing is to make
them absolutely safe.

equipment, however, are the signal
tower and switch system in the main
terminal yards. A railroad man who
had never seen the working of the big
yards would scarcely understand how
the trains were handled in the mass of
criss-cross tracks. He sees no switch-
men running to throw the dwarf
switches, yet the engines and trains
shoot about in a hurry. Who directs
all this?

UP IN THE SIGNAL TOWER.
But up in the tower, where the direc-

tor and lever men are busy, the work-
ing is plain enough—to them. In a pro-
Jjecting room, where he can view all of
the yard, with telephone at his ear and
indicators in front of him which tell
of the approach of an incoming train
when it is miles away, or of the start
of any train in the shed to leave the
yard, the director sits and orders every
movement. He must oversee the bust-
| ling switch engines, too—and rapidly—
for a delay of three minutes when traf-
fic begins to move at rush hours can-
not be made up again,

Back of the director stand the lever
men, three or mere, who throw the le-
vers as the director calls out she route.
A long cabinet, which looks like a

Ishow-case full of machinery, contains
the tower part of the plant, the 100-odd
levers, turning on a quarter circle are
governing as many switches, oper-
ated by electro-pneumatic power. Be-
low each lever is a globe which lights
up when the switch is clear. In an
uprgilit case is a diagram of the yard

! with movable miniature switches.

The protecting part of this compli-
cated system Is its interlocking. By
this it 1s impossible to give a signal
which would lead to collision or de-
railment at a misplaced switch. It is
possible, however, to tie up traffic by
delay until the whole road is throwzn
~out of running. The interlocking and
{ interdependence of switches protects a
¢ train which has a through route signal
by closing every one, that could lead
to that track until it is out of the yard.
‘Were it not for this, the working of a
flarge modern terminal could mnot be
i done.

} The difficulties of the tower men do

. not come out fully until the rush hour
suburban traffic starts,. Then even a
minute’s delay can upset the road’s
schedule. The director’s short orders
“Three to E,” “Four to G"—trains run
from a numbered track on the road to
a lettered one in the yard, and again
to a numbered one in the ‘“house”’—
‘must be obeyed on the second, for per-
haps three westbound trains are going
out at the same time, an eastbound is
coming in and switching engines are
shooting about and shunting cars the
length of the yard on a flying switch—
no possible delay for these.

It is easy to see how, In a heavy
snowstorm, when semaphores are ob-
scured at 100 or 200 feet, traffic can be
tied up hard. Just then is the protec-
tion of the interlocking system of most
avail itself in the yard also. Possible
trouble and delay by short-circuiting
are obviated by melting the snow with
hydro-carbon torches as far as the
tower switches go.

These are the main features of the
modern dispatching system, Other de-
vices for insuring safety, such as the
automatic girbrake, which in connec-
tion with tifeé block signal takes away
all chance of collision with cars lost
from a parted train, have been too
much exploited to recall at length, Ap-
pliances can now be had which will,
with enforcement of running rules upon
employes, make danger to the passen-
ger a negligible factor. Adoption of'
these by all American railways will
practically “settle the problem of col-
iisons.

As a stimulus to manufacturinig he
sa.id‘ we should provide a population in
the province to help consume the out-
put. He urged the advisability of the
city co-operating with the government
to secure settlers to take up every
vacant farm in the province. He
thought this would prove a better in-
ducement to manufacturers than the
offer of free sites or a similar bonus.

In closing he emphasized the value

by every business man booming his
own business and every employee
making himself more valuable to his
employer.

Mr. McDonald interspersed many
characteristically humorous remarks
among the sound advice which he gave
his hearers and his remarks were re-

The development of the winter port,
(Mr., Fisher said, was a great advance-
ment to St. John. This port was known
widely throughout the old and new
worlds.

Inquiring into the reasons which had
hindered the progreas of the provincs
he said that the lure of the West was
partly accountable; but we are now
beginning to see that we have a8
great opportunities at hand as there
are in the West. (Applause).

A forceful address on Civic Prob-
lems was delivered by Dr. J. H, Frink.
He referred in brief to the history of
St. John. The city now has a bonded
debt of $5,000,0000 and the annual tax
amounts to $500,000,

In closing he said that if the citizens
should desire to retain him longer on
the counsel he would do everything in
Lis power in the work for the better-
ment of St. John. (Applause.)

The chairman then extended the
heerty thanks of the club members to
the speakers and the meeting was
.brought to a close by singing the na-
tional anthem. ;

God is weaving
his pattern of life, and the man is only
the shuttle in the loom. Herein lies one
of the great forces of the army, of its
strength, perfect unity in the ranks.
This and the fact that a man or woman
is not given work in the army until
those in authority are quite sure he will
not fail. For a man is not even a real
“goldier” just because he says he is
sorry for his sins. When he comes for-
ward and kneels at the penitent bench
and the drums beat, he is by no means
received immediately into the army.
That is only another way of saying—
I would like to do better. He must
prove it according to army standards.
 For three months he serves a kind of
| novitiate. He attends meetings, follows
‘ the life as closely as he can, and once
a week reports to the ensign of his
corps. At the end of three months, it
he still wishes to become a “soldier,”

and the ensign has no reason to dis- |

trust his sincerity, he is publicly receiv-
ed, “sworn in under the flag.”
comes to the tront, and under the
crossed flags of the United States and
the Salvation Army he undergoes
public examination. “The Soldier’s
Pass on the United States Field” is
read aloud to him, and he
agrees to the conditions .There are ten
conditions he must pledge himself to;
there is nothing vague about them.
What he must do and what he must
not do are down in black and white.
There is no general golden rule about
his duty to his neighbor, loving all
men, etc. He says “I will work for the
army till I die. I will renounce all the
pleasures of the world. I will work
for God, no matter what I suffer or
lose by so doing. I will abstain from
all intoxicating liquor—opium, lauda-
num, morphia, etc. I will endeavor to
carry out the instructions of my offi-
cers, and the orders and regulations
of the army.” When he has sworn al-
legiance to the entire list, the ensign
takes him by the hand and receives
him into the army. He is given a sol-
dier’s pass. In the corner of this is
printed, in heavy type: “This soldier’s
pass is' to be signed by the officers
commanding the corps to which the
soldier belongs on the first of each
month, or it will be invalid.”

S0 much for the ordinary layman. He
attends ‘Sunday and evening meetings,
but his day is his own, If, however,
atter a time, he wishes or is asked to
consider devoting himself to the army
entirely, another novitiate Dbegins,
which probably hasn’t an equal in any
religious congregations in the world.
Tirst he must be vouched for by the
head of the corps to which he helongs.

corps, that is, before he can rank as

ensign, he must put in seven more
years of work and study. Nine yedrs
and three months from the time he
knelt at the penitent bench until he
has a corps of his own! If that is hys-
terical excitement, it’s about the most
lasting thing I know of. Furthermore,
there is no special financial induce-
ment. An ensign has no fixed salary.

He gets what is left over from collec-

tions after expenses are pald, if there

is anything left and even this he di-
vides with his helpers. Generally a wo-

man does better than a man al the
' head of a corps. As one man put it:
“The girls are better beggars. The nick-
els come easier for the lassies.” It is
quite useless to ask a Salvationist how
| he manages to live when he has no
surplas at all, He will simply smile and
'say, The Lord will look out for His

own,” and perhaps tell you that he din-
| tends marrying as soon as he gets his
corps.

Once a week from every corps in the
world a complete report of every meet-
ing held, every cent taken in or spent,
goes to district headquarters, is copied
and forwarded to general headquarters
in New York, At a moment’ notice a
New York colonel can tell how much
was spent for coal oil last week in tha
most out of the way corner of Texas.
From top to bottom the thing is or-
ganized. Founded on emotions, it is
run on common sense. That's why
the army succeeds in spite of obstac-
les and ridicule. It never stops. It is
never discouraged. Nothing is impos-
sible to God. If things aren’t going
just right with you, there's nothing to
worry about. God will get around to
the matter in time. All you have to
do is to walt without fussing.

It regards life and its own work in
something of the same light as it
looks upon its salesrooms, All day
wagons go about the city gathering
furniture and clothing that people no
longer want. All the most of the giv-
ers know is that—the things have
gone to the Salvation Army. But
down on Mission and Seventh thc
things are sorted and cleangd and re-
paired. Behind an iron screen a man
. sits week after week mending shoes.
A tailor presses and mends; down-
stairs an upholsterer fixes up broken
chairs and lounges. A carpenter puts
! in eight hours a day at the furniture.
One man does nothing but sort maga-
zines and pack newspapers®into bun-
dles. Another stacks the kindling that
has been chopped by transients for
meals and delivers it to the buyers.
For nothing in the place is absolutely
given away ,exceut in cases where the
person is really tcd poor to pay any-
thing. The prices are rarely prohibit-
ive—ten cents for a hat, 25 for a suit,
59, perhaps, for a bed. The byyer feels
that he is not a pauper, and the in-
come goes part way toward the ex-
penses. It is a very useless article,
indeed, that can’t be patched up in the
army workrooms.

Souls are the only thing that life
sends to the army to patch up and
do the best it can with. They come
from all parts, for all reasons, at all
ages. But after they are mended the
army keeps them. Why do men and
women stay? There is no money in it,
no pleasure as the world counts plea-
sure. As one Irishman put it: “Ye're
afraid; that’s it. How do I know when
the Lord’'s comin’? Sure, He moight
take it into His head just the minute
I'd be after takin’ a drop too much.
I'm saved now and, begorrah, saved
I'll stay.” :

That's the secret—work and fear—or
love if you would rather call it that.

In its own special fleld, beyond the
line where emotions have been dam-
med up by culture and convention and
taste the combination is irresistible.

HUNDREDS [N SLAVERY
ON TEXAS FARMS

B

They are Nagroes and Whites— lnvesti-
gation Started by the Story of
Misscuri Boy.

AUSTIN, Tex., Feb. 1—Stories of hor-
rible cruelty and unspeakable outrages
are told by victims of the peonage
system that is alleged- to exist upon
the Koppe plantation, in Burleson
county, and upon other plantations,’
who are here to give their testimony
before the federal grand jury.

According to statements of the feder-
al special agents, from 1500 to 2000 men
have been held in peonage daring the
past year in Burleson and other coun-
ties. Negroes and white men were ar-
rested without cause and are pressed
into peonage. It is stated that local
peace officers received $15 for each man
they delivered to a plantation.

Two more arrests on the charge of
conspiracy to hold certain persons it
peonage were made today dupon indict-
ments by the federal grand jury, the
accused being Robert S. Newton, su-
perintendent and manager of the Koppe
plantation, and W. S. Houston, a con-
stable,of that precinct.

Special agents of the government
have been investigating in Texas for
geveral weeks, The first information the
government received of the inhuman
practices was obtained from Joe Feller,
of St. Joseph, Mo. He is a young man
of good family, who while on his way
to prownsville, Texas, ran out of funds.
He left the train at Somerville, Burles-
on county, to telegraph home for
money, when he was arrested upon a
trumped-up charge. He was sent to the
Koppe plantation, and was not permit-
ted to ccmmunicate with friends or
relatives. He was kept on the farm for
six months, and worked until physical
weakness caused his discharge.

Foller reported the matter to the
United States authorities when he re-
turned to St. Joseph, and an investiga-
tion was stanted, which disclosed that
many negroes and white men were held
in peonage upon the plantation; that
they were beaten into insensibility with
a bat and a six-foot strap; that -ne-
groes and whites, including men and
women, were housed together; that
failure to do the appointed task each
day resulted in punishment; that two
men had their eyes gouged out and
that several had died from injuries in-
flicted hy guards.

Synopsis of Canadian Nort
west Land Regulations,

Any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may  homestecad a quarter-section of
available Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The -appli-
cant must appear in person at the
Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-
Agency for the district. Entry by
proxy may be made at any agency, on
certain conditions, by father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister of in-
tending homesteader,

Duties—Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each ot
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own-
ed and occupied “y him or by his
fatrer, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
gocd standing may pre-smpt a quarter-
section alongside nr~ homestead. Price
$3.0C per acre. Dusies—Must reside six
months in each of six years from dsite
cf homestead entry (including the
time required to earn homestead pa-
tent) and cultivate ffty acres extra.

Still another charge, the sixth, has
beéen made against James Seal, the
Inglishman arrested a few days ago.
This time it is for theft from th2
rooms of Peter Warming, portrait art-
ist, in the Palmer Chambers.

Detective
Killen had in court a large quantily
of goods supposed- to have been stolen.

He sold a
camera with leather case and plate
holders, a pair of rubber boots, a drill,
a set of taps and dies, four pairs of
pliers, several bitts, a pair of calipers
and two razors. For this the dealer
gave Seal six dollars. The cost of ths
entire lot would be over $40.
