Tetanus, the Disease Was in no Way
Due to the Vaccination or
the Vaccine Used,

Coroner Berryman Friday evening held his
second inquiry into the death of Ella May
Causton. The verdict of the first enquiry
was. quashed by an order of Judge MclLeod

FIELD HOSPITAL CORPS.
Will be Sent From Canada to
" South Africa.

Reeruiting Will Commence at St. John ami
Other Points Early in January.

OTTAWA, Dec. 2%—The minister
last evening received a cable from the
war office stdting that the imperial
authonities would be glad to accept the
service of a field hospital corps or' a
bearer company to be sent from Cen-
ada with the Mounted Rifies. ;

The chak;e being thus left with Col
Borden, he decided, after consulting
with the director general, to send a
fleld hoepital corps. Dr. Neilson point-
ed out that a bearer company was
adapted  more for general engagements
and that a field hospital would be of
greater service on the kind of warfare
taking place in South Africa.

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SUICIDR OF W. VAN SLOOTEN,

A Man Once Well Known in St. John
&3 a Pioneer Dock Expert.

There are man men in St. John who
will regret to hear bf the sad end of
W. Van Slooten of Brooklyn, N. Y.,
who, according to the account given
below from the New York Sun, killed
himself with a revolver some days

8g0. Like other news of interest to
this city, the Sun slipped it from the
columns of an exchange when it was
some days old, when it should have
been sent over the wires by the Asso-
ciated Press.

Mr., Van Slooten was the pioneer
dock promoter in St. John, angd hig
labors ante-dated the present J. D,
Leary. To a Sun reporter Friday night
Hon., Dr. Pugsley expressed extreme
regret on being told of Mr, Van Slog-
ten’s death. It was a surprise to him,
he said, to hear such news. Mr., Van
Slooten, as he knew him, was g genu-
ine business man, wWho represented a
group of wealthy New York capital-
ists. He was largely interested in
Nova Scotia mining at the time of his
visit to St. John, when he incidentally
suggested a dock scheme here before
J. D. Leary came on the ground. Mr.
Van Slooten was well known in Fred-
erieton in official circles and in other
parts of the province:

(New York Sun.)

Willlam Van Slooten, 44 years old, a well-
‘known mining engineer, with an office at
35 Wall street, shot and killed himself ghort-
1y after 5 o ’elock last evening, at his home
62 Sidney place, Brooklyn, in the presence
of his wife and Dr. Lawrence J. Morton of
203 Henry street, who had been attending
him for mental t.rouble and nervous pros-
tration.

For a few weeks past, Mr. Van Slooten had
been in such a nervous and excitable con-
dition as to be unable to attend to business
except at intervala of two or . three days,
Altbough he was evidently bordering on in-
sanity, his wife hesitated about taking any
steps to place him under restraint, hopmg
that a rest and a trip south which she con-
templated would restore him. He had not
said anything which indicated that he hagd
thought of suicide.

Yesterday afternoon he was so restless
that Mre. Van Slooten summoned Dr. Mor-
ton. When the . doctor called Mr. Van
Slooten and his wife were seated in the front
parior on the second floor of the house,
which bhad been used as a study. A few
minutes after the doctor’s arrival and while
they were talking about the weather Mr.
Van Slooten got up and walking -quickly to
a desk near one of the windows, took from
a drawer a big revelver of the Mauser-
magaszine pattern, and instantly placing the
-muzzle close to his head, discharged it. The
"bullet passed through the top of the head.
Mrs. Van Slootert fainted, and after carry-
ing her from: the room Dr. Morton reported
the occurrence to the police. He said' that
Mr. Van Slootén was evidently insane and
that he had been 80 quick in securing the
revolver and using it that it was impossible
to stop him,

Mr. Van Slooten was born in New Orleans
4n 1858, Hisg father, John Van Slooten, par-
ticipated in the revolutionary movement in
Germany in 1848 and came to this country
a8 a refugee. He was acquainted awith Carl
Schurz and other German revolutionists who
pettled in this country. Young Van Slooten
had the distinction of being the youngest
gradudte in the University of Virginia, se-
curing his degree as a m.lnlng' engineer
when 19.

After leaving college he smdled law in

ON WAR’S LESSON.

Proved in South Afriea.

Praise for Tommy Atkins — Cavalry
Stin Indispensable—The Canadian
Mounted Rifics In the
Campaign,

(Toronto Bmpire; 17th.)

The  Military Institute promises a
splendid series of léctures this winter.
The first one was delivered. last night
by Lieut. Col. Lessard, who ‘command-
ed  the Canadian’ Mounted Rifles In
South Africa. 4 !

In the first portion, Col. Lessard drew
some valuable lessons from the 'war,
with particular reference to: cavalry
and mounted - infantry.  The latter

rative of his own experiences in South
Africa, and was of absorbing. interest.
It was fllastrated by maps and by
blackbeard drawings, and conveyed a
vivid idea of several thrilling incidents
‘and critical situations of the cam-

©Col. Liessard pointed out that there
were only 20,000 horses in the British
army on a peace establishment, There-
fore at the outbreak of the war it-was
short 38,000 horses, which had to be
got somewhere, and shipped to South
Africa. Subsequently there was the
large number required to repair wast-
age, which, owing to the character of
the war and other causes, was unusu-
ally great. At present there were 80,000
horses in South Africa, exclusive of
transport and other mounted details.

CAVALRY WAS HAANDIJGA.PPEEID

Some people imagined, said Col. Les-
sard, that the war had shown that the
cavalry feature was to disappear en-
tirely, and give way to mounted infan-
try. This was virtually assuming that
Great Britain invariably would be
fighting an army like the Boers, com-~
posed almost entirely of mounted in-
fantry, whereas the probability was
that any war would be with the armies
of  Burope, Some had also afirmed that
the cavalry should be swept away, be-
cause it did not fulfil quite what was
expected of it in South Africa. But it
should be remembered that from the
very commencement it was seriously
handicapped in the matter of horses,
having frequently to press forwanrd
with animals barely recovered from
the effects of long voyages, untrained,
and munacclimatised. It was much
bharder for the  untrained horse to
carry ‘the weight-of a man and his
equipment than the trained horse; the
untrained horse would play out much
quicker.  In: fact the horses reached
South Africa more or lesg played out,
.and instead of a whole month’s rest,
‘which they should have at Cape Town,
they were so urgently needed that
they were pressed forward with unrea~
sonable despatch, cooped up on a. mar-
