The Information Lodged by William Wea-
therhead, who is Represented by Mr.
Forbes— Testimony under Oath will be
Taken now, without Doubt.

5. There is more trouble and more excite-
Sment in police - circles. - The charges
against Covay which the chiet would not
investigate properly will now be investi-
gated before the magistrate on the informa-
tion of William Weatherhead, who, through
his lawyer, Mr. Forbes, makes the follow-
ing charges against Sergeant Covay:
These are (1) Receiving money not to re-
rt Mrs. Woodburn for selling liquor,
- (2) Receiving money for giving her infor-
mation of the intentions of the police, (3)
Drunkenness while in uniform and on duty,
(4) Receiving presents under duress, (5)
Improper liberties with females while on
duty. The case was to come before the
magistrate yesterday afternoon after this
paper went to press. PRroGRrEss’ sole con-
tention throughout the whole affair was
for justice. - Let it be done now.

GIVE HIM A HEARING.

Some of the Aldermen Say the Chief Did
Not State Facts About Weatherhead.

John Weatherhead is still doing duty as
a policeman. Capt Rawlings is also doing
duty—as inspector of the southern division.
Wednesday morning he had a report to
make, which, had it not been proven un-
warranted, would have subjected Weather-
head to suspension for some days. He
was reported for staying in the Lower
Cove lock-up five minutes over the quarter
of an hour allowed for lunch.

Sergt. Kilpatrick is in charge of the
northern division, although it is quite
generally stated that John McGrath, who
got tired of doing patrol duty, and left the
force some time ago, will be appointed
This is hardly probable, as the chief will,
according to his statement at the meeting
of the general committee, take into con-
sideration the new captain’s ability to do
the clerical work of the office.

The chief has given his reasons for
disrating John Weatherhead. and those
who have only heard his side of the story
probably feel that he was justified in his
action. Weatherhead has not been heard.
There is a general feeling that he should
he. A number of the aldermen who were
at the meeting, say that they know, per-
sonally, that the chief stated what was not
in accordance with the facts; and thatin
regard to charges that the chief said
Weatherhead made against him, the alder-
men claim that Weatherhead did not make
the charges. They were made, on the con-
trary, by members of the board, before
Weatherhead knew anything about them.
But the chief did not stay long enough to
let them straighten matters out.

In the face of this, it is only right that
Weatherhead should be given a chance to
correct any false impressions that have
gone abroad from the full reports of the
chiet’s statements published. And if he is
given a hearing by the committee, the
daily papers will, no doubt, give him as
much space and consideration as was given
the chiet; notwithstanding the fact that
the Sun will probably be represented by
its *‘Citizen,” ¢‘Another Citizen,” and
Captain Rawlings' tenant and private
secretary.

COMING TO THE SURFACE.

The Facts of Certain Transactions in Police
Circles Cropping Out.

The people will re-
member with what wonderful alacrity the
chief and his aids sallied out after the
Norton desperadoes, how they followed
them into the wilds of the outlying coun-
ties and permitted them to escape atter all.
Among those who were foremost in the
chase were Ring, Rawlings and the chief,

il other officers. They obtained their
;:?}rom the city as usual, though not on
city duty.

But not satisfied with that, a bill was
presented for extra services, which is un-
derstood to have been paid by the local
government. The chief did not know what
to do with the money when he got it and
consulted some of the city officials about it.
He called the money *perquisites,” which
is a pretty good name. He was advised
to see the recorder abéut the matter.

The police committee, in their search for
other information, ran across this and im-
mediately asked the local government re-
presentatives in the city about the matter.
They not only got no information, but
were met with a polite and suave refusal.

In the meantime the chamberlain and
the director of public safety know nothing
whatever of the money which Chief Clarke
says he passed to the credit of the city.

Can Capt. Rawlings Do No Wrong ?
... Although Capt. Rawlings has had some
very serious charges made against him,
has' been fined by the magistrate in one

case, and failed to prove that any of the
others were not true, he has never been
suspended for a day on account of them,
but, on the contrary is held in greater
esteem by the chief. And now the un-
pleasant fact has forced itself upon the
chief that the captain has been frequenting
barrooms and drinking whiskey while on
duty, during **his time.” A reliable man,
who was before the chief this week, stated
the facts of the case plainly. He was in
John Walsh’s barroom, on Mill street,
when Capt. Rawlings and an Indiantown
lumberman entered. The lumberman
called for whiskey and Capt. Rawlings
drank out of the same bottle. e was on
duty at the time.

MES. DUMONT WANTS JUSTICE.

Her Seized Liquor was Tampered With,
She Says, and Not all Returned.

A French woman, named Dumont, who
keeps a store across the Marsh bridge, has
been making some inquiries this week.
She wants to know more about the liquor
law and the way it is carried out by the
police. Some time ago her place was
raided, and a quantity of liquor was taken
to the police station. It remained there
while the police endeavored to make
a case against her. In this they were not
successful, and, according to law, the
liquor had to be returned—what was left
of it. When the officers took it from her
house the woman made a list of all the
stuff. but when it was returned she came
to the conclusion that they had brought
back the wrong lot. She claims that most
of the bottles containing the best liquor
she had was not among those returned to
her, and that what she did receive con-
tained more water than liquor. Mrs. Du-
mont went to the chief of police about the
matter, but he gave her no satislaction.
Thursday morning she was hustling around
looking for some one who would see that
she got justice, and finally put her case in
the hands of her legal adviser, who will
probably take action to recover the bal-
ance of the liquor and have the watered
stulf replaced.

When liquor is taken to the police sta-
tion, it is placed in a room down stairs,
and kept there, under lock and key.
There are two keys; Capt. Rawlings has
one and Chief Clarke the other.

A New Wrinkle. .

Do you ever get a post-office order? If
you are among the lucky ones, the post
master has something of interest to say,
provided you send the order to be cashed
by any other than yourself. Hitherto it
has been sufficient for the person to whom
the order was made payable to sign the
same, and anybody could get the money
forit. Now all this is changed. You
must write upon the back of the order,
“Pay for account of the undersigned —"
and sign your name. Fill in the blank
with the name of the person presenting the
order, and he in turn signs the customary
receipt.

HAPPENINGS SAD AND OTHER-
WISE, TALKED AROUT.

Mrs. G. S. Miller's Sudden and Sad Death—
Her Fisncee Arrives in Time to Say Fare-
well-The Transfer of the * Telegraph”
and Other Local Topies.

The coming of death in this city in more
than one instance this week was curiously
sad. The same day a strong and active
man was stricken, a young and popular
lady in the person of Mrs. Geo. S. Miller
passed to ber rest.

Not quite six weeks ago she arrived in
town from New York state, where she had
been staying for more than a year, for a
short visit to her mother and sister and
friends. Though she had written that she
expected to come sometime in the fall and
winter, her coming was unexpected and of
course a greater surprise and delight to all
of them. Two days afterward she was
taken ill and after a short and suffering
struggle with the disease died last Tuesday
at the home of her sister, Mrs. J. E.
March.

One ot the saddest phases of the case
was’ that she was engaged to a young
physician in the States, and expected to be
married to him in a short time. While she
was' seriously ill her friends did not think
it necessary to summon him until a few
days before her death. He came at once
and arrived but a few minutes before she
passed into unconscicusness and death.

Shortly
alter she was greeted by her mother and
friends upon her arrival, she broke in upon
the conversation suddenly and slowly, and
said, **Mamma, would it not be strange it
alter all, 1 bave just come home to die P

THE SALE OF THE “TELEGRAPH.”

The Paper Has Passed Into the Hands of
a Company.

About as interesting a bit of political
and newspaper news as the talkers lave
gummed over for some time is the sale of
‘the Daily and Weekly Telegraph. There
is no doubt that the paper has really chang-
ed bands and that before long the new
owners will assume control.

It is not necessary, nor would it interest
everybody, to read the various reasons why
the paper bas been sold. The friends of
the concern will be glad to know that so far
as the newspaper went, it was at the time
of the sale, and yet, one of the best paying
properties in the city.

The estate of the late Mr. Elder had not
been wound up and the death of Mrs. Elder
which occurred a few months ago brought
about complications that made it necessary
to wind up the estate. The principal heirs
were not residents of St. John, and this
perchance hastened the closing of the busi-
ness.

Apart from this the Telegraph has become
the property of a number ot gentlemen, well
known in this city and the provinces.
While they are closely allied politically to
the Liberal party their business interests
are more extensive and varied than the
gentlemen composing the average news-
paper company. The paper will no doubt
adhere strictly to broad Liberal principles
—more strictly even than in the past—and
a few necessary changes will, it is said, be
made to obtain the needed vigor which
should always characterize successful
editorial and business management.

The Italians Rode in Coaches.

Among the passengers on the City of
Monticello, Wednesday evening, was a
large gang of Italians, and everyone of
them had as much luggage and broken
English as he could possibly get along
with. When they arrived here, their next
move was to get to the depot, and on
being assured by the bystanders that the
train left in five minutes, and that the
depot was some miles away, they gave the
English language such a razzle dazzle as it
probably never got before. The Italians
wanted to drive, but wouldn't pay more
than fiva centa pieca, and they argued this
financial question in a way that paralized
the coachmen. Finally one generous son
of Italy, with a canvass bag on his back
that made him look like a camel, declared
in favor of eighta centa, and the whole
gang swarmed into and over two coaches.
The doors could only be closed by a
tongue and groove process with the oc-
cupants, and some of them wanted to sit
on the roof. They spent the evening in
looking at each other in the waiting room
of the depot.

IN HIS YOUNG MANHOOD

WILLIAM B. CAB-I’ILL PASSES SUD-
DENLY TO HIS REST.

His Sickness and His Death—Scenes in the |

Last Hours—The Suddenness of it all—His
Public and his Private Life—A Glowing
Tribute.

Sadder news could not have spread
through the city late Tuesday evening, and
been given to the public Wednesday morn-
ing, than the death of William B. Carvill.

To think of him in any other way than
the vigorous man in the prime of his young
manhood, or the active athlete who knew
no weariness in the field of manly sport,
was indeed a hard task, but the stern and
depressing fact was that he was no more.

Only a week before the citizens paid
their last tribute to his memory by attend-
ing his funeral in such numbers, Mr.
Carvill returned from a business trip to
Montreal. Before he left on that last trip
he complained a little of pain in his limbs,
which he attributed to a slight attack of

lar rh ism. Though it ted
to nothing in his judgment, his friends
about him suggested, and even urged, that
he postpone his journey until at least he
got rid of a noticeable limp caused by the
attack. He laughed in his usual happy

fashion, and said that it was impossible,
for he had a business appointment in
Montreal and must keep it. They urged
him no longer, because they knew that
nothing short of positive illness would
prevent his attention to businéss.

He returned a weck ago, Thursday,
apparently in his usual good health. Even
the slight muscular pains he had com-
plained of troubled him no longer, and his
step was as springy and elastic as ever it
was. When he arose Friday morning he
took breaktast as usual, and going down
atairs to the office of the hotel, he said to
Mr. McCoskery—the proprietor, and also
his intimate friend—that he did not feel so
bright as usual, and he guessed he would
not go to the office. Still all that day he
was about the house, between his room
and the gentlemen’s parlor. In the even-
ing he came to the latter room and re-
marked that he had eaten a hearty supper,
but did not seem to enjoy it. He smoked
his usual cigarettes and retired early.

Before doing so, however, he had a call
from Dr. Dan Berryman who did not think
that he was suffering from more than a
slight indisposition. Saturday was much
the same kind of a day with him up to
8 o'clock in the afternoon, when he re-
marked to Mr. McCoskery, that he thought
he would lie down. He went to his room
and remained there. His main trouble
appeared to be a lack of appetite. A few
oysters were all that he could eat, and he
did not appear to be able to digest those.
He remained in his room Sunday, sitting
around and chatting and smoking as usual
with his brothers and friends. KEven Mon-
day he indulged in a smoke again, but still
could eat nothing. Such fasting had made
him weak, and he remained in bed all day.

Up to this time none of those about him
imagnied that there was any serious trou-
ble. The physician expressed no fear and
on Tuesday noon he pronounced him de-
cidedly better and told his brother George
that he would be all right in a few days.

Mr. McCoskery kept him company all
that afternoon and says he was in unusual
good spirits, talking and laughing on every
topic. When he left him to go to his sup-
per he said, *‘Don’t forget to come up af-
ter supper, Lu.”

A few minutes passed and while Mr. Mc-
Coskery was still at the table, Frank Car-
ville rushed in hastily and exclaimed, **For
God's sake come up stairs, quick; I think
Will is dying.” They returned as quickly
as possible and saw at once that the dan-
ger was imminent. Dr. Dan and Dr..John
Berryman were summoned and when they
arrived a few minutes later they saw that
there was no hope. The blood was gush-
ing from his mouth in streams and there
was no possibility of stopping such fearful
henmorrhage.

All this time Mr. Carvill retained full
consciousness and bore up bravely under
intense suffering. His three stunned “and
g sod b L",hi.llrl forl ’(he
Messrs. McCoskery and their mother and

sister surrounded the bed and waited the
end. All the courage of the man shone
forth in those swiftly passing moments.
His was the calmest mind in the room—his
the clearest brain. While consciousness
remained he received the last rites of his
church, and then with wonderful thought-
fulness he asked that an old and intimate
friend and housckeeper, Miss Strange, be
sent for. As quickly as a coach could
drive to Waterloo street and return his re
quest was granted, but before she arrived
he had passed peacefully away without a
pain or a struggle.

No one can imagine the pitiful grief of
the bereaved brothers and sisters when they
realized that their brother, their pride and
hope, had been taken from them. One of
his sisters, Mrs. Winslow, came from
Chatham at once but the two others were
farther away, one in Toronto and one in
Paris. ¥

The immense funeral testifying to the
general respect for the departed has been
fully described and needs no further re-
ference. To speak of Mr. Carvill as a
man and as a citizen and do him justice is
a task too difficult to be attempted. He
was young—only 31—and yet he bad gain-
ed the regard ot all who knew him person-
ally and the respect of those who knew him
only be reputation. And a fair, clean re-
putation it was. He was more popular
than nine tenths of his fellows and less
conscious of the fact than any of them.
Again and again he has been honored by
his fellow members of the Athletic club ot
which he had held the vice-presidency for
years. More than that, he was no figure
head officer. He loved sport for its sake
and never was happier than when guarding
his wickets or driving the cricket ball as he
was well able to do. Football too claimed
his attention and his activity and strength
made him an important addition ta the
team.

In public life he was regarded as one of
the men of the future. A supporter of the
local administration he was one of its
standard bearers in the city and county at
the last election and his vote was some-
thing of which any young man could be
proud. Later than this he was appointed
a school trustee and he gave to that office
the same careful attention as he did to his
own successful business. e was also the
French consul for this port.

In private life he was even more highly
esteemed. Those who were privileged with
his intimate acquaintanceship valued it
highly. One of his best and nearest friends
on the eve of his departure from the city
some time ago paid a glowing tribute to
Mr. Carvill's worth. *‘No one knows" he
said **how kind and generous he is or the
extent of his charity.”

What better words could be said of any
man.

To begin with the average boarder who
engages a room and a seat at the table in
some private boarding house carries away
with him the impression, as soon as the
bargain is sealed, that he has hired that
entire house from attic to cellar, and he
proveeds to act upon that impression with
promptitude. The idea that his own room
is meant for anything exeept to go to bed
in, at the very last moment, never seems to
eross his mind. Neither does he ever
dream that his society furced upon the un-
willing prople wi h whom he makes his
home. can ever be otherwise than an un-
adulterated boon, something to be most
grateful tor. It never seems to come into
the mind ot the man who boards that peo-
ple—even boarding house keepers—may
possibly wish to enjoy a little family lile,

that they like to feel the evening, at leasts

is their own, to exchange ideas, talk on
private matters, discuss family plans, and
erjoy that privacy almost impossible during
the day. What can be wmore utterly ob-
noxious than to have the society of stran-
gers who have no more right in that same
parlor than the boarding house keeper has
to entertain her company in the boarder’s
home. It is an awkward position for the
victim—the boarding mistress. It she be
a lady, as frequently happens, the rules of
good breeding prevent her from either
locking her parlor door, placing a placard
bearing the legend, **Private Parlor” on
the outside of it, or requesting her boarders
to sit in their own rooms.  Hospitality has
been one of the first lessons instilled into
the mind from her earliest youth! and she
would rather suffer untold inconvenience in
silence, than do a rude thing; and so the
boarders go on placidly Irom inch to ell.
They bring their friends to their boarding
house, to dinner or tea, and not satisfied
with their receiving a cordial welcome at
the table, they proceed to entertain them
in the family parlor and theréby exclude
she members of the household, from their
private sitting room. because they must
either endure the enforeed society of some-
one they care nothing about, or abandon
the territory altogether to the usurper and
take sanctuary elsewhere.  They usually
choose the latter alternative.

Even when the boarder goes out to spend
the evening he never considers it too late to
intrude upon the family seclusion when he
returns. It may be so late that he would
not presume to enter anv other house in
sown at that hour, but if the hapless people
with whom he resides are up, that means
he may force his unwelcome presence upon
them: so he enters, serene in his own
boundless selt-esteem, and settles calmly
down, in the very bosom of the family
circle.  Little does it matter to him that he

PLANS FOR THE FUTURE.

MR. H. 6. KETCHUM TALKS OF THE
SHIP RAILWAY.

Anmnother Line of Steamers to St. John Ran-
ning Over the h to Prince
Island ¥ for

Ne xt Summer.

Procress had the pleasure a few days
ago of listening to Mr. H. G. C. Ketchum
talk about the ship railway, and his plans
for making it a success. Mr. Ketchum's
enthusiasm is catching, and he talks of the
railway and its future with an assuring con-
fidence that must dispel any doubt in the
ininds of his audience.

He expects the railway to be opened
n-xt summer, and that the expected revo-
lution in the course of navigation will be-
gin at the outset. The change is expected
to be gradual but certain. In order to
to make business at once, and show the
advantage of such a railway, Mr. Ketchum
talked of a line of daily steamers between
St. John and Prince Edward Island,
which he said would have to be run by the
ship railway company. He also spoke of
lines running from Pictou and other points
along the Nova Scotia coast to this city,
and showed that such a step would cause a
complete revolution in the maritime pro-
vince carriage business between these
puints. The steamers between St. John
and P. E. Island would have to be swift
enough to go up the bay with one tide.
and return in the same way The time
between this city and the island would be
much shorter than at present. and the cost
certainly much less. e dwelt incidently
upon the great advantage such a line would
be to the shippers on the Island, because
the steamers could have a reasonable
through rate between their ports and
Buslon._ and be under no charge as at
present of transporting their freight across
the city to the International steamers.

A natural objection is the floating ive in
winter and spring about the head of the
bay which would make it necessary to lorego
part of the trip for some months in winter
But on the Straits side navigation would
only be closed about one month—a much
shorter time than at present—and the
steamers could connect directly with the
Intercolonial railway while ive prevented
navigation in the upper parts of the Bay.

Further than this Mr. Ketchum has an
idea for next summer which should prove
very popular. There is & good deal of
‘curious interest all over the continent .in
the Ship rmlway and thousands would take
advantage ot a trip over it.  Mr. Ketchum's
idea is to run daily excursions from St.
John and Halifax to Prince Edward Island.
The tourist would go to the Ship railway
by the Intercolonial and step upon a plea-
sure steamer which would be there in wait-
ing for the passengers who would then
enjoy the novel passage to the sea in a
steamer on rails. The straits would be
crossed in an hour or so and some time
could be spent on the Island before starting
on the return trip. Music and other
accessories would be provided to make the
streamer trip as enjoyable as possible.

A RACE WITH A MOOSE.

"The winter of 1882-83 was unusually
severe in the region about Mooschead
Lake, in the Maine woods. It was in the
autumn of that year that a friend and my-
selt bad been advised by our physician to
take three or four months’ leave from col-
lege, and to endeavor, amid the balsam
forests of northern Maine, to regain our
health, which had been impaired by severe
study.

George Benton and I had some know-
ledge of woodcraft, and were not unwilling
to exchange the dry lectures and the damp
east winds ot Cambridge for the out-door
sports of a winter in the woods.

During October we established a snug
camp on one of the smaller streams that
flow into Moosehead from the north. We
had taken two men in with us to prepare
our camp, and had brought wwo boat-loads

of i an pments.

ﬁfe spent the first month in building a
warm log shanty, which we roofed securely
with bark, and when, in its one room and
upon its rough floor. we had put up our
large wood-stove ; when we had arranged
our provisions on broad shelves, and made
some rough bunks, tables and stools, we
were quite sa isfied with our home. One
of our men was now sent back to civiliza-
tion, leaving Jim Collins, a famous woods-
man of that region, to act as guide, cook
and man-ot-all work.

For the first month or two our larder was
well supplied with game. George and 1
brought in largé bags ot rufted and Canada

use from the beech ridges, or varied the

bill of fare with- a brace of wood ducks
from the river, and at one time George
came upon a fine buck, and brought him
down with a charge of heavy shot.

In the middle of November the snow
fell steadily, for several days, and when
the sun shone once more, the snow lay
four feet deep on a level in the woods.
It seemed as it an arctic winter had sud-
denly settled down. It was bitterly cold,
and all the streams were covered with ice;
there seemed to be no living creature re-
maining in the woods. .For more than a
month there was no abatement of the cold.
We got no game or fresh meat of any
kind, and grew thoroughly tired of corned
beet and #alt pork.

A few days before Christmas George and
I decided to make a great effort to procure
a Christmas dinner. After a sufficient
breakiast - upon our tiresome fare, we
started out on our snow-shoes, George fol-
lowing the river down to a cedar swamp
near by, hoping for a shot at a hare, while
1 climbed into the hills back ot the shanty,
thinking [ might find a stray grouse, cr
possibly fall in with larger game.

There was a slight crust on the snow.
and I walked along easily. After I bad
fone some distance. a grouse started out

rom a fallen tree-top, and sailed down

into a ravine. I marked the spot carefully,
and followed the bird. It had flown into a
large, compactly growing clump of spruce
trees in the deepest part of the ravine,

Descending to the thicket, I pushed the
spruce branches quietly aside, and peered
into the midst of the clump. where ] ex-

cted to find the bird. I'here was no bird
in sight, but I saw something which made’
my heart beat faster. In a little open
space in the midst of the thicket, the
snow had been beaten down as hard as any
barn-yard.

Evidently I had come upon a place
where the deer had been ‘*‘yarding.” 1
looked about, but no animal was in sight.
Possibly, alter eating all the moss and
herbage to be found here, they had gone

*ewhcm. 1 stepped down into the **yard”
0 make a closer examination. As 1 did
80 a shrill snort sounded from bebind some
low firs at one side of the open space, and
in a moment a moose stepped majestically
into sight, shaking the snow irom his
shaggy shoulders.

We were both taken by surprise. and
for an instant each stood still, staring at
the other.

THE BROKER.

1f there 1s one thing above another that
modern trade conditions have brought for-
ward and most completely developed it is
the city broker. Ie is now to be found
everywhere, offering all sorts and kinds of
goods. There is nothing he cannot sell, or
at least try to sell. With the merchant
he fills, so to speak, *‘a long felt want.”
He takes up what little of his time there is
left when the commercial traveller gets
through with him. At doing this he is a
success, especially that specivs of him that
drops leisurely into one’s office and begins
talking about the weather, or some equally
foreign topic, as if he was the only man
who had been in or was expected in  that
day.

Then the broker always knows so much.
He can usually tell just about when, what,
and how much of it to buy, and, some-
times, if his advice is not taken, he gets
angry. ' This seems unavoidable; par-
ticularly it the merchant has a sort of
indefinite idea that he should run his own
business.

Great indeed is the broker.  And it is so
easy to be one, too. It only takes a rub-
ber stamp and a post-office box—and, on
a pinch, the latter can be done away with.
It takes no capital and the returns are
sure—what there is of them.

There are various other steps in the up-
ward and onward career of a broker which
cannot be here enumerated. One thing,
however, should be done—as soon as pos-
gible he should get a type-writer and a
clerk—quite a small boy will do—and dic-
tate all his letters. By adopting these and
other precautions, and working hard, some
brokers, in the course of time, get so they
can make a living. There are no rich
ones. When they do get rich they stop
being brokers.

Preparing For Christmas.

Many Christmas things, besides plum-
cake and mince-meat, are made long before
Christmas. We can speak positively for
periodicals, some of which are in course of
preparation all the year, and the number
for *92 is actually entered upon before the
number for 01 has been distributed.
Much of the work done upon Christmas
numbers and Christmas books is executed
in the hottest days ot July and August,
when the people who are going to buy them
are in the gountry.

Even the flowers that bloom on Christ-
mas tables are gathered many days before
the happy morning. Some of them are
put away in layers between flannel in dark
drawers, while others are placed in cold
rooms or refrigerators In this way it is
made possible for the florists to supply a
large part ot the demand for flowers Christ-
mas day. S

We now require a million or two of
young cvergreens for Christmas-trees, and
these, too, are cut and stored away in good
time, the choppers often goin,il into the
woods soon after the first ot
A fall of snow in November or December
grcn(ly increases the difficulty, because the
snow 18 apt to melt and freeze, rendering
the branches too brittle for transportation.
The woodmen therefore like to get their
work foreward, and Kile their trees in the
woods alongside of the road, where they
will keep fresh and green for six weeks.

As for Christmas presents, they gl\'e em-
ployment to many important trades, the
work upon which is continuous from the
first of January to the last ot December.
Some knowing grandmothers and ingenious
aunts to say nothinf of uncles and grand-
fathers, are on the lookout all the year for
Christmas surprises, which they hide away
in unfathomable recesses, sometimes for-
gotten by themselves.— Youths Companion.

The New York court of appeals has de-
cided that lot owners are not responsible
to municipalities for damages secured
against them by injured persons on ac-
count of defective sidewalks. The decision
is based upon the ground that a munici-
pality has the power to compel owners of
property to keeﬁ ‘their sidewalks in good
repair, and in the event of their failure to
make tho repairs and recover the cost from
the owners. If, therefore, a municipality
fail to exercise this power it is responsible
for all damages, and cannot' fall ' back for
reliet upon the owner of the neglected
property. The decision clashes with that
of some other judges, but there is a good
deal of common sense about it.

“I think a sentiment is beginning to
crystallize in favor of giving woman the
the same rights as man. I am at all times
an earnest advocate for woman, and think
she should have the same salary as man,
when doing the same kind of work. It is
unjust not to pay them as much as men, if
they are worth 1t; and they are worth it
it they do precisely the same kind of
work.

““The reason they are not paid as much,

is, that there are so many women that are
willing to work for a smaller salary. Take
typewriting, for instance. There are so
many women who do typewriting, the sup-
ply is greater than the demand, and the
result is that they work for smaller salaries.
In telegraph offices, the same condition
prevails. Of course it is not just. Women
‘should be paid as much as men, no matter
how many there are following one persuit.
Now, in bookeeping why is it that a woman
gets only from $10 to $15 a week, and
a man receives for the same work from
$15 to $30? I presume it is because she
is a woman and consents to work for that
small amount rather than not work at all.
But if she is a woman, her work is worth
just as much as that of a man, and she
should be paid as much.
“*Womenare advancing rapidly, and I
am glad to see it. They should have an
equal chance with men. The other day [
employed a chemist—a woman—and pay
her $1,500 a year, the same price I would
pay a man. 1 make no difference in the
salaries paid on my paper. I employ many
women writers, and they do just as good
work and receive just as good pay as the
men. My writers have instructions never
to write alleged humor about the mother-
in-law, or any joke at the expense of
woman. If you will notice the columns of
the Ledger you will not find the facetioys
flings at the opposite sex which characterize
the alleged humorous paragraphs in many
papers.

It is not right to poke fun at women ;
they deserve and should have our deepest
admiration and respect. I always tell the
women writers on my paper to stick up for
their sex. It is almost impossible to pre4
dict the future chances of success for
women. Many of them now are earning
salaries equal to their male brethren. The
professions are open to women, and they
are advancing all along the line. They
should be encouraged as much as possible.”

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QANADIAN AND LITERARY NOTES.

Natted

Before all things let us be Canadians !
Here is advice which, it tollowed by our
lit and journalists, will be certam

We will this week occupy the
space with the translation of an article
in Le Canadien, furnished us by J. M.
LeMoine, F. R. S. C., of Quebec. It
is of interest as giving the French-Cana-
dian voice and view respecting things
national and literary.

Wherefore ?

An important fact which the impartial
observer will not be slow to recognize, but
which seems to me to be ignored, is that our
French-Canadian litterateurs have for some

ears allowed themselves to be outstripped

y their brothers of English descent, of
whom the major part are today known
and appreciated as writers of merit by the
literary and critical press of the United
States. .

It greatly concerns us to study the causes
of this—tor they are many—and the means
we ought to take to make ourselves better
known to the thoughtful people of the neigh-
boring republic. 1 shall today canvass
only the principal causes; and it [ take up
again a pen laid aside for so many years,
it is for the purpose of defending the
beautiful language of Racine and the
French-Canadians. to which I belong by
birth, against the attacks of foreigners,
both European and American, who do
not cease insulting us, in the chair ot _thc
professor, the press, and the political
arena; it is also to recall our literary

eople to the recognition ot what they owe

oth to the traditions ot our glorious past,
and to the memory of tamous writers who
have preceded them.

1 hope none will take offense at these
words of explanation. .

The principal reason why our literature
remains in the background, is doubtless
the gradual development of European
emigration, and consequently the general
expansion of the English language. That
is scarcely to be wondered at, since we are
a British colony. But at the time of the
Cession—not conquest, as certain Emegres
pretend—the French colony obtained cer-
tain rights, of which the most important
was the preservation of their language
which, next to their religion, was their
most precious possession. - .

And today their descendants cling to it
still, all the more that they behold ~them-
selves attacked from all sides.

Bt because they cannot endure to hear
a language of whose beauty and richness
they are ignorant, these emegres (L give
them their proper title) imbued with a
fanatical enthusiasm, seek by all possible
means to depreciate both the language and
the people in Canada who speak it.

They do not recognize in this people the
d i of the pi s of Christian
civilization in North America; they see
only the fact that it has remained Catholic
and French, always ready to defend its
rights. .

One of the principal means they took in
order to attain the end which they sought
was the press. Well chosen, we must ad-
mit. In the press, literary, political and
sectarian, they could attack us as they
pleased and without fear, well knowing that
our litterateurs and journalists would make
no reply. .

And for good reason. The circulation
of reviews and literary publications in Eng-
lish being limited to the elite ot French
Canadians, very few of our writers see
them, and if by chance one of these articles
should fall under their eyes, our literary
men, content with a local or provincial
fame, would never think of replying. Do
you ask why? Well, aren’t they resting
on their laurels? On the other hand, the
journulist, too much taken up with political
polemics, often useless, sometimes personal
and insulting, has not time. Also, it is
said, and justly, that the progress of our
literature is obstructed by the daily press,
which offers only a little or indeed almost
no encouragement to young persons who
wish to enter into the literary arena of dis-
cussion, criticism and controversy, and it
is this political press, which is another
cause which operates to prevent our men
of letters from being known outside their
own circle. .

Among the Canadian writers cited lately
by an American journal 1 have been able
to find only a single French name; that ot
J. M. Lemoine. And he was known to
them chiefly through his English writings.
Have we then none whose writings are
worthy foreign readers 2"

Are there not as many—nay, even wore
—-artists and men of letters among us as
there are in all the other provinces of
Canada? Where are the Canadian writers
ot English who can compare with Frechette,
Lemaye. Legendre and Donnelly in the
field of poetry ?

Compared with them I find the English-
Canadian poets insipid. Thenas historians
have we not the Abbe Casqrain and Sulte ?
And Fancher @d St. Maurice? And
Laure Conan our Kugenie de Guerine, and
as Senealogist the Abbe Tanguay? And
Bines, the incomparable Bines? The only
critic we have among us, Canada has no

en equal to his. And Routher Lusignan,
Ledieu, Beaugrand, Eventurel, Marchand
Chouinard, Caouette, Chapman, Tache,
Moriset and Chanvreau? As orators, huve
we not a Chapleau, a Laurier, a Mercier ?

And I say nothing of the dead, of those
brave spirits to whom our literature owes
its pe iods of highestattaimnent. Certain-
ly it seems to me, that with so many names,
yome friends should he found among the
writers and Collaboraters of the different
American reviews.

But not one.

Following the example of their English
brethren they perhaps have never learned
this which is still, today the language of
diplomacy in Europe. ;

‘And we ought not to’ reproach them, it
is our own fault.

A third cause is the n&athy which one
sees among our youth, Not that they do
not read. It 1s rather a lack of interest, a
nonchalance, and know not what, which
leads them to prefer pleasure, or to en-
gage in politivs, rather than devote them-
selves to intellectual studies.

1t is true that literature does not pay in
Canada. One must make a living, and
one cannot live on the thanks and praises
of the daily press.

But the young man that has at heart_the
future ot our country, or our French-Can-
adian people, could easily manage to de-
vote some leisure to letters. And he
would not be slow in making bis way. if he
went to work properly; witness
Rene Lemay and Auguste Conture, who

to rehabilitate them as French-Canadians in
the eyes of their English and American
brothers.

Let us work! There is in_literature ‘‘a
breath which dilates the mind, rejoices the
soul and perfumes the lite ”
Let us leave on one side
race. Let us be proud to call ourselves
Canadi and Canadians simply. Let us
preserve our lang , as we have pre-
served it until now, and teach our brothers
of the English language, wherever they
may be, that there is a people in Canada,
who possess in their own right a literature,
culture and religion with a glorious past,
and with a future bright as the morning,
attractive as the flowers of May.
This people—is the French-Ci

THE PRESENT POSING CRAZE.

How It Can Be Done—The Costume Needed
For the Act.
The pose palstique is the present craze
with those who entertain extravagantly. It
is a form of amusement that deverts both
old and young and is so simple in its ac-
coutrements that it is within the reach of
any young woman of artistic tastes who de-
lights in gathering occasional congenial
company. To present statue pose a tem-
porary stage is erected in the parlor or the
drawing-room and is hung severely ir. folds
of black tambric. With the exception of
a small lantern to illuminate the stage. the
lights are all turned out, thus bringing into
sharp relief the poseur or poseure, as the
case may be.
Much attention is given by the poser to
the dress and make up, which are quite as
important in producing effects as attitudes.
Ot-course it is taken for granted that the
oser is Delsartian and accomplished in all
ithe. supple turns of the body and facial
expres:ions. It the poser be of feminine
gender her costume must be a gown of
white cashmere or a cheese cloth, cut in
Parthenia-like fashion, falling loose trom
the low neck and drawn in ﬁightly at the
waist with a knotted white cord. The wig
must be white and the hair caught in
a genuine Psyche knot at the back
Or it a more simple and classic gown is
preferred, take two linen sheets. sew the
sides together within a half yard of the
wide hem at the top. Through this hem
run a tape shirr string, sufficient to fit
tightly over the chest. Slip the arms
through the side openings, arrange the
gathers in folds, and contine waist loosely
with a white cotton cord. This long skirt
will allow gracelul draping around the feet,
especially if the poser is on a pedestal or
other elevation.  The hair is coiled flat on
the top ot the head, and completely cov-
ered with a tight fitting cap of canton
flannel. The cap ic made in five sections,
and finished with an inch broad braid made
of three strands of the flannel. Neck,
arms and face must be whitened and the
toilet is complete. A man must wear a
Roman toga, white tights and buskins and
a white wig.
There are a number of pretty poses that
may be done by two persons, namely,
“Paul and Virginia,” *‘The Storm” and
““Cupid and Psyche,” “The Dying Gladi-
ator,” “‘Galatea,” **The Quoit Thrower,”
**Ajax Defying the Lightning” and **Mer-
cury” are all suitable subjects for one
person, or if groupings are desired,
<*Apollo Wooing Psyche,” *‘Faith, Hope
and Charity,” *:Clio Recording History,”
*The Nine Muses” and *‘Diana at the
Chase” all make interesting subjects.
Soft, low music accompanies tne posing,
changing from the grave to gay according
to the illustration.
Faithtul representations of Rogers’
statuary are produced by dressing the sub-
jeets in brown linen. The subdued light
against the dark background gives the
linen the exact coloring of the tamous
ware.

Expansion of the Brooklyn Bridge.

If you should cross the Brooklyn bridge
one of these cold nights, and return on a
warni, sunny afternoon, you would have
about three feet further to walk on com-
ing back. Thatis to say, the espansion
and contraction of the entire length of
the structure ranges some three feet. To
provide for this there are three sliding con-
nections, one for each span—otherwise the
continual stretching and shortening of the
whole would soon break it in two. If you
will examine one of these sliding connec-
tions on a sudden change of temperature,
you can almost see the wonderful operation
of nature, just as you can see the minute
hand of a time-piece move, by close obser-
vation. The breaks in the roadway will
show you were the connections are. These
are formed by overlapping, so as to cause
one part ot the road to slide upon the
other, and the *“I” rail of the car track
has a similar provision. Perhaps you will
remember when you see all this that it is
the key of the iron hridge problem which
bothered bridge builders, and the solving
ot which alone made such immense spans
possible.—New York Letter.
