They will remain prisoners In bar­
racks until the anger of the people has 
cooled.

The Nationalist members of parlia­
ment held a meeting this afternoon 
and showed more animosity against 
the castle than the government.

MR. ASQUITH'S PLIGHT. HISTORIC. DsVy.S iN CAR ADA

On this date, July 28th, In 1696, 
Count de Frontenacs started his last 
invasion of New York. The fierce old 
governor of Canada, whose truculent 
and savage attitude toward the Eng­
lish colonists to the south had result­
ed In many ghastly massacres by the 
red men enroled under his banner, 
was doomed this time to disappoint­
ment. This expedition was on a large 
scale, but the net result was the de­
struction of three villages and some 
corn. In the meantime, however, Fron- 
tenae’s lieutenant, Iberville le Moyne, 
was carrying all before him. .With his 
force of French and Indians. Iberville 
captured and destroyed the fort at 
Pemaquld, on the Bay of Fundy, one 
of the great strongholds of the English 
in America, and then proceeded to 
Newfoundland, where he captured St. 
Johns and took temporary possession 
of the entire island. While Fronten- 
ac’s last expedition against New York 
met with but small measure of suc­
cess, previous onslaughts of the 
Count and his painted, yelling follow­
ers had left death and destruction In 
their wake. During the winter of 
1689-90 Frontenac sent three expedit­
ions of French and Indian warriors 
into the very heart of New York. Vast 
stretches of fertile country were rav­
aged and laid waste by these intrepid 
but merciless invaders. . Schenectady, 
then the western frontier post of New 
York, containing about fifty houses 
surrounded by a palisade, was surpris­
ed and burned by 210 French and In­
dians. Over sixty of the Inhabitants 
were killed and many were carried 
away as prisoners by the redskins. 
The invaders had marolied hundreds 
of miles through snow and ice into the 
heart of a hostile country, and had 
been completely victorious, inspired 
by the iron will and determination of 
Frontenac. Two years after his last 
invasion of New York 
and thence forth New’ York was safe, 
and the English colonists began to as­
sume the offensive.

plans for the exclusion of Ulster from 
the Home Rule pact are not accord­
ed more consideration than In the past. 
In the South of Ireland the condition 
is exactly opposed. There the men who 
may range themselves against the 
British soldiers are the believers in 
Home Rule, the United Irish party, 
equally brave, equally powerful and 
equally determined that their cause 
is right and worth fighting for. Possib­
ly if the gun running activities of the 
anti-Home Rulers in Belfast had been 
promptly suppressed, the Nationalist 
gun runners in Dublin would take more 
kindly to armed interference with 
their plans. But the fact that the 
Ulsterites were^uecesstul, while the 
"Dublinites" were not, will not tend to 
make the settlement of the question 
more easy.

It is altogether to be desired that 
even at this hour a way out may be 
found for the British Government. To 
pass legislation which will have the 
effect of setting men at each other's 
throats is a millstone of responsibility 
to hang about the neck of any admin­
istration. It would not be surprising 
if the weight should prove too heavy 
lor Premier Asquith and if lie should 
go down in the struggle. Just now’ 
a settlement of the difficulty is the 
important question no matter who may 
bring it about.

The first American foreign mission 

society was the outgrowth of the fa­
mous "haystack prayer meeting” held 
at Williamstown, Mass., 108 years ago 
today, July 28, 1906. A number of stu­
dents of Williams College held an op­
en-air prayer meeting on that historic 
date, and a sudden storm forced them 
to seek shelter by the side of a hay­
stack. There they continued their 
devotions and came to a high resolve 
—which was to devote their lives to 
the work of foreign missions and the 
evangelization of heathen peoples. As 
an outgrowth of the haystack meeting, 
a secret society of college students 
was formed, all of whom determined 
to take up foreign mission work. In 
1810 the little college society devel­
oped into the American board of com­
missioners for foreign mission. The 
haystack soon vanished, but the spot 
was long marked by a cedar post, and 
in 1867, on July 28th, a monument was 
dedicated to Samuel J. Mills, James 
Richards, Francis L. Robbins, Byram 
Green and Harvey Loomis, the man 
who took part In the haystack prayer

One of the secrets of successful 
farming is to produce crops of the kind 
and in the market where the most 
profitable sales are made. For instance 
it is pointed out that in the province 
of Nova Scotia Mr. Curtis found one 
250 acre farm from w’hich 150 tons o.f 
hay were, annually sold outside tfoe 
province.

The old 
belief that a successful farm meant a 
very large one has passed away and in 
its place comes the doctrine, scientific­
ally based that the value, not the num­
ber of the acres, is the real criterion 
of success. Already some attention 
has been given to the possibilities of 
New Brunswick for sheep raising anl 
beyond doubt there are hundreds of 
acres, not sufficiently prolific to give 
the best results in mixed farming 
which, as sheep pasturage, would be 
found immensely profitable.

Along the St. John river valley there 
is a splendid future for fruit growing 
and market gardening, and yet on bow- 
many New Brunswick farms are mar­
ket gardens to be found where the lim­
it of production is reached? Also, 
some parts of the province are admir­
ably adapted for hay. and yet in 
those a res are to be found indifferent 
crops of other kinds while the hay 
pos.-Utilities are well nigh overlooked 
Poulw culture :s another prolific 
source of revenue, yet it is not being 
carried m to the extent it should be.

New York, July 26.—Officials of 
Standard Oil Co., of New York expect 
to *ear any day of arrival of their 
representatives in China at their des­
tination in the province of Shensi. A 
party of 19 drillers left Shanghai for 
Shensi early last month.

The Standard OU party is taking 250 
to 300 tons of oil drilling machinery 
which was shipped from this country. 
Included in this equipment are four 
outfits of cable tools and two outfits 
of rotary machinery for soft formation 
work. Included in the caravan are 
800 Chinese carts.

Consul Sammons at Shanghai says : 
“It is anticipated that only a short 
time will be required by the American 
experts to demonstrate the prospects 
In northern China. The machinery 
sent in is capable of drilling a well 
3,000 to 4,000 feet deep. At present 
some oil wells in Shensi province 
have been drilled 350 feet by Japanese. 
The American drilling follows an in­
vestigation by American geologists."

In connection with the Standard 
Oil's Chinese venture it is interesting 
to note that in 1913 China Imported 
183,984,052 gallons of kerosene, valued 
at $18,823,508 gold. In 1912 China Im­
ported 197,902.362 gallons of kerosene, 
valued at $17,764,748. Of last year’s im­
ports, 112,409,925 gallons valued at 
$10,633,143 came from the United 
States, as compared with 123,441,777 
gallons, valued at $10,100,899 In 1912.

VESSELS IN PORT.circles today
New York, «July 26.—Casualty Insur­

ance companies are complaining re­
garding the matter of collections from 
brokers for workmen’s compensation 
premiums. A number have asked bro­
kers to remit before the end of the 
month, although the law has been in 
effect only since July 1. The commis­
sion on this business is 10 per cent.

Attention is called to the fact that 
New York under the workmen's com­
pensation law premiums are payable 
to the State Insurance Fund on or be­
fore July 1. The management of the 
fund has allowed 10 days grace for the 
settlement of these premiums. Employ­
ers who Insure in the State Fund here­
after must pay their premiums on or 
before the day when the insurance 
goes into effect and thereafter pre­
miums are to be sent semi-annually 
within 10 day8 after the fund has mail­
ed to the employer a statement show­
ing the amount due.

The companies have also called at­
tention to tho provision of a ruling of 
the commission to the effect that 
should an employer fail to secure the 
payment of compensation to his em­
ployes as required by section 50 of the 
act, a penalty is imposed upon him. 
The penalty, however, will not be re­
mitted until he has paid into the In­
surance Fund the value of the com­
pensation claims arising during the 
time he remained uninsured, or' shall 
satisfactorily prove to the commission 
that he has- secured the payment ol 
such claims.

It Is pointed out that it will be a 
serious matter for employers to allow 
their insurance to lapse through de­
lay in the payment of premiums.

Montreal, July 27.—The worst days 
In years was experienced on the local 
exchange today,

for a short time after opening it look­
ed as if the bottom had been knocked 
out of the market.

Gymnasium work in the winter, and of 
a sunimer vacation in the country, he 
give thousands of boys a good start 
in life, but they are the fortunate few. he 
Little more than a start has been wc 
made In the work of physical educa- en 
tion of the masses of children In New in< 
York, and other oities. To extend this th; 
bénéficient work need not be highly fal 
expensive. Hundreds of graduates of th 
medical and dental colleges would be ta 
glad^to devote a part of their tlipe to as 
the ' school children of the city, at a th 
moderate renumeration. Their youth tri 
would be an advantage In gaining the th 
confidence of the children, and their th 
Inexperience would not be a bar, as h< 
most of the ailments of youth are eas- yc 
lly recognized. A small staff of ex­
perienced specialists could be. employ­
ed to look after more difficult and ob­
scure cases. Exercise should be made 
compulsory, and should be under prop­
er direction. School teachers of the 
future should he-educated to look after 
the physical as well as the mental 
well being of the child. Roofs of 
sehppi buildings could be converted 
Into gymnasiums, for both indoor and 
outdoor work. From my personal ex­
perience with a gvmnaslum on the 
roof of an office building, I can declare 
from experience that a roof offers the 
Ideal place for a city "gym" and offers 
thp nearest approach to. country 
dltlons:

College students belong to a more 
fortunate class than the masses of 
public school children, but. despite all 
the attention paid to competitive ath­
letics, the report of Dr. Wlngert, di­
rector of physical education at Ohio 
State University, shows that physical 
culture Is -sadly neglected In the ln- 
stltutolns of higher learning, 
leges of the. United States spend more 
■than a billion a yedr on athletic ac­
tivities, but. says Dr. Wlngert, the ma­
jority of students do not take suffic­
ient exercise to maintain bodily 
health. Thirty-seven per cent of the 
colleges ‘take no interest in fostering 
any Avpe of physical exercise," says 
the Report. Here, again, physical 
training should be made obligatory, 
and Dr. Wingert’s movement In that 
direction should have the hearty sup­
port of all college heads.

Michael Barry, aged about 60 years, 
was struck by the I. C. R. suburban 
train and instantly killed on the tracks 
a short distance east of the One Mile 
House last evening about 6.30 o’clock. 
At the time of the fatal accident Bar­
ry was with a companion, who gives 
his name as Eddie Bougeoir.

Bougoolf remained at Coldbrook last 
night and in an interview with a 
Standard reporter said that he and 
Ban y came to bt. John three days 
ago from Moncton and yesterday af­
ternoon decided to return to Moncton. 
They were without funds and decided 
to walk or beat their way on trains. 
When they reached a point near the 
Crosby Company's molasses ware­
house they heard the suburban train 
coming along the line. Barry was car­
rying & valise filled with clothing and 
he said: “Here comes a train, do you 
think that we can Jump on it?” Bou* 
geoif replied that he did not know. 
Barry then went to the side of the 
track and made an attempt to board 
the train which was going along at a 
pretty fast rate. The train struck him 
and he was thrown away to the side 
of the track, dead. Bougedlf said that 
he Intended to remain at Coldbrook 
until the freight Came along about 
eight o’clock and try to get a ride 
along the line but after he witnessed 
what had happened to his companion 
lie decided that he would not attempt 
to board any trains.

suspended on a wire fence was the 
dead body of Michael Barry. Dr. Ed­
ward Ryan was one of the passengers 
on the train and after examining the 
body pronounced that the man was 
dead.

The body was that of a stranger to 
the crowd that had gathered about 
until Mr. Melllday climbed up on the 
fence and looking at the face of the 
dead man at once identified him as 
Michael Barry who had worked for 
him some years ago as a helper. A 
note book with the dead man's name 
in it was found.

Barry's companion, Bougeoif, did not 
make matters clear just about that 
time but later on he told his story to 
Charles McKiel of Coldbrook. There 
was nothing that the train hands 
could do at the time and the body was 
allowed to remain by the side of the 
fence where it had been hurled by the 
train and the suburban continued on 
Its way east.

The dredge Leaconafleld, whch sank 
in the harbor channel last November, 
was successfully floated yesterday 
afternoon and after being towed up 
the harbor was grounded on the Navy 
Island Bar.

The 
cost of raising the dredge amounts to 
thousands of dollars and until she was 
successfully brought up the harbor 
yesterday the contractor stood a 
chance to loee considerable.

When the tide left the dredge last 
evening it was seen that she was lying 
on her side, this morning and an ef­
fort will be made to place her on an 
even keel so the hole in her side can 
be patched. When this work Is cam* 
pleted she will be towed to HUyard's 
block*

A couple of months ago an effort was 
made to raise the dredge but the slings 
were broken by the great weight and 
further attempts were abandoned un­
til yesterday, 
after the slings were placed In proper 
position they were securely fastened 
to bavey timbers on two large steel 
scows. About an hour before high 
water the dredge floated, eight tugs 
were on hand and they had little dif­
ficulty in towing her to Navy Island.

The dredge was owned by the Nor­
ton Griffiths Company, who abandoned 
her to the Underwriters. Captain Mul- 
cehey, who is representing Lloyds in 
the matter, is now in conference with 
the Norton Griffiths Company and it is 
possible that after the dredge is 
placed safely on the blocks that her 
former owners will purchase her back 
from Lloyds.

The chief work that will be com­
menced today will be the removing of 
the heavy buckets, and some of the 
machinery so that she can be more 
easily handled when taken from her 
present position to the blocks.
