HAVE FOUR BIG POWERS
SETTLE THE DISPUTE.

Reported that Austrians and
Servians Have Clashed Al-
ready—Warlike Spirit Pre-
vails in Vienna— Belgians
Begin to Mobilize.

London, July 27.—An engagement
between Austrians and Servians is re-
ported to have occurred on the Dan-
ube but no detalls are vailable and it
{s not considered to have been of im-
portance, As far as the censorship
permits, it is known that Austria has
not yet opened her military operations.
Meanwhile diplomacy is proceeding
with energy along two separate lines
to avert, if posgible, and, if impossible,
to localize the war.

First, Sir Bdward Grey, the British
Becretary of State for Foreign Affairs,
has proposed to the powers a scheme
for joint mediation, which, it is stated
France and Italy have already accept-

Germany has not yet replied and her
mcceptance is regarded as doubtful.
Sir Bdward Grey explained in the
House of Commons his idea, which was
that the four powers, Great Britain,
France, Germany and Italy should co-
operate in an endeavor to arrange the
dispute between Austria and Servia on
the basis of Servia’s reply to the Aus-
trian ultimatum. This reply he regard-
ed as the foundation on which friendly
and impartial powers should be able to
arrange an acceptable settlement.
Should the British foreign secretary’s
efforts fail to avert war, it is expected
that he will endeavor by some means
to prevent complications by confining
the hostilties to Austria and Servia.

The second line of diplomatic en-
deavor, from which even more ‘s
foped tonight, is taking place at St.
Petersburg between the Ru an min:
ister df foreign affairs, M. Sazonoff
aend the Austrian ambassador. It is
understood that M. Sazonoff is making
a strunuous effort to bring about a
direct understanding and that a solu-
tion on these lines would be more
agreeable to Germany than Great Brit-
ain’s conference proposal.

OPENS FIRE ON FRIENDS
WHD MET HiM AT DOCK

Foreman of Construction Gang
Fires Revolver Into Crowd
and Injures Three.

Midland, Ont., July 2 A shooting
affair occurred at Port Sdvern, twelve
miles from here, yesterday morning
about three o’clock. W. J. Campbell
of Thorold, foreman of a gang of men
on the Trent Canal, and a workman
pamed Tyrell, went to Waubaushene,
where they secured a supply of liquor.
On their return they were met at the
dock by friends. Campbell opened
fire on them with a revolver, slightly
injuring D. McLeod in the body, John
“Hunt in the arm and J. Tyrell in the
leg. The injured men claim there
was no provocation. After the shoot-
ing Campbell walked to the edge of
the village where several tents are
erected for foreign workmen and ap-
plied for a bed. He was refused and
spent the remainder of the night in
the bush. He returned about nine o'-
clock to learn what he had done and
then took to the woods.

MAY ESTABLISH LINE
BETWEEN NEWFOUNDLAND,
BRAZIL AND ARGENTINE

London, July 28.—Mr. David W.
Campbell, of the ° Elder Dempster
line, who is staying at the Grand
Hotel this week, yesterday gave the
Montral Gazette correspondent an in-
terview. Mr., Campbell has been dis-
cussing with the Londom management
of the line, the advisability of inaugu-
rating a service between Newfound-
jand, Brazil and the Argentine. with
the object of extending the salt fish
trade from Newfoundland. This move-
ment is considered especially timely
now that the Norwegian government
has subsidized a service in th.t trade
between Norway and South American
countries. Both Norway and New-
foundland .are now doing a consider-
able trade im salt fish, and this is con-
sidered capable of extension, so it is
proposed that the Elder Dempster line
seck a government subsidy. for the
purpose of extending the Newfound-
janid trade. Mr. Campbell’s health is
now completely restored. He is go-
ing at the end of the week with Mr.

Dublin, July 27.—Rioting broke out
again tonight but subsided without
serlous results. The rumor went
abroad that the Scottish Borderers
would entrain at the Amiens street
statlon. A great crowd, for the most
part from the slums. surrounded the
station and amused themselves by
stoning the street cars.

In an interview Senor Elguero stated
that he was here to meet General Diaz,
who is now in the city, with a view to
making arrangements for the propos:
ed counter-revolution, and that ex-Pre-
sident Huerta was expected, with his
colleagues, in a few days.

After spending a brief time in the
city, Senor Elguero said that he would
proceed to Montreal to meet Huerta.
He and others, he said, had suffered
heavily by the condition of anarchy
prevailing in Mexico, and added.

“The fact that we are supporting
General Huerta in the revolution now
being planned will be a potent factor.”

Caillaux for the wil-
ful murder of Gaston Calmette, editor
of the Figaro, has been heard and the
speeches of counsel for the prosecu-
tion and defence are to be delivered
tomorrow.

While Henri Bernstein, the play-
wright, was giving his deposition, the
applause and hooting caused such an
uproar thdt Judge Albanel had the
court cleared and suspended the sit:
tings.

The playwright abandoned all sem-
blance of courtesy in addressing the
former premier, and husband of the
prisoner, as “Caillaux” without any
prefix. He sal

“We have just witnessed the French
treasury committing a felony by ap-
propriating a will and turning it over
to Caillaux. Then we have seen min-
{sters of state, come here and declare,
in order to cover up their former col-
league, that diplomatic documents ac-
cepted with thanks by the president
of the republic are forgeries. Either
President Poincare is feeble-minded,
or his ministers have lied.”

When he had concluded, M. Caillaux
handed a bundle of papers to the pre-
siding judge. They were not read in
court,

In his speech M. Caillanx had men-
tioned the nanie Philippe Glaser as a
signatory of the documents, with Gas
ton Calmette. Glaser is one of the
leading editors of the Figaro.

Calmette’s Colossal Fortune.

After the reading of the will, which
disposed of $2,600,000, M. Caillaux
said:

“We may well be astonished at the
isihgularly rapid increase of M. Cal-
mette's fortune, In.gur middle-class
famities it would take a hutidred and
fifty years for such a fortune to ad
cumulate.”

“We have heard a lot of testimony,”
M. Caillaux continued, “of the fine
character of M. Calmette—from Henxi
Bernstein, ‘the playwright’ in particu-
lar. It does not come well from a man
who failed in his full duty tow rd his
country (referrirg to Bernstein's al-
leged desertion from the arm ) to de
liver certificates of morality.

M. Chenu—"‘Would M, Caillaux tell
us in what way all this excuses the
crime of his wife?"”

M. Caillaux replied hotely —“There
are some questions which ought not
to be asked, but since I am asked 1
shall answer. There is something per-
haps wo than losing one’s life, that
is to live by attacking women and en-
riching one’s self at their expense.”

While reading the will of M. Cal
mette, M. Caillaux said:

“I wish to draw particular attention
to the clause saying: ‘A greater part
of the fortune I leave comes from a
personal gift made to me by Madame
Boursin, it being understood that I
paid her an income therefrom during
her life.

hat do we gather from this will?”

M. Caillaux continued: “First of all,
that the act of gift was executed illeg-
ally, which constitutes a testimentary
fraud. How did Madame Maria Bour-
sin, who inherited from M. Chauchard,
under conditions it were better not to
dwell upon, from 40,000,000 to 50,000,
000 francs, consent to give up 8,000,000
to M. Calmette?”

“It has never been explained but an
explanation has been brought to me
which I have distained to use.”

Henri Bernestin then insisted that
the court hear him? he said:

“M. Caillaux stands on a coffin and
makes a pedestal of it.”

“But,” interrupted Judge
“this is literatur:

M. Bernstein: “M. Caillaux recalls
a folly of my youth.

Severe Shocks in Several
Places Along Southwes-

PEOPLE TERROR-STRICKEN
FLEE FROM HOUSES.

Mirrors Turned to Walls and
Buildings Rock at ' Sable
River—Two Distinct Shocks
in Some Places. :

Halifax. N. 8., July 27.—Earth
tremors which violently shook  the
buildings and so alarmed the inhabi-
tants that in one place they fled from
their houses fearing immediate col-
lapse, were felt at noon today aloug
the southwestern shore of Nova Sco-
tia from Mahone Bay to Shelburne.
The disturbances occurred a few
minutes before noon, and were in mosi
places feit in two distinet shocks.

The earthquakes came from an
easterly direction and evidently spent
its force at Shelburne, where only
one shock was felt, and that of less
duration than elsewhere.

Mahone Bay, Lader's Cove, The
Narrows, all reported shocks severe

ugh to rattle the dishes. At
Bridgewater the shock was very
severe. but no damage reported.

The distance between Mahone Bay
and Shelbyrne is about one hundred
miles.

At Sable River, which is half way
between these two places, the shock
was 80 severe that mirrors were turn-
ed to the walls and the houses shook
o violently that people rushed to the
open in terror fearing t2eir buildnus
would collapse. It was in this vicin.
ity, radius of twenty miles, that the
seismic disturbances were greatest.

At Liverpool, which is the next im-
portant station east of Sable River,
on the Halifax and Southwestern Rail-
way, there were two distinct sbecks
one of twelve seconds and another
following immediately of six séconds
duration, - All bulldings at this town
were more or less shaken, but no
damage was reported, and aside from
the scare given the inhabitants by the
phenomenal rumblings, no damage
was reported aleng the coast line.

HISTGR!t [,‘,i}"_\ IN CANADA

On this date, July 28th, in 1696,
Count de Frontenacs started his last
invasion of New York. The fierce old
governor of Canada, whose truculent
and savage attitude toward the Eng-
lish colonists to the south had result
ed in many ghastly massacres by the
red men enroled under his banner,
was doomed this time to disappoint-
ment, This expedition was on a large
scale, but the net result was the de-
struction of three villages and some
corn. In the meantime, however, Fron-
tenac's lieutenant, Iberville le Moyne,
was carrying all before him. With his
force of French and Indians, Iberville
captured and destroyed the fort at
Pemaquid, on the Bay of Fundy, one
of the great strongholds of the English
in America, 'and then proceeded to
Newfoundland, where he captured St.
Johns and took temporary possession
of the entire island. While Fronten-
ac's last expedition against New York
met with but small measure of suc-
cess, previous onslaughts of the
Count and his painted, yelling follow-
érs had left death and destruction in
their wake. During the winter of
1689-90 Frontenac sent three expedit-
ions of French and Indian warriors
into the very heart of New York. Vast
stretches of fertile country were rav-
aged and laid waste by these intrepid
but merciless invaders. . Schenectady,
then the western frontier post of New
York, containing about fifty houses
surrounded by a palisade, was surpris-
ed and burned by 210 French and In-
dians. Over sixty of the inhabitants
were killed and many were carried
away as prisoners by the redskins.
The invaders had marahed hundreds
of miles through snow and ice into the
heart of a hostile country, and had
been completely victorious, inspired
by the fron will and determination of
Frontenac, Two years after his last
invasion of New York Frontenac died,
and thence forth New York was safe,
and the English colonists began to as-
sume the offensive.

THE HUMAN PROCESS'CN
{BALLINGTON BOOTH 18 55 TODAY.

Ballington Booth; president of the
Volunteers of America, an American
offshoot of the Salvation Army. was
{born fifty-five vears ago today in
| Brighouse, England. He was the sec-
jond son of the Rev. William Booth,
|(ound\>r of the Salvation Army, and
at an early age became identified with
the work of that organization in Eng-
{land. He was principal of a Salva-
tion training school, and later am in-
spector in all parts of the world. In
{1885 he was made commander-in-chief
{of the Australian army, and did such
|effective work that in 1887 he was
{ promoted to the command of the army
in the United States. He remained
i that position for nearly a decade,

army,
and that he demanded a greater frees-
dom of movement. more local self-
control, and a less social restriction
to classes.

Whatever his meotives, Ballington
Booth laid aside the uniform of the
Salvation Army in 1896, and donmed
that of his new organization, the Vol-

states that the Volunteers were insti-
tuted “in response to a number of re-
quests on the part of American eciti-
zens.”

While the organization is similar
in plan and objects to that of the pa-
rent society, there are some differ.
ences. The organization is, of course,
military in style, and has its model
the United States Army.

“In conjunction with military dis-
cipline and methods of work,” says
Gen. Booth, “the Volunteers possess
a thoroughly democratic form of gov-
ernment. Its constitution and byJlaws
are framed by a grand field couneil,
which represents the minor councils
of officers throughout the country an-
nually.

“The Volunteers have some forty-
four principal homes and institutions
of benevolence, many of which are
Volunteer property, and are open for
poor and deserving people in different

members since its organization. It
has leagues in’nearly thirty state pris-

FIRST THINGS
FOREIGN MISSIONS

The first American foreign mission
society was the outgrowth of the fa-
mous “haystack prayer meeting” held
at Willlamstown, Mass., 108 years ago
today, July 28, 1906. A number of stu-
dents of Williams College held an op-
en-air prayer meeting on that historic
date, and a sudden storm forced them
to seek shelter by the side of a hay-
stack. There they continued their
devotions and came to a high resolve
—which was to devote their lives to
the work of foreign missions and the
evangelization of heathen peoples, As
an outgrowth of the haystack meeting,
a secret society of college students
was formed, all ofi whom dntwrminedl
to take up foreign mission work. In|
1810 the little college society devel-
oped into the American board of com-
missioners for foreign mission. The
haystack soon vanished, but the spot
was long marked by a cedar post, and
in 1867, on July 28th, a monument was
dedicated to Samuel J. Mills, James
Richards, Francis L. Robbins, Byram
Green and Harvey Loomis, the man
who took part in the haystack prayer

i meeting. This monument bears the

inscription: “The birthplace of Amer-

ican foreign missions, 1806.”

Weakest among Leaders
—The street worried over
the impending crisis in
Europe.

New York, July 27.—The one sub-
Ject of discussion and cause of ap-
prehension in financial circles today
was the 'impending crisis in Europe.
This condition was foreshadowed In
the demoralized state of the London
market, which was also bearing the
“el‘fht of latest developments in Ire-
lan

Prices of principle stocks were off
two to seven points in London. Cana-
dian Pacific being weakest. At the
opening here declines were less ex-
tensive, but further recessions occur-
red as the morning progressed, Cana-
dian Pacific losing a total of 4 1-2, and
other securities of the first class yield-
ing two to three per cent.

Activity was greatest while prices
were falling, Dealings in the first
hour approximated 200,000 shares and
by noon the total had increased to
350,000, Of this amount London and
continental Europe were credited with
saleés of at least fifty thousand shares.
I'o add to the gemeral upsettlement
of that period, additional large gold
engagements for furope, including
$5,000,000 to London were announced.
These were regarded as a direct in-
fluence of conditions across the water
and pointed to the extreme measures
employed there to increase gold hold-
ings, already swollen to unusual pro-
portions. A natural consequence of
this movement was a sharp advance
in foreign exchange to 490 compared
with 488.20 last Saturday. Pronounc-
ed betterment was witnessed in the
afternoon, the entire market gradually

Party of nineteen Drillers
on their way there with
machinery for prospect-
ing purposes,

New York, July 26—Officials of
Standard Oll Co., of New York expect
to dear any day of arrival of their
representatives in China at their des.
tination in the province of Shensi. A
party of 19 drillers left Shanghai for
Shensi early last month.

The Standard Oll party is taking 250
0 300 tons of oil drilling machinery
which was shipped from this country.
Included in this equipment are four
outfits of cable tools and two outfits
of rotary machinery for soft formation
work. Included in the caravan are
800 Chinese carts. £
Consul Sammons at Shanghal says:
It is anticipated that only a short
time will be required by the American
experts to demounstrate the prospects
In northern China. The machinery
sent in is capable of drilling a well
3,000 to 4,000 feet deep. At present
some oil wells in Shensi province
have been drilled 350 feet by Japanese.
The American drilling follows an in-
vestigation by American geologists.”
In connection with the Standard
Oil's Chinese venture it is interesting
to note that in 1913 China imported
183,984,052 gallons of kerosene, valued
at $18,823,508 gold. In 1912 China im-
ported 197,902,362 gallons of kerosene,
valued at $17,764,748, Of last year’s im-
ports, 112,459,920 gallons valued at
$10,623,143 came from the United
States, as compared with 123,441,777
gallons, valued at $10,100,809 in 1912,

COMINGIN SLOWLY

Colleetions from brokers
for Workmen's Compen-
sation Premiums subject
of complaint on part of
Casunalty Insurance Cos.

e

New York,<July 26.—Casualty insur-
ance ies are laini re-
garding the matter of collections from
brokers for workmen’'s compensation
premiums. A number have asked bro.
kers to remit before the end of the
month, although the law has been in
effect only since July 1. The commis-
slon on this business is 10 per cent.

Attention is called to the fact that
New York under the workmen's com-
pensation law premiums are payable
to the State Insurance Fund on or be-
fore July 1. The management of the
fund has allowed 10 days grace for the
seftlement of these premiums. Employ-
ers who insure in the State Fund here-
after must pay their premiums on or
before the day when the insurance
goes into effect and thereafter pre-
miums are to be sent semi-annually
within 10 days after the fund has mall-
ed to the employer a statement show-
ing the amount due.

The companies have also called at-
tention to the provigion of a ruling of
the commission to the effect that
should an employer fail to secure the
payment of compensation to his em-
ployas as required by section 50 of the
act, a penalty is imposed upon him.

An examin-
ation of 34 per cent. of the school
children . of Néw - York shows that 72
per eeht, aré physically defective. He
points: out that there are less than a
hundred dectors to look after the phy-
gical welfare of 825,000 school ‘chil-
dren—that New York annualy spends
$49 on the mental education of each
school child, and forty-four cents for
the health supervision of each young-
ster.

Borr's report covers gymnasium work
during the winter months, and shows
that the consistent “gym"” worker
gaing nineteen pounds ‘in weight,
while the average for the student who
does not exercise is a galn of four
pounds. The “gym” worker, on the
average, broadens his shoulders by
two inches, while the non-exercising
student gains one-fifth of an inch.
Four inches in chest girth is the aver-
age gain of the exercising student,
one inch for the others. Lung capaci-
ty shows a gain of thirty-eight cubic
inches for the athletically inclined,
eighteen inches for others. Dr. Borr's
statement also sets forth what is
known to all physical trainers—that
football and baseball men, oarsmen,
and others who devote thelr time to
one particular sport, make much
smaller all-around gains than the gym-
nasium worker, although they develop
specialized sets of muscles. That is
the main objection 4o contpetitive ath-
letics—they require so much time that
the student is prevented from gaining
that thorough and general develop-
ment of all the orggns and muscles
of the body that is necessary to
health.
The loss to any nation through ill
health and premature death is the
worst of economic wastes, as well as
entailing a vast amount of agony to
individuals. Some day we shall learn
that the schools and colleges have
failed to fulfil their full mission until
they provide physical as well as men-
tal education, and make the ®ormer
as compulsory as the latter. Until
that time, physicians and physical
trainers will be kept busy patching up
the old 'uns, and endeavoring, as best
they may, to build a structure of
health on the foundation of neglected

youth.
