1,100 Germans prisoners.

Paris, Oct, 14—~The French official
communication issued tonight follows:

“South of the Somme we made two
attacks which succeeded brilliantly,
one to the Santerre which put us in
possession of the German first line on
a front of more than two kilometres.
The other placed us in possession of
the hamlet of Genermont and the

jsugar refinery, 200 metres northeast
of Ablaincourt. We took a large num-
ber of prisoners. Up to the present
time 8,000 unwounded prisoners, in
| cluding seventeen officers, have been
passed back.

Roumanian King to Take the Field
At Head of Own and Russian Troops

Bucharest, Oct. 14, by wireless to
Tondon.—King Ferdinand of Rou-
mania, it was announced today, will
personally take command of the Rus-
sian and Roumanian armies. Consid-
etable Russian reinforcements are ex-
pected to arrive in Roumania.

Although the Roumanians in North-
ern Transylvania continue to fall back
before the Austro-Germans, from this
region all along the battle ling to the
vicinity of Orsova, on the Danube, they
not alone are glving battle to their ad-
versaries, but at several points, by
violent counter-attacks, have gained

y'\ advantagé over them.

Bucharest admits the retirement ot
the Roumaniap forces in the Kalmin
Mountains, on the northwest front, but
says further south infantry of the Teu-
tonic Allies were put to flight by their
artillery fire. Successes also were ob-
tained by the Roumanians in the Oituz
and Jiul alleys, where violent attacks
were repulsed with heavy casualties,
On both sides of the Szurduk Pass the
Roumanians continue on the offensive,
but Berlin says their attacks have
been repelled.

24, which said that “only a radical
change, restoring to the United States
its full rights as a neutral power, will
satlsfy this government.”

“The Greek people,”.said M. Veni-
zelos, “have been led to the brink of
a precipice by a conscienceless mon-
archy, which made common cause
with the politicians of our decadent
epoch. When thig great war afford-

ed us the opportunity of realizing our
national ideals, our people were pre-
vented from pursuing the path of
their glory because of an alliance
with her hereditary enemies.

King First Servant of the State.

“King Constantine believes himself!

King by the grace of God., This con-
ception is diametrically opposed to the
mind of the nation, which admits of a
regime of royalty, but desires that
royalty shall be democratic. Our peo-
ple regard the King as the first ser-
vant of the state, They attribute to
the King, not the right to impose his
personal will, but the duty to guard,
without respite, the sovereignty of
the people, in®order to prevent them
suffering from prejudice. Our consti-
tution leaves no doubt regarding this
unquestionable sovereignty of the peo-
ple.

“Today we all have accomplished
our efforts for the purpose of organiz-
ing ourselves militarily without de-
lay to expel our hereditary enemy
from our territory, and to fulfill our
duty as an ally toward a friendly peo-
ple, whose heroism and ardent love
for the fatherland and {ndomitable
perseverance have won the admira-
tiom of the whole world.”

Wili Fight to Final Victory Which is Certain,
Gen. Castelneau Says—Pays Tribute
Te British Treops.

Chantilly, France, (From a staff cor-
respondent of the Associated Press),
Saturday, Oct. 14.—'‘We now have the
Germans by the ears, and will cou-
tinue to shake their heads until their
brains are addled and they will be
compelled to give in.”

These words were spoken today by
General Edouard Castélnau, chief of
staff of all the French armies in the
field, to the American and British war
correspondents. The great question
at issue, continued Gen. Castelnau,
“was whether we should be the slaves
of the Germans, We shall not be; we
will die on the battlefield, but we
never shall be their slaves.”

Gen. Castelnau had just witnessed a
review of the first infantry regiment
which, despite over two years of con-
stant campaign, during which it had
distinguished itself on many battle-
fields, and today had had its regimen-
tal flag decorated by General Joftre,
appeared on parade as though fresh
from the barrack room. Many of the
officers and men were personally dec-
orated by the generalissimo, General
Joffre, who embraced them,

Final Victory Certain.

General Castelnau, who has a more
intimate knowledge of General Jof-
fre's plans than anyone else, and
knows every branch of the army thor-
oughly, spoke with great feeling of
the fraternity between the officers and
men. He pointed with pride to the vet-

Paris, Oct. 15, via London—The
German submarine U-53 made a
breach®in the Monroe ‘Doctrine by
sinking vesséls off the New England
coast, and it remains to be seen
whether the United States will “sus-
tain the celebrated American tradi-
tion, or let it be cast aside,” accord-
ing to Jean Herbette, military strate-
gist and writer on international af-
fairs.

“France 1{s only a disinterested
spectator in the debate,” sald M. Her-
bette, “because it makes little differ-
ence to her whether the Germans
operate on one side of the Atlantic 8
the other, but it will produce a great
change in the political equilibrium of
the world if the doctrine shall be ab-
rogated by President.

The Most Recent Plan Adopted to Fill Canada’s Armies is
Explained by New Brunswick’s Representative on tte
Dominion-Wide Commission. st

Major L. P. D. Tilley, Director f
National Service for Military District
No. 6, arrived home from Ottawa on
Saturday, where he was in attend-
ance at the meeting of all of the dires-
tors of natfonal service in the Domin-
fon. During the conference, waich
lasted for three days, Sir Thos. Talt,
Director-General of National Service,
occupled the chair. At the conteren::

of such badge will signify that he has
been from enli it ‘for
the reason that his services to the
State are of mbre value in the Jscou-
pation in which he is engaged than if
he were enlisted.

Such exemption from enlistment
will hold good as long as it is con-
sidered that his services are of more
value to the State in some other

ity than in the naval and mill

plans for the prop

labor mobilization and the need of re-
cruiting were thoroughly discussed.
The general principles of the cam-
paign were.lald before the memhers
for their consideration.

Under the presidency of Sir Thomas
Tait civilian representatives from
every military division in the country
have exchanged ideas as to the base
and details of an effective scheme,
According to Major Tilley a definite
scheme has been arrived at, tho'sh
for the present the directorate is not
prepared to announce it.

Abbut 130,000 more men are needsd
to fill the promised 500,000 men. At
the same time it is not desired, in the
process of enlistment, to handicap or
injuriously affect vital industries of
the country by recruiting extensively
from their ranks.

The scheme which the government
has decided upn is to take the cemwus
of the man power of Canada. Besldes
the man power census the subject of
better utilization of woman labor wiil
form a prominent part of the work.

Owing to the fact that recruiting
has dropped nearly 500 per :ent
within the last seven months, the gov-
ernment has found it necessary to
tabulate a record of men who can be
spared from the work they are 10w
engaged in, and in case of emergoacy
these records will be able to show
just how many men can be sgpared
from Canada to help the Mother
country in the gigantic conflict row.
raging over Europe.

The scheme now proposed is, there-
fore, designed to take stock of the
country's labor resources, to find ¢ut
what the men of military age oare
doing, to ascertain to what extont
they may be replaced by women, and
to designate by badges those whose
services are regarded as of greater
value to the State than if they en-
listed.

Men without this decoration are,
inferentially at least, eligible for serv-
jce. While the national service di-
rectorate will co-operate to the full-
est degree with the recrufting gen-
cles, it is emphasized that the latter
are not replaced.

As heretofore, the actual enlist-
ment -for overseas will be attended
to by the regular military brganiza-
tions of the different divisions. Muach
reliance is placed upon the utiliza-
tion of women's work and a series of
women's national service boards are
to be established to further the «m-
ployment of female labor where prac-
ticable, then making a corresponding
number of men available for the :nili-
tary serviée.

Text of the Statement.

The purposes in view are fully out-
lined in the following official state-
ment:
~ The regulation of respécting “Na-
tional Service” require the directors
to také such measures as may be ax-
pedient as to have all available ‘abor
in the Dominion utilized to the great-
est advantage for the purpose of
maintaining the carrying out of all
important industries and of affordiang
to the greatest possible number of
men the opportunity of military ~erv-
ice, and with the view to make an
estimate of such available labor.

There is no data available in the
Dominion today on which either ihe
required estimate of such jabor can
be based or which would serve as &
foundation for an intelligent and
satisfactory endeavor to have all
available labor utilized o the great-
est advantage.

The directorate of National Service
has had under careful considera-ion
a scheme which has been formulated
for taking an inventory of the ™an
power of Canada dt as early a dale
as possible .

In this connection it may be men-
tioned that the usual methods for
taking the census would require 100
long a time and involve too large an
expenditure, and that some new
method must be adopted to ob*ain
the necessary information.

It is believed that an effeciive
scheme for the purpose is feasihle,
and that it can be given effect to
within a reasonable time, and at a
reasonable expense, The directors
are nbt, however, in a position as
yet to make a public announcement
as to the details of this scheme
which are now being worked out.

Plans for Exemption,

in reference to the exemption of
men of military age, from enlistment,
becduse their services in the o
ployment in which they are then en-
gaged are of more value to the State,
than if they were ealisted, the di-
rectors of .national service make the
following announcement:

Any man of militery age who will
offer in writicg to enlist, and whom
the director of “National Service” far
the district determines is o wmorve
yalue to the State in the employ-
ment in which he is then engazed,’
than if he were e , will e ex-i

pted from enl * i %
appeal to the Director-General.

HEvery such man willi be given a

badge. and certificate and the wesriag

tary forces.

In the case of a man who herealter
may enlist and who subsequently 1is
considered by the district director of
“National Service” to be of more val-
ue to the State in the occupation in
which he was engaged previous to Lis
enlistment than in the military forces,
such man will be released from the
military forces, so that he may resame
the previous occupation in which bkis
gervices are considered to be of more
value to the State.

The duty of these boards is to be
the registration of woman labor; the
securing where possible of the em-
ployment, locally of such labor and
the performance of other work inci-
dent to such duties.

Where considered desirable, advis-
ory committees composed of orimi-
nent employers and others are to be
created to co-operate with the boards
especially with regard to securlvg
employment for such labor as may
be offered. The directors will also
be expected to assist as far as pos-
sible in promoting equilibrium be-
tween demand and supply of woman
labor.

Confldence was expressed that om-
ployers will loyelly assist in promot-
ing the object which the direofors of
National Service have in view In
stimulating women to offer for wik
which they have not heretofore besn
called on to perform, once the n~ed
for ‘'such co-operation is understood
and the existence of a supply of wo-
man labor is in evidence.

A number of other matters were
discussed and, considered by the di-
rectors, some of which may, later on,
lead to an extension or further de-
velopment of “National Service.”

Under the regulations, the supecvi-
sfon of recruiting and the co-ordlaa-
tion of all agencies, civil and military,
connected with- recruiting, rest w~iih
the district recruiting officer under
control of the military headquarters

at Ottawa.
