St. John’s, N. F., June 3.—F>or the factor in the Atlantic air race at the 
present time.

The Handley-Page biplane has a 
wing-spread of 127 feet, the chord or 
which is the distance between the 
upper and lower planes 16 feet, eight 
inches, and a pl^ne aurfac© of 3.04U 
feet,. with a lifting capacity of *08 
pounds per square root. She is fitted 
with lour Rolls-Royce Eagle engine* 
giving a total rated horse power or 
1,500 and actually developing well in 
excess of this rating.

Some idea of the power of the 
Handley-Page plane, originally built 
to bomb Berlin, can be gained from 
the following facts: When first built 
the machine weighed, unloaded, 14,0011 
pounds. The gasoline capacity was 
1,190 gallons, weighing 7,140 pounds. 
The wireless apparatus was weighed 
at 200 pounds, and there was also pto 
vision for 6,640 pounds of bombs, 12 

the machine guns weighing 767 pounds, 
and a crew of seven men weighing 
1,206 pounds, making & total load 
carrying capacity of 29,943 _ pounds. 
Thus loaded the planes had £ cruising 
speed of 90 miles an hour. By elim­
inating the bombs, machine guns and 
other paraphernalia it has been pos­
sible to Increase the fuel capacity to 
2,366 gallons as compared with the 
865 gallons of the Vimy-Vickors, the 
330 gallons carried by the Sopwith 
and the 370 of the Martinsyde. With 
this fuel load which can be carried on 
the journey over the ocean, the* en­
gines will consume an average of 108 
galions of gas per hour, giving ap­
proximate cruising radius of 22 hours 
of continuous flight without making 
any wind allowance.

Another angle on the size of this 
air liner is gained from reflecting that 
it required a special train of seven 
cars to transport the packing cases in 
which it arrived at St. John’s to Har­
bor Grace with the aid of a cater­
pillar tractor in loading and unload­
ing. It required Just seven days to 
gel the biplane,from Digby to the air­
drome and then unloading it there. 
With limited facilities available, tha 
was only possible by using gREht, un­
dercarriage wheels in • moving <he 
huge cases across the field. These 
wheels were over 50 Inches in diame­
ter snd cost $500 each, of which 8100 
went into the tires. It is estimated 
that the cost of the whole biplane com­
plete is $120,000.

The site at Harbor Grace Is the only 
real aerodrome in the whole of New­
foundland. Only one who has trav­
eled about this island can realize the 
almost unbelievable lack of cfvel 
spaces, and even the present plot of 
39 acres, 900 yards long and 200 
yards wide, was won by Lieut Robin 
G Reid, Jr., in charge of the advance 
arrangements, only after surmounting 
almost endless difficulties.

The field has & three per cent 
grade, with Its tower end terminat­
ing at the water’s edge of Bears Cove, 
on the north side of Harbor Grace. The 
har bor is Just half a mile from Con­
ception Bay proper, and while the 
work of preparing the field is going 
on Arthur Pritchard, the Marconi In­
st a dation engineer, is engaged in the 
tedious task of installing and tuning 
up the complicated wireless equip­
ment of the bomber.

This consists of three distinct sys­
tems. First the direction finding out­
fit, which will enable the plane to get 
the direction waves and plot cross 
bearings from Glace Bay, N. 8., Clifton, 
(Ireland), Poldhu, (England), the Az­
ores, and the Sayville, L. I„ aerial.

Saturday, strong, and power­
ful, the immense llandley-Page not 
only dwarfs the Martinsyde and the 
Vickers-Vimy bomber, as well as 
being a giant compared with Haw­
kers Sopwith as overshadows 
navy seaplanes, as they, in tqrn figur­
atively towered above and beyond the 
earlier arrivals among the British land 
planes.

Though only quuasi-offlclal, having 
been turned to private hands of the 
Aair Ministry, when because of the de­
mobilization of the Royal Air Force, 
the task of providing a suitable ser­
vice proved difficult, there is about the 
whole venture an atmosphere of calm, 
deliberate, studied preparation some­
what lacking in more strictly private 
ventures. This is true whether the 
project is considered from the stand­
point of the sturdy, giant biplane it­
self or the great four engined power 
plant or the navigational facilities 
which are looming as an ever more vi­
tal factor. A striking fact is that for 
all its bigness the Handley-Page has 
just about the same cruising radius as 
a. comparatively Liny single engine

Herein lies the strongest argument 
of the pilots of the multiple-engined 
1'lanes—that they stand the same 
chance of making a crossing, but they 
can keep going on two of their four 
engines, while engine failure in mid- 
ocean spells almost certain dtW.th to a 
single-engined plane. One can weather 
a gale that would crumple the other 
to helplessness One is equipped with 
elaborate wireless, making the possi­
bility of maintaining communication 
almost a certainty while already there 
has been a tragic demonstration with 
the Sopwith of the frailty of the other.

Strict enforcement, of the present

"It Is also recommended," says the

PROHIBITION SPREADS 
HABIT, INQUIRY SHOWS

Ninety Per Cent, of Narcotic 
Drugs Consumed Here De­
clared Used for Other Than 
Medicinal Purposes.

WsifjillsîOR, I>. C.. June 1.—That 
♦he US» of babit-forming drugs is so 
extensive m the United States aa to 
ci': f-.-r furtnev remedial legislation 
by Congress, and that it is likely to 
increase with the advent of national 
prohibition of alcoholic beverages, is 
the opinion of the Special Narcotic 
Committee, appointed by the Secre­
tary o” the Treasury to investigate 
this traffic. The report will be submit­
ted to Congress in a few days.

The number of drug addicts in the 
country 13 variously estimated from 
1 oSS.VuO tc 1,908.000. The health of­
ficer ct New York city reported that 
city alone nas a total of 103,000 ad­
dicts The health officer of Jack­
sonville. Fta„ reported 887 confirmed 
add.ets, this being nearly two per cent 
of the city s population.

‘ What effect, if any, nationwide pro­
hibition will have on the situation 
could not he t ^finitely determined by 
the committee. ' the report says. “The 
concensus of the* interested in the 
subject appear to be that the number 
ol addicts will increase as soon as til * 
prohibition laws are enforced. These 
rpinions are based, for the most part, 
eu the Hi.ory that drinkers will seek 
a subst'tuie for alcohol, and that op­
iate? and cocaine wii'l be found to be 
mo- l satisfactory for this purpose.

Equally Prevalent in Both Sexes.

"This opinion apparently receives 
some support from investigations 
made in some of the Southern States, 
where prohibition has been in effect 
for years. It has been noted that in 
tbete States, the sale of narcotic drugs 
and cceainc. especially the sale of pre- 
pa* atiotis exempt under the federal 
aatinarcotic law, have greatly in­
creased during this period. Whether 
or not this condition will become gen­
eral when national 'prohibition be­
comes effective is a question whicn 
cannot be answered at the present

it has been stated," declares the 
committee, •'-that about ninety per 
cent, of the amount of these drugs 
entered lor consumption is used for 
ether than medical purposes. While 
this statement is probably extreme, u 
comparison of the per capital co.v 
sumption indicates that this country 
on sûmes from ten to sixty times as 
much opium per capita, as is consum 
ed in other countries, the records ol 
vhieh are available."

The range of ages of addicts was re­
ported as from twelve to seventy-five 
years, and the report states -that “con­
trary to general opinion, the Commit­
tee finds that drug addiction is not 
more prevalent amng females than 
males, and that taking all factors into 
consideration. It appears that" drug 
addiction is about equally prevalent 
In both sexes "

Finds Habit is Nation-Wide.

The report declares the committee is 
convinced there Is a nation-wide use

narcotic drugs for other than legiti­
mate medical needs, the Southern 
stales being largely affected as the 
pc pulous centers of the North. Many 
county and çity officials keep no re­
cord? on the subject,” the report says 
and "this condition to believed to be 
die principally to lack of knowledge 
of the seriousness of the situation "

The committee limited its Investi 
galion to opium, Its preparations and 
habit forming alkoloids. and mor 
plilne. It used questionnaires address 
ed tc individuals, Including physic- 
i, ns, institutions, including santar- 
ium.- and Jails, to police authorities, to 
district attorneys and others.

"The investigations of the commit 
ice have led to the conclusion that 
addiction to the use of these habit 
forming drugs is not restricted to aso> 
particular 
of people, the report zays.

"Any one repeatedly taking a mgr- 
cotlc drug over a period of thirty days, 
in the case of a very susceptible indi­
vidual for ten days, to in grave dang­
er of becoming an addict And when 
addiction has been established, it is 
impossible for the Individual to dis­
continue the use of the drug without 
outside assistance.”

Data assembled by the committee 
shows that the habit of using opiates 
or cocaine is. acquired through assoc­
iation with addicts, through the phy­
sician and through self medication 
with those drugs or patent or proprie­
tary preparations containing the same.

Quarter Million Addicts Treated.

In connection with the question­
naire sent to physicians the report 
says;—

"Replies were received from approx­
imately thirty and two-third per cent, 
of the physicians registered In the 
different States, and these showed that 
there were under treatment at that 
time a total of 73,150 addicts. On the 
Van to of one hundred per cent repîThs, 
if the same average was maintained, 
there were under treatment at the 
time this questionnaire was sent out 
a total of 237,665 addicts."

7n reply to the question relative to 
the nature of drug addiction 426 
health officials stated that the physic­
ian-* in their communities regarded It 
as a disease, while 542 reported they 
regarded It as a vice. With respect 
to the treatment of drag addiction 
e^hty-elght health officials reported 
that physicians in their community 
followed special procedures to the 

treatment of addicts, while 361 report­
ed the physicians followed the procé­
dure commonly known as the reduc­
tion treatment. These health officials 
also stated that 192 cities and coun­
ties over which they had Jurisdlcticfc 
make provision for the treatment of 
addicts in almshouse and penal in­
