“There is some hope that the ammu-
pition would be seized at Durban, as
Natal poszeseess a miniatry whose loy-
alty is unqueationed. Had not the Fil-
ipinos been given arms by Americans
with which to fight S8pain, General Otie
would long ago have been ecjoying his
ease as home. Similaily with the Boers,
we may have to pay heavily in blood
for the apathy the Cape government has
exhibiled in this matter.”

Lord Wantage, president of the British
Red Cross Society, will shortly issue an
appeal for contributions to aid in the
work of the society, which, he saye, will
provide two hospital railway trains and
a hoppital ship. The Duke of Weet-
minster and Lord Wantage have given
£1,000 each, and Baron Rothachild has
raised £11,000 among- hie friends.

Some indication of the war office esti-
mate of tbe duration of the camyaign is
given by the fact that aunthorities have
contracted for eight months’ supply of
bread ard other mil tary requisites ren-
dered necesgary by the absence of the
bulk of the srmy service corps, whom
the war office thus evidently calculates
will be at home again by the beginning
of May.

It appears that although the war office
called ap 25,000 reserves orly the pick of
them—some 5,000—will be retained with
the colors, The aunthoritics are pleased
at the application of a number of reserv-
istas belonging to the unmobilized classes
who are volunteering for foreign service.

9.—=The Duke of Devon-
shire, lord president of the council of
m'nisters, epeaking at Sheffield today,
said that the deducations made from hie
recent speech at Manchester regarding
the Transvasal situation, had warned
him that & member of the government
could not be too carefal.

“Matters have not become more eritl-
cal daring the last few days,” remarked
the duke, “and I trust this interval for
reflection may corduce to & pacific set-
ilament,”

His grree added, Lowever, that he
was afraid the only hopeful sign was tte
fact that the government of the South
African Republic did not appear inclin-
ed to precipitate any acts of sggrcision
upon British territory such as their pre-
vioup preparatione led the British gov-
ernment t> anticipate as within the pos-
gibilitiee, Nodoubst the longer guch an
attempt should be delayed the less
would be the probability of even s tem-
porary success.

“Although the government does not
congider it right,” eaid his grace, “to re-
lsx any measures deemed necessary,
snd although preparations for the pos-
sible campaizn are still in full progrees,
I think I may eay that the country may
ress essured that no irrevocable step wiil
be taken until the Transvaal has re-
ceived snd has had full opportunity to
coneider those demands which the Brit-
ish government consider neceisary to
protect the rights of their fellow citizans
and to safeguard British interests in
South Africe.

“In these circamstances :here is a
chance—perhaps oz 1y a remote chance
—that wiger counsels than have hitherto
prevailed may assert themselvas.

“I don’t complain of the speeches of
independent politicians,although it may
be doubted that such utterances tend to
peace; but a different kind of responei-
bility reste upon those directly connected
with the government. Though I do no*
regret anything I eaid on s former
occasion, when dealing with this ques-
tion, yet the handle which thaf gpeech

the steamer Rosalie. H.ll gives a very
wivid account of the earthquake, which,
it now appears, was of even greater
magnitude and destructive capacity than
was at first understood.

In manyof the biggest mines of the |
Cook Inlet and Copoer Rivsr couniry,
scoording to Hill, much demage was
done, particularly on the cosef, owing to
the displaceent cf huge gnanfities of
earth and the general shak ng up which
the country received.

Hill tells how he reached Yakutat af-
ger forced marches from the interior of
the Algec River country. Sanday, Sept.
3,he sat down fo dinner ina miner’s
yude cebin in the Iadian village of
Yakutat. The house rocked violently,
dishes fell from the tatls, and the fill-
ing between the logs of the cabin was
broken and spread over the floor.

{rom northwest to southeast. After the
first violent shocke had passed away
t¢hers were frequent elight tremors dur-
ing the balance of the afternoon.

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THE SITUATION IN THE TRAN:VAAL

There are still some senguine pgéople
who believe that peace w.l. he pre-
served in South Africa in spite of the
present threatening con 'ition of affairs.

It is pleasing to be able to indulge in

such hopes, put the fact remains that all
the armed B.ers of the Transvasl and a
covsiderable force from' Orange Free
State hava been called out and are now
in the fiald threatening the borders of
Nat:), while British reinforcements are
arriving daily at Durban. The most
alarming rumors have been current
for the past three or foar daye
and anjone reading them might
be led to believs that the Bosrs were in
@ position to invade Natal and clear its
entire n rthern border. Before accept-
ing these stories it will be wel! for the
"yeader $o remember that there are now
not lees than 16,000 British regvlars in
Natal inclnding twelve battalions of in-
fantry. To suppose that the Natal bor-
der can be “rushed” by the Boers with
such s British force in that colony is to
accept a ridicuious prop eitior. Twelve
$housand Britieh infsntry with a duoe
proportion of cavalry and srtillery are
nok to be “rurhed” or hustled out of the
ponitions . they have occapied and
we -may be sure that ths Brit-
jsh general whko is in command
in South Africa bas @& proper
appreciation of the situation, and has
taken the necescary steps to meet it. It
hss been reported that Laing’s Nek
which is the gateway of Natal has been
ocoupied by the Boers, but this has been
denied, and it would seems that the
‘Transvasl forces have made no forward
movement whaever. On the other hand
it was uncerstood that a British force
heid this pass, and it would seem that if
not actually occupied by the British it
is within the range of the British forces,
go that it can be occupied, if necessary,
before the Bosrs coumld resch it. If
Laing’s Nek is suffered to fall into the
ds of the Boers it will be because
British general has discovered a
Dattle line of advance to the Transvaal
shan'the psass in question.

Probably many of our readers hardly
zeal'zs that ever as matfers stand, and
with no immediate prospect of an en-
gagement, the Transvasl Boers are suf-
fering sll the disadvantsges of actual
war without auy of its glory. Every day
the burghers are held in camp is a dsy
lost to them, and a step towards the dis-
integration of their forces and t e col-
Jlspse of their campaigr. The Boer
srmy is & rabble withou: discipline and
with none of these accessories that are
thounght necessary to the health and

.comfort of 8 modern srmy. Sach @&
force is liable to fall to pieces by ite own
weight, if not kept employed, and that
wil. probably be the fate of the Boer
army if bostilities are postponed fo: &
Jew weeks longer.

The calling out of the army ressrves
ard the summoning of parliament fo
meet within & fortnight, must be accept-
ed as proofs that in the opinion of the
British government war is near at hand.
The first mesasure also shows that if is
the intention of the government to pro-
wvide enough troops to bring the war to s
speedy end, rather than fo truet
to the fighting of & com-
paratively small force. The in-
dications are that there will
be upwards of 50,000 British volunteers
in South Afzica in less than a month, to
say nothing of lccal and colonial levies
which would probabiy make 10,000 more.
Sach an army ouztt to ovarwheln the

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occapied in & very short time after the
contest begine. The capture of Preforia
would practically end the war for it is
there that all the ammunition and mili-
tary stores of the Boers are kept. Out-
gide of Pretoria they have no magsazines
and no means of maintaining their troops
in the fleld. ’

The army reserves, which have been
ctliad out, sumbsr upwarés of 80,000
men and it is probable that atleas:
75,020 of them will report themse'ver at
headquarters within the presanit week.
The army reservea are men who have
served for gix or saven years in the
army and whose terme of emlistment
has several years yet to ran, Men are en-
1 sted in the British army for twelve
years, aud usuaily epend five years of
that time with the reserves, receiving
sixpence & day and being at liberty to
engage in any civil occapations that may
cffer. It goes withcut saying that the
reservists are thoroughly trained scl
diers, far more efficient than the same
number of newly enlisted men would be
and fit to-take the field in company with
the soldiers who have eerved thres or
moze years with their regiments. They
would naturally take the place of the
youog goldiers who woull be weeded
out and agsigned to home service unmtil
they had become felly treined.

on the surface. Ap there are always up-
wards of 100,000 men in the British Isl-
ands, it mightseem . that 30,000 or even
40,000 could be apared from that force for
2 Sauth African expedition. Butit is
quite poeaible that the cgjling out of the
tbe reserves is intended fto warn
of any mnsation which may be
attempting $o interfere in this
qiarrel between Great  Britain
and her vaseal state, and to show the
world the empire is prepared to go all
length to defend its righte. There have
been rumors of the intervention of an-
other power on behalf of the Tranavaal,
and the extraordinary boldness of the
B:ers would seem to justify the idea
that the: had such a hope, but that cer-
tainly will not prevent the enforcement
of the British demande, which are based
on jastice, equity, fair dealing and a due
regard for treaty rights., :

The hiring of sixty-seven large steam-
shipa by the British government for the
cinveyance of troops and war-1ike mater-
ial to Scuth Afrioa is slready making
itaelffelt in the busivess of the world in
the stiffening of freights and the with-
drawal of ships from their natural linee.
Few people not coaversant with military
aflaizs have any accurate idca of the
enormous demands made in the frsme-
port service fogthe equipment and msin-
tenance of ap army in thefic1i. Anarmy
corps, fally equipped, requires the ser-
vices of upwards of 10,000 horses and
pack animals, and nearly 2,000.ca ‘ria ee,
wagons and other vehicles. Our readers
bhave salready’ been informed that a
British army corps comprises upwards
of 35,000 men. To move 8o 1irge & bady
of troops, with their bearers, carriages
and guns, go long a distance requires the
services of a large fleet, so that no sur-
prize nead be fel; if a still heavier drain
ghould be made on the ships of com-
merce than that which has sl-eady teen
announced.

1¢ is impossible to ascertainm the pre-
cise strength of $he Boer forces now in
the field, or their preparedness for war.
They are said to be sll mounted and
spparently are armed with the Martini-
Henry, the ammunition of their Maunser
rifies having proved defective. Such a
force would posses a great deal of mobil-
ity, it could sdvance rapidly and it could
also run away, but it would be quite
useless in the open fleld against
infantry. If the Boers have mno
other troops than these irregular cav-
alry, they are preparing for themselves
a great defeat if not utter annih:lition,
The mian on horse back is of very little
use in war in these days, when rifles are
sighted ap to two thoussud two hundred

yards, and can be fired point blank up
to four bundred yarde. Even for the
kind of warfare in which the Boers are
said to excel, irregular skirmishing, such
a large number of horses would be &
mere encumberance and warlike opera-
tions woald come to an stand if the
forage failed.

The British plan of campaign has not
yet been developed, but the landing of
s0 many troops at Cape Town instead of
Natal has seemed to favor the ides that
Natal is to be invaded from the west in-
stead of from the sodth or by way of
Natal. No doubt there would be advan-
tages in this plan slithouzh the lines of
communication would -be lsrger. It
would enable the British general while
sdvancing sgainst the Transvasl to
overawe the disloyal Datch of Cape
Colony who are at the botiom
of this conspizacy against British
yuls, and at the same time
to protect Kimberly and its diamond
flelds and Mafeking in Bechuanaland.
With s British srmy on the western
border of the Transvaal and another in
the south advancing by Laing’s Nek the
Boers would be encompassed by superior
forces and their line of defence weak-
ened.- The western army would have
an eagy line of country to traverse where
the Boers could not resort to their nsual
bushfighting tactics, and if tuey ven-
tured in a battle in the open country
they would be smashed.

Dutch have slways treated them liks
doge valuing the life of & native no
more than that of a wild beast. Every
Boer who is now undsr arme in the fisld
is haunted by the thought that- his
wife and children ars at the mercy of
the native servants who are left on the
farm, and fheir wilder kindred who live
in freedom apart from the whites. As
there are three times as many natives
in the Transvaal as white people, and
six times as many as there are Datoh,
this native question is no shadow
but & real substantial fact which
msy have & good deal of inflnence in
bringing the war to & eudden ending.

The speech of the Dake of Davonshire
yesterday at Sheffisld on the Transvaal
difficnl ies showa that mattera are in no
worse posiiion so far as the hopes of
peace are concerned than they were in
# week sgo, although in the meantime
the Boer forces have been mobolized
and are now on the borders of Natal,
whils the British army reserves have
been cslled out and thowsands of British
regulars are hu:rying to South Afries.
The meaning of this optimistic view of
the matter by the lord president of the
council is that so long as mo kl)w is
sfruck peace may bs preserved.
A -pew British proposal is to
be semt or has been sent to
the government of the Transvaal, and
until that proposal has been rejected the
British forces will not move. This is the
sum and sabstance o! & speech which
mauoet now attract the widest degree of
attention because it is the ntferance of
& responsible atatesman, a cool and cau-
tious man, who weighs his words well,
snd one who will be likely tosay
too little rather than oo much In view
of this last Bheffield spsech we are there-
fore forced to believe that there is atill &
a hope of peace, slthough that hope, it
maust be admitted, is supported by a
very slender thread.

Tarning from hopes and fancies fo
facta we find that practicslly the whole
adult male popul.tion of the Transvaal
isin the fleld prepared fo go to war.
They are threatening the northern bor-
der of.Natal at two or more points, eev-
eral thousands of them areon the. border
of Cape Colony, near Kimberley, another
force of Boera is menacing Mafeking,
and stil. another is threateming the
gouthern frontier of Rhodesin. Here we
have five Boer armies in the field com-
posed of men who know nothing of the
power of Great Britain,and who actuslly
believe that they can defeat any British
force that may be sent against them.
These men, so full of ignorant conceit,
are clamoring to be led sgainst the
enemy or to be allywed $o return home.
It may be that Krager and Joubert may
be mble to preventthem from committing
any act of hostility, and, if an agreement
is arrived at, may persuade them fo re-
tarn peaceably to their homes, but the
chances would seem to be heavily
sgainst such & result.. A more likely
consequence is that an invasion of Brit-
ish territory will be attempted probably
at Mafeking, which would seem to be the
most valneratls point, and that therse
will be 8 new sitaation created which
will almost inevitably lead to war. A
rabble like the Boer army is not easily
controlled and Kruger and Joubert will
probably find it easier to call their men
into the field than to persuade them to
return home,

There are other reasons which do not
militate in favor of peace in connection
with the conduct of the Boers towards
these English residenta of the Transvasl
who were forced to fly for refage to Cape
Colony or Natal. If the Bgers are
really brave men as is pretended their
conduct to the English women and childe
ren who thronged the trains to Cape
Colony was very different from the idesl
gort of & brave man that prevailsin
countries that are wholly civilized. The
following which we quote from a Londen
despatch illastrates the kind of treat-
ment that was accorded to English resi-
dents fleeing from the Transvaal by the
chivelrous Boers :—

A BIG SUSSEX FIRE.

TWO HOTELS, A NEW BRICK
BLOCKX AND OTHER
BUILDINGS

Were Destroyed by Fire Friday
—Seventy-Five Thousand Dollars
Worth of Property Goes Up in
smoke—Good Work Prevented
Greater Destruction.

e ——

£us Bx, Oct, 7—Sussex was vinited last
night by the worst conflagration which
ever occurred here. About 10 o’cloek
the dread cry of fire was heard and in 8
few minutes flares were geen burning
through the roof of the Queen hotel
livery stablee. The fire department
was prompily on the acene, but
despite 8l their efforts  the
flames spread rapidly and soon the hotel
itsel! was on fire. A high wind was
plowing from the northwest ‘and the
flames spread yapidly and soon fthe
whole block was enveloped and looked
like an immense fiery furnace.

The 1. C. R. station wason fire several
times, but was saved by the heroic ef-
forts of the firemen. All the horses were
saved from the Queen hotel stables, but
the wagona and sleighe were all destroy-
ed. Mr. Doherty had mo insurance on
his stable or contente.

The fire worked to the east and burmt
¢he handsome residence formerly the
property of the late Sheriff Freezs bub
lately owned by Mr. Doherty and used
in connection wi.h his hotel.

The Dapct House caught ghortly after
the Queen and €oon burned to the
ground with a large part of its contents.

The handsome new brick bl:ck builé
by James P. Byrne was the next to be
gathered into the jaws of the devouring
elements. In a short time thig etructure
wss & mags of ruine.

The Morton building was occupled by
Mell Scott 88 & dwelling and grocery
store and Robert Johneon, barber. .

The value of the Byrne block was
within the vicinity of $10,000. It was
uningured.

It is impossible atthis time of night fo
find out the smount of insurance
carried - by the gufferers of _to-
nlﬁm’s conflagration but the loss
will bo very heavy, as st least $75,000
wopth of real and person:l property was
destroyed.

At one time it wae thought that fen
persons, guests at one of the hotels, had
lost their 1ives, but luckily the rumor
proved to be unfounded.

The ¢-ief lunatics of that
time a e uow most ashamed of their an.
tics; those who yelled loudest are most
si;nificantly silent at present. And no
battez proof could be had that the whole
iksue was factitiouns; that M-, Cleveland’s
hercics about facing Englsnd in war
were purely gratuitons, snd therefore
doubly wicked, than the fset that fhe
country has since cared, and now cares,
not one straw ab ~ut the business.

If cur fary of 1895 was not feigned
why are we not raging now to find the
Parie tribunsl giving England territory
which she herself offered to Veneziela,
and which the Ilatter count'y, relying
upon our powerful aid, indigneantly re-
fused to accept as a besis of settlemen:?
We ought to feel hugely chsgrined and
humiliated.
