fStrong Resolutlons Passed at Annual Meeting Calling on|
" Congress and the Senate to Pass Such a Measure as,
Will Revive Their Carrylng Trade on the Seas.

!é Washington, Oct; 12—=The Amerienn
itAssociation of Bankers {oday put itwelf
wquarely on record as favoring govern-
mmeni eubsidies for the upbuilding of the
American merchant marine, Resolutions
reviewing the growth of American com-
merce and the decline in American ghip-
ping, and pledging the association to
throw the weight of itw influence towards
the enactment of a ship subsidy law were
presented by the executive council of the
association and adopted by a rising vote
in which it was estimated that three-
quarters of the delegates took the affirma-
tive side, The second day’s session of the
convention occupied three hours and was
devoted to the transaction of euch bued-
ness 28 wae ocontained in the report of the
executive council, besides addresses and
discussions inferesting and instructive on
jvarious phases of banking.

The teport of the currency committee
was received but ho action taken thereon.
‘The report followed the suggestion made
vesterday by Secretary Bhaw in his ad-
dress before the convention for an emerg-
ency currency: Former Representative
Pugsley, of Peekskill (N. Y.), who sub-
mitted the report, expressed the opinion
that congress would enact financial legis-
lation if the bankers presented a united
demand for eome specific measure. The
‘zeport outlined meveral changes in the
syatem which it might be advisable to
snake by legislation.

The enthusiasm of the day was vented
(on the ship subsidy proposition. The
[five enacting clauses of the resolution are
tes followsi

“Resolyed, That by the American Bank-|
eré Amwocia.ion, amssembled:

“Finst~=That the members of this asso-|
clation are deeply interested in any meas- |
ure which will promote the interest of the
whole country commercially and industri- |
ally and espocially with reference to our|
foreign commerce,

“Spcond=-That we favor and most re-
spectfully urge the passage by congress |
of somo measure to foster and encourage |
the upbuilding of our merchant marine, |
and give us back the prestige upon the,
high seas which we once enjoyed. i

“Third—That we favor the ehip subeidy|
measure, which has received considera-|
tion by congress, which we think would
tend to restore our flag upon the seas and
build up our merchant marine to the ex-
tent that the necessities of our trade now
and in the future may demand.

“Fourth—That we recommend that our
senators and congressmen favor some just
and equitable measures that will bring

about the results and afford the relief
above suggestad. :
“Pifth—That through our legislative

committee we memoralize the senate and |
the house of representatives of the United
States with a copy of these resolutions.”
The afternoon wae given up to sig'htsee-‘
ing.

Each said he saw Scott shoot the mate

way.
A Terrible Story.
Very soon they heard shots below deck

in the galley and a ghont while thereafter
| Scott came up il bearing the hedy of

the cook, a small vE¥‘e man, in his arms,
depositing his burdén over the rail. They
afterwards bound Scott and were steering
the vessel as best they could until over-
hauled by the Blanche H. King.

Scott says all the seamen, four negroes,
formed @ conspiracy soon after leaving
Mobile, September 23, feeling outraged
‘because of short rations. He said that he
killed no one except Cokeley, the negro
seaman found on deck, and that he kided
him in self defence.

| Gloucester Interests Declare They

(Grloucester, Qct. 12—This city
was seriously disturbed today by the re-
ceipt of private despatches to vessel own
ers from captains at Bay of Islands
(Nfld.), saying that the cruiser Fiona with

John's, and had forbidden all vessels with |
American registers to fish for herring
there, notwithstanding their hitherfo un-
disputed treaty rights. 1t is believed that
the success which the Gloucester cod fish-!
ing interests has met with in the past
| summer in epite of the retaliatory bait act
placed by Newfoundland in the epring, has
led to additional hostility on the part of
the Newfoundland fishermen. ;

In fishing circles some such step was
anticipated, especially as reports had
reached here that Sir Robert Bond, the
premier, contends that the right to fish
i on the West Coast of Newfoundland, un-|
der the treaty of 1818 does not mean that!
the Americans may fish in the inlets and |
harbors of the coast. Still a number of
| vessels recently mailed from here for the
| usual fall fishing replying on the fact
cited by the opposition in the Newfound-
land parliament, in reply to Sir Robertl
Bond’s contention that the theory changedi
the interpretation which had been put;

'Dr. Stetson of Maine Delivers an Able Address Be-

fore the Teachers’ Institute Here---The Different Stages .
in Child Life---Mayor White Welcomes the Visiting Schoy!

Instructors.

At Thursday night's public session of the
Teachers’ Institute in the High School
W, S. Carter, school inspector, presided,
and owing to the disagreeable weather,
the audience was not particularly large.

There were speeches by Mayor White,
and Dr. W, W. Stetson, chief superintend-
ent of education for the State of Maine.

Mrs. H. H. Pickett spoke briefly on the
kindergarten question; Mrs. Carter sang

enjoyable solos, and there were several|

selections by the High School orchestra,
under direction of Prof. Bowden. Among
those on the platform were Mayor White,
Dr. Stetson, and Rev. Dr, W, O. Ray-
mnand.

Mayor White gracefully welcomed the
teachers from outside the city, dilated
upon the importance of a teachers’ in-
stitute, and referred to the teaching pro-
fession as one of the most powerful levers
for the advancement of humanity. He
looked with admiration and respect on
those who bore the responsibility of
moulding the character of the rising gen-
eration, and equipping with sound knowl-
The
mind of a child was most impressonable.
It could be compared to a sheet of blank
paper. The first impressions were received
in the home, and if this early home train-
g was important, the subsequent train-
ing received in school was almost more
mmportant.

The teachers’ institute made for mutual
benefit and advancement along the lines
of the very latest methods and thought.
In education, stagnation meant disaster.
In a true sense, the teacher is a student
throughout life. In conclusion Mayor
White again welcomed the teachers and
trusted that they would again meet in
this city,

Dr. Stetson.

Dr. Stetson was referred to by the
chairman as an educational official of
marked ability, and noted as an orator.

The speaker was very well received. He
said that Englishmen and Americans have
a common heritage, a kindred ancestry,
and that they will have an affiliated fu-
ture. They were not rivals, nor in the
glightest degree antagonistic. They were
to be the running mates of the futurey
This sentiment was Maine's greeting to
New Brunswick. He drew attention to
four great institutions—the home, the
church, the community and the school

1f the home did not continue to train

! children, if the schools did not create the
! capacity for doing, nor the church the jm-

portance of civic righteousness, if the
community did not reward that which
was right, and rebuke wrongdoing, then
there was something wrong.

Passing on to matters more particularly
identified with school affairs Dr. Stetson
alluded to the common school teacher as
one who is coming into her estate.

The educator had given doses of the old
and new psychology. The former had been
written by persons afflicted. with an ab-
sence of mind, and the latter by persons
who had rooms to rent in the attics of
their souls. Many blunders had been com-
mitted in connection with the so called
“¢hild study” of the new psychology. He
believed the day was passing when edu-
cators sat in their study, and wrote
voluminous courses of study. It was only
a question of time when such a method of

Iinstruction would be relegated. The time

| had arrived to stand in the open and face
| the issues, and do the thing worth doing.
He was a believer in theory, but a greater
believer in practice.

Study the Child.

Dr. Stetson then urged that the teacherd
study the child, and seeek to gain eym-|
pathy and trust to the age of eight the
child is all eyes and questions.

‘Thg typical school method was to puiﬁfj
thim in a seat and surround bhim with,
| books—thus chloroforming him before the'
tage of forty. (Laughter.) At such aun
age 'he'needed practical illustrations. He
was alive and alert. He pined for the
open, and the common school teacher
would show how important it was to traim
the mind at this age—at the time of its,
greatest natural development.

The next period was when the child’s
head and pocket were full of all kinds of
t.!un.gs. It was the commencement of the
. time when he thought, reasoned, com-
~pared, formed judgments, and drew con-
| clusions. It was necessary at this time to
Egl've him such instruction as wou._ enable
'ihlm to stand on his own feet—to stimu-
;latve his' expanding powers of mind, and,
if{hlﬂ the common schoot teacher would do.|
| She would make a discovery that shouldi
| have been made long ago. She would
learn not to refer to her school in the
generic sense. A school room contained
a variety of temperaments. There -were
six classes of children, and two at least
should be removed from the schoel. The
speaker referred to the mentally ine
capable and grossly vicious. The latter
was a moral poison, and the former am
equally serious obstacle in the way of the
teacher.

In going on to describe the natures to be.
met with in the school, Dr. Stetson ela-
borated upon the bookish pupils—who
sucked wisdom from the juices of literas
ture. Then there was the physical child
who dreaded a volume, being more con-
cerned with the manifestations of nature.
There was also the delicate, sensitive,
beautiful child, who could see where
others were blind and comprehend what
others would never understand. The child
of the artistic temperament needed the
sympathy, the hardy spoken, yet direct
assurance that the teacher knew and ap-
preciated his yearnings.

It was the part of wisdom to be chari<
table to the freak or crank. The strange,
unnatural ‘youthsgat™in many school rocms
but they were worth saving. The freak
of today made the possible celebrity of the
future. How often was the school’s good
little boy exhibited by his teacher as an
example of perfect appearance and be-
havior? But a too strict training squeezed
the natura] virile life out of him.

“Let the bookish child have his books,””
concluded the speaker, “and the physical
child his contact with nature. Let -the:
artistic child—‘he future painter an! g et:
—emell the breath of the mystic fields het
sees beyond the hills, and be kind to the’,
freak. Believe in the effcct of personal:
service, and do not lose sight of the fact
that you cannot run a successtul schoolj
without a sympathetic home.” (Apg
plause), :

Mrs. H. H. Pickett spoke briefly con<’
cerning what had been done in kindergar-
ten work and sketched plans for the fu-
ture.

Liverpool . and _the Butter Trade

The Canadian dairy commissioner, J. A.
Ruddick, addressed the members of the Liv-
erpool Produce Exchange vesterday morning
with special reference to the imports of
Canadian butter and cheese. The gathering
took place in the exchange, George Wall,
president of the association, presiding over
assembly of merchants and

The president, in introducing the Canadian
commissiorer to the company, extended to
Mr. Ruddick a cordial welcome to Liverpool.
Rcferring then to Canadian dairy products,
he alluded first to the cheese trade, and said
that Canada now made the most uniform
cheese in the world. During his own ecarly
business career he rtemembered there was
frequently a difference of 10s. a cwt. in the
value between the best and the worst pro-
duct of a single dairy. They had now, how-
cver, by means of the factory system got a
standard of cheese that would compete with
any part of the world, and they would not
find a difference in valuc of 2s. a cwt. be-
tween tha highest and the lowest from the
dairies of western Canada. Cheshire cheese
was recognized throughout the country as
very fine cheese, but the quality varied en-
ormously, and while one farm could secure
£55. a cwt., the very mext farm, working un-
der exactly similar conditions, could only se-
cure 438. a cwt. They should follow more
on the lines laid down by Canada. (Hear,
hear.) Pretty much the same remarks could
be applied to butter. Originally the producc
of neighboring townships varied by as much
as 5s. per cwt.,, but now Canad produced
and supplied to this country butter equal
to anything obtained here. Their creamery
butter had been improved every year since
they devoted themselves to the industry, and
he did not think there had been received
from Canada any better butter than camoc to
hand this year since the first shipments of
their creamery butter. (Hear, hear.) He
hoped Mr. Ruddick, when he returned, would
tell the farmers and the Canadian govern-
ment that the only complaint about their
bacon was that ““we are short of it.”’ (Laugh-
ter and applause).

J. A. Ruddick, who was heartily received,
after returning thanks for the kindness ex-
tended to him in his visits, said the fact that
the Liverpool men of business had assembled
to hear what he had to say was a proof that
they took some interest. in the question of
Canadian produce. (Hear, hear.) His mis-
sion on this side of the Atlantic was not only
to gather information from various sources.
He had been in some districts where butter
and cheese were manufactured, studying the
methods followed, and he was particularly
interested~in visiting some of the districts in
Scotland, where Mr. Drummond had been
working, with a view to determining if pos-
sible how they were able to produce cheese
of such fine keeping qualitics and such uni-
form excellence throughout the whole year.
Besides seeking information as to the re-
quirements and tendencies of the market here
he looked for information that would assist
their cheese and butter makers to produce
a better article. Part of his mission, too,
was to place Canadian produce as favorably
as possible before the merchants here, and
to show what Canada was doing to improve
their products and to place them on the mar-
ket in the very best possible condition. At
present Canada shipped annually about £5,-
000,000 worth of cheese to this country, about
£1,400,000 worth of butter, and about £3,000,~
000 worth of bacon. The Canadians would
endeavor, as suggested, to increase the
amount of bacon. Canada algo shipped here
about $1,000,000 worth of apples, and, added
Mr. Ruddick. his work included the commer-
cial supervision of the fruit business as well
as the dairy products. They hoped. with the
assistance of the Liverpool dealers, to in-
crease their exports of some of the products
named. They could not hope to increase the
cheese trade very materially because they
were already sending something like 75 to 80
per cent. of the cheese imported into Great
Britain. The increased output of dairy pro-
ducts would be very largely in butter, be-
cause Canada now supplied only five to six
per cent. of the butter jmported here, and
there seemed therefore to be a very much
greater field for expansion in butter making
than in cheese making.

In explaining some of Canada’s methods for
increasing  their shipments to England, he
desired to emphasize in the first place that
all the dairy produce from Canada was ab-
solutely -pure. They" had safeguarded the
manufacture of cheese and butter by various
laws and enactments, so that all Canadian

| cfreese exported was made from home milk,

and all butter from Canada was absolutely
pure, while by the administrations of the
fruit marks act they had improved the pack-
ing of apples and fruit, so that there was
less fraud in the way of ‘‘facing” barrels
than there was before. Their legislation
prohibited the manufacture or sale of oleo-
margarine or any other butter substitute, and
also filled or margarine cheese, while an-
other act made it a penal offence to mark
any commodity, such as cheese, with other
than the true date of manufacture. Later
legislation defined what should be called and
marked creamery butter, and also dairy
butter, and fixed the legal limit of water in
butter at 16 per cent. He was glad to hear
from many that the quality of Canadian but-

ter was better than ever this ¥ear, but he
was not ‘“‘puffed up’’ by that assurance be-
cause he recognized that a great desl of that

improvement resulted from the buttcr hav-
ing come into consumption much more rapid-
ly, necessitating less storage and holding
than in the past. That was a good thing,
and he hoped it would continue, becaute
quicker marketing would have a great deal
to do with increased -consumption. The
Canadians knew that the English people
looked upon them as an important part of
the British empire, and took a great juterest
in them, but they were not depending f@pon
any sentiment of patriotism or imperialism
or any other ism to sell their cheese, but-
ter, and fruit unless the gquality- was right.
Canada believed she would have the prefer-
ence, everything else being equal, over the

money’s worth, every other consideration
fading into insignificance compared with that
one point. (Hear ,hear.) They bglieved that
if the quality was right and the goods were
placed on the market in the best possible
condition and with the least deterioration
they would scll themselves without trouble.

They were doing a good deal to improve
the transportation of the produce, because
the great distances to be traversed mecessi-
tated a lot of handling and a considerable
lapse of time before the products were
placed before the consumer. That their ef-
forts in that dircction were successful was
evident this year, when, despite the hottest
summer Canada had cxperienced for four or

The government had set up
factories with a reasonably safe tempera-
ture, not artificial cold curing, but cool cur-
ing, and they had by guarantees secured
from the railways the regular provision of
jce cars to convey the cheese in the best con-
dition from the factory to Montreal for ship-
ment, and and a refrigerator car service for
the butter also from o0 different points of |
the country to Montreal. i

The Canadian de-|
partment of agriculture has also expended
much money in securing cold storage accoms=,
modation on the Atlantic steamers, and there
was now more than sufficient accommoda-.
tion of this description to carry all the pro-
ducts offering which required that special
care. He described another feature of the
Canadian government work—the inspection
and testing by qualified men of the condition
in which the perishable products were loaded
upon the steamers, and also the method of
stowage at Montreal for England. The
goods were now handled much better than
was the case, and considerable improvement
in the stowage and ventilation on board the
steamers, the shipping companies recogniz-
ing that attention to these matters brought
them full cargoes at the highest possible rate
of freight. The Canadians thought that now
they were getting their goods carried across
the Atlantic in fairly good condition. |

He came now to a point of local interes!.)
with which he wanted to deal frankly and:

fairly. He referred to the fact that butter
had been left on ‘the quays at Liverpool and
at Glasgow, and to some extent in the mll—i
way sheds at Bristol. They had protested |
to some extent against the goods being left
on the quay to suffer deterioration from the
high temperature, because it certainly did
become warm on being exposed to the high-!
er temperature. It had been indicated to!
them, very politely, that this was a matter’
in which they had no concern—practically it‘

was none of their business—and that the
people who bought and pald for the goods|
had a perfect right to do what they llk(‘t!‘
with them. That was perfectly correct, he)
agreed, but he did think the Canadians had |
an interest in their goods until they reached
the consumer, even after they had crossed
the Atlantic. He thought the Canadians were
justified in suggesting—and that was all they !
had attempted to do. Some one had sald the
Canadians wanted to teach them how to con-‘,
duct their business. He was sorry any such
impression had got abroad amongst the trade
here. Canada had not attempted to do any-
thing of the kind, because they knew how
foolish, unbusinesslike, and utterly wrong
anything of that kind would be. Their posi-
tion simply was—and they desired to put it
as respectfully as they could—that they!
thought their goods were suffering somewhat |
in reputation by being exposed to a higher|
temperature even for twenty-four hours, It
might well be said it was no good providing
coldstorage for the ocean transport it the
goods were to be left for four or five days
exposed to the ordinary temperature before
reaching the consumer. He did not say all,
the goods at Liverpool and at Glasgow—be-|
cause Glasgow was not b'ameless in this,
matter if anybody was to blamc—suffered in'’
the way, described, but only a proportidn.

Brunswick company hadt first- adopted the
name. v
{ In answer to this application the com-
‘pany incorporated at’ Ottawa alleges that
it dntends to apply to the governor-general
in council to have the act of the New
‘Brunswick legislature disallowed. In the
event of this application being successful,
the rights of the provincial company
would be cancelled.

It is understood Hon. A. G. Blair, K.
C., and H. H. McLean, K. C., will appear
before the secretary of state for the
Ottawa company, and A. P. Barnhill, K.

JUDGE WEODERBURN'S | CHARLES GOW GUILTY “82=7%

OF MANSLAUGHTER

‘Shot Tommy Hill Dead and Wounded His Sister zs He Was

Passing Their House at Midnight—The Coroner’s Jury

Treated Matter as a Joke and Released Ontaric Farmer,

But Crown Authorities Had Him Arrested.

Peterboro, Ont., Oct. 11—(Special)—
Charles Gow, the young farmer, who shot

| Tommy Hill in Dummer township at mid-
night August 24 last, was tonight found

guilty of manslaughter.

The story of the crime briefly told is
as follows:

There had been a feud for a long while
between ilie family of the deceased boy
and members of two families named De-
wart and Murphyy and about midnight on
August 24 Gow in company with one of
the Dewarts was driving past the Hill
residence. Two of the Murphys and a lad
named Gallagher were on ahead and as
they passed Hill's house they shouted.
The moise awoke the inhabitants of the

house and the hoy and 1~
the window of the room |
had been sleeping to asioriain the chuse
of the disturbance.

Gow says he heard a ehoi come fpom
Hill's verandah and that hc fired three
shots to show that fe wgs wlso. armed.
‘he Hill boy was found shot through tae
breast while his little sister wae wowaded
in the hand.

At the inquest the jury regarded the
affair as an aceident and exonerated Gow,
whereupon he proceeded to Otitawa lo
take part in the Dominion Rifle .\ssoeia-
tion matches. From there he returped,
however, to face the charge which the
crown subsequently preferred against hinmy,

FEEDING CHICKS
FOR MARKET

Spring:chicks ‘usually bring about seven
cents per pound live weight, when sokl
without special preparation. A little
feeding will give them an extra market
value, whether sold alive or dressed, and
will pay well for the trouble. There is
a good demand this year for a good qual-
ity, but dealers do not want the poor
scrub. Farmers will do well to put their
chicks on the market in good condition;
one can make a pound of chicken as
cheaply as he can make a pound of pork
or beef, and the difference shows in the
price. If you have mot customers ai-
ready, ship only to reliable produce mer-
chants. If shipping alive one must al-
low for comsiderable shrinkage. '

The ' following extracts from Bulletin
No. 7, deals with feeding and preparing
poultry for market.

Fattening Chickens in Crates.

The fattening crates in use at-the illus-
tration stations are six feet long, sixteen
inches wide and twenty inches high, in-
side measurements. Each crate is divided
by two tight wooden partitions into three
compartments, and each compartment
holds four chickegs. The frame pieces are
two inches wide and seven-eights of an
inch thick. This ¥rame is covered with
slate, placed lengthwise on three sides—
bottom, back and top—and up and down
in front. The slats for the bottom are
seven-eighths of an inch wide, and five-
eighths of an inch thick; the back, top
and front slats are the same width, but
only three-eighths of an inch thick. Two
inch spaces between the slats in front
enable the chickens to eat from the
trough. The bottom slats are one and a
quarter inches apart, and the slat nearest
the back is two and a 'quarter inches
from the corner piece. Thé bottom slats
are placed on the top of the bottom
cross pieces of the frame to prevent the
chickens’ feet being bruised when the
crate is placed on the ground. The top

slats are two ‘inches apart and the back |

slats one and a half inches. The top
slats are cut above each partition, and
six strips two inches wide are nailed un-
der them. The three doors so formed are
hinged to the rear corner piece.

The crates are placed on stands sixteen
inches from the ground. The droppings
are received on sand or other absorbent
material. A light “V” trough, two and
a half inches inside carried on two brack-
ets nailed to the ends of ‘the crate, is
placed in front of each crate. The bot-
{om of the trough is four inches above the
floor and the upper inside edge is two
inches from the crate.

Situation of Crates.

Tn warm weather the crates should be
placed outdoors in a sheltered position.

In unsettled weather it is advisable to

| construct a rough board shelter to shed

the rmain; or the crates might ‘e carried
into.a shed or barn. During cold weather
the crates should be placed in a warm
building. Abundant ventilation is re-
quired at all times.

In order to have the chickens plump
and fit for the market at the most profit-
able age they should be put in the crates
when from three to four months old.
though suitable market chickens of any
age will show gains in the crates. ,

Select for fatteming chickens that are
of medium size, of a broad, square shape,
with short, straight legs set wwell apart,
and above all, with a good constitution.

Equipment for Fattening.

1t is advisable to uee the crates describ-
ed in Bulletin Ne. 7. If only a small

! number are to be fattened, packing boxes
| of suitable dimensions can be adapted for

the purpose. The open top of the box
may be made the bottom of the crate and

! one side should be removed for the front.

Laths should be nailed up and down the
front and lengthwise of the crate to form
the door. The lathe are put the same die-
tance apart as recommended in the con-
struction of the fattening crates. A board
ghould be loosened in the top to remove
the chickens, and a feed trough arranged
in front. A shaping board and shipping
boxes are also required.

Fatening Rations.

A satisfactory ration is one that is pala-
table and that will produce a white flesh.
QOats, finely ground or with the coarser
hulls eifted out, should form the basis of
all the grain mixtures.. Ground corn fed
in excess will result in a yellow flesh of
inferior quality; ground peas lmpart a
hardness that is* not desirable. Ground
oats, buckwheat, barley and Jow grade
flour are the most suitable meals.

Satisfactory Meal Mixturee.

1. Ground oate (coarse hulls removed).

2. Siftings from rolled oats (no hulling
dust should be included.)

3. Two parts ground oats, two parts
ground buckwheat, one part ground corn.

4. Equal parts ground oate, ground bar-

ley and ground buckwheat.

5. Two parts ground barley, two parls
low grade flour, one part wheat bran.

The meal &hould be mixed to a thin por-
ridge with thick sour skim milk or butter-
milk. On the average ten lbs. of meal
require from 15 to 17 lbs. of sour skim
milk. A emall quantity of salt ehould be
added,

When eufficient «kim milk or butter
milk can not be obtained for miking the
mashed, animal and raw vegetable food
should be added to the rati¢n. e

Duration of the Fattening.

The chickens should remain in the cratea
mnot more than 24 days. Some will fatlen
more readily than others. These ahould
be picked out a week before shed, axd
during this last week it is weil o fead a
little beef taliow, shaved into the tvough
aJong with the mash, about one lb. tallew
per day to 50 or 60 chickens.

Killing the Lice.

Before the chickens are placed in-.ihe
crates they should be well dusted with sul-
phur to kill the lice. They ehould be sul-
p(}lllured'again three days before being kill-
e

The first week—Feed them lightly the
first' week. A esmall quantity = of food

- should be fed along the troughs; as this i

caten, add more, but not as much as the
chickens would consume. They should be
fed and the troughs cleaned and turned
over three times a day. Give them water
twice  a. day  ‘and grit = two ‘or
three time a week.  Balance .of the
time, the chickens ehould be given twice
a day as much food as they will eat. Half
an hour after feeding, the trough should
be cleaned and turned over. Water and
grit should be supplied as in the first
week. \
: Feather Plucking.

Chickens fattening in cratés sometimese
phick the feathers from one another. This
habit is caused by an irritation at the
roote of the feathers resulting from ever-
hated blood or parasites. The remedy is to
remove the affected chickens and feed the
others more skim milk in their mashes,
or add animal and vegetable food to the
ration. If the trouble is caused by para-
wites the mites can be found among the
white powdery matter at the base of the
quill. A sulphur and lard ointment should
be applied to the affected parts.

Anybody who has thought of Edmund-
ston as a town likely to endure without
protest anything that it views as a sub-
stantial grievar;ce will change his opinion
upon reading The Telegraph’s report of
a public meeting held there on Tuesday
night last. The business men of Edmund-
ston and that section of country general-
ly complain that the Canadian Pacific
Railway has cut off a train that was all-
important to the business world, and has
substituted a mixed freight and mail
train that comes and goes at inconvenient
hours, is intolerably slow, and generally
threatens the progress of a region the
railroad is supposed to serve. These busi-
ness men feel that grave injustice has
been done, and up to yesterday they had
not received any satisfactory explanation.
They have appealed to the C. PR, to
the Railway Commission, to the Minister
of Railways, and to the Postmaster Gen-
eral. They felt that publicity would aid
their cause, in the justice of which they
have faith, and they requested The Tele-
graiph to send a representative to attend
the meeting of Tuesday. This request
was acceded to in order that the proceed-
ings 'might be fully and fairly reported.

Until the C. P. R. makes a change in
the schedule it evidently is the intention
of many leaders in the business world of
the Edmundston district to patronize the
I. C. R. and Temiscouata only. The Tele-
graph learns that a representative of the
C. P. R. went to Edmundston yesterday,
apparently bent upon a personal examina-
tion of the situation, This may result in
a satisfactory arrangement of the diffi-
culty.

The deceased was married in 1857 to
Emma Wetmore Bliss, daughter of the
late Hon. George P. Bliss, who, with a
family of three sons and ome daughter,
survive. The members of the family have
all won distinction in the world of let-
ters. They are Prof. Charles G. D.
Roberts and William Carman Roberts,
Mrs. McDonald and Theodore Roberts of
this city. There are also several grand-
children, one of whom, Lloyd Roberts,
is assistant editor of Outing magizine.
Canon Roberts was one of the best known
and most popular and loveable clergy-
men in the province, and his death will
be sincerely mourned on all sides.

A short history of the work of the union
committee was read by- Rev. Dr. Gates.

This is eurely a.period for praise and
thanksgiving. This Baptist union was
more than a fancy in the minds- of older
clergymen a quarter of a century ago, it
was a fond hope, and we can now thank
these early workers for the fruition of the
amalgamation.

It was twenty-one years ago in Monc-
ton a letter was read from the late Dr.
I. E. Bill proposing a missionary union,
and a resolution was presented and car-
ried at the convention. A joint com-
mittee of the two bodies met afterwards
when it was discovered the Free Baptist
bret‘.hre’nl were more in favor of a com-
plete union than a union in foreign mie-
sionary work only, Dr. Gates read from
Baptist convention minutes. of later years,
which indicated the progress of the move-
ment. From year to year union resolu-
tions were amended and re-amended, shap-
ing towards a final and satisfactory basis
of amalgamation. However, in 1892 the
union movement committee was discharg-
ed, and not until 1903 were negotiations
re-opened. At this time Rev. C. T. Phil-
lips and Rev. Dr. MecLeod represented
the Free Baptist. The old Baptist took
the matter up heartily and earnest confer-
ences between representatives of both
bodies' soon brought about a satisfactory
common standing ground. Such matters
as the article on Perseverence and the ob-
servance of the Lord’s Supper ordinance
being eatisfactorily met. When the indi-
vidual churches were approached by cir-
cular letter more than 200 agreed to the
union movement, only six dissenting, It
was decided to term the amalgamated
churches, the United Baptist Church, and
territorial and associational affairs belong-
ing to both communities were adjusted,
:e were also legal and constitutional mat-
ers.,

In conclusion, Dr. Gates eloquently pre-
sented the prospects for “thé united Bap-
tist church in this section of Canada—
the strengthening of ‘the (;%rand Ligne

Dr. McLeod presented an outline of the
progress of the union movement from the
Free Baptist standpoint. It was in a
large measure a repetition of the main
facts presented in'Rew Dr. Gates’ report.

Baptist conference of New Brunswick,
also declared the union a fact, amid tre-
mendous applause, loud “Amens,” and
“Praise God!”

Representative Addresses.

The congregation mneeded no extended
invitation to join in singing that grand
old hymn, Blest Be the Tie That Binds,
and if ever Main street church resounded
with joyful sounds it did when the voices
of nearly 2,000 people swelled in accord
with the choir. ;

Rev. Dr. W. E. McIntyre said in a
brief address that the action of the night
was contagious. In United States and in
in other parts of the world keen observ-
.ers are watching this amalgamation here
in eastern Canada, and it is not unreason-
able to suppose the movement will
spread greatly. Dr. McIntyre, who has a
great deal to do with provincial home
missions, told of the great practical value
of the union. :

Rev. C. T. Phillips said he was glad to
be present at this marriage ceremony,
and it was made in heaven. The bride
is always the younger, the groom the
larger, and in a short talk, now causing
laughter, again seriousness, the well-known
clergymap had his hearers at will. He
was loudly applauded.

Rev. Mr. DeWolfe, of Acadia Seminary,
as the representative of Rev. Dr. Trotter,
president of Acadia University, spoke
stropgly of the benefits of the union from
the educational viewpomt, the efficiency
of which is now greatly increased.

Rev. David Long was introduced, amid
applause, as “one we all love.”

A committee for enrollment of delegates
was appointed with Rev. Mr. McDonald,
of Fredericton, chairman, and while they
were at work there was singing and pray-
er by Rev. Dr. G. O. Gates, Wm. Cum-
ming, of Truro, and Rev. E. Crowell,Nova
Scotia delegate to the F. B. conference.

There were sixty Baptist and seventy-
five Free Baptist delegates present and
it was decided to have them eign a roll
and have it kept,

At this point motion was made by
Herbert C. Creed and seconded by Rev.
David Long that “we, the members of the
Free Baptist conference of New Bruns-
wick, and the delegates and members of
the Western, Eastern and Southern Asso-
ciations of New Brunswick, do mow unite
and organize ourselves, and our succes-
sors ae ‘The Association of the United
Baptist Churches of New Brunswick.”
The two conferences thus constituted
themselves a united body, ]

Maher, of Sheridan, Mont., Who Preferred Male Attire

Denver, Col., Oct. 8—The death of Kate
Maher at Sheridan (Mont.), who for more
than a quarter of a century masqueraded
as a freighter, cowboy, gold seeker and
stage driver, and the arrest of Miss Josie
Williams, of Denver, by a posse in search
of horse thieves, near Vernal, Utah, have
brought to light the strange stories of two
women who preferred to garb and experi-
ence of men to the feminine attire and
pursuits of their own sex.

Kate Maher was a woman in the fifties,
and it was only by accident that her sex
was discovered, and then ther checkered
career came tto light, Miss Williams was
exculpated of the crime of horse stealing,
but was found in compahy of a well known
horse thief. She has since gone to a small
town in Colorado to live. Both women
had characteristics in the way of acceom-
plishments with a rifle or revolver which
many men might have envied, and in
other ways easily counterfeited the mas-
culine character which they assumed.

Kate Maher for thirty years lived,
worked, ate, drank and gambled with the
men with whom she associated. By the
death of her father she was left an orphan
when yet in her teens. Women had a
hard time in the west. Men did not. Kate
said sthis to*herself, after several years’
experience as servant, waiter in hotels and
school teacher in Nebraska and Colorado,
and she must have asked herself this
question: Why should I suffer hardships
and privations when by simply putting on
a man’s clothing, shingling my hair and
assuming a man’s mame I might easily get
profitable employment and put an end to
the miserable way I have been lving?”’

The question was no sooner asked than
it was answered. Kate Malier disappeared
and a few days later Edward Donovan, a
young man with slender, well knit figure;
close cropped auburn hair, slightly freckl-
ed, comely face, laughing gray eyes, and a
frank, pleasing manner, took her place in
the world. Nor did Kate Maher come to
light again as such until the passing of the

Many bands now
following with the auxiliaries the monthly
topic. One says: ‘‘We read selections at
every. meeting,”’ and another, “we would feel
lonely without the Message.”” Friends some-
times give hints as to what they would find
most useful in the young people’s columnms,
and it is needless to add that all such sug-
gestions are gladly received and will, if
possible, be acted upafy

Those who have had experience of both de-
ga.rtments of work will agree that that of the

ands is the more difficult of the two. In
this time of constant change leaders do not,
in many cases, remain long at their posts,
and this ds ‘often the chief difficulty to be
contended with. The ages of members are so
diverse, from the child of five, to the maiden
of mature years, that it is aimost impossible
to arrange programmes suited to each or
to devise plans by which the home interest
can be sustained during ‘the intervals of
meetings.

Were the following requisites to success
found in every band we feel sure that young
people’'s work would be on a firmer and
more lasting foundation:

First—‘Le4 there be earnest and increasing
prayer for bands and leaders who are in
the work because they love it,”” and secondly
that ‘‘lcaders show their deep concern for
the eonversion of members of the band, both
old and young.’’ :

As usual we cull from the various orts
suggestions that may be of service to others.
One writer truly says: I think the working
of the band depends largely on the presi-
dent. A really wide-awake woman can find
many ways of interesting the children.”’
Another urges that ‘‘more direct correspond-
ence with our missionaries,”’ be taken up and
that ‘‘thelr photograpns as far as can be
procured be used in the meetings.”

Monthly instead of weekly meetings, the
use of topic cards and mite boxes and social
gatherings at the opening of the year's work
are algo recommended.

One band has a secretary for each of our
mission flelds, who brings items of interest
to the meetings, usunlg in the form of let-
ters to the members,and has a youthful post-
mater to deliver them.

In writing reports we regret that difficulties
as well as successes must be faithfully rec-
orded and officers often find the former
neither few nor far between. The experience
of many is thus summed up: ‘It seems im-
possible to get all interested in mission work.
Indifference seems to begin at home. Par-
ents - do not want to understand anything
about missions and as a natural consequence
the children are of the same mind.” ‘‘Par-
ents often forget the day of meeting and a
great number stay away because they are
not reminded to attend.”

Each annual meeting brings its changes
among our presbyterial secretaries. We regret
to record the resignation of Miss Stout, of
Bathurst, and need only refer you to the
last issue of the ‘‘Message” in order to show
how painstaking her work has been. We are
sure that the bands which have come under
ber influence will feel grateful to her in
coming days. Miss McPhie, of West Bay
(C. B.) has also been,  succeeded by a new
secretary. We trust that those who fill these
vacant places will have all the help and en-
couragement that they need.

In reviewing the work of the past season
we are sure that our faithful workers have
great cause for thankfulness to God for His
blessing upon their labors, and looking to
His promises for the future, should take up
with earnestnéss the duties of another year.
