Thp'Neu?s explains that its references
to_the management of ouf streéts should
not be constiuéd into fayoring Mr.
Peters or opposing Mr. Lawlor. It
says:— :

«If the present City Engineer is not
possessed gf the qua‘i{ﬂc;ti“;gs' uisite
to discharge the duties derhanded of him,
let his place be given to another whose
abilities qualify him for the position,
but to pay larﬁs'alaxjiés_t_br the work of
engineering &hd siiperintending and
have the work no better performed than
in the past is simply a waste of public
money for which no excuse can be df-
fered.” ‘ _

This is & proper position to take. As
Mr. Lawlor is doing about all the “su-
perintending” that our strcets receive,
he should be credited accordingly. The
laying of a few more pieces of asphalt;
sidewalk t{ll'probably give Mr. Peters
a few months of arduous labor, and by
that time, probably, the Corporation
will be persuaded into building another:
pier or two, with a view of preserving'
the Engineer’s valuable services to the
City. The better way to dispose of the
Street service is that pointed out by the
News, which holds that “the whole sys-
tem of street management is defective;
and that it should be placed in the
hands of the Commissioners &f Water
Supply and Sewerage, so that the con-
stant tearing up and patching of the
streets may be obviated, and the three
services be carried on'together.” The
change would lead to less jobbery, fewer
wasteful expenditures, and, the end of fa-
voritism in employing labor and expend-
ing the civic revenues. The time ap-
proaches when our citizens will resolve
either to give the Corporation under a
re-constructed Board fuller powers than
they possess at present, or to place in
Commission several of the servi¢es that
are now mahaged directly under the
supervision of the Aldermen and Coun-
cillors.

The ¢ Twelith of July” in Ontario.

The Orange Anniversary was cele-
brated with more than usual ¢elat in the
Province of Ontario this year, the grand
event of the day being the reception of
Mr. William Johnston, the Irish Orange
leader an@ M. P. for Belfast. There
was a great gathering in Toronto.
Twenty-five Lodges and about 1,600
members took part in the procession
through the streets of that city. The

brethren rendezvoused in the Queen’s
Park, where the assemblage, including
spectators, nutabered at times from 6,000
to 7,000 -persons. There were several
bands présent, and a number of public
addresses were delivered by leading
Orangemen. The proceedings "were
most orderly throughout. At Brantford,
brethren from Hamilton, St. Catherine’s,
Port Colborne, Drumbo and other places
assembled, and there was a procession
of about 400 members. At Whitby,
Orangemen from Oshawa, South Onta-
rio, North Ontario, Port Perry and
Whithy town gathered, paraded and lis-
tened to speeches. About 1,800 Orange-
men passed thtough Hamilton going
eastward to celebrate the day. The
principal celebration, however, was at
Kingston. Steamers arrived loaded
down with members of the Order ; the
country roads were filled with foot pas-
sengers each bearing an Orange badge
and with wagons laden with Orange
beauties. About 30 Orange and Young
Briton Lodges were represented in the
procession. ‘ Nearly every Lodge was
headed by a band of more or less effici-
ency, from the single fife and drum to
the full brass, and all carried banners
or emblematical flags, the chaplains in
their surplices carrying a copy of the
Holy Seriptures open upon a small desk
before them. It was arranged that the
procession should -start at 11 o’clock,
and the most untiring exertions was re-
quired on the part of the Marshals be-
fore the vast mass could be organized
and brought into shape. The crowd of
spectators Bt noon was unprecedented,
and indeed the sight was one strongly
calculated to awaken interest and kindle
enthusiasm. About 12 o’clock the pro-
cession was completed by the arrival of
the Belleville lodges, and the long line
began the march to the drill-shed, where
it was arranged that they should be ad-
dressed by Mr, Johnston and Mr. Bow-
ell. These gentlemen, in a carriage
drawn by four grey horses, led the pa-
geant. The appearance of Mr. John-
ston was the signal for enthusiastic
cheering. The procession, after march-
ing through some of the principal streets,
reached the common near the drill-shed.’

A formal address was presented to Mr.

Johnston by McKenzie Bowell, M. P.,

Grand Master of British North America,

day passed off without disturbance in
any qtiarter.

Most - Worshipful Master of British

trict of Kingston, Brothers, Ladies and
Protestant iriends, 1 humbly thank you
for the—I was going tc say loyal greeting,
bat at any rate the more than fraternal and
more than cordial greeting given to one
who has come across the Atlantic after
years of anxious longing and earnest desire
to meet the gallant men of trae hearts in
QOanada who are assembled here to day to
do honour to William Prince of Orange.
sAppllnse.) In Canada as in Ireland to-

ay the loyal Orangemen are free to com-
memorate the victory of the Boyne ; years
of struggle, years of opposition, have at
last ended in victory, and the Orange Ban
ner onoe more flies proudly—the liberated
emblem of Emancipation and‘the princi

les of Orangeism. (Cheers.) You woll
gnow what has been doane in Ireland ; there
are too'many old countrymen here whose
hearts are beating warm for the old land at
home to pass by unheeded anything done
on that side of the ocean, cn the old sod.
.(Applause.) At Belfast to-day they will
not forget the brethren in Kingston,
cable telegraphic despatch will convey the
leeling across the Atlantic that your hearts
are one with ‘theirs. (Applause.) The
Orangemen of the United Kingdom of the
Rmpire wish to tdymnnisa over no one;
‘they dre not bound together to do injury,to
subvert the cause of their Roman Catholic
countrymeh, but are resolutely resolved
that the rights and liberties of the Protes-
tant religion secured to them by their an-
cestors shall not be basely surrendercd.
:(Cheers.) The Protestant religion requires
no support {rdom man ; it came to us from
Heaven and will be protected by Heaven
for ever. ‘(Renewed applause.) But Hea-
ven works by means ; we must be true to
the Protestant religion and cause, if we
expect God's blessing to be bestowed upon
'us. Protestantism is something more than
religion ; it means prosperity to the coun
try, liberty tothe people, the common good
and the common welfare of all. Kvery
nation governed by the dictates of Papacy
must in time succumb to the truth. We
have observed and read of numerous king-
doms in Europe which opposed the standard
of religion based upon the Bible, crumbled
torumn and to dust. (Applause.) The
¢ nstitution founded on the Bible is the
charter which we are directed to cherish
and maintain to the latter day.

The thrones of Rome and Babylon are
puntbered among the dead ; the British

'| constitution remains steadfast and immo-

vable. (Checrs.) In England, Scotland,
and Ireland there are tens of thousands of
good and true men who are determined to
uphold it till the last drop of blood ovzes
from their veins rather than sever the con
nection between the mother country and
tho colonies across the sea. (Cheers.) I
would consider it my duty to impeach the
British Minister or Government desirous of
cutting the connection between Euﬁlnpd
and Oanada. The people at home desire
to be one with you ; you desire to be one
with them ‘(loud applause) under the old
banner and the old English crown. This
fact Kingston taught a British statesman
and an heir of England’s crown on the 4th
and 5th of September, 1869. It was not
because you loved Englapd and wished to
pay the tribute of respect due to the heir
of England’s throne, but because ycu loved
and cherished the Protestant religion and
its lLiberties, and were anxious to do him
that honor which every free and true
Orangetean should accord. In Canada, as
in Great Britain, the people of the country
unamimously exhibited that gentle sympa-
thy with our widowed Queen, bowed in
sorrow and grief over a bed of afffiction
When England’s heir was prostrated on a
bed of sickness and probable deatb, you
Emyed to God Almiﬁhty. and we prayed at

ome, that He would be pleased to spare
the heir of England’s throne in the hope
that he %ould wear at some future date
England’s crown. That prayer was an
swered, and schemes of republicanism and
instigators of revolutions were deleated in
their treason. Protestantism was main-
tained, and we trust will be sustained now
and in years'to' come under the guidance
of Albert Edward, Prince of Wales.

The reception which I have had from the
Orangemen of Canada is one I shall fondly
remember to the last hour of my life; and
while I feel elated and rejoiced to accept
the welcome so magnanimously tendered
on every hand.1 at the same time feel
homiliated with the honor given right
loyally—honor coming from the heart to
one who is only an ordinary man after all,
onelittle deserving of the warm esteem
which you hold. (No,no.}) 1 donot as
an’individual accept of these greetings,but
from Brethren to brethren ot another clime,
tellow-workers in the cause of Orangeism,
and as'sech I will remember these events
to the last hour of my life. In manya
home, in many a lodge, in many a field in
Ireland, brothers congregated to celebrate
the battle of the Boyne will nos omit to
talk of Canade, and when I go home from
this prosperous Dominion 1 shall not fail
to tell them what Canadais. (Cheers.) I
shall tell of its dimcosions, extending from
Atlantic to Pacific,of its great forests,of its
mighty rivers and prosperous and progres-
sive population. 1 shall tell them tbat I
mot here Orangemen from the old Jand
and from places we know so well, such
as the -counties of Down and Derry and
from Enniskillen. I shall tell them
that the Orangemen of Canada are not
ashamed or afraid to stand up for the
brethren at Lome ; that KOLI shall always
extend to them your kindest regards,
and they respect and admire you.
(Cheers.)  ¥ou have a welcome for all:

ou have fertile and easily cultivated
and for the farmer, unlimited employ-
ment for the laboror, ample work for
the skilful artisan, and all necessary
comforts for settlement in this vast and
great Pominmion. (Applause.) And
should any seek the Canadian shores as
immigrants, they ‘would be equally

"heartily received, be equally successful

and prosperous-in the course of time in
the Pominion, and more especially in
the orange Province of Ontario. (Im-
mense eheering.) I shall not further
occupy your time. (Several voices—Go
on, go on.) You have given me a wel-
come in more semses than one—the
brethren one, the sun another—so that
it would be inadmissable (o detain yeu
by further remarks under its influence.

hour of my life, with God’s blessing, the
12th of July 1872, will bear lasting
impressions of the gallant Orange-
men of Ontario assen:bled in Kingston
to-dav.

Carlotta Le Clercq.

1t is as delightful to record the triumph=
ant success achieved here by this distin-
guished artist, as it is difficult to relrain
from superlatives while speaking of her
performances. Charming as those of last
week were, her impersonation of Julia, in
the Hunchback, quite surpassed therh all,
and fairly took captive the refined and
brilliant audience present. No character
in the drama more severely tasks thé pow-
ers of an actress thau this ; so various are
the emotions to be depicted, so sharp the
transitions of feeling, so fierce the outbursts

Kind Offices to the Poot and Erring.

In the large Cities of the United States,
where the vast masses of a neglected or
semi-criminal population reveal the need
of immediate and constant reformatory
measures, philanthropy finds many zeal-
ous devotees employing original methods of
exercising their special talents dnd servi-
ces. (ur American cousins seem more
livish than we are, both of their money
and time, for works of benevolence, and
they adopt means thatare scarcely thought
of here The Managers of the New York
Times newspaper; forlinstance, have under-
taken to collect subscriptions, having
already received about two thonsand dol-
lars, which they will appropriate in giving
the poor and friendless children who'
throng the Five Points and other centres of
poverty and misery, pleasure excursions in
the country. This is certainly one form
of ameliorating the bitterness of these
young lives that is most commendable.
Another method of giving pleasure, even to
the roughest specimens of juvenile human-
ity, is employed in the Rivington Street
Industrial School, New York, which was
opencd four years ago and then attended
by some of **the wickedest children’’ to be
seen anywhere, but where the presentation
of plants and flowers as premiums for pro-
ficieney in study and punctual attendance,
has worked wondéfs in the conduct of the
pupils. We are told that *upwakrds of one
thousand beautiful plants have in this way
been distributed throughout the poorest
section of the Thirteenth Ward.

1t will thus be seen that while
printed tracts and good moral lectures are
well enough in their place, there are other
agencies which may be used in aid with
satisfactory resuits. A substantial dioner,
a good bed, an ekcursion from a crowded
City to pleasamt'rural scenes, employment,
with the certainty of remuneration, are all
valuable aids in causing people to turh
irom vice to virtue,—from being & curse to
being a blessingjin & community.

Convict Labor and Free Labor.

An exchange says :(—

The effect of convict labor i5 beginning
to make itself felt outsideof the prison
walls of Engladd. A ineeting 'was recent-
ly beld in London, presided over by Mr.
W. T. Torrens, M. P., to hear a statement
of the condition to which mat makers had
been reduced by the competition of prison
labor and which seeméd to be one ap-
proaching actual ruin. The chairman
contended that tbe proper kind of prison
labor was that which taught a caged man
that he was not to be supported altogether
at the public expense; but his labor
should be so ‘ingeniously applied, while
effecting public good, as not to perceptibly
interfere with honest free labor outside.
Colonel Beresford Hope, M. P., ‘followed
in the same strain, and moved a resolution
to petition both Houses of ‘Paraliament on
the subject. The gal'ant Colonel expressed
a strong sympathy for the class in whose
interest the meeting was held, and said
that no juster cause than -this had ever
been submitted to Parliamont. Tlie honest
man living by labor outside the walls of a
prison ought to be the first care of the law,
and not the rogue inside.

This we believe to be the correct doctrine
to hold and disseminate, but it is ndt the
policy of ‘this Dominion. The warufac
tures in which the Dominion Penitenti
aries engage come direct!y into conflict
with the undertakings, or what but for
them would be the undertakings, of the
honest manufactarers of Canada. The’
beots and shoes made by convict labor in
the Upper Provinces come directly into
competition with the boot and shoe factdr-
ies manned by honest workmen, and it is
not @ great while sioce a firm in this Prov-,
ince was ruined by she St."Johr -Peniten-
tiary “cutting under’’ in the mhanufdcture
of wooden-ware. It may be difficult to
discover some mode of employing this
Jabor that will not pit it against the labor
of the men who are taxed to maintain these
Penitentiaries ; but it might be found,
nevertheless, and the tax-payers should see
that it is found.

— According to the Avenir of Rennes, at
one of therecent fairs held in Chutcauneut-
sur-Cher, a farmer sold an ox to a butcher,
who paid him the price agreed in bank
bills. The animal, with a single stroke of
the tongue, licked up the bank notes frem
the hand of hisowner and swallowed them.
The seller, therefore, retused to deliver the
ox, dlfoging that the buyer ouglit to bear
the loss of ‘the swallowed bills. The case,
according to the Avenir,is yet to be e-
cided.

Tea Drinking Injurious.

Some of the English medical men are
making a vigorous warfare against the
practice of tea drinking. Several manifes-
tations in opposition to the use of the
beverage bave appeared in different quar-
ters. One of the latest of these is an arti-
cle in the London Lancet, which says that
tea enfeebles the heart’s action, ruins the
digestion, shattérs the nerves, and intro-
duces too much hot water into the system.
Lt will be a difficult matter to convince the
British public that tea drinking is a perni-
cious habit, as the mass of the people en-
tertain precisely a contrary opinion, and
the use of the fragrant herb is almost

universal among them and constantly in-
creasing. In 1801 the population of the
Coited Kingdom was 15,828,000, and the
consumption of tea 23,730,000 pounds.
In 1871, with a p>pulation of 31,513,000,
there were 123,402,000 pounds of tea used,
costing an average of one shilling ten and
a half pence per pound. In thefirst named
year the quantity consumed was equal to
one pound eight ounces to each person ; in
the Jast, three pounds and fifteen ounces.

—The movement of the Dundee domestic
servants, about which so much has been
heard, appears to have completely failed.
A body called the Dundee Trades Council
took up the matter; and invitedl the Dun-
dee servants to a meeting one Friday even
ing. Only six or eight maids, however,
attended, and what was done at the meet-
ing has not transpired, as the reporters
were excluded, the members of the council
being of opinion *‘that the reports pre-
viously given were burlesques, and calcu-
lated to hold the maids up to ridicule
throughout the country.” The secretary
and treasurer appointed by the servants
have both refused to accept office unless
they can receive a guarantee that their
salaries would be paid, and at the shop
where it was intimated the names of those
wishing to become members of the Dundee
and District Domestic Servants’ Protection
Association would be received, only a few
maids have called, and these, it is stated,
“ have manifested a desiae rather to obtain
information than part with the sum neces-
sary to constitute themselves members.”

— A California correspondent of the N.
Y. Tribune says that Miller & Lux own
forty miles of land on the western side of
the ,San Joaquin, and other persons own
almost equally great tracts. It is said
that Mr. Miller is the possessor of ball a
million of acres in this state; he bas nearly
100,000 cattle, and, being a shrewd busi-
ness man, he is fencing in his great estate,
to reserve it for his own cattle. He is
rapacious for more land,and is said to have
determined that he will not rest until he
can drive his cattle over his own land from
Los Angelos to Sacraméunto. Two men in
Sacramento saw him sitting somewhere,
lost in thought, and one asked, ‘‘I wonder
what Miller is planning now ?”’ The other
replied, ‘“He is making a little plan to buy
the rest of the State.”” Miller & Lux have
now about 125 miles of fence built,and will
build 500 miles more this year. Fencing
costs thetn froin $500 to $650 per mile.

Roll but-
ter is 25 cts., Lamb sells at 9 to 10 cts.,
and two-year old mutton 5 to 7 cts. Veal
7 to 9 cts. Xggs are cheap,—14 cts. Of
green things there was not a large stock
this morning, Peas went off at 40 ctg. a
peck ; cabbage were scarce at 20 to 23
cts, ; rhubarb still scarce at 2 ots. per 1.
There was the usual supply oa the
huxtors tables of unwholesome cucum-
bers, some bunches of radishes, lettuce,
ete. The hydrants in the market should
be kept constantly running during the
warm weather, and the depositing of
hides on the sidewalk should be strictly
forbidden. A little extra whitewashing
and more care generally to preserve the
purity of the atmosphere of the place,
would not come amiss. Sometimes, in
fact, too frequently, the odors that
salute the nostrils of patrons of the
market, are very offensive.
