Western Extension with a branch to Fred­
ericton will exceed 100 miles—for the calcula­
tion that follows we will call the distance 100 
miles—at £10,000 currency per mile, £1,000,- 
000. This amout will involve an annual charge 
for interest of £60,000 assuming that we can 
get the money at 6 per cent., but the probabili­
ties are, that in consequence of remaining in 
our isolated position, and our credit depreciat­
ed in the British market, we could not get the 
money but by selling our bonds at a discount, 
and the money would be raised at an interest 
of 8 per cent, instead of 6 per cent. This would 
make our annual liabilities for interest £80,000. 
But asuming the more favorable view, and 
putting the best face on the matter,' we are to

The Charlottetown Herald, commenting on

Howe, of Novn Scotia, is opposed to the Con-
in the treaty agreed upon between Spain and 
Peru. The writer says s— à

“This treaty was sent to Madrid by the 
steamer on the 28th January, and the Peru­
vian Government approved the same and pub- 
lished it on the 2nd inst. On the 3rd there 
was a simultaneous saluting of flags, and a 
Peruvian man-of-war proceeded to the Chin- 
chas to formally receive over the islands. As 
we hinted was to be expected, this settlement 
has met with much disapproval among the 
people, and the old angry feelings against 
Spain and Spaniards has most bitterly revived. 
On the 6th a party of officers and men land­
ed from their vessel at Callao. This was all 
that was wanted to set fire to the angry pas­
sions of the mob. The Spaniards were very 
badly treated in the streets, and the officers 
having taken the train to Lima, the excitement 
there became formidable. The mob was fired 
on by the troops, and many were killed and a 
large number wounded. Callao and Lima 
were for three days under martial law. A 
plot has since been discovered for a revolution 
to overturn the present government, and ex- 
President Castilla, together with several in­
fluential parties, have been arrested. It is re­
ported that Admiral Pareja will insist on 
heavy damages for the outrages on the 5th 
inst. The treatment some of his men received 
was most barbarous. In the public streets, 
and without an effort on the part of the autho­
rities to restrain the mob, murder was open­
ly perpetrated. The steamer leaves us in a 
comparatively tranquil' state, though a revo­
lutionary movement may at any moment break 
out.

The Curin correspondent of the Times writes 
follows with reference to the great demon-
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stration made on the 30th ult. before Victor 
Emmanuel's palace by his discontented sub­
jects:—

Those persons who predicted that Sunday’s 
calm was but the forerunner of a storm on 
Monday were not very far wrong. There were 
riotous scenes in Turin last night, and thia time 
the demonstration was against Royalty itself. 
With the noise and disorder outside the Palace 
was combined the absence of many who upon 
such occasions are usually seen within it, but 
who purposely kept away. In general, upon 
Court ball nights, by eight o’clock, or soon 
afterwards, there is a long line of carriages in 
the spacious courtyard of the Palace. Last 
night.there was nothing of the kind. The crowd 
at that hour on the Piazza di Castello, across 
which the carriages had to drive to reach the 
Palace, was not extraordinarily large, but in­
stead of being composed of mere curious spec- 
tators, it consisted chiefly of persons bent upon 
causing a disturbance. The occupants of the 
vehicles that drove through it were greeted with 
groans and shrill whistling. Infantry and 
cavalry were on duty in small bodies; 2,000 
National Guards had been called out and were 
under arms. Within the iron railing which 
separates the Palace-court—or rather the Pal­
ace-square, for it is a very la ge area—from the 
Piazza di Castello, all the troops employed 
seem to have been of the line, and a paper to­
day says that this was injudicious, and pro­
duced an irritating effect upon the people and 
upon the National Guard.

It is quite certain, however, that the distur­
bance which took place was concerted before­
hand and not provoked on the instant. As 
the arrivals of carriages became more numerous 
the noise and violence of the crowd, which had 
become very large, increased and the people no 
longer contented themselves with groans and 
cat-calls. Stones were thrown, although 
apparently in no great numbers, for I know 
only of two carriages windows that were 
struck by them, and only one of those was 
broken. The mob assembled chiefly at the end 
of the streets Nuova and Doragrossa, by which 
the greater part of the guests had to pass to 
reach the Piazza Castle. Getting gradually 
more audacious the people stopped several car­
riages and turned them back. It is impossible 
to ascertain in how many cases this occurred, 
and it is probable that some of the ladies who 
were going to the hall retreated of their own 
accord, when they heard of what was going on 
near the Palace, and of the ordeal they would 
have to encounter. Be this as it may, violence 
was used in several instances. The drivers of 
vehicles were pelted and struck at to make 
them turn back, and it is said that in some few 
instances carriage doors were opened, and the 
occupants abused. A very trustworthy eye- 
witness informs me that he saw a hack carriage

Western Extension.
The delegates seem as incapable of agreeing 

with one another about the cost and paying 
qualities of what is called Western Extension 
as they were of agreeing about the real nature 
of the Confederation scheme they proposed to 
us. 1

Mr. Tilley, in more than one of his public 
speeches, took it for granted that the road 
could be built for $30,000 per mile, and that 
the business of the road would pay at least six 
per cent on the whole cost, less the Provincial 
subsidy, and the St. John City subscription. 
He ridiculed the idea that such would not be 
the case, and he more than once announced his 
willingness to guarantee the interest on the 
whole amount to be raised—in addition to 
those sums named—which he estimated at 
$60,000 a year.

His proposition was this, that a Company 
which invested only some one or two hundred 
thousand dollars in the work should own the 
whole road, the Province taking almost the 
whole responsibility of the cost of the work, 
and paying all deficiencies in the interest on 
such cost as may be required, but receiving no 
part of the profite if the road paid more than 
six per cent on the $20,000 a mile, which it is 
estimated would be required in addition to the 
$10,000 subsidy.

But no sooner were the St. John elections 
over, than the papers in the service of the de- 
legates set to work to excite the people of the 
North against the men who would dare not 
only to build Western Extension with money 
raised on the credit of the Province, but also 
to own the road when built.

But it is not about Western Extension that 
Mr. Mitchell cares so much. That he regards 
as settled; against that Kerr and Williston 
and Mitchell would vote just as earnestly and 
as ineffectually as Mr. Mitchell’s nominees 
could do; but they perhaps would not, be­
cause foiled in this, foolishly sacrifice the in­
terests of Northumberland to the cause of 
party, and refuse to take that share in the Go­
vernment of the country which would ensure 
to the North its full share of benefits and ad­
vantages.

NORTHUMBERLAND.

We received last night—too late for publi­
cation—a letter signed “Squint.” The wri­

CRIMINAL LUNATICS AT BROAD- 
MOOR.

Broadmoor now contains nearly 600 inmates, 
about 400 men and fifty or sixty women. With 
a few rare exceptions, nearly all are homicides, 
and we are probably much within the mark 
when we say that the victims of their united 
crimes would amount to nearly 1,000. Here 
one may occasionally see a female croquet par­
ty on the lawn, the players in which have been 
guilty in the aggregate of some thirty murders; 
on the men’s side, playing at bagatelle, a little 
group, with each of whose crimes all England 
at one time rang. Entering one of the large| 
blocks devoted to the men, the visitor passes 
at once to the sitting, dining, and recreation 
rooms, which are all on the ground floor, the 
dormitories and infirma.ics being above. In 
the sitting-room, which is nearly always full, 
the first thing which strikes him on entrance 
is, as a rule, the criminal type of all the faces. 
Any who have been in the habit of visiting our 
great convict prisons know what we mean by 
this expression. The low mental organization 
which one always finds associated with crime 
in the common run of criminals; the small 
head, narrow and receding forehead, and rest­
less furtive eyes, are at Broadmoor intensified, 
and in most cases accompanied with a weakly,
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The News says :—
“A prominent citizen of St. John received

1 LATER FROM EUROPE.

ARRIVAL or THE CITY OF BALTIMORE.

New Yobe, March 6.—The steamship City 
of Baltimore, from Liverpool Feb. 22, and 
Queenstown 23, arrived to-night.

The steamship Virginia, from New York, 
arrived on the 21st.

The steamship Peruvian, from Portland, ar­
rived out on the 22d.

7. In the House of Lords an important debate 
had occurred on the defense of Canada. Lord 
Liveden called attention to the matter. He 
spoke of the hostile feelings of Americans and 
urged immediate measures for the defense of 
Canada.

Earl DeGrey admitted the importance of the 
question, but regretted that any doubt should 
be expressed of the conciliatory intentions of 
the American Government. He explained the 
measures proposed, and said the Government 
would ask a vote of £50,000 for the Quebec 
defences, while the Canadians would undertake 
the defences of Montreal and westward.

The Earl of Derby thought the position of 
the Government was humiliating, when the 
question of peace or war depended on an ex­
citable populace with strong prejudices against 
England, He strongly censured the Govern­
ment for having so long delayed the defenees 
of Canada, and ridiculed the smallness of the 
vote. •

Lord Granville thought the Earl of Derby's 
views exaggerated, but so long as Canada took 
a fair share in the work of defence, he thought 
England was bound to assist the colony.

The Earls of Malmesbury and Ellenborough 
complained of the small sum asked.

Earl Russell regretted the discussion, and 
stated that the government declined to make 
any movement while the Canadians declined to 
to take measures themselves ; but as they now 
show a different disposition, the government 
comes forward to assist. In reply to the Earl 
of Derby he said the subject of naval forces for 
the lakes, owing to the termination of the con- 
vention was under consideration.

This debate caused a depression in the funds 
and a slight fall in Console.

Henry Thomson, 21, was charged with being 

drunk and disorderly on Duke-street, and re­
fusing to leave when ordered.

Johnson’s speech is so remarkable and 
absurd that it annoys all who read it. We ap­
pend the remarks of the Herald correspondent, 
which gives some idea of Mr. Johnson's situa­
tion :—

11 During all this time Andrew Johnson—for 
such he simply was then, not having taken the 
oath of office (would to Heaven that it could 
be said in behalf of the country that he is still 
only Andrew Johnson) —continued his speech. 
Such a speech! It might have been appro­
priate at some hustings in Tennessee; but it 
certainly was far from bei ig appropriate on 
this occasion. It was not only a ninety-ninth 
rate stump speech, but disgraceful in the ex­
treme. He had not proceeded far when Sena­
tors on the Republican side began to hang their 
heads, sink down in their seats, look at each 
other with signficance, as much as to say, “ Is 
he crazy, or what is the matter ?" He exhi­
bited in every feature great uneasiness.

There was no mistaking the fact that the Se­
nators were mortified in the extreme. The 
Democratic Senators leaned forward and ap­
peared to be chuckling with each other over 
the figure made by the Republican party 
through their Vice President elect. The for­
eign ministers showed unmistakeable signs of 
amazement as the incoherent sentences came 
from Mr. Johnson’s lips. Republican Sena­
tors moved around in their seats, unable to 
sit still under the exhibition before them.— 
Some of the Senators sat side-ways, others 
turned their back as if anxious to tide them­
selves.

Luckily for the members of the House of Re­
presentatives they did not reach the Senate un­
til several minutes after twelve, and they were 
subjected to but a small portion of this scene.

The speech was disconnected, the sentences 
so incoherent that it is impossible to give an 
accurate report of his speech. As his senten­
ces came up to the reporters’ gallery, the state­
ments that your President is a plebian—I am a 
plebian, glory in it—Tennessee has never gone 
out of the Union—I am going to talk two mi- 
nntes and a half on that point—I want you to 
hear me. Tennessee always was loyal—we all 
derive our power from the people—Chief Jus­
tice Chase is but a creature of the people—I 
want you to hear me two minutes on that 
point—you, Mr. Stanton, Secretary of War, 
derive yur authority and power from the peo­
ple. (“ Who is Secretary of the Navy ?” was 
then heard, in a voice of less volume. Some 
one responded, “ Mr. Welles.”) You, Mr. 
Welles, Secretary of the Navy, get your pow­
er from the people. This was the strain and 
tone of the whole speech, mixed with a lecture 
to the Senate on the action of the Senate on 
the rebellious States.

It was impossible to give a full report sitting 
in the gallery. The constant clatter of voices 
in the rear, declaring, “ What a shame,” " Has 
he no friends ?” “ Is there no person who will 
have mercy upon him ?” ‘ Tell him to stop 
and save the country further disgrace,” were 
to numerous that it entirely prevented a full 
report being made. The only full report was 
that of the official reporters of the Globe. The 
Senators, however, were so chagrined at the 
speech that they notified the Globe reporter to 
suppress his copy and wait until Mr. Johnson 
could write out a speech, that this affair might 
not go before the world in that form. It is 
charitable to say that his condition was such 
that he was unfit to make a speech.

The moment that he concluded 
his task, Mr. Johnson turned to the audience 
and, commenced another speech, giving to those 
assembled his idea of the oath which he had 
last taken. He had uttered but two or three 
sentences when some of the officials standing 
near him had the good sense to stop him, he 
having already occupied some nineteen minutes 
in his former speech, and delayed the proceed­
ings beyond all usage.

worked his way into the car, but could not 
reach the helpless victim, and was got out with 
great difficulty after having been badly burned. 
But the merciless flames continued to wrap the 
unfortunate man in their folds, and for twenty 
minutes he was clothed in fire before the soul 
deserted the veriest cinder of the body. He 
was a man of great strength and vitality, and 
his sufferings no pen can adequately describe.

The London Times has an editorial on the 
official accounts of the recent conference, and 
points significantly to Seward’s admission that 
the preposition for combined effort at some ex­
trinsic policy or scheme was deliberately con­
sidered, and concludes that the North came out 
best in the aflair. It says the arbitrament of 
war is accepted afresh with more desperate de- 
termination. “We deplore the result, but it 
must be more evident than ever that neutrality, 
it we were but allowed to maintain it, is the 
only policy for England.”

The Index continues its efforts to frighten 
England into a recognition of the South, by 
pointing out that Lee’s army is for the present 
the defence of Canada, and the uncertain ten­
ure of that defence.

The Army and Navy Gazette states authori- 
tatively that the rebel government has cancel­
led orders for large number of torpedoes, and 
infers that they intend to abandon the coast, or 
have faith in an early peace.

In the House of Lords, Lord Granville said 
nothing has been done towards the establish­
ment of a new Colony in the Hudson Bay and 
Red River territory, and thought nothing so 
desirable pending the Confederation negotia­
tions in Canada.

In the House of Commons, Mr. Cardwell ex­
plained that the adoption of passport systems 
and other regulations on the Canadian frontier 
was in consequence of the proceedings taking 
place on the frontier. There was no corres- 
pondence on the subject, but he hoped that as 
soon as the mischief ceased the remedy also 
would be allowed to cease..

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SNOW STORMS IN SCOTLAND.

The papers by the last steamer from England 
contain lengthened accounts of the “old-fash­
ioned winter” Scotland has been enjoying. The 
northern section of the kingdom is literally 
buried beneath the quantity of snow that has 
fallen. The Braemar correspondent of the 
Banffshire Journal, writing on the 11th ult., 
says: “ We are now in the seventh week of 
this protracted and increasing snow storm, 
without the faintest indication of a favorable 
change. On the contrary, new falls of snow 
are almost of daily occurrence, along with keen 
and severe frost. Trade of all kinds is suffer­
ing a depression more or less, and the prosecu­
tion of out-door works is entirely out of the 
question, Deer and all sorts of game continue 
to suffer, after all the extreme care and watch­
fulness by which they are tended by the game- 
keepers of the respective forests. The deer es­
pecially, after receiving even more care and 
attention than a provident farmer bestows on 
his stock, are daily getting more and more re­
duced and emaciated, although large quanti­
ties of hay and other provender are laid out at 
every available place in the forests for their 
maintenance. A powerful stag the other day 
took possession of a bundle of hay, upon which 
he lived for some three or four days, none of 
his weaker and starving brethren daring to ap- 
proach him while the food lasted. Hares, rab- 
nits, crows, and other vermin are everywhere 
starving, and the result of a few weeks’ con­
tinuance of thia dreadful weather would be aw­
ful to contemplate. The bulk of corn-yards 
is fast diminishing. Yet our depth of snow, 
we believe, is trifling compared to that in many 
Highland Alpine districts,” The straits to 
which the wild animals are put are evidently 
severe. A correspondent of the same paper in 
Glenalvon, writing on the 11th ult., says: “At 
the house of Mr. Lindsay, gamekeeper, Glenal- 
von, a few days ago, as Miss Lindsay was 
throwing out some tea leaves, she was sur­
prised to see the white hare approaching the 
door, perhaps come from the top of Cairngorm, 
and snatch up the leaves greedily from amongst 
the snow. The storm continues very severe, 
and sheep are now in a miserable state, and 
can get nothing but what is given them out of 
hand. Deer are also in great want, and no 
source to supply them. Game of every de­
scription are suffering in a very considerable 
de ree. On Saturday the tempest continued 
to rage furiously.” The Tomintoul correspon­
dent of the same paper writes: “It would ap­
pear from the following incident that even the 
rats are also reduced to great straits. A 
young lady in this quarter had occasion to ap­
ply some poultice to her hand when retiring to 
rest, and in the night was awakened by some­
thing attacking her face, when she found the 
poultice taken off her hand. Her surprise was 
greater when she discovered the poultice had 
been assailed by a rat, which had further at­
tacked her forehead, on which he had left the 
marks of his teeth.” The Invents Advertiser 
says : “ We understand that in seme of the up­
land districts there have been heavy losses 
amongst the sheep, in consequence of the sud­
denness and fury of the late storm, which 
buried hundreds of the poor animals before 
time was allowed for their removal. On the 
line of the Highland road more especially, 
great numbers ot sheep have perished amongst 
the snow.” In all the pastoral districts of 
Perthshire the sheep flocks are suffering severely 
from the severity of the weather. In some 
places the snow lies at least two feet in depth, 
and the drifts are piled up to an extraordinary 
height. There has not been so much snow on 
the hills since 1837, and in many places it is 
with the greatest difficulty that the flocks are 
fed. Sheep farmers have been put much about 
to procure food for their flocks, owing to their 
keep being exhausted, and hay has to be carted 
a greet distance over roads which are almost 
impassable. The weaklings among sheep flocks 
are dying in great numbers. Further south 
the storm is experienced with equal severity.

DREADFUL ACCIDENT,— A terrible catastrophe 
occurred in the port of Havre a few evenings 
ago, on board the Glasgow steamer Athana- 
sian. That vessel was being unloaded in the 
afternoon when a cask of benzine fell from the 
crane back into the hold and burst, the con­
tents running out into the bottom of the steam- 
er.

The two firemen were quickly drawn up, but, 
being severely burnt, were removed to the hos­
pital with Elie. The last named is in a critical 
state, but the other two are believed to be out 
of danger. The flames were got under a se­
cond time, and the vessel being of iron is not 
greatly dameged. A subscription has been 
opened in the town for the sufferers and for the 
families of the victims.—Galignani.

I question if any community in the world 

has ever presented so extraordinary an aspect 
as Bombay during the commercial revolution 
through which is now passing. The suddenly 
discovered gold did less for Melbourne than 
that deluge of silver which has for the past four

years flowed over Bombay. The social anoma- 
lies and, I fear also, the general demoralization 
were less marked in the English colony than in 
this Indian city, which a sudden tide of pros- 
perity has caused to aspire to be the Liverpool 
of the East. The rise of prices which during 
the past 15 years has taken place all over the 
world has been especially marked in Indit. 
No country with a similar trade had so con- 
tracted a currency, but the effect on prices was 
not felt till the influx of English soldiers and 
settlers which followed the mutiny. There 
was no corresponding increase in the neces 
saries of life consumed by Englishmen in India, 
while the natives, as they grew in wealth, de- 
veloped new wants. In Calcutta during the 
last ten years prices have just doubled.

TRAGICAL FATE or A LION TAMER.

A letter from Wurtzburg, Bavaria, in the 
Petit Journal, gives the following doubtful ac- 
count of a scene said to have taken place in that 
town on the 25th ult.:—" A Frenchman nam- 
ed Soulages, a native of Colmar, has for some 
time past been exhibiting, with great success, 
at Wurtzburg, as a lion tamer. On the day 
above-mentioned he entered a den containing 
a lion and a lioness, and made them go through 
various performances The spectators loudly 
applauded. Elated by these plaudits, Soulages 
determined to do something more extraordina- 
ry, and for that purpose he collected in one den 
a lion, a lioness, a white bear, two black bears, 
four hyenas, two wolves, and a tiger. He 
then entered himself, whip in hand, but the 
door scarcely closed when the tiger made a 
spring at the white bear. This was the signal 
of a terrific struggle between all the beasts, 
who appeared at once to recover their natural 
ferocity. Soulages, hoping to intimidate the 
animals, fired two pistol shots at the tiger and 
white bear. This act sealed his fate, for the 
tiger, leaving the bear, sprang on his keeper, 
threw him down, and began to tear him with 
teeth and claws. The other beasts, rendered 
furious by the smell of blood, all tell on the 
unhappy man, and in a few minutes he was 
torn to pieces and almost entirely devoured, in 
the presence of the horror-struck spectators, 
who were powerless to render assistance."

the base of the mutiny campaigns. In the 
single matter of house rents it was met partly 
by an extension of the American system of liv- 
ing in clubs and boarding-houses, and partly 
by the erection of new squares and streets of 
European houses. Not till the outbreak of the 
American War was the rise felt in all its in- 
tensity in Bombay. The community there was 
limited and had been very " slow." But the 
western city now far exceeds Calcutta in the 
expense, discomforts, and positive hardship of 
living. Up to 1860 the sum paid by Europe 
for the whole cotton ex port of India was not 
above seven millions sterling annually. In 
1860-61 the import of, bullion into Bombay 
alone, chiefly in payment for cotton, was only 
6 1-2 million sterling. But in three years 
since that time official returns state the import 
of gold and silver into Bombay alone at up- 
wards of 40 millions sterling, and it we add the 
imports of the year just closed we have a sum 
of not less than 60 millions sterling poured in 
hard cash into one city.
If we take all India, we find that Europe now 

pays her nearly 40 millions stearling a year, of 
which more than one-half is in bullion, for 
cotton, which five years ago sold at not more 
than seven or eight. What is the result of this 
in the city of Bombay ? In Calcutta the trade 
is almost entirely in the hands of Europeans, 
and the Bengalees play but a subordinate part. 
Hence there is a wider social gap and less 
friendly intercourse between the two classes. 
But in Bombay, owing chiefly to the presence 
of a casteless race like the Parsees and to the 
physical advantages of the island, the lion’s 

share of the trade is in the hands of natives, 
. and they associate with English gentlemen on 

terms of more pleasing equality than is the 
case with their more refined but less wealthy 
countrymen in Bengal. Hence many Parsee 
and Hindoo, and a smaller number of English 

vi (or rather Scotch) merchants find themselves 
• possessed of sums which are reckoned by 

millions, and speak with contempt of so petty 
an amount as a lac of rupees, or £10,000.— 
Hindoes and Parsees, who were a year or two 
ago petty brokers or miserable shop-keepers, 
are now millionaires. The most remarkable 
instance of this is a Hindoo named Premchund 
Roychund, lately a subordinate clerk in an 
English house on £30 a year. By daring spec- 
ulation he has amassed about two milions 
sterling. Again, Kustonjer, the second and 
ablest son of the first baronet. Sir Jamsetjee 

i Jejeebhoy, has become the millionaire of Hom- 
bay, though his ancestral fortune was not large, 

ahis capital bein g reckoned at two and a half 
• millions sterling, and if the present price of 

cotton continue for two years, there is every 
• likelihood of this sum being doubled. These 

are only two out of twenty whom I might 
name. The same is true on a smaller scale, 
because the partners are honorable men in the 
English sense, of such Scotch houses as Messrs 
Nicol & Co., and Ritchie, Stewart, and Co. 
These are the great merchant princes, but all 
the subordinate commercial houses and traders 
.have their share. Nor is the wealth confined 
to the merchant who acts as middleman between 

1 the present grower of cotton and the Liverpool 
buyer. Next to those of Madras the ryots of 
the Bombay Presidency were the most misera- 

1 ble in India, burdened with a weight of here- 
ditary debt to which each generation added, 
- and the veriest bond slaves of the native usurer, 
awho bought their crops at his own price. Now, 
• Now,the mass of the peasants are rolling, 

comparatively, in wealth, and the occupation 
- of the usurer is gone. Except that vile heredi- 
"tary debt, the fruit of superstition, to put a li- 
mit to which a wise Insolvent Act will soon be 
passed in the ryots’ favor, the agricultural 
class here, in point of comfort, put ours in 
England to shame. While they are, according 
to their ideas, comfortably clothed, housed, 
and fed to the full, the majority indulge ia the 
most whimsical tastes, one priding himself on 
his breed of bullocks, for which he has paid 
five times the usual price, another rejoicing in 
his riding horse, and a third—this is really the 
case—having no better means of disp aying his 
wealth than by making the tires of his cart- 
wheels of the silver England finds such diffi- 
eulty in sending to us. So far has this gone, 
that in a festive idolatrous procession lately, a 
worthy farmer—he can no longer be called a 
peasant—thought he could not better show his 
wealth than by carrying enormous bags of ru- 
pees at the end of poles. In this Presidency, 
once so waste and yielding comparatively so 
little to the revenue, there is not now an acre 
of culturable soil unemployed. Even in Kan- 
deish, the only country which has not recover- 
ed from the blighting effects of Mahratta devas- 
tations, I have just witnessed the spectacle of 
a crowd of peasants squatting around two 
agents from Bombay, one with 40,000 rupees, 
and the other with 30,000, paying for the grow- 
ing crop at enormously high rates. What has 
been the effect of this wealth ? How have the 
educated classes used it Neither the Parsees 
nor Hindoos have forgotten that Her Majesty 
recognized the splendid liberalities of the late 
Jamserjee Jejeebhoy by creating him a baronet, 
and so the nouveaux riches are in the habit of 
lavishing lacs of rupees on public objects. 
Premchund Roychund, for instance, has given 
I believe, at least a tythe of his two millions in 
donations to the university, the Clycloe fund 
and several Hindoo charities. Indeed, if we do 
not inquire into motives too narrowly we can- 
not withhold the tribute of our admiration 
from such princely generosity as that of which 
Bombay has been and is still the scene. It is 
woll—and on this principle Gov. Sir B. Frere 
most wisely acts in his landations of the giv- 
ers—that wealth so suddenly and almost with- 
out effort acquired should pay its quota of the 
good of the public. Is it not calculated that 
the combined wealth of all rich men of Bombay 
is little under 80 millions sterling, and that in 
an island with only a fourth of the population 
of London (816,000) ? Hence Bombay, which 
as a eity is little better than Madras, being 
contemptible when compared with Calcutta, 
bids fair to be changed into a great commer- 
eial capital, into a real Liverpool. Never were 
English me chants so public spirited in re- 
claiming land, building docks, wharves, piers, 
warehouses, and sawmills, and in furnishing 
all the applicances of a great port; never were 
Asiatic millionaires so lavish. So great is the 
demand for ground in the business part of the 
city—land selling at from £30 to £50 a square 
foot, as if the Chatham and Dover Railway 
were the purchasers—that Sir B. Frere has de- 
molished the useless ramparts of the old fort. 
As Bombay has not a public office or public 
edifice worthy the name, except the town hall, 
he is about to commence on some of the sites 
thus gained a series of great public offices, with 
new streets, hotels, a university, hospital, and 
a great palace of justice, the whole of which 
will cost some two millions sterling and occu- 
py from seven to ten years in building; and 
this will not cost the Imperial Treasury a pen- 
ny, for the sale of public lands in the island 
will realize a much larger sum. I am in duty 
bound to allude to the dark side of the social 
revolution which is going on with such rapid 
strides in Bombay. While the rich are becom-

PHILADELPHIA, March 7.— The owl train for 
New York on the Trenton Railroad left about 
1 o’clock this morning, having waited nearly 
four hours for Southern passengers. It con- 
sisted of nine cars filled with passengers — 
When near Schenck’s Station the train came up 
with a disabled freight train and pushed it on 
ahead.

At 2.20 A.. M., after reaching the Bristol sta- 
tion, the Washington train ran into the Owl 
train, demolishing three cars, and killing five 
persons and severely wounding twenty-five or 
thirty others. All the killed were soldiers ex- 
cept two firemen and one civilian. The smash- 
ed up cars caught fir ,but the flames were put 
out by the firemen of Bristol.

The locomotive of the Washington train was 
demolished. The track was blockaded, and 
four trains were detained at 7 o’clock this 
morning, cobehl.ahold siT

The ladies of Bristol turned out with refresh- 
ments for the wounded. Three of the wound- 
ed are so crushed that there is no hope of sav- 
ing ther lives. No passengers were hurt on 
the Washington train. •

The escaped passengers attribute the acci- 
dent to the failure of the conductor of the owl 
train to send the signal man back to notify the 
Washington train, then fully due.

B —We call attention to the fact, that ourTO THE EDITOR OF THE FREEMAN.

SIR :—The Revision of our Province laws 
has been very unsatisfactory. Judges and 
lawyers are frequently heard literally com- 
plaining of the injury done to our Province 
Statute law bv that very expensive operation. 
A reference to the acts which have passed since 
the publication of the Es Revised Edition” in 
1864, will show that one-half of our legisla- 
tion (since that time) has been expended in al- 
tering, amending and explaining the Revised 
code. It is clear, however, that there is still 
much carelessness somewhere; and as the 
Houses will soon be called together, it will 
not be considered out of place if public at- 
tention is called to that very important sub- 
ject.

I have now before me the pamphlet, publish- 
ed by authority, containing the acts of 1864— 
in which many mistakes and discrepancies are 
apparent. I beg to call your attention to a 
few of them, under a hope that the ** accumu- 
lated wisdom” may devise a remedy and pre- 
vent a recurrence. In chapter 8th, page 28, 4 
very important act passed in aid of police of- 
ficers and constables. It will be found on the 
third line from the bottom of the page, in sec- 
tion the second, that by the careless introduc- 
tion of the word ** committed” (instead of, as 
I suppose, 4 connected") the whole section is 
either rendered inoperative, or at least open to 
serious legal objection, and perhaps to (x- 
pensive litigation. The very next chapter, 
the act respecting the Post Office, gives ano- 
ther specimen of gross carelessness. The 
heading tells us that ‘ part of section 3, chapter 
40, Title IV., is repealed, ‘ and the act goes on 
to say that 4* so much of section 3 of the 
above recited act, as relates to the prepayment 
of postage on Printed Books, &c., &c., is re- 
pealed,” but on reference to section 3 of chap- 
ter 40, Title IV., page 90, 1 vol. Rev. Stat.) 
we find that it relates to the security to be 
given by Postmasters, and has no reference 
whatever to postage on Printed Books, kc., &c.! 
Again in chapter 40, page 116 of these acts 
of 1864, enlarging the jurisdiction of the City 
Court in St. John, we find that the sixteenth 
section, on page 119, repeals several sections 
of former acts, and also the “25th section of 
an act passed in the 23rd year of the present 
Reign, entitled an act relating to the City 
Court of the City of Saint John,” there being 
notwithstanding no 25th section in that act; 
it consisting of 12 sections only! I might 
say more; I might refer to the miserable index 
of three and a half pages, which gives small 
help indeed to him who searches for informa- 
tion, but I think ensugh has been said to at- 
tract public attention to the subject.

Bills passing through the Houses should be 
subject to a patient and searching scrutiny; 
and when they become law and are to be pub- 
lished * by authority,” the utmost care should 
be taken that the result of so expensive a pro- 
cess as law making should be presented to the 
public in a shape so correct as to leave no
