NOT REMARKABLY ROSEATE.

The Complexion of Canada’s Business
Situation

Commented Upon in Dun & Co.'s Weekly
Statement.

TORONTO, Feb. 14—R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly statement of business in
Canada says: The week has been a
quiet one in Montreal wholesale circles,
owing to the abnormal atmospheric
conditions that have prevailed. Trade
at interior points is badly demoralized
by the impassable roads. Railway
freight traffic has been seriously inter-
fered with. Remittances have been af-
fected from the same cause, and are
generally described as poor.

Wholesale trade at Toronto is with-
out special feature. The more moderate
weather tends to improve the general
feeling and the distribution of merchan-
dise will be facilitated. Merchants
sgea.k with more confidence regarding
the outlook for spring trade, but there
are no indications of enhanced prices
for leading staples.

Manufacturers still complain of heavy
stocks, with a limited demand from
the trade. The movement of country
produce has been restricted by the
heavy fall of snow in many sections of
the Province, and in consequence high-
er prices are quoted for barley, oats and
peas. There is practically no wheat
coming out, which gives rise to the feel-
ing that there is no more of this cereal
in the country than will supply domes-
tic requirements. This accounts for
the relatively higher prices in Ontario
than in the United States and Britain.
Flour is less strong than wheat, and the
mills throughout the country being run
only on part time accounts for the scar-
city and higher prices of bran and
shorts.

Business on the stock exchange has
been quiet this week, with some irregu-
larity in prices. The earnings of rail-
ways continue poor, those of the C. P.
R. showing a decrease of $53,000 for the
first week in February, as compared
with the corresponding week of last
year, and those of the G. T. R. a de-
crease of $43,000 for the same week.

The fallures for the week are 51, as
against 60 for the corresponding week
last year.

NARROWLY ESCAPED,

A Commercial Traveler's Family Turned

at Lakeview, near Halifax, owned by
Alexander Robertson, and occupied by
Charles Stirling, commercial traveler,
was burned this morning. Mr. Stirling
was in the city and did not hear of the
fire till this afternoon. Mrs. Stirling
and her three children and Mrs. Rob-
ertson escaped in their nigh® clothes.
Loss on building, $1,500.

MILLBROOK, Feb. 14.—The work
shops of the Clarris carriage factory
were burned today. Most of the carri-
ages in the building were saved. All
the tools and a great quantity of ma-
tertal was destroyed. Mr. Clarris’ loss
will be heavy; partly covered by in-
surance. The bulldings were worth
about $1,800.

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah, Feb. 14.—
Fire last night destroyed buildings and
merchandise to the extent of about
$100,000. The principal losers are A. C.

and Samuel Levy.

PATTERSON, N.J., Feb. 14.—Doherty
& Woodworth’s silk mill was destroyed
by fire tonight. The loss is estimated
at $300,000. There was an insurance of
$240,000 on the building, machinery and
materal. There were 400 people em-
ployed in the factory. -

SHE WANTS ALIMONY.

Mrs. W. H. Copeland of Woodstock Has

Has Brought Action Against Her
Husband.

A TIAD DRIVE FOR LIFE.

He Had Taken Enough Poison by Mis-
take to Kill a Dozen Men.

SCHENECTADY, N. Y., Feb. 14—
Dr. Charles Wesley Ensign, a physi-
cian of Rotterdam Junction, 'seven
miles from here, yesterday took a tea-
spoonful of tincture of aconite in mis-
take for a tonic, the preparation being
in a bottle similar in appearance to the
one holding the poison. After unsuc-
cessfully using all the antidotes at
hand, Dr. Ensign drove in mad haste
to this city, one horse falling exhausted
when within two miles of town and
another being immediately substituted,
where he was successfully treated by
Dr. George E. McDonald, who dosed the
sufferer with ,nitro-glycerine and
strychnine.

The usual quantity 4n which the tine-
ture is given is three minims, A tea-
sponful contains 90 minims, or suffi-
cient to kill a dozen men. Dr. Ensign
developed all the symptoms of aconite
poisoning—lassitude, tingling of the
lips, the compressed feeling of the
chest, feeble pulse, paralysis of the
heart and total blindness. He was lab-
oring under great excitement when he
reached the office of Dr. McDonald,
and he said to-day that nothing but the
latter’s calmness and prompt action
saved his life.

" THE REQUEST CRANTED.

Dundas Center School Children Will
Meet in the Collegiate Imstitute.

Arrangements Made Between the Board
@ of Education and the Church
Trustees—The Evening
Services,

et

After the big fire on Wednesday
morning a deputation from Dundas
Street Methodist trustee board visited
several churches and institutions in
the city to ascertain if any would be
suitable for the church services. Among,
the places inspected was the Collegiate
Institute, and it impressed the trustees

as suitable for Sunday school exercises.
Chairman Blackwell, of the Board of
Education, was consulted, and he then
called a special meeting of the school
trustees for 4 o’clock yesterday after-
noon. Mr. Blackwell presided, and the
other members present were Trustees
Sanders, Logan, Murphy, Buchner,
Griffin, Turner, Wilkins, Johnston,
Greenlees, KXeenleyside, Dr. Wilson,
Jeffery, Hunt, Martyn, Stephenson, Dr.
Campbell, Craig, Principal Merchant,”
and Secretary McElheran. The depu-
tation from the church included Messrs.
Robert Lewis, C. J. Beale and Isaac
Webster.

Chairman Blackwell, in stating the
object of the meeting, expressed sym-
pathy with the congregation in their
heavy loss.

COL. LEWIS EXPLAINS.

*Unfortunately,” said Col. Lewls,
“we have been turned out of our church
and into the cold. We therefore want
to see if we could get one flat of the in-
stitute for the use of the Sunday school.
We have a very large school—over 600
scholars—and we would like to know on
what terms we can have the institute
on Sunday afternoons at 3 o’clock. It
may be some time—possibly seven or
eight months—before we get our new
church up, but we are going to rebuild
as soon as the bricks are cold. We
would prefer the first flat, because there
are several class rooms in it. 'We would
like ‘'to know what it would cost for fuel.
I thought—of course I have a pretty
good ‘cheek’—that we might get it
free."t

A GREAT CALAMITY.

Trustee T. J. Murphy said the trus-
tees regretted very much the loss the
church had sustained, which was also
a loss to the city at large. ‘“In a case
of this kind it is proper,” he said, “that
the school board should do all they can
to assist the congregation in their
trouble. As far as I am concerned I feel
that I am free to extend to the fullest
extent my sympathy, and to include my
neighbors in the bond of charity, and
aid, if necessary. I would therefore
move that the request of the deputation
be granted, and that a committee of the
chairmen of the board of No. 1 and 2
and the audit committee meet the trus-
tees of the church and arange terms.
I mention ferms because some citizens
might complain if the use of the insti-
tute was granted without any charge
for fuel or light. If the board sees its
way clear to make these items free also,
I will readily agree to it.”

Trustee Logan seconded the motion.

THE INSURANCE QUESTION.

Trustee Jeffery said the board should
first secure the sanction of the insur-
ance companies to the proposition.

Trustee Craig mentioned the case of
the Talbot street school. When it was
burned, four different churches were
used, and their occupation by the schol-
ars did not affect the insurance.

Mr. Jeffery suggested the addition of
Principal Merchant to the committee.

A little misunderstanding arose as to
whether the institute was to be used
for church and school purposes, or for
school only. “We do not want the board
to think that we are asking the insti-
tute for one thing and using it for an-
other,” said Mr. Beal. “We want it
merely for the use of the school.”

Mr. Greenlees expressed his hearty
sympathy with the proposal. He
thought if the institute was required
for an evening service, the church peo-
ple should have it.

Mr. Murphy said his motion Included
the use of the building for any services
—whether preaching or teaching. He
also wanted Mr. Jeffery on the com-
mittee.

The motion was carried unanimously,
and Col. Lewis expresed thanks for the
courtesy extended them by the trustees.

THE ARRANGEMENTS.

The deputation and the committee
appointed met after the board adjourn-
ed. It was agreed that the use of the
first flat should be granted on payment
of $7 per Sunday, which will go towards
payment for fuel. The church will
have to arrange with the janitor for his
services, and will be expected to leave
the rooms in an Al condition. It has not
yet been decided whether an evening
service will be held.

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THE GENERAL ELECTION.

The London “Advertiser” is at vari-
ance with most of the other Grit or-
gans. They clamor for immediate dis-
solution: the *’Tiser,” with withering
scorn, accuse the Tory Government of
still contemplating a ‘‘dash for the coun-
try,” and it demands another session.
The *“ ’Tiser” had better get into line.—
Hamilton Spectator.

1s it possible for a high tax organ ever
to fairly represent those who dis=
agree with it? The «“Advertiser” has
clamored neither for a dissolution nor
for another session of Parliament. What
we have contended for has been for a
treatment of the people, no matter
what their political creed, that shall
be fair. We have contended:

(1) That the elections should not be
held on antiquated lists, as in 1891.

(2) That the elections should not be
held when the roads are bad. If they
cannot be held before the break-up of
the roads they should not be held till
June or September.

Is there anything unreasonable in
these contentions?

As to another session, the “Adver-
tiser’’ has known for some time that
the men at Ottawa are averse to facing
the deficit of filve or .ix million dollars,
&nd providing extra taxation to make it
good, before going to the country. We
have known that a large section of their
following in Quebec and elsewhere are
clamoring for delay, and for another
session, so that they may avoid facing
all difficult investigation, and at the
same time get one more sessional allow-
ance, as they know they will be de-
feated. This divided, shivery-shaky
condition is not calculated to put spirit
into the rank and file in the high tax
party, but that is none of our business.
All we ask is for a fair election, when
the full vote can be polled, and we do
not fear the result.

—Finance Minister Foster has fled
from King’s, N. B. A Liberal will take
his place. He knew that, and in one of
his “moments of weakness”” had the
good sense to look for a seat elsewhere.
Mr. Patterson, it is believed, will fol-
low suit with regard to West Huron.

HOW THE MONEY HAS GONE.

Speaking in Wellington county the
other day, Mr. Paterson, M. P. for
South RBrant, pointed out that dur-
ing the present high tax regime the tax-
payers had been compelled to pay, to
the Dominion Government alone, no
less than $60,000,000 more than was re-
quired by Hon. Alex. Mackenzie’s Ad-
ministration to run the country. Just
think of the good times there would be
in Canada to-day if the people had that
$60,000,000 in their pockets, with which
to pay their debts and buy the products
of our industries. There would be such
a genuine boom as would put new life
and hope and joy into every one of
us. The money has been spent—has
been largely squandered—and this year
the expenditures are greater than ever,
while the revenue is short millions of
dollars. Are we to continue this sort of
thing? Is it not time for a change of
both men and methods?

‘A GREAT CITY THREATENED.

There may be sensational develop-
ments in the war between China and
Japan before hostilities are brought to
a close. Japan very properly refused
to treat with the Chinese peace emissar-
ijes, because they were not empowered
to make final arrangements, and it was
possible that their mission was simply
one to delay the onward march of the
Japanese until such time as the China-
men could strengthen their position. At
present Corea’s autonomy is assured,
Manchuria is virtually in Japanese
hands, and they are already building a
railway at Port Arthur to turn it into
a Japanese Gibraltar., Now that Wei
Hai Wei is captured and the Chinese
fleet is destroyed, nothing remains ex-
cept to advance upon Pekin. This will
certainly be done by way of Shan Hal
Kwan. It is curious that nothing has
yet been said about the Chinese works
and forces there, where the next great
engagement must be. All talk of peace
now is nonsense. The Japanese will
not talk about it till they are in Pekin.
Otherwise the vast bulk of the Chinese
people would never know that there
had been a war and the Japanese would
have, in a few years or decades, to do
their ‘work all over again. Von Hanne-

The great Chinese city which the Jap-
anese generals will capture, and at
which they will dictate terms, if some-
thing ncw unforeseen does not happen,
stands on an extensive sandy plain,
and consists of Kin Ching, the pro-
hibited city, coentaining only the pal-

aces of the Emperor and the dwellings |
immediate Hwang |

of his retainers;

Ching, ¥ JJmperial city, with a large
number or court officers; Min Ching,
the Tartar city, area twelve square
miles, and Wai Ching, the Chinese city,
area fifteen square miles. The Tartar
city is surrounded by a wall 60 feet
high and 40 feet at the top, and the
Chinese city by one 30 feet high, 25 feet
thick at the base and 12 at the top.
They are built of earth or rubble, faced
with stone or brick, laid in cement,
with sloping embankments at intervals
to enable horsemen to ascend to the
top, and square buttresses at distances
of about 60 yards. Outside the walls
the suburbs include, with the cities, an
area of nearly 25 miles in circumference.
There is a population in the city of
between 1,500,000 and 2,000,000, but the
Christian population only numbers 30,-
000. In the Chinese metropolis are some
of the finest places of worship in the
world. They are appropriated to Prot-
estant, Roman Catholic and Gre®k
Churches, Islamism, Buddhism in its
principal forms, rationalism, ancestral
worship and state worship, while there
are temples dedicated to Confucius and
other deified mortals, besides a great
number in which the popular idols of
the country are adored. Among them
is the temple where the tablets of the
kings and emperors of former dynasties
are collectively worshiped, with the ex-
ception of a few who have been ex-
cluded on account of their wickedness.
In a magnificent park, twelve miles
square, lying eight miles north of the
city, are magnificent residences, to the
number of 30, for the Emperor and his
Ministers. When the French and Eng-
lish forces advanced on Pekin in Octo-
ber, 1860, the summer palace and prin-
cipal hall of audience, the most ex-
tensive and by far the most splendid
of these residences, was looted to the
extent of several million dollars, and
in revenge for the cruelty with which
some French and British prisoners had
been massacred, the building was burn-
ed to the ground.

Pekin has been the capital of China,
with a short interregnum, since 1279,
It was not till 1860 that the British
established moderately satisfactory
trade and other relations with the
Chinese. The doggedness with which
the average Chinaman responds to the
demands of modern civilization was
then exemplifled. The French and Brit-
ish forces, numbering 25,000 in all—a
much smaller force than Japan has now
on the move toward Pekin—marched to
Pekin, and encamped within the
earthwork about a mile outside of the
north wall. The Emperor escaped to
an ancient palace beyond the great wall
and left his brother to treat with the
visitors. He showed great reluctance in
complying with some of the demands of
Lord Elgin and Baron Gros, but fin-
ally yielded when the destruction of
the city was threatened. One of the
gates was placed in the hands of the
British and another in those of the
French, and the treaty of Tien Tsin was
ratified. The treaty set forth, among
sther things, regret for past misunder-
standings by the Chinese Emperor, ac-
knowledged the right of the Queen of
Great Britain to keep a resident Minis-
ter at Pekin; £3,100,000 was to be paid by
the Chinese Government as indemnity;
Tien Tsin was opened to trade; the in-
terdict upon the emigration of Chinese
to the British colonies was removed:; a
portion of the mainland opposite
Hong Kong was ceded to the British.
The French also received a large in-
demnity, and Tien Tsin was occupied
by the allies till their claims were satis-
fied. Since March, 1861, Pekin has been
the residence of all foreign Ministers.

There has been some talk of interven-
tion to stop the present war, at the
intimation of Great Britain and old
world powers. But if that were attempt-
ed, before the Japanese are given
ample indemnity and guarantees for
the future that can be absolutely re-
lied upon, they could fairly point to
the example set by Britain and France
in 1860, when Pekin had practically to
be taken possession of, and had to be
threatened with destruction before
the vanquished would come to terms.
A victor with the record of Japan can
be relied on to insist on going to
Pekin if most satisfactory terms are
not forthcoming before the forces can
arrive there.

—The Toronto Mail and Empire sup-
pressed Minister Patterson’s fiery
speech, in which he breathed forth the
determination of his friends to hold
power by ballots, and if not, by bullets,
It now tries to explain away the thi eat.
A better way would have been to print
the speech and let its readers judge for
themselves. By this time the warrior
is probably ashamed of his attitude.

THE COMING POPULAR VOTE.

Half a dozen members of the Domin-
jon Government, the Finance Minister
included, are trying to convince the
people of Ontario that Canada is pros-
perous and business fairly good. In his
annual address the other day the presi-
dent of the Toronto Board of Tade said
that for purely trading concerns the
past year ‘“‘may be regarded as the most
unsatisfactory, if not the most disas-
trous, since Confederation,” and that
looking to the future “the best that can
be said is that business can hardly be
worse than it is now, and that any
change must therefore be in the direc-
tion of an improvement.” How would
it do to appoint a royal commission to
find out if the country is prosperous or
not? Failing that we might have a
plebiscite and ask the people to say if
they are prosperous or hard up.—Can-
ada Presbyterian.

Speaking of plebiscites, there really
is to be a plebiscite in the near future
in the shape of a Dominion General
Election. Unless all signs mislead, that
plebiscite will result not only in effect-
ing a change, but a change much for

the better.

ENGLAND AND ITALY FRIENDLY.

ROME, Feb. 15.—The Government
has resolved to grant amnesty to the
prisoners convicted before the military
tribunal for participating in the riots
at Massa di Carrara and in Sicily, with
the exception of the leaders. The Gov-
ernment has decided to send seven of
the principal Italian warships to Eng-
land in June as a demonstration of
friendliness. , The fleet will be com-
manded by Admiral Sera.

THE OPEN FORUM.

OSECUTION FOR CRUELTY TO
- ANIMALS.
To the Editor of the *“Advertiser”:

As I sat in the Police Court yester-
day listening to the trial of the driver,
alias the London Street Railway Com-
pany, charged with maltreating horse
No. 10 by working it while in an unfit
condition, the somewhat humorous but
very satirical words of Tom Hood came
to my mind:

«Rattle his bones over the stones,
He is only a pauper whom nobody
owns”;

and I really felt pleasure in thinking
that we were living in an age when the
inhuman treatment often meeted out
to human beings in ages gone by would
not be tolerated towards the poor dumb
brutes. The revelations of cruelty that
were made at this trial were
most heart -rending, and would,
there is no doubt, have been
a most useful object lesson to the
inspector and members of the Humane
Society iIf they had been present, and
their attendance would have been bene-
ficial all round. The horse in question
was shown to be between 20 and 30
years of age, and of no value what-
ever, only for its hide, except to the
street car company, and to them only
because they could squeeze work out
of the old brute, when no one else
either could or would.

At the time of arrest it was
bleeding from different sores on its
body, particularly on the legs. The
evidence for the defense, as given by
their own dependants and employes,
was not only very contradictory, but
most conflicting, and of itself ample in
my mind for a conviction. The penalty
of $10 and costs with which they were
mulcted is remarkably small for such a
charge and for such a large and wealthy
company, especially in view of the fact
that there were other charges against
them of a simlar character withdrawn.
We cannot expect that such a penalty
will deter the company from commit-
ting the same offense, and, in fact, they
cannot possibly avoid this if they are
permitted to run their road with their
present inadequate stock of miserable
brutes. Such horses, sir, are not fit for
the work to which they are put, and
have not got the necessary strength,
being too old. The company, therefore,
should not be allowed to use them for
street car purposes. The horses that I
saw this morning hobbling along Dun-
das and Richmond streets with street
cars are simply a disgrace to our city
and an outrage to every good feeling.
“7To be or not to be?”’ that is the ques-
tion for the citizens to decide. Yours
respectfully, BART COTTAM.

METHODIST YOUNG PEOPLE.

A Great Rally of the Societies to be Held
Soon.

One of the greatest gatherings yet
held in Canadian Methodism will take
place in Toronto, Feb. 25, 26 and 27, in
connection with the annual convention
of the Methodist Young People’s Asso-
ciation of Ontarfo. A movement has
been on foot for some time looking to
the organization of the young people
of the entire church into an associa-
tion, with a view of holding quadren-
nial conventions. By a committee,
called into existence to carry out this
purpose, it was decided that such
gathering for the Dominion and New-
foundland should be held in c¢onnec-
tion with the Ontario Methodist Young
People’s Convention of 1895. Young
people’s societles of any kind in con-
nection with a local Methodist Church
are entitled to send delegates from any
Province. who will be welcome to the
enjoyment and privileges of the con-
vention. An inieresting feature in con-
nection with this gathering is that the
delegates from the six central con-
ferences will organize into conference
associations and elect representatives
to the Epworth League Board. It is
expected that every Province in the
Dominion will be represented by large
delegations at the convention. Reduced
railway rates are secured, and, as over
300 delegates are sure to be present, it
will be single fare, l.e., pay full fare
going and get a convention certificate
from the station agent, by which to re-
turn free. The names of regularly ap-
pointed delegates should be sent to
Mr. D. Scott, City Hall, Toronto, who
is secretary of the billeting committee.

PROPOSED NEW COAL ROUIE,
Which May Do a Large Business With
Canada.

BUFFALO, Feb. 14.—State Board of
Railroad Commissioners held a meeting
in this city today to consider the appli-
cation made by stockholders of the In-
ternational and Oak Orchard Harbor
and the Batavia and Northern Railroad
Companies for a certificate that a rail-
road between Batavia and Oak Orchard
is a public necessity. The promoters of
the road expect to do a large business
in transporting coal to Canadian con-
sumers.

In 1893 and 1894 1,500,000 tons of an-
thracite coal were shipped into Canada.
Most of this was taken to Oswego by
the Delaware, Lackawanna and West
ern to Fairhaven by the Lehigh Valley
and there transhipped by boat to differ-
ent Canadian ports on Lake Ontario.
The shipments of bituminus coal to
Canada during the same time amount-
ed to $1,600,000.

Oak Orchard harbor would offer a
shorter route to all the Canadian lake
ports than any other route. The harbor
is surrounded by high banks, which
offer natural advantages for handling
coal and other freights. It is said that
ferries can be built to navigate Lake
Ontario at any time of the year with
a carrying capacity sufficient to load
cars of freight without breaking bulk
from and to the docks at Port HoD®,
Cobourg, or any of the other lake ports.
The distance from Oak Orchard harbor
to Port Hope is about 38 miles; to To-
ronto about 63.

ONTARIO WORSTED

In the Decisions of the Court of Arbi-
tration.

Quesec, Feb. 14.—The Court of Arbi-
tration} this morning ; decided that the
Province of Ontario alone was responsible
for the increased subsidies to Indian tribes
according to the Robinson treaties. These
claims amount io several hundred thou-
sand dollars. The arbitrators based their
judgment upon the facs that the lands be-
longing to the Indians were situated in the
Province of Onmtario. The Province of
Ontario wiil pay the olaim without in-
teresi, except om account paid by the Do-
minion Government since 1874. Chancellor
Boyd dissented from this latter judgment.

_The Provinee of Quebec scored another
victory on the question of immigration ac-
counte, and the Government of Canada
and of the Province of Ontario will bhave
to shoalder these accounts, which are
p-etty heavy.

Another claim of the Province of Ontario
against Quebec was dismissed. The Gov-
ernment of Upper Canada claimed $5,755
from Quebec for the municipal fund,
which dates also from Confederation. The
arbitrators decided that Quebec was not
bound in any way to that fund.

TWO SHIPWRECKED CREWS.

Brought Into Port at Baltimore by a
British Steamer.

BALTIMORE, Md.,, Feb. 14.—Two
shipwrecked crews were brought inte
port this afternoon by the British
steamship Queensmore, from Liverpool.
The men had suffered terribly, and two
died from exposure before the rescuers
arrived.

On Monday night at 10 o’clock Capt.
Howkett, of the Queensmore, when
within about 190 miles of Cape Charles,
saw signals of distress, and running
alongside found the schooner Alma
Cummings, from Port Royal, S. C., for
Boston in command of Capt. Cummings
with a crew of seven men. The boat
was leaking badly, and had been kept
afloat for two days only through the
unceasing efforts of the crew at the
pumps. They had gone without food,
and most of the men had their hands
and feet badly frostbitten. They were
completely exhausted when taken from
the sinking vessel.

On the following morning the Queens-
more found 100 miles from Cape Charles
a small boat in which were six men and
two corpses, the crew of the schooner
Marion F. Sprigg. The Sprigg was
bound from Lambert Point for Boston,
with a cargo of coal, in charge of Capt.
Ira W. Hatch. The heavy ice cut her
through, and she sank at the mouth of
the Chesapeake Bay almost before the
small boat could be launched. There
was no time to provision her, or to
save the crew’s effects. The boat was
blown out to sea, and for 40 hours the
men battled with the waves, the biting
winds and the pangs of hunger and
thirst. E. W. Patterson, of Chelsea,
Mass.,, and Chas. Urban, of Philadel-
phia, died of exposure.
