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Sir William Mackenzie Made the Announcement in Toronto—

Line Will Come Through Woodstock and Ingersoll

and Will Go

to Windsor.

Toronto, Aug. 16. — Canadian North-
ern surveyors have mapped out a route
for a steam line from Toronto to Liondon,
and are at the present engaged on a
route survey between London and Detroit
which will be finished in a month or two.
Leaving Toronto, the road will be iden-
tical with that of the Hamilton line, on
which construction may be started any
day. A few miles outside of Hamilton,
However, the London and Detroit line will
branch out to Brantford, from which
town a route has been surveyed to Lon-
don through Woodstock and Ingersoll. Af-
ter London is left the road will run down
to Windsor through Chatnam, though
connection between London and Detroit
has not vet been decided upon.

Electrical Feeders.

1t is understood that the electric roads
which Mackenzie & Mann are building, or
securing control of, along the route will
‘act as feeders for the steam trunk line.

Sir William Mackenzie told a reporter
that the construction of the Toronto to
Hamilton line would be the first link of
the Detroit chain, He
however, when work would be begun Dbe-
tween the two citles. It might be this year
or it might not, but until it was finished
no work would be begun on the further
stretch towards London.

The announcemeént comes as no sur-

prise to Londoners, who have been

watching the movements of the Canadian
Northern here with more than passing
interest. Some time ago Sir Willlam
Mackenzie informed The Advenrtiser that
the Canadian Northern would come 10
London, although he would not specify
the time.

Early this spring, Col Davidson, in
charge of the land purchasing department
of the Canadian Northern, was in Lon-
don, and had agents pbonding “property at
several quarters throughout the city.

Later Mayor Graham and Sir William
Mackenzie had interviews in which the
situation was gone into thoroughly. It was
stated at the time, that Sir William had
designs on the London and Port Stanley
Railway, and would be gctive in competi-
tion for the line.

The purchase of the London Electric by
the Mackenzie & Mann interests followeda,
and another aspect was given to -the
whole question. The situation became
more complicated.

A Meeting In London.

The other day Mayor Graham and Sir
Willlam met in London, and the distin-
guished visitor was shown about the
city. The presence of his engineers in
London_on Wednesday, when they made
a careful survey of the southwestern and
western portions of the city, also shows
that the company will be here at no dis-
tant date.

The announcement in Toronto confirms
what has been known here unofficially for
some time. There will be several electric
roads running out of London, and the
London Electric will play an important
part in the development of these lines.

TWELVE HUNDRED ITALIANS
PRAY ON STREET FOR DEAD

Dramatic Scene in Suburb of New York When Member of Party
Celebrating Church Feast Is Mangled by
a Street Car.

[Canadian Press.}

New York, Aug. 16.—Twelve hun-
dred Italians, who had Jjust left a
midnight open-air celebration of the
Feast of the Assumption in the upper
Bronx, knelt in the strcet at 1 o'clock
this morning around the body of Frank
Rimouli, one of their number, who lay
decapitated under a Jerome avenue
street car. Rimouli was knocked off
the car by collision with an S1.7 pillar,
and fell under the wheels.

The conductor of the street car de-
clared to his passengers that the acci-
dent was due to the fact that Rimoull

kad jumped on heard from the wrong
side in an effort to avoid paying his
fare.

“That is true,” said one of Rimouli's
friends. ‘“He had put every cent he
possessed into the collection plate at
the “feast.”

The conductor, himself a devout
Italian, then suggested that all those
present kneel and pray for the soul of
Rimouli. Several cars following, all
crowded with Italians, were stopped,
and their occupants jeined those pray-
ing in the street, until fully 1,200 men

and women were kneeling around the
mangled body.

UNIONISTS ROUT
THE “BLACKLEGS”

Longshoremen of Tilbury Dock
Engage in a Fierce
Battle.

ELEVEN WERE INJURED

As Only Fists Were Used, the Injuries
Inflicted Were Not Very
Severe.

London, Aug. 16.—A severe fight be-
tween union and non-union long-
shoremen at Tilbury docks today re-
sulted in eleven men being injured. The
disturbance arose out of the determin-
ation of the union laborers to prevent
the employment of ‘blacklegs.” The
union men were victorious, succeeding
in routing the “blacklegs,” who fled
toward Loudon.

As the extra police and soldiers who
had been on duty during the recent
dock strike were withdrawn some days
ago, and the local police force was not
strong enough to disperse the rioters,
the fighting continued without inter-
ruption until the non-union men were
put to flight. Fortunately the men were
entirely without weapons, and had to
rely on their fists, so that the injuries
inflicted were not very -severe.

CHARGE DISMISSED
BY THE MAGISTRATE

Dominico Anneclino Found Not
Guilty of Crimes Laid to
His Door.

N A WAECK IN 6. T. 5. YARDS

Engineers and Firemen in Cabs, but Were Uninjured—Crash
at Rectory Street Results in Tying Up of Line for Hours

—One Locomotive Partly Buried in the Ground.

Both engineers having taken a “high-
hall,” or come-ahead signal, that was
passenger express
No. 2. due out of this city at 4:25 for
Buffalo, the locomotive attached to
that traln, No. 221 in charge of En-
gineer Newall and Conductor Jackson,
and No. 666, a freight pig that had just
brought in train No. 82, with Engineer
Shannon and Conductor Mclntosh,
sideswiped each other with serious re-
sults in the East London yards of the
Grand Trunk .yesterday afternoon.
Fortunately, no person was injured,
although the engineers and firemen
were in their cabs when the wreck oc-
curred.

Line Blocked.

The line was Dblocked for many

hours, and while the greater portion of

the wreckage has now been removed,
it 'is still impossible to operate trains

over the regular main ines. All tralns
east and west are ih the meantime
sent down over what is known as the
old maln line that leaves the usual
route at Maitland street, and passes
down south of the G. T. R. roundhouse,

turning up again to the main line near
Egerton street. While the St. Marys
branch was not itself Dblocked the
wreck occurred so close to the dla-
mond switches, midway between Rec-
tory and Egerton streets, that the St.
Marys and Stratford branch was not
accessible, Outgoing trains were com-
pelled to make a detour by way of
Woodstock, while incoming passengers
were transferred to other cars held in
walting around the wreck. As No. 221
was SO0 deeply embedded in
ground, and so badly wrecked that it
would be impossible to move it for a
considerable time, a new line was has-
tily constructed during p)e
around the locomotive to connect witb
the St. Marys branch.

Turning
the gavel over to Vice-President
George A. Tracy, Lynch, in a  fiery
speéch, condemned the anti-admin-
igtationilits as “theorists with quack
remedies"” “for itnagined flls of the
organization.: He declared -that every
so-called progressive measure that has

yet. been. offered. would, It adopted,
mean $50,000. to  $60,000 a year
greater expense. Although the pro-

posed _legislation.. contemplated the
elimination of autocracy, Lynch said
that if it were passed and he could
not build up *“the most complete
autocracy in existence,” he would
renounce all claim to ability.

“When you criticize this ‘autocra-
ey, saig Mr. Lynch, ‘show. where
it has failed. Can you find a trade
union in the~ world that has made
greater progress in the .last decade?
You are told I have a machine. Well,
maybe I have, but if you want to see
a smoothly running, well-oiled ma-
chine, just attend the next convention
of the American Federation of -La-
bor and watch the workings of its
executive board of eleven members.
That is what your eighteen members
board of directors would be.”

For fifteen wminutes a demonstra-
tion for Lynch continued on the con-
clusion of his speech, and shortly af-
ter the convention defeated the board
proposition overwhelmingly.

CONDITIONS OF CROP
GENERALLY FAVORABLE

Fall Wheat—Suﬁered Somewhat
From the Severe Winter
Throughout Province.

|
[{Canadian Press.]
Ottawa, August 15.—The census and
statistics department of the Dominion

Government made an impoertant announce-
ment today of the condition of crops in
Canada based on information from corres-
pondents received up to the first of the
month. The crop condition up to the end
of July may be summarized as generally
favorable, giving neither the exceptionally
favorable promises of the same date last
year, nor the equally exceptionally favor-
able promise of the year pefore. In Que-
bec the condition is below that of the
other eight provinces.

The average condition of spring wheat
is 83 per cent. of standard for the whole

of Canada: oats, barley, rye and mixed
grains 80, corn. 70, potatoes and root
crops 80. .Hay is in excellent condition-

In every case Quebec is the exception to
this high standing.

Fall wheat- did not fully recover - from
the severe winter. For the provinces of
Ontario, Manitoba, Saskatchewan and
British Columbia -the average yield of fall
wheat will be 21.48 bushels per acre, in-
dicating a total yieldof 16,773,300 bushels
from an effective area of 781,000 agres as
compared with 26,014,000 bushels from
1,172,119 acres as the final figures of
q 1911.

It is estimated that the total yield of
hay and clover this year will be 11,038,000
tons and of alfalfa 177,300 tons. This is
somewhat below the early estimates of
the . 1911 crop.

; INDIAN FINANCE.

‘ India, the heavy end of our Empire,
!j" very remote from our everyday in-
térests. On Sundays Wwe sometimes
di!‘op a pittance in the contributiong to
mission work; now and then a return-
ed traveller has something to say, but
finds difficulty in conveying a living
fmpression of that wonderful country.
It is informing to read the recent In-
dia budget speech delivered in the
British House of Commons by Mr.
Montagu, tlhe under secretary of state
for India.

In preliminary remarks he .spoke of
the warm and universal welcome given
by Indian subjects to the King and
Queen, and expressed satisfaction over
the growing spirit of nationality among
the diverse peoples of the vast penin-
sula and the increasing tendency of
the edueated class to make use of the
English language in discussing na-
tional affairs. Among many languages
and dialects Knglish becomes the
medium of debate, ofticial and scien-
tific intercommunication, general cul-
ture and Indian union. The new ad-
ministrative changes —Mr. Montagu
passed over with the remark that they
are giving almost universal satisfac-
tion and are going on amidst com-
plete tranquiiity.

A Canadian is a little surprised at
the comparative restrictedness of In-
dian foreign trade and revenue. The
past year was better than an average,
but imports amounted ‘only to $460,-
00,000, exports to $750,000,000, the to-
tal exchange not very greatly exceed-
ing the foreign trade of a small coun-
try like Canada. Yet the imports were
7 per cent. above those of 1910-1911,
and the exports 8 per cent, higher;
compared with the returns of 1901-2,
the figures show an increase of 70 and
83 per cent. respectively, a splendid
growth. Revenue for 1911-12 amount-
ed to $280,000,000, expenditure to $250,-
900,000, a gratifying surplus of $20.-
000,000 being shown.

Estimatés are hard to make with ac-
euracy in Indian finance. So much
depends on the crops of the coming
year, and opium prices cannot be
gauged. In our country frost is per-
haps the greatest factor of uncertain-
ty. In India drought is the  enemy.
f.ast year, for example, while the grain
crops turned out finally pretty well,
they camé very near to being a com-
plete failure in large regions of In-
df‘. Rain in June rushed the grain
up at the start, but then came utter

minimize the old uncertainties of the
Indian budget.

Mr. ‘Montagu followed his presenta-
tion of figures with an interesting ac-
count of the new educational schemes.
Practical educatlon in India is one
problem, and improved facilities for
Indian students in Great Britain s
another. The Government is develop-
ing at present with great success a
plan of directing and assisting the
wobk of 2,000 or so Indian students in
Great Pritain. A state board even un-
dertakes the guardianship of hundreds
of these young men at the wish of
their parents at home. AMuch more
money Is being appropriated for edu-
cational work, along with a diminution

of expenditure on the military, said
Mr. Montagu, amidst ministerial ap-
plause.

Mr. Montagu addresses a large audi-
ence when he speaks on India to the
House of Commons. Not ornly the
members and ordinary English readers
pay attention, but the growing num-
ber of cultured and progressive Hin-

doos - strain their ears to catch every

Sarnia, Aug. 16.—The Sarnia Gas
and Ele¢tric Company, in conjunction
with the Street Railway Company, will
erect a new power plant on property
of their own, adjoining the site of the
old powerhouse.

The plans have been drawn up and
accepted, and the construction began
today. The specifications call for a
Huilding with a concrete foundation,
brick walls and a steel truss, concrete
roof, thus rendering the structure ab-
solutely fireproof. Another and separ-
ate building will be erected for the
boilers. - E

The cost of the two buildings will be
$15.000. Two generators will be in-
stalled in the main plant, and the en-
tire cost of all the machinery will be
about $41,000.

Six hundred kilowatts will be the
power capacity, leaving a surplus of
perhaps one-third. The officials deny

that an artificial gas plant will be
installed, although it is admitted that

INTO
Council Will Not Investigate the

Statements That City Is
- Being Beaten.

THREE FOR AN INQUIRY

Dismissal of City Inspector at Instance
of a Contractor Came Before the
City Council Again.

There will be no ihvestigation by
the city council into the dismissal of
Inspector Rymill. At the session held
last evening the report of the commit-
tee named some time ago to investi-
gate the charges that the dismissal of
Rymill would intimidate the other in-
spectors was read. The finding was
to the effect that the various inspec-
tors had been examined, and it
found that no intimidation existed.
To this report Ald. Bennett objected,
and asked that the scope of the com-
mittee’'s powers be enlarged to include
a thorough investigation of the Rymill

case, and the dismissal of any other
inspector.
“The committee investigated some

charges alleged to have been made by
myself,” said Ald. Bennett. “I never
made any charges, 1 merely asked
what effect would the dismissal of
one inspector, who had done his duty,
have on the other inspectors? 1 made
no charges. The committee investi-
gated none. I want this Rymill affair
to be gone into thoroughly.”
A Joke Report.

“The report submitted to this coun-
¢il is a mere joke,” said Ald. Rose, in
seconding the motion of Ald. Bennett.
“yYou would not expect the inspectors
to say anything against the man un-
der whom they are working. There
is nothing in the report. Let us go
into the whole matter, and find out
exactly what the truth is.”

“There are rumors afloat that other
inspectors have been digsmissed for
similar reasons,” continued Ald. Ben-
nett. “Let us investigate and find out
whether or not this is true.”

“The committee had investigated
the charges of intimidation,” said Ald.
Murphy. “They have found them to be
baseless. The only thing we can in-
vestigate Is whether or not the city
got value for the money spent. - The
engineer should have full control of
the men under him. -We should in ne
way interfere with him. If the engin-
eer is giving satisfaction, that is all
that we should require. He should be
supreme in his department, and 1 in-
tend to see that he Is. If the alder-
men desire to Investigate the Dundas
and Richmond streets walks, and find,
out whether or not the citizens got
value for their money, I am perfectly
willing. We should not interfere with:
the engineer in handling his men.”

People Want to Know.

“Jeventy-five per cent. of the citi-
zens are at sea as to the reason for
Rymill's dismissal,” said Ald. Rose.
“They want to know why he was al-
lowed to go. The citizens have rea-
sons to believe that some peculiar
work has been done, and they want tp
know exactly what has happened. If
the inspectors have to suit the con-
tractors, we had Dbetter get rid of the
inspectors. It would be better for the
council if the whole matter was sift-
ed.”

“The people believe, and 1 believe
that this thing should be investigated,”
said Ald. Ashplant. “This man, Rymill,
has done his duty faithfully, and we
should stand by him. I am in favor of
a thorough investigation.”

“Not in vears has so small a mat-
ter been given so much attention,”
said Mayor Graham. “The public press
has endeavored to make a sensation
out of it, but there is nothing to make
so much fuss about. Some people
want to make Rymill a martyr. The
engineer's explanation is thoroughly

satisfactory to the majority of the
council.”
Made ‘Charges.
“Mr. Rymill made definite charges

that the walks on Dundas street and
the sewer on Elias street were not be-
Ing constructed according to specifica-
tions,” said Ald. Bennett. “If that is
not definite enough, I would like to
know what you want. 'Rhose charges
are serious, and it is the duty of this

council to thoroughly investigate the
whole business.”
“It is a tempest in & teapot,” opined

Ald. Wright. “The fact that Rymill is
still in the employ of the city is suffi-
cient vindication of him.”

After some discussion, the motion of
Ald; Bennett to have a thorough in-
vestigation was defeated by the fol-
lowing division:
