.- An effort will shortly be made to 
have the Ontario drainage court con­
stituted a branch of the high court 
of justice with increased jurisdiction 
to hear and determine all matters 
affecting municipal law. As at pres­
ent constituted the Ontario drainage 
court is limited to the trial of cases 
arising under the municipal drainage 
laws, and while this court is giving 
general satisfaction, it is felt that by 
increasing the jurisdiction so as to 
embrace all classes of litigation aris­
ing under the municipal la ws, it will 
result in the saving of expense and 
otherwise greatly benefit all parties 
interested.

ROBINS’ GREAT SPEECH.

The following from the Hamilton 
Spectator hits the views of The Planet 

• right on the head :—
At a meeting of the Canadian Man- 

ufacturers’ association, held in Toron­
to yesterday, William Robins, of the 
Hiram Walker company, Walkerville, 
made a volatile speech, with every 
line of which the Spectator entirely 
agrees. In fact, Mr. Robins' ideas are 
mostly those which the Spectator has 
been preaching for many years. He 
announced opposition to reciprocity of 
any degree with the United States; 
held up Britain as the market for 
Canadian surplus products, and rejoic- 
ed that the abrogation by the Ameri- 
cans, of the former treaty, pushed 
Canada into the arms of Britain and 
taught the people of this country to 
be self-reliant.

Proceeding, Mr. Robins said:
"Now, in my judgment the lime has 

now come, when, if we hope to be a 
nation and safeguard ourselves 
against those things that sometimes 
happen when least expected, we ought 
to do something to destroy the mythi­
cal term French-Canadian. I would 
not be a party to take from French 
descendants one shred of what was 
given them under the constitution, 
but I would reason with them as to 
the weakness arising from one class 
of the people being called differently 
to another. I would deny to no man 
the right of his national origin, least 
of all the gallant sons of the foremost 

. nation the world has ever seen, but as 
long as people who are citizens in 
every sense cling to the myth French- 
Canadian, there is a danger -to the 
prosperity of this country. There is 
a paper saying the tri-color is their 
flag. God forbid that I should say a 
word against that flag, but no subject 
can have two flags any more than a 
man can have I wo fathers. It is with- 
in the range of possibility that Bri­
tain could go to war with the country 

= flying that flag, and would French- 
Canadians then say that it was their 
flag I I fear we are careless and loose 
about flags. A flag is an important 
thing. A national flag means what I 
It means that in any part of God’s 
earth you can claim protection under 
it. And what follows “that? That 
you should die for it if needs be. 
Therefore, as a lover of Canada, and 
alarmed from certain conditions which 
might arise, I say the time has come 
when we should ask our citizens of 
French descent to--

Mr. Robins was here interrupted by 
Hon. Mr. Rolland, of Montreal, who 
rose and said: “I protest against this. 
It is a delicate question, and I never 
thought it would be brought before 
this assembly, and I will leave.”

The chairman nought to pacify Mr. 
Rolland, telling him that no offence 
to French-Canadians was intended, 
but the Montrealer was apparently 
bound to illustrate the truth of what 
Mr. Robins had been saying, and re- 
plied:

LINE FENCE DISPUTE.

Brown vs. Myers, an action tor 
ejectment, was beard before. Judge 
Bell in Chambers to-day. Both par- 
ties to the suit derived their titles to 
their respective farms of 25 acres 
each from the same owner, and, both 
parties bought at the same time. The 
plaintiff was in possession of a small 
strip of land covered by defendant’s 
deed. The plaintiff Brown bad a 
line run by a surveyor, and began 
to build a fence. The defendant My- 
era at once prosecuted him for forcible, 
entry. The grand jury brought in no 
bill. Then Brown brought an action 
recover possession of the disputed 
land. The defendant set up a claim 
that he and plaintiff had bought the 
lands together and the agreement was 
that each should pay half and each 
should take half the fifty acres. The 
defendant further said that as there 
was a) deficiency in the fifty acres 
owing to à neighbor to the west en- 
croaching, that each should bear half 
the loss and to that extent the deed 
should be. changed.

Chronometers of Ships Meat Be Be- 
yond Possibility of Error.

There is a popular belief that chronom­
eters, those delicate pieces of mechanism 
which enable the mariner to tell to a 
nicety where he is upon the ocean, are 
made only in England. One will be told 
even in Maiden lane. New York, that 
England is chronometer maker for the 
world. This was true at one time, but 
now, according to shipmasters, America 
turns out excellent chronometers.

Many of the instruments in use in the 
United States are of American make. 
These chronometers are purchased on 
trial. The delicate instrument is sub­
jected to extremes of temperature by 
means of which its variations are ascer- 
tained. No instrument leaves the mak­
er’s hands until It has been thoroughly 
tested or before it to three years old. In 
this period there to ample opportunity for 
developing its peculiarities. When it is 
understood that an error of four seconds 
on the part of the chronometer will put a 
skipper a mile out of bis course, the ne­
cessity of the most careful and thorough 
test to apparent.

Even when an instrument has been 
tested to the satisfaction of the experts 
and has been finally adjusted only a skill­
ed man can be allowed to carry it from 
the workshop to the ship. One firm alone 
baa a dozen of these carriers constantly 
employed. They are not, of course, deal­
ing all the time in new chronometers; 
there are from 400 to 500 always in 
stock from ships arriving in this port 
from all parts of the world. As soon as 
a ship comes into port its chronometer to 
usually sent eshore for rating-that is to 
say, it is carefully observed until the ship 
to ready to sad, when the variation is re­
ported to the captain, who can make hie 
calculations eccordingly.

The chronometers of the transatlantic 
liners are sent eshore for reting every 
time they come Into port. The greatest 
care to token of chronometers on board 
ship, end on ell first clese ships there ere 
usually three, one being for deck observa­
tion. The most perfect one of the lot is 
usually placed in a dry but well ventilat­
ed apartment amidships, where it is firm­
ly screwed down, and, should there be 
fear of dampness, wrapped in a heavy 
woolen blanket. On the government ves­
sels the chronometer is placed In a case 
lined and padded with curled hair, which 
keeps it from being marred. The small- 
est speck of rust on the balance spring 
might cause a chronometer to lose Its ac­
curacy. A first class chronometer costs 
$250, and one of the same grade capable 
of telegraphing its own time sells at $450.
