ENTRANCE AND WITHDRAWAL

to the standard of the Fourth Form work.

Half a term's notice of the withdrawal of a pupil must be
made in writing to the Warden, otherwise a hnlf term's fees must
be paid.

Xo reduction is made for withdrawal or absence of a pupil for
a less period than three weeks. If the absence be caused by
illness, personal or general, lasting over tliree weeks, half the
usual fees for such period will be remitted, on production of
proper medical certificate.

Boys remaining at the School during the Christmas or Easter
holidays are ciiarged at the rate of $30.00 per month.
