Vet with all the experience of the past
to guide us, we are no better prepared to lay down
rules for such a work of grace than our fathers
were. For who can tell the way in which God
shall choose to come ? ** The wind bloweth where
it listeth."" By all the experience of the past,
and by all the promises of God, we are constrain-
ed to believe that he will revive us again; but
how his power shall be manifested, and what pe-
culiar form the next great revival shall take no
man can predict. We try a method, and it suc-
ceeds; we try it again and it fails. Perhaps we
get to trusting the method, instead of God, and
s0 he cannot bless it. Once the brazen serpent
was a source of untold good to ancient Israel.
