The age wo live* in may well bo 
termed tt gold worshipping nge. 
The influence of gold predominates 
on every side.

At tl»e bar of Justice it is heard, 
even when criminally arraigned, with 
respect, nay, more, it sometimes 
opens the gates ot prisons. it 
shields guilt and secures respect for 
ignorance. It stimulates ambition, 
ennobles plunder. It prevails in the 
Senate, and, nt times, let us say it 
without profanity, predominates in 
the Synod. This gold worship is the 
origin of avarice and the mother ot 
prodigality. The former is nursed 
in sordid meanness, the latter in 
rampant crime. Both are the curse 
of our age. This gold worship has 
been growing on us year alter year. 
In the United States, Canada and 
the Australian Colonies, compara' 
lively new countries, it is not to Lu 
wondered at that ils influence is m> 
widely diffused, and felt in every 
rank, state, and condition of life. 
For in these countries, the oppor­
tunities for the rapid acquisition of 
wealth are so much comparatively 
within every man's reach, that in 
the universal race tor wealth, some­
thing of the fever of gold worship 
must almost of necessity be con­
tracted. But this worship of wealth, 
of golden treasure, prevails in the 
oldest and richest countries of the 
world. The spirit of discontent and 
the frequent murmiirings ol discord, 
the contentions between capital and 
labor, which have succeeded the 
tranquility and the steady peaceful 
content of all classes in former 
times, all demonstrate its widespread 
influence.

The lines of Juvenal at once come
to memory, to show that there is
nothing new under the sun:

ires corrupt I, 
avarltiiiin,
linen abest, faelnusque ltbidinis,

Paup*..1 as Roman a peril.

It the virtue, if the virility, if the 
prowess ot Rome disappeared with 
its poverty, or rather with the 
genuine disinterestedness of its citi­
zens, and if on the other hand cor­
ruption, criminality and shameless­
ness crossed the portals ot the re­
public under the protecting mantle of 
this avaricious tendency, what shall 
we say of*our own times? What ot 
the perjury, the envy, the animosity, 
the murders, and the suicides engen­
dered by this degrading passion ?

The first step the Irish Govern­

ment has taken, says the Dublin 
Freeman, to relieve the distress, is to 
create three well-paid offices and to 
appoint three well-connected gentle­
men thereto. The new office of As­
sistant Poor-Law Inspector has boon 
made, and Mr. Robinson, the lion. 
Mr. Bourkc, and Major Studdert arc 
the three persons selected by the 
Government as the first batch. Dur­
ing the famine years a great part of 
“the relief money” xvas diverted 
into the pockets of the sons and the 
cousins and the nephews of the I 
bankrupt gently, and that while the 
people starved, the inspectors and 
pay clerks drew punctually their 
quarterly’ salaries from the Exvhc- 
quer, xvhile they’ helped to meddle 
and muddle the public money. 
When the cry of distress arose in 
any district it xvas at once relieved 
by’ settling a fexv of those gentry in 
the district, and as printed forms 
and red tape added to their local im­
portance, they made a plenteous use 
of these official bogeys. During 
“the relief ” time there xvere four 
tons of printed forms imported into 
the distressed districts; and red tape 
xvas measured out, if not exactly 'by 
the mile, at any’ rate by’ the lineal 
yard. Like all the Irish government 
charities, it will be found necessary 
to expend about seventy-five cents 
in order to distribute every dollar 
><‘t apart for relief by the authorities-. 
The hundreds of lazy sprigs of 
nobility, who hax’e no occupation but 
fox hunting, manage to cat up about 
three-fourths of what should go di­
rectly to the poor people through the 
clergy, or hy making use of many 
other equally’ trustworthy methods, 
xvhieli would entail no expense, and

The 
guardians resolved to carry out 
.-mall sanitary works, and appealed to the 
landlords to do all they 
people.

Murray, land bailiff to William Cotter 
Kyle, Esq., Dublin, was attacked by some 
twenty or thirty of Mr. Kyle’s tenants 
when he was serving them with eject­
ments at Clonfad, three miles from 
Ballinasloe. A week or two befor 
tenants on Mr. Kyle’s property, parish of 
Moore, petitioned their landlord fin­
duction of rent, which request was ac­
ceded to by the offer of an abatement of 
20 per cent, on the year’s rent due to the 
1st of November last. This was refused 
hy the tenants, who demanded an abate­
ment of 2f> per cent, and a further re­
duction to Griffith’s valuation. Mr. Kyle 
refused this demand, and hence the 
serving of the ejectments. When the 
haiiiff (Murray) had served Mr. W. E. 
Duffy, 1*. L. G., and a few other tenants, 
lie was met by a score or so of the tenantry, 
who threw missiles at him, tore the eject­
ments, and prevented his serving any 
more on the tenants. The police of the 
Clonfad barracks witnessed the attack, 
hut made no arrests.

On Dec. loth a farmer named Lau­
rence Carty, while returning home from 
Loughrea, was attacked by four men at 
Cottage, near Loughrea. It appears the 
assailants were aware Carty had some 
money in his possession, and when lie 
arrived at Cottage one of the attacking 
party struck him in the breast with a bar 
of iron, and tlie other three robbed him of 
£\7. After Carty had recovered from tin- 
attack he was taken to Loughrea, but 
was unable to identify any of the 
No arrests have been made. Carty lies 
in a very precarious state. Another far­
mer named Michael Murphy was robbed 
of a large sum of money while returning 
home on the same evening from Loughrea. 
lie states that while crossing a field some 
men came up to him and demanded his 
moi ey, The farmer, fearing that his life 
would be taken, at 'nice complied with 
their request. Murphy is unable to 
identify bis assailants, it is believed by 
all classes that, the robberies 
milled by men who are in great destitu­
tion.

LIMERICK.
A long and interesting letter appears in 

the London I'iiius from Mr. O’Shaugh- 
nessy, Al. I'., for Limerick, respecting the 
state of Ireland. Mr. O’Shauglmessy 
]»redicts deplorable suffering and probable 
famine in Spring unless more practical 
stepts for relief are taken than mere offers 
of money fur drainage, as the offer is not 
likely to lie widely accented, and would 

then leave many distressed districts 
unrelieved. Referring to the State trials 
for sedition speeches on the land agitation, 
Mr. O’Shaughuessy declares the indict­
ment unsustainable, and the authorities 
have been wrong, and had better honestly 
admit it, and drop the prosecution.

The weekly meeting of the Kilmalloek 
Board of Guardians was held on Dec. 12th. 
About thirty able-bodied married 
from Charieville attended to seek relief, 
most of them stating that they had not had 
their breakfast that day. The Chairman 
informed them that outdoor relief could 
not he given, but that Lord Cork had 
applied to the Board of Works for a loan 
of .£1,500 to commence drainage 
his property in and near Charieville, and 
that the other landlords would be applied 
to act in a like way. The men accepted 
the relief offered them in the workhouse. 
About twenty-six men from Kilmalloek 
also applied with the same result.
