Robert Hall as a Preacher,

| Jobn Foster says of Robert Hall:

“In the most admired of his sermons, and
invariably in all his preaching, there was
one excellence, of a moral kind, in which
few eloquent preachers have equalled, and
none ever did or will surpass him—oblivion
of self. ‘The preacher appeared wholly' ab-
sorbed in his subject, given up to its pos-
session as the single actuating principle and
impulse of the mental achievement which
be was performing His absorption was so
evident, and there was so clear an absence
of betraying signs of vanity, as to leave no
doubt that reflection on himself, the tacit
thought, * It is I that am displaying this ex-
cellence of sﬁeeab,' was the faintest action of
bis mind. is auditory were sure that it
was in relation to his subject, and not to
himself, that he regarded the feelings with
whiclr they might hear him.

“The entire and actuation of
his mind by his subject, evident in every
way, was especially so by two signs: Frst,
that his delivery was simple unconsci-
ously governed by his mind. When it was
peculiarly animated, or solemn, or pathetie,
or indignant, it was such, not by rule, inten-
tion, or any ¢ ht or rhetorical fitness,
but in involuntary accordance withi the
strain of thought and feeling. In this sense,

{be ‘spake as be was moved,’ and conse-
| quently nothing in bis maoner of delivery

was either out of place or in it by studied
adjustment.

“The other indication of being totally
surrendered to the subject, and borne on by
its impetus when the cutrent-became strong,
was (in perfect contrast to what is described
above) the rapid passing by and passing
away of any striking sentiment or splendid
image. He never retained it in view by re-
publications or amplifying phrases, as if he
would not let it vanish so soon; as if he
were enamored of it, and wanted his hear-
ers to be so for his sake; as if he wished
to stand a while conspicuous by its lustre
upon him. It glistened or flashed for a mo-
ment, and was goae.

“ The shining points were the more read
ily thus hastened away, as they intimately
belonged to that which was passing. They
cccurred not as of arbitrary insertion, but
with the appropriateness of a nataural rela-
tion. However unexpectedly any brilliant
idea might present itself, its impression was
true and immediate to the purpose. Instead
of arresting and diverting the atiention to
iself, as a thing standing out, to be separate-
ly admired for its own sake, it fell congen-
ially into the train, and augmented without
disturbing the effect. The fine passage would,
indeed, in many instances, admit of being ta-
ken apart, and would, in a detacbed state, re-
tain much of its beauty ; bat its greatest vir-
tue wae in animating tke whole combination
of sentiments. Mr. Hall's imagination
always act€d in direct subservience to his
intellectpal design.”

The Importance of Life.

The impertance of this-life as a season of
probation steadily increases as we come in
sight of the end, and see a vast eternity not
far before us.

Those things which or-
dinarily occupy the attention of mankind,
dwindle almost to nothing. I'be earth, as

But at the
period of life which I bave now reached, it
seems 1o me as if the earth had left the or-
bit of its annual movements, and was making
a rapid and direct flight to the sun. The
objects of  eternity, towards which | am
moving, rapidly enlarge themselves. They
bhave become overpoweringly bright and
grand. They fill the whole field of vision,
and the earth,'with all which is the common
object of human ambition and pursuit, is re-
tiriog in the distance, and vanishing away,

The Revival in Seotland

To the Editor of the Provincial Wesleyan :
Sie,~Havisg in my last communication
referred to the work of God in Cullen and
Port Knockie on the Banffshire coast, |
shall now proceed to state its progress in the
villages adjoining. Accompanied by a friend
from Cullen, and escorted a short distance
by two of the people, we proceeded along
the coast, which is here rugged and bold, to
Findochty, a fishing village which has a
population of about five buudred persons.—
A farm servant was ploughiog in one of the
fields lying on the roadside, and on being
asked if he had found Jesas, replied, No,
but that he was seeking bim, A few re-
marks were made, suitable to his case, and
we passed on. This little incident may
show how general the interest at this time
felt in religious matters. In the first house
we entered at Findochty we found a young
man reading the Scriptures ; and oo makirg
known our wish to bave public service in the
ball used for this purpose, it was promptly
responded to, and a crowded audience was
speedily gathered. Perbaps nowhere on
the coast has the work of revival been so
thorough as here. The Banffshire Journal
says: “ Mr. Turner, after he came to Port
Knockle, visited Fiodochty—a village some
two miles further West. He had there, at
the very tirst not & few of his former hear-
ers, some who bad come from Findochty to
take part in his former services at Port
Kaockie; also people who went in tura to
join in worship with their Findochty neigh-
bors. An excitement very sooh appeared
here. Meetings, held every night, were
continued till late hours in the lollowing
morning. The crowding of the hall was
excessive ; and the enthususiasm of the peo-
ple very extraordinary. Nearly the whole
village has been more or less affected ; many
tell very joyously that they bave found peace,
and speak of the Saviour in the most en-
dearing terms; but some are still in a very
unsettled and agitated frame of mind.” o
reference to this last remark, we need only
say that it refers to those who were still
anxiously concerned about their salvation,
not having yet found peace with God. We
have been accustomed on arriving at differ-
ent places in other parts of the couniry, to
enquire as to the number of Christians who
could be found ; but here we were actually
informed of the number of those who bad
not yielded to the claims of Christ, and were
surprised to find that they were so few. In
this place the preponderating influecce in
society is on the side of truth, snd the
mightiest forces at work are truly Christian
in their character. Oae good man told us
that before this revival he, with two or three
otbers, bad carried on a small Sabbath
School for a considerable time, and that as
they went up the hill to the room they were
men and 'o-o:‘. who
were banging idly about the doors
houses or the m’ of the streets
pow the change is most pleasing : there

Sabbath School of one thousand and eighty
children, and no want of teachers; whilst
the Sabbath itself, which was formerly spent
in idleness and sin, is well observed. We
bad it from good authority that most re-
markable scenés were witnessed under the
preaching of the work, and that the whole
audience was oft bowed down under the
manifestations of the divine presence.—
There is no church nearer than the parish
one, which is at some distance, and several
of the people attend the various places of
worship in Buckie, which is about three
miles distant. “There is a ball—the enlarge-
ment of which is now contemplated — in
which religious segvices are occasionally
held. Sk

There scems an.opening for Methodism,
with its lay agency, alung this cgast, and
the people are wishful to have a Metbodist
Minister, but unfortunately the idea of ex-
tending Methodism in Scotland is viewed as
fraught with many difficalties ; and the ill-
success which has attended former efforts of
this character almost dishearten from ma-:
king any further attempt. In leaving this
place we have to say that the parable of the.
sower may be illustrated by and by, yet that
we are persuaded that not a few in subse-
quent times will date their conversion to
God from this period of revival °

Having left Findochty we reached Port-
essic the same day, where we stayed for
the pight. This is also a fishing village, and
has two or three boat-building establish ments,
and a population of about seven handred
inbabitants. An old Methodist again re-
ceived us. Being a boat-builder, he has
four apprentices living with him. Since
this revival began they bave been convert
ed, and 1t is their castom at each mwal to
sing a Psalm or a hymn, and for one or
more of .them to engage in prayer; before
this they had no love for such s means of
grace. Similar scenes were witnessed here
as in the other places mentioned, and very
many persons were awakened and converted
to God. Amongst oiher remarkable inci-
dents, may be mentioned that of a boat’s
crew which left, at the commencement of
this gracious work, for the ﬁ,nhm.g; some ol

| thens had attended one or two services, and

felt -omewhat of the power of the word.—

Afier an absence of some time they return- |

ed home, baviog found mercy whilst upon
the deep, to the joy of tlieir iriends who had
made prayer for them without ceasing.—
It was the custom bere and elsewbere on
the coast for a crew, before leaving for the
fishing, to club together and spend so much
money in the public house the last evening
they were on shore; the crews of severa!
boats bave left since the revival began, and
instead of being found as beretofore in the
public house, have been found in the house
of prayer, praying for themselves, their
families, and the whole population. Well
may we ask, What but the power of Grace
could accomplish this? My friend and bro-
ther minister preached here an excellent
sermon from Romans i. 16; alter whick
some hymns were sung and several persons
called upon God. A gentleman living at a
distance, wie had heard of the revival
movement and had seen-it set forth as a
species of raving fanaticism, determined to
be an eye witness, and to form his own
opinion by observing its progress and prac-
tical resalts, and thus writes to one of the
papers: “ Oa Saturday, March 10ih, (two
days aiter we had left) I started for Backie,
a distance of nearly forty miles; on reach-
ing there, | made enquiry coocerning (he
meetings, and was informed that a Meeting
was 10 be held at Portessie that evening at
six o'clock. I went to the viliage, and found
about one hundred and twenty persons ms-
tembled—mostly fishermen and their fami-
lies—for prayer. There was nothing pecu-
liar or striking in the proceedings. Prayer
was led by a layman, then a bhymn sung,
after which the Rev. Mr. Barras, U. P.
minister, delivered an address, clear, pointed
and earnest ; then several fishermen prayed
feelingly and intelligently; several more
hymns were sung, when Mr Hector, of
Hilion, a gentleman whose whole energies
are devoted to the furtherance of religion,
delivered a short addrees, or rather exhorta-
tion, on :he duty and necessity of prayer as
a means of promoting God’s work in that
D:strict. There was nothing unusual, even
to the ears of a stranger, excepting a deep
groan uttered ogcasionally, and the amen
responded 1o by the whole assembly. Qoe
thing was quite apparent, the people were
laboring under deep conviction of sin, while
oihers by their prayers gave full evidence
that they bad found peace in Christ, and
were rejoicing from being conscious of par-
don snd forgiveness.” A person who lives
at Portessie visited Inverness a few days
ago, and declired that the change in the
babits of the people was most marked, and
that if it were only permapent it would
be a blessed change. The assistant to
the parish minister, with whom we had
been previously acquainted, expressed his
opinicn that the work was of God, whilst
deploring what he regarded as the excesses
of the movement—meaniog thereby the ex
citement, and late bours, &e. Tbe people
here bave po place of worchip nearer than
the parish church, which lies some distance
from (bem, and the d:ffcrent churches which
are to be found in Buckie, which is more
than a mile distant. A buildjng which was
put up in connection with the fishing, for the
purpose of drying nets, &c, has been nsed
for these special services, and has been con-
secrated by God’s presence, and the prayers
aod praises ot God's people ; it was scarcely
finished at the time, and, a8 one remarked,
had it not been for this we should bave bad
no place of meeting, !

The Irish Revivals.

From the Gissgow Commonwealth.

Now that the first impulse has subsided,
and experience has been able to gather ma-
terials for deliberate judgment on the real
oatare of the movement that so deeply
affected the North of Ireland, it now be-
comes an interesting question to0 inquire
how far the good and evil have miog-
led, and what the ' dispassionate judgment
of dispassionate men now is regarding the
revivals. It may be mentioned, in the first
place, that the balance of opinion leads un-
doubtedly to the belief thata great and
good work has been going on, that num-
bers have reformed their lives, that the in-
temperate have become sober, that thé licen-
tious bave abandoned their courses, that the
reckless have been brought to consider, that
mavy are now clothed and in their right
minds wko previously were noted for their
breach of every moral law, and that, on the
whole a powerful inflaence of some kind
has really pervaded the districts where the
revivals bave taken place. Such are the
opinions that seem to have become settled
in the mionds of those who have the best
opportunity of judging Whether they ap-
prove or disapprove of the outward mani-
fesiations—whether they do or do not ad-
mit that a certaio amount of evil was walk-
ing like a shadow at the side of good—whe-
ther they took part or stood aloof during
the period that the revivals were in active
operation, they almost without exception,
are agreed on this one point, that society is
better than it was, and that the people who
were reacked by the revival influence are
not the same people they were before, Let
the explanation be what it may—let this or
that theory be adopted—let the cause be
nataral or supernatural——divine or human
~in the ordinary ‘course or out of the ordi-
nary course—one fact appears to be ¢stab-
lished beyond dhﬂte. namely, that the good
Las been done—that whereas maay before
were blind, now they can see, do see and
continue to see. This fact appears, after
all, to be the important one. If it still were
a disputed point whetber the work were
good or evil, it would be difficalt to allege
what the work was— how it should be class-
ed—and gpon what principles it should be
examined, but as we are bound upon en-
quiry fally to admit that the work has been
s good work, and belongs to the operation
of Christianity on the hearts of men, we
are able to iook at it without suspicion, and
to ask if there be any reasonable cause that
might help to account for it. Whether or
oot an explanation can be found, it is in the
highest degree satisiactory to know that the
good is there,

So far, then as we bave been able to as-
certain, we feel disposed to regard these re-

They have
for the first time, grasped the truth that they
are not merely labouriog creatures, strug-
ling for a maintenance of the things neces-
sary for their bodies, and trusting, passively
that God will be merciful to them because
they are poor. For the first time they
have come to realize the fact that they

He was the son of the fireman of =
pumping engine in a colliery. - His binbplace’
was a cottage with a clay floor, mud wall,
and bare rafters. He had to help to earn his
living from his earliest years, first by herd-
ing cows and barring up the gates of the
mine at night. Next he was put to picking
stones from the coal, and after that to driv-
ing a hetse which hauled coal from the pit.
By and by he was made assistant fireman to
bis father, When he was seventeen be was
made plugman of a pumping ne—a
bigher post than his father’s—and had chmb-
ed, as it seemed, to the top of his ladder.
What hope was there for a youth- who could
not resd at seventeen ? .

But George had hope in his breast. His
engine was & lesson-book to bim. He took
it apart and paut it together again, studied it,
loved it ; and when he was told there were
books which told about engines he made up
his mind to go to school.

To school he went, and soon learned all
that the village masters could teach. When
twenty years oid he was made brakesman,
and began to think about inventing better
engineés than he saw abou' him.

Thus working, thinking, reading, be kept
on, avoiding all bad habits, ontil he built a
locomotive that traveled at the rate of four
miles an hour on a tramway. This wasa
great affair at that time,

His next work was a railway eight miles
in length ; and from this point he went on
antil be was known as the great railway
pioneer of the world.

The Australasian Conference.

Through the London Walckman of April
11th we derive some very interesting informa.
tion regarding the recent session of the Wes-
leyan Conference in Australasia, and the position
of Metbodism in those distant isles, gathered
from the Wesleyan Chronicle of Melbourne.—
The session began on Thursday the 19th of Jan-
vary, and was the sixth which bas been held
since the Conference was constituted on the
basis of affiliation to that of England. It was
presided over by the Rev. Jobn Egglesipn; the
Rev. D. J. Draper, the President of the previous
year, being elected to the office of Secretary.—
The public prayer meeting which characterizes
the opening day of a Wesleyan Conference was
conducted by the President. Devout people,
among whom were ministers and members of
otber churches, filled the spacious edifice.—
“ Tne power of God was there, and all felt that
auspicious hour to be the token of a happy Con-
ference.”

Of the clerical assembly itself—constituted of
representatives from the several Colonies of
Australia, Tasmania and New Zealand, as well
as the Mission Districts of Polynesia—the Wes-
leyan Chronicle gives the following sketch :

“ There were ministers who had laboured
more than a quarter of a century in these lands,
and who bad lived to see the fruit of their minis-
try-in the existence of an active and prosperous
charch, There were men who bad earned the
distinction of good Ministers of Jesus Christ in
the islands of the sea, one of them returning
from a missionary service of upwards of thiry
years. Men were there who had in former years
toiled for Christ in many distant parts of the
earth, and who bad proclaimed bis name in va
rious languagee. Some bad been labourers in
the West Indies, and some in South America.—
There was one who bad seen service in the
beautiful island of Ceylon, and another amid
the desolations of Newfoundland. Some, in
Western Africa, bad not counted their lives
dear unto them ; and others, in d:fferent Circuits
in the United Kingdom, bad acquired experience
in the Christian ministry. Several were there,
in the prime and vigour of youthiul manhood,
who had in the Australian Colonies devoted
themselves to the Lord’s work, and who were
gladly recognised by their fatbers and senior
brethren as fellow-labourers. These were now
assembled from the various Districts of the Aus-
tralasian Connexion, fqr consultation upon the
affairs of the important section ot the Church
over which the Holy Ghost bad made them over-
seers.”

The reading of the paternal reply of the Brits
ish Conference to the Australasian address of the
previous year appears to bave been the occasion
of much interest and joy to the ministers; and
the aditor of the Chronicle remarks that a uni-
versal welcome would be accorded to any lead-
ing minister of Engiish Metbodism who might
be appointed to visit these Colonies. This no
deubt is a feeling common to the Affiliated Con-
ferences and we have already expressed cur own
bzlief, which reflection confirms, that frequency
io euch visits, would be not only acceptable to
the younger branches of the great family but
bighly beaeficial to the common cause.

The state of the work in Australasia will be
best apprehended by attention to a few sigyistics,
Thirteen candidates were received into “ Full
Connexion.” Seven young men were received
on trial for the work of the ministry, and two
others were placed on the President’s List of Re-
serve for the Mission work. The entire num-
ber of candidates, in different stages of their
probation, is fortyseven, besides fourteen who
are on ftrial as Native Assistant Missionaries in
the South Sea Islands.

The blessing of the Divine Head of the Church
bas evidently rested on his beritage in the
year. In many parts of the Connexion, both in
the Colonies and the foreign field, the work of
the Lord bas been revived, and the Church has
been edified and enlarged. The number of
members returned this year is 32,180, which i
an increase in the Colonies of 1,335 ; and in the
Mission Stations of 2,687 ; being a total increase
of 4,042. Besides this there are 6,897 persons
on trial for membership, being in the &lonm
1,758, and in the Missi 5,189. These
stmbers are exclusive of other stated attendants
on public worship, amounting to tens of thousands
more.

The various Connexional Funds were found
to be in & mtisfactory state. They are managed

The Wesleyan Chronicle closes with some ob-
servations which show that an energetic and en-
lightened spirit animates, and a lovely feeling of
fraternity pervades, the Australasian Conference.

The-early history of Methodism in Australia
and Tasmania is full of interest, and worthy of
being preserved. Many facts and incidents may
by prompt attention be collected, and placed on
enduring record, which the lapse of a few years
would bary in oblivion. Thbe importance of this
subject i the Conference, and it re-
quested the Rev. Jobn A. Manton to prepare
such a recard for publication. Several circum-
stances led to this selection. Mr. Manton is one
of the oldest Ministers in the Auetralian work ;

its beginning hitherto, and is every way compe-
tent for the right execution of the task.

One
of these was the pn}:npn.:m ‘:lmn Manual of
Methodist Discipline the Australasian Con.
nexion, but it was judged expedient that it should
not be undertaken until the resuit of a Commit-
tee appointed for a similar purpose by the Brit-
ish Conference should be known. The subject
of Annual and General Conferences was also
considered. Some of the District Meetings had

resolutions resommending that measures
should be initiated towards the formation of an
Anpnual Conference in each principal Colony,
and of a Representative General Conference
every three or four years. There is undoubtedly
, deep and widely , in- the minds
inisters and people in favour of this
plan, and the time will come when such an ar-
rangement will be necessary and wise. After
long and earnest deliberation, bowever, the Con-
ference decided that that time bad not yet arrived
and that the existing arrangement for Annual
Intercolonial Conferences should not be dis
turbed.

This Conference was throughqut one of peace
and brotherly love; the ministrations of the
Word in the public services were nied
with divine power ; and deeply-interested con-
gregations crowded the various churcbes. The
assembled ministers commended one another to
the grace of God, and separated for their ap-
pointed spheres of labour throughout the exten-
sive regions of Australasia; but, though so widely
separated by distance, they retmain in spirit and
object ome, and no body of Ministers on earth
can be more truly described as a brotherbood in
Christ. The Rev. S. Rabone was nominated as
President of tbe next Conference, which is ap-
pointed to be beld in Adelaide.

Not only so, but the alter~
ations made have enabled us to disposs of pews to
the value of about £200, relieving the premises of
debt to that amount, and placing the Trust in very
easy circumstances. Your readers w:ll also be
pleased to learn that by alterations made® in the
Centenary Church last autumn, we not only effec-
ted a great improvement in the position of the
pulpit of that edifice but also_ disposed of addi-
tional pews to the amount of £340.
On the occasion of re-opening the Germain
street churoh we were favoured with the highly
valued servicesof the President of the Confer-
ence, the Rev. Dr. Richey, who, altbough his
journeyings in this Prévince both in January
and in March bad been great, upon an intima-
tion of our wish to bave his assistance, with his
accustomed complaisance, cheerfally consented
to undertake another fatiguing journey, for the
purpose. ,The effort of the Doctor to come to
our help, #nd his labours among us during the
visit, 1 need bardly remark, were highly appre-
ciated.

The most
auspicious event, howevet, connected with
the affair has been a letter which appeared
in a Roman Catholic Journal recommending
the object to general notice. “ Bat our Pro-
testant friends, too,” writes this tiue son of
His Holiness *“if they be also the friends
of order and of justice, will sympathise
with us.” He proceeds to assigm reasons
why this sympathy should be conceded :
—* 1st.—That the sovereignty of the Ro-
man States is the oldest in Christendom, and,
rests on the fairest and most legitimate
grounds. 20d.—That to upset it would be
to recognize the principle of might agains:
right. 8rd.—That independentiy of the
question of the originally divine right of the
Papacy, there can be Do question that the
Providence of God has always remarkably
vindicated its temporal claims” the latter
proposition being sustained by allusions as
absurd as this appeal to a forgiving but in-
sulted people. Certain it is that a change
comes o'er the spirit of their dream. A
century ago, any altempt fo-circumscribe
the Papistical possessions or power, would
have met with defiant threats where it
now meets with demands for pity. Did we
not stand high in the estimation of Roman
Cathol:cs as truly beaign and charitable be-
ings, the present app=al would have beer
hushed. OQur eyes are opening gradually,
ard we begin to discern that appearances of
prcsperity may, after all, be but certain pre-
ludes to a signal discomfiture. * The Most
High raletb in the Kingdom of men.”

Thanks to your own Hero of
Kars, the fifteen hundred Rifles presented
to her liege subjects of this Colony by our
beloved Victoria, are brought into practice ;
though, by the way, we imagine it may re-
quire a second visit from the_illustrious and
eloquent General to persuade us to aim them
at any other than bull'seyes. Smoke, and
explosions and noise in honor of a distin-
guished ‘visitor like himself, we have no ob-
Jections to ! bat to shoot and kill our neigh-
bors,—whby, with all due deference to Pre-
lates and Commanders-in-Chief, that is a
different thing. "

The sealfishery mania assumes this spring
a milder form than hitherto. Whether from
actual misfortane or otherwise, there is a
considerabie declension in the nnmber of
vessels preparing to leave, and a consequent
melioration of our prospects so far as hazard
is concerned. The number this year is in-
definitely stated at 300 ; that of last year
was 400. The maltitudes of our young
men who pursue this mode of enterprise,
owing to the late religious awakening in
several localities, make a pressing demand
on tbe Minister’s stock of Tracis and good
Books at this season.

Revival in Newfoundland.

Me. EpiTor,— It must afford every
Christian unfeigned gratitude to learn that
in these latter days God is fulfilling his pro-
mise, and pouring out of His spirit upon
His beritage in different portions of our
globe. To hear of extensive revivals of
religion in Sweden, Ireland, Scotland,
Wales and England, is indeed refreshing,
and encourages us to hope that the time
18 not far distant when “a pation shall be
born in & day,” and the kingdoms of this
world become the kingdoms of our Lord,
and of His Christ.” We bhave to record,
with sincere thanksgiving, that God has not
forgotten to be gracious unto us in New-
foundland. The Twillingate Circuit is now
being visited as it never was. The clouds
of mercy have gathered, and are breaking
in rich showers 6f blessing upon the people
here. The work commenced early in De-
cember, when “ Judgment began at the
house of God” Our members, sensible of
their past unfaithfulness, humbled their
hearts before the Lord, acknowledged their
backslidings, cousecrated themself afresh to
Christ, and earnestly implored the blessing
of holiness. Their humiliation was regard-
ed, their prayers were answered, and their
wants supplied. Many were blessed as they
never were, several were sanctified to God,
and immediately became intently concerned
for the spiritual weifare of those around —
From that time to the present, glorious
bave been the display of Divine power and
grace. Scores have trembled, wept, repent-
ed, believed in Christ, ob!ained the remis
sion of sins, and become like little children
Included in the number are young and old.
The most aged person in Twillingate, who
has nearly attained his eighty-sixth year, is
among the saved, and bas testified to the
grace of God. Whole families are convert-
ed. Some of the most notable sinners in
the place, who were prominent among the
persecutors of the Lord’s people, have been
made the subjects of the renewing grace of

Every night since the Spirit began to be
poured out, religious meetings have been
held: on one night five prayer meetings
were being held at the same hour in differ-
ent parts of the settlement. Nearly every
day there are fresh cases of awakening or
conversion. When the service is held in
our chapel, the crowds of worshippers can
scarcely fiad roow ; indeed we have had to
enlarge the building so as to provide ac-
commodation for one hundred more persons.
The awakening appears to be general, and
is extending to other places in this Bay —
At little Harbor several bave experienced a
change of heart. At Moreton’s Harbor
many have been turned from sin and Satan
to God. The sacramental service bere on
Christmas Day was a season of special re-
freshing from abovc. Scores of newly con-
verted persons approached for the first time
the table ‘of the Lord, The love-feast on
New Year's Day was very largely attended,
and proved to be a time of power; many
testifying to the sanctifying power of the
blood of Cbrist. At a meeting held a few
nights since, the names of ninety-nine per-

sons were taken who desire to unite with |’

us in chorch fellowship. As a result of this
mighty work the Episcopal Church is better
attended, and the members thereof are be
ginning to examine their Bibles to ascertain
whether they may scripturally expect to
realize the converting grace of God before
they approach the grave ; as they have been
taught to wait till then before they can hope
to know their sins forgiven. At Moreton's
Harbor the Episcopal minister has deemed
it necessary to announce for public worship
in the church on Thursday evenings. In
this Circuit there are about one hundred and
fifty persons who bave either b-en sanctified,
reclaimed from backsliding, or converted.—
We are led in amaze o ask, with hum-
ble, adoring gratitude, * What hath God-
wrought ?” and are praying that these sea-
sons of refreshing from His presence may
continge. “ Not unto us, O Lord, not unto
us, but unto Thy name give glory, for thy
mercy, and for Thy truth’s sake,” Amen'
All communication between this and other
parts of the world has been cut off since
November. We bave not received a mail
since then, so that we are unaware of the pro-
gress of the Gospel of Christ in the earth
during that period. Our incessant engage-
ments in the blessed work that has been in
progress has caused us to forget our isola-
tion and comparative loncliness in this re-
mote northern circuit. I sincerely hope that
we shall soon learn that every circuit through-
out the bounds of the Conterence has been
similiarly visited. ,
During the past fall successive storms
swept along oar coast, resuiting in the loss
of many vessels and precious lives. Two
vessels belonging to this Bay, while return-
ing from St. John's;encountered one of those

all sections of the Church of Christ may
equally share in that prosperity,

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Death of G. R. Chappell, Esq, of
Manchester, England.

With this honored name those of our
readers who have been accustomed to read
reports of the anniversary meetings in Lon-
don of the Wesleyan Missionary Society will
be familiar. He was ranked in life among the
most remarkable men of Methodism. The
following from a Manchester paper has been
fornarded to us by a friend for insertion :—

“ On the morning of Thursday the 12th
instant, the remains ot our aged and esteem-
ed fellow citizen, .G. R. Chappell, Eaq,
fvere committed to their last resting place in
a vault in St Savior's graveyard, Upper
Brook-street, Chorlton-opon-Medlock.  The
Rev Edward Birch, incumbent of St. Sa-
vior's Church ; the Rev. Messrs Hall, Pope,
and Curnock, Wesleyan ministers; Daniel
Maude, Robert Barnes, John Fernley, Na-
than Worthington, Esqs., and ofher friends
and relatives, assembled at the house of the
deceased, Nelson-street, Oxford Road. The
funeral corlege, which consisted of hearce
and four horses, eight mourning coaches, and
six private carriages, was prsceeded by a
large nomber of Wesleyan ministers, Sun-
day-schocl conductors, teachers, and other
friecnds, who “walked in procession to the
church, where many persons were collected
to see the last offices of respect paid to one
who might justly be styled the patriarch of
the Wesleyan Church in this locality. Mre.
Chappell was-born on the 1st of April, 1778,
at Youlgrave, near Bakewell, Derbyehire.
He tame to Manchester at the age of 14,
and resided in this neighbourhood for the
long period of 68 years. On the last niglt
of the year 1815 his warehouse was burnt
down. He was insured only to a small
amount compared with the loss he had sus-
tained. The Insarance Office (soon after-
wards extinct) contested his claim. This
caused bim deep anxiely, and after prepar-
ing his case fully at the Lancaster assizes,
the Office was ashamed to proceed to trial,
and paid the whole claim and costs.

He served in
the rifle and yeomanry velunteers formed
for the defence of the kingdont in the reign
of the first Napoleon ; he was an alderman
of this city for several years, and a borough
magisirate, taking his seat on the bench al-
most daily, as long as his health permitied.
He left his house in Nelson-street® Jo spend
Christmas-day with his son-in-law and daagh-
ter, Mr. and Mrs. Bancroft, Seaforth, near
Liverpool, being then in infirm health, but
the change of air and scene revived him for
a time. On the 28th of Feb. last, although
he had pot left the house for nine weeks, he
touk the chair at a meeting for the establish-
ing of a town mission at Waterloo, near
Liverpool. He made up his m'nd to free
himself asfar as might be from all worldly
care, and resolved to settle as near as possi-
ble to the Wesleyan Chapel, Oxford Road,
where he bad been so long accusiomed to
worship. On Sunday, the 1st_of April, he
completed his 82nd yesr, and on that evening
partook of the sacrament with the members
of Mr. Bancroft's family. On Thursday
the 5th inst. be came with his daughter, Mrs,
Bancroft, and with Mrs. Howson, an old
nurse of the family, with whom his brother,
who died in April last, had lodged for many
years, and in whose bouse he was desirous
to spend his last days. When there he ex-
pressed bimself as having acted wisely in
coming to be near his medical adviser, Mr.
Turner, to whom when he fitst called upon
him, he said, “ You are come (o sce a dying
bedy, but a living soul.” On Good Fiiday
he became weaker, but not #0 much so as to
alarm aoy of his friends. His medical ad-
viser saw bim twice on that day, and he re-
tired to rest at his usual hour, but the
draught he was ordered to take did not seem
to compose him ; his faithful nurse, however,
did not leave him, and about five o’clock in
the morning he desired to Lave his bands
and face washed ; he then took a little medi-
cine and seemed to slumber, not appearing,
however, to suffer any pain. A little be.
fore seven o'clock on the morning of the 7ih
be passed so gently away that his attendants
scarcely knew that he had gone. So peace-
ful was the end of one who had lived for
wany yesrs in the service of bis heavenly
master that it appeared rather a * transia-
tion ” than.a death, and bisjprayer that he
might not have a lingering sickness was ful-
ly answered His was a sudden, but not an
unprepared exit from the world.”

SWITZERLAND AND SARDINIA.—It would be
bard measure to Sir Robert Peel to judge of his
proceedings by a briet telegraph from Geneva,
else one might think that be bad represented
bimself as having a special mission from the
Eoglish Government te Swilzerland, not less
momeutous in a different way than that confided
to Mr. Cobden for the negotiation of the Com-
mercial Treaty with France. Oa Saturday last,
Sir Robert welcomed a Genevese deputation
who presentcd him with a rifle and a cup, and be
is reported (o have promised them the assistance
of this couniry for the vindication of the neu-
trality and independence of the Helvetic Con-
federation. Such assurances might have been
vaguely given by almost any Enghsh traveller,
relying on the letter of treaties and the sympa-
thies of bis countrymen ; but the diplomatic
offices which Sir Robert Peel bas held in Swit-
[ zerland, te recent Despatch of our Foreign
Secretary in reply to M. Thouvenel, and the
critical circumstances ot the time, may have
given to the Baronet’s speech a meaning less
parely perronal and uncfficial that could have
been desired. The thanks thereupon presented
by the Deputation to the English Ministry and
Parliament were ratber too compromising.

Oa the fcilowing day, the popular voting upon
the question of annexation to the French Em«
pire commenced in Nice, and a week later, that
1, on Sunday next, the same question was to be
submitted, in a point of form if not of fact, to
the inhabitants of those north-eastern districts
of Savoy in whose neutrality and separation trom
the military system of France the Swiss have a
vested interest and a Treaty right. 1f there is
any truth in the statement that, be the result of
the voting what it may, the bardy Repubiic is
resolved to struggle for its rights against Napo-
leon 111. as cbstinately as it lately did against
tbe King of -Prussia, and to oppose force by force
rather than permit Chablais and Faucigny to be
occupied by the French arms, Sir Robert Peel,
by the encouragement he breathed into Lis Swiss
triends and admirers, has incurred an unenvia-
ble responsibility 8o far as Sardinia is a party
to the alienation of her own territory, it is nearly
complete. The Parliament at Turin, though it
bas not yet ratified the treaty which gives awa
the ancient heritage of the House of Savoy,and,
what appears to be more keenly felt, the County
of Nice, which is an integral part of the Italian
peniosula, has merely listened with respectful
compassion 1o the proiest of Garibaldi, and left it
to the Government to secure that this week'’s fa-
ta! vote =hall take place with as littie scandal as
possible from the presence or the vicinity of
French troope.

Cavour and Farini are determined that, how-
ever painful the operation way be, one weak
limb ot the Italian body shall be ampatated, in
order that the rest may live and thrive. While
sacrificing a child to Moloch that be may be pro-
pitious to the remaining family, they endes vour
indirectly and anonymously to allot the odium ot
the deed exclusively to the idol itself. Their
tone is, “let not a word be said about compen-
sa'ion, exchange, or bargain ; let the act go for
what it is—a great, a sorrowful sacrifice, to which
the nation submits for the welfare of all.” Doubt-
less it would be convesien! that the transaction
should not be called an exchange or a bargain,
atter the express undertaking given by Sardinia
last summer, that she would r either sell nor bar-
ter away ber inberitance. The Representative
of Nice does not understand the tearsof the
Sardinian Premier over the innoceats whom he
long ago devoted as .victims, intending at the
same time that, the guilt should not light upon
bimself, the necessary accomplice, but upon the
instigator and author of the fact. Court Cavour’s
reward is that France guarantees Parma as well
as Lombardy to the Northern Kiogdom : not
tha Legatious, not by any means Tuecany. For
the latter of these there will be a reckoning be-
tween Victor Emanuel and bis patroo, and for
the recovery of the former a French soldier,
Genera! Lamoriciere, bas obtained permission to
enter the military service of Pius 1X. The
General's rapid 1ecovery from a fit of the gout
has been accepted as a direct intervention of
Provideoce to enable bim the sooner to whet the
mercenary sword of Germans and Swiss who
seil their blood for that most Catholic gold which

The Government, it seems to be
understood, bas connived at the escape of Count
Montemolin ard his brother, and although it is
whispered that the Countess of Montijo, the mo-
ther of tbe Empress of the French, bas al:o
been compromised, yet weighty state remsons
exist why the proofs of such complicity should
be allowed to disappear.

The Earthquake in St. Domingo.

April 8,at 8 P.M., the inhabitants of Gonai-
ves were much alarmed by a constant shaking of
the earth, which continued up to the 13th inst.
the time of leaving the port. No iives were lost,
nor damage done, except the cracking of several
buildings. The inhabitants betook themselves
to the open spaces and streets for safety. The
shocks, to those on board the shipping at the
place, sounded similarly to the rambling of chain
cable over a rocky bottom. The excitement
among the residen's of Gonaives continued to
such an extent that many merchants closed up
their stores and built temporary sheds of board
to protect them from the weatber, while others
spread their mattrasses under the balconies of
outhouses along the streets. As the shocks be~
came more distinct, the people became more
bold outwardly. Some of the wealthiest whole-
sale merchants were obliged to keep gnard over
their premises to protect them from pillage,
which was in some cases attempted. Every man
who possessed property laid down with revolvers
and other weapons at his side and wore the
same by day.

News from Port au Prince states that the
earthquake was felt there, but no loss of life en-
sued although several houses were precipitated
to the ground. From the interior of the island,
intelligence bas been received that several houses
were thrown down, and some lives lost. The
weather during the whole time was very fine,
with baffling winds from the shore.

« Here in Perrin’s - History of the
Waldenses, their articles of fauh are given
(lib. ii. o 4. p. 81), They are sovenisen
in nomber. I will read the last: * As t0
sacraments, it has been dgtermined by the
Holy Seriptares tbat we have but two sac-
ramental signs or symbols, which Christ
Jesus hath left untons : the one is Baptism,
the other the Eacharist or Lord’s Sapper,
whicl we receive to demonsirate our per-
seserance in the faith, according to the
promise we made in our baptism in our in-
fancy, ss also n remembrance of that

eat beoefit which Jesus Christ hath con-
,:n'cd vpon us, when he laid down his life
for our 1edempuion, cleansing us with his
most precious biood.” Thie is slso found

" in Dr. Baird's work, p. 396.

« Did the - Wa denses practise smmersion
io baptism ? asked Eider Clayton. )

“ They did not,” replied Haliey. * This
might be inferred from the auvthorities
slready cited, showing that ibeir faith and
forms of worship were like those of the
Reformed ehurches—were - Calvinistic
Says Dr. ,Blil’d,é). 382: * When the nie of
baptism is 10 be adminisiered, it immediately
follows the sermon. The minister, alier a
special prayer for the occasion, and an ad-
dress 10 the pareots, or those who present
the child, descends from the pulpii, places
bis bands together, into which some one
present poars water from a visl or small
betile, which he in wurn pours spou the
child, prooouncing at same lime ils
name, and repeating the words of the institu-
tion: * I bapiize thee in the mame of the
Faiher, the Soo, sad the Holy Ghos.”
The whole form, phraseology, eic, is
qzacily like wha; exisis in our Presbyterian
snd Congregaiioual churches.’

 Dr. Miller gives us a large number of
quoations from their own Conlessions of
faith, and other writings drawn vp between
the twelfth century and the period of the
Reformation ; will read a few of them.
* Baptism,” say’ they, * is adminisiered in a
full congregation of the faithful (oot in a
river or pond) to the end that be that is
received into ihe church may be reputed
and held of all as a Christian brother, and
that all the congregation may pray for him,
that he may be a Christisn; And for this
cause it is that we present our children in
baptism, which ought 1o be done by those
1o whom the children are most nearly re-
lated, such as their pareuts, or those 10
whom God bas given this charity * (Apology
of the Waldenses sent to King Laoceslaus).
Aguin, referriag 1o the superstitions ad-
diticns to baptism which the Papiste had
introduced, they ssy, in s andienmt MS,,
dated 1220 (the *“ Book of Antichrist ™),
of the Chrism—sign of the cross—extreme
unclion, eic. ‘ Bat we find nothing in the

_Seriptures touching such orders as they
preiend, but only the custom of the church.)

There is no ground 10 show that Christ,
or hie Apostles, did institute any such
thing.'

“ |n another MS., of about the same date,
occurs this passage under the head .ol
Dancing : ¢ Agaio, they that dapce, break
that promise snd agreement which they
have made with God in baptism, when
their god-fithers promised for them that
they shall resounce the devil and all his
wotks’ (See Perrin, p. 241). Aond io a
reply to a slander from their Popish neigh-
bors, they say: * Yet, notwithstanding, we
bring our children to be baptized.

“ 1 will pow read a litile trom Merdock’s
Mosheim (vol. i, pp. 200, 201): ‘It isa
well-known bistorie fact, that in the 16:b
century, he genuine decendants of the old
Waldeosians, Wickliffiies, and Hussites,
who were namerous in France, Eaglend,
Bohemia, Moravia, &c., readily uaited with
the Lgnbheran and the Reformed com-
muaities, and 2t leagth became absorbed in
them, sod that very few, 1f any of them, ever
maoifesied a prefcrence for ihe Mennonites,
or for any of the apti-pedobaptist sects of
that sge. Tbhe firss Mennooites were not
persous who bad before borne the name of
Waldensiane, or who were kuown descend-
aots of Waidensians ; por did they originate
either 10 or pear the countries where the
Waldensians in that sge resided. Aond if
we atempt to trace the history of that
grand peculiarity of sll Menoomtes, their
qg?ﬁmng baptism 1o adult believers, and
réjecung infant bapiisms altogeiher, we
sha!l find, that at the time Menno first
embraced it, it existed among the numerous
German Anabapiists, but not among the
Waldenses of Fiance, or Bohemia, who
were than universally believers in infant
baptism, aod were in fraternal communion
with ihe Latheran snd Reformed churches.
T'hese Waldensian Pedobaptists, moreover,
declared that they held the same beliel
which their faihers bad maintained for
several centuries, snd they appealed 1o their
old books to.make good their assertions,
Thoere were indeed vsrious mystical eects,
tinetured more or less with Manich®an
views, in the 12 b and following centuriee,
who rejecied all water bapusm, on much
the ssme groands as the Quakers #:ill do,
and some of these esssiled infant baptiem
especially, as being peculiarly unsuitable
and absurd. There is also preity good
evidence that early in the 12:ih century,
Peter de Bruys, sod bis successor Henry,
with their followers, the Peirobrusians aud
Heoricans, did at first reject 1nfant baptism
without discsrding all baptism. But soon
afier Peter Waldo arose, and we hear no
more of the Peirobrusians and Henricane.
They probably gave up their opposition to
infant baprism.’

¢ Drs. Baird, Faber, and Blair, forther
assure us of the great antiquity of these
simple people—handiog dowa their faith in
ite purny sad simplicity~even from the
daye pf the Aposiles—and, moreover, ddd
that gBey were Pedobaptists, and beld to,
sod  Practised, infant baptiem. More

idence might be addaced, but ceriaialy

0 mmzd: could be desired. It hes been
made doubly cerisin. The testimony of
the Waldeoses thomselves at 1bé present
time, and all slong back, up through meny
geoerations, even before the 12th century,
declares infant baptism 1o have been their
practice from the very times of the Apostles ;
also we have cited 10 you the testimony of
their bitterest enemies in all'ages, which in

¢ barmooy with their own statements assures
vs of their grés. antiquity, snd the uni-
formity of their faith. Do you think any-
thing - more is weeded 10-make assurance
doubly sure

“ No, certainly not!” exclsimed Squire
Taouer; “that point was made vut jong
ago. Nothiog mure was necessary. Aod
now haviog added their owa-testimony to
what was already evident, every doubt dis-
sppears, aud every possibility of coffjecture.
Thoey unquestionably kaew what they be-
lieved and what the faith of their anlestors
was, and that, 100, better than iheif,neigh-
bors or their encmies—they must De ac-
koowledged competent wiinesses in the

case.
“ Now call to mind,”

“ithat we proved

churches of the primiive

S

charehes ; and that the writers in them,
the church fathers, declere thet iafant
baptiem was not ouly universaily practised,
bat aleo thet it wee ordered of the Aposties.
Aud then recollect thst we to day began at
the last link o the chain--the

P ist churches of this age—aand have
gone backward with a conmection of incon-
isovertible historic evidence, showing thal
the only pure Gospel church which has
kept an unbroken descent from the Apostlee,
is now, and alwaye has been, a Pedobaptist
church. Who then, if sny, need or can
boast of their aocestry? Does it sppear
pow that infant bepiism is a correption of
the Romish church? Friend Graves says:
* We may well be proud to be sble 10 clavm
these (Waldenses) as our brethfen.” He
would be proud, if be were able, but slas!
for him and his_statements, all kistory is
ogainst him. It will require anuther
volume from Brother Graves to clear up the
labjrinthine mysteries in which be eeems 10
have involved himse!f ” X

« There are some other sects,” eaid
Avoa, * which Mr, Graves mentions in his
works, that I would like to inquire afier.”

“ Will you give us their names, Mise
Aopa ?” :

“ They are the Albigenses, Paulicans,
Cathari or Puritans, Novstionists, and
Doostists.”

« First, then, the Albigenses,” continued
Halley, * that was 8 general name given to
all Freach hereiics, and included a number
of widely differing sects, and smoog the
rest the Waldenses. Graves says (The.
B« ii. p. 464): that ¢ These 800,000 Al-
bigenses were Daptists!’ This is a very
modest claim, and sounds very much ae i
would for any one to assert that all in the
R:w-od Pedobaptist churcbes are Qua-
kers! :

“Peter Sarveusis, a writer, of thal age
(1209), divides the Albigenses into various
sects; and says (¢. ii. p. 8) that the
Waldenses were ibe best among them.
Those sects called Cathari, Publicani or
Pauliciani, and Bulgari, were aleo included.
These were called Albigeases in a limited
sense. Hence, it comprehended three dis-
tinet sects by name, yet all three very
nearly alike in their faith and doetrines.

“The Paulicians in Frasnce were called
the Albigenses ; in lisly, the Cathari and
Paterini; and by the Greeks, Manich®ine
(See Mosheim, vol. ii. pp. 103, and 201).
Let ue exsmipe their creed, which is tbe
same or similar 10 that professed by all thoge
sects which are depominsted Gaostics.
Their doctrines were (Mosheim, vol. ii. p.
104 : L ¢ They denied that this lower and
visible world was created by the Supreme
God, ete. 1L. They contemned the Virgin
Mary, ete. IIL They did mot celebrate
the 's Sapper. 1V. They loaded the
Cross with contomely. V., They rejected
the books composing the Oid Testament.
VI. They excluded presbyters of elders from
the administration of the church.’”

“ There is no Baptist doctrine there, as
I con perceive,” said Eider Clayton. &

“ No,” replied Halley ; “if they had the
* grand distinguishing peculiarities’ of our
Baptist brethren, Mosheim overlooks it
in the above paragraph. Yet, lest some
Baptist, like Brother Graves, whose
zeal runs away with his modesty ; or
perbaps I shonld eay, whose sectarian spiri
blunts his moral sensibilities, so that he csn-
not readily distinguish between truth ased
error—lest this shouid occur, I will cite 10
you Dr. Hase, who ascribes the same ten-
ets and origin 1o the Catbari and Paulicans
(or Paulicians), snd sdds they did not use
baptism at all. Aund the same is implied by
what Mosheim says in another paragraph,
that they rejected all exiermal forms.’
These were the model and ancestral Bap-
tists claimed by Brother Graves.”

A half-suppressed lsugh passed sround
the room, accompanied by exclamations :
* Is it possible ! Model Bsptists, ingeed !
Why, they were Quakers ! ” etc.

“ Brother Graves adds a liok or rather a
name more in ¢ T heodosia’ (vol ii. p. 465),”
continued Halley. * He says,* the Patern-
iues denounced infant baptism, and baptised
by immersion, as indeed all parties did at
that time. They were.called Paternioes
from tha patience with which they suffered
for the csuse of Christ, He refers 1o Rob-
inson's History of Baptists, pp. 428- 430
Uafortunately for Mr. Graves statement, I
nave the work bere ; and he on those pages
's speaking of some individuals io 1609,
whereas Mr. Graves is speaking of the year
750 ; snd moreover, there is not a word
said there sbout the Paternines ; and what
is still more strange, in glanecing over ihe
work, | have not seea the name mentioned
at all ! 1 have fobod it neither io the ta-
ble of conients, nor 1w the body of the
work !”

‘* ls not that work considered good au-
thority ?”” ssked Anna.

“ [ will asnswer your question by refer-
ring you to Dr. Woods on Iafant Baptism
(24 ed., p. 140) ; from which I will quoie
a few sentences. °lo reference 1o one of
the writers to whom I bave alluded, namely,
R. Robinsoo, whose history of Baptism -is
ofien referred to as good authoriy by the
Baptists of America, being unwilling to
trust my own judgment merely, [ have re-
quested my respected colleague, the Rev.
Moses Stuart, 1o favor me with his views.
Io compliauce with my request he has sent
m2 the following letter, with liberty to in-
sért itin 8 note.’ I will quote a few pas-
sages from the letter. ‘ Having so ofien
heard the book spoken highly of, snd know-
ing something of Mr. Robinson’s taleats
and character, | bad a great curiosity to
see it. | have examined it 0g various topice,
and confess myself 1o be greaily disappoin.
ted, aud pot a litle disgausied. There is
everywhere in it, an air of slmost profane
levity ; which at times breaks forth into the
most gross and palpable indecency. * *
How 18 it possible, that serioue and sensible
men of the Baptist community coold have
ever recommended such a book as this to
the public 1 Wiihal, there is such a gross
and palpable unfairness in Robinson’s ex-
amination of the testimony of the Chrnistian
Fathers, and such a shallow criticism both
on them and on the New Testament, that
one may well wonder, that this book should
meet with encoursgement smong men of
sobriety and good sense. There is, indeed,
an appearsnce of a kind of learning in the
duthor ; but it is merely that of a literary
gourmand, who bas read everything curious
and entertaining, and but very litile that is
solid, and hes reasoved snd reflected still
less on what he has read.’

“ This answers your questioo, Miss An-
na, and we will now return to the Patern-
ines, and see what they really were. Mo-
sheim (vol. ii. p. 166, sud- n. 23) says,
‘ They were the Monichmans, aud Pater-
nines, and was one of the names by which
the Paulicisns or Manichmans were desig-
nated in lLialy, who are well knowa to have
migrated from Bulgaria to Italy in his age,
and who were the same as were also calied
Cather.””

% We have already learued, then, what
their doctrines were,”” said Taoner.
“ These seem to have been different names
fot essantially the same sect ; snd webave
been sssured by i testimony,
ihit- they ot oolyiwjcered all bsprism,
slso, all external whatever! |
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tors, however sirenaously Mr. Graves may
labor to the end.”

“You see, thes,” said - Halley, * how
bard Mr. Graves was pusbed for names snd
connections in bis ‘ reguler apostolie sac-
cession.’ Here are no less than four of bie
oames, or secis—Albigenses, Paulicans,
Catbari or Paritans, sad the Paternines—
sll mesning the ssme thing, and designating
a sect or commupity, which rejected ali
baptism, sll exiernsl forme, and the Old
Testament Scriptures, and doubted the
ability of God to creste this mundane
sphere. What besutiful immersionists 1hey
must have been! What docirines,
forms, and discipline they adhered to, and
practised! What a pure charch they were!

“The difficulty was, Mr. Graves had
predetermined himeelf of apostolical ao-
cestry; and no matier what the facis in the
case were, they must all bend and be so
colored ss to put on 1he appearance of pro-
ducing the required tewimony ! Oa p. 467,
he jomps back from the last-mentioned
sects to the year 300, and asseris that then
they were all Bapiist churches except a few

w Africa; :nd thus he completes his an

cesiry, and submits his claims of heirship!

¢« But we have slready showo that during
the first four cemturies there was not a
Baptist church in existence! Aund we are
now ready 10 show that there was Doi one
in existence during the eleven centuries
succeeding the ascension of our Savior!
The Novatians and Donatists were disposed
of yesterday, and there is only oue more
community mentioned by M¢. Graves (p.
470, vol. ii.), as he says, * To complete our
chain!” 'This is added, | bave mo doub,
for effect, sud to give ihe already extended
liet of namee a more respectable sppearance.
But how it would link io, or terminate the
chain of succession wilh thoze who did not
ase baptism at all, even if granied o bea
Baptist community, | respectfully submit to
your judgment.”

‘““What is the name of that seet or
society 7’ asked Anos. “I csnnot recall
any other sect.” .

“ Mr. Graves, being a very modest man,
does not designate it by aoy particular
nawe,” replied Halley. “He only says
that on examidation he bas found them to
be Baptist cburches!”

« Do you sdmit them 10 bave been Bap-
tist chorches 1" asked Squire Tanner.

“ By no means! and I 1biak you will

ee with me, in view of what has already
beeo adduced, when you learn 1o whom be
makes reference. [ will read the passage:
s John (be Baptist) at that time had pre-
pared, or.was prepariog, 3 people made
ready for the Lord.
