PRUNING.

The Germawtwen Telegraph, in an
article on pruning apple-trees, makes
the following stateinent which is pub-
hshed for the benefit of those who have |
Most of vur
orchards bave been hadly managed, as
their appearance und coadition show.
Generally they have been pruned in

ed injarivus to the trees :

*“ Here at the North, we have no class
of prople more siccessful with orch- |
ards tban the United Society, or Shak- |
ers. They consider their trees as or-
ganized productions, capable of being
1wproved by proper care, and injured |
by neglect and wismavagement. Of
course they are careful to see them fed
with proper diet, and in all respects
dealt with as things of vegetable life,
having constitutions to be protected
and preserved as they should be. We

Mount Lebanon, N Y ,and found them
engaged in pruning some beautiful ap-
ple trees by the wayside. Thenovelty,
to us, of seeing pruning performed at
that busy season indneed us to inquire
why it was done. The reason given
wus, that at that season the sap was
thick, and of course would not run to
waste, and that if pruued then a heal-

would eventually cover the wounds and
protect the tree from all dawage
through cutting « ff branches.

“In a subscquent visit to the city,
we were invited into some of the orcb-
ards, which had for years been salject

luxury to see their healtiy trees, free

ing,and in sowme instancee with scarce-
ly & scar to show the operation bad
been perfurmed.”

Another paper says :—The early part
of summer 18 a guod time to prupe
young trees. Such trees being in a
growing state, i*. is then easy to deter-
mine what brancbes to retain and which
to cut off. in forming the head. Also,
by 1emoving unvecessary branches at
this scason, there is a saving in the
growth by tuining the furces into the
other parts of the trees. The thinning
out of the heads of bearing trees may
be done in autumo or winter. But of
all seasons, the spring is the worst for
pruning, especially when the sap is
rising, as wounds wade at this season
do not heal readily. The sap, ovzing
from the wounds, ferments, turns the
parts black, decay soun begins, and in
large trees, the wood rots vefore the
wound cun beal over. It sometimes
happens, however, that pruning wmust
be dome in the spring, or gu undone.
1o such iostances, us little should be
lopped off us will answer the purpose,

classics. The one was never antagonis-
tic to the other. He who listened to
the platform effort of the week was none
the less likely to be saved by means of
the pulpit, effort of the Sabbath. These
gifts were throughout life devoted, un-
der God, to the Church he loved. They
might have won him high distinction
elsewhere, but ‘‘ true to the Church of
his ancestry and his conversion, he de-
nied the doctrine that ‘ every man has
his price ;' and the ability which could
have won a dozen fortunes accepted the
slender allowance of a Methodist preach-
er.” While his' loyalty was perfect his
bearing toward those who differed from
him in opinion was a ‘‘ pattern of char-
ity and moderation.”

NEWFOUNDLAND CONFER-
ENCE FINANCES.

Several letters on this subject have re- |
' cently found a place in our columns. If

some others have not appeared, it is be-
cause their sentiments had been antici-
pated by those our readers have seen.
Hencceforth our brethren on the mis-
sions of the island colony may dismiss
any fears lest from their previous sil-
ence they should be supposed to be
dwelling in special pastures. Our only
regret is that any practical result from
the communications published is likely
to be prevented by the smallness of the
circulation of our japer among their
people.

These letters in general breathe a
manly tone, quite in keeping with the
opinion which a brief visit several years
ago led us to entertain respecting the
ministers of our Church in that section.
The financial crisis through which they
are passing has been foreseen by them-
selves as well as by others. We may not
wholly acquit them of the charge of
financial recklessness, but it is such a
recklessness as challenges at least some
degree of admiration. They saw the
need, and aimed to meet it, letting the
morrow care for itself. In this hour of
pinching need they raise no cry for re-

| trenchment.  One earnest brother, for
whose letter we have not space, is in-
deed 80 bold as to hint at the need for
' more men. He would like to pilot Dr.
! Sutherland on a tour through the vari-
ous missions. Quoting the Doctor’s
words respecting the ‘‘enlarged ex-
perience of missionary work and more
ample acquaintance with the field and
its needs,”’ gained through his fifteen
weeks journey in the North-West, he
sxpresses a strong belief that a similar
visit of a few w.fh to Newfoundland,
spent ‘‘not im-vgoing to and fro by
steamer or carriage, but in fishing-
suwacks, bait-skiffs and punts, faring as
the brethren fare on many of the cir-
cuits,” would cause him to turn his re-
gards in part to the island whose area is
larger than that of some kingdoms.

We believe that Newfoundland is
worthy of most careful attention from
our missionary authorities. Just now
some of our missions there may seem
helpless, and the counsel to *‘ do more”
may meet with slight 1esponse, but
it cannot well be otherwise. Re-
cent statements, given by Sir William
Whiteway before the Legislature, set
forth the causes of the general financial

weakness very effectively. It was shown ,
by the Premier that the quantity !
of fish caught sixty-five years ago |
was about equal to that caught the year
before last, and considerably more than
that of last year, while during these
sixty-five years the population has grown
to nearly three times its former numeri-
cal strength ! Under such circumstances
the people must suffer and the pastors
must suffer with them.

We predict for England’s eldest colony
a brighter day. Her people have been ;
getting glimpses of her mineral wealth, |
and of the agricultural and timber lands
of the interior, and her government has
just entered into a contract for her first
Railway, with a company who make no
secret of the fact that along the line they
have undertaken are great grazing, farm-
ing, timber and mineral treasures.
When these shall be developed and the
great highway between Europe and ‘
America shall pass through Newfound-

some of the opposition which has cost
her the loss of Provincial aid. The
success of her students in competition
with those of older institutions has not
been unobserved. With a highly hon-
orable record, with a staff of able educa-
tors in charge, there is only necessary
to render her futnre more prosperous
than the past, that generous support
which Methodists are giving to similar
institutions all over the American
Union. If we have no men who can
place at the disposal of the Board of
Governors such immense sums as fre-
quently meet our eye for smaller purpo-
ses, in our exchanges, we have at least
enough to place Mount Allison, by
smaller gifts, in a far more effective po-
sition than she has yet occupied.

A DUTY OF THE HOUR.

The advancement of our Educational
Institutions at Mount Allison will be !
one of the most important subjects for
consideration at the approaching Con-
ferences. Our people will of course ex-
pect to see our future policy outlined at
the meeting of the Board of Governors |
which takes place early next month, but
no definite action is likely to be taken
until the Conferences shall have had
opportunity for discussing the situation.

Whatever that policy may prove to
be in detail, it must be assumed without :
hesitation that the care of these Institu- |
tions, which have played a most import-
ant and honorable part in the general
higher education of the youth of the
Lower Provinces, is henceforth commit-
ted to the care of the Methodists of the
Maritime Conferences. To brood over
the injustice done, and waste time in
idle regret, would be unworthy of a
Church with a record like ours.  That
injustice has been done- that it is still
being done,— none deny.  The
withdrawal of all aid from all denomina-
tional institutions might be objected to
on the ground of principle, but little
could be said against the fairness of
such action. That action, however, has
uot been taken ; and he who runs inay
read that in Nova Scotia one college, to
all intents and purposes denomination-

can

al, continues to lhold in its grasp at
least twenty thousand - dollars of
Provincial funds, while the grants
made to other colleges in view of that
appropriation have bLeen suddenly,
might we not say violently, withdrawn.
A fact so evident cannot carelessly be
dismissed. The silent witnessing of
such an act would pervert the public con-
science, and weaken its force, already
too week.

Our first snow fell
on the fifteenth of November—and it
still lingers in secluded corners. We
had uninterrupted sleighing from about
that period to the latter part of March,
and by a little effort in making atrack on
the sides of the roads it might have been
continued till within three days of Good
Friday. During all this season, our rail-
roads were scarcely ever inconvenienced
by blockades, and our connnon roais were
in exocellent condition for sleighing. The
result has been a great harvest for our
saw mills and lumbering interests, and

| every industrious laborer has found an

opportunity for remunerative employ-
ment, *‘ The times areso much better”
is the frequent exclamation of our

| business men. But it must be confessed

that the present prospects of our wheat
harvest are not cheering.: The thaws
which uncovered the wheat have been
followed by severe frosts and a drouth
of long continuance, so that the wheat
fields look very brown. Notwithstand-
ing the improvement of times in conse-
quence of the abundant harvest of last
year, and the propitious winter season,
our section coes not present that aspect
of thrift you would naturally expect it
to do. Depopulation is rapidly taking
ilace in nearly al our towns and vil-

ges. Farm property is much deprec-
iated in value. Our railroads are doing
a very heavy business in removing from
among us very many of our most enter-
prising families. Very many of these
we regret to say, have gone to make a
home, not in our own Manitoba but in
Dakota. This depletion is being very se-
riously felt by our own Church in this
section of country. Some of our princi-
pal stations will be greatly crippled this
yearby this state of things.

We are happy to say our field of
labor is not a station but a two-men
circuit. We think a serious mistake
has been made, in converting small
villages, which were the heads of
large and strong circuits, into petty
stations, hardly able to give a pas-
tor a meagre support and certainly
not giving him sphere enough for the
manly development of his strength and
grace, and the maintenance of his health-
ful vigor. We think if it were the
universal practice of Methodism to give
a co-pastorate to its people, it would
tend greatly to the promotion of pulpit
efficiency and of revival interest and
success, while a direct injury is done to
the business of every village when it
ceases to be the head of a circuit and
thus ceases to draw to it from time to
time the leaders and stewards and mem-

| bers to attend its official neetings, and

who always stop to trade as well.

AMERICA—REV. WM.

TAYLOR.

Mr. Taylor's first visit to South Ame-
rica was to the West Coast, in 1877. In
the following year, in July, he sent out
his first party of missionaries—nine in
number—who went to different places
in the countries on the West Coast.
Down to the present, forty missionaries
have been sent out, of whom seven have
returned and four died. Of the twenty-
nine now in the field, fourteen are wo-
men. Of the men, six are ordained, and
all the rest, with one exception, are
local preachers. Preaching places have
been opened at Aspinwall, Port Limon,
Para, Lima, Valparaiso, Santiago, and
five other towns ; and schools have been
established in Santiago, Concepcion,
Iquique, Autofogasta, and three other
places. A circvlar issued by the South
American Evangelical Association states
that the plan of evangelistic work is to
gather in, first, all English-speaking
people, and, secondly, to preach the
Gospel to natives in their own language.
The educational programme includes a
college at Santiago, with collegiate, pre-
paratory and kindergarten departments.
For this an endowment of 85,000 is ask -
ed, to ensure its permanency and ¢nable
it to compete with Roman Catholic in-
stitutions.  This college, of which a
great deal is expected, is to be Protest-
ant, but unsectarian.

Mr. Taylor is to leave New York for
Brazil in June, with a number of mis-
sionaries. He was to have gone out ear-
ly in May, but lacked sufficient funds to
pay the expenses of outtit and passage :
80 the departure was delayed, to enable
him to visit the churches and procure
the necessary means.

The British war sloop Doterel was
blown up on the 26th of April, in the
Strait of Magellan.

The Times announces that the officers
and crew of the Doterel numbered 156,
all of whom perished except 11.

A manifesto of the National Land
League of Great Britain, touching the
arrest of John Dillon, has been issued,
signed by Justin McCarthy. It urges
the Irishmen of Great Britain to evict
landlords as they themselves have been
evicted, and wreak vengeance at the
polls on apostates from liberalism whom
they helped raise to power.

A fight occurred between the French
and Kroumirs, at Ain Ismail, on April
26th, the day the French troops crossed
the frontier, which lasted nine hours.
Seventy-eight Kroumirs were killed and
eighty-nine wounded. The French loss
is declared to_have been greater. Fifty-
eight Tunisian soldiers and many unon-
combatants were killed by the boinbard-
ment of Tabarca.

A London despatch says the Court of
Appeals, to which Bradlaugh ¢ rried
the question as to whether the decision
against him in the case of the Clark
prusecution involved, in addition to a
| fine, his disfranchisement as a British
| citizen, to-day decided the point of law
. against Bradlaugh. The effect of this
 will be to settle his case, by vitiating
the election by which he recently return-
ed to the House of Commons for the
second time from Northampton, set him
aside altogether and necessitate a new
election.

Accounts from the west of Ircland
represent that affairs there are becoming
serious. Numbers of outrages of various
degrees of atrocity are reported. Bands
of armed men promenade the country
and terrorize the inhabitants unchecked.
—Dillon was arrested in a railway train
upon a warrant dated April 30, charg-
ing him with inciting persons to forcibly
oppose and resist the executior of pro-
cess of law for giving possession of land
and to riot and assault. On arrival at
Dublin he was taken to Kilmainham
jail in a cab. A warrant for the arrest
of Brennan has already been made out.
— At a meeting of the Privy Council it
was decided to place Dublin under the
provisions of the Arms Act, to ullow the
police to search for arms.
