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The future of the apple trade m On-
tario rests upon several natural econdi-
tions, soil, ¢limate, markets, transporta-
tion and the trend of trade, as well as
upon the character of the men who are
growing the fruit and the character of
the men who are handling it. 1 will
also assume that men will do what 1s
for their best interests although 1 am
perfectly well aware that not infre-
quently this rule of aetion is violated.
On the whole it would be more correet,
perhaps, to say that I am endeavoring
to show the lines along which the apple
industry should develop rather than the
actual development that will take place.

Of the various elements that enter in-
to this problem 1 propose to select a
few, the importance of which has been
overlooked, or which are not likely to
be handled by others. Some of the most
important I will pass over with just a
simple reference, transportation, for in-
stance, is a most important element in
connection with the future development
of the apple industry. Soil is also an-
other important element. Forunately
here I need say little inasmuch as there
are few parts of Ontario where the soil
is unsuitable for the eulture of apples.
Some parts may be slightly better than
others, but on the other hand the eon-
ditions are so uniform and the question
so local that it may fairly well - he
omifted in an investigation: of- this kind.

Apples and Altitudes.

1 would first draw attention to the
heights of land. This element in the de-
termination of elimate is not a striking
one in Ontario. Nevertheless, the net
results of height above the sea level are
just as definite and just as effective as
in mountainous distriets such as British
Columbia. The traveler in British Col-
umbia ean stand at the foot of a slope
and pick tender flowers, but raising his
eves but a few hundred feet, he can see
the whole mountain top ecovered with
snow and, perhaps, even with glaciers
that never disappear. The result is
brought about solely by the differences
in the height between the hase of the
mountain and its top.

The slopes in Ontario are so gradual
that we are not, aware of the heights
we reach. I would, therefore, play the
schoolmaster to the extent of noting
that Lake Huron is 575 feet above the
sea level, Lake Erie 565, and Lake On-
tario 262 feet. Compared with this we
have: Chatham 589 feet, London 805,
Brantford 705, Stratford 1189, Durham
1687, Walkerton 931, Mount Forest
1348, Orangeville 1557, Lindsay 854,
Peterboro 649, Ottawa 215, Montreal 47.

The height of land embracing the
Counties of Dufferin, Wellington, Perth,

o 2 2 a2 2 S S S 23
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and Waterloo, renders the winter eli-
mate frequently so severe as to make it
impossible to grow the tenderer vari-
cties of apple trees. We are, therefore,
obliged to put these counties in the same
apple distriét as the northern portion
of the provinee, which I have designat-
ed as distriet No. 4, and whieh includes
the Valley of the Ottawa and St. Law-
rence Valley, roughly as far as King-
ston. For the purpose of the apple in-
dustry I need only consider the more
tavored portions of this district No. 4
where they grow the Fameuse and Me-
Intosh Red, the Wolfe River, Duchess
and Wealthy. Such varieties as the
Spy, Baldwin, Cranberry, Pippin, King,
ete., are altogether too tender for this
area, so that this distriet is not con-
sidered in the produection of what we
call winter varieties.
North of Lake Ontario.

The ecounties’ bordering on the north
shore of Lake: Ontario, together with
a small portion of the County of Grey
hordering on Georgian Bay, and one or
two townships in the County of Duf-
ferin, designated distriect No. 3, have
that happy medium climate that renders
them peculiarly well-fitted for the win-
ter varieties. The temperature is not so
severe as o cause serious loss from win-
ter killing, and the summer temperature
not so high as to prematurely ripen
these varieties.

The ecounties bordering on Lake
Huron, and the second tier of counties
north of Lake FErie, named distriet No.
2, are also admirably suited in climate
and soil for the production of winter
varieties, but the orchards of these dis-
triets were planted under different con-
ditions that have induced me to place
them in a separate class.

We come now to the counties horder-
ing direetly on Lake Erie which T have
grouped under distriet No. 1. This may
he called the tender fruit belt of On-
tario where peachers, cherries, tomatoes
and all tender fruits are grown with the
areatest suecess. The apple also grows
here to perfection. Nevertheless, it is
a matter of notoriety that, though the
earliest orchards of Canada were plant-
ed in this distriet and though it made its
reputation as an apple growing distriet:

“long years before the other portions of

the province were settled, of late years
the industry has fallen into disrepute.
Splendid old orchards in perfeet health
and vigor and bearing a full crop have
heen chopped down to make way for
ordinary grain erops, and even in years
of ecomparative secarecity, as last year
and this, thousands of barrels of apples
have been allowed to go to waste in
orchards in this distriet. Some of the
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finest of the apples, if not-the very finesg
exhibited at the recent Horticultural
Exhibition in Toronto, came from this
distriet. Such a eondition of affairs
calls for some explanation. If the fruit
can be‘ grown ~ to . perfection and ii
orcharding is profitable, why is it thai
we find this waste of fruit and want o!
confidence in the apple industry ?

Too Warm for Winter Kinds.

The explanation is partly a question
of elimatology and partly an economi
question. As a matter of elimate, thi:
distriet No. 1 has a mean annual tem
perature many degres higher than dis
triets 3 and 4. The Fameuse apple will
be in full bloom in Chatham early iu
May; the same variety will not be in
bloom in Lindsay for two weeks later.
The fruit grower in Chatham does not
fear serious frost until the first of Nov
ember, probably until the 10th or 15th
of November. The fruit grower north
of Lake Ontario is very anxious, indeed,
if he has any apples exposed the last
week of Oectober. It will thus be seen
that the apples north of Lake Ontario
begin to grow nearly two weeks later
than in the southern parts of Ontario.
It will also be noted that in distriet No
3 they do not have nearly so high a tem-
perature during the summer months and
consequently are nearly a month later in
reaching the same degree of maturity as
the varieties in distriet No. 1. In eon-
sequence of this, all the common winter
varieties, such as the Baldwin, spy, rus-
set, and king arve ripe in distriet No. 1
early in Oetober and in the natural or
der of things are subjected to the warm
genial weather that prevails in this dis-
triet during the latter part of Oectober.
At the end of three weeks of this warm
weathér the apnles are in a condition of
maturity when they must go at onece in
to eonsumption. That is to say, apple
operators will not store these varieties,
or if owing to very favorable conditions
of temperature, they do attempt to store
them the eonsequence is.a very serious
loss when they eome to be repacked dur-
ing the winter months. The growers.
then, of winter stock in this distriet,
are forced to sell so as to go on the mar
ket at least before Christmas and they
have not the alternative of aeceepting
this market or the later winter market

The Cheap Season.

It might be noted just here that i
the .apple industry it is always likely
that the cheapest apples will be thos
that must go into consumption during
the months of October, November and
December. During these months thers
will always be the fag ends of the higl
priced early apples as well as the odds
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and ends of the late winter varieties
that for one reason or another have
to be forced upon the market. These
two sources of supply, together with
the large volume of apples that ripen
normally at this period, will always
make a surplus at least of No. 2 grade
at this time. Herein lies the reason
for the low prices and for the want of
market for the apples grown in distriet
No. 1.

Somewhat different conditions pre-
vail in the distriet which 1 have
designated. No. 2, including the second
tier of counties on Lake Erie and the
counties bordering on Lake Huron. This
distriet, of eourse, fades imperceptibly
into distriet No. 1 upon the south, but
upon the whole is admirably fitted for
growing the winter varieties. In eom-
mon with distriet No. 3 it has ~ that
happy medium of eclimate not so se-
vere as to induee winter killing and not
so high in temperature as to permature-
ly ripen the apples. The standard win
ter varieties are matured normally so
as to meet the temperature approaching
the freezing point that prevails in these
distriets after the first of November.
These apples go as it were into a natural
cold storage and, if harvested with eare
and placed at onece where they will be
protected from the oeceasional warm
days, will be in the best condition to he
repacked and shipped for the winter
market.

Future for Early Apples.

What, then, should be the aim of the
orchardist in the counties north of Lake
Krie, distriect No. 1 ? One thing .is cer-
tain, they ean never compete under na-
tural conditions with other portions of
Ontario in the production of winter
apples. It is verv true that in this re-
speet they have conditions not dissimi-
lar to the orchardists in New York
State, and they may make orcharding

as successful in New York State hy

adopting the same devices as have been
adopted there, namely, an extensive
system of cold storage. If, at some
point, or several points, in this distriet,
cold storage faeilities are provided
whereby the apple may be packed when
they are matured (the last of Septem-
her or the first of October), and placed
in eold storage ehambers, where they
will be quickly reduced to a temperature
near the freezing point, they may, with
confidence, then be repacked for the
winter trade. Dismissing, however, the
question of ecold storage, the orchard-
ists here should recognize the defeects
of their apples and market them early
in the season, indeed, though they have
not eclearly recognized the defects of
their apples as keepers; all the apples
that have been used have been sold for
immediate eonsumption.
The Irresponsible Buyer.

As has already been pointed out, the
market is not always a veliable or
steady one, and consequently the more
reputable dealers have avoided this
distriet in their operations. Tt has
been the prey too frequently of the
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irresponsible buyer who has come in
with his glib tongue and a light purse,
and promised prices that induced the
apple grower to part with his fruit. The
apples were packed and shipped and if
the price realized was a good one, or if
the apple operator was so fixed that he
could not get out of the distriet readily,
he paid the farmer a part, or the whole,
of what was promised. If, on the other
hand, the markets were poor, if he made
a elean breast of the matter and ex-
plained that the markets had gone
wrong and he eould not pay the prom-
ised price, the farmer very quieckly real
ized that he had no recourse.

This, however, is not a necessary con-
dition of affairs. It simply indicates
bad business methods, aund the rem
edy here is quite aside from any ques-
tion of elimate, soil, varieties or mar
kets. The question is simply one of
organization among the apple growers
themselves. This has been demonstrat-

ed by the suecess of one or two eo-oper-
ative organizations which have heen
working in this distriet. I need only
to refer you to the suecess with which
the Chatham Fruit Growers’ Assoecia-
tion is \vurking, Another ('n-upm';|(i\1-
organization is working most suecess-
fully in Simeoe. Both of these organiza-
tions have this year sold all the apples
their patrons had at prices mueh higher
than the average prices paid for win-
ter apples in the counties north of Lake
Ontario. What has been done at
Chatham and Simeoe can be done in
Essex and Elgin and other counties con-
stituing this dtstriet.

Markets for Early Apples.

Just here may be a convenient place
to diseuss the question of markets for
early apples. The two most important
markets for early apples are the west-
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ern provinees and Great Britain, The
markets of the western provinees are
opening so rapidly that few who have
not paid special attention to this mat-
ter will realize and appreciate the ex-
traordinary growth of late years. The
influx is not likely to lessen for many
vears, but the market for apples can-
not be measured by this standard,
large as it will be. The great eost of
distributing the apples limits the ¢on
sumption very largely to the eities and
towns eapable of taking at least ear
load lots. During the last few years
there have bheen established along the
railway lines of the western provinees,
hundreds of stations, none of which,
until reeently, were able to take the fruit
in carload lots. Last vear and this
some 1‘('Z|'!I\. 1't. ['ll“\' |'Ii|\'\" h-l\" come
into the market aceepting ecarload lots
A few years ago Winnipeg was the onlv
distributing point. Now large distri-
buting warehouses have been establish-
ed at Regina ,Prince Albert, Moose Jaw,
(algary, Lethbridge and Edmouton. Tn
consequence of  this an  extraordinary
demand for fruit has sprung up, quite
out of proportion to the number of peo-
ple entering the country last year and
this. The comparative cheapness with
whieh the fruit ean now be distributed
has inereased the consumption among
the people. The extraordinary prosper
ity of the Northwest has made it pos
sible for almost everyone to enjoy fruit,
which necesasrily is high-priced even
vet compared with the price which is
reecived by the grower. We ean look
forward then confidently to a marke!
there that will readily absorb a very
large proportion of all the fruit that
Ontario ean grow. 1t is very true that
the Ontario grower in the uear futive
will have to meet the competition from
the Provinee of British Columbia. This,
however, he need not fear. The growers
of each provinee, when all the elements
of sueeess are taken into counsideration,
are upon a comparatively equal fool
ing, and even if this were not the ease,
the market will likely inerease mueh
faster than the production of fruit in
both “provinees.

Market in Great Britain.

In addition to the Northwest theve is
another growing market available fw
the Ontario grower, namely the market
of Great Dritain. It has formerly been
an axiom of apple growers that Can
adian fruit would be aceeptable in Great
Britain only when there was a failure
of the Eunglish and European erop
This eoneeption of the British market
is not a trne one. For a number of
vears a large quantity of early fruit
has gone from Canada to Great Britain,
and priees have always beeu quite satis-
tactory and there appears to be no good
reason why this market should not con-
tinnue and, in all probability, increase
even in the face of the competition with
the apples of the home market. It is
quite true that the Canadian apples
will not eompete with the best early
fruit of Great Britain, but there are cer-
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tain features of the business that are
distinetly in favor of the Canadian
growers. First, we have an admirable
system of ocean tramsportation and a
fair degree of efficiency in the railway
transportation. If the early fruit is
cooled properly before being packed
and then shipped in a refrigerator car,
there is almost an absolute certainty of
its reaching Great Britain in the best of
order. The question therefore of losses
in transhipment is reduced to a mini-
mum. During the last two or three sea-
sons the ezrgo inspectors at Montreal
and at ports in Great Britain have very
carefully reported upon the condition
of the apples at the time of shipment
and upon arrival in Great Britain, and
in no case has there been a serious loss
where it could be shown that the fruit
was properly started from the orchards
Benefit of Big Shipments.

In the British markets the Ontario
grower has upon his side the large
brokers and fruit merchants. The Can-
adian apples reach the brokers and fruit
merchants in  uniform packages, uni-
formly graded, and in large guantities
compared with English fruit of one or
two varieties. This element of uniform-
ity in grading packages and variety,
will itself, almost offset all the dis-
advantages that we have in the matter
of transportation. It is easier for the
fruit merchants fo buy and distribute
Canadian apples than it is to buy and
distribute the home grown fruit.  The
English orehards have the disadvantage
of being planted with a great many dif-
ferent varieties, and no two portions of
England put up their fruit in the same
kind of packages. It is very difficult
for the dealer in Great Britain to get
the same varieties or the same packages
of luuﬁe grown fruit twice. This makes
all transaetions in English fruit a re-
tail affair, and naturally the large sales
all go to the Canadian or American pro-
duet. As compared with the American
apples T quote from the latest number
of an English market paper, The Eng-
lish Grocer. to show that Canadian ap-
ples have a preference of two shillings
per barrel, whigh effectually proteets
them from any serious eompetition from
states to the south of us.

Taking these two markets then, the
markets of the western provinces and
the British markets, T see no reason
why the present stoek of apples should
not be sold at good prices if proper
means are taken to place them upon
the markets.

Markets for Erie Counties.

One word more with reference to this
southern division, No. 1. If, then, the
market for early fruit is to be a grow-
ing one, I should strongly recommend
that the growers confine themselves very
largely to the early varieties. The Red
Astrachan  can be shipped from the
County of Essex the third week in July,
the Duchess the last of July and the
first of August, the Wealthy, of course,
somewhat later. Such varieties as these,
therefore, should be selected, and this
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distriet should apply itself to supplying,
not ouly the western provinces, but our
own eity population in Toronto, Ot-
tawa, Montreal and Quebee, with all the
apples they need atter the first of
aAugust, when we would entirely exclude
the American product that now finds
its way to our markets. It is unfor-
tunate that the orchards of this distriet
are devoted so largely to Baldwins,
spies and russets and other winter var-
ieties, inasmuch as these apples ecome
in in the glut months of October and
November. If the orchards were com-
posed of the early varieties that I have
mentioned, the prices would be much
higher than could be realized for the
very best winter fruit in any part of
(‘anada.
District of Many Varieties

The econditions in district No. 2 are
somewhat peeuliar. Of course, there
is no sharp line of demarecation between
these distriects and the southern por-
tions of Brant, Oxford and Middlesex
may in some years he properly classed
as part of distriet No. 1, but the greater
portion of distriet 2, ineluding the
Counties of Lambton, Middlesex, Huron
and Bruee and part of Grey, has all the
advantages for growing the very best
winter varieties of apples. The planting
however, was done in the earlier days.
In the selection of varieties there was
the greatest latitude. No orchard was
considered complete without a dozen or
more varieties, which was all well
enough for home market or for home
use, but rendered the conditions very
unfavorable for the commerecial market.
Every farm, too, had an orchard, very
few of a large size, and very few mak-
ing a specialty of apples, in faet, very
few counted it more than a pure side
line in their general farming operations.
The rvesult is that, though the small
orchard predominate, yet the aggregate
is a very large number of trees, prob-
ably not less than two and a quarter
million. -

The difficulty comes in in making
sales. The laige avple oprator ecan-
not without extraordinary expense har-
vest these apples profitably. He cannot
send his gangs of men around more than
once or twice at most, and yet these
orchards would furnish almost eontin-
uous picking from the first of September
until the close of the season. As a eon-
sequence, many of the apples are piek-
ed before they are ripe or sometimes
after they have reached maturity, and
many of them are not picked at all, be-
cause they ave not in the proper state
of maturity at the time the gang visits
the orchard. Though the aggregate, of
course, is so large the number of desir-
able varieties is probably not more than
half the aggregate number.

Need of Co-operation.

The recommendation which T would
make for this distriet is co-operation
in marketing and selling. There is no
one who can pick these apples so cheap-
ly or so well as the man who grows them,
but he cannot »ack them nor market
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them. He has not enough of any one
kind to pay him to do this properly. It
can be done, however, by uniting into
co-operative assoeciations, which would
furnish the packers and the facilities
for selling.. It is notable that two of
the most successful societies in co-oper-
ative associations are in this distriet,
namely, Walkerton and, Forest, and I
cannot help thinking that a very slight
encouragement would organize several
more assoeiations.

The eentral counties of Western On-
tario marked No. 4 call for some spe-
cial ecomment. The altitude here and
consequently the elimate is adverse to
the best conditions for apple growing.
Flesherton is fifteen hundred feet above
the sea level, nearly a thousand feet
higher than Lake Huron and twelve
hundred feet higher than Lake Ontario.
Nevertheless, there are many sheltered
spots where the apples, even of tender
varieties, suceeed fairly well so that it
is not surprising that in this distriet
there are probably more than half a
million trees. One could not recommend
though, the planting of early varieties
for commerecial purposes. These var-
ieties would be three weeks or a month
latter than those grown in the southern
tier of counties and would come in dur-
ing the glut months, having none of the
advantages of the apples of better var-
ieties and better quality grown in the
southern tier of counties. T see no hope,
therefore, of a profitable apple business
being conducted here, except along the
general lines that would be recommended
for the Oltawa and St. Lawrence Val-
leys, distriet 4.

I have referred to the height of land
running through the central portion of
Ontario, beginning at Queenston and
constituting the bluff from Queenston
to Hamilton. This height of land, con-
tinuing, as it does, north to the Georg-
ian Bay, slopes much more rapidly to-
wards the east than it does towards the
west, as it approaches the Georgian
Bay, and it begins near Collingwood
to once more take the high eliff form
similar to that between Queenston and
Hamilton. Tt is upon the eastern slope
of this height of land, near the Georg-
ian Bay, that we find some of the finest
orchards in the world. Tt is a happy
blending of soil, situation and elimate
that makes it an ideal eountry in whien
to grow winter apples. Here new
orchards are being planted very rapidly,
and as a general thing the bearing
orchards are composed of eomparative-
ly few varieties. The fruit growers of
this distriet had learned the lesson
taught by the experience of the older
orchardists in Southern Ontario and
gave their ordefs so as to have, say,
three, four or a half dozen varieties in
their whole plantations. They also had
sufficient confidence to plant in large
blocks of ten, twenty or thirty acres.
and are now reaping the reward of

-their forethought.

Eight Hundred Dcllars an Acre.

_ It is not an uncommon thing at all
in this distriet to find large orchards
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that are paying dividends on a capitaliz-
ation of five to eight hundred dollars
an aere. When you consider that the
Jand without trees is valued at from
fifty to seventy-five dollars per acre and
that the cost of putting in an orchard
and caring for it until it eomes into
bearing is probably not more than a
hundred dollars peraere. It can readily
be seen that the whole operation is a
paying one for the farmer. The draw-
back is that he has to wait ten years
for his dividends, and in this glorious
age, when fortunes are being exchanged
every few hours, ten years looks to be
such a hopelessly long period that even
the patient farmer sometimes dismisses
the scheme in disgust.

The counties north of Lake Ontario,
styled district No. 3, owe their high
reputation as an apple region, partly
to the elimate, partly to the geologieal
formation, and partly to the shrewd-
ness of the orechardists in learning
lessons from the experience of the old-
er orchardists in the west. Geological-
lv. the best apple orchards in this
distriet are in what is known as the
Iroquois Basin, extending to the high
land at varying distances from the
present shore of Lake Ontario. This
land is extremely fertile and has the
climatie advantages of the lower situ-
ation protected by the high ground to
the north. Many very exeellent or-
chards, however, are grown on the high
land just beyond this basin till it
merges into distriet 4, where only the
hardiest trees will grow.

Large Orchards, Few Varieties.

Large orechards are the rule in dis-
irict 3. The varieties have been well
selected to meet the requirements of a
winter trade. Orcharding is a specialty
with many growers, and the enterprise
is eonsidered extremely profitable. This
distriet is well adapted to the usual
methods of the annle operators. Owing
to the larger orchards, and the fewer
varieties, the cost of picking and pack-
ing is much smaller than in distriet No.
2. The recommendation here is, of
course, to continue along similar lines,
planting the hardy winter varieties.

Cold storage is quite unnecessary in

distriet No. 2. They are, consequently,
twenty-five cents a barrel, at least,
ahead of winter varieties grown any-
where else to the south. The business,
therefore, of growing apples might pos-
sibly, though it is exceedingly im-
|:'mbable, become unprofitable in New
York State, while the growers north of
Lake Ontario ecould econtinue with a
margin of twenty-five eents per barrel,
at least. i

Dessert Apples to Perfection.

Distriect No. 4 contains probably
much less than a million apple trees,
many of these of unsuitable varieties.
The area covered is extremely large, so
that, with the exception of a few small
sections in this district, it cannot be
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regarded seriously in tfe light of a
business. Nevertheless, there is no part
of Canada where a larger return might
be made than in this district. They
grow to perfection here the Fameuse,
the Melntosh Red and the Wealthy.
In addition to these the Alexander and
the Wolfe River ecan be grown quite
profitably ; they are much better apples
and better keepers than when grown
further south. Nevertheless, they are
not of extraordinary quality. The
Fameuse and the Melntosh Red stand
at the head as dessert apples. If the
excellence of these apples as a dessert
fruit were recognized, and if the grow-
ers would but pack in boxes after the
style of the Pacifiec Slope fruit, the busi-
ness would be extremely profitable.
There is a splentil  ¢poning for any
packers who will take up the packing
of these apples in this distriet, and
cater to the very high eclass of ecusto-
mers—those who are willing and able
to pay a large price for a most exeel-
lent artiele.

A Summing Up.

To sum up the situation generally, I
should recommend that distriet 1, or
the counties along Lake Erie, should
devote themselves very largely to early
fruit.

The pressing need in distriet No. 2,
or the counties along Lake Huron, is
better organization for harvesting and
selling. Co-operative associations are
an ‘absolute necessity in this distriet
of small orghards, with many varie-
ties.

What has been said with reference
to the Ottawa and St. Lawrence val-
leys is equally applicable to many parts
of the ecentral high counties of South
Grey, Wellington, Waterloo and Perth.

The Georgian Bay and Lake Ontario
counties, distriet No. 3, will undoubt-
edly devote themselves to the winter
varieties, and we ean look for a large
increase in the aereage of orchards on
these lines.

I have less hope that many new or-
chards will be planted in distriet No.
4. Nevertheless, if co-operative associ-
ations were formed, that would induce
a somewhat better eulture, and intro-
duce box-packing, fruit growing would
hecome one of the leading industries.

TOMATOES AND TRUSTS.

Toronto Grocery Resclve to Abstain
From Buying Ahead.

The Toronto Retail Groeers’ Associa-
tion held its monthly weeting in the
Temple Building on Monday evening
last. The secretary reported that there
were now 28 members on the roll. A
diseussion took place regarding the hold-
ing of the Annual At-Home. Accord-
ing to present arrangements the evening
might econfliet with TLent. It was
though better to avoid this, and a com-
mittee consisting of Messrs. Snow,
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Beaton and Bell, was appointed to se-
cure options on more suitable dates.

It was suggested that more attention
be paid by the Association to aectual
trade matters. The advance in soap
prices was a question which should be
looked into, and the suggestion was
made that the Association purchase out
of its own funds sufficient soap to sup-
ply Toronto retailers at present prices.
This opened up a discussion on the can-
ned goods situation. There was noth-
ing to warrant tomatoes being at their
present price of $1.57 1-2, it was argued.
The remedy lay with the grocers them-
selves, who should cease buying ecanned
goods far in advance of the opening of
the ecanning season, as the pack was
entirely governed by the demand. One
of the speakers stated that he knew
for an actual faet, that last year toma-
toes were dumped in (ieorgian Bay in
order that if anything, the pack should
be short. The discussion ended in the
passing of a resolution that ‘‘the gro-
cers of this Association condemn the
practice of buying, heavily ‘in advanece,
canned goods, gem jars. and artieles of
like nature, as direetly aiding and abet-
ting combines which are detrimental to
the best interests of the retail trade.”’
The members present pledged themselves
to observe this resolution, and to induce
as many other grocers as possible out-
side of the Association to assist in the
matter. Tt was also suggested that a
standing committee be formed to look
into sueh questions as they arose, and
to advise members as to the best course
of procedure in each.

The seeretary’s report on the finances
of the outing was left over until the next
meeting, when the nomination and elee-
tion of officers will also take place.

Snow, Viee-President; D. G. Beaton,
Secretary; MeLean, Kelly, Panter,
Cootes, Bell, Stewart, Bond, Thorne and
(Clarke.

CROP GROWERS' GRIEF.

For the first time in many years,
Vancouver is enjoying the delight of
eastern grapes this fall.  Western
grapes are as different to eastern grapes
as day is from night, and are not to be
compared with them. Nearly all the
grapes consumed here come from Cali-
fornia, and while they make excellent
light wines, they do not compare with
eastern grapes for table purposes. In
the Niagara distriet, which is- the great
grape-growing section of Canada, Con-
cord grapes are regarded as an inferior
variety. In plentiful years they rot
apon the vines. It is no unecommon
thing to find them being sold in the
stores for a eent a pound. Yet in Van-
couver small baskets of them econtain-
ing two or three pounds sold on Satur-
day for a dollar. If the farmers in the
Niagara Peninsula ever hear of this they
will tear their hair and weep and be
afflicted with a great grief.—Vancouver
Provinee.

Phe volume of business reported thus
far this wonth. is below the average,
for which state of affairs the fine wea-
ther is chiefly responsible.

Alarmed by the wintry spell at the
beginning of the month the country
people have heen busily engaged har-
vesting their roots, shipping their apples
and winding up their work in general,
hence the marked dropping off in all
branches of trade.

For the remainder of the month and
until the holiday season a very brisk
trade is antieipated by the merchants.
They have stoeked u extensively as
usual for the Christmas trade, and their
shelves and counters have a decidedly
bright and inviting appearance.

Few towns can boast a better retail
trade than Ingersoll, and with the ad-
vent of Winter, the merchants see busy
days ahead of them.

No litile diflienlty has heen exper
jenced in meeting the demand for but
ter and strietlv fresh eggs. Both of
these commodities have been unusually
scarce, mueh to the c¢hagrin of the aver
ape~7purchaser. The ever inecreasing
ll&l.])(‘]' of cheese factories in the ‘‘Ox-
foi¢ distri t7° the Lom of the cheese
industry, bhas had the effect of mater-
jally diminishing the butter supply. The
supply on the market every Saturday
has been far short of the demand, and
had it not been for the foresight of the
merchants in stoeking up from outside
sources, a famine would undoubtedly
have resulted. From twenty-five to
twenty-seven cents per pound has been
the ruling wholesale prices for ereamery
butter and from twenty-three to twen-
ty-five cents per pound for dairy butter.
There is a keen demand for fresh eges
at twenty-five cents per dozen. Dried
apples will be plentiful. They are just
being marketed, the majority of the
sales being made at five and a half
cents per pound. There is a good de-
mand for potatoes at seventy-five cents
per bag. A number of the merchants
have already stocked up, some making
purchases of those grown on the sand
to the South.

There has, until the past few days,
been a shortage of poultry. This is ex-
plained by the fact that many huyers
are at work in the country, and that in
many instanees the producers are hold-
ing their stoek in reserve. The most of
the sales have been made on the basis
of ten eents per pound, or on an aver-
age of from seventy-five to ninety cents
per pair. The receipts of canned goods
have been heavy, for which there is a
somewhat brisk demand. after a com-
paratively quiet period.

Jas, Brooks. for some time eake baker

for Fred Dutton, has leased part of
Jacques & MePherson’s store, and has
embarked in business on his own ae-
count. He has very convenient quarters
for his work-room, and a tempting as-
sortment in his window. He reports a
very gratifying month’s business.

Fred Dutton, who for several years
conducted a very successful grocery
business, and latterly was engaged in
the bakery and confectionery husi-
ness, has decided to take up insur-
ance work. He has disposed af his busi-
ness to Mr. Talbot of Aylmer, who has
had wide experience. Mr. Dutton will
be travelling representative for the
Central Life Insurance Company, with
territory from Woodstock to Sarnia.

LONDON.

The Retail Groeers’ Association of
London held a meeting last week at
which a number of wholesale grocers
were present by invitation of the Asso-
ciation, and questions of mutual inter-
est were discussed in a highly profit-

able manner. President C. H. Lee pre-
sided and Messrs. John Dillon of A. M.
Smith & C'o.; Wm. Turnbull of Edward
Adams & Co.; T. B. Esecott, and John
Garvey, were some of the wholesalers
who delivered addresses. Many inter-
esting facts were cited and useful point-
ers given by the speakers. A sugges-
tion that the retail and wholesale men
unite in an organized opposition to
*“dollar’? goods, met with general favor
and it was decided to ask the grocers of
other cities to take. the same attitude
in this matter. There are many articles
sold Ly the manufacturers at $1.00 a
dozen, and which the retailer must sell
at 10 cents each, if handled at all. Both
the wholesalers and retailers contend
that, taking everything into considera-
tion, this margin of profit is too small.
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Hence their ultimatum to the manufac
turers: ‘‘No moré ‘dollar’ goods.”’
William H. MeCutcheon, for many
years a prominent greeer of this ecity,
died suddenly at his home, corner oi
Waterloo and Oxford streets, on the
10th instant. He was the first United
States Consul at London, having: come
here in that capaeity 27 years ago
When the Cleveland Government first
attained power, Mr. Mec('utcheon was
displaced, and, deciding to remain in
London, opened up a grocery at the

“eorner of Dundas and Clarence streets.

He afterwards removed to the eorner of
Waterloo and Oxford streets, where he
remained in aetive business up ta th
time of his death. Mr. MeCutcheon was
born at Baltimore 65 years ago, and had
heen a Captain on the Great Lakes be-
fore entering the Consular service of
the United States. His death was due
tq heart trouble. He had just arisen
from his bed in the morning when he
was suddenly taken ill, and died before
a doctor could be ealled. His widow
and two daughters, Mrs. E. S. Hunt of
Port Arthur, and Mrs, Robert Pearse of
this city, survive.

KINGSTON.

APPLE CROP SHORT.

Fruit Inspector, P. 1. Carey, who is
in a better position, perhaps, than any-
one else to know the apple situation in
Ontario, states to the Canadian Groeer
this week, that the No. 1, winter pack
was about 50 per cent. of the average.
The ink spot, bitter rot and eoddling
moth, have worked havoe and the erop
is especially poor in the large produe-
ing distriets, while in the less import-
ant distriets the e¢rop is pretty good.
The quality of the stocks for export,
Mr. Carey says, is not satisfactory, and
the inspectors have their season’s work
cut out for them.

In Colbourne, 65,000 barrels are stor-
ed, in Brighton, 30,000, and in Trenton,
30,000, says the same authority. That
is somewhere about three quarters of
what was stored there last year, and
the storage in those three places is
about 60 per cent. of the storage capa-
¢ity in Ontario, and repacking has al-
ready commenced.

There seems now to be no doubt, de-
spite earlier estimates to the contrary,
that the apple crop in Canada is short.
‘The total expuit of apples this year
will be one to two hundred thousana
barrels less than last year. To date,
the shipments are one hundred thousand

bariels short.

A HARD CRACK.

The head of a well-known commer-
cial house in Canada told an interest-
ing story the other day about his early
experience in business, when capital
was very scarce with him. In his effortg
to get business he had allowed a cer-
tain retailer to get into his books, to
the amount of $1,500. Upon finding
one day that the outlook for payment
was very bad, he told a fellow business
man, who was also a creditor of the re-
tailer, what his fears were. Instead,
however, of keeping this information
ta himself, in order to ingratiate him-
self with the retailer, repeated to the
latter what he had been told.

A few days afterwards the head of
the firm who had unbosomed himself to
his eonfrere, was surprised to receive a
writ for $10,000 damages for libel.
After failing to get the Court to order
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the plaintiff to guarantee costs he, at
the instigation of his own lawyer, settled
for $500.

To make matters worse, shortly after-
wards the rvetgiler failed and his estate
was then in sugh a deplorable condition
that he did not pay one cent on the dol-
lar, the creditor in question losing his
$1,500 as well as the $500 costs.

This was hard luek, but the moral is,
**Be very careful to whom you express
your fears in regard to eustomers.”’

BACK TO THE TALLOW DIP.

Citizens of the smaller towns through
out the country who find fault with the
service furnished by their loeal eleetrie
lighting plants, are not the only mem-
bers of the community who have cause
for complaiut. During the past week,
Toronto has suffered with an eleetrie
lighting service, which, in many in-
stances, would disgrace even the humble
coal-oil lamp or the tallow candle. In
some cases actual loss has been ocea-
sioned subscribers to the service, ow-
iug to the poor quality of light and the
lack of power compelling early elosing,
when extra time was really required to
keep pace with the rush of business.
The service is a disgrace to Toronto,
and the Groeer takes this opportunity
of wviung a tender for the purchase of
the plant fiom some town having no
particular aspirations to become a mod-
ern eity.

POINTERS.—

Shipments Delayed.

Raisins Stocks Short.

All Canned Goods Firm.

Toronto, Nov. 22, 1906.

Business is very heavy and the freight
congestion is eausing much delay and
annoyanee. Goods both eoming and go-
ing are being held up. Take one whole-
saler’s experience. Goods that were
passed at the customs on November 9,
were delivered on the 13th.

The unloading of a ear of raisins on
track in Toronto was begun a week ago
Monday, and the last were delivered
Tuesday. A ear of seeded raisins was
passed at the customs a week ago Mon-
day, and no word has been had of them
yet. There are great quantities of
goods in the freight sheds, that in the
rush have got mixed up and no one
knows when they will be delivered.
These are the experiences of only one
house. All are in the same box.

A leading broker said to the Groeer
yesterday:

““The diflieulty of obtaining trans-
portation by rail from the seaboar,
which usually exists at this time of
year exists in an intensified form, and
not only is it diffieult to get a transte
of the goods from the doeks to the rail
ways, but transportation is slow and
faeilities for cartage very inadequate,
so that delive ry is diffieult to obtain.
The same conditions make it very dilfi-
cult to ship out promptly, as the cart-
age companies sometimes fail to lift
goods for days after notice. Buyers
should recognize these econditions. and
give as mueh time as possible for the
execution® of their orders.”’

All canned goods ave in a very strong
position. Sugar is quiet. Dried fruits
are searee on \lml, and some .Illlhl]v.ll\
a scarcity of raisins before Christmas.

CANNED GOODS.—The situation in
all lines is regarded here as very strong.
Tomatoes are strongly held by the few
canners who have them. Offers are be-
ing made at a 1l0e. advanee over can-
ners’ opening price for No. 1.
The pack is thought to be but little
in excess of that of last year, and the
consumption is expeeted to be consider-
ably heavier. The pack of canned peas
is said to be about the same as last
year, and the indieation is that there
will be no earrying over,

TEA.—The statistical position of Cey-
lon is very strong. Stoeks in London
are lower than for a very long time,
and the volume of teas arriving is much
below the average Flavory sorts are
searce and high, and there is no indi-
cation of any change in this eondition
for some months. Indian teas are not
in the same strong position, that is,
not to the same extent, but the position
is strong enough to warrant recent ad-
vances, and it looks as if the market
would go still higher. Cable reports to-
day quote an advance of 1-2d. above
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the last weeks’ prices, and state that
future advanees are expected., There
is no change in the lbtl\ilil'll of .I;A;v;\n~.
but values are easily 10 per cent. above
those ruling last vear. The curtailed
consumption of Japaus alone, prevents
the position from becoming very acule,
as there is no available quantity to sup-
ply anything but a sluggish demand.

SUGAR.—The market for raws is
steadier, but little business is passing
and in New York, the toune is easier,
as the opening of the new (uban cam-
paign approaches. Refined quotations
are unchanged loeally.

! CHEESE AND BUTTER BULLETIN.

The market for.cheese continues to be
a conundrum, the season for manufac-

¢ is abqQut closed, as most country
boards have held their last meetings for
this year, prices have shown a great de-
cline, which must, however, be largely
attributed to the poor quality of the
late offerings, the demand from Great
Britain has been very poor and really
finest qualities are neglected, so that
our present market must be called
‘‘quiet and uninteresting.”

Recent advices report that a large rve-
tail concern in London, operating some
500 retail shops, have reduced their
price to sixpence (twelve cents) per
pound, this is below the cost price in
Montreal, and it simplv means, that
they are willing to sell their goods at a
loss for reasons of their own, but, if
they continue this for any length of
time, it will certainlv bring on an in-
creased consumptive demand, and this,
under the existing condition of light sup-
plies, might lead to extraordinary high
prices later on.

Under much improved storage facili-
ties, especially in London, and a much
cheaper fire insurance. Cheese have been
sent forward from here more freely this
season than ever before, and the result
is now, that the bulk of the visible sup-
plies are in British centres and there-
fore in sight of the distributors, who
buy cautiouslv. thinking that the holders
of cheese will have to reduce their
prices in order to clear their stocks.

This is undoubtedlv a weak feature in
the present situation, but, with stocks
in Canada fullv 200,000 bhoxes less than
a year ago, and nothing to be expected
from the United States from now on,
these visible supplies mav melt down
very quickly, and a large shortage may
be discovered long before new supplies
can reach the consuming markets.

Receipts in Montreal were last week:
17,737 boxes of cheese and 6,185 pack-
ages of butter, against 54,386 boxes of
cheese and 9,028 packages of bhutter, for
the same week of last vear, or a total
since May 1st of 2,277,062 boxes
of cheese and 573,817 packaees of
butter, as compared with 2,245,384 hox-
es of cheese and 734,411 packages of but-
ter for the corresponding period of last
year.

Exports were last week: 58,964 boxes
of cheese and 747 packages of hutter,
against 77,491 boxes of cheese and 2,825
packages of butter for the same week of
last year,1or a total since May Ist of
2,164,626 boxes of cheese and 361,165
packages of butter, as compared with
2,076,987 boxes of cheese and £53,196
packages of butter for the correspond-
ing neriod of last vear.

According to these figures we have
further reduced our stocks of cheese in
Montreal by 11,227 boxes during last

week, and, as there are practically no
stocks in lhv country east of Toronto
this year,' while there were larger
stocks last year, and prices are now
about on a par with last year's prices
at this time, we cannot but think, that
the situation is perfectly healthy and
that the natural demand for the coming

winter 'mgnths will absorb all the sup-
plies at good and probably advancing
prices.

The butter market is not like the
cheese market. We have at present a
very strong market, and prices have ad-
vanced sharply. We have brought back
from Great Britain quite a lot of both
dairy and creamery butter, yet we seem
to be short in our suppllvs in spite of
the fact that the difference between re-
ceipts and shipments should leave us a
surplus in our stocks of 31,467 packages,
but we have had a large demand from
interior and western points, which up-
sets all statistical arguments of receipts
and exsorts.

The fact is, as previously reported,
climatic and other conditions have cur-
tailed (he flow of milk%, and our produc-
tion of milk has been very much less
this year in consequence, the farmers
have been getting very high prices for
their milk, but it is an open question,
whether they have really received larger
returns per cow, as they haa a less
quantity to deliver.

The butter markets in Great Britain
have not been profitable for exporters
from Canada, and now they are able to
return to us quantities of our swn but-
ter to be resold here at a fair margin
of profit after paying expenses both
ways.

Prices are high and they may stiil go
higher, but there is a ‘‘danger signal,”
it is an old sayln;, that ‘‘high prices
make long crops.” Butter will be made
as long as cows can be milked at a
profit, and, with no export outlet, we
may after all, have enough or more but-
ter than needed for the home consump-
tion.

PROVISION SITUATION.
The market for live hogs is firmer
this week, and produets are lower, the
reason for the former situation is that

thtre was“an apparent shortige ofihogs
last week. :

Deliveries everywhere were light. One
of the largest firms got 2,000 less than
expected, and others were worse off.
The price this week is $5.65 f.o.b., east,
and +—l G f‘(b'l. weet, "“ip formarg an.
pear not to be delivering freely thip
week either. Most of the hegs that have
been coming forward have been light,
so that the farmer if he doesn’t like
the price can afford to hold for a while
yvet. And the farmer is not satisfied;
because of the deeline from $7.00, and
over, some are already talking of going
out of hog raising. But at present
priees, aceording to authorities, grain
fed to hegs pays 50 per eent. more than
sold to the grain dealers.

In the Old Country, the market last
week was practieally stronger. Ameri-
can and Canadian shipments were light,
and Danish were about normal. Prices
therve, however, still show a pretty
sharp loss for Canadian packers. Hogs
received next week will be marketed in
England during Christmas week, and
their demand will be very light. The
danger faeing the packers at the mo-
ment, is that they may get loaded up
with high priced hogs.

The domwestic demand for hog pro-
duets is falling off, and trade is not re-
garded as very eratifying. This ae
counts for the deeline in priees and enly
about 15 to 20 per cent. of the normal
deliveries of hogs thronchout (‘anada
go into domestie cuts. The pereentage
of eurrent receipts will  be, perhaps,
a third. Receipts for the last two or
three weeks have been running eighteen
to nineteen thousand. Normal reeeipts
are twenty-five to thirty thousand. Re
ports indieate that there arve plenty of
hogs in the ecountry.

Prices asked for
Ameriean pork are high, and as a eon-
sequence the feeling in the loeal market
is a healthy one.

Western Wheat Higher on Account of Snow and Nearing the Month End—
Flour Trade Quiet and Quotations Unchanged.

Grain markets have been quiet save
for-some manipulation in wheat. Early
in the season excessive estimates were
made of the erop both in Canada and
the States to aid the bull movement in
railway stoeks. There were heavy short
sales then which are now being covered.

A Beerbohm estimate of the Argen-
tine erop about to be harvested places
it at 5,000,000 bushel less than last year.

Last weck’s world’s shipments of
wheat were 10,512,000 bushel, compared
with 11,008,000 bushel a year ago. The
visible supply of wheat on Monday was
39,370,000 hushel against 33,744,000
bushel in 1904.

QOats are half a cent higher on the
strength of shorter supplies. The visible
supply on Monday was 11,248,000 hushel
against 27,913,000 bushel a year ago
and 24,324,000 bushel in 1904.

SULTANA RAISINS.

Interesting Report by a reliable Smyrna
Firm—Fig Crop.

The following report on the Sultana
raisin and fig situation, was received
this week by P. I. Mason & Co., To-
ronto, from C. Whitall & Co., one of
the most substantial and reliable firms
in Smyrna:—

SULTANAS.—It is now possible to
arrive with a certain aceuracy at the
probable result of the yield of sultanas
this season.

Thé total sales to date ineluding

Smyrna, Vourla, Cesme and Carahourn-
ou, amount to 7,800 tons.

Stocks remaining in the country are
estimated at 17,000 bags, equal to 6,000
tons, total 23,800 tons.

We have made every effort to ob-
tain the most reliable information with
regard to stocks lying in the ecountry
and although the reports we have re-
ceived show some divergence, we have
in the majority of instances, ineluded
in the above list, the maximum figures
received. At the same time we must
point out that dealers here are not in-
clined to assess stocks remaining in the
country at over 4,500 to 5,000 tons It
is interesting to compare the above fig-
ures with last vear’s statistieal position
at the same date:—

Total sales to date as above, 17,800
tons in 1906, 32,000 tons in 1905.

Stock in Smyrna to date, 1,300 tons
in 1906, 4.090 tons in 1905.

Total stoeks remaining at this date,
6,000 tons in 1906, 23,000 tons in 1905.

No doubt can now exist about the
shortage of the produection this season,
and it has merely become a question at
prvsunt whether the eventual result will
prove neaver 22,000 or 24,000 tons,

Our m.nl\vt presently is extremely
irregular. Stocks have sunk to a dan-
gerously low ficure, and arrivals from
the interior me steadily diminishing.
On the other hand, demand till last
week has been very active, and contin-
ental buyers, who had praetically kept
aloof throughout September, have with-
in the past fortnight operated with
more freedom and the latest cable ad-
vices from Germany would warrant the
expectation that farther supplies will
be required by that country. Symrna
dealers are very bullish in their view,
and are in no way inclined to sell the
small stoeks they have on hand exeept
at a further substantial margin of ad-
vance. Business is beecoming very diffi-
cult to work, as much owing to the scar-
¢ity of low and medium qualities, and
the eccnsequent difficulty of grading
standards, as to the reluctance of deal-
ers to bind themselves to the firm offer
of their frunit even for an interval of
twentv-four hours.

FIGS—Total arrivals to date amount
to 99.242 camel loads, as compared with
89.068 loads in 1905. In spite of the
prospeet of the production exceeding
last season’s reecord total of 108,000
loads, or say about 23,500 tons, prices
have heen steadily advaneing since the
middie of September, and the demand
prevailing still continues to absorb all
daily arrivals.

FRUITS, VEGETABLES AND FISH

Ancﬁaer Estimate of:the Cranberry Cror—Storms Lessen Fish Supply, Cold
Weather Increases Demand—Potatoes More Plentiful.

There is a general quietness in the
fruit market. In most cases, lines which
have changed show a deeline. Cranber-
ries are still advaneing, though not to
any marked extent. The most recent re-
ports state that shipments from Mass-
achusetts to date exceed the total erop
for 1905 by 50 per cent., and as a con-
siderable quantity will be held in re-
serve for later winter trade, conserva-
tive estimates place this year’s erop at
nearly double that of last year, or ap-
proximately 250,000 barrels. Aecording
to these figures it would appear that
the price of eranberries has almost
reached its highest point for the season.

In vegetables there is praetically no
change .Potatoes are now fairly plentd
ful in all markets, and there is a good
trade.

Storms continue to cause scareity in
the supply of fish. A shipment of froz-
en British Columbia halibut and salmon
has just arrived in Toronto direet from
the Coast, instead of by the usual route
via Montreal.

MONTREAL.

GREEN FRUITS. — In green fruits
there is not very much trade passing
at present. Local navigation will soon
close, and dealers are making such ship-
-ments as they may have, as quickly as
possible.  Apples continue very inter-
esting, and some good orders are being
filled this week. There is quite a rush
to fill late orders. for export. Prices
continue unchanged. There is a brisk
demand for bananas, which are in good
supply, and which are quoted at very
good prices for buyers.

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FISH.—Better business in all lines
is being done as the weather becomes
cooler. Dealers are hoping that the frost
will soon be here to stay. The season
for Malpeque oysters is now about over,
and dealers no longer quote. Bulk oys-
ters have been advanced in priee owing
to stormy weather, which interferes
with the fishing. Storms are also re-
sponsible for continued high prices on
haddoek and ecod, which are searce.
New frozen sea and lake fish are ar-
riving in good quantities, and the qual-
ity 1is said to be good. In smoked fish.
the feature is the searcity of haddies,
occasioned by the limited supply of fresh
haddoek. Yarmouth bloaters and kip-
pers are in small supply. There is a
good strong demand for green cod, ar-
rivals of whieh are fairly large. Labra-
dor herrings are firm.

THE CANADIAN GROOBR

POTATO CROP IN NOVA SCOTIA

Less Than 3-4 of an Average—Large Shipments to Cuban Ports—Old Varl%des ]
Run Out—G@Getting New Ones From Scotland.

(Speciil Correspondence of The Canadian Grékcer.)

The introduetion of new varieties of
potatoes into Nova Scotia by the farm-
ers of the Annapolis and the Cornwallis
valleys is looked forward to with much
interest in this province. The present
varieties are about run out, and as the
farmers now find a good demand not
on the loeal, but on the foreign mar-
kets, they have to introduce new stock.
Several varieties of Seoteh potatoes
have been imported, and they come
highly recommended as good yielders,
and of very fine flavor. The erop this
year is much shorter than the average,
and this is aceounted for by the varie-
ties running out. There is a good de-
mand for all the potatoes available,
particularly from Havana and other
('uban ports, where large shipments are
now being made almost every week.
New Brunswick potatoes are always in
good demand here, and find ready sale
at top prices, They are very dry pota-
toes, and of good flavor, but the ship-
ments to the Halifax market are very
limited, as the ecost of transportation
keeps the price high. The Prince Ed-
ward potatoes are the best sellers here,
the variety being Calicoes, Dakotas, and
Whites. They are brought here in bulk,
and sell low from vessels at the wharves.
While these potatoes keep longer, they
have not the flavor of the New Bruns-
wick or Nova Scotia varieties.

Advices from Prince Edward state
that produce promises to be high there
this season, owing to the shortage in
the erops. A number of vessels are re-
ceiving eargoes for the provineial mar-
kets, prineipally Halifax and Sydney.
The price there has advanced to 35e.
for potatoes, and 40ec. for oats, an in-
ducement to the farmer to market his
product more freely. There is a good
demand for produce, buyers being out
on the road importuning the farmers for
their loads. The erop in many sections
is not half of that of last season. Some
of the farmers have not enough for
their own use. Potatoes are quoted
here at 60c. per bushel, but a drop in
the price is looked for as soon as the
vessels come in with their ecargoes.
There is an abundant erop of turnips
in the Cornwallis valley this year. In
fact they are so plentiful that the farm-
ers are feeding them to their stock.

The following statements, taken from
the erop report which will shortly be
published, give the average estimate
from 130 correspondents throughout the
various parts of Nova Seotia in regard
to the erop yield of the past season.
To average these figures will scarcely
give a fair estimate of the conditions
prevailing in any one community, more
particularly as there is this year a wide
variation in the erop returns. Some
farmers, living on dry, hilly farms, es-
pecially in the centre of the province,
claiming that crops were never worse,

and others, especially in the Cape Bret-
on Counties, claiming that the season
has been an unusually good one. The
returns, made upon the basis of 100
for an average crop, are as follows:
Hay, 96 per cent.; Oats, 80 per cent.;
Wheat, 83 per cent.; Barley, 81 per
cent.; Rye, where grown, 95 per cent.;
Buckwheat, 83 per cent.; Beans and
Peas, where grown, 91 per cent.; Indian
Corn, grown mostly for fodder, 94 per
cent.; Potatoes, 71 per cent.; Mangles
and Turnips, 85 per cent. For apples,
the average report is about 70 per cent.,
although it might be stated that with

- this erop, as well as with the general

farm ecrops, the difference in the yield
in different communities is very great.
In Gravensteins, for example, the esti-
mate runs all the way from 20 per
cent. to 95 per cent., with an average
of 67 per cent., and for Bishop Pippins,
60 per cent.; for Blenheim Pippins, 70
per cent.; for Ribston Pippins, 77 per
cent.; for Ben Davis, 70 per cent.; for
Nonpareils, 76 per eent. For plums and
pears the estimate is a 62 per cent.
crop, and for the small fruit the aver-
age reports indicate an 85 per cent.
erop.

When their plant is quite
completed econsiderable attention wui
be given to smoked fish, this line being
considered a good one to develop.
