the Petitioner ta tranfadt his Bufinefs generally ; and praying the Houfe will be
pleafed ta take the Premifes'into Confideration, and grant ta the faid flans Baker, a
Compenfation for the Services, he had fo performecd, in the like Proportion, as bas
been allowed ta other Sheriffs, or fuch other Relief as ta them may femn meet.

A Petition of Ifaac Bonnell, dndrew Snodgrafs, P. Wifwall, and others, Inhabi-
tants of the County of Annapolis, was prefented by Mr. Rutherford, and read, fet.
ting forth ; that the A& paffed in the Thirty fixth Year of His prefent Majefty's
Reign, intitled An d for making, repairing, laying out and altering Roads, Higb-
ways, Bridges and Streets, witbin tbe County of Annapolis , and for the more equal Ap-
portionment oftbe Work, and Labour of tbe Inhabitants, to be performed in, and about
tbe fame: has upon due Trial, been found inadequate to the good Purpofes for
which it was intended; and praying, that the faid Ad nmay be repaaled, and that
the Laws of the Province, relating to Highways, which are now fufpended
with regard to the faid County, may again be put into effe&

A Petition of yofiab Dodge, %ndrewWalker,. and others, Inhabitants of the Town.'
Ihip of Granville, and County of dnnapolis was prefented by Mr. Howe, and read ;
fetting forth, that great Inconvenience arife to the Inhabitants of the faid Town
and County, by the operation of the Ad paffed in the 36th Year of his prefent

A Bill for reguating th Packing and Exportation of Red or Smoaked Herrings, was
read a fecond time.

Refolved, That the Bill be committed to a Committee of the whole Houfe.-

A Petition of 7ames PurcelloF Halifax, in behalf of himfelf and others, was pre-
fented by Mr. Wallace, and.read, fetting forth, That the Petitioner and others pur-
chafed feveral Tickets in the laft Clafs of the Road Lottery. and had the Misfor-.
tue to lofe them. That previous to the drawing of the raid Clafs the Petitioner ob-
tained a Certificate figned by the Honourable Charles Morris, from Mr. WVilliam
Kidftos, defcribihg the Numbers of the Tickets fo purchafed, which Certificate was
Lodged with the Treafurer of the Province by Mr. Morris, with a requeft, that he
would fl-p the defcribed Tickets if they were drawn Prizes, and give the Com-
miflioners Notice thereof. That one of the Petitioners Tickets turned up a Prize
ot five Hundred Dollars, which has not been applied for by any Perfon, but the
Petitioner; that notwithftanding the Petitioner o'fiered the late Treafurer good Se-
curity to indemnifie him, he confidercd himfelf not jufiified in paying the faid Prize
to the Petitioner, unlo.fs direded fo to do by the Comrnmidioners, or this Houfe; and
praying the Hufre will take his Cafe into Confideration, and grant fuch Relief as
to them may feer fit,

A Petition of fobn and Edward Kerby of Halifax, was prefented by Mr. Uniacke,
and read fètting forth ; that the Petitioners have for many Years, carried on the
Bufinefs of Tallow Chaftdlers in the Town of Halifax, and have been.accufomed to
fupply the Squaaron of his Majefy's Ships on the Station with large Quantites of
Candles, and aLeo to furnilh the Inhabitants and Soldiery with a great Proportion of
the Candies confumed in the Town ; that the very high prices of Tallow and Cand-
les in Great-Britain, have caufed-a material Diminution of the ufaal Importion of
thofe Articles by the Merchants of Halifax, and though the Petitioners have pur-
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chared for the Supply for their Manufa&ory all the Tallow they can procure in the
Province, yet it is greatly inadequate to fatisfy the Demands made ùpon them by
his Majefy's Navy. That it will require about Twenty Tons of Tallow in. Addi-
tion to what the Fetitioners may probably purchafe in the Province to enable themn
to provide for the Demands of the Navy and Town the enfuing Seafon ; and this
Quantity might be prccurcd from the neighbouring States of Ainerica: but the
Duty of Ten Per Cent, to which this Article fo imported would be. fubje& under
an Aët made in the Twenty ninth Year of his prefent Majeily's Reign, difcourages
and prevents the Petitioners from applying for bis Excellency the Lieutenant Go-
vernor's permiffion for fuch Importation. T'hat foreign Tallow imported into Great-
Britarn, from Rujia and America is not charged with an Duty, being confidered as
a raw Material, the Admiffion whereof encourages the Manufa6ures of the King.,
dom : and praying the Houfe will be pleafed to take the premifes into Confidera-
tion, and caufe fuch an Amendrient to be made of the faid Ad, as will leave it in
the Power of the Petitioners to import Tallow from the United States free of the faid
Provincial Duty ; or grant fuch Relief, as the cafe of the Petitioners may appear
to merit.

Ordered, That the faid Petitions do feverally lie on the Table.

An A&, to enablethe Officersof bis Majefly's Navy, to obtain a Drawback of
the Duties on Wines by them taken out of the Province, and confumed without the
Liznits thereof.

An A&, to amend and render more effedlual an At, pafTed in the iSth Year of
his prefent Majeffy's Reign, intitled an A&, to prevent the foreftalling and mono-
polizing of Cord Wood in the Town of Halifax.

An A&, intitled an Adt, for regulating the Exportation of red or fmnoaked Her-
rings, and in Amendment of an A&6, paffed in the fecond Year of his prefent Ma-
jefty's Reign, intitled an Aà, for regulating the Exportation of Fifh, and the A6ize
of Barrels, Hoops, Boards and all other Kinds of Lumber, and for appointing Of-
licers to furvey the fame.

After which Mr. Si eaker fpake as follows,
May it pleafe your Excellency,

The Commons of Nova-Scotia, have granted fuch Supplies, during this Sefflon
of A fembly, as they conceived ample for the Exigencies of his Majefty's Govern-
ment, and have paffed aBill for the A ppropriation of the fame, te which they have
direded me moft humbly to entreat your Excellency's Affent, and Mr. Speaker,
delivered the Bill te his Excellency.

His Excellency was pleafed te give his Af«ent to the faid Bill, following, viz.
An AEt for applying certain Monies therein mentioned, for the Service of the
