DPOWN THE VISTA OF TIIE AGES.
(By A. Bamker).

To those who take an interesi in the
history of the remote past and in
glimpsing down the dim vista of time,
a day spent in the great museum at
Curiro is a day of keen gratificalion and
enjoyment. Entering the splendid and
massive vestibule the visitor is immedi-
alely in an atmosphere of antiquity,
and surrounded with relics both of the
very dawn of clvilization and also of
the more refined and artistic period of
Ithose powerful monarchs whose con-
quests raised Egypt to the zenith of ils
power, and whose massive achieve-
ments remain to this day almost un-
touched by the disintegrating and de-
spoiling of time,

Here for instance is a magnificent
sfafé chartot, its gilded frontal of lea-
ther embossed with warlike figures or
with an artistic design; perhaps the
very chariot on which the Great Rames-
es careered at the head of his victorious
army through the palm-bordered aven-
ues of Memphis after spme great con-
quest; here a number of cases of valu-
able and handsome jewellery, worn by
the queens and princesses of Egypl in
those days of regal splendor; or here a
series of painted papyri, still fresh and
bright, figuring the fanciful experience
«f the soul after death, and depicling
its appearance before a strange and
dread tnibunal, which is to adjudicate
upon its final doom.

Bul of infinitely greater inlerest than
any other object in that wonderfu'
museum, are the three embalmed bod-
ies—not mummies, but the actual bod-
les—of Egypt's greatest Pharoahs—
Seti 1., the builder of some of the fin-
est of the temples, the- sword-cleft in
his skull by which he was slain in bat-
tle plainly visible; Rameses the Greal,
the Pharoah of the oppression, who
ordered the Israelites to make bricks
without straw; his fealures indicaling
slrong will power and determination;
and Menephthah, the Pharoah of the
exodus, and, that being so, the man-
the very man—who said to Moses, “See
my face no more; for in that day thou
secst my face thou shalt die.” "Ahl lil-
biv thought the monarch when he sent
his host lo pursue the Israelites through
the yawning gorge cleft in the blue
waters of the Red Sea that after a
lapse of three thousand four hundred
years he himself should be exposed to
the goze of, amongst others, many of
the descendants of those very Israelites
when he so vainly attempted to destroy.

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PNEUMONIA GERM LOCATED.

Chicago Doctdr Advances New Theory
of Discase.

The announcement of a new theory
as to lhe cause of pneunionia and the
discovery of a-remedy for the disease
was made the other night at a meeling
of the Chicago Medical Society.,

Dr. H. Mannihg Fish, who made the
announcements, backed up his asser-
tions with a detailed description of a
case of acute pneumonia, which, he de-
clared, had been cured in twenty-four
hours by means of the simple method
which he descnibed.

Dr. Fish first declared that the seat
ol trouble in pneumonia cases was not,
0s is generally supposed, in the lungs,
but in the small cells in the bony
framework at the top of the nose. The
pneumacoccus, «r disease germ, he said,
was not harmful, except when pent uo
in a cell of this sort. Then, he”ex-
plained, il acted like an explosive, be-
gan to expand, and was absorbed by
the blood, and became one of the most
dangerous of disease germs.

“From these cells the disease works
rapidly down to the lungs, and to all
“appearances, these organs {mmediate-
1y becam® the seat of trouble,” said the
physician. “However, the fuel which
is fecding the flames of disease still is
being fn x\]fshod from the cells at the top
«f lhe nose.

“The simp'e remedy, consequently, is
to Jdraw this dangerous pus from these
celis. dhat Is what was done in the

case which I have described, and in
twenty-four hours the disease had dis-
appeared. The lungs, of course, were
still affected, and it took days before
the patient finally was able to leave his
bed.” ;

Captain of a Band of Female Robbers
“hat Had Stolen From 100 Iouses,

A Japanese woman named Tora {or
tiger), who had come to be known in
the robber class that she had joined as
“T'ora, the Serpent,” has just.been ar
rested by the Kojimachi police in tne
grounds of Hachiman Temple, Fukaga-
wa, says the Japan Times.

In her early years—she is now 43—
she was very beautiful, and held many
situations as a nurse, always wilth a
good mame for indusiry and faithful-
ness. It was her good looks and an
admirer that brought her dismissal by
her master, and from that time she
turned to make her living by prey.

At the age of 30 she was captain of
o gangof female thieves. A{ Kama-
kura she saw an old gentleman and
pretended to be in a fil. He tended her
kindly, but while he was busy she ab-
stracted £16 from his bag. With this
money she {iravelled to the capilal,
where she continued her depradations.
She calloed at the house of Count Mal-
sudaira and, representing herself as a
peor woman deserted by her husband,
worked upon the sympathy of the coun-
less, who engaged her as handmaid’
She soon gained the esteem of the fam-
ily, who (reated her almost as a relative,

After a few months the whole house-
hold went on a flower viewing excur-
sion, leaving Tora alone at home. She
proceeded to collect all the valuables
she could lay hands on, loaded them on
three large wagons, and made ofl.

A sentence of imprisonment did not
aller her, and before her last arrest
she had robbed nearly a hundred houses
and stolen money and goods amounting
to thousands of pounds. She now ex-
presses a desire to marry a certain hum-
ble, honest citizen.

GIRL VASITS GANNIBALS

BEATRICE GRIMSHAW CALLS ON
NATIVES OF GOARI-BARI.

They are Very Fond of Human Flesh
Cooked With Sago and Persist
in the Diet.

From. a letter just received in Lon-
dcn, England, from that adventure-
loving Irish girl, Beatrice Grimshaw,
who writes stories of the South Seas,
it ‘appears that she has been enjoying
herself in her own peculiar way in and
around New Guinea, which is (0 be the
scene of the novel she is now writing.
Her lelter, which is dated from the ‘Gulf
cf Paupa, is, in part, as follows:
“Day before yesterday we called at
Goari-Bari, a mnotorious place, where
CLalmers, the famous missionary, was
ealen in 1902, and where a ferrible fra-
cas with natives occurred in 1904, re-
sulting not long afterward in the sui-
cide of Governor Robinson.

Few white
people have been there, and mast of

“There was also a canoe full of skulls
in the river, and many skulls in thz
houses. We were not attacked, how-
ever, and we walked all through the
village, saw a general family sleeping-
house 190 yards long, divided into num-
berless compartments: (lthe flat system,
evidently)—human bodies laid out in the
branches of trees to decay, which is
thelr method of burial, and some strange
images,

“We stayed all afternoon, and made
cur boys make afternoon fea for us in
the middle of the village; nice china and
silver and cakes. The cannibals crowd-
ed round in the wildest excitement
They were all unclothed, with a good
deal of paint and feathers, and had
bows and spears and stone axes. They
seemed frightened at the tea ceremonial,
evidently thinking it was

which they lelicve in greatly. We went
back in the ship quile peacefully and
aflerward the governor (Judge Murray)
went ashore again and brought off the
bones of Chalmers, the missionary.

“When we were on shore, we asked
the people, through interpreters, how
they ccoked their cannibal food, and
lhey said with nalive sago, and showed
us some in rolls. Told by the governcr
that they must give up these practices,
{ said it would be hard to do so, for
humgn flesh tasled much better than
pork og.

“I 'waSidown at Thursday Island last
week, and wsatadown in a divers dress
among the peél hell beds. The place
swarms with sharks' alligators, but
I was lold they could B# scared off by
loosening the wrist of théedress so as
lo lot some air out, so I ¢ ced it, and
came up all right, after a walk at
the bottom on a coral reef.”

THEFT IS MYSTERY.

Thousand Pounds Disappeared From
London Bank.

The London, England, police are in-
vesligaling the stealing of a thousand
scvereigns from & bank in the cily on
Dceember 31 or January 1 last, but up
to the present not the slightest clue has
teen found to lead to the elucidation
of an exiraordinary myslery,

The bank in question is thoroughly
well knowil. On the afternoon of Dec.
31 the money in current use by the
cashiers during the Jday was, in ac-
cerdance  with custom, | packed into
'bags—the gold in bags of a thousand
pounds and the silver in bags of a
hundred pounds. This was collected
by two porters and placed by them on
a trolley, which was then taken to the
lift and left there for over an hour,
this being occasioned by the extra pres-
sure of business arising from the day
being the last of the year.

On the trolley was one special lea-
ther bag (in addition to the other bags
<f money) in which wore three separale
camvas laygs, cach containing a thou-
sand sove:e gns, and another contain-
ing eight hundred sovereigns,

This lealter bag was locked by the
cashier who had placed the money in
it, and ih: iy was deposiled by himr
in a drawer lalong with o'her loose
keys) which diawer was not locked
The position of this key was known l¢
everybody in the bank building, and
possibly to some people oulside.

The next morning the strong room
was opencd by the same official wh
locked it the previous night. The bags
af money were taken out by twae por-
lers, one of whom had assisted in the
work the previous evening. The leath-
e bag was taken to the same cashier
who had locked it the night before. On
unlocking the bag. one of the canves
bags ccontaining 1,000 sovereigns wuas

The Ontario Legislature has passed
an act amending the Act for the pro-
tection of sheep, and imposing a tax on
dogs, by giving power to increase such
tax to $2 for a dog, $5 for a bitch. Muni-
cipal councils are given power to appoint
an inspector of sheep who will make an
enquiry and report on the killing -of
sheep by dogs. The owner of any sheep
or lamb killed or injured by a dog may
apply to the inspector and the latter
shall assess the amount of damages in-
curred, which shall then be payable by
the municipality in the event of the
owner of the guilty dog not being known.

A despatch from Toronto says: Four
men are dead as the result ‘of the burst-
ing of a defective pipe in ‘the boiler of
the steamer Brockville on-Saturday af-
ternoon, while another member of the
carew was seriously scalded, bub-swill
recover. The {wo firemen, ~Adolph
Chavageau and Octave Cole, ware kill-
¢! on the spot, while the chief engin-
c¢er, Burncau Panten, and oiler, Wil-
liam Gouin, died at Grace:Hospital a
few hours affer the accident. . Fred
Charboneau, aged 30, sccond - engineer,
will recover, £

On Saturday afternoon “about "2.30
o'clock the steamer Brockville vgas ly-
ing at the foot of Bathurst street.- She
belongs to the Richelieu & Ontario. Na-
vigation Co. and was to have left To-
ronlo for Kingston on May 26, the in-
tention of the company being that she
should ply between that city and Pres-
cctt. The four dead men, with Char-
baneau and J. Fougere, were in the hold,
The boiler and fittings were being test-
ed under the direction of the chief en-
gneer, Burneau Panten. A defective
six-inch circulation tube gave way un-
der the head of steam and the vapor
spread first into the firehole and thence
into ihe fire pit, where the men were
al work, in its passage blowing out the
fires. The two firemen, who were di-
rectly in front of the blast, fell dead
at once. Planten and Gouin were also

wrapped. in“the scalding steam and were
so fearfully. sealdled that they both suc-
cumtbed a few hours after their admit-
tdnce to 'Grace Hospital, where they
were hurticd in the police ambulance.
Charboneau managed to escape intothe
guler -air and apprise the rest of the
crew aboye of-the: deadly nature of the
explosion;, the faint rumbling ¢f which
‘had only -been -heard on deck.

The men dived for the hold, and in
spile of the deadly clouds of steam
soon- had the four men on deck, two
dead, and - two . alive but frightfully
scalded, "The bodies of Cole and Chav-
ageau were' iaken: to the Morgue, and
Panten--and - Gouin were hurried o
.Grace - Hospital:~  Tlere Gouin was
plunged into a boracic acid bath, and
Panten was wrapped in picric acid
bandages, but the two. men were too
seriously injured for any remedy. Fred
Charboneau was laken to Grace Hos-
pital in a cab. He said that Gouin,
Planlen and he were standing in the
engine room, when there was.an ex-
plosion, and they were all enveloped
in scalding steam. He continued:—*']
had ‘te fight my way through the en-
gine room to -the companionway, and I
thought at one time I should never
make it. Fortunately I did not swal-
low as much steam as the others.”
Charboneau's back and limbs are bad-
ly scalded, but little doubt is entertained
of his recovery.

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PRIVATE MOIR CAPTURED.

Slayer of Sergt. Lloyd Arrested on a
Farm Near Arthur.

A despalch from Arthur says: After
a despcrate struggle of ten minutes up
and down under the hoofs of the startled
horses at the Robb Bros.’ farm, four
miles north of Elora, Private Moir, the
murderer of Sergt.

Just as
they arrived they saw David Robb and
Moir, whom they at once recognized
unhitching a horse. The farmer and
hired man went into the stables and
the officers followed them. Farrell be-
gan to talk to Robb of his stock and
the scascon, all the time edging up to
Moir, who seemcd quite unconcerned.
When Farrell was quite sure he was
their man he sprang and pinioned
Moir’s arms to his sides, and in a seec-

SHEEP SCAB.

The live stock branch of the Ontario
gricultural College, Guelph, have pre-
ired the following notes in regard to
eep scab:

Cause.—The disease is caused by a
lite which pricks the skin of the sheep,
ausing a.scab to form, under which
he mite lives,

Symptoms.—The cnimal is restless.
‘hey scratch and bite themselves and
ub against fenees, ete. The fleece looks
ufted or matted and portions of il are

t by the sheep with its mouth,

{-the hand is held to, the cheep’s naSe

hile it is being scratched, the animal
will eommence nibbling. This is one
ure symptom of the disease.

Effects.—The fleece falls ocutb, usually
beginning at the shoulders and work-
ing backward and downward. Ewes
may abort or if lambs are carried to
full time they are likely to be weak and
unthrifty,

Treatment.—Dip all animals and spray
a'' buildings where affected sheep have
been housed. Shear sheep and put in

‘dipping vat for at least two minutes,
See that animals are complelely sub-
merged at least once. A second dip-
ping must follow at an interval of sey-
n to ten days., Isolate animals from
elds or lots where discase is suspect-
d for at least two months, at the end
