It ls expected that the chancellor will 
endeavoD to raise £6,000,000 by addi­
tional taxation, bringing the revenue, 
roughly speaking, up to £150,000,000, 
and that he will provide the remainder 
by a loan, tor the interest on which he 
may possibly tap the resources of the

To his 
thinking, the university better, than 
any other Institution naturally affords 
a vivifying centre of race unity. It is 
free from all political complications, 
and a residential university, with the 
old traditions of Oxford, seemed to him 
the best fitted for the purpose he had 
in view.

"Mr. Rhodes, therefore, having sel­
ected Oxford as his race centre, from 
bis love of his old alma mater, has 
drawn up a broad outline of the gen­
eral conditions upon which scholar­
ships should be awarded. The central 
principle of his scheme is that every 
English speaking colony and every 
state and territory in the American 
union, should be offered a scholarship 
of the value of $1500 a year, tenable 
for three years at Oxford. By this 
means, Mr. Rhodes believed it would 
be possible to make Oxford the centre 
of the spirit of race unity, where stu­
dents from every part of the English 
speaking world would meet, on com­
mon ground, in the most famous of 
old universities.

“Having decided that each state or 
colonial unit should have one scholar­
ship allotted to it every year, Mr. 
Rhodes’ will proceeds to define the 
terms upon which these scholarships 
should be allotted.

List of Casualties Sent Forward—Can­
adians Fought Bravely.

(Special to the Miner.)
VICTORIA, B. C„ April 5.—Lord 

Minto received a cable from the war 
office this morning stating that the 
names of the officers In the casualties 
list at Kleinhart’s River had been sent 
forward, and that as soon as the list 
of the rank and file had been received 
it would also be sent. So far it had 
not been received. The officers were 
the four mentioned yesterday. The 
governor-general cabled last night for 
a full list of the casualties.

CANADA FOR CANADIANS.

In yesterday's telegraphic news ap­
peared a short resume of the proceed­
ings at the annual banquet of the Can­
adian Club of Boston. This is an organ­
ization composed of Canadians now 
making their home in the United 
States. Osborne Howes rather startled 
his hearers, so the dispatch reads, by 
“expressing the opinion that the mani­
fest destiny of Canada is annexation 
to this country (the United Stat.-s). 
He predicted that in 10 years the num­
ber of Americans settling in Canada 
will be twice as great as the number 
of native Canadians residing in the 
United States. He thought, however, 
that a unipn would be impossible end 
undesirable without the consent of 
Great Britain.”

It is not reasonable to believe that 
Great Britain will ever consent to any­
thing of the kind, if the matter is left 
with her to decide. Annexation to the 
United States, if it comes about at ell, 
must be with and by the consent of 
the Canadian people themselves, and 
the thing is not to be thought of at 
present. We do not think the mother 
country would evey try to restrain any 
of her colonies by force, however much 
she might desire to retain them. They 
are all self-governing and as perfectly 
independent as it is possible to be. 
Canada would not be as independent 
to act for herself were she to become 
annexed to the United States as she is 
now. She would soon lose her autonomy, 
be divided into a dozen or more states, 
and he governed directly from Wash­
ington, the same as the rest of the 
country. So really we have nothing to 
make by the change.

Neither do we quite agree with Mr. 
Howes that there is going to be such 
an invasion of Americans as to turn 
upside down the existing condition of 
affairs. We read in ancient history of 
the invasions of the Goths and Visi­
goths and the march of the Romans, 
of the governments they overturned, 
and how in turn they were conquered 
and expelled, but those good old times, 
if they can be called good, have long 
since passed, and the map of the world 
is now well located. Except in places 
occupied by savages the map will-1 ot 
be changed to any great extent, and 
as Canada is located as occupying a! 
large share of the North American 
continent it is quite likely to remain 
that way for all time to come. Even 
assuming that Mr. —ht and
that those from the .United States will 
outnumber the native born, even then 
it will be a peaceful invasion, of those 
coming to seek homes where land is 
plentiful, and the process of assimila­
tion will immediately begin and the vis­
itors will soon be Canadians among 
Canadians. The invasion, (excuse the 
term) will not be as an army, but tf 
homeseekers. The United States has 
grown into a great and powerful na­
tion of 76,000,000, and counts Its
people the best blood of all nations. 
They have been pouring to for years, 
the assimilation has been complete, and

If representatives 
will be first influenced by the appeals 
that hold the country in a condition 
of retrogression instead of one of pros­
perity, cut off the cause of their ne­
glect of duty and free them of thé 
weight that sways them from the path 
of duty. It appears to us one of these 
alternatives must be adopted, if the 
country is to prosper. A legislature 
may subject existing mines and min­
ing interests to any burdens they please, 
but they cannot force owners to work 
them, to employ our idle men and 
revive activity in other industries, 
neither can they force outside capital 
required in the country into invest­
ments by threats or coercion. The 
latter must be shown by our enact­
ments that investments are safe, and 
given a fair) chance tor reasonable in­
terest. If this is not done our other ef­
forts to advance are helpless. It ap­
pears to us the whole matter is of 
too serious a natuite to be longer trifled 
with, and that those whose interests 
should cause them to look the matter 
squarely in the face should take im­
mediate action.—The Mining Review.

VjjCTORIA, April 2.—The Royal Com­

mission into the charges made by 
Smith Curtis, member for Rossiand, 
firstly, that Premier Dunsmuir abused 
his position as first minister to en­
deavor to make an advantageous bar­
gain with Mackenzie and Mann for 
the sale of the E. & N., and secondly, 
that the ministry acted improperly In 
retaining Mr. Greenshields as their 
counsel when that gentleman was also 
acting for Mackenzie and Mann, has 
proved to be an important inquiry, 
notwithstanding the prediction that it 
would end as other commissions have, 
in more or less of a fizzle. An entirely 
new turn has been given to the mat­
ter by the position^ taken by the min­
isters one after the other when sum­
moned to give evidence, namely, that 
they have never stated in the house 
that Mr. Greenshields was acting for 
the government in the railway nego­
tiations, but only in regard to better 
terms. To disprove this Mr. Curtis has 
called the members of the press gal­
lery, on both the government and the 
opposition organs, and their testimony 
practically agrees in that the state­
ment that Mr. Greenshields was acting 
for the government was repeatedly 
made by the ministers on the floor 
of the house, and withdrawn only af­
ter, Mr. Curtis brought his charges and 
the ministry saw what an awkward 
position this put them in. The atti­
tude of the commissioner to the whole 
inquiry warrants the opinion, however, 
that he will vindicate the government, 
as he has Mr. Greenshields, while at 
the same time he will justify Mr. Cur­
tis’ action owing to the statements 
made in the floor of the house by the 
ministers.

In regard to the charge that Mr. 
Dunsmuir attempted to sell hts rail­
way at a higher price than would 
otherwise have been obtained. Mil Cur­
tis will find justification in, one docu­
ment alone, namely, the telegram 
which the premier sent to General 
Hubbard representing his partners’ in­
terest in the railway, in which Mr. 
Dunsmuir stated that the price offer­
ed, namely, $2,000,000, was as much as 
they would ever get, and urging Gen­
eral Hubbard to sell. General Hub­

LKutenant Carruthers, of the Cana­
dians, sprang to his feet and exclaim­
ing that he would not surrender, shot 
the foremost Boer with his revolver at 
a distance of 15 paces. The Canadians 
had no cover except the short grass. 
Lying prone' upon the ground they 
fired steadily and forced the Boers 
to seek shelter of a screen of trees. 
Many of the Boers climbed these trees 
and fired down on the Canadians. The 
latter kept the enemy at bay for two 
hours. When all but 15 of the British 
troops were killed or wounded the 
Boers ventured another rush and cap­
tured the handful of survivors. Lieu­
tenant Carruthers was the only British 
officer who was not seriously wounded.

He had several flesh wounds, but 
refused to go to a hospital. Some of 
the Boers wanted to shoot him when 
he was taken prisoner, but they ulti­
mately thought better of this, saying: 
“He is too brave a man to die that 
way.” All the dead men and most of the 
Injured had several wounds.
