"OTTAWA, Ont., May 13.—That
Canadians should be eligible for any
position in Canada and that the posi-
tion of Governor-General should be
filled by a Canadian, is the conclusion
of John S. Ewart, K.C., author of
“The Kingdom Papers,” in a state-
ment to the Canadian Press to-day
anent the Prince of Teck’s appoint-
ment, to which, however, he raises no
objections:

“If proper distinctions are made it
would not be difficult to formulate the
opinion of the vast majority of Cana-
dians,” said Mr. Ewart. “We desire
our association with the British crown
to remain unimpaired. We have no
objection to respectable people of
other lands joining our .community,
whether or not they bear titles.
“Historically, wars have never re-
quired that the representative of our
sovereign should be chosen from
among British commoners, and if
there is no reason why our Governor-
General should not belong to the no-
bility, there can be objection to his
close family connection with
our sovereign.

“While, we admit the right of every
to confer social distinctions,
we believe that the practice is mis-
chievous and injurious, and that it
ought in Canada to be discontinued.
I'or my own part, [ feel that there
ought to be no position in Canada for
which Canadians are not ecligible. I
@o further and say that such an office
as the Governor-Generalship ought to
be filled by a Canadian.”

UNIONIST WAS ELEGTED
IN GRIMSBY YESTERDAY

Big Majority Rolled Up—Fight Was a
Hot One, the Liberal Nominee Not
Introducing Home Rule Controversy.

[By Specia! YWire to The Courler]

LONDON, May 13.—With a ma-
jority decreased by 420 votes in a
greatly increased poll, the Unionists
yesterday retained the Parliarmentary
borough of Great Grimsby, Lincoln-
shire, in a bye-election necessitated
by the death of the late member, Sir
George Doughty.

T. G. Tickler, the Unionist candi-
date, polled 8,471 votes to 8,193 for A
Baanister, the Liberal, giving the for-
mer a majority of 278 as against the
majority of 699 for Sir Geo. Doughty
when the appeal was made to the
electors to support the famous Lloyd-
George budget, which the Lords
threw out in 1909, but ten months
later, when the appeal svas made on
the Parliament Act, and Irish Home
Rule first became a turnover of up-
wards of a thousand votes.

The great decrease in the majority
and increase in the vote polled testi-
fies to the interest that was aroused
during the campaign, and the result
may be regarded as significant by
both parties, the Liberals being able to
claim growing favor for the Home
Rule principle, and the Unionists ex-
actly the reverse, for, though their
majority was decreased, the total
vote for their candidate this time was
actually 568 more than Doughty re-
ceived in 1910. . The Conservative

candidate received the bulk of the
hshermen’s votes. Bannister wound up
his eleventh hour appeal to the elec-
torate with the slogan, “Miners have
their member, railwaymen have theirs
and why should not fishermen also
be represented at \Westminister 7 It
is estimated ‘that 5.000 men engaged
on shore and another 1.000 among the
crews of trawlers recorded their yvotes
yvesterday. No fewer than 20 boats ar-
rived in port and did not put out to
sca until the men had an opportunity
of polling their votes.

Dr. Tickler, the successful candi-
date, in a statement last night, declar-
ed: . “Hoge Rule is entirely respons
sible for the Unionist victory. The in-
crease in the Unionist vote,” he said,
“is 568, as compared with 988 in that
ofr the Liberal. The Ulster question
has been the principal issue. I have
spoken about it in all my speeches.
Home Rule has been my one absorb-
ing topic.”

Mr. Bannister said: “The reason
why we have lost is because the other
side are better organized. [ am of
the opinion that Home Rule is res-
ponsible for the reduction of the Un-
ionist vote.” Curiously enough Mr.
Bannister claims a Liberal vote in fa-
vor of the Home Rule Bill, though
during the campaign he scarcely re-
ferred to Ulster.

Woman Suffrage Theme
of a Striking Oration
at Rome.

ROME, May 13—The Rev Dr Anna
Howard Shaw of New York to-day
delivered a striking address on woman
suffrage at the fourth public meeting
under the auspices.of the Internation-
al Council of Women and in the pres-
ence of the distinguished audience.

Dr. Shaw said the first duty of Pat-
riotic women was to bring the prac-
tical life of government’s inte har-
mony with' the fundamental principle
of justice,which demands -that the
laws governing the people give equal
privileges and equal opportunities to
all regardless of sex.

During the past five years she said,
woman suffrage had grown from an
academic to a practical question and
all political parties had realized that
it was one with which government's
must speedily deal. She declared that
tnat the growth of the suffrage move-
ment had been proved in several
ways. These were:

First—The changed attitude of the
people in that woman suffrage has
become the most irequent subject of
conversation everywhere, while the
press gives more space to it in its
news and editorial columns than to
any other political or moral reform.

Second—DPolitical parties reflecting
the popular mind vie with each other
in seeking the support of women suk
fragette planks in their program as
they know that no party can be suc-
cessful when women organize against
it. .
Third—During the past two years
the subject of woman suffrage has
been before parliament in every na-
tion except Turkey, while in the Uni-
ted States it has been one of the most

SITUATION 1S
VERY TENSE

John Redmond Delivered
An Electric Speech in
House of Commons.

[By Special Wire to the Courier]

NEW YORK,, May 13—A cable to
The Tribune from London this morn-
ing says:

The Home Rule situation suddenly
developed an acute phase again last
night when the governent found them-
selves on the brmk of a precipice,
with Redmond warning them that
in certain contingencies he will push
them over. Mr. Asquith, announcing
his policy on the future progress of
the Home Rule Bill, informed the
House of his intention to pass the
measure as it stands and then introduce
an amending bill, with the intention
that both should reach the statute
book at about the same time,
..Then, in an electrically tense scene,
he laughed the amending bill to scorn
unless it were introduced to give ef-
fect to an agreed upon settlement.
Otherwise he will hold himself abso-
lutely free to deal with the amending
bill on its merits. This declaration
has caused the greatest sensation
throughout political circles, and Lib-
eral as well as Unionists are now eag-
erly discussing the prospects of a gen-
eral election this summer.”

The present position is that the
Home Rule Bill will be sent to the
Lords before Whitsuntide, the House
of Commons having last night voted
Preier Asquith s proposals for hasten-
ing the remaining stages of tre bill.
Then, if no agreement is reached with
the opposition, Mr. Asquith will in-
troduce an amending bill enabling the
Ulster counties to vote themelves out
of the Home Rule Bill for six years.

While some interpreters say the

Mr. J. S. Hamilton, speaking for

byterian Synod of Montreal and Ot-
tawa began its business sessions in
St. Andrew’s church, Westmount, this
morning.

Rev. Dr, Love of Quebec, the mod-
erator, reported that in the rural parts
of the province of Quebec there had
been a diminution of the Protestant
faith. In districts where it had re-
mained stationery there had been a
large increase of Roman Catholic.
Snbstantial progress had been made
in rural education, The salaries of
teachers, while still not large had
been increased since 1902. In that
year a female teacher with a diploma
received on an average $151 a year.
Now the average for women teachers
was $281 per annum.

In 1002 there were 899 Protestant
elementary schools in Quebec and in
1012 this number had fallen to 829.
The pupils in 1002 numbered 27,603

‘and in 1912 totalled 35,643. The city

of Montreal accounted for over half
»f these. TIhe number of Protestant
oupils attending Roman Catholic ele-
mentary schools in 1012 was 453. The
Roman Catholics attending Protestant
elementary schools was 1760; 279
Protestant pupils attending Roman
Catholic model schools and 155 Ro-
man Catholics attending Protestant
model schools.

The totals worked out at:

Protestant pupils attending Catho-
lic schools of all kinds, 1,105, and
Catholics attending Protestant schools
2,118.

There were many Protestant child-
ren scattered about the province, and
many of them, Dr. Love said, were
growing up without much education,
some reaching manhood who had nev-
er received any education at all. He
hoped the day was not far distant
when the Presbyterian church would
have schools for this class

Rev. Dr. Scrimger, Montreal, said
the work of the Pointe aux Trembles
school had been as successful as here-
tofore, though a difficulty had been
found in securing competent tachrs.

Financially, said Dr. Scrimger, they

LONDON, May 13—John Red-
mond’s repudiation of the Prime Min-
ister’s proposed amending act does
not alter the position which Ulster
hgs taken up. Sir Edward Carson last
night declared that the Natlonalist
leader’s outburst makes no difference
to their attitude. “Redmond may re-
pudiate as much as he likes; I am
as determined in my opposition as I
was before. The only result is that
I have to-night telegraphed to Belfasc
as follows: “Redouble your efforts.” T
have had no offer from the Govern-
ment, save the offer that has been
made in the House of Commons, and
that amounts to noching. We are
just going to keep our powder dry and
prepare for war.”

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-«
WEST LAND REGULATIONS
NY PERSON who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Land
Agency or Sub-Agency for the Distriet.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency on certain conditions, by father,
motler, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.
Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu-
pied by him or by his h(her, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister.
In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section along side his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon
the homestead or pre-emption six months
in each of six years from date of home-
stead entry (including the time required
to earm homestead patent), and cultivate
50 acres extra.
A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre-
emption, may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per
acre. .

However, Carranza’s agents were
emphatic in their declarations from
El Paso that the Constitutionalists
would agrea to nothing short of the
elimination of Huerta and of his en-
ttire party. Roberto Pesquex - Ira,;
Carranza's confidential representative
asserted.
“We have beaten Huerta at every
turn, and why should we yield our
advantage when we have the reform
for which we have striven almost with-
in our grasp This has been a fight
of 100 years for reform, and we will
not be content to have those years
of fighting wasted.” Other Constitu
tionalists asserted that there was no
basis on which Huertistas and Con-
stitutionalists could co-operate in a
provisional government.

Another Factor
Assertions of the Constitutionalists
that there was an understanding be-
tween Zapeta, the southern insurrec-,
to leader and Carranza that Zapeta
would not attempt to enter Mexico
City until after it had been captured
by the Constitutionalists, had a tem-
pering effect on fear expressed that
if the Huerta regime suddenly were
to collapse, the southern rebels might
pillage the capital. The constitution-
alist agents asserted Zapeta had re-
cognized Carranza as his chief, and
that there were among his ranks
many men from Mexico City who
would not countenance pillaging.
While the envoys proceed with their
plans for the Niagara Falls confer-
ence to-day with the United States
mission, Associate Justice Iamar of
the Supre meCourt and former So-
licitor General Lehmann, conferred
to arrange details of their work.
They will consult President Wilson
and Secretary Bryan about the per-
sonnel of their party, which probably
will include several members of the
staff from the state department.
Probably their plans will have been
completed so that they may leave for
the Canadian border town the latter
part of the week. By that time, it is
expected Huerta’s representatives
will have been landed at Key West.

Battle at Tampico
Additional reports of the Tampico
battle were received to-day from
Rear Admiral Badger. It was stated
the rebels with their reinforcements
of men and artillery were fighting
fiercely in an attempt to bring the
siege to an end. They appear to
be meeting with stubborn resistance,
from the Huerta garrison.
On the west coast the rebels were
reported to be drawing théir net
closer about Mazatlan, and they de-
clared the fall of the cit ywas im-
minent.
The situation at Vera Cruz to-day
has assumed a routine calm. General
Funston reported that no Federal at-
tack on the city was feared. Prac-
tically the only interesting develop-
ments there, it was said, consisted of
the narration of stories of refugees’
experiences as they reached a haven
from the interior.

WEDNESDAY, MAY THIRTEENTH

To-day marks the fifty-sixth birth-
day of the Mon. Wallace Nesbitt, one
of the ablest lawyers in Canada. He
was born in Woodstock, Ontario, and
was called to the bar in 1881. After
attaining the highest rank among the
lawyers of Toronto, he was induced
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier in 1903 to take
a seat on the Supreme Court Bench
at Ottawa. He only remained there
for two years, however, preferring to
practise rather than to deliver judeg-
ments. Since then he has been a
consulting counsel. Always keen and
quite self-possessed, he has dis-
tinguished himself in many cases. An
amusing incident occurred in 1909
when he appeared before the judicial
committee of the Privy Council in the
famous Steel and Coal Case. The
Dominion Iron and Steel Co. had also
engaged Sir Robert Finlay to argue
their side~ The latter was delivering
his argument but was interrupted
time and again by his colleague, who
threw in explanatory remarks. At
last one of the law lords became an-
noyed at the frequency with which
Mr. Nesbitt chimed in and sald to
Sir Robert, “It would greatly facili-
tate the hearing of this case if you
could manage to keep your junior
quiet.” It is said that Mr. Nesbitt
remained silent after that for about
an hour.

Becker, wife of the defendant, watch-
ed the witness intently and her dis-
play of interest spread to others in
the room, among whom were Mrs.
Seabury, wife of the trial justice; Mrs
Belmont Tiffany, Mrs. Inez Mulhol-
land Boissevain, the suffragist leader,
Ogen Mills and Lydig Hoyt.

The cross-examination of Rose by
Martin T. Manton to-day was expect-
ed to furnish another interesting
chapter in the history of the now
famous case for in his questions, the
leading counsel for Becker has inti-
mated he would give a line on the pro-
bable course of the defense,

It will be pleasing news for union
men to learn that for the first time
in years the awarding of acontract
for civic uniforms has been given to
a union firm. It will be remembered
that Controller Simpson put up a
strenuous battle in the Board of Con-
trol and before the City Council to
have all work of this nature given to
firms that could put the union label
upon it. Ald. Robins, of the Street
Railway Employees’ Union, is an-
other- representative that can always
be depended upon to stand behind
the fair emblem, and both of them
forced the question to a vote -and
compelled their colleagues to declare
where they stood in regard to it. The
city’s legal expert has somewhere or
other acquired the curious idea (they
are not bothered with that bug in

,some municipalities in Canada) that

it is illegal to stipulate in asking for
civic tenders that the union label
shall be on the goods.

Well, we will let it go at that, un-
der the circumstances. but we are
pleased all the same to see that in
awarding the contracts for the uni-
forms of the motormen and conduc-
tors on the civic car lines, the Tip
Top Tailors, a union firm, was se-
lected. This is the first time in years
that a union shop has received any
consideration whatever.

Tt will be a good idea for union
men to paste this under the crown of
their hats. Perhaps there's a reason
why the union label came over this
time. Just figure it out for yourself.—

Everybody is advising the Western
farmer to go in for “mixed farming;”
but everybody might as well save his
breath to cool the “wheat posridge”
we degenerates now  consume, The
Western farmer will go in for mixed
farming exactly when he must. So
long as he can make more money
with - less exertion' by “tickling the
prairie with a plough and seeing it
laugh in a harvest,” he will take this
ticklish course—and let the future
take care of itself. Only when na-
ture issues her mandate, will he buckle
down to the steady task of establish-
ing real farms where now his wheat
fields wave in the summer breeze.

We might as well expect a miner
to stop digging gold and plant New
Brunswick potatoes amidst the stones
The potato crop might possibly last
for more years than the gold product;
but the gold will pay higher dividents
so long as it holds out, It is always
possible, of course, that the farmer
may not know what is most profitable
But if this be the case, we shuold
turn the scientists loose on him, and
not the politicians. It is very likely,
however, that, when we find a whole
army of farmers pursuing the same
course over an ‘island empire, they
know pretty well what pays them best
—for the time being. And our farm-
ers are not planting homesteads for
future generations—they are trying
to wrench enough wealth out of the
landto “escape the city.” This may
be bad policy in every sense; but the
lure of the city is the most dominant
force in the civilization of this con-
tnent.

tion at 2.30 khere he will be wel-
comed by Mayor Allan and the coun-
cil members.

Following the inspection of the
ouards of honor furnished by the
Thirceenth and Ninety-irst, the Duke
and his party will proceed down
James street, which will be lined with
thousands of school children, boy
scouts and cadets. The children will
sing stirring patriotic songs, the regi-
mental bands furnishing the music.

At the city hall a reception will be
held in the Council chamber, where
the Mayor will present His Royal
Highness with an illuminated address.
Floral, boquets will be presented by
Master Allan Watts and Jean Davey
to Princess Patricia and Hon Kath-
erine Viliers The number of guests
invited to the reception has been limig-
ed to 300.

SOME FINE POINTS
WILL BE RAISED

Ottawa Man is Charged With Viola-
tion of United States Immi-
gration Law.

[By Special Wire to The Courier]

OTTAWA, Ont., May 13— It is
quite likely that some fine points of
international law will be raised when
James Lyéns, of Ottawa, conductor on
the Ottawa and New York railway
appears before a magistrate in Malone
N.Y., next Thursday to answer a
charge of violating the United States
immigration law,

Lyons was arrested last Thursday
by Deputy Marshall F. G. Roby of
Malone, on a warrant sworn out by
United States Immigration Commis-
sioner E. C. Lawrence, for refusing to
obey the instructions of a United

nmigration official at Cornwall, On-
tario, on April 16th.

On that date Lee Hurteau, a resi-
dent of Malone, where he is employed,
and where his family was born, went
to Cornwall. It is alleged that he was
under the influence of liquor when he
went to take the train home again.
The immigration officer, seeing the
condition of Hurteau, forbade his re-
turn to Malone. e boarded the O.
& N. Y. train in charge of Conductor
Lyons, whereupon the officer ordered
Lyons to put Hurteau off. Lyons re-
fused to do so on Canadian territory,
but did so as soon as the train got
into the United States.

W. D. Scott, commissioner of im-
migration for the Dominion Govern-
ment, says that the case has not yet
been brought to the attention of his
department. It is a matter for the
United States officials to deal with,
he says:

Rev. C. E. Jeakins on Yellow-
stone Park at Grace
Church.

The audience which attended the
school room of the Grace church last
night were rewarded with as fine an
‘insight into the wonders of North
America a§ will be ,seen in Brant-
ford for many days. The subject of
the lecture was Yellowstone Park, an
area of 65 miles by 55 miles, which is
reserved ag the national Park of all
Americans. It is situated just a few
miles from Salt Lake City and adjoins
the states of Utah, Wyoming and Id-
aho, Opening the meeting with pray-
er, the Rev. Archdeacon Mackenzie
said that this park which would be
the subject of Rev C. E. Jéakin’s lec-
ture, was God’s work.

The lecturer then proceeded and
some truly marvellous slides were
shown and although. the  colors in
their brightness contrasted with Can-
adian shades, they were said to be the
natural color of the scenes taken.

Yellowstone Park abounds in na-
tural wonders and this was amply
proved by Rev. Jeakins in the course
of his lecture and on view last night
were the pictures of hot water lakes
and boiling geysers, active craters,
canyons of great rocky boldness,
mountains and Falls. Wild animals,
principally bears were found in the
park, but they were almost tame.
Among the wonders which created
astonishment were the boiling mud
lakes, the prismatic lakes and the
consistent hot geysrs. The accom-
modation of the hotels of that district
was spacious and excellent and it was
possible to spend a whole season at
one. This park was a fine field for
sportsmen. Trout could be caught
in the streams abundantly and with
regard to this there was a small island
in the centre of a lake, and it was the
outlet of a boiling geyser, thus a man
could hook his fish from the lakes an
immediately put them on a hook and
dip them into the mouth of the gey-
ser and they would come out quite
cooked. Natural paint pots with many
colored banks were among the lakes
and every few hours they would over-
flow. Geysers spouting two hundred
feet into the air, falling like rain, and
great cavities in the earth forming ac-
tive mud outlets were seen, Beautiful
views of the surrounding scenery and
marvellously flat roads were put upon
the screen and they showed the great-
ness of the northern continent. There
are also mineral deposits in this sec-
tion worth millions of.dollars« The
pictures will remain long in the minds
of those who saw them.

Rev. C. E. Jeakins had said he
was only a mouthpiece, never having
been upon the scenes depicted, but
he had neverthedess a thorough
knowledge of his subject, and wds a
very pleasing mouthpiece. The gath-
ering was brought to a conclusion in
prayer offered by the lecturer.
