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SEVERE
FIGHTING.

Major Crewe With 700 Men
Stand Off 2500 Boers.

East London, Cape Colony, Feb. 13, —
Details have been received here of
severe fighting at Thaksberg mountain,
40 miles east of the railway and about
midway between Small Deel and Bloem.-
fontemn. Major Crewe, with
posite column traveling southwest,
sighted the mountuin on the morning
of January 31st. L

He heard beavy firing, and, knowing
that Col. Pilcher’s column was on the
other side of the mountain, concluded
that this officer was in action. Conse
quently he harried forward, only to
nieet. the Boers streaming down and
evidently retiring from Col. Pilcher's
lyddite shells. Immediately = Major
Crewe brought three 15-pounders and a
pompom to bear on the Boers, who,
however, were found to be so numerouns
that it was impossible to 'head them off.

Orders were given to returf to camp,
about two miles from the mountain,
The golumn rested. until 4 o’clock’ in
the aftérnosu, when the march was re-
sumed southwest.

Major Crewe was just touching the
southern point of the mountain when a
terrific fire opened ' from a large forceé
of Boers in ambuscade on the mountain.
The fight soon became general, the Boers
attacking the British on both flanks
and -the rear. The British pompofn
jammed and became useless. Major
Crewe grasped . the situation, and by a
brilliant move got the convoy into a
safe position.

Between 7 and 8 o’clock in the even-
1ng the Boers charged the position and
turned both flanks. The British am-
munition became exhausted and Major
Crewe was obliged to retire and aban-
don the pompom after the advance
party had endeavored to save it, and
had sustained a severe loss, )

ments were thrown up during the night,

Molly Thopmison was the first brought
to the stand and after the charge of
stealing from the person of George E.
Nichols at the Globe hotel at -Grand
Forks, the sum of $411 had been read
to her she plead not guilty and elected
to be tried by jury. Mr., Wade, the
crown prosecutor objected to the pris-
oner being let off on bail until her
trial on the ground that the circum-
stanices surrounding the case were of
such a peculiar character and the evi

dence given at the time of her trial be-
fore the magistrate and evidence he
had learned since was so strong that
he did not think her entited to bail.
The justice ordered her under guard
until. he could look over the evidence
given before the magistrate.

W. J. Marbles, charged with stealing
from the Dawson Transfer & Storage
Co. canned fruits, etc., to the value of
$25 pleed guilty. Sentence was sus-
pended te be given at the same time
with another similar case.

Mable Smith was the mnext called,
but was not present. Attorney Shoff
appeared for her and stated he was not
aware that the court would hold a
criminal sitting this morning and that
his client was up the creeks. When
asked by the justice whether she had
given bail for her, non-appearance he
could not say.“ The justice said, ‘‘It
such bail has not been given she will
have to suffer the consequences,’’ as
the rules as written must be enforced.

Stenographer Shepherd being ill and
not capable of performing the duties
and as no other stenographer was at
hand, court adjourned until this after-
noon, when the Belcher-McDonald, case
will be continued.
Justice Craig, in deciding against
the habeas corpus proceedings to re-
lieve Severance from jail,‘stated that
for him to review the evidence given
before Justice Dugas would be for him
to create in himself a court of appeal.

' Fhat was the situation which brought
support to the original movement on
behalf of incorporation.

The situation today is entirely differ-
ent.

Immense Shlp Rnllway.
A ship railway that may possibly
take the place of a canal across the
Panama Isthmus, transporting -'great
ships from ocean to ocean and cutting
off the long journey around the Horn,
has been invented by Barton W. Scott,
an engineer and inventor of San Jose.
The rounding of curves and undula-
tions in track which have proved a
stumbling block in the successful work-
ing in the Eads and other systems of
ship ratlways have been overcome, says
a Sun Jose dispatch, dand the cost and
time required for the building of a
canal practically wiped out. Scott has
submitted his ideas to President Mc-
Kinley and Secretary of War Root, and
these officials have laid the matter be-
fore the candl” commission. This body
is now considering the proposition,
and Mr. Scott is prepared to build a
working model of his road if the gov-
ernment will enter into gcontract with
him
The inventor claims great things for
his road, and its cgnstruction across the
is*hmus would render a canal unneces-
sary.. Former inventors were unable to
perfect cars suitable for carrying heavy
ships around-.curyes and up grades, but
this the San Jose inventor has done.
Under his system “the largest wvessel
afloat—the Oceanic, with_a length of
700 feet—could be raised fromrthe ocean
on the Atlantic' side, placed on &-great
car and hauled across the isthmué‘et\
the rate of 22 miles an hour by eight
locomotives.
Scott has been at work on his railway
scheme for about four years. His plans
call for a four track railway, with an
aggregate width of about Bo feet. On
these run a gigantic\gr,/so nicely bal-
anced and arranged that it can traverse
any curve anl grade known in wodern
railway building. This cai will take a
ship of 700 feet in length and round

|any curve or make a complete circle

in diameter 700 fect from inside rail to
inside rail. For the 700-foot; ships a
speed of 22 miles an hour can be made,
but for tugs and light craft smaller cars
¢an be used and the vessels taken across
the isthmus almost as rapidly as a
freight train,

The cost of bnilding and equipping
such a road across the isthmus Scott
estimates would not be over $10,000,-
000, while the cust of a canal would be
between $200,000,000 and $300,000,000.

Scott’s plans have been favorably re-
ceived by the officials at Washington,
and the friends of the inventor believe
he has overcome the obstagles that
bave heretofore existed to a ship rail-
way.

T QUEENS COROWNTION=

As Described by James Gordon
Bennett in 1838

When He Was a Young Man With an
Eye for Pretty Women—Cere-
mony Replete in Splendor.

From Monday and“%vesday’s Daily.

James Gordon Bennett’s graphic ac-
count of the coronation ot Queen Viec-
toria, written in 1838, is herewith re-
produced in part as follows:

‘““London, June 29, 1838.—I have
seen the corodation of 'Victoria from
beginning to end, in' Westminster
Abbey and out of the Abbey. It was,
without . exception, the meost splendid
sight I have ever séen—full of poetry,
beauty, - nonsensé, sublimity, supersti-
tion, sense and-grandeur—a perfect pot-
purri ot the ceremonies and obsérvances
of Christianity, catholicity, feudalism
and the classic ages,

““On the Wednesday morning I'called
on Mr. Stevenson and received the fol-
lowing; printed on a ‘species of light
blue, hot pressed paper:

‘‘It took me a full hour to look
around and mark out the most remark-

to enter. I got a seat very contignous
to that portion of the northern transept
which was devoted to the accommoda-
tion of the female nobility, and I was
quite interested in watching the ap-
pearance and looks and dress uf cach
fair dame as she entered. They all ap-
ptared in a similar costime—in white
dress, with a crimson robe ornamented
with ermine.

These were not peeresses, although the
great proportion belonged to the high-
est and most refined ‘orders of society,
“The Abbey contained 10 000 per-
sons, and probably out of this pumber
7000 were females, geyerally beautiful
and all gorgeocusly dressed. Such an-
other sight I never fexpect to
long as I live, and I jam devilish glad I
went there, althgyogl I had some inten:
tions at one time tojomit the chance.

‘‘The éntrance of the for€ign min-
isters was another opject of great inter-
est and splendor.
as various as they were splendid.
Turkish ambassad¢r looked well,
the veteran ‘Old| Soulte,’ as he is
familiarly called,| brought forth the
most attention. Hle created a sensation
on his entrance. [There was a peculiar
propriety in this| sentiment. Marshal
Souite had thrashed the English and
bagd been thrashed by them during the
last war. Two  brave men and -two
brave pations always esteem each other.
Soulte won the populace.

“The entrance of the Duke of Ne-
mours, the second son of Louis Phil-
ippe, also made a rustlipg. It is said
that a number of the sétond sons of the
kings of Europe have been present, be-
si1des several lots of German princes, all
looking forward to bave a chance for
the fair hand of Vietoria,

““But of all the sights in the Abbey
the entrance of the young queen was
the miost beautiful and splendid. There
she was, walking up the steps, leading
to the royal platform, where stood the
holy St. Edwsrd's chair, the throne,
etc. ‘She looked quite short in stature,
but, nevertheless, she boré berself with
much dignity. On her obrow she wore
a dazzling circlet of gold and precious
stones. >

‘‘Her crimsom train, ten or twelve
yards in length, was borne by eight
young ladies of the highest rank,
These eight train-bearers were tall and
majestic, and also very beautiful.
Their headdresses were adorned with
lofty white plumes. It was really
quite interesting to see the little girl
bearing herself so well. In that part

England . never zad before a voun'g,
delicate, rather pretty. rstbg sensible,
chaste maiden for her sovereign. The
very populace, up to the highest ranks,
seemed to consider her as'a beautiful
plaything, an elegant doll, an en-
chanting little idol, which creates in
the bosom all the feeirngs naturally ex-
cifed by youth and beauty, | There
never was in the world such another
scene as that presented in Westminster
Abbey, The ‘highest ranks of a great
empire <an empire on which the sun
never sets—met in ‘that place to ex-
press' love and devotion to a weak
young woman., It was gltogether a
different scene from- that presented by'
the coronation of an old, ugly, gouty,
grasping, old ruscl. Perhaps the self-
willed and majestic coronation ot Na-
poleon, a . representation  of which -1
have sent for publieation, is "the only
one-that can produce an equal effect,
though different in purpose to that of
Victoria.

*“I cannot describe at leugth in the
compass of a single letter, all the cere-
monies. It was a strange mixture of
religious, theatrical, beautiful and dis-
orderly ' proceedings. There were
prayers at one moment and clapping of
hands at the next; now a holy sermon,
and then a noisy hurrab; now a rev-
eremt kneeling at the altar, and then a
kissing the band of a fair girl. How I
did want to kiss her, too, and I asked
my guardian angel, who was basking

his purple wings in a flood of sunlight,’

pouring through the gothic window,;
whether he could not transport meé for
a second to the throme.

““ ‘Have you forgotten tHat you are a
locofoco and a democrat?’ said he,
shaking his head, wherewith he shook
fragrance from it that filled the whole
gallery and revived the fat old lady in
pearls that sat near me. ‘Besides,’
continued by guardian spirit, ‘can you
forget-that your allegiance, your whole
heart and soul and all kissing you can
do, are due to the beauty of New York
—to those western fair ones who, in
spite of your admiration of the ladies,
are beautiful and lovely, without the
aid of foreign ornmaments?’ With this
a dark cloud intercepted the rays of
light ; 1 recovered my recollections and
found that during the tediousness of
these august ceremonies I had heeti

‘Their Copper Weapons — Derby
Hats Take Their Fancy. .

! Froerednenin'; Daily

Walter Lyons” manager of the Ladue
Co., returned yestepday from a journey
up river wherg he has been looking up
timber lands in his company’s interests:
While stopping at Stewart he witnessed
the arrival of a. band of Copper river
or Tanana Indians who for the first
time in. the memory of white men
visited that sectiop of the country.

These natives carried slugs of copper
which they said were used in place of
leaden bullets when on the hunt. Al-
though they brought _no firearms with
them they evidently possessed guns and
knew how to use them.

Remarkable as it may seem the
knives used by them are made from
solid copper sharpened to a keen edge
in which indentations or ‘‘nicks’’ were
noticed which would infer that the art
of tempering copper is known to these
patives. Unfortinately no “test was
made in this regard to show ‘whether or
not they were possessed of this lost art,
‘not even a sample of the khives having
heen obtained. The implements were

‘ ‘made with a double edge in the shape
of a Bowie knife and were evidently
carved from solid copper.

These Indians came down the White
river from the Aluskan side aud accord-
to their stories traveled 20 sleeps,
which would mean 4oo miles, they
traveling about 20 miles a day, the
"‘usual distance covered by an Indiau in
a day’s journey during the winter
months,

= A ludicrous sight was witnessed when
the tribe commenced trading, which
was carried onall of opne night, seven
of the bucks being locked in the trad-
ing post until they had disposed of all
their furs, among which were three
siver gray foxes. They insisted on sell-
