Fun That Farmers Have.

It is a frequent saying that in winter a
farmer has nothing to do but enjoy him-
self, that when the blizzards send in their
cards, he can draw his chair up to the
stove, put his feet in the oven, and
spend the day reading the Globe and
the Church Herald,  aud other moral
works.  According to tradition, the
occupation is only disturhed when he
adjourns to the table, and banquets on
mince pie and divers meats.

Farm and Eacden,

Keeping 'Vegvtub[c;(‘r(;h.—Thc val-
ue of vegetables depends very largely
u pon their {icghoess. Beets, turnips,

in balk in a moderately warm ecellar,
will shrivel and partially dry up fom
the cvaporation of their moisture,
which detracts from their dssirability
for tuble use. To prevent this and
insure a supply for such use in a fresh
state, let tham be packed in moist sand
or carth,

Small Flocks Best.—OQOune may keep
ten or twelve fowls with profit who
could not double or treble this number
successfully, because with a larger
nuwber all the difficulties which arise,
such as want of cleanliness, the presence
of vermin, impure air and risk of in-
fection, increase in a much larger ratio
than does the number in the flock.
But if one has succceded with a small
flook there is no reason why he should
not do so with several flocks, if each is
kept in just the same manncr as the
original cme,  Afterward the flocks
may be enlarged, but as this is the
Very point on which young poultry-
raisers fuil, the greatest cattion should
be observed in adding to the number of
fowls kept in each coop or house or
yard.

Roads.—Good roads not only save
horse flesh but vebicles, Take what
are ordinarily called “‘good roads” and
“bad roads,” and a vehicle used on the
first only will last twice as long, at
least, as one used on the latter. No
one can doubt that country roads
would be fifty per cent. better than they
now are, if the money and labor put
upon them were _properly. applied,
How to have that work and money
properly applied is the matter to be
discussed now, that the best method:
may be ready for adoption when the
season for foad-making cowcs. Whe-
ther or not the road-bed should be only
qurface-drained, or underdrained with
tile, or by putting in corduroy founda-
tion; whether or not gravel or plank
should be used ; Low best to use gravel
or plank or tile—these are points to be
decided before spring. The farmers’
club should also discuss specifically th.
repair of each bighway in the neigh-
borhood. This will Jead, among other
things, to an understanding whether
or not it will be proper to shorten a
highway by straightening it; whether
atoid that now goes around a hill
should be carried over it by grading
dowa the hill, or whether making a road
longer by carrying it around a hil' will
be compensated for by the less grade;
how to kecp weeds from growing in the
highways, to seed the adjacent lawd,
and many other points which, thus
being settled, would greatly add to the
improvement of the roads.—dmerican
Agriculturist.

The Cuttle of Ayrshire—The Ayr-
shires are to us exceedingly attractive
on account of their unbroken color,
the white spots and flecks contrasting
beautifully with dark red or brown of
the body color, the color, as a rule,
being intensified along the edges of the
white, and yet, strange to say, there is
a craze for solid colors among breed-
ers,

The breed is well adapted to make
the most of short commous or the best
of abundance—hardy, active, prolifie,
going ail to milk when wilking, and
piling on flesh when dry—a breed every
farmer and dairyman who owns one is
proud of, filling the eye and filling
the pail. The milk is of medium
quality and abundant, making up in
flow what it lacks in quality when com-
pared with the spcoial butter breeds;
alwayr rich in solids, hence admirable
for cheese produetion, - Were we to
name a breed of cattle which would
produce the greatest profit from a given
area of farming or graging land, or
turn 100 tons of hay, corn fodder and
corn meal into the greatest profit, we
ghould hesitate to name one which
wou!d surpass the Ayrshire, even
where the breed would have no oppor-
gunity to exhibit its hardivess and
activity. But, on short pasture, in cold
stables, exposed to more or lcss hard-
ships, the Ayrshire would almost surely
carry off the palm,

There is one thing about them that
is very satisfactory : they are ulwaﬁu
recognizable even as grades. The
breed has an unmistakeable strikingly

handsome style of its own. An Ayr-
shire is an Ayrshire, aud never will be
mistaken for anything else,—American

A few years ago there was imported
into the States the fashion of wearing
birds’ wings and c<ven cntire birds on
ladics’ hats. For this purpose bright
colored plumage was used and so great
beeame the dewand for this unnatural
rpecics of adcrnment tlat birds were
ruthlessly elanghtercd in o)l parts of
the ccuntiy, and tleir wings and bodies
sunt to millinery establishments to meet |
the cxigincics of fashion. Tt wasa
cruel apd wicked thing to kill off the
bivds eo remerselessly to. gratify a pass-
ing eayrice, and the we'l-thinkine and
humave took-st ps to protect the inno,
Tt was feund tlat the
bright colored birds and tle sougsters
were beecoming scarce, aud ecientific
nicn took the alarmi and jut forth in
the leading papers eloquent pleas for
the birde, From an cconomic stand-
yoint the value of birds to farmcrs and
fruit-growers is incalculable, From
an @ thetic point of view their value
i also incstimable as thcy are a con-
stant source of delight to all rightly
constituted minds.  Through the iiflu-
ence of the prcss Andubon eocietics
have been formed in different parts of
the States, the members of which pledge
themsclves not to wear birds or bird’s
wings on their hats, or to countenance
in any way the needless destruction of
the birds. Much good has reculted
from the movement already snd among
the better informed this kind of orna-
mentation is becoming a thing of the
past.  We regret to notice that just as

Every woman in the household manu-
factured something. The aged grand-
mother spun flax with the little wheel ;
the youngest daughter carded wool, and
the oldest, if the men were busy, hatchell.
ed flax. It was band-work that did it,
and every hand did what it could best do.
The women whose “work was never
done,” not only carded, spun and woves
but they milked the cows, “made  butter,
bread, and cheese, soap and candles, cook=
ed the food, did the washing, and in the
harvest raked hay, pulled flax, and dug
potatoes,

The neighbor, who happened in for an
afternoon’s gossip, brought her work.
The mother patchied or knitted, as she
rested by the fireside, or quartered apples
for the children to “string” and hang-in
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outside walls, All were busy—always
busy,—Youth’s Companion.

'i‘he Last Song.

The story of theterrible tragedy which Is

occured many years ago at the Pemberon
Mills has been most dramatically and sim-
ply told by a well-known author. Her qui-
et account of the loss of life under the fal-
len and burning building caw ecarccly be
read without bringing tears, esjeuiaily
when one reaches the end, where the dy-
ing lift their voices in the hymn, “We're
Going Home to Die No More.” An in-
cident suggesting the foregoing comes
from a New York hospital, from which
an ambulamee had been called to the re-
lief of a burned child.

She had been sent by her parents to
the cellar for firewood, and in descending
the steps she stumbled and dropped the
lamp, which exploded and set her cloth-
ing on fire. The surgeon wrapped the
poor, crisped, writhing form of the child
in what is known as a “prepared sheet,’”
and told the driver to get to the hospital
quickly*,

There all was done for her that science
could do, but it was impossible to save
her life. A narcotic was given to her,
and she fell asleep,. Waking after some
hours, she asked for water, The nurse
immediately called the deetor. In a
minute he was beside the cot, He felt
the pulse, ominously shook his hiead, gave
some more instructions, and turned to
go away. Ashe did so, the little creature
turned half round. The dim light of a
candle shone on the blackened face.
The swollen lips pursed out, aud, in a
clear, sweet voice, the dying child began
to sing the hymn “Nearer, my God, to
Thee,”

The doctor and nurse stood transfixed.
The other patients in the silent, darkened
ward, leaned en their elbows and drank
in the sweet melody. The first verse
completed, her strength began to fail, and
with it her voice, and only the humming-
like distart music of the air of the hymn
could be heard. That ceased, she heaved
a sigh, and all was over.
