FOR LIBRARY.

That Seems to he the Idea of the 
Public.

Board of Trade Site Looked Up­
on With Favor.

No Fancy Price Will be Paid 
For Property.

While it may not be an easy thing to 
procure the very best site for the new 
public library to which Andrew Carne­
gie has agreed to contribute $75,000, it 
is easy enough to hear suggestions. 
Quite a number of sites have been sug­
gested to the members of the Board, 
some of which would be first class, and 
some not good at all. One that is look­
ed upon with a good deal of favor is the 
present Board of Trade building, on the 
northwest corner of Main and Hughson 
streets. It is a fine corner with plenty 
of size, and the only tiling that those 
who are studying out the subject say 
against it is that the cars of three sub­
urban electric railways pass it every 
few minutes. Quiet is a decided advan­
tage for a library.

Both the northwest and the northeast 
corners of Hughson and King William 
streets are mentioned. Every street car 
in the city runs within one block of 
those corners, yet none of them come 
nearer, and therefore would never dis­
turb the patrons. The Peace property, 
at the northeast corner of John and 
King William streets is another that a 
good many people would like to see se-

i wo sites on Jackson street west have 
been suggested—one, the old Central 
Presbyterian Church corner, and the 
other the property on the north side, 
between James and MacNab, or the Mac- 
Kay livery stable property.

The public choice seems to favor a 
corner, which is natural enough, as a 
corner is the best place to display a 
fine public building. When the question 
of site was being discussed before the 
present building was erected the old 
Case property, at the corner of King 
and Walnut streets, was one of those 
favored. Since that time a three storey 
brick store, but not a verv large affair, 
has bee., built there. The corner has a 
good many advocates now, however, and 
the fact that it is a quarter of a mile 
east of James street, seems to be in its

The Library Board does not intend to 
pay a fancy price for a site, and there­
fore will not buy expensive buildings to 
tear them down. If money were plenti­
ful either fife Woodley Shoe store, corner 
or the Duncan book store corner would 
be an ideal place, but both are held 
under leases.

It is true that the 
Coroner’s investigation provided many 
dramatic thrills, but the sensation that 
the public expectedly and tensely await­
ed. some evidence that would point di­
rectly and unerringly to Ethel Kinrade’s

murderer, was not forthcoming.
The tenacity with which the authori­

ties have stuck to the case, the efforts 
they Ir^e exerted since the inquest was 
adjourned, the investigation they have 
conducted, extending over a great area 
of the States, and the confidence they 
express afford hope that the Crown ex­
aminer on Thursday night will open up 
a line of evidence that will solve the

The detectives have not recovered the 
revolver, which is considered the most 
important link in the chain the Crown 
is trying to mould. They have not yet 
succeeded in locating Miss Elliott, the 
English woman, whom Florence Kinrade 
so frequently mentioned. This is a point 
to which si great deal of importance ap­
pears to be attached by George Tate 
Biackstoek, the Crown examiner, and 
his lieutenants will bend every effort 
between now and Thursday night to 
find Miss Elliott. With that end in view 
they are said to lie looking in Owen 
Sound for a man, who. n is believed, can 
furnish them with information. A de­
spatch from there says:

“The police are looking for an im­
portant witness in connection with the 
Kinrade murder at Hamilton.

SALOON MURDER.
GEORGE B. M'KINNON KILLED 

AT ST. CLAIR, MICH.

Shot Down by Capt. Ralph Pringle, a 
Well-Known Lake Captain-Pringle 
Accused McKinnon of Flirting 
With His Wife.

Port Huron, Mich.. April 18.—George 
tiirell McKinnon, aged thirty-one years, 
of Mooretown, Ont., was shot by Cap­
tain Ralph Pringle, of St. Clair, in the 
latter town shortly after midnight this 
morning. McKinnon died this afternoon 
at 4 o’clock, after remaining in an un­
conscious condition almost until the last.

According to eye-witnesses, Captain 
Pringle entered the saloon known a»

Kinnon for the first time in three years, 
declared that the town was not big 
enough for both of them. The two men 
entered a side room, and an instant 
later three shots were fired and McKin­
non fell to the floor unconscious.

Windsor, April 18.—Hearing his baby 
girl scream out in the yard while he was 
eating supper, William Winkelman, of 
Monroe, Mich., rushed out and found the 
child lying motionless on the ground, 
with a large gander standing nearby.

CONVICTS BUILD ROADS.

Western States Use Them in Making 
Great Highways.

The list of States now using convict 
labor on the highways is too long to 
mention in detail, says Popular Mechan­
ics, but Colorado, New Mexico and 
Wyoming are using such labor to con­
struct a great highway which will run 
through tlii- three States, and Washing­
ton, Oregon, North Carolina and Geor­
gia, as well as several other States, have 
gangs at work.

The convict road gang at work in the 
southern part of Colorado numbers 
eighty eight men. They wear no dis­
tinguishing badge in the way of cloth­
ing. and no armed guards are to be 
seen anywhere. If a man wishes to es­
cape from such a camp it is conceded 
that he can easily do so, but that he 
may he overtaken elsewhere follows as 
a matter of course, and the penalty— 
dreaded by any convict who has had a 
taste of open work—means that his ac­
tivities will from then on to the end of 
his term 1m* confined within the prison 
walls.

Only five officers are in charge of the 
camp, which is composed of tents. The 
convicts sleep in one big tent, and dur­
ing the day they are divided into five 
gangs, each officer having charge of a 
gang. Eight hours of road work consti­
tute a day’s labor, and the men must g.» 
to bed promptly at 9 o’clock every night 
except .Saturday, on which they are al­
lowed an additional hour.

Amusement is provided to all in the 
camp. Some of the convicts own and 
play musical instruments. Cards are also 
allowed. Some spend their time pitch­
ing quoits, and a ball game i» usually 
played every evening before darkness

The method of guarding the convicts 
working on the roads in the State of 
Washington is a little more strict, but 
amusements are just as numerous. The 
provision allowing the convicts to do 
such work in that State was passed in 
1907, and the point selected for makiivj 
the first experiment was one of the 
most remote from the penitentiary, the 
idea being to give the new system the 
most severe test possible.

The work selected was the building of 
a wagon road along the face of a nearly 
perpendicular rock bluff, the work in­
volving the handling of a large amount 
of dynamite by the convicts. The char­
acter of the rock encountered was ex­
tremely hard, making drilling very slow. 
Nevertheless, the average daily work 
accomplished by each man amounts to 
2.42 cubic yards of solid rock moved 
and one cubic yard of earth and loose 
rock moved.

As the lowest hid received for moving 
the rock was $1.50 per cubic yard and 
for loose rock and earth 40 cents, the av­
erage daily work of a convict was valued 
at $4.03. The camp established for the 
care of the prisoners consisted of a 
stockade 90 by 125 feet, inside of which 
was erected a barracks 18 by 48 feet. 
On the outside of the stockade and ad­
joining it was built the guardhouse. The 
number of convicts employed at the

camp has never been more than thirty, 
guarded by five officers.

The police arc now anxiously 
tea robing for the loser, whose omis- 
sien to come forward is explained b\ 
th.‘ fact that the jewelry was im­
mediately recognized by the police a* 
the proceeds of a recent burglary. Tlv 
feelings of the burglar when lie got 
home and opening his parcel found it to 
contain only soap may he left to the 
imagination.

DIMINUTIVE FARMS.

Those in Portugal Cut Up Into Very 
Small Portions.

The Portuguese are an extremely con­
servative people. Every man follows 
rigidly the methods employed by his 
father and forefathers. In very many 
parts of the country the old wooden 
plows are used.

When a man dies instead of one of | 
the heirs taking the whole property and j 
paying the remaining heirs for their 
parts the whole property is divided into 
as many parts as there are heirs. More j 
than this, each separate part of the ] 
property is thus divided.

Thus is a property consisted of ten 
acres of pasture land, eighty of vineyard 
and ten of grain land, and there were 
ten heirs, each heir would receive one 
acre each of grain and pasture land and 
eight acres of vineyard. This process 
has l>een going on for a very long time, 
so that now in the most fertile part of 
Portugal the laud is divided into incred­
ibly small portions.

The immediate result of this, accord­
ing to the United States Consular Re­
ports. is that the product of the land is 
barely sufficient at best to sustain its 
owners. South of the River Tagus, on 
the other hand, there are enormous 
tracts of excellent land lying unused, 
but it has lieen found impossible to in­
duce the farmers of the north to move 
into this region and take up large hold­
ings. _______ t _______

“MARATHON EXCESSES.”
In chronicling the death of a 17-year- 

old athlete, of Pittsburg, and the col­
lapse, physical ami mental, of a New 
York xvaiter, both of which resulted 
from the craze for long distance, or Mar­
athon. racing, the Now York Herald 
strongly condemns this form of excess 
in athleticism. It says : “Marat hon mad­
ness correctly describes the folly of iin- 
matured boys and physically incompet­
ent young men trying to emulate the 
feats of mature, strong, and carefully 
trained athletes. The news columns of 
late have chronicled the death of many 
of these over-ambitious and indiscreet 
boys and men. but for every one whose 
death is chronicled there arc unheard 
of scores whose constitutions are per­
manently ruined. Physicians attached 
to free clinics in this city can tell a 
story about that.” Great as is the evil 
done in the ease of adults indulging in 
these contests, it is probable that the 
results are still move deplorable in the 
ease of immature lads subjected to such 
physical strain. Evidence abounds to 
prove that it is ruinous to them ; and it 
would lx* well if boys could be dissuaded 
from entering such trials of speed and 
endurance. Indeed, the laxvs made by 
society for its good in many ways inter­
fere with youths when the reasons for 
interference are less obvious than is the 
harm done by Marathon racing excesses. 
Just think of the outcry that would bo- 
raisod if a parent required or induced a 
lad to put into the sawing of wood or 
hoeing of jxitatoes the xvork and endur­
ance called for by one of those Mara­
thon contests!

To-morrow will lx* Budget day in the 
House of Commons, and it is expected 
that lb ip.

A conference, called by the Detroit 
Board of Commerce, to consider the sub­
ject of 1 >cttcr trade relations xvith Can­
ada, xvill be held on Thursday next.

"Foreign officials sitting in Indianapolis 
should not have the power to decree that 
Nova Scotia miners, even when without 
a grievance, must stop work and thereby 
cripple a great Nova Scotia industry.” 
A clause in the organization’s constitu­
tion pro vi<lcs:

The international officials shall at any 
time they deem it tu the best interests 
of mine workers in a district that is 
idle, for just and sufficient reasons, order 
a suspension of work in any other dis­
trict or hist ricts that would not in any 
.wav impede the settlement of the dis­
trict affected, provided that such action 
would serve to the best interests of 
the U. M. W. of America.

The Conciliation Board takes strong 
objection to placing in the hands of any 
foreign body such a power as this as­
sumes to give it.

Mr. Asquith Thinks One Should be 

Held.

* London, April 18.—-Speaking at Glas­
gow on the question of the navy, Mr. 
Asquith expressed geuerous apprecia­
tion of the fine spirit shown by the col­
onies. Speaking for himself, lie declared 
that, if possible, it would be eminently 
desirable to bring together in consulta­
tion the great colonies, and the mother 
country, so that all might “act in gen­
eral concert, in the spirit which they 
have so finely exhibited, and with a 
common object, which we ought to have 
in view, to ascertain our respective 
shares in this great and independent 
work of the naval defence of the em­
pire.”

The de­
fendant gave his evidence fairly intelli­
gently, and apparently did nut recognize 
his position.

His lordship intimated he would not 
accept any~consent as to the facts, and 
stated that the court was reluctant to 
interfere in such eases.

FLIRTED WITH WIFE
Young Ontario Sailor Shot and Kill­

ed by Marine Captain.

Declared That the Man He 
Flirted With Hu Wife.

Shot

Port Huron, Mich., April IS.—George 
Birfell McKinnon, aged 21 years, of 
Mooretown, Lambton County, Ont., was 
shot by Captain Ralph Pringle, aged 32, 
of St. Clair, in the latter city shortly 
after midnight this morning. McKin­
non died this afternoon at 4 o'clock, af­
ter remaining in an unconscious condi­
tion almost until the last.

According to eye-witnesses, Captain 
Pringle entered the saloon known as the 
“Hole in the Wall,” and seeing McKin­
non for the first time in three years, de­
clared that the town was not big enough 
for both of them. The two men entered 
a side room and an instant later three 
shots were fired and McKinnon fell to 
the floor unconscious.

Captain Pringle told the officers when 
brought to the jail here that McKinnon 
had flirted with bis wife three years 
ago, and that he had vowed to get even. 
Neither of the men were intoxicated at 
the time.

Captain Pringle is a well known lake 
captain. This year he expected to sail 
the steamer William A. Young.

McKinnon bad sailed for two years 
as a first mate. Last season he was on 
the steamer Rosemount, of Montreal, 
and this year be bad agreed to sail on 
the steamer Adriatic.

Before breathing his last at the hospi 
tnl McKinnon said that Pringle had no 
reason for shooting him. He would have 
said more, but he was too weak. He 
died before he could he revived.

J0AN0F ARC.
Impressive Service in St. Peter’s, 

Rome.

The Beatification a Great Function 
—No Disturbance.

Rome. April 18.—The ceremony of the 
beatification of Joan d’Arc took place 
this morning. It was conducted hy Car­
dinals Rampolla and Mnrtinelli and oth­
er cardinals attached to the Congrega­
tion of Rites assisted. St. Peter's was 
richly decorated and brilliantly illumin­
ated. A dense crowd was present* in­
cluding the pilgrims, worshippers and a 
number of onlookers, attracted hy the 
rare ceremony, with its gorgeous and 
elaborate ritual, including exposure of 
relic* of the beatified. The Pope, who 
did not attend the ceremony, descended 
to St. Peter's in the afternoon to ven­
erate the relics, where again there was 
an immense assemblage. His Holiness 
was attended by 70 French prelates, lie- 
sides the officiating cardinals. The 
most impressive moments of the impres­
sive function were while the Pope knelt 
in the Chapel of the Sacrament before 
the altar on which the relics were plac­
ed amid the tense silence of the multi­
tude, and when hig Holiness afterwards 
blessed the kneeling congregation.

The Government had posted *2,000 
troops in the square of St. Peter’s to 
prevent possible hostile demonstrations, 
and to assist in controlling the enor­
mous crowd, but everything was orderly. 
The clanging of the hells in every one 
of Rome’s hundreds of churches announc­
ed the conclusion of the beatification 
ceremonies.

INSANE PROFESSOR:
Nearly Killed Doctor in Matteawan 

Asylum.

Matteawan, N. Y., April 16.—-Dr. Rob. 
ert Lamb, superintendent of the Mat­
teawan Hospital for the Criminal In- 
bane, and wlto was one of the principal 
medical witnesses in some of the Thaw 
trial proceedings, had a narrow escape 
from death to-day at the hand,* of John 
T opt man, a professor of languages, who 
was sent to the institution three years 
ago after having killed a man during a 
saloon brawl. Toptman, whose mental 
condition had been considered good for a 
year or more, and who had been in­
stalled as a “trusty,” suddenly struck 
Dr. Lamb over the head with a steel 
shovel three feet lung, cutting his head 
and rendering him unconscious. Luckily 
tho blow was a glancing one, and the 
injury inflicted is not serious in char-

Toptman, after he had struck the 
doctor down, drew a buttonhook, which 
he had sharpened to a needle's edge, 
from his pocket, and plunged it into the 
left side of his neck. This crude weapon 
he then drew across his throat clear to 
the Adam’s apple, inflicting a frightful 
gash, lie then tried to stick the weapon 
into his heart, but failed because of the 
thickness of his clothing, although he cut 
his body severely.

Dr. Lamb lay unconscious in the 
machinists’ room, where the murderous 
assault occurred, for nearly ten minutes. 
His wound was dressed, and to-night he 
was about the hospital ns usual.

Toptman is 55 years old.

OF ARMENIANS.

j| Thousand Dead at Adana—Tarsus 

Destroyed.

il' Southern Asia Minor Being Steeped 
in Blood.

Young Turks Are Massing Troops 
Before the Capital.

London, April 18.—One despatch says 
that seven battalions have already left 
Salonica, accompanied by a contingent 
of Jewish volunteers and a few Bulgar­
ia n>, but they are without artillery, and 
any concentration of troops on a big 
scale on Constantinople would take two 
or three weeks at least, even if it were 
unopposed. It also remains to t>c seen 
whether the Committee of Union and 
Progress retains effective control of the 
Salonica and Adrianople army corps.

The best opinion in Europe is that 
any military attempt by the Commit­
tee of Union and Progress to reassert 
its supremacy is likely to prove inef­
fectual. Jn Vienna a different view is 
taken, but, on the whole, the Viennese 
reports have shown a tendency to exag­
gerate the gravity of the Turkish situa-

Private despatches from Salonica 
assert that the Young Turks are 
working with feverish energy to avert 
what they ltelieve will he the Sultan’s 
next move toward regaining his auto­
cracy. They persist in declaring that, 
the Sultan was almost wholly responsi­
ble for Tuesday’s mutiny and they j 
openly avoy their determination to dc- i 
poet- him at any cost.

OFFICERS MURDERED.
Berlin, April 17. A special des­

patch to The Frankfurter Zeitung 
from Constantinople says that sixteen 
officers of war academies have been 
assassinated and that. Izzet huad 
Pasha also has been assassinated at 
the palace. A despatch to The Lokal 
Anzeiger says that two hundred of­
ficers of the War Academy have been 
murdered, and all of the officers of the 
guard cavalry.

A THOUSAND KILLED.
Beirut, Syria, April 18.—A terrible up­

rising has occurred in Adana. Street 
fighting has been going on for three 
days, and at least 1.000 persons have 
been killed. The city has been practi­
cally destro_ ,d by fire. American mis- 
sirmaries named Rogers and Mauer, the 
latter from llndjin, are dead. All the 
other Americans are safe. The British 
Vice-Consul. Major Daughty-Wylie, is 
among the wounded. He was shot 
through the arm. At Tarsus there was 
less loss of life. The Armenian quarter 
was destroyed. Four thousand refugees 
are housed in the American mission. 
The need of relief is great. for shortly 
the fuintives will be on the verge of 
starvation. Conditions in the vilayet of 
Alexandretta are most serious. Reports 
have also come in of an outbreak at 
Erzemm. on the Euphrates, in the 
northeast.

MOSLEMS SWEEPING DOWN.
Constantinople, April 18. — Three 

French warships arc hurrying to the 
eina, where the situation is desper­
ate. Foreigners and many Christ­
ians have taken refuge in thu Con­
sulates. The local troops and the 
Governor arc doing their best to pro­
tect the town, hut there is great fear 
that it cannot hold out much longer 
against the invasion of the Moslems, 
who arc sweeping down in large num­
bers. A British warship is proceeding 
to Alexandretta, which is threatened by 
t.he Moslems.

Several Armenian farms in that 
neighborhood have been destroyed. 
Alarm is felt at Kha-rput because of 
serious depredations by the Kurds in 
the surrounding villages, although the 
town itself has not been the scene of 
any particular disorders.

The Committee of Union and Progress 
expects to have between 15,000 and 20,- 
000 men within striking distance of the 
capital in a day or two. If they choose 
to insist on an answer from the Porte 
then the Sultan and his new Govern­
ment can hardly refuse them.

The Salonica branch of the Commit­
tee of Union and Progress has addressed 
ft strongly-worded telegram to the Sul­
tan, practically imputing to His Majestp 
a violation of his oath to uphold the 
constitution. Many battalions of the 
garrison at Constantinople, it is stated, 
are showing repentance at their recent 
acts. They now declare that they were 
misled into believing that the Sheri 
laws and the constitution were in dan­
ger.

NAVAL COMMANDER LYNCHED.
Details have been learned of the 

lynching of the commander of the 
battleship Aasar-i-Tewfik, whose name 
was Ali Kabuli, not Arif Bey, as pre­
viously reported. On Wednesday night 
the commander assembled the recruits 
before the guns and explained how they 
should be fired. He then trained the 
guns on the Yrldiz Kiosk and the ar­
senal, and instructed the recruits that 
they must fire at his order or they 
would be annihilated. It would be, how­
ever, he added, while the crew was

The quartermaster overheard the 
conversation and informed the crew, 
They thereupon seized the command­
er, calling him a traitor. The follow­
ing day they took him to the War Of­
fice. He attempted to escape, but was- 
sec lin'd and beaten. He was then taken 
to the palace, wlw*re, it is stated, the 
Sultan ordered him to the guardhouse 
for trial. It was while proceeding thither 
that he was lynched and horribly muti­
lated.

TARSUS NEARLY BLOTTED OUT.
Paris, April 18.—Despatches from 

Constantinople state that the situation 
in Adana has become very much 
worse ; that a number of cities have 
been burned, and that Tarsus has 
been almost blotted out. The des­
patches further state that a French 
factory has been sacked, and that the 
peasants are coming down from the 
mountains and massacring the Armen­
ians. Several hundred Armenians and 
Moslems have been killed in Adana, and 
tlie Armenian quarter of that town has 
been destroyed by flames.

THREE DROWNED.
MR. AND MRS. S. ROBBINS AND 

J. M. TAYLOR, GANANOQUt.

Accident Occurred About Three Miles 
from Clayton, N.Y.—Boat Sunk 
Before Help Could Reach Them— 
Two Bodies Recovered.

Gananoque, April 18.—Another river 
tragedy occurred near here on Sat­
urday afternoon by which mourning 
is brought to three homes. Early in 
the afternoon Mr. S. Robbins and 
wife and Mr. John M. Taylor left here 
in a light skiff for Clayton, N. Y. 
That was the last seen of them ali-ve. 
Mrs. Robbins had an aunt ill in 
Clayton, whom she intended hi visit, 
and the young men, after leaving her 
at her aunt’s house, intended return­
ing to Gananoque at once. But in­
stead, about the time they should 
have returned. a telephone message 
was received from the chief of police 
at Clayton that a skiff, supposed to 
be from Gananoque, had been upset 
about two miles out, near the head of 
Grindstone Island, and the occupants 
drowned. A description of the boat, 
on the oars of which were the ini­
tials V R., at once indicated that it 
belonged to the party above mention­
ed.

If there had been any doubt it was 
removed this morning, when several 
parties were organized to visit the 
point w lie re the accident occurred and 
grapple for the bodies. About 9.30 
a. m. the body of Mrs. Robbins was 
recovered, and a few minutes later 
that of Mr. Taylor. Notwithstanding 
the fact that, efforts were continued 
throughout the day until dark, the 
body of Mr. Robbins could not be lo­
cated. The cause of the accident will 
probably never be known, as no one 
saw it. The boat was a small one, 
being only fifteen feet long and of 
narrow beam, and it is supposed that 
when the occupants attempted to 
change seats she capsized.

Both Taylor and Robbins were 
voung men of good habits and well 
thought of here. The latter was 23 
years of age and Taylor 19. Robbins’ 
wife, to whom he was married last 
November, was formerly a Miss New­
bury and was only seventeen vears 
old.

When Mr. W. I). Robinson, who is 
working at the summer home of Mr. 
Morgan, of New York City, was inter­
viewed, lie said that he noticed the 
skiff passing containing three per­
sons, two bailing and one rowing, but 
they did not appear to be in trouble. 
About a mile from this point the ac­
cident occurred.

When Mr. N. Pelow, who is working 
on Club Island, a short distance from 
the scene of the accident, was inter­
viewed. he said that lie heard some­
one calling for help, and he hurried 
to the scene in a skiff. He saw two 
persons holding to the bottom of the 
skiff when he started, hut when he 
looked again there was only one re­
maining. When lie was a" few feet 
from the skiff Mr. Taylor released 
his hold of the boat and sank, never 
coming to the surface again. Mr. 
Pelow droped an anchor, marking the 
spot and then summoned aid.

BODY FOUND IN THE DOCK.
North Sydney, N.S.. April 18.—A 

drowning accident occurred here last 
night, when John McPherson, a resi­
dent of Glace Bay, lost his life. Mc­
Pherson. who formerly lived at 
Lcitche’s Creek, was here on a visit.

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THE HOG QUESTION.
Mr. Sealejr Put» in a Good Word 

For the Farmer.

Something About the Pork Business 
Worth Knowing.

In the course of a lengthy address in 
the House of Commons during th# dis­
cussion the. other day on the hog tariff, 
Mr. W. O. Sealey, M. P. for W’entworth, 
said: It may be said, it will probably 
be said to-night, that the Canadian 
farmers and producers of hogs cannot 
furnish enough for the home require­
ments and the export trade, but as 
against that during the years 1904 and 
1905, when we were exporting pork pro­
ducts to the extent of $12,000,000 to 
$15,000,000 annually to Great Britain, 
we were importing only about $500,000 
worth of hog products. Since that time 
our imports have increased from half a 
million dollars, until in the last fiscal 
year ending March 31, 1908, we imported 
two million eight hundred and some odd 
thousand, almoet three million dollars’ 
worth of hog products, and yet the 
trade and commerce returns show that 
our exports had decreased from nearly 
$15,000,000 down to almost $10,000,000. 
The customs returns show that the im­
ports are constantly increasing and that 
for the six months from .lune to Decem­
ber of last year we imported one million 
seven hundred and seventy, thousand 
odd dollars' worth; if the .name rate of 
increase continues to the end of the year 
we will have imported this year about 
$3,500,000 worth. I estimate that to 
supply the Canadian market with the 
quantity of pork products of the various 
classes which we now import, the pro­
duct of about one million more hogs 
would be required. If we had one mil­
lion more hogs supplied in Canada even 
at an increased cost it would not in­
crease the price to the consumer a par­
ticle. To illustrate, three, months ago 
the price of pork in Canada was five 
cents on foot. To-day it is eight cents 
on foot, but I venture to say that the 
price has not increased a particle in any 
retail store, in fact T see by the price in 
the windows that it haa rather decreas­
ed. If one million more hogs were 
slaughtered in Canada they would pro­
vide for the higher class cuts that arc 
imported at the present time and in ad­
dition would provide a very large quan­
tity of the cheaper cuts, not suitable for 
curing and exporting, which would re­
quire to he sold at home.

It may. however, lie said and ar­
gued that the United States price and 
the (‘anadian tariff as between Canada 
arid the United States would have no 
hearing upon the price of the hogs, or 
of the pork, because, as we export con­
siderably more than we import, our ex­
port price, or the. Liverpool, or British 
price generally would rule. But the 
same price reports that l referred to a 
moment ago will go to show that while 
the price to the wholesaler in Canada is 
two^ceuts higher than it is to the Unit­
ed State* wholesaler, the price in Liver­
pool's from two to three cents less. The 
conditions are today that if pork is 
packed in this vicinity, if the freight is 
paid from here to Montreal or Quebec, 
if the ocean freight is paid and it is put 
on the market at Liverpool, I can go to 
Liverpool, buy that same pork at the 
market price there, pay the freight back 
to Ottawa, open a store next door to 
that of the packer and if the present 
prices are maintained I can undersell 
that store and make a good business 
profit out of the transaction. That 
condition of things should not exist and 
if it continues to exist it is a pity that 
the farmer, the actual producer, should 
not get his fair share of that difference.

Our western friends will feel that an 
increase in the tariff might seriously 
interfere with them anjl affect the cost 
of their supplies. To my mind I do not 
think it would. Our western friends ai*e 
to-day producing quite large quantities 
of pork, and I think it will only be a 
short time before they will be producing 
all they require in the west. In fact, I 
think they are doing so to-day, and that 
they will have pork to export before 
very long. Another reason why I think 
we are able to produce more than we 
require and have a considerable amount 
for export is this: During the years 1904 
and 1905 and for some time previously 
we were struggling in the British mar­
ket to make a reputation, and, by that 
reputation, get a more profitable price. 
The 1 banish pork in the British market 
is regarded as the best pork and it com 
manda a higher price. It brings about 
four cents more than United States 
pork, and Irish pork ranges about the 
same. Previous to 1897 our Canadian 
pork had improved in quality and in 
taste to the extent that we were getting 
about three cents more than the United 
States product would bring. Since that 
time large quantities of United States 
pork have been imported into Canada, 
and as far as it can be traced consider­
able qa un titles of it passed on through 
and were exported in the hope and with 
the actual result at times of realizing 
the better price that Canadian pork de­
mands of three cents per pound. They 
pay two cente duty on coming into Can­
ada, pay the freight over, realize three 
cents and make an extra profit of one 
rent. That has continued for some time. 
The American corn-fed pork of an in­
ferior quality has lieen going to the 
British market to such an extent that it 
has dulled the taste of the Britishers 
for the Canadian pork, so much so that 
we find to-day that Canadian pork has 
backed down to about the level of Unit­
ed States pork, and in some cases less. 
By the introduction of American pork 
here we have lost the splendid reputa­
tion we had built up and enjoyed for a 
number of years, and I think our west­
ern friends could afford to join in this 
movement tv protect the enviable repu­
tation which they enjoy at the present 
time. They are producing in the west 
large quantities of wheat-fed pork. That 
wheat-fed pork makes the sweetest hams 
and bacon, being equal to the pea-fed 
product with which we built up such a 
reputation, and perhaps surpassing it to 
some extent. Unless that reputation 
that they are building up in the west is 
safeguarded they will perhaps meet the 
same fate that we have met here in On-

CANNED MEATSEIZED
Over 25,000 Tins Destroyed at 

Montreal.

Montreal, April 18.—Over 25.000 tins 
of meat were seized and destroyed here 
by Dr. Lesperance, food inspector. This 
consignment of ca-nned meat originated 
in Chicago, and xv&a sent to Toronto, and 
from there shipped to Halifax. In Hali­
fax the contents were opened and the 
buyer refused to accept the good*, 'lltey 
were then shipped to this city.

In Montreal they were sold at a big 
reduction- infact, less than half of 
the original wholesale figure. Happily 
the inspector got on the track of the 
goods so quickly that, only three, cases 
had been sold to retailers and these 
three cases were traced and seized before 
any sales had been made. In all 197 
cast's were seized, containing 2,105 dozen 
tins. The names of the dealers arc kept 
secret for the present.

MISSIONS
THE THEME

In Several of the City Churches 
Again Yesterday.

Dr. Cleaver at Centenary—Lay­
men in Three Churches.

SL John Anniversary—Mr. Byers 
Here From India.

Implicit trust in Jesus Christ as the 
only way to salvation was the dominant 
note of an inspiring discourse by Rev.
Dr. Cleaver, of Toronto, in Centenary 
Methodist Church last night. The 
thought he emphasized was summed up 
in his text, “It is. not by might or pov>er 
but by Mv Spirit' said the Lord of 
Hosts." Reciting the experiences of the 
Israelites, when they abandoned the God 
of their choice, linking themselves with 
idolatory, Dr. Cleaver pointed out that 
it was not unt'l they re-established their 
faith in Jehovah that the new temple 
reared its stately dome and the walls of 
Jerusalem were re-built by men who 
worked with God-inspired energy and 
zeal that surmounted every obstacle. 
This trust in God was as old as history. 
The Old Testament was full of incidente 
emphasizing that it was not by might 
ot power, but by the spirit of the Lord 
of Hosts that men overcame. From the 
time that the disciples of Christ, filled 
by the whole spirit, went forth in the 
streets of Jerusalem, swaying men, like 
standing corn before the summer temp- 
test . this trust prevailed until the days 
of Constantine, when, history informe 
us. the evangelizing power of the church 
of God received its death blow, through 
trust in men. Again, after Luther had 
rallied Christianity with the old cry, 
"Remember it. is not by might or pow­
er" the Reformation received its death 
blow front the political ramparts. In 
the eighteenth century, the English 
Church, almost on the brink of hell, was 
rescued by Wesley and Whitfield, with 
that old rally cry of the text. As soon as 
the church began to trust in wealth and 
membership, in any thing but the God 
of Hosts, it was a Samson shorn of 
its strength.

Tile surplus collection yesterday goes 
to the funds of the Women's Missionary 
Society, and at both services Dr. Cleaver 
emphasized that splendid work this or­
ganization was doing.

ST. JOHN ANNIVERSARY.

The anniversary services of St. John 
Presbyterian Church yesterday were well 
attended. Rev. Dr. George H. Smith,
M X D I)., of Knox Church. St. Ca­
therines. addressed the gathering», and 
bv his clear speaking and forceful ex­
pounding of his texts, commanded the 
attention of all present. In the morn­
ing he based his theme upon Luke xxxx.,
48, “And ye are witnesses of 
things.'' He divided his text into 
distinct sections to which the 
would Ik* witness..The first and most im­
portant was the death and resurrection 
of Christ, as the great emblem of the 
Protestant Church is the empty croaa. 
The emptv cross and the empty tomb are 
the wav whereby the sinner may receive 
remission of sins and a witness for 
Christ is a person who has found salva­
tion through the death and resurrection 
ot Christ. The church is to Ik* the guar­
dian and witness of the Bible as nU 
the truths contained in it are Christ » 
teaching, and if the Christian is to de­
fend the Bible lie should study it so as 
to posses* i. clear and definite knowledge 
of what it contains. In all ages of his­
tory the enemies of God have risen and 
fallen—men who have tried to tear the 
Bible to pieces. There are enemies in 
the camp to-day who disbelieve certain 
truths contained in the bible.

Dr. Smith, in speaking of the mission­
ary policy, said that the most pressing 
need is more men for the ministry, as 
during the pa*st few years there has 
been an alarming decrease in the num­
ber of graduates. He gave some statis­
tics from different countries showing the 
decrease in the number of missionaries 
and the increase in the population. He 
said the Laymen's Missionary movement 
and other movements of the same kind 
are living witnesses of the Bible. In the 
evening he selected his text from John 
XX., 22, 23. “And when He had said 
this, He breathed on them, and said uu- 
li them, receive ye the Holy Ghost; 
whosoever sins ye remit, they aie 
rknitted unto them ; and whosoever sins 
yc retain, they Sre retained." In the cre­
ation God breathed on man. The breath 
of God should inspire and put new life 
into every one that they might be wit­
nesses for Him. For the desciples in 
the upper room this meant new life. 
From then on they were to preach 
Christ's teachings that sinners might be 
saved. Mr. Smith said the most possible 
meaning conveyed in these words was 
that Christ meant the disciples to preach 
His teachings and all who received them 
would receive remission of sins. In clos­
ing he said it was not organizations 
that would keep a church on good 
ground, but earnest prayer.

The anniversary banquet will be held 
on Thursday evening at 6.30.

MISSIONARY FROM INDIA.
For the past twenty-two years Rev. 

W. p. Byers, together with his wife, has 
labored in India among the heathen. His 
life lias been given lip to the spreading 
of 1 he gospel, and nobly had he done his 
work. During that time lie has con­
versed mostly in the native languages, 
until lie ha* become a« well acquainted 
with them. as with his native mother 
tongue, so used, in fact, had lie become 
with their tongues, that he talks English 
with the deliberateness of the foreigner. 
This, however, detracts nothing from his 
oratory. He speaks earnestly and with 
tlu* true simplicity that carries convic­
tion to every heart. He preached Ik*fore 
•- large congregation in Zion Tabernacle 
yesterday morning, and in the afternoon 
a large gathering in Centenary Ofureh 
had the pleasure of hearing him speak. 
In the evening the congregation of Mac- 
Nab Street Presbyterian Church was 
both interested and impressed with the 
story he told of the great work going on 
in India. The text was: Psalm lxxx. 6— 
“Wilt thou not revive us again, that thy 
people may rejoice in thee 7” Mr. Byers 
told of the great revival movement which 
liegan in the hills of India in the year 
1005. The people did nothing lmt pray 
and cry their faith, and lieseeeh the 
mercy ami blessing of the Lord. They 
kept up their prayers for months, and 
finally the revival came. Even the chil­
dren were affected strongly. As soon 
as they Would get out of school they 
would, gather in the church, and there 
they would pray. It was not very long 
before some of the villages became 
wholly Christian. This greatly encour­
aged the missionaries, and they went at

their work with renewed vigor. Where 
the natives were once cold and uncon­
cerned they became enthusiastic, and the 
effect was felt all over the country. The 
revival then broke out. in western Initia 
ami hundreds more were added to the 
fold. The Punjab came next; then Ben­
gal. What caused this wave of Chris­
tianity that swept over the country and 
made thousands of converts? It was the 
workings of the Master Hand.

Mr. Byers speaks in Centenary Sun­
day school this evening, and all who are 
interested in missionary work will be 
pleased to hear him.

LAYMEN AND MISSIONS.
Missions and the part the laymen are 

taking the great undertaking was the 
subject of discourse in a numlier of the 
city churches yesterday. Charlton Av­
enue Methodist Church is to adopt the 
duplex envelope system the first Sun­
day of next month, and two of the lay­
men.

He Goes to Japan First—General Sir 

O'Mocre Creagh, Who Succeeds 
Kitchener in India, Has a Bril­
liant Reputation.

London. April 18.—Lord Kitchener 
will hand over his command in India 
to Gen. Sir O’Moore Creagh early in 
August and at once proceed to Japan. 
He proposes to make a long stay in 
that country and will closely examine 
the military system and army organ­
ization in time of peace.

From Japan he produises t<> go to 
China, and he will traverse many of 
the battlefields in Manchuria, with 
the advantage of going over much 
of the ground with officers who took 
part in the Russo-Japanese War and 
who have been placed at his disposal 
by the Mikado and the Japanese Gov­
ernment.

It is expected that before be con­
cludes his visit to Manchuria. lz«rd 
Kitchener will be commissioned by 
the War Office to return home by 
way of Australia and Canada in or­
der to examine the local defence forces 
and to report to the authorities what 
steps should be taken to improve 
their organization and administration 
and how best their training may be 
co-ordinated. Should these suggested 
arrangements hold good Lord Kitchen­
er is not expected in this country 
until toward the end of next year.

KITCHENER'S SUCCESSOR.
Gen. Sir O’Moore Creagh. who is to 

succeed Gen. Kitchener of Khartoum 
as commander-in-chief in India. not 
of the Kitchener school or of any­
body's school. It would Ik* difficult 
to find a man with less bias for or 
against the particular notions of any 
of his predecessors or one who haa 
less identified himself with this or 
that policy in the conduct of affairs 
in India.

What he has manifested has been 
a capability for fine jierformances as 
a leader, especially in tight places.

DUN’S REVIEW.
Although the movement of trade is

No 
other interpretation can be given of the 
record of bank clearings, which show a 
gain of 12.0 per cent, over both 1908 
and 1906, outside of New York, and the 
reports of railroad earnings for the first 
week of April which make a gain of 12.6 
per cent, over last year. The starting 
of outdoor activities under generally 
seasonable spgfmg weather impart» a 
welcome, stimulus, and the new building 
operations are a really notable develop­
ment, promising much for the whole 
business situation. The iron and steel 
trade is giving a better account of itself, 
although the larger orders are the re­
sult of the sacrifice of prices.

In woollens 
the signs are auspicious for the fall 
trade. The footwear market also ex­
hibits an advance in activity. But 
while there are these and other proofs 
of improvement, the situation has not 
yet. entirely shaken itself free from the 
effects of the recent depression. The 
advance in cash wheat has already re­
duced the exports of hreadstuffs to low 
figures. Copper continues under the in­
fluence of a production largely in excess 
of demand. In lines subject to tariff 
complications a better feeling prevails, 
because of the report, of possible final 
action by Congress in the last week of 
May.

ADVANCING ON CONSTANTINOPLE 

Constantinople. April 19. — The 
troops, loyal to the young Turks, con­
tinued their advance on Constantin­
ople last night and it is believed here 
that they would soon occupy Makri- 
keny, a town ten miles from the cap­
ital.

Two advance guards precede the 
main body of the soldiers. One is 
composed of 300. men. half of whom 
are officers, while the other numbers 
1.000 men. These two columns are 
expected to occupy Persia, and Galata, 
the foreign and officials quarters of 
Constantinople ns soon as possible 
in order to protect foreigners in the 
event of rioting.

Many of the troops in Constantin­
ople favor the Young Turks and re­
sistance is hardly expected.

PREPARING FOR ATTACK.

Mat t's Mnnastir correspondent says it 
is rtported that the Sultan is negotiat­
ing with the committee of union and 
progress with regartf to >his abdication. 
He says the report is without eonfirma- 
tion. but that the general belief is 
should the committee triumph it would 
show less clemency toward the Sul ton 
than before.

Telegraphing from Saloniki, the cor­
respondent of the Neus Frei Press says 
that Turkish warships at Smyrna have 
promised to support the Young Turks. 
He adds that the army corps at Adrian- 
nple is ready to march on Constantino­
ple and that 22.000 troops already have 
passed through Tohataljo.

PRIESTS WHIPPED.
Vienna, April 19.- A despatch receiv­

ed from Constantinople says that the 
priests sent out to parley with the 
Young Turks at Tihatelnja were whip­
ped and driven away.

The leaders of the Young Turks’ forces 
have issued orders that the lives and 
property of all foreigners and Chris­
tians in Constantinople be adufitvly 
protected.

MURDER OF MISSIONARIES. 
Constantinople, April 19.—The Ameri­

can vice-consul in Mersina reports that 
the disorders in Adana are quieting 
down. The two American missionaries, 
D. M. Rogers and Mr. Maurer, were 
killed on Thursday afternoon while at­
tempting to extinguish a fire in the 
house of an aged Turkish woman. They 
were shot dead.

The missions in Adana and Tarsusur 
are now receiving adequate protection. 
Mersina is anxiously awaiting relief.

The killed in Adana are estimated at 
more than 1.000, but no particulars of 
the ma sa sere yet arc available.

Disturbances have occurred also at 
Marash, a city of about 50.000 people in 
the villayet nf Alepho, and about 80 
miles north of Alexandretta. It is re­
ported that 20 people were killed or 
wounded there. The authorities at 
Marash behaved well and the disorders 
soon were put down.

WANTS PEACE.
Berlin, April 19.—The Constantinople 

correspondent of the Morgen Post says 
in a despatch that he lias been informed 
from an excellent source in the Yildiz 
Kiosk that the Sultan has sent his 
chamberlain, Rifaat Pasha, and his sec­
retary to the Grand Vizier with orders 
that the Government make peace with 
the Young Turks on any terms in order 
to prevent general bloodshed.

Board of Conciliation to Enquire 

Into Mining Trouble.

Meant Buys Pulp Wood Land in 
Newfoundland.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Ottawa. Out., April 19.—H. H. Wat­

son and J. Milner and Atkin, of Van­
couver , are in Ottawa interviewing the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries, and 
the Premier, urging that the Canadian 
Government take immediate steps to ex­
ercise its rights and jurisdiction over the 
water of Hecate Straights, and ta$:e ef­
fective measures to protect the fisheries 
of the waters from the poaching of Am­
erican fishermen from Seattle. Last year 
out of a. total of fifty, five million 
pounds was caught by Americana.

The Minister of Labor has appointed 
a board of conciliation and investigaa- 
tion under the Ivemicux Act to enquire 
into matters in dispute between the Bri­
tish Columbia Copper Co., of Green­
wood, and its miners, Edward Cronin, of 
Toronto, will represent the company, 
John Mclnnes, Socialist member for B. 
(’. Legislature for Phonix, will represent 
the men. The chairman of the Board ia 
to be chosen.

Mr. E. D. Arnaud, Canadian Trade 
Commissioner in Newfoundland, reports 
to the Trade, and Commerce Department 
that W. R. Hearst, of New York, has 
purchased a thousand square miles of 
pulp wood lands in the island and will 
make a total investment of about ten 
millions in the pulp wood and paper in­
dustry. He will employ between two 
and three thousand men and will turn 
out from four to five hundred tons- ef 
paper daily.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who is the sole head of a fam­
ily. or any male vvtr 18 yearn old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba. Saskatchewan or 
Albert*. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the Dominion f/ands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the dleLrlct. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, eon, daughter, brother or 
steter of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months' reHdenca upon and 
cultivation ef the lend in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
his homestead on a farm of at least 80 acree 
tolely owned and occupied by him or by hi a 
father, mother, eon. daughter, brother or ela­

in certain conditions a homesteader In good 
«tending may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homestead. Price |3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months In each 
of six years from date of homeetead entry 
(Including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acree extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted hie home­
stead right aud cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homeetead In certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must 
reside six months in each of three yea re. 
cuttixjUe fifty acres and erect a house worth

He claimed 
that about dark on Saturday evening, 
Mrs. Simpson -went to his place with 
her two children and asked if they could 
stay there Over night as she was afraid 
to go home as her husband had been 
abusing her. Wallace secured a room for 
her and the children, and then went to 
lied. About 8 o'clock the next morning 
the children went home, and shortly af­
ter Simpson appeared at the house and 
asked fer his wife. Wallace urged her to 
go home with her husband, but she said 
she was afraid that he would strike her 
and refused to leave. Simpson theu went 
away and hunting up a policeman asked 
him to interfere. He was told to go to 
the Magistrate and get a warrant, but 
instead of following this advice he re­
turned to his own home. While there it 
is thought that he brooded on his griev­
ance, until he had worked himself into 
a towering rage. About 10 o’clock, Wal­
lace said, hr appeared in his room and 
making a rush for him struck him ou 
the breast. A struggle ensued aud Wal­
lace managed to get his assailant down 
and administer a few punches. Simpson 
finally broke away and made a hasty 
exit. A few minutes after Simpaon sud­
denly felt a peculiar sensation stealing 
over him. and. looking down, he was 
startled to find that his shirt was cov­
ered with blood.
