way? or shall our bark, on 
chilling equinoctial gale, be borne 
through dreary skies ; or yet 
naid the lightning’s glare and the 
thunder’s roar be tossed? AVho 
can tell ? All is uncertainty, and 
we would not have it otherwise, 
for it is this characteristic which 
gives zest to baloon adventure. 
$ut while we cannot anticipate 

our next experience, let me speak 
of one that cannot fail to interest 
the reader.

The city of Burlington, Iowa,was 
the place of ascension; a day in 
the early part of August, 1875, the 
time. The balloon—which was 
capable of carrying three men— 
was inflated at the gas works, from 
which place it was towed by ropes 
a distance of two miles against a 
leavy wind. AVhen the towing 

commenced the lower aperture of 
the balloon was closed to prevent 
the escape of gas; but on the way 
the wind shook the lashings off, 
causing a loss of about one-half the 
gas before reaching its destination. 
This seemed in the end to have 
iroved a most fortunate occur­
rence. Half-past four, the hour for 
starting, had arrived; standing on 
a high cliff overlooking the Missis­
sippi river stood the balloon, ready 
to be cast adrift. To the southeast, 
on the Illinois side of the river, 
there was just at that time ap­
proaching a terrible, ominous-look- 
ing thunder storm. No time was 
to be lost. So much gas bad. 
escaped that I had to go alone. 
From the momo.nt it left the ground 
the balloon was carried rapidly in 
the direction of the storm. It 
could have been landed on the 
prairie bottoms, but {hey were 
lartly covered witli water" from a 
recent rise in the river, and besides, 
short, uneventful voyages are an 
abomination. As with two rail­
road trains approaching each other, 
so the space which lay between the 
balloon and the cloud was quickly 
annihilated. The ascent had been 
rapid, and, at the time, this seemed 
"ortunate, for I had escaped that 
ow, dusty, dark and ragged-look­
ing front, which seemed to bo 
seething with commotion, and by 
passing above it, had entered the 
cloud where it was much lighter in 
aspect, and where there seemed to 
be no commotion whatever. It 
was about seven minutes from the 
time of leaving the ground till 
the cloud was entered, when I 
was surrounded with a thick fog 
which was momentarily illuminat- 
ed with flashes of lightning. The 
crowd who had witnessed the 
ascent as it appeared afterward 
were horror-stricken and gave me 
up for lost. Not so myself ; be­
lieving that the balloon had cleared 
the dangerous portion of the storm, 
and that it would soon rise out of 
the cloud into clear sunshine, I was 
perfectly satisfied. But more vivid 
grew the flashes and louder pealed 
the thunder. I became anxious at 
last to reach the top, and just as it 
was evident that it was about to 
be accomplished, .right down in 
front of me, and apparently not 
more than fifty miles distant, came 
a discharge of electricity. Almost 
in an instant I felt the car lifted, 
the gas in the balloon suddenly ex­
panded to overflowing, projecting 
a Volume of gas through the open 
nfouth of the balloon down into 
the car. I hold my breath while I 
quickly caught-a rope hanging 
from the hoop overhead, and tied 
it around my waist, then seized the 
valve with one hand, and leaning 
as far as possible out of the car, in 
this way avoided suffocation. ’ In 
the meantime the balloon was 
being hurled with inconceivable



velocity through the cloud. I felt 
like one who dreams that he is 
falling from a great height. The 
tornado of wind sought to turn the 
balloon over and over, but the 
weight bentath counteracted this, 
and the consequence was that the 
car was swung aloft and back ann 
forth at a terrible rate. Now all 
this was suddenly accomplished, 
and would have been as suddenly 
over, 'but before the car had time 
tostop oscillating anotheQdischarge 
of electricity would occur and the 
same thing recur again and again, 
and it seemed as thongh I should 
never escape. The valve had 
been open all the while, yet still 
with every recurrence of the 
storm’s action, the balloon would 
be extended to its utmost. It was 
fortunate that the bag was not 
full at starting, for, though it was 
an unusually strong one, it would 
otherwise have been burst into 
shreds in the very first instance. 
At last relief came. The balloon 
was thrown with the same violence 
into the very midst of the con­
densed vapor, and the torrent that 
now fell upon the balloon was 
something tremendous. What with 
the great loss of gas and the added 
weight of water, I was soon extri- 
cated'from tha extremely unplea­
sant position. The 1 ever part of 
the balloon in descending doubled 
up into the upper part (fpr there 
was but little gas left) and formed 
a sort of parachute. It sank gent­
ly enough through the clouds, and 
the only commotion was the falling 
rain, which was so heavy that the 
cloud seemed cut up by it into fil­
aments.

Considerable time was occupied- 
in falling—exactly how long I canr 
not teli—but at last I could hean 
the roar of the storm below. In 
looking down, the earth being near­
est directly under the balloon, it is 
first sighted through what appears 
to be a round hole in the cloud, 
knew there were dangers still 
threatening, and I kept a constant 
watch for the opening. At last it 
came right over the woods. It 
could not have been worse. My 
drag rope was out; I saw it touch 
the trees, and the next moment the 
rar was flying through their tops 
and half a dozen trees were dashed 
through in less time than it would 
take to count twenty. The balloon 
jva§ torn to ribbons. The netting 
caught among the branches and 
the car fell to within a foot of the 
ground, when I stepped out. 
Catching a piece of the torn bal­
loon as it came floating down, I 
drew it over my head and should­
ers and sat down upon a stump till 
the storm was over.

How far the balloon had travel­
led to reach the centre of the 
storm it is impossible to tell, as, 
without doubt, during the whole of 
the descent it was returning. The 
direction in which the drag rope 
lay showed that I was bound direct 
for Burlington, which was just 
twelve miles distant from my land­
ing place.

It appears frein laic advices 
that the Mackenzie Government 
have at last thrown up the sponge. 
They die hard if we are to judge 
from the spasmodic paragraphs in 
the heart-broken Government or­
gans. Immediately after the fini­
rai obsequies are over S'"r John A. 
Macdonald will receive the keys of 
the, chest and proceed to form a 
new Government. Sir John is a 
brilliant statesman, amiable in 
every circle of life, but like the rest 
of us he likes prominence. Am­
bition it was that drove him to soil 
his nands with the Pacific Scandal. 
Yet with all bis fauhs he is evi­
dently preferrable to his predeces­
sor.
