Balfour Regrets
America’s Failure

In order that the department of 
'immfeflraitton land colonization may 

have at its command authentic ac­
counts of the experiences of success­
ful settlers in various parts of Can- 

de -ided to offer cash

London, Dec. 11—Arthur J. Balfour, 
Lord President of the Counoil, in a 
speech today In London on world re­
construction, said: “One of the 
greatest of our allies feel that they 
cannot go through with us to the end 
in this process of reconstruction. I 
am not going to criiciz?, because I 
think it out of place for any foreigner 
to criticize any foreign power. But 
it would be a very poor compliment to 
any American friends to say that we 
regard with indifference the fact that 
they have not seen their way clear to 
carry theirjown co-operation with us 
in this work of industrial reconstruc­
tion to the end."

Mr. Balfour described the part Am­
erica played Iik the war as noble 
and disinterested/6with no thought of 
national ambition. “We are grate­
ful," he continued, “but I confess I had 
dreams that a work so nobly begun 
would be effectively carried through."' 
Mr. Balfour expressed the opinion that 
the future of the world would be as­
sisted incalculably if the great Eng­
lish-speaking nations worked together 
in the cause of liberty and peace.

Aid Will Come.

“I know well in the cause of lib­
erty and peace American co-operation 
will still be forthcoming," he saidj “I 
know they are not going to abandon 
as a nation, and that no party in 
America is going to abandon those 
great ideals.”

The speaker said he was bound to 
admit, however, that it seems more 
than likely that "we cannot count to 
the full on direct action, which would 
make the assistance of the great 
American democracy of ten fold value 
should it be forthcoming."

“Therefore." Mr. Balfour went on, 
"it is—and I know what I say will

The pullets must be protected 

from colds. They are seldom afflic­
ted if they receive good feed and do 
not crowd at night. Teach them to 
roost at an early age and furnish 
plenty of roosts In both colony houses 
and laying houses. Then the birds 
will not come out on the cold ground 
in an over-heated condition, and will 
be free from watery eyes, which Is 
the first sign of a cold.

COMPULSORY SERVICE
FOR CANADA

Montreal, Dec. 15—An intimation of 
some form of permanent compulsory 
service for Canada', both in the per­
manent force and the Canadian active 
militia, was given Saturday evening, 
at the banquet tendered1 Major Gen­
eral E. W. Wilson, C M G, on the oc­
casion of his retiring from the post 
of general officer commanding mil­
itary district number four, which he 
held during the whole war period un­
til demobilization, with great success

This announcement was made by 
Major General Mew burn, minister of 
militia. It was Immediately followed 
by a definite statement from Hon. C. 
C Ballantyne. mnister of marine and 
naval defence, that he was consider­
ing a definite scheme of naval defen­
ce for Canada, along the lines of the 
adVlce ' igiven by Admiral Vfscount 
Jellicoe during his recent visit to 

1 Canada, when the famous admiral had 
many conferencës with Hon. Mr. Bal- 
lantyne. The latter stated that 

the plans had not advanced for 
enough for a detailed announcement, 
but he promised that some concrete 
plan would be submittevi to the gov­
ernment and that, whether it is great 
or small in extent the scheme to be 
submitted would follow the advice of 
Lord iJelliooe, that whatever ships 
should be built would be the last 
word in efficiency.

It was also announced by General 
Mewburn that an order had been 
passed permanently appointing Brig­
adier General C. J. Armstrong as 
general officer commanding number 
four military district, in succession 
to General Wilson.

KEPT RIGHT

Indianapolis, Dec. 10 = With but one. 
dissenting vote the general committee of 
the Mine Workers’ of America in session 
this afternoon voted to accept President 
Wilson’s proposal for immediate return to 
work pending final settlement of their 
wage controversy with operators by a com­
mission to be appointed by him.

Telegrams were sent out tonight to the 
four thousand locals of the union by inter­
national officials of the mine workers, im­
mediately. Full instructions with regard 
to the agreement will be sent out to­
morrow morning.

Operators tonight predicted full re­
sumption of operations Friday and ship­
ments of coal from the mines beginning 
Monday morning.

Mine operators and government offi­
cials, alike, were highly gratified over the 
settlement tonight and all sides appeared 
confident of a final satisfactory settlement 
of the fight by the commission.

The action today ends a tie-up of the 
local industry of more than five weeks 
duration and one which was more far- 
reaching in its effects than any other in 
the history of the country. As a result of 
the strike the country was fast approach­
ing a complete shut down of industry and 
widespread suffering among its 100,000,000 
inhabitants.

The decision of the miners, came after 
many hours of debate in which the radical 
element in the general committee made 
incendiary speeches against operators and 
o hers interested in settlement of the strike 
and for a third t me threatened to defeat 
•ffjrts to settle the strike at this time. 
The conservative element led by acting 
President John Lewis and Secretary-Treas­
urer William Green, gained control of the 
situation this morning and succeeded in 
putting down practically all opposition 
by the time the question came to a vote.

at.. future date, at which time the action 
of, and reason for, the general committee 
will be fully explained. The opponents of 
acceptance of the president's plan made 
their fight principally on the theory that 
oily a general convention of the miners 
hid power to call off the strike.

Members of the general committee to 
night steadfastly refused to make public 
the name of the delegate who cast the one 
dissenting vote.

Two statements were given out follow­
ing adjournment of the conference by At­
torney-General A. Mitchell Palmer, who 
first submitted the president’s proposal to 
acting President Lewis and Secretary- 
Treasurer Green at a conference in Wash­
ington last Saturday, and came to In­
dianapolis Monday to await the outcome 
of consideration of the plan by the miners 
general committee. Mr. Palmer’s first 
statement expressed his gratification at 
the decision of the United Mine Workers 
and commended Mr. Lewis and Mr, Green 
for “their wise and patriotic action.”

A supplementary statement issued this 
evening follows:

“The miners at their meeting this after­
noon accepted the president’s proposal ex­
actly as written, and I understand the 
operators committee have announced 
their acceptance of it. It provides for the 
immediate general resumption of operat­
ions in all districts upon the basis which 
obtained on October 31, 1919^ except as to 
wages, which are to be fourteen per cent 
higher than at that d *te. This means tlu t 
the men shall be taken back to work in all 
mines in the positions and upon the terms 
of their contracts of employment then ex­
isting and it is confidenly expected that 
the mine owners will accede to the gov­
ernment's earnest request that the status 
quo of October 31, be promptly reestab­
lished in order that peaceful relations be­
tween employer and worker in all parts of 
t>.£ mining fields may be immediately re­
sumed. I am asking the governors of all 
coal mining states to cooperate in the ef­
fort to bring this about ”

Greed Is Cause
Of H.C.L.

Winnipeg, Dec. 11—“Greed is the 
cause of the high cost of living and 
your company takes advantage of the 
law of supply and demand, you may 
as well admit it,” said Commisssioner 
jW. F. O'Connor, K. C, of the Board of 
Commerce, to James Carrjithers, gen­
eral manager of the Crescent Cream­
ery Company, at today's session of 
the Board, following a remark by Mr. 
Carruthers that as long as his firm 
was in business it would take ad van- 
age of foreign demand because “busi- 
pef’. is business."

The witness had been asked to say 
whether in his opinion cost of pro­
ducing butter should be the ruling 
factor in reglation of selling prices 
to the Canadian consumer, or if it 
should be governed by the fact that 
some starving people in Czecho-Slo- 
vakia were forced to pay high prices 
because of heavy transportation 
charges and other costs.

Under cross-examination Mr. Car­
ruthers refused to admit his company 
was instrumental in boosting the 
price of butter, declaring that com­
petition was responsible.

Fredericton, N. B., Dec. 10—The re­
signation of Lieutenant Colonel W. H 
Harrison, as reporter of the Supreme 
Court of New Brunswick, was ac­
cepted by the Government at this ses­
sion and Ernest Dcdron, barrister-at 
law of Chatham, was appointed to 
succeed him.

The new appointee, Mr. Doiron, Is 
a Bachelor of Arts, of St Joseph Col- 
’ege. L. L. B. of Dalhousie and a 
Rhodes Scholarship winner, although 
he was unable to avail himself of the 
opportunity to pursue hie education 
at Oxford as he enlisted in 1916 and 
served as a gunner in France in the 
24th, Battery, C. F. A., -from March 
1917, until February 1919.

Is the livelihood of five or six per­
sons beside those of the actual wor­
ker to be charged up to “profit”?

Or, are all these relationships '"to 
bo considered strictly under head of 
“cost,” and the profit to be computed 
entirely outside of them?
