The fishary of the present year supplies
Ft was not below an
average catch, but what of this? Hot
weather here an' hot weather at Labra-
dor spoiled a great part of the voyage—
for very many years there has not been
so larga a portion of cullage fish; add
the prices of best qualites being low,
that of the cullage showed a delicienca a
value below any ordinary proportion to
she quautity caught. Besides these
drawbacks planters and fishernren have
had to confront in two many instances
the debit balances of one or move year's
accounts ; s0 that agansg such odds 1o ig
no cause of wonder they bave been uns
alle to pay their way at cred.t prces of
supplies, and that they are in such num-
bers in a state of want and prostration.
Of coarse it has a so fared il for supple-
ers whose accounts are unpaid and who

are not 1n a mood, perhaps poy in a po-i.

tion, to make win eradvances Lo nyea als
ready overweighied with debt.

These, or other equilly depressing
condiuions of such frequent recurrence
that thiey may be regarded as ibs horm b
astenddants.  Mean viule the populasion
goes ou- increasing —the increass of de-
mand thus certain—tie meaus ot supply
from (e fisheiy being the wrotched and
precirious dependence already shown.
The results would be eve worse than we
see, but for the mining operations in
Green Bay ; but these are as yet pros
ceeding on too limted a scaie to tell
witii much etieet on the gencral cond.s
t:on of the eolony.

As soon as lis§Lordship "reccived
the official notice that our Governurent
had granted the Hxequatur to the Pon-
