The 
total investment was estimated at 
$264,939,592. The new Ameri­
can industries which located ir 
Canada in 1920, bring the total 
of such concerns to well over 500, 
and the aggregate capital up to 
$340,000,000.

Surely it must require con­
siderable temerity to assert that a 
tariff system which produces such 
substantial results is bad for Can­
ada. The amount of employ­
ment afforded to Canadian work­
men by these new enterprises is 
enormous, and it is steadily in­
creasing. The benefits of our sys­
tems of moderate protection are 
thus demonstrated without resort 
to'academic theory. The tariff is 
forcing foreign capital to 1 invest 
in Canada by hundreds of mill­
ions of dollars, and_ is causing 
the diffusion of 
nrillions annually in 
Canadian workmen.

Ministerial Bye-Elections.

Tlie ministerial bye-elections 
for the House of Commons held 
iB St. John, N. B., an<J Colchester, 
N. S., on Monday last, resulted in 
a splendid vindication of the pol­
icy of the National Liberal and 
Conservativè Government. This 
was the first occasion afforded 
the Prime Minister, Bight Hon­
orable Arthur Meighen, to test 
public confidence in his adminis­
tration, and the answer is an ad­
mirable tribute to his ability and 
popularity.

In St. John,, where Honorable 
Mr. Wigmore, Minister of Cus­
toms and Inland Revenue, sought 
reelection, the result had never 
been in doubt, as the opposition 
to him was sfmply factious ; but 
in Colchester matters were quite 
different. This is largely a rural 
constituency, and the Farmers 
party placed a strong and popular 
candidate in the field. He had 
served with no little success as an 
officer in the recent great war, and 
was likewise a farmer. He was 
also supposed to have support 
from the labor party. The con­
test was a most strenuous one ; 
organization, canvassing and pub­
lic meetings were kept ,at fever 
heat by' both sides during- the 
whole campaign. But when the 
ballots were counted Hon. Mr. 
McCurdy, Minister of Public 
Works, had about 1,500 majority. 
Hon.Mr. Wigmore had over 4.000 
majority over his opponent in St. 
John add Albert, the Liberal 
losing his deposit.

Mr. McKenzie King and many 
of his followers have had much to 
s»y about submitting the Govern­
ment’s policy and conduct of pub 
lie affairs to the_glectorate for en- 

' dorsation. Here was a fair chance 
to test the strength of the Gov­
ernment's position, and the oppo­
sition offered was shattered to 
pieces. Probably there is no con­
stituency in Canada where the 
A rvarian party would have a bet­
ter chance to elect their candidate 
than in Colchester ; but the re­
sult is utter defeat. It is to be 
hoped this triumph of the Gov­
ernment will not be without itf 
effect on our agrarian friends.

As already stated, the results 
of these two ministerial elections 
are splendid triumphs for theGor 
eminent, the Prime Minister and 
the successful Ministers. They 
are, one and all, deserving of the 
most cordial congratulatiens.

In the power and the willingness j 
to dig into a question until ho had 
•become absolute master of it in 
every detail. Heaven help the 
opponent who had trusted to rhe­
toric and sounding assertion, and 
had not made sure of his facts, if 
he was to be followed by the re­
morseless debater feom Portage- 
la Prairie] True, his speeches 
were always the advocate’s brief, 
never the judge’s summary, bu! 
in this he differed from three ou’ 
of four members only in that hi 
brief was more convincing or a- 
least more difficult to answer. 
He has already given proof of 
high administrative capacity. His 
personal integrity is beyond ques­
tion. He has audacity to con 
ceive and backbone to carry 
through. Canadians of all par 
ties and of none may take pride 
in the fact that the man who foi 
years to come, whether in powei 
or in opposition, is to have high 
and responsible place in Ottawa 
will hold his own in charactei 
and capacity with the political 
leaders of any other of the Eog- 
iish-spealcing peoples, whethei 
Lloyd-Geotge, Smuts, or Wilson.’

This estimate, coming from ai 
opponent whose knowledge of 
world politics and political per 
sonalities is unsurpassed, is a tint 
tribute to the place which Mr 
Meighen has already made foi 
himself upon the stage of states 
manship. One need not:envy th< 
heart and mentality of any Cana 
dian who does not take pride ii 
what such leadership means ti 
the public life of his country.

No one can foretell what diifl 
eulties may confront us in the 
future. But whatever the future 
may hold in store, we shall have 
supreme need of all the common 
sense we can bring to bear on the 
situation, avoiding the dictates of 
ultra-radicalism, on the one hand 
snd ultra-conservatism on the 
other, and endeavoring_by calm 
thought and temperate discussion 
to reach the decision in all cases 
which vT’U be the fairest to all 
concerned.

If this spirit controls the coun­
cils of business and labor affairs 
[ have no doubt as to the cer­
tainty of our industrial stability 
in the days that lie ahead and 
the attainment of a reasonable 
measure of satisfaction all around.

The case of the London Daily 
Herald, convicted of practically 
receiving $375,000 of Bolshevik 
money’, is an interesting one. 
That newspaper and its editor, 
Mr. Lansbury, have professed to 
be champions of the poor prole­
tariat, as again greedy capitalism; 
they have assumed to speak in 
the voice of honest labor ; they 
posed in the role of saviors of so­
ciety, and they have been quoted 
with continuous gusto in their 
comments on British affairs by- 
papers like the Ottawa Citizen 
which seem to consider that a 
useful work can be dote iu tlye 
world by a policy of public grouch 
and promotion under one guise or 
another of class or social rumor. 
But it turns out that the first 
newspaper in the world to be con­
victed of being bought by capital 
—or about to be bought when 
caught in the act—is the London 
Daily Hèrald, the self-constituted 
f-hampion of the virtues of the 
discontented elements of society, 
and assailant of most other 
classes. Let us emphasize this : 
to the honor of the newspaper 
profession be it said there never 
has been any previous instance 
recorded in the history of the 
world of the influence of aa im 
portant newspaper being bought 
liscreditably by mere money. 
This wretched thing was reserved 
cor a journal which sought to 
flourish by vilification of the ex­
isting order of society in order to 
iverturn it and establish some­
thing else in its place, the lop 
ided brains of the controllers of 

i he paper did not know just 
vhat, but anyway something else. 
The debacle is an astonishing 
thing, but at the same "time a 
useful spectacle in the moral it 
iffords to distrust both the brains 
and the honesty of extremists of 
my kind.

Mr. Lansbury endeavors to de­
fend himself by declaring that it 
,vas another director of the 
Herald, then outside of England, 
who agreed to take the money, 
md Mr. Lansbury asserts that lie 
lid not know about it.

Lloyd George a liar because, 
the premier of his country had 
intiinated that something of the 
kind was going on.

So here you have in the_càse of 
the London Daily Herald a,com- 
bi nation of pharisaisin, hypocrisy 
xnd dishonesty, all in the name 
of virtue and lofty humanitar- 
ianism on the surface; but be­
neath the virtue and the timnan- 
itarianism, an alliance with 
Bolshevism. Illuminative, this, 
of the eharacter both of the 
Bolshevists and the Lansburys, 
and of the livelihood that Bolshe­
vik money is being used freely 
to stir up trouble everywhere in

President Deschanel of France 

is obliged to resign on account of 
ill health. An election for a new 
President, by the Senate and 
Chamber of Deputies, is likely to 
be held some of these-days.

As a result of charges effected 
in the organization of the Marconi 
Wireless Telegraph Company of 
Canada, Limited, that compand ln 
will henceforth be entirely under 
Canadian control. The company 
now becomes affiliated with the 
General Electric Company of 
Canada, and Lieut.-Col. the Hon. 
Frederick Nicholls, Sir William 
Mackenzie and A. E. Dyment, 
all of whom are directors of the 
latter company, now have seats 
on the board of the Canadian 
Marconi Company.

Captain Dixon, who opposed 
IIom-iMr. McCurdy in Colchester, 
boasted on the day he was nom­
inated by his party as an opposit­
ion candidate that he would win 
his election, and that the Agrari­
ans would win at the next gen­
eral election. That was consider­
able of a prophecy, and if the 
second part of it will turn out as 
disastrously as the past has done, 
the Agrarians are doomed to 
bitter disappointment. In matters 
of this kind it is always safer to 
prophesy after an event, i

The Ret'. Alexander McIntyre, 
of Grand River, who was recently 
ordained at his home there, was 
tendered a grand reception in 
Longfellow's Hall, Caledonian 
Building, Chester Street, Boston, 
given by the members of the 
Maple Leaf Club. After the 
evening’s program, the Rev.Fathcr 
was introduced by the ex-presi- 
dentr then presented with a purse 
of two hundred dollars. The 
R>v. Father then capably ad­
dressed the members in a very 
fitting and competent speech, 
deiling with the causes of the 
great unrest.in the world at the 
present time.

A most terrific and deadly 
dynamite explosion occurred out­
side the banking premises of J. 
P. Morgan, Wall Street?- *New 
York, at noon on Thursday last. 
The explosion wrecked, not only 
the Morgan premises, but other 
financial houses in the vacinity, 
reducing some of the buildings to 
fragments. The loss of life was 
appaling, the number killed rea­
ching 36 or more, and the injur 
cd upwards of 200. The material 
damage is placed at over $2,500,- 
000. The cause of the disaster 
is in doubt, but the strictest in­
vestigation is going on. No1 
muchjioubt exists but that it Was 
designedly perpetrated.

Oil Industry

The increasing number of ves­
sels coming to Montreal which 
are using oil as fuel is drawing 
attention to this most important 
industry and its phenomenal 
growth in the city. Instead of 
the shiprient in barrels, which 
,was the usual method of trans­
porting the liquid in former days, 
oil is now brought to the harbor 

specially constructed tank 
steamers, which are unloaded at 
the dock’and their contents trans­
ferred to the enormous tanks 
which are constructed along the 
river front. From there oil is 
distributed throughout the Prov­
ince as it is required, in some 
cases sent to Ontario and to New 
Brunswick by rail, or more fre­
quently by water.

The most serious problem, stat­
ed an official of the company, is 
that of obtaining "enough tank 
ships to transport the enormously 
increasing supplies of oil which 
are required in our industries, not 
only here, but elsewhere, and two 
boats are now under construction 
in New York which will be used 
to bring the liquid to Montreal 

summer and Halifax in the 
winter. This company secures 
most of its raw material from the 
Province or Tuxpan, Eastern 
Mexico. Here it is loaded four 
miles from the harbor on a float­
ing pipe line placed on rafts, and 
is taken into the tank boats, 
which vary in capacity from 
40,000 to 80,000 barrels.

It is stated that the troubles 
in Mexico have not affected the 
production of the oil wells, as 
they have been efficiently guard­
ed at all times. Unlike petroleum 
from the Western States, which 
furnishes paraffin by-products, 
this Mexican crude oil has an 
asphalt basis. The Montreal plant- 
is the only one in Canada to 
manufacture road material from 
oil, and the whole Dominion west 
of Winnipeg obtains asphalt, oil 
used for sprinkling roads and 
asphalt binders for the Montreal 
plant. "Eight acres of the eighty- 
five occupied by the plant and 
storage tanks are used for its 
manufacture, and a new building 
is now being built and will short­
ly- be ready for occupancy as an 
experimental station for testing 
asjJhaltS and" simitar products. 
Phis laboratory, it is said, will, 
when completed, be one of the 
finest of its kind on the con­
tinent. 1
